UJS. ATTITUDE.
WASHINGTON, Aug 10.

The pdglttp i of the United States 
Government on the present Polish 
situation was set forth in a note to 
the Italian Government, addressed to 
Baron Aemilo Romano Avezzana, 
Italian Ambassador at Washington 
and was in response to a request of 
the Italian Government for such ai 
expression. ’’This Government be­
lieves in a united free and autonom­
ous Polish state, ami if the people ot 
the United Sutes are earnestly soli­
citous for the maintenance of Po­
land’s independence and territorial 
integrity," says the note, "from this 
attitude we will not depart, and the 
Government therefore akes no excep­
tion to the effort, appnientiy being 
made in some quarters, to arrange an 
armistice between Poland and Russia, 
but it would not, at least for the 
present, partieipite in any plan fer 
the expansion of armutice negotia­
tions into a general European con­
ference, which, in all probability, in­
volve two results, from both ot which 
this country strjhgiy* recoils, viz:

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Two Pieces of
Legislation.

Anything that assists the 
progress of Newfoundland and 
benefits the people, should be 
not lacking of popùlar support, 
but it has yet to be experienced 
generally that the Fishery 
Regulations have proven an un­
mixed blessing in to to. Our 
esteemed Duckworth Street con' 
temporary is loud in its praises 
of the unalloyed advantages now 
accruing to the exporters of this 
dominion from the enforcement 
of these—not altogether popu­
lar—rules, and quotes an isola­
ted case or two in support of its 
assertions. We are inclined to 
the opinion, however, that on 
the whole the regulations have 
not been, the boon which their 
framing promised- In certain 
instances they have not re­
dounded to the material advan­
tage of those whom they large­
ly affect. There is not an un­
animity of sentiment among 
exporters favorable to the new 
laws governing fish shipments. 
On the contrary, much adverse 
criticism has been heard and 
with reason. We could wish 
though that the regulations 
performed all that was claimed, 
for theih. Had they had for 
their purpose and object the 
propagation and encourage­
ment of trade in the very best 
interests of Newfoundland, our 
heartiest support would have 
been accorded them. But when 
they, obviously, cause restric­
tion and hedge exporters about 
with vexatious formalities to 
the detriment and loss of the 
latter, it is patent that whole- 
souled and undivided backing up 
must necessarily be withheld. 
The regulations, as such, then 
are open to honest criticism, 
and whatever we have to say 
about them now or subsequent­
ly will bear the stamp of fair 
comment. If the Regulations 
cf themselves are good, the fu­
ture will be the best judge. If, 
on the other hand, they are not 
calculated to conserve and ad­
vance the fishery interests of 
the Colony, the future will also 
show, but in that case it will be 
unfortunately too late to apply 
a remedy. On the South and 
West Coasts a strong hostility 
has developed, which will not be

not too late, though had previ­
ous -Governments taken up this 
important matter instead of 
filtering away time and money 
on wild cat schemes .and'involv­
ing the Colony in a maze of debt, 
it is quite on the cards that 
Newfoundland fish would have 
commanded the foreign mar­
kets and not suffered any de­
preciation in price because of 
quality. But carelessness reign­
ed supreme and legislators cared 
nothing—and perhaps knew
less—of the proper method of 
splitting, salting and drying cod­
fish. Fault too must be attri­
buted to the buyers, who so 
long as they received and dis­
posed of their dealers’ catches, 
did not greatly worry about the 
cure. So long as it was passed 
as merchantable,—and there 
were numerous grades and de­
grees of that quality—every­
thing was all right. Some of 
the more far-seeing exporters 
did try to insist upon a better 
cure, but they were only beat­
ing the wind, and losing out 
ultimately : so much so that 
they were obliged to abandon 
their efforts for improvement 
and run with the crowd- The 
cull of other days was, in numer­
ous instances, a farcial affair. 
It was always perfunctory and 
matter of form in most of the 
outports and especially so on 
Labrador. There were no regu­
lations and little co-operation. 
Each culler had his own ideas as 
to what constituted a merchant­
able fish, and his instructions, 
as a rule, were, not to be too 
hard on the cull. The inference 
is clear. But with the coming 
of competition and consequent­
ly, keener purchasing old ideas 
and methods have to be scrap­
ped, and the first to go into the 
discard is the purchase of Tal­
quai fish, though as yet this 
prohibiton is not general, be­
cause inconveniences may be 
caused. The new regulations 
for the making of codfish are 
beautifully explicit. They leave 
no room for doubt. Clearly and 
succinctly the instructions are 
given and no man who under­
stands the making of good fish, 
and appreciates the necessity of 
a standard by which the price 
may be graded is going to de­
liberately misunderstand and 
misinterpret the printed form 
of instruction. Should he do so 
it will be at his own risk and 
loss, for he will be penalised-on 
the price. He will therefore not 
take chances and the general 
result of the new regulations, 
with which all fishermen should 
familiarise themselves,* will be 
an improved cure and the aboli­
tion of the careless and rule of 
thumb methods of the past. 
When all hands recognise that 
it is to their pecuniary advan­
tage to carry out the official in­
structions, as advertised, the 
quality of our staple product 
will do credit to all concerned 
and be the factor in recovering 
our temporarily lost prestige 
abroad.

Terrible Death
of Little Girl.

No trace has yet been found of six 
year old Kathleen Beecbman, who 
mysteriously disappeared from her 
home in Thorold nearly three months 
ago.

The finding to-day of what is be­
lieved to be the body of the Boucock 
child, evolved another problem, when 
the parents of little Kathleen Beech- 
man, jnissing sCmcq May 24th. also 
claimed the body of the child as that 
of their daughter.

Mr. and Mrs. Reuben Boucock 
are quite convinced that the remains 
are those of their little girl and 
claim - Identification by the clothing 
and hair. The remains are so badly 
decomposed that ordinary marks of 
violence were not easily determined. 
The clothing had been severed with

a knife, but there were no marks no­
ticeable on the body.

The body was found by a pipe flit­
ter employed by the Welland Ship 
Canal.

There is clear indication that the 
child was brutally maltreated. The 
little dress had been split up the 
front as with a knife, and the bloom­
ers were out about the knees. How­
ever, there is no knife wound on the 
body. The body was face up, cov­
ered by a pile of weeds that • had 
been pulled up by the roots, obscur­
ing it from view, and weighed down 
by a branch of a tree. The right 
hand of the little corpse still main­
tained a death grip upon the branch 
of a neighbouring shrub.

DUKE OF TORE’S PEERAGE.
Prince Albert who took- his seat as 

Duke of York in the House of Lords 
on June 2Srd, was introduced by his 
great-uncle, the Puke of Connaught, 
and the Duke of Northumberland, 
each of whom wore the distinctive 
robes of bis rank. The Dukedom of 
York has been Invariably conferred, 
on the second son of the Sovereign 
since the days of Edward IV. The 
last holder of the title was the present 
King, who sat for the first time In the 
House of Lords as Duke of York in 
1S92. He was introduced by his father, 
the prince of Wales, and afterwards 
King Edward VII., and his uncle, the 
Duke of Connaught. Twenty-eight 
years later it has fallen to . the Dyke 
of Connaught to again introduce a 
Duke of York, and hie experience in 
this regard is unique. It the Prince of 
Wales had been In this country he 
would almost certainly have been the 
senior sponsor for his younger bro­
ther. The Queen witnessed the cere­
mony, as Queen Alexandra did in the 
case of her own second son. The King 
followed constitutional practice, by 
which he goes to the House of Lords 
only in order to open or close a ses­
sion of Parliament, though In these 
times it is only to open the session 
that his Majesty ever visits his own 
Palace of Westminster.

lawn TENNIS t. cricket in the 
SCHOOLS.

I hear that the head masters of 
many of the chief public schools have 
been questioned about the introduc­
tion of lawn tennis as one of the re­
gular school sports, and that the re­
plies received have been unfavour­
able, but not strongly unfavourable. 
Those in favour of tennis being given 
the full status at the schools are keen 
players who are displeased to see the 
defeats of the English players by for­
eigners and believe that the tables 
could be speedily turned If tennis 
were encouraged at school. But their 
arguments are much more subtle. 
Their main point is that cricket is a 
waste of ground and time in modern 
school life. It is a waste of time be­
cause during many hours of the match 
the boy is doing nothing, and to set 
the game in motion at all demands 
much organising and preliminaries. A 
Cricket field takes up the space of 
many, courts, and with the rising 
price of land this is becoming every 
term a more serious consideration for 
schools. It is worth noting that these 
fairly typical public school men who 
are moving in the matter meet the 
argument that surely the team work 
and unselfishness of cricket have been 
the boast of England tradition by the 
reply that public schools have too 
much of that sort of thing and that a 
little more initiative and selfishness 
would do no harm as a preparation for 
this bustling world. Another point 
they make is that boys are unable to 
keep in cricket training through the 
holidays, as cricket is often not avail­
able, whereas every boy could keep in 
tennis training.

AN OLD LONDON BUSINESS.
Year by year one notices how the 

old businesses of London are becom­
ing proud of their history. As the old 
families die out—and two-thirds of 
our peerages are names unknown a 
century ago—commercial pedigrees 
grow in a state. I have known people 
who would not buy their things from 
a shop unless it had been in business 
for a century, and except for pro­
prietary articles and modernities like 
bicycles and electric appliances It is 
comparatively easy in London to 
carry out such a resolve. One old Lon­
don business that is celebrating Its 
bicentenary just now Is particularly 
worth a mention. ’The first charter of 
the London Assurance Corporation 
was granted by George I. in 1720. 
When it was established insurance in 
all Its forms was regarded by serious 
people as a breach of the Biblical law 
against usury, and, further, against 
the decrees of Providence. Others 
considered it a form of gambling. In 
Its first year the South Sea Bubble 
burst and the shares of the Corpora­
tion became unsaleable. Two centur­
ies later the Corporation found itself 
faced with losses amounting to a mil­
lion poungs (95,000,000) for the earth­
quake at San Francisco. They were 
able to give that settlement without 
delay. The original business of the 
Corporation was insurance of ships 
and merchandise at sea and the lend­
ing of money on bottomry. The peti­
tion for a royal charter for the com­
pany is said to have been signed by 
a large number of FYench refugees. 
It entered all sorts of insurance rate 
business, and its sign of “The Rising 
Sun” became a household word in 
London’s banking and financial quar­
ter. The Corporation bad personal ex­
perience of fires, being burnt out in 
the great Cornhill fire of 1748. Like 
the other fire insurance companies, it 
had a fire brigade of its own, and one 
of its early engines is still In its head 
office.

Builders Recon- 
: structing Stonehenge.
‘ Stonehenge, those mysterious'■cir­

cles of stone, which adorn Salisbury 
Plain, in Wiltshire, England, which 
have excited the wonder of visitors 
from all parts of the world, is now In 
the hands of the builders.

Just before the armistice, • Stone­
henge passed to the nation, and the 
Office of Works is now busy straight­
ening those stones that are leaning 
and replacing those that are fallen. 
The work is being carried out under 
the direction of Sir Frank Baines, 
who is also working in conjunction 
with the Society of Antiquaries. They 
are, in fact, reconstructing Stone- 
hedge to something of its former 
majesty and grandeur.

No one knows exactly when Stone­
henge was erected or what mysterious 
rit"i were performed there. Most 
authorities agree that it was reared 
by the early Britons somewhere be­
tween 2,600 and 3,000 years ago, and 
Was a temple of some -sort in which 
they worshipped. There were two I 
immense circles of massive stones, ! 
covering an area of over twenty I 
acres. The outer one consisted of 
what is termed trilithons; that is, 
two large upright stones and a third 
placed upon them. Within this came

a circle of smaller single stones, of 
which very few remain. Within this 
again were two horseshoe erections, 
one .larger than the other, and con­
sisting of five trilithons.

’ First a thorough survey was made

Salving Sunken Ships.
A method has been devised and suc­

cessfully tried by which sunken ships 
can- be salvaged with comparative 
ease. Instead of using heavy steel 
tanks, whose weight must be added 
to the lifting force employed, the new 
way is to place fabric bags in the hull 
of the vessel, and inflate them with 
air. To augment the effect, a number 
of bags may be attached to the out­
side of the hull.

The bags are made of very strong 
rubber waterproof canvas, are from 
thirty to forty feet long, and displace 
from fifty to one hundred tons of 
water.

There is no difficulty in placing 
them inside the ship’s hull, They are

flexible, and can be folded to fit a 
email apace during transportation, in 
this respect being very different from 
the more clamsy steel tanks ordinarily 
employed.

In order that the compressed air 
within the bags will not be forced to 
the bnreting-point, each bag is pro­
vided with an automatic blow-off 
valve. When placed in the ship, the 
bags are flat, and lie against the gird­
ers, and the vessel begins to rise 
wien sufficient air has been blown in­
to the bags.

Since the bags are placed just where 
ti* greatest weight is encountered, 
the ship can be lifted without any
