CAPTAIN THOMAS BURRAGE.

1792—1815,

In an honest effort to rescue
*gainst the tooth of time and razure
of oblivion,” the names and history
of the men who came to Trinity two
hundred years ago and since; and who
gettled down in our midst, and had a
share in the laying of the foundations
of our spiritual and temporal life; it
{s well nigh impossible to be other
than guilty, more or less, of a same-
ness in references to them . They
came largely from the same places
and from the same stock. Their early
training was often the same, as were
all their aims and objects; whilst the
.trade routes were so limited and so
imuch alike, that the history of one
}ecame, to a large extent, the history
‘ef the majority in comnection with
their coming to us.

There were those, of course, on the
one side, who were endowd with the
spirit of leadership, and to whom we
ghall always be indebted for their
methods of leading, and the heights
to which they led. They realized the
fullness of the meaning of noblesse
oblige and acted accordingly. There
were others, on the contrary, whose
aims were low, and whose lives.were
more or less degraded. They, how-
ever, were comparatively few; and
to a large extent they did not leave
an hereditary influence for evil upon
their fellows; hence their low stan-
dard of morals ceased to demand re-
cognition after they had either left
the country, or when God had called
them into his presence for judgement.
How much better even those mlen
would have been, were it not for their
individual lack of moral fibre, that
made Jamacia Rum and Holland Gin
such a fatal temptation to them, I am
not prepared to say. I feel sure, how-
ever, that several of them did not do
full justice to their better selves om
?his account; and that as we to-day
visualize them and their temptations,
‘#e may say with truth, of oursellves
as individuals: “There goes myself,
were it not for the Grace of God.”

Some time ago I gave a list of sea
captains who came to us from the
motherland, married and settled down
in Trinity. The number was surpris-
ing even to those in our midst who
are old enough to remember some of
them. I also gave at different times
an outline of Capt. John Sabbin, Capt.
Nicholls, Capt. Whitewood, ‘and others.
They represented a class of men
whose influence, on the whole, was
good, and no biographical history of

Trinity would be complete without a

| reference to them. One of the men
¢ was Capt.

Joseph Burrage. He
was born in Thorncombe, near Chard,
in Devonshire, in 1763; and when Pet-
er Street established his business (on
the Southside of Trinity) ~ between
Poole and Trinity, in 1792, Captain
Joseph Burrage in the brig “Iifra:
combe,” came to Trinity with the first
cargo of general merchandise, con-
signed to him (Peter Street). Capt.
Burrage came to Trinity with a like
consignment, at least once a year, for
the next few years, and dyring that
time he was well known to, and high-
ly respected by everybody in Trinity.

In 1795 the “llfracombe” was pur-
chased by Mr.. Robert Slade, and as
it was understood that she would be
employed exclusively in the Poole and
Trinity trade, Captain Burrage decid-
ed -to make Trinity his permanent
place of abode. The following entry
in the Register of old St. Paul’s marks
his first step in that direction:—

“Qctober 6th, 1796, Married—Cap-
tain Joseph Burrage, of Thorncombe,
Devon, England, and Susannah Rowe
of this Harbour.”

This action on the part of the cap-
tain, was followed by his younger
brother, who was boatswain with him
on the “Ilfracombe”; and the follow-
ing entry appears on the next page
of the same Register:—*“May 20, 1800,
Married—William Burrage of Thorn-
combe, Devon, and Elizabeth Shamb-
ler of this Harbour (widow).” In the
Register of Baptisms, the following
entries give an outline of the progress
of the family of Captain and Susannah
Burrage, during the next seven or
eight years: :—'‘Baptized, Sarah
Street, John, Flizabeth, Susannah.”

During the first fifteen years after
Captain Burrage’s marriage, he came
and went between Trinity and Poole
with the regularity of clockwork.
Then he retired from the sea, and for
several years he carried on a business
of his own on a strip of the shore Jjust
above Slade’s premisés that he bought
fré6m Mr. J. Jeffrey. During those
years he became a still more familiar
figure in Trinity, and his 'unselfish
kindness to several young men, who
took advantage of his invitation to
his home during the winter evenings,
for a smoke and a quiet talk on prac-
tical navigation, meant much to these
young men in their after life as sea-
men.

In the early part of the year 1815
the Captain’s health began to fail, and
in the Burial Register of old St. Paul’s
is the following entry: Nov. 19, 1815,
Interred—Captain Joseph Burrage of
this Harbour, aged 52 years.” On the
same page is the following entry:
“Mareh 27th, 1816, Interred—Susan-
nah, widow of the late Captain "Jos-
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annah Burrage,, lnthepouon'dh\- ja

inald Burrage Mills. whose mother
was their m;thr Susannah, and

Mr. uuuuwm_ og afe.
'c;pealn Thomas Burrage:—
“His_life was gentle, and the elements

VACCINE AND TRINITY.

A trlend of mine has sent me an il-
lustrated clipping from a copy of “The
Chemist and Druggist re & Jenner
Relic just ‘discovered. The - illustra-
tions show the horns of the first cow
used .in connection with the discov-
ery 'of ‘vaccine by Dr. Jemner. Those
horns of a cow from which the mat-
are the property of Mr. G. A. Turner,

‘F.S.C., London, England, and the in-

scription on them, in the handwriting
of .Dr. Jenner, is as follows: “The
horns of.a cow from wheih the mat-
ter was first taken for vaccination,
signed, Stephen Jenmer.” It is a far
cry from that cow to Trinity, but
there is a decidedly interesting con-
nection. Dr. Jenner, of London, Eng-
land, (the discoverer of vaccine) and
Rey. Dr. Clinch, of Trinity were great
friends, and some of the vaccine thus
prepared from this cow was sent. by
Dr. Jenner to Mr. Clinch, and was
successfully used by him during an
outbreak of small pox in Trinity, and
thus for the first time in Newfound-
land. To the casual observer, the
cow and the cow’s horns, etc, are
very .commonplace things; ~and- the
calling attention to it all may provoke
a smile; but the civilized world is
deeply indebted to Dr. Jenner for his
discovery; and surely the cow that
first supplied the material that proved
the reality of the discovery is fully
entitled to have her horns thus ex-
alted and honoured—constituting as
it does a vote of thanks for her unm-
selfishness.

LOCAL ITEMS.

On Monday, June 23rd, with the set-
ting of ‘the sun, the soul of Miriam
Crocker passed :-from earth into the
presence of her God, aged 82 years.

CANADA ENTERS INTO TREATY
ON HER OWN BEHALF.

OTTAWA, Ont., July 4.

A treaty, extending the most favor-
ed nation treatment between Canada
and Belgium was signed at seven o’-
clock Wednesday evening, at Laurier
House, Ottawa, by ‘Hon. K. A. Robb
and Hon. Dr. H. Beland, on behalf of
Canada; and Baron De. Selys, Consnl
General for Belgium, in the presence
of the Prime Minister. This is the
first treaty entered into by the Cana-
dian Government and signed in Can-
ada. Ful power from His Majesty
the King to sign the treaty on behalf
of Canada were received a few days
ago. by Hon. Mr. Robb and the Hon.

rence. The Legislature gave every
encouragement to the project, and
granted '£500 (two thousand dollars)
to Mr. Gisborne to explore and sur-
vey the proposed line to Cape Ray.
They also passed an Act authorizing
its ‘ construction, with_ certain privil-
eges, and the appolntment of Commis-
sioners to carry it out.

Mr. Gisborne -was strongly backed
by- the whole - community, more es-
pecially by -the. ‘illustrious ' prelate,
Right Rey. Dr. Mullock, Roman Cath-
olic Bishop of St. John’s, to whom the
honor and credit of being the prime
mover is always given by thé highest
authorities, and it was on' the inia-
tive of a letter written by His Lord-
ship to the “Courier” newspaper o
this city of St. John’s,r November 8,
1850, suggesting this work, that real-
1y brought Mr. Gisborne to Newfound-
land.  Bishop Mullock when ' visiting
the Western Coast, lay becalmed one
day in the yacht in sight™ of Cape
“North, the ‘extréme’ point - of Cape
Breton Island, and saw how Nature
had proyvided an easy and suitable ap-
proach to the mainland on the West,
alid, upon arriving back to St. John's,
he wrote the memorable letter to our
local press contradicting the previous
statements that had appeared in the
press, stating that Halifax was the
nearest point frem America to Ire-
land, and proved conclusively that
St. . John’s was really hundreds of
miles shorter, and decreased the dis-
tance hy two:days by steamer. It
must be remembered that at this time
tHere was ne submarine cable in ox=
istence, not even between ‘Dover and
Calais in ‘the English Channel, which
was afterwards the first cable to be
successfully opefated. I can only
give a brief outline of evemts owing
to the limited time at my disposal.

In the Spring of 1853 Mr. Gisborne
went to work vigorously to complete
his favorite undertaking of laying a
telegraph line, chiefly under ground,
between St. John’s and Cape Ray. He
had constructed some thirty of forty
miles with every prespect of success,
when most unexpectedly his finan-
cial supporters in New York, refused
to furnish the required funds, and
brought ‘operations to a sudden tei-
mination. Mr. Gisborne being the
only reccgnized party, was stripped
of his entire property, and was arres-
ted to answer the claims of his cred-
itors. He cheerfully and honorably
surrendered everything he possessed,
and did his utmost to relieve the ex-
treme distress in which the laborars
on the line were involved. Mr. Gis-
borne went to New York in January,
1854, to see his friends again, but
they could give him no support. While
staying at the Astor House, he met
an engineer, Matthew Field, and
through him he obtained an introduc-
tion to Cyrus W. Field, brother of
Matthew, who, was 'a merchant in New
York, and although a comparatively
young man, had retired from busi-
ness with a substantial fortune.

Cyrus Field admits. that the idea
of a Trans-Atlantic Cable had longz
been. a . matter of speculation with
scientific men, though their -theories

The consumma-
tion of the wonderful - undertaking,
probably the greatest' in- the  history
of the world, first brought our belov-
ed country into ‘prominence; and com-
pelled even the British. Government
to turn their attention: to us, as oc-
cupying the most. important geograp-
hical position amongst all her colon

ies. We became the 'connecting link
between the Old- World and the New.
The hope of the great prelate Bishop
Mullock. was realizéd (and he lived
to see it)—the land of his birth and
the land of his adoption were united
by the Atlantic Cable- from shore- to
shore, on the 27tHOJuly, 1866—three
yvears before his dedth (29th Ma:ch,
1869). It was no longer to be a hazy ¢
experiment, but an established fact.
The “Great Eastern” was. victorious,
and the name of Cyrus W. Field will
be remembered for all time.
