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Report to Railway 
Commission on 

Repairs to Dock
(By COLONEL W. MITCHELL,

A. M. B, I. C.). ; ,
BT. John’s, Nflfl..

Sir,—

In accordance with instructions re­
ceived from H. J. Russell, Bag., Gen­
eral Manager' Of the Newfoundland 
Government Railway, as contained in 
the copies of the correspondence be 
tween him' and Mr. W. I. Bishop, ap­
pended to my letter of transmission 
to Mr. Russell, and with verbal in­
structions received Trom him on Mon' 
day, the iSrd ultimo, I have inspected 
the Dry Dock owned by Hii Majesty’s 
Newfoundland Government, at St. 
John’s, Newfoundland, and beg to re­
port as follows:—

In view of the condition of the Dock, 
its size and situation, I have, in my in­
vestigations, considered three aspects 
of the case, namely:—

(1) The necessary repairs to the 
Dry Dock required to make it 
sate and watertight, and to re­
produce it more or lees ea or­
iginally built

(2) The widening of the floor of the 
Dock to suit the dimensions of 
modern ships commensurate 
with the length of dockage 
available, together with the 
necessary work required to 
make the structure watertight.

(3) The desirability or otherwise of 
providing * new Dock suitable 
for modern requirements with

- modern handling equipment and 
facilities tor repairs, at some 
other site.
DESCRIPTION OP DOCK.

The existing Dry Dock is situated 
at the Western end of the Hartior, on 
reclaimed ground, and waa built in 

' the year 1884 by Messrs. Btmson and 
Sons, of New York. The Western hue 
of the present Dock premises abutta 
upon what was formerly thé Long 
Bridge spanning the expansion of the 
Waterford River at this point. The 
Dock is of timber construction, de­
signed to suit the type of vessels then 
% use, and at the time of its construc­
tion embodied meet of the latest de­
velopment» in pumping plant and gen­
eral docking facilities. It is built 
upon spruce foundation piles, with the 
exception of the floor, which rests up­
on a concrete slab about 2 feet 6 in­
ches thick. This slab rests upon a 
glacial deposit of compact slaty gravel 

> overlying the bed rock.
James P. Howley, Esq., in his “Ob- 

eervatlons upon the Geological Struct­
ure underlying and in the immediate 
vicinity of the Dock at Riverhead, 
1884," remarks: "The strata immed­
iately overlying the rock is a glacial 
deposit of Till, consisting of finely 
pulverised slate, with a certain pro­
portion of oxide of iron and lime de­
rived from mineral veins which, com­
bined with fragments of the rocks 
themselves, all firmly cemented tp- 
gether, forms practically a natural 
concrete of a ve;y tenacious descrip­
tion.” While excavating the bottom 

-of the Dock Mr. Howley was not him­
self present, but the Superintendent 
of Construction reported that upon 
reaching the required depth of 31 feet 
below high water mark, the whole of 
the more recent alluvial and sewerage 
deposits overlying the Till had been 
removed, and some 18 inches of the 
latter also. Mr. Hawley remarks: "It 
was Indeed a most fortunate circum­
stance that some suitable material 
should be met with almost exactly 
where needed." From this informa­
tion it would appear that little or no 
trouble was to be anticipated from 
the presence of water under the floor.

The Dock is enclosed by a continu­
ous line of 5 inch tohgued and groov­
ed timber sheet piling driven some 
20 feet outside of the "coping line to 
form a watertight bulkhead. If this 
sheet piling had been driven into this 
Impervious material and continued, as 
it wms, to completely surround the 
structure, it is difficult to conceive 
that any trouble from leakage should 
be anticipated ; and, it was undoubt­
edly on this basis that the Dock was 
designed.

The Working Floor consists of kmg- 
. itudinal and transverse timbers car­
rying a timber deck three inches thick. 
The transverse timbers are continued 
up the sides at intervals of 4 feet, and 
to these are bolted the altars or steps, 
which have a vertical face of 8 Inches 
in height and a horizontal width of 11 
inches. The ribs 'are supported an 
timber piles, the sides and end being 
further supported by solid gravel All. 
In this type of construction it is usual 
to place an impervious material on the 
face of the embankment and between 
it and the altars, to ensure watertight­
ness, but there is no evidence to sbo v 
that this was done in this case.

The Entrance to the Dock consists 
of closely sheeted timber walls sup­
ported, like the «Mes, on piles. The

CONSTRUCTION.

Reclamation of the site was com­
menced by dumping gravel fill. Which 
was secured from s burrow pit in the
South Side mil. This fill was extended 
along the Drag Bridge to the face of 
the present wharf on the Worth Side 
of the Waterford River for some hun­
dred feet in width. From this, em­
bankments were carried in an East­
erly direction forming the North and 
South banks of the Dock. For con­
struction purposes these embank­
ments were dosed at their Eastern 
end by a temporary cofferdam. The 
permanent wooden ebèet piling was 
then driven through the aforesaid 
banks (extending from the cofferdam) 
completely surrounding the site of 
the Dock. The nature of the bottom on 
which the embankment Was placed 
consists of sand and mud overlying 
the Till already referred to. Excava­
tion for the bottom of the Dock was 
then carried out in the dry, and the 
permanent construction completed be­
fore the removal of the coffer dam. 

PRESENT CONDITION OF THE 
DOCK.

Considerable leakage ie apparent on 
both sides of entrance inside the 
Dock, along the South side and, to a 
lesser extent, at the West end of the 
Dock, and on the North side. This 
leakage is sufficient to keep one drain­
age pump going continuously and 
amounts to about 360 gallons per 
minute. Of this about 120 to 150 gal­
lons. depending upon the state of the 
tide. leak through the keel of the 
caisson, the remaining 200 to 280 
gallons being Infiltration through 
the banks or from the bottom. The 
general conditions are shown on 
Drawings Nos. 1 and ’2 appended 
hereto. The timber work, particularly 
at the entrance, both inside and out­
side the Dock is very badly decayed, 
and large cavities exist in the banks 
at these points. The condition here is 
undoubtedly serious since, as ie ap­
parent, the timbering at the entrance 
takes the whole thrust of the caisson; 
and, it is my opinion that in' its pres­
ent Condition, it is in imminent dany 
ger of collapse. Cavities in the sides 
of the Dock, (shown on the typeal 
cross section) appear at frequent in­
tervals along the .South side, and are 
again due to the infiltration- of water 
washing the fill into the Dock. The 
timber of the sides is in a fair state ! 
of preservation, but is showing signs 
of disintegration, 1er about half way 
down from the top. The decking of 
the floor Is practically entirely de­
cayed, as are also a number of the 
longitudinal and Rmcrverse stringers.

In order to detoWR^ae the sources 
of leakage, and tho methods to he 
taken to cope with them, I made a 
thorough examination of the entrance 
and the sides and had four holes 
drilled through the floor at the points 
indicated in^Drawing No. I. At Bores 
Nos. 1 and 2 water was found under 
the floor running in a- tree stream. 
Pipes were erected in the holes, and 
the water rose, ih the case of Bore No. 
1. to a height of 6 feet above the floor 
level; and in Bore No. 2 to a height of 
11 feet above the floor level. In Bore 
No. 1 there was very little appreciable 
fluctuation in the level of the water, 
due to thd rise and fall of the tide; 
but, in Bore No. 2 the fluctuation of 
the water level corresponded almost 
exactly to the tide fluctuation. In 
Bores Nos. 3 and 4, while water was 
found, ilj was "Under no appreciable 
head. The nature of the strata under 
the floor at Bores Nos 1 and 2 is 
beach gravel, and at Boros Noe. 8 and 
4 le the Till or impervious material 
already referred to. It eeems appar­
ent that, In excavating for the Dock, 
TUI was reached as stated, but being 
of a tenacious clayey nature aud, con­
sequently, difficult and coetly to ex­
cavate, no more was taken out than 
was absolutely neceseafy to attain

two Bores, and disclosed by Bores 
Nos. 8 and 4 also explains' the differ­
ence in the sub soil water at these 
points. Having then established the 
fact that water under considerable 
head occurs unier portions of the 
floor Of the Dock, the leakage through 
the sides might be due to water from 
this source penetrating the bank and 
flowing into the Dock. This view­
point, however, is contradicted by the 
location of the leaks which is uni­
formly some ten feet above the floor 
of the Dock and, consequently, at a 
higher level than that to which the 
sub soil water rises. It is my opinion, 
therefore, that the leakage - to, the 
sides is due to infllturation through 
th| South bank and through the sheet 
piling. While timber sheet piling 
driven under normal conditions Into 
impervious strata would undoubtedly 
he absolutely watertight, it has been 
my experience that it is a practical 
Impossibility to drive timber sheet 
pllng through coarse sand or gravel 
and maintain contiguity. It almost in­
variably happens that the points of 
the individual piles separate or broom 
leaving interces between them. Grant­
ed that in this case sheet piling was 
driven to the Till It is more than prob­
able that the'" individual piles are 
spread near the bottom to-a sufficient 
extent to permit of the free passage 
of water. It is also to be anticipated 
(while I have not been able to es­
tablish the tact), that the piling ie da- 
cayed around low water mark. The 
gravel fill itself Is by no mean» water­
tight wad. therefore, little obstruction 
to the passage of water through it is 
presented. ,

The leakage at the entrance is 
around tire back of the entrance walls. 
Here the sheet piling is entirely rot­
ted away, and there is nothing what­
ever to prevent the free passage of 
water. The large leak which occurs 
at the head of the Dock appears to 
have evidenced itself almost immed­
iately after construction was . com­
pleted, and is probably due to the 
same source as those in the South 
bank. The fact that the leaks in the 
banks do not occur at the same eleva­
tion as the water in' the river is~nc- 
counted for by the resistance of the 
gravel, aad to the length" of the path 
which the water has to traverse.

The closing caisson has outlived its 
usefulness, and ita keel is very badly 
gone, making It impossible to get a 
watertight joint between it and the 
sill of the dock. The main pumps are 
in fairly good condition, hut, the suc­
tion aad discharge pipes are very bad­
ly corroded. The Sherleg Derrick is 
in very good order, but its foundation, 
which consists of timber piles capped 
with timber stringers is somewhat, 
decayed.

The sides of the Dock immediately 
inside the entrance, and sloping back 
from it to the general line or the 
Shoulder, about 100 feet back, have 
been displaced in a horizontal direc­
tion. This displacement is very much 
more obvious upon the South side, 
where ft occurs near the top. The 
displacement on the North side oc­
curs about one-third of the height 
from the bottom, and while not ob­
vious,-is still serious. I examined the 
sides of the Doick at these points and 
had the floor of the Transit Shed lifted 
to examine the bank. I found a large 
cavity under the floor of the shed dne 
to the washing out of the bank into 
the Waterford River. I also found 
that the longitudinal stringers sup­
porting the floor of the shed which, 
in their turn were supported on piles, 
were stanclng some 12 inches clear of 
the top of the pile heads, the fleor 
sagging badly at these points. The re­
lation between the depression In the 
floor, the sinking of the piles and the 
bulging or displacement of the South

A Comprehensive 
Programme.

, The speech of the Honourable 
4. B. Morine in the Legislative 
Council yesterday, in moving the 
second reading of the Bill to pro­
vide for the Reconstruction and 
Maintenance of Highroads, gives 
to the public in detail the com­
prehensive road building policy 
decided upon by the Government, 
but it goes further than that. It 
is a pronouncement that the 
Road Board system which result­
ed in the expenditure of millions 
to little purpose, which left the 
door wide open to dishonesty 
and corruption, and which per­
mitted discrimination to be prac­
ticed in the distribution of the 
funds, has been consigned to the 
scrap heap. It is a pronounce­
ment as revolutionary in effect 
and as significant of beneficial 
results as that other great meas­
ure the Redistribution Bill. The 
proposals outlined refer to High­
roads in particular, but it may 
reasonably be expected that in 
the course of time a similar sys­
tem will be made to apply to 
roads of every kind throughout 
the Island.

The most drastic change sug­
gested by the bill is to lift the 
construction of Highroads out 
of the arena of politics, as the 
Leader of the House admirably 

, expressed it, into an atmosphere 
of non partisanship. Time will 
show to what extent that is pos­
sible. Undoubtedly the Commis­
sioners will not find the impor­
tunities of politicians the least 
of their difficulties, but the fact 
that their authority is not re­
stricted by any other depart­
ment will to a great extent place 
them in a position to turn a deaf 

,ear to any such supplications or 
threats.

Turning from the general ef­
fect of the bill to the actual pro­
gramme outlined, we have to 
confess that it is of such a com­
prehensive nature as to make it 
appear almost too ambitious, but 
those who admired the eloquence 
of the speaker yesterday were 
compelled also to admit that the 
facts and figures given, and the 
arguments advanced in support 
of his proposais were the result 
of a long and laborious study of 
the whole situation and not 
merely emply phrases which lent 
themselves to oratory. Reading 
the speech in cold print to-day, 
there may be persons who will, 
in spite of the subject matter, 
consider the proposals visionary. 
They are visionary.' So were the 
ideas of those men who suggest­
ed joining the Atlantic to the 
Pacific by an iron road. To-day, 
however, it is an accomplished 
fact, and more than that, it has 
pushed out spurs in other direc­
tions, until now the C. P. R. 
covers some 13,860 miles of 
country, and across the contin­
ent run other lines parallel to it. 
People scoffed- at the idea of 
harnessing the Niagara, another 
dream of practical minded vis­
ionaries, but to-day its power is 
turned to man's account. Who

Tourist traffic will no doubt be 
attracted to our shores by good 
roads, but while they may cater 
to the requirements of those 
seekiag pleasure, what is of far 
greater importance riç that they 
will provide the people of the 
country with the means of add­
ing to their livelihood.
. It matters not whether the 
programme outlined will be com­
pleted in two, three or four years. 
The fact that it has been decid­
ed to commence operations, 
and that the completion of the 
plans is courageously undertak­
en are what count. Newfound­
land has reached a period in her 
history when, if she is to go 
ahead with the other countries 
of the world, she must conform 
to the new order of things, even 
if it means sweeping away long 
established traditions which 
have outlived their usefulness. 
Only she must watch carefully to 
see that the men who direct her 
destiny are inspired by love of 
her, and are clear of head, strong 
of purpose, and honest and up-

“The word ‘import’ herein shall not be construed 
to include—

(a) Alcoholic liquors in transit from and to,places 
outside this Colony placed in bond in a Cus­
toms warehouse in the Colony.

(b) Alcoholic liquor, part of a ship’s stores, ware­
housed or sealed up, as provided by Chap­
ter 22, Consolidated Statutes (Third Series), 
and Acts in amendment thereof.

(c) Wines imported for the purpose of being ma­
tured and re-exported, or to be sold to the 
Board, deposited in establishments licensed 
for that purpose by the Board.

Provided that the Board shall be notified by the im­
porter or master of the ship, as the case may be, re­
spectively, of the importation and exportation of such 
alcoholic liquor at the time thereof, and the Board 
shall keep a register 6f such importations and ex-. 
portations, open during office hours of the Board for 
public inspection.

(d) The Board shall keep an inventory showing 
the importations and exportations, and stocks 
on hand, of alcoholic liquor in bond in Customs 
warehouses, and of wines stored for maturity - 
and export.

(e) Alcoholic liquor on board warships <?f any na­
tion, for the use of officers and crews, shall 
not be subject to this Act while on board the 
said ships.

Legislative Council

THURSDAY, March 12.
The Council met at 3.80 p.m., pur­

suant to adjournment.
HON. MR. MORINE—In moving the 

second reading of the Bill to provide 
for the construction, re-construction 
and maintenance of Highroads, I de­
sire to ask the indulgence of the 
House for making somewhat lengthy 
remarks, which I consider necessary 
in view of the importance of the mat­
ter, and because of the fact that it 
did not receive the serions debate In 
the Lower House that I think it merit­
ed.

In another place, and with refer­
ence to another Bill, a Speaker re­
marked yesterday that "the Bill was 
“a Canadian one; in fact the Ontario 
“Act, and he failed- to see why this 
“country should be a rubber stamp 
“for any Canadian legislation.” The 
Bill now before the House is, also, 
in the main, a copy of Ontario legis­
lation, and I make no apology for 
that fact, which is in itself a guaran­
tee of the excellence of the Bill. On­
tario is-the greatest province of the 
British Empire; the motor traffic over 
its roade le probably as great as the 
motor traffic of all the rest of the Em­
pire. It has now 49,000 miles of roads 
upon which automobiles can be 
driven, the capital expenditure of 
which has been not less than fifty 
million dollars (60,000,000.00). in 1924 
ninety-six thousand (96,000) Ameri­
can tourists came into Canada, the 
greater number of them-into Ontario, 
and out of three million (3,000,000) 
cars crossing into Canada, probably 
two-thirds were into the same prov­
ince. The Bench and Bar of Ontario 
have no equal in Canada, and the 
enactments of its ' legislature are the 
models for all the Western provinces. 
It may be accepted, therefore, as 
proven, that any legislation of On­
tario with reference to motor roads or 
motor traffic is worthy of the serious 
consideration of this House.

The design of the Bill may be div­
ided into four sections ;—

1. —To Centralise Authority.
Now, the construction and repair

of Main roads generally are legally 
under general authority of the Min­
ute of Public Works, but certain 
roads in Avalon Peninsula are legal­
ly under Road Commissions.

Practically, main roads are cared 
for, If at all, in a crude and unsat­
isfactory manner, money for repairs 
being expended under single Commis­
sioners or so-called boards.

The present Bill creates a Commis­
sion with sole authority over High­
roads, so-called.

2. —Te Classify Roads.
Now, all roads are termed either

Main or IA>cal roads, without legis­
lative definition, and without classifi­
cation as to their relative importance.

Henceforth there will be: (1) High­
roads; (2) Main Roads; (3) Local 
Roads, and the definition of a High­
road will be “Any road designated by 
the Governor-in-Council” under this 
Act.

It is intended that from time to 
time, not all at once, certain main 
arteries of vehicular traffic, chiefly 
those of importance to tourist traf­
fic, should be treated as Highroads 
under the control of the Commission.

(3) To lift the construction of High­
roads out of the arena of politics, in 
the narrow sense of the word, into the 
atmosphere of non-partisanship ; out 
of parochialism into Nationalism ; and 
to expend money for the construction 
and maintenance of Highroads upon 
the principle that the aim is to build 
and repair public utilities, not to 
divide pnblc money as graft for par­
tisan supporters; and, furtherfore, to 
do this with regard to the - needs of 
the Colony as' a whole, not dividing 
the money for districts, as-local im­
provements, or pro-rata of the popu­
lation without regard to the relative 
importance of the roads themselves.

(4) To expend the money borrow­
ed on the credit of the Colony for the 
purpose of roadbuilding in such a 
worthy way as to make it a real capi­
tal investment, for the development 
of the resources of the Colony; not a 
mere waste upon current account. 
The roads to be constructed will be 
as much & capital investment, and as 
much for posterity as any railway, 
and will in many cases make the 
building of branch railways unneces­
sary.

The machinery of the Bill provides 
for a Commission of four, the Gov­
ernment Engineer as Chief Commis­
sioner. The Chief to have a vote as 
a Commission and also as Chief, and 
so a veto.

But a small addition will be neces­
sary to the present salary of the Gov­
ernment Engineer. His duties as Gov­
ernment Engineer have largely ended 
as regards the railway by reason of 
its acquisition by the Government He 
already controls the design and build­
ing of bridges. It is not «intended to 
pay fixed salaries to the Commission­
ers. They will be compensated by 
fees, as Directors are. for attendance 
at Board meetings. The cost will, be 
small.

METHOD OF WORK.
Where possible, road construction 

will be done under contract. (8b.)
It la designed that Highroads shall 

be maintained by a patrol force, so- 
to apeak, persons employed by con­
tract or otherwise to keep, in repair 
certain fixed portions of roads, under 
inspection by an official having a large

extent under hla general care. ‘‘A 
stitch in time saves nine.” There are 
provisions in the Bill for the care and
propagation of trees on or beside 
highroads, so that they may be made 
beautiful. .

PROGRAMME.
There Is much la the way of pre­

liminary work to be performed before 
construction can be in full swing, it 
will be necessary, for instance to 
aurveyvrery carefully in sections of 
the Colony before definitely locating 
roads or extensions of roads. A con­
siderable quantity of up-to-date road- 
making machinery must be imported. 
It may be essential that few, a very 
few .expert road-builders should be 
imported to show our very capable 
foreman how motor, roads should, be 
built This is highly expert work, 
and we sjhall want the very best and 
most economical methods. Our lab­
ourers will quickly learn the lessons 
taught and in time Improve upon 
them. America and Canada are ex­
perimenting in this almost lost art, 
until recently, of building durable or 
everlasting roads, as the Romans did.

I wish now to give some notes of 
prospective routes of highways in 
Newfoundland which have come un­
der the general design of this Com­
mission and which have been dis­
cussed though not absolutely adopted, 
but yet will give the public and the 
House some idea of the' thoughts 
which are behind the Bill.

In putting forward these notes it 
must be understood that surveys have 
not yet been made and that routes 
suggested may have to be modified 
to some extent when the surveys are 
made. - . !..

It Is first suggested that a high­
road should be constructed from Port i 
aux Basques to Corner Brook. Con­
necting with the Railway Terminus 
at Port aux Basques, the highroad 

^ould, as far as feasible, follow the 
Toute of an old road for the first ?0 
miles. This old road follows closely 
the railway track and It may be found 
expedient from a scenic point of view 
to leave it in places and strike out a 
new route. Probably half of this 20 
miles would be new road and the other 
half improved reconstructed road.

This brings us to Little River, *St. 
Andrew’s). The did road appears 
from old maps to have crossed the 
river by a ferry further down stream 
than the railway bridge but the new 
road will probably keep along the left 
bank of Little River till It reaches the 
present river bridge about three and 
a half miles further up-steam than 
the railway bridge, following an ex­
isting farm road. Little River is one 
of the choice salmon fishing places. 
After crossing Little River public 
roads will be followed to Upper Ferry 
on Grand River. The distance be­
tween the rivers is d>e miles m.istly 
through ara'.ie or cultiva'ed land. The 
hill and river scenery is fine. Grand 
River will be crossed on the new re­
inforced concrete bridge, now in 
course of construction, which will be 
the longest bridge in the country, 
measuring as it does upwards of 1,100 
feet.

The road would then follow the 
right bank of Grand River upstream, 
through O’Regan’s and Smith ville, 
along a country road for about two 
and a half miles. Here begins the 
salmon fishing of Grand River ex­
tending many miles upstream through 
the north and south branches of the 
Codroy River.

The road ends about Smith villa and 
following the river past South Branch 
and continuing along the North 
Branch, a new road, generally through 
wooded land with high agricultural 
values, will have to be made as far 
as Crabbe’s, a distance of about 31 
miles. From this point to St George’s, 
a distance of about 21 miles, the road 
will follow as a general rule, the ex­
isting road that parallels the sea 
coast giving fine views. Several large 
salmon rivers are crossed in this area 
such as Highlands, Crabbe’s, Mtdrile 
Barachoie, Robinson’s, Fisheil’s and 
Flat Bay, the bridging of which will 
be very costly owing to their great 
width near the sea. It may be found 
cheaper to abandon the old road and 
go further inland In order to have 
undue bridging expense. A farm road 
exists from St. George’s to Stephen- 
ville Crossing, 7 miles, which will re­
quire considerable improvement. Un­
til Stephenville Crossing Is readied 
there Is practically nothing in the 
way of housing acnommodatlon to be 
met with except Tompkins, Doyles, 
South Branch and Robinson’s,-where 
the space is limited, but at Stephen­
ville a log Cabin was built some years 
ago, that, I think, is now closed where 
tourists were catered to. Leaving 
Stephenville Crossing there are prac­
tically no roads to be met with until 
the shores of Bay of Islands areTSach- 
ed. The distance is about 42 miles 
through wooded country. The road 
would follow the course of Harry’s 
Brook as far as Spruce Brook, taking 
in all the splendid salmon pools of 
that rivef.' At Spruce Brook is 
situated the well known log cab­
in which can put up quite* a num­
ber of tourists. There is no lack of 
sport, fishing, shooting, and boating 
in the neighbourhood. At this point 
the road would leave the railway and 
follow the valley of Spruce Brook into

public opinion. Public opinion Is a 
product ot the eighteenth century, be­
fore that there was none, as he would 
Interpret It, because before that there 
was no printing press. Victor Hugo 
says "the printing press is the great­
est invention in historyAlter the 
institution of the printing press peo­
ple began to read and to form opin­
ions for themselves and it has come 
to be greater than all can be against 
It. From the very beginning the pow­
er ot the press :ame to be felt so 
much so that the rulers feared It. 
Henry VII censored It, because he 
feared It. Charles I feared it, and in­
flicted severe punishment on anyone 
who dared to speak against him or the 
throne. In the Cromwellian days, the 
suppression eased, and after that Im­
provements gradually came and in 
1763 John Wilkes gave us freedom ot 
speech. George II lost the American 
colonies because he had no press 
with him. From the beginning the 
press had to fight its way, it had 
against It Kings, Lords, Commoners, 
but it won out. The history of the 
great war just over is an example b; 
the power held by the press over pub­
lic opinion. Before It began the press 
warned the people of the mother 
country ot the preparations being 
made by Germany; but the warning 
was not heeded, and when the press 
decided that Asquith was not the man 
to win the war, the papers turned on 
him and overthrew him. The press 
has gained greater power with its ad­
vancing years, and thus shall “the 
first be last and the last be first.”

Mr. R. R. Wood, the leader for 
the negative side, welcomed the mem­
bers of the M. C. L. I. His side did 
not profess to have the experience ot 
their opponents, but nevertheless they 
hoped to hé able to produce argu­
ments sufflcently convincing to prove 
that there are much greater Influenc­
es than the press He first explained 
that the subject as they understood 
they had to debate it, had reference 
to the public press, and not the press 
In the more widely accepted term, 
and he would define the public press 
as newspapers, magazines, periodicals 
etc. Public opinion Is what people 
think, provided It is strong enough to 
take action, much depends on what 
people think. He would not attempt 
to deny that the public press has 
some Influence but It is an exagger­
ation to say that tt has a greater in­
fluence than all other agencies com­
bined. When a man Is asked to de­
cide on a subject It depends much 
on the sort of character that he is, 
and. the opinion he will give depends 
largely on the training he has receiv­
ed. Religious training counts for 
much, and when a boy goes out in the 
woçld, his character either improves 
or deteriorates. The opinion of a man 
depends on the knowledge he has got 
on the subject matter. We are, or 
should be, always gaining information 
and this depends largely on what we 
learn from other men; Information is 
continually being passed from one to 

other, and because ot this men al­
ways like to associate with people 
who have knowledge to Impart. The
