Chicago, Jan. 24.—The trial of Eugene 
V. Debs and his associates of the American 
Railway Union on a charge of conspiracy, 
was begun before Judge Grossonp in the 
United States oironit court to-day. The 
trial is on the indictment found against the 
strikers on October 1st, and which Is known 
as the omnibus indiotmehk The indictment 
contains four counts, the first being a 
general presentation and the other three are 
a grouping of offenses according to the 
lines of railroad upon which the 
alleged crime was committed. The third 
count was dismissed because it failed to set 
forth that the act was “willingly and 
knowingly committed." There were orig­
inally sixty-nine persons named in the in­
dictment for conspiracy to obstruct the 
mails, but the government’s counsel subse­
quently nolle prosequied 24 cases. Four 
more were dismissed at the opening of the 
trial. hen the case was called nearly one 
half of those named in the indictments failed 
to appear, and bench warrants were issued

PROHIBITION.

The recent decision of the Supreme Court 
has made it clear that the provinces do not 
possess thepower to prohibit themanafaoture, 
importation and sale of spirituous liquors 
The efforts, therefore, tointroduoeprohibition 
into some of the provinces has been in vain.
Prohibition, if it ever becomes law, mast 
extend over the whole Dominion. In this 
the Dominion of Canada differs from the 
United States. Each State has the power 
to make the manufacture and sale of intoxi­
cating drinks within its limita illegal But 
It cannot prevent them being taken into or 
through the State. It seems to us that

The following is an extract from a speech 
which he delivered to Toronto on the 4th 
November, 1876 :

Direct taxation might be put 'aside as 
impossible to the present condition .at the 
country, and we must for many. yokes pur- 
sue the practice of deriving *>ur revenue 
from indirect taxation upon articles which 
were largely espkble of being produced to 
the country That poilqy would necessarily 
afford t large benefit to those engaged fa 
domeetio production.

He had always thought that while deal­
ing with.tkb question of laying the taxes 
consistently with the general principles be 
had mentioned they ought to use their op­
portunity as far as they legitimately could 
do so to distribute the taxes ae to give 
benefit to the home producers. He agreed 
with those who had said that various forms 
of Industry were, If not essential, certainly 
moet important to the true growth of a 
nation.

,The trade policy olearly and distinctly 
outlined to the above passage does not leave 
even a remote resemblance to British free 
trade, yet it was the only policy which Mr.
Blake, when he was a Minister of the 
Crown, believed to be possible for Canada.
Mr. Blake then held that varied forms of 
industry were most Important to the true 
growth of the nation; and he also believed 
that to the distribution of taxes the home 
producers should be considered. It would 
be difficult to state the principles of moder­
ate protection more olearly 
ourately than Mr. Blake did to the few 
words we have quoted.

It is ne ar­
gument to say that Mr. Cartwright la a 
poor man and therefore oannot take the 
matter into court. Examination Into the land 
act will show that the only right which Mr. 
Cartwright can have had is, not to the land, 
but to purchase the land, which right he 
never attempted to exercise.

Mr. Williams argued that because there 
was no agreement to pay for the land with­
in a specified time Mr. Cartwright is still 
entitled to obtain the land from the depart­
ment upon tendering the price.

Ms. Hrlmcken said he thought the 
records are against the view pub forward by 
the mover of this resolution, and also 
against the contention that there has been 
any irregularity in the proceedings of the 
land department, which appears to have 
taken the proper precautions to have any 

.persons who might have a claim to the land 
come forward and state it before the 
sale.

Mr. McPherson having summed up the 
facts in closing the debate, the resolution 
was put and lost on division.

The house went into committee on the bill 

to amend the companies act, Mr. Smith in 
the chair. Reported complete with amend­
ments.

protection of the judges exists. So long os 
this legislature passes laws which are reason­
able and In the interests of the province the 
Dominion Government oannot constitution­
ally interfere with them, and it is always to 
be assumed that the legislature knows best 
what are the needs of the province. If, 
however, any flagrant attempt should be 
made to go beyond the bounds of fairness 
and the just needs of the prov­
ince, then that will be a mat­
ter for the Dominion Executive to deal with. 
For my part I oannot see why there should 
be any longer this conflict. Whatever dif­
ference of opinion there was in the past, the 
subject is perfeotly understood now. The 
action of the present bill arises from the 
resolution pressed upon the government to 
enforce the residence of a Supreme court 
judge in Vancouver. That should really be 
not a matter of legislation but arrangement 
between the judges themselves, and since 
the arrangement was made by the Minister 
of Justice for the judges to make weekly 
trips to Vancouver I understand that Van­
couver’s judicial needs have been attended 
to just as well as If a judge lived there, 
with the exception of times when the busi­
ness of .the court of appeal has called the 
judges away, or accident has prevented a 
judge going np They remain until the busi­
ness is disposed of. New Westminster has had 
a resident judge for several years. Except 
when he comes here for the sitting of the 
Full court he lives in that place by choice, 
but he could not be prevented living in any 
other portion of the province where there 
was business if he chose. The judicial dis­
trict act of 1878 attempted to make the 
judges reside in distinct places, and two 
judges were appointed under its provisions. 
It was then provided that three of the 
judges should reside upon the Mainland and 
two upon Vancouver Island. We all know 
to what extent that legislation has been 
recognized or carried out. It has been 
practically a dead letter. There have gen­
erally been three and sometimes four 
judges living at the capital ; sometimes one 
and sometimes two upon the Mainland. 
The reason why it was a dead letter and 
unenftroible was simply that it lett the 
judges jurisdiction all over the province. 
The bill before the house merely re-enacts 
the principle of . the act of 1878, 
except that two are to live on the 
Mainland and three on Vancouver island. 
Section six, however, of this bill supplies 
the provision for want of which the former 
act was little better than a dead letter. It 
provides that not only shall a judge reside 
in hie judicial district, but he shall not have 
any jurisdiction outside of that place, as re­
gards Vancouver and Westminster counties. 
That contains the principle feature of the 
present bill. The rest of the act is 
only in keeping with the carrying 
out of its main provisions. If 
the house desires to enforce the residence 
of a judge in any particular place, it can 
only be done (so far as I can see) by confin­
ing bis jurisdiction to that place. Regard­
ing the other sections of the bill, they can, 
if necessary, be changed in committee with­
out interfering with its principle. For 
instance, whether Yale or Kootenay shall 
form part of the judicial district of Vancou­
ver, Westminster or Victoria, whether 
Cariboo shall be part of Victoria, and so on.

Mr Williams expressed himself as dis­
satisfied with the bill, because it goes too 
far in one respect and not far enough in an­
other. He urged that the legislature should 
enact specifically that the judge to be ap­
pointed to fill the present vacancy shall un­
conditionally reside at Vancouver, whether 
he is to be chief justice or one of the 
puisne judges. If the hon. leader of the 
govendnent is appointed Chief Jus­
tine, as popular rumor has it, the 
city of Vancouver would gladly 
welcome him, and no doubt the
change would have a good effect upon him. 
(Laughter.) The bill, as he said, takes 
away an excellent feature of the law at 
present which provides, though it is not 
carried out, that three judges shall reside 
on the mainland, while this bill states that 
only two shall reside there. He was op­
posed to limiting the jurisdiction of the 
judges of the Supreme court, and if he sup­
ported this bill it would be simply because 
it was the only relief he could at present 
obtain for Vancouver. He objected, 
ever, to the clause providing that the act 
shall only come into force when proclaimed.

Hon. Mb Davib said with the permission 
of the house he would like to refer to one or 
two points mentioned by Mr. Williams. As 
to hie suggestion that the house should 
simply enact that the judge next appointed 
shall reside at Vancouver, that would 
not do, because the other four might 
then reside at Victoria, while at
least two are asked for on the mainland 
He fancied that the commission of the 
judge would be as a judge of the 
Supreme court of the province and 
not merely at
as to the suspending clause, in his opinion 
that is a very good feature, because it may 
never be necessary to proclaim the act. It 
certainly will not-be if the judges will ar­
range the matter amongst themselves. This 
bill is intended simply as a declaration 
the part of the house that it has the right 
to enforce the residence of tne judges, 
and it is not desirable that it
shall be put in operation if the
wishes of the legislature are carried out 
without that step being necessary. With 
respect to the good-humored reference to the 
possibility, or the probability, or the cer­
tainty as some persons put it, that he (Mr. 
Davie) is to be promoted to the supreme 
court bench, he could tell that hon. gentle­
man that he (Mr. Davie) may not be got out 
of politics so easily as the hon. gentleman 
(Mr. Williams) thinks. (Hear, hear.)

BAILORS IN PORT. that they are something more than animals"; 
and gratefully fed, when far distant from 
home, that thus, on Sunday’s at least,

“ ’Tis something that we kneel and pray

The sailors attending the daily prayer 
meeting in Mr. Cook’s cabin became deeply 
interested in the proposed Sunday service 
for the Sooth people ashore. One seaman 
collected a few tracts, etc., done up care­
fully in a red handkerchief, to take ashore 
as his contribution. A midshipman lent his 
canoe for the landing party, a somewhat 
perilous loan it was found to be at first. A 
few prayer books were lent for the occasion. 
Hymn books we had none, except a single 
copy of Wesley’s hymne, There were, how­
ever, Tate and Brady’s psalms bound up 
with the prayer books in those days. And 
we had, of course, the church’s best Book, 
for is not “ the church a witness and a 
keeper of Holy Writ? ”

It was with no little trepidation, but with 
much prayer," that some of us landed that 
Sunday afternoon. In the depths of the 
great woods the little Scotch settlement was 
found. Several of the men were absent 
with guns, trying to add to their rations 
some savoury game. Some of the women 
were washing or mending clothes. Still the 
scene was peaceful, and otherwise in har­
mony with the Sabbath day. The Sunday 
clothing of the sailors'was itself a message 
from above, and their books helped to ex­
plain their devout errand.

So soon as the object was understood a 
kindly welcome was accorded. Work was 
laid aside ; one family offered their house, 
in which a few planks supported on tubs 
supplied seats. The congregation had not 
far to come, and they did come very readily. 
Each was willing to condone the inexperi­
ence of the sailors, to accept their good in­
tentions for better deeds, and to lend hie or 
her own share of assistance to make the 
little service a time of real blessing from 
above.

The anticipated difficulty about the sing­
ing was easily surmounted, for most of the 
people had brought their Bibles with the 
Scotch paraphrases at the end ; and right 
lustily they sang the Lord’s song for the 
first time in a strange land. It was a bit of 
old Scotland transferred to the ends of the 
earth, and set all hearts aglow and in tune 
for the further worship of the sanctuary. 
None of the sailors were-preachers, but they 
could read and expound a chapter ; and the 
little service, begun in fear and trembling 
on their part, ended in prayer and thanks­
giving to God.

Then came the question, what was to be 
done for the children ? Another house was 
offered as a Sunday school. The children 
were accordingly assembled. There was, 
of course, a lack of books and other appur­
tenances ; but there was no lack of both at­
tention and order, as the sailors endeavored, 
however lamely, yet fervently, “ to tell 
them the old, old story of Jesus and His 
love.”

The ioe had been broken. The sailors had 
found out their own powers. They were 
amazed at the gratitude which their little 
effort evoked. They were asked to come 
again the following Sunday ; the sportsmen 
would surely be present ; 
ties of the first attempt would be provided 
against ; and the Sabbath service and school 
would be valued by all. God had indeed 
been with them and blessed them, so that 
the sailors returned to their ship in some­
what ol the joyful spirit of the seventy 
whom ear Lord had sent forth by twos 
“ whitjier He Himself would come.”

In the intervening week some sailors visit­
ed the farm, and made friends with the men 
at their work, becoming deeply Interested 
in the variety of operations going on. A 
young brick-maker (for the time), at work 
shaping bricks for building chimneys to the 
plank houses, well educated, as Scotchmen 
of that social rank often are, became a fast 
friend and fellow-helper in the subsequent 
arrangements. There was, of course, no 
saying when the Trlnoomalee might trip her 
anchor and be off ; so that, if permanence 
was to be given to the Divine service and 
Sunday school, these must not be made 
wholly dependent on the presence ef sailors.

The “ fort,” too, at Victoria had to be 
ransacked to find out what school books, 
maps, slates and copy books, as well as 
Bibles and hymn books, could be discovered 
amongst its ample stores of more saleable 
articles, chiefly intended for traffic with the 
Indians.

vises ashore were further built up, the 
Trlnoomalee sailed nqrthward for the then 
Russian settlement of Sitka, one of the dus­
ter of George the Third islands which hide 
the coastline of North West America, a ter­
ritory now belonging to the United States 
and better known as Alaska, 
most pleasant visit of a few weeks, vsry in­
teresting in many ways, experiencing much 
kindness from the Russians, which was not 
forgotten when, a year afterwards, the 
frigate again dropped anchor off Sitka, but, 
alas, as an enemy, the two countries being 
then at war, and did her hostile duty with 
spedal gentleness towards our quondam 
hosts. Turning south to the Queen Char­
lotte islands, the Indian inhabitants of 
whioh interested us exceedingly, we reached 
Esquimalt once more after a six weeks’ 
absence.
. Naturally, the sailors’ first visit was to 
Mackenzie’s farm, where their return was 
warmly welcomed, and they were allowed 
to resume the lead In the Sunday services 
which they had been privileged to originate. 
It was very gratifying to find that, during 
the absence of the ship, the little congrega­
tion had held stedfastly together, that the 
Sunday school was well maintained, the day 
school prospering, and the young brick- 
maker adequately supported by the heads of 
families. Soon afterwards, orders came for 
Callao in Peru, and the Trinoomalee’s 
officers and crew sailed away from Van- 
oovour Island full of pleasant memories and 
grateful thoughts, whioh have still an abid­
ing place with at least one of those who had 
the great honor of being thus in a small way 
“a witness unto Christ unto” what, in 
those pre-railway and pre-steamship days, 
might well be called “ the uttermost part of 
the earth.”

from an officer in the Kinohow administra 
live office, whioh will afford some Idea of the 
submissiveness of the natives to the Japan­
ese authorities, as well as of the intense 
cold which now prevails there :

“ The Second army corps is now quar­
tered in Kinohow, and the place seems like 
a town at peace with itself. The natives 
here show profound submission to the 
Japanese authorities. In the streets they 
are vending cakes, tobacco and sugar, and 
extolling their wares in ‘ mutilated Japan­
ese language They call the Japanese 
troops our army and the Chinese the enemy’s 
forces. They even declare that they will 
follow the Japanese army in triumph when 
it returns home As we have to decide all 
the disputes arising between the natives, 
we are saluted by them almost a hundred 
times a day. The cold here is extremely 
intense. Every morning when we wash onr 
faces our moustaches freeze stiff and stand 
on end like bristles of silver wire. When 
we go abroad our ears and noses become ut­
terly numb with the cold. All the streams 
are frozen up and can be walked over with 
impunity.”

The King of Korea has been swearing to 
more and newer reforms before the shrine 
of his royal ancestors, and this time the re­
forms whioh he has taken oath to bring 
about are radical and wholesome in the ex- 
treme. According to a telegram from Seoul, 
dated January 7, the following series of 
good resolutions are the latest adopted by 
the sovereign :

I. That he will abjure every idea of de­
pending upon China for protection, and 
thus lay the foundation stone of Korean in­
dependence.

2 That he will adopt a constitution for 
the reform of the Royal House.

3. That he will henceforth preside 
the government in person, and permit 
neither the Queen, the ladies-in waiting nor 
any of hie or their personal relatives to in­
terfere with the affairs of state. When ad­
vice is necessary he is to secure it from his 
ministers.

4. That the affairs of the royal household 
are to be distinctly separated from those of 
the state.

5. That (he authority to be exercised and 
the functions to be discharged by the 
ions departments of the governmental re­
gime are to be definitely determined.

6. That all matters pertaining to finance 
be relegated to the authorities of the finance 
department of the administration.

7- That the first economies entered upon 
shall be practised in the royal household it­
self ; thereby setting a model or pattern to 
be followed by the general government.

8. That a budget be drawn up, and a de­
finite basis of annual expenditures be de­
termined upon by the government.

9. That regulations for the organization 
of local governments be adopted.

10. That the ablest youths in the king­
dom shall be selected and sent abroad to be 
educated.

II. That the foundations of a military 
and naval system shall be laid out.,

12. That laws shall be adopted for the 
proper protection and safety of the lives and 
property of the people.

13. That only the ablest and most 
potent individuals shall be appointed gov­
ernment officials, irrespective of rank or 
birth.
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The Difficulties Overcome by Perse­
vering Christians From One of ' 

Her Majesty’s Ships.

(By Commander Dawson. R.N., In the Sunday 
at Home).

It was after a seventy-two-days’ voyage 
across the Pacific, from South to North, 
that H.M.S. Trlnoomalee, a sailing frigate 
of twenty-five gnus, with 240 men, 
chored for the first time in Esquimalt 
harbor, Vancouver's islands, having sailed 
20,000 miles since leaving England. Tha6 
was more than forty years ago, in the spring 
of 1853, the year before the Russian war, as 
the survivors of her crew may well remem­
ber.

U

British Columbia with ite European popu­
lation had as yet hardly an existence. The 
several islands named after Captain Van­
couver, R.N., who had circumnavigated 
them 110 years ago, were beautiful park­
like lands, well wooded, with a fertile 
braoken soil, little dietmbed by the hand 
of men. Victoria, the capital, was a stock- 

_aded fort (so called), containing free-trading 
stores of the Hudson’s Bay Company, 
whioh a few officials resided, separated by a 
narrow harbor from an Indian settlement. 
There was some difficulty in finding in the 
woods the few farms with some 300 or 400 
settlers scattered over the islands.

A colony of seventeen men, most of them 
with wives and families, had recently been 
brought out from Haddington in Scotland 
by an enterprising farmer, Mr. Mackenzie, 
and were settling in the woods about a mile 
or two from Esquimalt harbor. They had 
brought out a steam engine with sawing and 
other machines, etc , and were cutting down 
trees, sawing planks, and building them­
selves houses. They were living on ship’s 
provisions, whilst the seeds they had planted 
were growing np for their sustenance.

it was a delightful climate, virgin soil, 
plenty of elbow room, no inhabitants near 
the harbor, a novel experience whioh 
charmed the sailors, who had themselves to 
improvise a kind of dockyard and pier. 
Several of the younger officers invested in 
Indian canoes ; whilst there were not want­
ing exciting adventures of being lost in the 
trackless woods, walking in recurrent circles 
which could not be broken away from, and 
interesting studies of the primitive ways of 
North American Indians, whilst learning 
the Chinook jargon (a mixture of Eoglieh, 
French and Indian languages), which formed 
the medium of conversation with them.

It was on the Sunday afternoon following 
the arrival of the Trlnoomalee, that some of 
the people from Mackenzie’s farm turned up 
on board the frigate. Tims began that 
special Intercourse with the farm which has 
now to be mentioned. If the new colonists 
were curious to see a man-of-war, the sailors 
were no less ourlons to witness the founda­
tions of a British colony* Each bad 
thing to learn from the other.

Showing them over the ship, the gunner, 
Mr. George Cook, ascertained that these 
good Scotch folk were in some danger of 
forgetting the worship of the Lord’s Day 
and the religious customs of Scotland. 
They had been well brought up in the eld 
land, but a six months’ voyage in a prayer­
less merchant ship, with the novelties and 
discomforts of such a life, without worship 
or privacy, on the seas, had broken up old 
religious habits. The difficulties ef the 
beginnings of life in the woods, with its 
ever-present struggle to provide shelter and 
daily food, were something so different from 
their Haddington homes, that the Lord’s 
Day, though a day of rest, so far as Mr. 
Mackenzie's service was concerned, was not 
devoted to the higher service of the Divine 
Being.

“ Would you not like your little onee to 
grow up with some of the religious privi­
leges whioh you had in your youth ?”

There could be but one reply to Mr, 
Cook’s inquiry.

“ But we have no minister, no chnroh, no 
schools.”

“ Neither had yon a house to shelter you 
the other day, and no architect and no 
builder ; yet you say you have some wooden 
houses now I If some of ns sailors pay you 
a return visit next Sunday afternoon, may 
we hold a service for worship with your 
people ? ” This offer was readily accepted.

The ancient custom of the sea for united 
daily prayer on board ship had not, at that 
period, been generally revived in ships of 
war, as it happily has since been, at least in 
the mornings, for some years. But Mr. 
George Cook had so denuded hie sleeping 
cabin of ordinary furniture, and arranged its 
•cant accommodation with a sacrifice of his 
personal comfort, that as many as ten or 
twelve sailors had been squeezed into it for 
daily evening prayer in the Second dog­
watch. Ordinarily, however, the attend­
ance was more nearly in numbers to the ful­
filment of the gracious pledge and premise 
that, “ Wheresoever two or three are gath­
ered together in My Name, there am I in 
the midst of them.” This united prayer 
was conducted every evening, with rare ex- 
eeptione, during the five years of the fri- 
gate’s commission. The little meeting be-, 
gan era the ship tripped anchor from Ply­
mouth Sound, and continued round tne 
Horn, np to Behring Straits, whilst crossing 
and reorossng the two Atlantic! and the 
Paolfio, at sea as well m in port, In storm as 
in calm, amidst icebergs and in troploe, till 
the Trlnoomalee returned to Plymouth 
Sound a year after the conclusion of the 
Russian war. Bat once had the little 
pany the honor and the advantage of the 
presence of a clergyman. In the absence of 
privacy for kneeling in Individual prayer on 
board ship, to many sailors a sore depriva­
tion and misery, such a daily private gath­
ering had ite personal uses to a few ; but it 
was also a standing witness to their ship­
mates for the Christ, an Epiphany, felt 
throughout the skip.

On Sunday afternoons, the second-class 
boys from fifteen to seventeen years of age, 
about a dozen in number, formed a Bible 
class held by one of the officers on the main 
deck, between two guns. This was followed 
soon afterwards by the service of the Na­
tional church conducted in Mr. Cook’s cabin 
according to the order of the Book nf Com­
mon Prayer, for the members of the daily 
prayer meeting.

The captain himself, of course, in accord- 
anoe with the ancient first article of the 
hi aval discipline act of parliament, every 
Sunday afternoon, whether at sea or in 
port, assembled the whole orew together, 
and “ caused the public worship of Almighty 
God to be solemnly, orderly, .and reverently 
performed according to the Liturgy of the 
Chnroh of England ” ; the foot bjeng duly 
entered in the,. ship’s log for the admiral’s 
information.

General Soloniki’a Visit to St. Peters­
burg Thought to Have an 

Important Meaning.

Manchurian Cold Playing Havoc With 
the Japanese—Late News 

From the Front. var-
JÜDGE FOR VANCOUVER.

Hon. Mr. Davie moved the second read­
ing of the bill to amend the supreme court 
act, for the purpose of securing the residence 
of one of the judges of that court at Van­
couver. While, he said, this was brought 
in in accordance with the resolution passed 
by the house, it would be readily under­
stood that there is considerable dif­
ficulty attendant upon carrying out

resolution,
and he could not say that he himself was 
entirely in favor of the bill, whioh was 
brought in simply at the mandate of the 
house in pursuance of the resolution, and, so 
far as he could see, was the only way of en­
forcing the residence of a judge at Vancou­
ver. Von can only enforce the residence of 
a judge in a plaoe where he has jurisdiction. 
So long as he resides within the plaoe in 
which he has jurisdiction he fulfils the terms 
of his commission. A judge would be sub­
ject to impeachment If he took up his 
residence outside of the province, yet 
so long as be resides within it 
he is within his jurisdiction, that is if he 
is-where there is work to do. Hence a 
judge fulfils hie duty whether he resides at 
Victoria, Vancouver or elsewhere, where 
the work justifies. A judge must reside 
within his jurisdiction. With Supreme 
court judges that means anywhere within 
the province that business justifies. With 
• County court judge jbhe case is different. 
His jurisdiction is a limited portion of the 
province. The one muet notenoroaoh beyond 
his county. The county judge of West­
minster most reside in the county of West­
minster, of Nanaimo in the county of Nanai­
mo, and eo forth. A County court judge 
residing outside of his county, although In 
the province, would be just as open to cen­
sure as would a Supreme court judge resid­
ing out of the province altogether, and we 
know what would happen with » 
judge residing outside of the province. 
The legislature here has supreme power to 
legislate regarding the jurisdiction of judges, 
whether territorially or in respect of the 
subject matter in civil oases of their juris­
diction, and the trouble and conflict which 
has arisen hitherto bas been ohkfly owing 
to that principle not being recognized. The 
judges also have their powers and prtvi 
leges sharply defined, but both by the 
legislature and to some extent by the judges 
In times past, this principle has not always 
been reoogniz d Not with any desire on 
the part of eiiher one power or the other to 
encroach upon the other’s jurisdiction, but 
simply because the powers of the one body 
and the other were not clearly understood. 
There has been for the last twenty years a 
struggle and question as to what is the jur­
isdiction of this legislature. In 1872 an act 
was passed for the purpose of defining 
when, where and how courts should be held 
upon the Mainland. This was claimed at 
the time >o be beyond the jurisdiction of 
the provincial legislature, and hers the 
fliot first arose. In the next year a clause 
was put Into the legal profeetione bill 
which 
there.
no barrister or solicitor should be suspended 
from praotioe or struck off the rolls unless 
by the benohere of the profession. This 
provision struck at the right and power of 
the judges to control the conduct and pro­
cedure before them. It was, I am satisfied, 
iotrodnoed and put into the law simply from 
the misconception of the rightful power of 
the judges The next thing this legislature 
took out of the hands of the judges was the 
power of making rules of oourt. This was 
claimed to be a usurpation of power on the 
pert of the legislature. It was, however, 
finally determined by the Supreme court of 
Canada in the “ Thrasher ” case that this 
legislation was perfeotly valid whatever the 
policy of the, measure might be. Other 
oases of conflict arose, the last of which 
being upon the constitutionality of section 
9 of the county oourt aot 1889, 
wherein it was provided that the county 
court districts of Yale and Kootenay should 
be united, and that the county court judge 
of Yale should sit in the oonnty oourt of 
Kootenay. That was claimed to be uncon­
stitutional. A prisoner sentenced in the 
speedy trial oonrt of the county of Kootenay 
by the county oourt judge of Yale was dis­
charged and the conviction held to be ille­
gal. The matter was brought before the full 
oourt here aqd the learned judges wore 
divided in opinion. There were thtëe 
egainst the constitutionality and two in favor. 
The majority said it was an encroachment 
upon the rights of the county court judges.

La General and Madame Soloniki, the 
former the commander-in -chief of the Rus­
sian forces at Vladivoetook, were the dis­
tinguished and, in fact, the only European 
passengers by the Northern Paolfio liner 
Sikh, just arrived from Yokohama, whioh 
port she left on the 13th instant.

Though 
General Soloniki Is the personification of 
that eeoreoy characteristic of the Russian 
army man and nothing oan be learned from 
him as to the nature of the business that 
calls him home, the recent utterances of the 
Japanese press lead to the conviction that 
it is in connection with the new treaty be­
tween Russia and the Mikado’s government. 
The Japaneee foreign office announces that 
this will be signed about February 1, this 
information being contained in telegrams 
from Mr. Nlehl, the Japanese minister at 
the Czir’s capital. All the Japaneee papers 
comment In terms ef high satisfaction upon 
this Intelligence, whioh is taken as signifi­
cant in view of the prediction that Russian 
troops will next year 
the Japanese against the Chinese.

Very little war news Is contained in 
the Japanese papers brought by the Sikh— 
not because there is no news, bat because 
since the narration by English and Ameri­
can correspondents of Japanese atrocities at 
the taking of Port Arthur the government 
has adopted rulee for the muzzling ef the 
press snob as have never before been beard 
of in any country aiming to be recognized as 
civilized. At the tifte the Sikh sailed im­
portant movements were on foot, and all 
Japan was again military mad. Ten 
thousand troope had on the 8th Inst, embark­
ed in eight troopships at Shlmniaakl and 
though their destination was a military 
secret it was everywhere whispered that 
the taking of Wei-Hai-Wei would follow 
their landing on the Asiatic mainland. In 
the meantime the intense cold is playing sad 

' havoc with the Japanese armies in China, 
many soldiers arriving home each week on 
the sick list—with arms or legs gone, er 
health utterly shattered. It is solely for the 
accommodation of these poor wretches that 
the Shlnagama-maru has been plaoed in re­
gular service between Ujina and Port 
Arthur.

“ You oan vaguely Imagine what the cold 
of Northern Manchuria is,” says Capt. Row- 
ley of the Sikh, “ when a great river freezes 
solid and the salt water all around its month 
is also petrified into a great block of ioe.

Hereby means of the accurate description tele­
graphed all over the coast by Superintend- 
ent Hussey, Detective Hart, of the Seattle 
force, was enabled without difficulty to 
identify hie man and arrested him in 
in hie boarding house.

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IB SUNDAY THE SABBATH ?

K'gutedy. M.P.P.-To introduite a bill 
called the Snndh; observance bill.”

To the Editor :—I hope the honorable 
member of the legielatnrehaabetter judgment 
than to interfere with Sunday legislation to 
behalf of the dogmas of the day. The pas­
tor» and all church going people should be 
satisfied with God’s laws on the Sabbath, 
for they are perfect and true and oannot be 
changed or amended by any legislature, 
either national or local. Not one word of 
God’s law oan fall to the ground till all be 
fulfilled.

If the advisers of the legislature are suc­
cessful in persuading the legislature to pass 
a Sunday law which means Church and 
State, and will open the door to persecution 
the State will then have to arrest and pnt 
in jail anyone who may not believe in the 
Sunday Sabbath as a holy rest day, but may 
rest on the seventh day. As man is al­
lowed six days to work, if he rest on the 
seventh day is he not entitled to the other 
aixt Should not a man be allowed his right 
to the liberty of conscience to keep the 
seventh day according to thj command- 
ment, and has the legislature the God-given 
right to deprive him of tu>y part of the other 
six Î Certainly not, unless man’s laws are 
intended to outdo God’s laws. I believe 
every man should have the right to worship 
God to hie own way and on the day of his 
choice without fear of pains or penalties. 
The great majorty has no right to dictate to 
the minority in these things, and the local 
government should keep their hands off till 
they fully understand the qneetlon and then 
they will know better.

The work of the legislature Is to pass laws 
for the good government of the province, 
and dogmatists should not dictate or pnt 
themselves to the way of disturbing 
uoytog others although they may be 
side of the great majority.

The woman who is skillful with her 
needle can nowadays develop a few 
specialties, and advertising these 
attract notice which an ordinary adver­
tisement for sewing would not attract.

For making infants’ outfits 
ful preparation is necessary, but it may 
be easily acquired and without expense. 
The foundation for this preparation 
must be the ability to do fine hand work, 
such as dainty hemming and hemstitch­
ing, fancy applied stitching and at least 
plain embroidery. For the special prep­
aration visit the mothers you know 
best for the latest and best suggestions 
they can give yon, and then visit the 
stores and examine the baby outfits there 
shown.

Hand work is now given the rightful 
preference over machine made embmid 
eries and laces in the wardrobes of the 
little folks, and the greater yonr pro­
ficiency in this line the more highly will 
your work be prized.

A dressmaker might add to her adver­
tisement for sewing, “Making over of 
dresses a specialty. ” That we have to 
make over our dresses, we all acknowl­
edge, with a sigh—nearly all of us at 
least—and the sewing girl who would 
courageously volunteer for suoh work 
would be duly rewarded with the work. 
There are methods and methods in every 
occupation, and this applies even in the 
making over of dresses. You may hot 
be able to reach the extreme of economy 
gained by the individual who advertised, 
“Large sleeves made from small 
without the expense of new material, ” 
but you will gain many economical and 
useful ideas when you turn your atten­
tion to making over. Another equally 
profitable branch of this work is the* 
making of suits for little boys from the 
partially worn and discarded suits of 
the older members of the family. This, 
with a good pattern, is an easy’ matter 
to. do well, despite the prevailing belief 
to tha contrary. The very homeliness of 
the work commends it to practical wom­
en of all classes.

An advertisement to this effect would 
sejve as a good beginning: “Wanted— 
Sewing. The planning and making over 
of clothes for women and children a spe­
cialty. ”

Many persons send their curtains 
away to be cleaned or laundered, and 
when ready to hang them are in despair 
because of the undreamed of rents in 
their surface. These they repair with 
what skill they may, but the mended 
spots are always conspicuous—to them­
selves at least.

As the cleaning or laundering of cur­
tains brings a good price, a woman at 
home could afford to wash and mend 
them at the usual rate for cleaning un­
less thq. curtains were so old as to re­
quire a large amount of mending. The 
curtains should be mended before wash­
ing and looked over again after washing 
for additional rents. They should be 
dried by stretching and not ironed.

Holes should be mended by replacing 
the place gone with net or whatever 
material is nearest like the body of the 
curtain, and upon this darn, embroider 
or braid the missing pattern with as ex­
act a reproduction of the original as pos­
sible. Practice will make perfect 

To be able to do one thing and to do 
it well is becoming mote and more the 
test for obtaining work in our modern 
civilization. Let that one thing be what 
it may, if it is useful and well done it 
is sure to meet with success.

There are many girls who have been 
well and carefully trained by their 
mothers who cannot take entire charge 
of housework, cannot do all kinds of 
sewing, and so have felt incompetent for 
either kind of work when the necessity 
for earning money arose. But why not 
advertise for a place as mother’s assist­
ant? Oh, I know so many mothers ^vho 
would be glad if they oould find 
one who did not have a “specialty” and 
draw the line there, some one who 
would be willing to help them with the 
housework and with the sewing and 
then, too, with the children. Of course 
a girl who does all these things must of 
necessity be, to some extent at least, a 
part of the family, and so a girl of good 
character and good family is required.

Watson 
and MacNaughton, Lords of Appeal ; and 
Lord Shand, a member of the Judicial Com­
mittee of the Privy CounoiL Lord Chan­
cellor HersoheU delivered the judgment, 
which comprised 24 printed pages. The 
documente begin by reciting the two acts of 
the legislature of Manitoba passed in 1890 
relating to education and fEtptnariZV the 
litigation arising from these acts. Continu­
ing, the judgment declares that section 22 
of the Manitoba aob deals with the same 
subject as section 93 of the British North 
America act. The second sub-section of 
section 93, the decision says, may therefore 
be disregarded as it manifestly applies only 
to Ontario and Quebec. It b section 22 of 
the Manitoba aot which has to be construed 
in the present case.

About 
five years ago, in a certain civil action in the 
Supreme court of the said province, com­
monly known as “ The Grays v. MoCal- 
lum,” in which the said Attorney-General 
acted as counsel for the defendant, I was a 
witness for the plaintiffs and was kept under 
cross-examination by the said counsel for a 
period of nearly four days, without result as 
to breaking down my testimony ; and the 
said counsel, taking cover under his posi­
tion, and in the most cruel and cowardly 
way, questioned me upon events which had 
transpired about twenty-one years ago, 
which had no bearing in any way upon the 
issue of the pending suit, and could only 
have been intended to be the means of mak­
ing public charges which would do and cause 
me, my business and my family permanent 
injury and disgrace. Ou being asked these 
questions I retorted by alluding to the 
former life and character of the said counsel, 
being goaded thereto by the treatment to 
which I had been subjected.

‘As to the accusation (Hon. Mr. Davie 

continued) that I am using my office for the 
purpose ot gratifying my personal malice 
and spleen against ihie gentleman, why 
should I single out this lowly individual of 
all others for the purpose ? Those who 
know me—foe as well as friend—will ac­
knowledge that mine is a life of activity ; 
that I have no idle time on my hands ; and 
therefore no time for the gratification of 
personal whims and spleen, even if I enter­
tained them. But the facte which 1 shall 
allude to further on, will show that so far 
from making an effort to injure this man, 
when I bad the opportunity of fully expos­
ing matters ■ damaging to him I refrained 
from doing so. And as to-the charge that I 
used my office in launching a criminal and 
public persecution—employing the public 
moneys iff aid of private litigation in whioh 
I was a counsel—I shall have something to 
say, and some documents to quote, later on.

As the late Chief 
Justice remarked in giving judgment deny­
ing the motion for a new trial, the evidence 
of Frank Richards throws a lurid light 
upon this sudden change of front. Before 
quoting that evidence, and as showing 
James Gray’s opinion of E M. Johnson, and 
demonstrating what powerful influence must 
have been brought upon James Gray to in- 
dabe him to take sides with Johnson against 
McCallum I will read the following letter, 
whioh besides showing what Gray thought 
of Johnson, affords cogent evidence of the 
absoluteness of the sale. James Gray in his 
evidence at the trial tried to explain away 
his affidavit by blaming the draftsman, 
but he cannot escape the force of his 
letter in his own handwriting, without any 
suggestion of prompting, written from the 
Ophir mine to McCallum. This is the 
letter.

Victoria, B C., Easter Monday, 1889 
(Say 22nd April. )

My Dear Johnson,—Would it not be ad­
visable to send Mr. Samuel Gray by regis­
tered post a duplicité of the sale of his one- 
fifth share in the Ophir B.R. FI. Co. by his 
brother to myself ?

The “ lurid light,” as the Chief Justice 
terms it, thrown on the sudden change of 
front is given in the evidence of Frank 
Richards, whioh, taken in conjunction with 
the repeated overtures to, bat so far re­
sisted by James Gray, makes Johnson’s 
moving part in the transaction perfectly 
clear.

“In the early part of May the three
Gray brothers—James, John and Samuel_
came to me and asked me to negotiate a 
loan for them on a piece of property on the 
Fraser river. In consequence of what they 
said to me I saw Mr. E M. Johnson, who 
had some claim to the land, and I wanted 
to get that claim released before I oould 
negotiate another loan, and it was in 
sequence of my seeing Johnson, and at my 
request that he met the Gray brothers at 
my office. I had arranged for a loan on this 
property to the Grays, but Mr. Johnson, I 
understood, had a mortgage on the property, 
and I asked Mr. Johnson if he was 
willing to release that mortgage in order 
that I might place another 
it, and at that time Mr. Johnson told me he 
wouldn’t do it, because, as he told me, he 
held the mortgage on that property as 
security against the Grays for any 
meats that might be levied upon hte in­
terests or the interests he held in the Ophir 
mining property. I told him that the 
Grays didn’t understand it in that way ; 
that they had informed me that he simply 
held it as a mortgage, and that I had ar­
ranged to have that mortgage taken up and 
another one placed on it. I asked him if 
he wouldn’t meet the Grays-*and in oon- 
sequence they had a meeting with him.

So the prosecution was launched accord­
ingly. So far from showing malice or vin­
dictiveness against the petitioner I purpose­
ly refrained from disclosing the particulars 
of the evidence I had from New Zealand in 
mv opening address to the jury—whioh I 
might have done—and whioh a less meriol- 
fnl prosecutor would have done.
