SKIRMISHING AT MANILA.

Filipinos Still Harassing the Americans 
But Reported to Be in Straits.

Manila, Feb. 16.—The four companies 
of volunteers which have been clearing 
the country in the vicinity of Patros, 10 
miles southeast of Manila, when retiring 
to-day were followed by the enemy. On 
reaçbihg San Pedro and Maot&i the 
Americans made a stand near the church­
yard and the Americans were driven 
back. The Californians again advanced 
and are now occupying the same ridge, 
commanding the valley of the river, 
which they held yesterday. A gunboat 
in the Pasig is clearing the jungle.

Since the American line reached the 
natural defences of Manila, no further 
advance has been made. The American 
troops are now in camp along the line, 
and in many places they are temporarily 
entrenched. Occasional brushes take 
place between small bodies of the enemy 
and American scouting parties. Troops 
K and I of the Fourth cavalry encoun­
tered the enemy’s scouts yesterday near 
Paranaque, and exchanged volleys with 
the rebels. Trooper Wilmer, of K troop, 
was wounded in the right arm.

The United States armed transport 
Buffalo last night fired four small shells 
at the enemy, having discovered by the 
use of her searchlight that the rebels 
were mounting a battery near Paran­
aque. The rebels did not reply, but 
withdrew their guns to Paranaque.

The transport Brutus and Romulus 
have arrived here from Iloilo. They did 
not bring any iater news, except that 
the American authorities are clearing 
vessels from there, showing that they 
have assumed control of the port.

An unconfirmed rumor is that the 
Filipinos are in sore straits in the inter­
ior, and are • now quarrelling among 
themselves.

A large body of the enemy, presum­
ably reconnoitering, was discovered on 
the right of Brigadier-General King’s 
position near San Pedro and Maeati this 
morning. The entire brigade turned 
out, and after an exchange of volleys the 
rebels retreated into the jungle and dis­
appeared.

Vancouver, Feb. 17.—The news that a 
Peterboro capitalist was in Ottawa ap­
plying for the lease of Deadman’s island 
for the purpose of erecting a saw mill 
thereon, first mentioned in the Colonist a 
couple of weeks ago, has been confirmed 
in a most emphatic manner by the news 
direct from Ottawa that an order-in­
council had been signed transferring the 
island to Theodore Ludgate. 
time the Colonist published the news, its 
Vancouver correspondent warned the 
civic authorities that they must act 
promptly if they would prevent the con­
templated desecration of Stanley park 
through the establishment on its borders 
of a noisy, smoky industry, and the 
ruination of a resort foo rowing boats 
and dances, by bumping logs, located or 
floating in the vicinity. The consensus 
of opinion to-day on the street is that 
the interests of Vancouver have been 
slighted by the federal government who- 
should have first notified the city of Mr. 
Ludgate’s application, and asked for the 
ciuncil’s view in the matter. Mr. Max­
well, Vancouver’s representative in par­
liament, is said to have backed the applir 
cation for the island, and there is strong, 
comment on that gentleman’s action in 
placing himself directly in opposition to- 
the interests of the people.

As before mentioned in the Colonist, 
the industry is promised to be a very 
large one, to employ some 800 hands, but 
it is an industry which would have been 
planted on another site if this island had. 
not been secured. In a conversation 
with the Colonist correspondent on the- 
day of his arrival here Mr. Ludgate stat­
ed that he had come to Vancouver for 
the purpose of establishing a large in 
dustry, but he had not then made up his 
mind as to what the nature of that indus­
try would be. Subsequently on visiting 
Stanley park and seeing Deadman’s is­
land for the first time, Mr. Ludgate, it 
is said, was consumed with an ambition 
to secure the site for a saw mill. Being 
a stranger he was better able to keep his - 
own counsel, quietly slip off to Ottawa r 
and pick up the snap, before opposition 
was aroused.

Probably the first battle royal after the 
erection of the mills, to say nothing of 
what will take place before that tune, 
will be between the park commissioner» 
and Mr. Ludgate regarding the tearing 
up of the park roads by the heavy traffic- 
to and from the mills. But those who 
will register the most vigorous kick now 
and henceforth will be the monied citi­
zens, who, for the purpose of securing an 
unbroken view of tree.-clad picturesque 
Deadman’s island and the wide waters 
of the Inlet, spent thousands of dollars 
in erecting handsome residences close to 
the shore, in situations which will now 
giye them the full benefit of the piercing 
shriek of the mill whistle, the orchestra 
of buzz-s^ws and the blazing bonfires 
connected with the burning of the refuse.

SLAVERY II ZANZIBAR.

Nearly 300,000 Persons are in a State of 
Bondage Under the British Flag.

London, February 8.—Zanzibar is a 
British protectorate under the nominal 
sovereignty of an Arab Sultan whom the 
British Government placed on the throne, 
and the administration of the island is 
almost entirely in the hands of British 
officials. In the vast population it is 
timated that some 280,000 persons are 
still in a state of bondage, although when 
Zanzibar came under British control one 
of the earliest judicial acts was to abol­
ish thereoin the legal status of slavery. 
Recently the subject was taken up and 
has of late called forth apmp pulpit 
tions. The British and Foreign Anti- 
Slavery Society and the Anti-Slavery 
Committee of the Society of Friends ap­
pealed to the Under Secretary of State 
for Foreign Affairs to end the deplorable 
state of affairs. The officials of the Gov­
ernment reply that if they forced the 
slaves to be free untold destitution and 
starvation would result and the indus­
tries of the island would be ruined. There 
is said to be no analogy between the in­
stitution of slavery in Zanzibar and that 
which has ever existed in any other part 
of the world. The Zanzibar slave has a 
bous of his own and plot of land. He 
and his family are clothed; his children 
are educated and cared for, and the mas­
ter and slave both holding the same re­
ligions belief, the slave’s home life and 
personal rights, are both recognized and 
respected. These personal rights of the 
slave include the fixed tenure of his bon­
dage, in other words, he cannot be sold 
to another master and transported zeise- 
where at the cost of separation from his 
wife and family and the breaking up of 
his ehome. The Government officials 
argue that should the Zanzibar slave be 
emancipated at once anfl at a single blow 
he would be deprived of every material 
advantage which is now his. The ma­
jority of the freed blacks near the coasts 
are said to have voluntarily returned to 
bondage. The Government sums up its 
reply to the anti-slavery societies about 
as follows: “Before we confer upon the 
slaves of Zanzibar the sentimental boon 
of liberty we must take steps to provide 
them with the means of utilizing that 
liberty as wage earners; and so far noth­
ings has been done in this direction. To 
set them free without this condition 
would simply mean the wholesale pauper­
ization of the whole population of Zanzi­
bar.

REMEMBERING THE MAINE.

New York Showed Flags at Half Mast 
and Philadelphia Commenced 

New Battleships,

New York, Feb. 15.—A year ago to­
day the United States battleship Maine 
was blown up in the harbor of Havana 
and 266 American seamen lost heir lives. 
The event was remembered in this city 
to-day. Flags were flying at half mast 
on the City hall, the public schools and 
all other public buildings. Nearly all the 
vessels in the harbor had flags at half 
mast. Private residences had flags half 
masted and in the stores were pictures 
of the ill-fated battleship with the charge 
“Remember the Maine.”

Philadelphia, Feb. 15.,—The annivers­
ary of the blowing up of the battleship 
Maine was marked here with the begin­
ning of work on the powerful man-of-war 
which will bear the name of the historic 
battleship. The new Maine will be built 
by the Cramp Shipbuilding Company, 
and at the company’s yards at 11 o’clock 
the first piece of the keel was laid.

. first importance, including matters that 
have been the cause of constant friction 
between the United States and Canada 
for many years. On some other ques­
tions the commissioners have not been 
able to get together, and it is even prob­
able that they never will, and it remains 
to be seen whether both, the United 
States and Canada will regard the agree­
ment so far reaching as to constitute 
fair adjustment. *

To-day's session of the committee was 
a one-sided affair. After a few minutes 
in joint session, the British members re­
tired and the Americans remained half 
an hour longer than usual in conference. 
This immediately set afoot the report 
that the British side had presented an 
ultimatum, which is being considered by 
the American commissioners.

This was in general in line with tbe 
story telegraphed this morning: from Lon­
don that the negotiations had entirely 
fallen through.

After the session, however a promin­
ent member of the commission whose at­
tention was called to the London des­
patch expressed surprise,, and declared 
that there was no truth either in this or 
the report that an ultimatum had been 
presented to-day. The negotiations, he 
said, were in a critical stage, bat th 
was no reason to believe that they had 
failed. That was all that could be said 
at present.

PROVINCIAL ELECTIONS BILL.
Committee was then resumed on the 

Provincial Elections bill, with Mr. Booth 
as chairman, Mr. McPhillips’ amendment 
to sub-section (j) of section 8 being tak­
en up.

Hon. Mr. Martin thought it might meet 
the approval of the house and some ef 
the objections of gentlemen opposite to 
let the section stand, but require that 
the names should be posted but two 
weeks instead of two months, and also, 
that one month’s residence in a particu­
lar constituency instead of two months, 
should be adopted.

Mr. McPhillips thought it would per­
haps be well to make the list open until 
the date of nomination, instead of as he 
had proposed, until the date of the issue 
of the writ.

Mr. McPhillips’ amendment was de­
feated, and the section as altered by the 
Attorney-General adopted.

In passing, Mr. MePhillips directed at­
tention to the fact that it was proposed 
to so amend the law as to make it pos­
sible for a return to be made to the 
Lieutenant-Governor at some other placi- 
than Victoria. He did not know that it 
would be any grievous loss, but was Vic­
toria to lose the Lieutenant-Governor?

Several members objected to the man­
ner in which the question had been pre­
sented and Mr. McPhillips withdrew his 
remark.

Hon. Mr. Martin did not think that 
any portion of the province would go in­
to mourning over the location of the resi­
dence of the Lieutenant-Governor. He 
did not, however, answer the question.

In connection with the proposal that 
the election in Cassiar he held on the 
same date as in other parts of the prov­
ince,

Mr. Eberts directed attention. to the- 
many disadvantages operating in this 
northern district, making such a course 
practically impossible with the present 
very inadequate means of communicat­
ing with the several sections of the Cas­
siar district. He entered fully into the 
difficulties encountered by the late gov­
ernment in this direction.

Hon. Mr. Martin declared the manner 
in which the Cassiar election had last 
been conducted an outrage upon the prov­
ince. That election had been nothing 
more than a farce; the government had: 
sent the returning officer through, and he 
had held elections from day to day in 
different places, only the friends of the 
government of the day being notified that 
a vote would be taken. He believed that 
the election, if tested in the courts, would 
not be held to be legal.

Mr. Eberts challenged the truth of 
Attorney-General’s

Hon. Mr. Martin accepted the state­
ment of the ex-attorney-general.

On the last section of the bill Mr. Mc- 
Phillips entered a vigorous objection— 
this being the section to provide new lists 
for each of the four Coast cities. The 
junior member for Victoria contended 
that if it were held that the lists were 
defective they should be revised, but not 
thrown away altogether, as proposed. It 
was also unfair to single out the cities 
for this action; if the lists were so in­
correct they should be made new for all 
the province. The legislation suggested 
in this regard was altogether too drastic, 
and might result in men who had lived 
in the province for a quarter of a cen­
tury being disfranchised solely because 
they chanced to be out of the city at the 
time of the making of the new lists. 
He denied that things were as bad in 
Victoria as represented, and opposed 
such legislation as this—which meant

UNSANITARY CHINESE.
Mr. Deane moved, with Mr. Tisdall as 

seconder, that the attention of the 
ernment be directed to the urgency of 
enforcing the sanitary regulations laid 
down in the Provincial Health act wher­
ever Chinese congregate, whether in 
municipalities or unorganized districts.

In explanation of the resolution, the 
member for Yale said that the question 
of the unsanitary conditions prevailing 
among the Chinese had time and again 
been reported upon by the sanitary offic­
ers throughout the province. These con­
ditions were a two-fold source of danger 
to the public, in that they jeopardized 
the public health, and the cheap living 
of the Chinese enabled them to compete 
at an advantage with white labor.

Mr. Helgesen supported the resolution, 
with a reference to the Chinese as the 
filthiest, dirtiest, most dangerous and 
most repulsive race represented in Brit­
ish Columbia.

The resolution was adopted.

As to the qualification of soldiers and 
sailors as voters—there was no specific 
declaration in the law of England against 
them as a class—and this was what the 
government of British Columbia propos^ 
ed. Indeed, the rule in England had 
been always to have the Channel squad­
ron home, with all other near-at-hand 
forces, in time ot an election, so that 
the members of the service might exer­
cise their franchise. Members on the 
opposition side made it a point always 
to prepare their arguments on law, pre­
cedent and fact, and as the member for 
Alberni had asserted that whether or not 
soldiers were allowed to vote it would 
always be in the power of the command­
ing officer to confine them to quarters, 
he presented an authority to the con­
trary. Robers on Elections, the stand­
ard work in England, stated distinctly 
that no commanding officer under the 
law of England could do so—the law 
provided that on election day the men 
should be kept in barracks, except those 
on outpost or picket duty, or those who 
desired to vote. This certainly was 
proof sufficient of thé unsoundness of the 
member’s statement in this connection.
As for himself, he heartily disapproved 
of any special legislation against a 
body or class of men—and this was what 
was here proposed. There was no simi­
lar legislation in the Mother Land or in 
the colonies, putting the military and the 
navy under the ban even in the event of 
their complying in the highest degree 
with all the conditions of citizenship, as 
defined by the general law of the land.

In concluding his remarks, the junior 
member for Victoria moved that all por­
tions of the section after “deputy sher­
iffs" be struck out.

Mr. Neill, replying to the observations 
of the last speakers on the subject of 
the military vote, still maintained that 
it would be possible for a commanding 
officer so inclined, to keep his mêti in 
barracks on election day. He might for 
example order all out for the day on fa­
tigue duty.

Col. Baker had a word to say with 
reference to Mr. Neill’s remarks on the 
question of residence qualifications.

MUNICIPAL CLAUSES AMEND­

MENT ACT.
Mr. Deane, in moving the second read­

ing of his bill to amend the Municipal 
Clauses Amendment act, explained it as 
a measure in the direction of providing 
relief for certain towns incorporated 
since 1892, Kamloops more particularly, 
with respect to the qualification of mayor 
and aldermen. It diet not afford a solu­
tion of the vexed problem of what shall 
constitute municipal qualification, but 
would be especially welcomed in a num­
ber of cities, Kamloops being one of 
them.

Mr. Turner inquired if any representa­
tions had been received from the more 
important cities of the province, suggest­
ing that the proposed reduction of the 
qualification would 4 be received with 
favor? What did the cities of Victoria 
and Vancouver think of the proposal?

Mr. Deane in answer pointed out that 
the measure applied only to such cities 
and towns as have been incorporated 
since 1892.

Mr. Macpherson alsb stated that the 
bill had no application to the cities of 
Victoria and Vancouver. He favored 
the bill.

Mr. Gréen opposed the measure, as 
either going altogether too far or not far 
enough. This bill was practically for 
nu other purpose than to qualify certain 
individuals at Kamloops.

Hon. Mr. Martin also held that its re­
stricted application condemned the bill. 
There should be a general property qual­
ification defined for the entire province, 
and it should be adhered to.

Mr. Helmcken remarked that this mat­
ter had been up on several occasions in 
various forms. It would be entirely dif­
ferent if Kamloops had come forward 
and asked for special relief in view of 
special and extraordinary circumstances. 
As the city had not so come forward, he 
could not see that the house would be 
justified in agreeing to the bill, and in 
amendment to the motion t for second 
reading he accordingly moved the six 
months’ hoist.

Mr. Booth opposed the bill in toto, and 
as he was quite prepared to give a nega­
tive vote now, be also opposed the 
amendment. He favored one law, and 
only one, for all the province.

Hon. Mr. Martin took issue with Mr. 
Booth, and looked upon the motion for 
the six months’ hoist as the most em­
phatic form provided for expressing dis­
approval.

“While it would be a matter of pro­
found regret if any action of the govern­
ment or legislature of this province 
should cause Her Majesty’s government 
any embarrassment or impair its friend­
ly relations with another power, it may 
be pointed out that there are other con­
siderations of an Imperial character^ in­
volved in this matter. It is unquestion­
ably in the interests of the Empire that 
the Pacific Province of the Dominion 
should be occupied by a large and thor-: 
oughly British, population, rather than 
by one in which the number of aliens 
largely predominates, and many of the 
distinctive features of the settled Brit­
ish community were lacking. The for­
mer condition could not be secured were 
the masses of the people subjected to 
competition which would render it impos­
sible for them to maintain a fair and 
reasonable standard of living.

“For many years the evil effects of un­
restricted Chinese immigration caused 
great agitation in British Columbia, and 
the imposition of the capitation tax of 
$50 was the consequence. Since then 
greater facilities of communication wtih 
Japan, and the opportunities for employ­
ment in British Columbia arising from 
the development of its forests, mineral 
and fishing resources, have led to an 
influx of Japanese which has materially 
and injuriously interfered with white 
labor and has caused the legislature to 
pass the statutes now under considera­
tion. There is no reason to believe that 
this influx of Japanese is likely to dimin­
ish; on the contrary, there are many 
indications that it will become larger 
and that Japanese labor will, if some re­
strictive measures are not adopted, en­
tirely supplant white labor in many im­
portant industries and be used almost 
exclusively on works carried out under 
franchises granted by the legislature, and 
which are in many .cases aided by subsi­
dies from the provincial treasury, largely 
with the object of opening up the prov­
ince and inducing an immigration of de­
sirable settlers. The undersigned there­
fore recommends that a reply be made 
to the government of the Dominion that 
His Honor’s government regrets that in 
the interests of British Columbia and of 
the laboring classes among its people, it 
cannot see its way clear to introduce a 
measure in the legislature to repeal the 
provisions restricting the employment of 
Chinese and Japanese in the statutes re­
ferred to in the report of the Minister of 
Justice, approved by a minute of the com­
mittee of the Privy Council of Canada 
on December 17, 1898, and that if this 
recommendation be approved, a copy of 
it should be transmitted to the Secretary 
of State for Canada for the information 
of His Excellency’s government.

ea trifle m ■An incident occurred in the house yes­
terday that is worthy of comment, be­
cause it effectually disposes forever of 
one of the alleged reasons for the dis­
missal of the Turner ministry.

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“It may be stated that legislation on 
the lines of the Immigration act, 1897 
passed by the legislative council and 
legislative assembly of Natal would not 
be within the power of the legislature of 
this province, but would be within the 
competence of the parliament of Canada, 
being somewhat similar to the act passed 
by that body emposing a capitation tax 
of $50 on each Chinese person coming 
to the Dominion. While the legislature 
would doubtless welcome any action by 
the parliament of Canada designed to 
affect objects similar to those aimed at 
b.v the provisions in the statutes which 
are the subject of this communication 
from His Excellency’s government it 
may be suggested that the provisions 
embodied in the Immigration Restriction 
act of Natal, would not be effectual for 
the desired purpose although such legis­
lation would impose restrictions on Jap­
anese immigration that would probably 
be more repugnant to the views of the 
government of Japan than those com­
plained of in the legislation passed by 
the legislature of this province.

“The undersigned would point out that 
the statutes passed by the legislature of 
this province imposing certain restric­
tions on the employment of Japanese in 
British Columbia while ib is respectfully 
admitted clearly within the power of 
that body, do not impose restrictions 
nearly as onerous or far-reaching as 
would be the case were legislation enact­
ed by the parliament of Canada on the 
lines of the Immigration Restrictioin act 
of Natal which appears not to be consid­
ered as objectionable by Her Majesty’s 
government, no-limitation on the. number 
of Japanese persons who may come into 
Canada is suggested by the statutes pass­
ed by the provincial legislature. No re­
striction is placed by those statutes upon 
such persons pursuing any calling, occu­
pation or employment, with one excep­
tion which is not carried on under the 
authority of privileges or franchises con­
ferred by the legislature of British Co­
lumbia. That exception is working in 
coal mines, the legislature from the evi­
dence placed before it having come to 
the conclusion that the employment of 
Chinese or Japanese in coal mines under­
ground is a source of danger. All that 
is sought to be attained by the legislation 
in question is tfiat Chinese or Japenese 
persons shall not be allowed to find em­
ployment on works the construction of 
which has been authorized or made pos­
sible of accomplishment by the granting 
of certain privileges or franchises by the 
legislature. It win therefore be seen that 
the restrictive provisions are merely in 
the nature of a condition in agreements 
or contracts between the provincial gov­
ernment and particular individuals or 
companies whereby certain privileges, 
franchises, concessions, and in some 
cases also subsidies or guarantees, are 
granted to such individuals or companies 
m consideration of only while labor being 
employed in the works which are the 
subject matter of such agreements.

“The same causes whch have led the 
legislatures of Natal and the Australian 
colonies to take measures to restrict the 
influx of large numbers of laboring peo­
ple from Asia exist in British Columbia. 
They are indeed more potent here on 
account of the shorter distance interven­
ing between China and Japan and this 
province as compared with that between 
those countries and Australasia and Na­
tal. It may also be pointed out in this 
connection that the possibility of great 
disturbance to the economic conditions 
existing here and of grave injury being 
caused to the working classes of this 
country by a large influx of laborers 
from Japan was so apparent that the 
government of Canada decided that it 
was not advisable that the Dominion 
should participate in the revised treaty 
between Great Britain and Japan, 
whereby equal privileges were granted 
to the people of each nation in the coun­
try of the other.

“The economic conditions in British 
Columbia and in Japan, and the status of 
living of the masses of the people in the 
two countries differ so widely that to 
grant freedom of employment to Jap­
anese on such public works as are au­
thorized to be carried out by acts of 
the legislature would almost certainly re­
sult in all such employment being mon­
opolized by the Japanese to the exclu­
sion of the people of this provinqg, there­
fore while the legislature has scrupul­
ously abstained from any interference 
with the employment of Japanese by 
private individuals or companies and has 
not sought to put anv restriction on their 
engaging in any ordinary occupation or 
business it has been deemed it to be in 
the interests of tile province to prohibit 
their employment on works or undertak­
ings for which it has granted privileges 
or franchises. That such restrictions are 
not only judicious but necessary has 
been shown by the manner in which 
Cheap Asiatic labor has in many cases 
entirely supplanted white labor on works

It will also serve to more fully 
demonstrate the lack of judgment shown 
by those who needlessly placed the Con­
servative party in such a false position 
before the eyes of Canada.

The government looks for an increase 
next year of $96,600 in the revenue over 
that of the current year. The following 
reductions are anticipated; Free miners’ 
certificates, due probably to the amend­
ment of the law relating to workmen in 
mines and the exclusion of aliens from 
placer mines, $55,000; personal property 
tax, due to the abolition of the tax on 
money invested on mortgage, $30,000; 
printing office receipts, $1,000; and Chi­
nese Restriction act, $5,000. 
this decrease is offset by an expected re­
fund from the Dominion government of 
$15,000 for river protection at Revel- 
stoke. It will be recalled that upon no 
point were the present government party, 
when in opposition, more determined than 
in condemnation of the then government 
for making such a claim upon the federal 
authorities. If this refund 
materialize, the increase 
be., cut down nearly 15 per cent. One of 
the largest items of increased 
anticipated is $23,000 in “ land revenue.” 
We shall await the Finance Minister’s 
explanation of this item, and of the 
small anticipated increase in land sales, 
with much interest,

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MÏINLEÏ AT BOSTON. only say that the treaty of peace, hon­
orably secured, having been ratified by the 
United States, and as we confidently expect, 
shortly to be ratified in Spain, congress 
will have the power, and I am sure the 
purpose to do what in good morals is right 
and just and humane for these people in 
distant seas.

The future of the Philippine Islands is 
now in the hands of the American people. 
Until the treaty was ratified or rejected 
,the executive department of the government 
could only preserve the peace and protect 
life and property. That treaty now commits 
the free and enfranchised Filipinos to the 
guiding hand and the liberalizing influence, 
the generous sympathies, the uplifting edu­
cation, not of their American masters, but 
of their American emancipators. No one 
can tell to-day what is best for them or us.
I know of no one at this hour who is wise 
enough or sufficiently Informed to deter­
mine what form of government will best 
serve their interests and theirs and our 
well being.

Until congress shall direct otherwise it 
will be the duty of the executive to possess 
and hold the Philippines, giving to the 
people thereof peace and order and béné­
ficient government, affording them every 
opportunity to prosecute their lawful pur­
suits, encouraging them to look to us as 
their friends, not their enemies, that their 
good is our aim, that their welfare is our 
welfare, but that neither their aspirations 
nor ours can be realized until our authority 
is acknowledged and unquestioned.

That the inhabltans of the Philippi 
will be benefited by this republic is my 
unshaken belief. That they will have a 
kindlier government under our guidance and 
that they will be aided in every possible 
way to be a self-respecting and self-govern­
ing people is as true as that the American 
people love liberty and have an abiding faith 
in their own government, and in their in­
stitutions.

No imperial designs lurk in the American 
mind. They are alien to American senti­
ment. thought and purpose. Our priceless 
principles undergo no change under a tropi­
cal sun. I have no light or knowledge not 
common to my countrymen. I do not pro- 
nhesv. The present is all absorbing to me, 
but I cannot bound my vision by the blood­
stained trenches around Manila, where ev­
ery red drop, whether from the reins of 
an American soldier or a misguided Fili­
pino. was anguish to my heart, but by 
the broad range of future years, when that 
group of islands, under the impulse of the 
years just past, shall have become the gems 
and glories of these tropical seas, a land of 
plenty and increasing possibilities, a people 
redeemed from savage Indolence and habits, 
devoted to the arts of peace, In touch with 
the commerce and trade of all nations, en­
joying the blessings of freedom, of civiliz­
ing religious liberty, of ,education, and of 
homes, and whose children and children's 
children shall for ages hence bless the Am­
erican republic because It emancipated their 
fatherland and set them in the pathway 
of the world’s best civilization.

The President Speaks His Mind 
to Difflcultits of Philippine 

Problem.

Protectorate for Present Benefit of 
Filipinos—ho Imperial Designs 

in American Miud.

By Associated Press.
Boston, Feb. 16.—The principal feat­

ure of President McKinley’s visit to 
Boston was the banquet tendered to him 
this evening by the Home Market Club 
at Mechanics’ hall. It was the largest 
banquet ever arranged in this country, 
the exact number of persons who were 
served being 1,914. Besides there were 
fully 3,800 spectators in the balconies.
When the dinner had béen concluded,
President Plunkett of the Home Market 
club, first introduced Governor Wolcott, 
who spoke briefly, welcoming the Presi­
dent to the state. Mayor Quincy fol­
lowed, and then came the guest of the 
evening, the President of the United 
States. Mr. McKinley was given a most 
enthusiastic reception.

The President spoke at considerable 
length, confining himself entirely to a 
review of the war with Spain and its 
resulting effects. He said in part:

Mr. Toastmaster and Gentlemen: The 
years go quickly. It seems not so long, 
but it is in fact six years since it was 
my honor to be the guest of the Home 
Market club. Much has happened in 
that time. Issues which were then en­
gaging us have been settled or put aside 
for larger and more absorbing ones.
Domestic conditions have improved and 
are generally satisfactory. We have 
made progress in industry and have 
realized the prosperity for which we have 
been striving. We had four long years 
of adversity, which taught us some les­
sons which will - never be unlearned, and 
which will be valuable in guiding our 
future actions. We have not only been 
successful in our financial and business 
affairs, but we have been successful in a 

with a . foreign power, which has 
added great glory to American arms and 
a new chapter to American history.

I do not know why in the year 1899 
this republic has unexpectedly had 
placed before it mighty problems which 
it must face. Yet they have come and 
are here, and they could not
be kept away. Many who were 
impatient for the conflict a year ago, 
apparently heedless of its large results, 
are the first to cry out against the far- 
reaching consequences of their 
act. Those of us who dreaded war most 
and whose every effort was directed to 
prevent it had fears of new and grave 
problems which might follow its inaug­
uration. The evolutioin of events which 
no man could control, has brought these t°r the poorly-fed guest, 
problems upon us. Certain it is, th .( 
that they have not come through any 
fault on our part, but as a high obliga­
tion, and we meet them with clear con­
science and unselfish purpose and 
with good heart resolved to undertake 
their solution.

The Philippines, like Cuba and Porto Rico, 
were Intrusted to our hands by the war, 
and to that great trust, under the provi­
dence of God, and in the name of human 
progress and civilization, we are committed.
It is a trust we have not sought ; it is a 
trust from which he will not flinch. We 
hear no complaint of the relations created 
by the war between this government •♦and 
the islands of Cuba and Porto Rico. There 
are some, however, who regard the Phil­
ippines as in a different relation’, but what­
ever variety of views there may be on this 
phase of the question, there is Universal 
agreement that the Philippines shall not 
be turned back to Spain. Even if unwilling 
to accept them ourselves it would have 
been a weak evasion of manly duty to re­
quire Spain to transfer them to some* other 
power, and thus shirk our own responsi­
bility. Even if we had, as we did not 
have, the power to compel such a trans­
fer, it could not have been made with­
out the most serious International compli­
cations. Such £ course could not be 
thought of. And yet had we refused to 
accept the cession of them, we should have 
had no power over them, even for their 
own good.

We could not discharge the responsibility 
upon us until these islands became ours, 
either by conquest or treaty. There was 
but one alternative, and that was a pro­
tectorate either by Spain or the United 
States in the Philippines. The other sug­
gestions, first, that they should be tossed 
in the arena of contention for the strife 
of nations, or, second, be left to the anarchy 
and chaos of no protectorate at all—were 
too shameful to be considered. The treaty 
gave them to the United States. C ru’d 
we have required less and don° our dutv?
Our concern was not for territory or trade 
or empire, but for the people whose in­
terests and destiny, without our willing it. 
has been put in our hands. It was with 
this feeling that from the first dav to the 
last not one word or line went from the 
executive in Washington to our military 
commanders at Manila or to the peace com­
missioners at Paris, that, did not nut as 
the sole purpose to be kept in mind, first, 
after the success of our arms and the 
Tna»ntenauce of our own honor, the wo1fn*-o 
and happiness and the rights of the Inhabi­
tants of the Philippine Islands.

We have now ended the war with Sonin.
The treaty has been ratified by more than 
twn-th^pds of the senate of the United 
States, and by the judgment of nine-tenths 
of its

negotiations in peace. Spain is now elim­
inated from the problem. It remains to 
ask what n-#» shall now do. T do not In­
trude on the duties of congress or seei* 
to anticipate or forestall Its actions.

The assessment may only he up­
on 5P per cent, of the value of improve­
ments, and the limit of taxation is to 
be 2% cents on the dollar, in addition 
to such sums as may be required for 
board of health, hospital and school pur­
poses. Section 139 of the old law, deal­
ing with rates on realty in all cities of 
the province other than Victoria, is re­
pealed, and the power to license “clubs” 
in township or district municipalities is 
revoked. It is provided that the licens­
ing board in cities shall be the Mayor 
and two persons appointed annually by 
the Lieut.-Govemor-in-council, one of 
whom must be a member of the city 
council. In the event of magistrates be­
ing ill or otherwise absent from duty it is 
reserved to the government to appoint 
their temporary relief; while the same 
principle is adopted with regard to the 
police as to licensing boards—these are 
to consist of the Mayor, and two ap­
pointees of the government, one of whom 
is to be a member of the^city council. 
The final section of the bill is of interest 

'only to Victoria city, the council here be­
ing empowered to contribute one- third 
of the cost of those improvements named 
in the Broad street improvement by-law 
of 1892.

Chief Commissioner Semlin’s bill to 
amend the Water Clauses Consolidation 
act provides, in brief, that municipalities 
may obtain, water record to operate 
their electric light systems; amends the 
right of municipalities to expropriate re­
corded water for electric light purposes;

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ATLIN RAILWAY DELEGATES.

Proposition Laid Before the Members of 
the Government Yesterday.

The delegates who came over from 
Vancouver on Tuesday evening to inter­
view the government in respect to the 
construction of a line of railway into the 
Atlin country, met with the members of 
the British Columbia Board of Trade 
yesterday morning and were given an 
outline of what the White Pass Railway 
Company intend to do, by Mr. George 
W. Mitchell, the company’s representa­
tive. The outline was similar to that 
given by President Graves in an inter­
view in the Colonist on Sunday morning. 
After the meeting at the Board of Trade 
rooms, the delegates proceeded to the 
parliament buildings where they were 
introduced to the members of the cabinet 
by Mr. S. Oppenheimer. The propositions 
they laid before the government were:

1. The urgent necesisty of certain and 
direct railway communication with At­
lin City.

2. The White Pass railroad people, 
who are behind this enterprise, are now 
building from Skagway to Bennett with­
out asking for any subsidy in. cash or 
land.

3. The Atlin country can be more 
easily reached from Log Cabin on the 
line of the White Pass railway than by 
any other route.
,.4-„The distance from Lbg Cabin to At­
lin City is 51 miles, 29 miles of railway 
and the remainder by water.

• The White Pass Railway Company 
Will construct this branch provided suffi­
cient aid is granted either in the shape 
of a substantial subsidy or a guarantee. 
The line will cost $25,000 a mile.

Too Close-Fisted to Spend a Stamp on 
Application for Space at Mineral 

Exhibit.

From the New Denver Ledge,
It would seem reasonable to suppose 

that when an opportunity is offered to 
exhibit to the London mining world the 
comparative merit of the ore from Brit­
ish Columbia mines along with ores from 
all the great mining centres of the 
world, that the Provincial Government 
would make an effort to provide the ne­
cessary means to make such an exhibi­
tion possible. But this the British Co­
lumbia Government has refused to do.

Some months ago Mr. W. H. Sandi- 
ford shipped from the Mollie Hughes 
mines samples of the ore being taken 
out weighing 500 pounds. This was sent 
to the head office in London of the North­
west Mining Syndicate, and later a like 
shipment was made of the Bosun ore, 
one piece alone weighing 385 pounds. 
The directors were greatly pleased with 
the excellent samples, and in order to 
show to the London market the charac­
ter of Slocan ore as compared with that 
from other mining centres, an effort was 
made to secure space in the Earl’s Court 
Exhibition of London. This exhibition 
is held annually, and ,s attended by min­
ing men from all over the world. The 
relative values of the various ores is in­
vestigated, and an effort is made to have 
every mining district of any importance 
in the known world represented there.

In order to secure space in the ex­
hibition it is necessary for the Govern­
ment to intercede, and a letter was sent 
to the proper Provincial department ask­
ing for such intercession to secure space. 
In reply the British Columbia official 
in differently stated that so far as he 
knew the British Columbia Government 
was not interested in such an exhibition 
and could not provide the means for se­
curing space in the Earl’s Court Exhibi­
tion.

Is this a sample of 'British Columbia 
enterprise? Will the Provincial Govern­
ment never learn to properly present to 
the mining world the great mineral re­
sources of British Columbia? 
months ago the B. C. Review of Lon­
don asked for copies of the Minister of 
Mines’ annual report so they could be 
properly distributed in the metropolis of 
the world. These were not provided, 
thought it would not cost the Province 
$10 to comply with the request. And 
here we had another sample of our Pro­
vincial Government’s progressiveness. It 
will not provide the means to secure 
space for a British Columbia mineral 
exhibit in the Earl’s Court Exhibition, 
of London.

1 Long Greek, Or., Feb. 15.—From per­
sons who are posted on the conditions of 
range horses in this county, and frqm 
reports received from the various ad­
joining counties, it Is ascertained that 
stock horses are sharing the sajne fate 
of starvation to a great extent all over 
Eastern Oregon. Gattle and sheep buy­
ers, who have recently visited this city, 
and who .have also been in the counties 
of Orook, Gilliam, Morrow, Baker, Un­
ion, Wallowa, Umatilla, Harney and 
Malheur say that in every section they 
have visited, with very few exceptions, 

’ the owners of both horses and cattle have 
despaired of saving more than a «nail 
per cent of their stock. In Malheur the 
conditions are more favorable for the 
horses than in any other county named, 
and even there it is estimated that from 
30 to 50 per cent will perish. In Har­
ney, Baker, Crook, Morrow, Umatilla 
and Gilliam they could not be saved, 
even if their value would warrant feed­
ing them hay, as all reports go to prove 
that there is barely sufficient hay for 
sheep and cattle. Both range and hay 
is scarce in the greater portion of Mor­
row and Grant, while îlamey and that 
portion of Umatilla which joins Grant, 
thousands of head of stock cattle have 
been driv«i in to winter on the surplus 
hay. No definite estimate can possibly 
be made as to the number of horses that 
will perish in each couMy, as nine out of 
ten stockmen, when ffljfl>roaeh,od on the 
subject, invariably aus-Ter that thev have 
no idea how many the • have, and gen­
erally add that it make I little difference, 
as they are valueless.

Judgment for Plaintiffs and Defendant 

in Beaven and Yates vs. Teague.

It is seldom that a judge finds it neces­
sary to give judgment for both the plain­
tiff and defendant, but such was the 
practical effect of the judgment handed 
down by Mr. Justice Walkem yesterday 
in the case of Beaven and Yates, trustees 

tireen-W orlock estate, vs. John 
Teague, Sr. The plaintiffs sued on 
three promissory notes, totalling $624, 
which the defendant endorsed for his 
son. They also asked for interest on 
the amount. The defendant offered evi­
dence to the effect that he had a verbal 
agreement with Mr. Green that the 
notes were to be paid out of monies to 
become due the defendant for services as 
architect for a proposed new brick build­
ing, the plans for which were well under 
way at the time of Mr. Green’s death. 
His evidence was objected to on the 
ground that it purported to vary the 
terms of the note. The objection was 
upheld, His Lordship holding that an 
oral agreement, inconsistent with a 
written one, is inadmissible to contradict 
the latter. Therefore he gave judgment 
for the plaintiffs for $624.

As to the defendant’s counter claim, 
Mr. Justice "Walkem held that the $750 
charged by Mr. Teague for his services 
were not excessive.

It would be unjust to allow interest on 
the amount of the note, as no interest 
was allowed on the counter claim.

The judgment concludes: “ The order 
should be that the plaintiffs on their 
claim recover $624; that the defendant 
recover from plaintiffs as trustees on his 
counter claim $750. Judgment to be 
entered for the defendant for $126, costs 
to follow these events in the usual 
ner.”

From the Cascade Record.
Attorney-General Martin has given It out 

—and he seems to be the Government’s 
mouthpiece—that the present session of the 
Legislative Assembly will last but éo days. 
If this is the programme, the House will 
soon get down to the work of appropria­
tions, the most important part of its labors. 
"When the time arrives there must be no 
balf-heartedness about our member, J. M. 
Martin, in his insistence that provision be 
made for the needs of this part of the dis­
trict.

Thus far the Government has done noth­
ing—absolutely and positively nothing—for 
the section known as the Christina Lake 
Mining District. Nor has it dfine a single 
thing for Cascade except to build a $500 
jail, the appropriation for which 
bodied in the general estimates by the Tur- 

govemment. It has spent but $150 
our roads, the only highway into or out of 
the country in the past. Roads, bridges 
and trails have all been paid for by private 
subscription. Within the last year at least 
$10,000 has been collected in Cascade alone 
by the Government, in licenses, water 
rights, etc., to say nothing of free miners' 
certificates, recording fees, etc.

As a return for this upwards of $10 000 
collected, a paltry $650 has been spent. 
This Is neither justice or equity, and at its 
i.ext meeting the Cascade Taxpayers’ As­
sociation should take the matter up and 
bring it so plainly before our member, 
with facts and figures, that he cannot at- 
ford to disregard It.

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There is no doubt that if the provinces 
get into the habit of enacting legislation of 
this kind, and if that legislation is not 
judicially declared ultra vires, it may af­
fect present or future negotiations between 
Canada and the United States. Bnt it 
must be remembered that a similar hind­
rance to the negotiation of treaties exists 
in the American system, 
representative signs his name to a treaty 
It may be taken for graned, in the vast 
majority of cases, that the treaty will be 
ratified. The signing of a treaty by a rep­
resentative of the United States carries 
with it no such assurance. We know that 
the Bayard-Chamberlain reciprocity treaty 
and the treaty providing for the settlement 
of disputes between the United States and 
Great Britain by arbitration were both re­
jected by the American senate, 
these circumstances American representa­
tives will have no reason to complain if 
there shall arise in this country a fashion 
of provincial legislation affecting interna­
tional relations, and it they are told that 
the Dominion has no effective control over 
such legislation. It would require a very 
advantageous treaty Indeed to warrant the 
Canadian government in entering into a 
conflict with a province for the purpose of 
carrying out an International agreement. 
The best way for our American friends to 
avert provincial legislation of that kind is 
ti avoid giving provocation.

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the pack without tearing or shifting it, 
winding backwards and forwards in an 
apparently aimless way generally through 
the lowest and swampiest ground and care­
fully avoiding the higher and drier ground 
to be found near by. The excuse for this 
Is that this was an old Indian hunting 
tiail. These people, to whom time is no 
object, generally follow ground which en­
tails least chopping, though it Is difficult 
to realize what ultimate advantage is 
gained thereby. The arduous and difficult 
character of this old trail is emphasized 
by the dead animals strewn along Its 
length.

The new trail, on the contrary, ig gen­
erally located where dry and solid ground 
is to be found, and where It was found 
Impracticable to avoid mod holes and 
swamps these places have been carefully 
corduroyed. In selecting its location it is 
apparent that as the work progressed and 
the necessity for haste grew less urgent 
m<>re ûttention was paid to obtaining not 
only better ground but a more direct align­
ment and easier grades. Passing through 
timber the clearing has been made from 

î° *eet wide to admit sunlight, an 
obvious advantage in a country where the 
frost penetrates the ground so deeply, and 
the larger stumps and roots have been 
removed to a width generally of 4 feet. 
Along side hill, whether In rock, gravel or 
clay, the trail has been carefully graded, 
to 4 feet. The corduroy of round logs and 
poles, about 4 feet on an averacre he-

STIKINE-TESL1N TRAIL. which leaves his outlay at 122,214.51.
This, to anyone unacquainted with the 

conditions, would appear a very large ex­
penditure for what has been accomplished, 
but when the remoteness of the country 
and the altogether exceptions 1 circum­
stances surrounding the work are realized 
every allowance must be made.

Commencing at Glenora, the wagon road, 
constructed by the contractors as a tote 
road in connection with the proposed rail­
way to Teslin lake, follows In a north­
easterly direction, though somewhat sinu­
ously, the right bank of the Stiklne for 
some six or seven miles, then turning to 
the left it winds np the foot-hills, eventu­
ally reaching the Junction on Telegraph 
Creek, 15.2 miles from Glenora and four 
miles from Telegraph on the Stiklne river, 
at an elevation of 1,500 feet. From the 
Junction to the summit, where the wagon 
road ends six miles further. It ascends In 
a northwesterly direction the narrow val­
ley of Telegraph creek, crossing It twice 
and passing the divide on the east side at 
an elevation of 3,390 feet 21.2 miles out. 
Descending the northern slope It crosses 
Twin Creeks,and then following the east­
ern edge of a bench It descends to the Big 
Tahltan river, a glacier stream, crossing It 
at 29.8 miles at an elevation of 1,980 feet. 
This later river flows In an easterly direc­
tion and joins the Stiklne 14 iplles above 
the mouth of Telegraph creek. Ascending 
the bench on the opposite side, the trail 
follows a depression In the tongue of land 
formed by the fork of the Big and Little 
Tahltan rivers, reaching the right bank of 
the Lltle Tahltan at an elevation of 1,900 
feet, 33.5 miles out. From this point the 
trail turns more towards the west and 
follows the south side of the valley close 
to ti}e foot of the mountain slope. At 38 
miles It leaves the Little Tahltan, 
croslng the north side of the divide follows 
the base of the mountain—with three ex 
ceptions where it is necessary to ascend 
the side hill to avoid hefi-vy rock work- 
passing Klnnlcett and Hutchan lakes on.the 
right down the valley of the Chesley river, 
a tributary of the Tnku, to what is called 
Hudson’s Bay Post, though no nost exists 
there at the present time, at the base of 
Ëgnelle mountain near the junction of the 
Chesley and Egnelle. the elevation at this 
point Is 1.870 feet and the distance 54.2 
miles. Leaving fhe post the trail crosses 
the Egnelle river and ascends the monn- 
tain by what Is called switchbacks, to the 
summit—so-called, though the highest point 
is three miles further on—of Bundle moun­
tain at 3,810 feet elevation : distance 57% 
miles.

Looking up the valley In a northeasterly 
direction It appears possible to avoid the 
steep climb up the face of this mountain 
by gradually ascending the east flank and 
taking advantage of a pass or den cession 
to the eastward, rejoining the trail at 
about the 62nd mile.

trail in passing 74 parties pressing towards 
Teslin and about 560 bead of cattle. As­
suming an average of three persons and 
five horses to each party—a low estimate— 
the aggregate would represent 222 people 
and 370 horses. In addition about 520 head 
of beef cattle in good condition were 
passed. These latter came over the Ash­
croft trail. There were other parties I 
heard of but did not see. At Glenora many 
who have waited all summer for the trail 
to be made passable still remained unde- 
decided as to their ftrture movements 
These are augmented from time to time by 
arrivals by the Edmonton and Ashcroft 
trails.

The majority of these met on the trail and 
all who start forward subsequently this 
tumn will not get further than Teslin be­
fore severe weather sets in. There they 
must remain until the river opens again, 
unless they attempt a winter’s Joumev of 
475 miles to Dawson, or of from 50 or 60 
miles to Atlin lake. Many, I am con­
vinced, will not reach Teslin this winter 
and of these some will have exhausted their 
provisions before the trail becomes pass­
able again. Supplies can be obtained, how­
ever, In Teslin. but those whose resources 
are limited will doubtless be subjected to 
a great deal of suffering.

The townslte of Teslin is situated on 
sloping ground at the south end of Teslin 
lake on the west shore. At the time of my 
visit there were probably from 100 to là) 
people living there, the majority of whom 
were preparing to go by the river to Daw­
son. Two well-stocked stores do business 
in the town—the Hudson's Bav Gomnany 
and Messrs. Callbreath & Wright. There 
are three or four saloons, but no hotels 
Several people commenced to build—thé 
saw-mill across the lake sunplving the Inm- 
ber—but have abandoned their houses half 
finished. The local government offices are 
at the north pnd of the occupied portion of 
the townslte. The rest of the habitations arc tents.

I was informed when at Teslin that the 
steamer Anglian, belonging to the Cana­
dian Development Company, on the return 
trln from Dawson bed grounded about the 
2»'th A mmst In tho Rotallnqna river, about 
150 miles holow Teslin. and was unnblo to 
jret any further. It would be nrem^tnro to 
assume unon the statement abovo tha^ the 
Kootalfno'm river Is not navigable. It Is 
just possible that the steamer Is not ^to­
gether adapted. In regard to draught and 
power, for th<* navigation of a shallow, 
rapid river, or it may be that nil that Is re­
quired to overcome the dlffieultv Is ju^M- 
ouslv arranged Improvement wot#s. The 
observations nec»ssarv to establish the 
navlfrabllitv or otherwise of this river have 
not been extended far enough to enable 
anyone to arrive at a satisfactory conclu­
sion with regard to It.

MR. A. C. HOWE RETURNS.
Fourteen days from Dawson to Skag- 

way—that is the record established by 
H. A. Conn, the Yukon mail carrier, 
who reached here last evening on the 
steamer Tees. Mir. Conn left Dawson on 
January 24 and reached Skagway on 
Feb. 6, and although he travelled fast 
there was only one unpleasant incident 
on the rip. This occurred seventeen 
miles this side of Fort Selkirk, Mr. Conn 
hurting his knee by falling on the ice 
and being forced to spend the night in 
the open air with the thermometer 56 
degrees below zero. In the morning, 
however, he had recovered and every 
night after that was able to sleep in a 
wayside house. Mr. Conn came out with 
a team of four dogs and the ice being 
good—even the 30-Mile river being froz­
en over—enabled him to cut down the 
record for Yakon travelling.

Confirmation of the death of Rev. 
Father Judge of Dawson was brought 
by Mr. Com». Father Judge was 
pioneer of the Yukon district and be­
sides attending to his duties as pastor 
took a deep interest in the Sisters’ hos­
pital.

There has been no recent discoveries, 
but Gold Run and the Dominion bench 
claims are turning out very well. El­
dorado creek is keeping up with its repu­
tation as a gold producer. Bonanza is 
not making as good a showing, but Mr. 
Conn says nevertheless the output will 
be double that of last year.

Mr. Conn says he passed a large num­
ber of miners bound for the coast and 
he expects that in a few days at least 
3,000 men will come out. He met them 
strung all along the river and knew that 
others were about to leave. The first 
mail was met between Dawson and Fort 
Selkirk and other mail teams were met. 
No doubt they have all reached Dawson 
by this time.

A Former Victorian Returns From a 
Trip to the North.

Victoria, Nov. 19, 1898.
Sir:—Pursuant to the instructions 

talnvd in your letter of the 11th August, 1 
loft Victoria on the following morning for 
t,lvnora, on the Stikine river, via Nanaimo 
and Wrangel, for the purpose: (1) of ad­
justing the accounts in connection with the 
construction of a trail from the end of the 
waggon-road at the summit of Telegraph 
Creek to Teslin lake by Messrs. Mackenzie 
A- Mann, under an arrangement with the 
Government as set forth in a letter ad­
dressed to him by the late premier, the 
Hon. J. H- Turner, bearing date the 15th 
June last, and (2) of making an examina­
tion of the work performed.

On arriving at Glenora on the 18th Au- 
;us\, 1 found that both the contractors’ 
representative Mr. W. C. Robinson, and 
Mr. Porter, the government agent, were out 
ou the trail. They returned, however, the 
following evening and informed me that 
tiny were at least 125 men still working on 
tin trail north of the Nahlin river towards 
Teslin lake. This was contrary to the im­
pression that prevailed in the department, 
ns ihe third paragraph of your letter of In­
st nierions, which reads as follows, will 
show: “With reference to the paragraph 
(letter from Mr. Lewis Lukes, forMacken- 
7,in Vi Mann, to the Government), suggest- 
;t:g the continuance of the work during the 
whole of this month, I have to inform you 
that it is not contemplated proceeding any 
further with the work, and that we are ad­
vised by the contractors that they have 
ceased operations.”

The object of my visit and the contents 
of the above paragraph were at once com­
municated to Messrs. Mackenzie & Mann’s 
representative, who thereupon Informed 
me that it would be impossible to go into 
the accounts at Glenora with a view to a 
final settlement for the reasons: (1) That 
’he books and accounts in connection with 
the work executed up to the end of July 
were in Vancouver, and (2) that operations 
were still in progress, no instructions hav­
ing been received to discontinue them. It 
being thus impossible to fulfil at that time 
the first part of your instructions, prepara­
tions were begun to carry out the official 
inspection of the trail.

It was desirable that both Mr. Porter, the 
governemnt agent, and Mr. Robinson, the 
contractors' representative, should accom­
pany me on this inspection, but unfortu­
nately the former found that it would be 
impossible, as there were many other im­
portant public matters requiring his atten­
tion at Telegraph Creek, which could not 
longer he postponed. Mr. Robinson, how­
ever. requested a delay in starting of two 
or three days, to allow him an opportunity 
<-t attending to matters which renuired 
settlement before he again left Glenora.

The price asked at Glenora at this junc­
ture for transportation to Teslin lake was 
high. This may be attributed : (1) to the 
very high price paid per pound—32 to 45 
cents—for transportation in connection 
with the Yukon Field Force, and (2) to the 
demand for pack-animals by those 
ious to reach Teslin lake and get down to 
Dawson before winter set in. After giving 
the matter every consideration. I decided 
that the most economical course to pursue 
was to purchase a small train of five 
horses, including the necessary equipment, 
for $275. By so doing I estimated that 
both time and money woultj, be saved.
Fven if the animals sold for next to noth­
ing on return in" to Glenora, a saving would 
be offert ed of over $100.

To attend to the horses, pack and the 
TxppçRsary cooking, the services of two ex­
perienced men were engaged at the rate 
"f .S75 per month and board, and a third

Four gangs, aggregating about 150 men, 
were observed working as follows: (1)
!» men completing the wagon road to the 
summit; (2) 70 men working ou the trail 
between Nahlin river and Spruce mountain;

working on Spruce mountain, 
and (4) 24 men working on the trail within 
6 miles of Teslin lake.

After a rest at Teslin, we started on 
the return journey on Sunday, the 4th 
September, picking up the horses at the 
camp where we left them, and reached 
Glenora on the 13th following, the 10th 
day. having made the round trip in 21 
dajrs.

On the 8th September, at 11 a.m., about 
c-ne mile south of the Nahlin. I met Mr.
T. Holt, of Messrs. Mackenzie & Mann, 
on his way out to stop work on the 
trail.

The fact that none of the horses lost 
a shoe nor were in any worse condition 
at the close of this somewhat rapid jour­
ney of 355.4 miles than they were in at 
the outset, is satisfactory evidence of the 
excellent condition in which the trail has 
been placed.

Before the improvements were inaugur­
al ed it generally took from six to eight 
weeks to make a round trip, and it was 
but seldom unaccompanied with the loss 
of some animals and the injury and distress 
of others. I was. infonuetl by an experi­
enced packer that had not the trad bean 
Improved it would have been impossible to 
make more than two round trips in the 
season.

The condition some of the horses 
noticed returning from Teslin can only be 
described as shocking. Sores on the with­
ers and other parts touched by the pack 
»addie were often four inches and even 
*> metimes ten inches square, very deep 
and discharging puss. Sore backs may be 
to a certain extent, and in some instances 
aro altogether so. due to Inexperienced 
packers: but even experienced ones had 
great difficulty and were not always suc­
cessful in saving their animals on tho 
trail. Now, however, it is to he hoped 
tfiat horses in such a deplorable condi­
tion will be the exception, as. the exons»
'yiii be removed. In this connection a fair 
ndd ist presented for the interference of 
[he Society for the Prevention of Cruelty 
to Animals.

The practice of spraying fruit tree 
Plants against “insect 
diseases’’ has become 
the regular routine

:■»•v. It consists in the first place of 
pieces laid on the ground, spaced 

three to four feet apart, an which are 
placed the longitudinal pieces or stringers. 
On these latter are laid close together the 
legs or poles which form the corduroy or 
floor. On each side on top of the cordu­
roy are the guard poles, «fecured to the 
longitudinals by 1% to 1% ^trenails.. The 
space between the guards Is finally covered 
with any material, such as gravel, clay or 
moss, to be obtained near by. Where suit­
able timber could be secured within a 
reasonable distance, the bad places have 
been laid with brush and the material from 
side ditches cast on top. Culverts of 
proper dimensions and waterways have 
been put in, and in wet places catch water 
ditches have been dug to convey the water 
thereto.

It will
then be ambei;-colorcd. Next place twenty
pounds of lime In a cask and pour water 
enough over It to thoroughly slack it. Add 
the salt. When dissolved add to the lime 
and sulphur and boil half an hour longer 
Add enough water to make sixty gallons," 
and apply luke warm. The boiling should 
bo done outdoors or in a detached building 
on account of the fumes given off. *’

Spray w-heu the trees are dormant, or as 
soon as the leaves fall, and again in the 
spring, before■ the buds swell. A good 
force-pump should be used, and care must 
be taken to thoroughly cover the Infected 
trees with the mixture, which should be 
constantly stirred when applying. To en­
sure freedom from lumps, it Is advisable 
to pass the mixture through a wire sieve 
or strainer. Nozzels which are self-cleaning 
and adjustable, such as the “Improver 
Bean” and “Bordeaux,” arc best adapted 
for distributing this and other spraving 
mixtures which contain a considerable 
amount of solid matter.

* have bo hesitation in pronouncing this 
the best all-round spraying mixture for 
use until growth commences again.

As to the manner of usei.ng it, the mixture 
may with advantage be quite warm when 
applied, and a dry should be taken advan­
tage of for spraying; if this be done the 
mixture will adhere well to the trees spray­
ed. remain there for a long time, arid 
act as a preventive against Insect attacks, 
besides those present—a point In favor of 
this spray not possessed by other mix­
tures.

No. 1 spray is certain death to the woollv 
aphis whenever it comes in contact with 
the pest, but it is important In spraying 
against this arch-enemy of apple trees to 
take pains by judicious pruning and trim­
ming out of surplus wood growth, and by 
removing dead or decayed bark front in­
fected trees, to give the mixture oppor­
tunity to reach the insects, which take 
advantage of any cover or protection the 
trees afford and are often safe from the 
action of the spray on this account.

Eggs of the common green aphis, which 
may be found jn abundance in mahy or­
chards on the young shoots or clustered 
round the buds and friut spurs, especial­
ly on young apple trees, appearing now 
as small bead-like, black, shining bodies, 
are destroyed by the action of this spray : 
and a very injurious pest of pear trees 
common In manjy orchards, known ns “the 
pear-leaf blister mite,” a very minute pest 
which destroys the foliage, easily succumbs 
to the spray at this season of the year, 
while during the growing season on ac­
count of its habit of living inside the leaf- 
tissue It cannot be reached. During the 
the winter months it shelters under the 
bud-scales, where the spray will reach it 
if properly applied with a good sprav- 
pump. a

In /act, it may be said mat insect pests 
cannot exist wfien exposed to the action 
of the mixture^-while in addition to this 
value as an insecticide, it Is also a good 
funguiclde, and will destroy growths of 
moss and lichees, and has a very bene­
ficial effect upon the foliage and growtu 
of the trees and hardy plants on this 
count.

Enough has been said to demonstrate the 
general usefulness of the No. .1 spray. I 
would add that no spraying which can be 
done during the season of plant growth 
will make up for neglect of its use, be­
cause then only such sprays can be used 
ns are comparatively mild in effect and non- 
injurious to foliage.

Objections which have been made to the 
No. 1 spray on account of trouble in ap­
plying it will disappear if the mixture be 
kept well stirred while spraying is be­
ing done, and a nozzle fitted to tjie spray­

ing outfit suitable for this mixtures.
Care should be taken to have the mixture 
strained from pieces of lime or sulphur too 
large to go through the nozzle.

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o :SPLATINUM IN THE YUKON.

Details of the United States Consel’s 
Report to Washington.

a

The following Is from the report made 
by United States Consul McCook from Daw­
son to the state department under date of 
December 5:

dur-
nder

“Platinum has been recently discovered 
in the black sand which is found in great 
quantities in most of the creeks here; and 
ii the result is as good as is reported in 
the following, the Yukon district will have 
a new product of value:

“ ‘The following account of the analysis 
of common looking and supposedly worth­
less black sand will prove of great Interest 
to those who have the future of this coun­
try at heart, 
most every stream In the Yukon territory, 
and while considered a good indication of 
gold in more or less quantity, Is always a 
nuisance to washers. On account of its 
great specific gravity it remains in the 
sluice boxes with the gold, and even hand­
panning will not always separate it from 
the precious metal it accompanies.

“ ‘During the clean-up many tons of this 
sand is thrown out, yet the analysis of 
twelve pounds of it taken from near the 
mouth of the Hootalinqua would tend to 
show a distinct value for this supposedly 
by-product. The dredging company, of 
which Capt. Jack Crawford is the resident 
head, has obtained considerably over 100 
miles of rivers for gold dredging, part of 
which is a long stretch of the Hoqtallnqua 
near its mouth. In a test last summer, 
fine gold was sluicet^fa paying quantities. 
In washing one and Mhalf cubic yards of 
gravel, the short sluice^fioxes became badly 
congested with black sand. The sand and 
gold dust were taken up, and the gold 
carefully removed. The sand was not 
thrown away, as is usual, but brought to 
Dawson. Dr. Willis E. Everette, a metal­
lurgist of national reputation and a mem­
ber of the bar of the Supreme court of the 
United States, is official assayer of Capt. 
Jack’s company, and has a most complete 
and expensive assay office on Second ave­
nue. The sand was given to him for analy­
sis and the most surprising results were 
obtained.

^ ‘It was readily found that 25 per cent.- 
of the black sand was not magnetic iron 
oxide. With magnets the two were easily 
separated and between the two sands there 
was little difference, except that the non­
magnetic sand appeared Of slightly finer 
grain than the magnetic. A furnace test 
of the magnetic sand was divided into lots, 
mixed with the proper fluxes and intro­
duced Into the furnace. At the proper heat 
ali but the metals wanted were volatilized 
or ran into slag, leaving buttons of plati­
num and gold. A careful weighing upon 
scales, which weigh to the one forty-eight 
thousandth part of a grain, showed a most 
surprising result, which is bound to revo­
lutionize sluicing methods as practised to­
day in river dredging. In one ton of the 
non-metallic black sand there are $102 in 
gold and ninety-six ounces of platinum, 
some iridium, and a trace of tin. The plat­
inum at $8 an ounce would amount in 
value to $768, making the total value of a 
ton of the sand $870.

“ ‘In some localities the sand is most 
plentiful. In this case there were twelve 
pounds of black sand from one and a half 
cubic yards of gravel. In twelve pounds 
of black sand there were three pounds of 
non-metallic sand. To obtain a ton of this 
gold and platinum-bearing sand would, by 
the foregoing figures, require the sluicing 
of 1.000 yards of gravel, which gives the 
value in platinum and gold of 87 cents to 
tho yard. This is entirely outside of any 
plaper gold caught In the sluices or upon 
the amalgam. With dredgers, upon a mod­
ern plan. It costs but a few cents to handle 
each yard of creek-bed gravel, so that if 
there was not an ounce of free gold in 
the country It would still be profitable to 
dredge for black sand.

DR. EVERETTE’S TESTIMONY.
“ ‘Dr. Everette’s own words were: “Forty 

cuvaC feet of gravel in place gave twelve 
pounds of black sand by the usual lixivia­
tion process. This black sand, assayed and 
analyzed, gave a high value In gold and 
platinum, with traces of silver, copper, tin 
and iridium. The sample, when analyzed 
for platinum, gave the enormous amount 
of ninety-six ounces to the ton, the plati­
num being in the shape of finely divided 
minute grains of metal, combined with sim­
ilar sized grains of excessively fine gold, 
to the vztlue of $102 to the ton.” At the 
same operation Dr. Everette assayed some 
of the Hootalinqua gold, and found it to 
run a trifle over $17 an ounce.’ ”

As to the winter’s operations, the con­
sul’s report continues: “It is yet too early 
to get any idea of what the output of gold 
from the different creeks will amount to. 
There are a great many more men at work 
this season than last, and it is supposed 
more gold will be taken out. On some 
decks which were considered good there 
will be disappointment; while others, called 
‘wild-cat,’ and where little or nothing was 
expected, are being prospected with good 
resets. Quite a stampede has taken place 
i’i îh** last few weeks from here to the 
Ltew.at river district. Several new creeks 
have been discovered in that locality where 
good prospects have been found. They are 
called Thistle. Scroggie, Kirkman, Tulare 
and Ballart creeks, all tributaries of th» 
Yukon river. A townslte is already located 
at the mouth of Thistle creek, and also 
one at the mouth of Stewart river, both 
of which promise to rival Dawson. For 
any one not having claims this is the most 
promising section now. The mining dis­
tricts in and around Dawson art» entirely 
overdone. On the Alaskan side. Forty-Mile 
P' st. Eagle City. Star City and that vicin­
ity. is confidently expected that this win­
ter will bring forth good results.”

The winter road follows the Cheslev val- 
lev round the west side of Egnelle moun­
tain. nnitimr again with the trail at the 
Half-Way House.

This is said to be an Impossible route 
for anything but a winter road on account 
of the heavy work that it would entail.

Under the improved conditions it is - 

possible to make the outer trip with 
loaded pack train—300 pounds at least on 
each animal—from Glenora to Teslin, 167.7 
miles, in 14 days at the outside; while the 
return journey, light, can be made in from 
two to three days less. And this can be 
done without injuring or distressing the 
animals. This means a reduction in the 
cost of transportation between the above 
points of at least 50 per cent.

Of the distance—167.7 miles—between the 
points under reference, the first 21.2 miles 
are a fairly well-graded and well-built wag­
on road, constructed by Messrs. Mackenzie 
& Mann, 137% miles are newly built trail, 
and the remainder, 8% miles, extending 
from the 115-mile post at Moose Lake to 
the 123% from the junction of the old 
trail, the best part of it, but now requiring 
to be straightened a little and cut out to 
be equal to the rest. Of the 137% miles of 
new trail, as it stands to-day, 117% miles 

built by Messrs. Mackenzie & Mann, 
and 20 miles under the direction of the 
local government agent, Mr. Porter.

This 20 miles, however, does not repre­
sent all the work performed under Mr. Por­
ter since instructions were isued last spring 
to place the trail in a passable state. Many 
isolated portions of the worst places were 
repaired and improved, which it was deem­
ed advisable to abandon when Messrs. Mac­
kenzie & Mann took hold of the work. Had 
Mr. Porter the advantage of experienced 
foremen who realized the importance of 
thoroughly exploring the country ahead of 
him, no doubt more of the work done by 
bis men and abandoned afterwards would 
ha ye been adopted for the new trail. It is 
difficult to arrive at an exact estimate of 
the extent of what was done, but it must 
be judged by the results. Without doubt 
the efforts of Mr. Porter succeeded in ma­
terially helping to relieve the blockade that 
existed at Glenora and along the trail in 
the early spring, when owing to the break­
ing up of the winter travelling was difficult 
and almost imposible.

The large number of people at Glenora 
and detained on the trail were induced to 
take the Teslin route to Dawson by repre­
sentations which afterwards proved to be 
incorrect. Delay to these was a serious 
matter. It would probably entail suffering 
and expense which they could not afford. 
The government agent carried out his in­
structions under the most advantageous cir­
cumstances. The weather jvas bad. the frost 
was coming out of the ground, reliable and 
experienced men to act as foremen 
difficult to obtain, tools were scarce and 
transportation was expensive and unre­
liable. When Messrs. Mackenzie & Mann’s 
representative commenced operations he had 
the resources of a large contracting firm 
at his disposal, and the weather and other 
eruditions were favorable.

The first instructions issued in oonnee- 
Icn with this work were dated the 6th 
April last, addressed by you, 
tor's absence from Glenora in 
Mr. Bullock-Webster.

From this on 
to the Nahlin river the trail follows the 
western slope of the mountain, crossing 
Cache creek, Mosquito creek and Lost 
creek, then.passing the divide follows down 
the right bank of the Koskln river, also a 
tributary of the Nahlin, flowing due north, 
tp to the divide from the summit of Eg- 
nolle mountain the elevation is never be­
low 3,000 feet. The country hereabouts 
soples to the northwest, and being sparselv 
timbered an excellent view is afforded of 
the country spread out in that direction. 
Continuing from the divide the trail, press­
ing easterly, crosses en route Kaha creek 
elevation 2.290 feet; Deadhorse creek! 
elevation 2,230 feet; Fourteen Mile creek, 
elevation 2,860 feet; Salmon creek, eleva­
tion 2,230 feet, and reaches the Nahlin 
river at an elevation of 2.170 feet, 108.5 
miles distant. Ascending the bench on the 
right bank of the Nahlin river to an eleva- ÎLon 2,440 feet, the ground still rising, 
the trail doubles round the south end of 
Long lakes, passes Camp Plentiful. 117 4 
miles elevation 2.760 feet. Beyond thi's. 
about two miles, the trail ascends Spruce 
mountain, reaching the top of the abrupt 
slope at an elevation of 3.210 
H914 miles, 
to rise until it reaches 3,920 feet at 127V» 
miles. At an elevation of 3,750 feet, 130 
miles, the divide parting the waters flow­
ing south to the Nahlin and those flowing 
north to Teslin lake is reached. Continu­
ing from there to the east shore of Moose 
lake to the 137th mile, a view opens up of 
the Teslin valley . bearing due north. 
Thence, skirting the hillside to the left, 
t.he trail gradually descends to the low land 
of. the valley at 144 miles, elevation 3,000 
feet. Proceeding in a northerly direction, 
taking advantage of drv ridges which exist, 
the trail touches the left bank of the 
White Swan river, down which it follows 
to Teslin lake; elevation 2,300 feet, the dis­
tance being 167.7 miles.

At 139 miles from the junction, where 
the old trail descended abruptly to the low 
swampy land of the valley, and attempt 
was made by the men under Mr. Porter’s 
instructions to improve the trail bv keep­
ing up on the hillside to the left*. This 
happened to be a mistake. The hillside is 
’nterseeeed by deep ravines, and in .many 
places deep moss swamps exist. Looking 
at the country from a distance it looks to 
be a good route, and it was only when too 
late that tho unfavorable nature of the 
ground was discovered. By keeping lower 
down the hill and selecting drv ground 
where poplar grows a better location could 
have been obtained. The leneth of this 
diversion is 11 miles, but though not what 
It should be is better than the old trail 
winding among the swamps of the flats.

Where moss covers the ground, especially 
where the foliage is heavy, the frost was 
found, at the time T was there, within 
eight inches of the surface.

This accounts for the extreme coldness 
of the water to be found in springs nnd 
small streams. Good water is to be fonnd 
in abundance along the trail. Lakes and 
rivers are numerous along the whole length 
of the trail.

The timber observed consists of spruce, 
jack pine, balsam, poplar, cottonwood and 
alder. It is very small and in places scat­
tered, so much so in some places difficulty 
was experienced in obtaining enough for 
the corduroys. Little was seen along the 
trail that could be classed as merchantable 
timber. A better quality may be found 
higher up the mountain and in the lateral 
valleys. At Teslin, however, larger and 
better timber Is to be found. A saw-mill 
built there belongs now to the Canadian 
Development Association. The charge for 
this lumber was, I was informed, $150 per 
M. This mill supplied the lumber of which 
the steamer Anglian, 
same company, was built.

In the open country xvhere there are no 
trees, or where they are scattered, a low 
shrub grows, consisting of willow and two 
other varieties, one with a yellow flower 
with three petals, of which I do not know 
the proper names.

The feed, consisting of bunch, red-top 
and blue-joint grasses, of good qualitv, is 
to be found throughout. Both the qualitv 
and feed area will be largely increased next 
year over the burnt area. Where fires 
destroyed the timber in previous years the 
young grass is springing up and spreading 
in all directions. Good and plentiful food 
is a most important factor In packing eco­
nomically over a long trail distant from the 
base of supplies. These forest fire# are not 
altogether an unmixed evil as long as the 
corduroys and bridges do not suffer.

The means of transporting supplies over 
the trail are varied, and in some eases are 
unique. Horses, mules, burros or donkeys, 
nxen and dogs are used. In some eases 
two-wheel carts are dragged along by a sin­
gle horse, mule or ox. but these must b» 
abandoned sooner or later, 
were noticed wheeling loaded 
along the trail on Egnelle mountain. 57 
miles from Glenora; it had tak»n thom 
three months to got that far Of all tho 
animals usod on this trail the ox is tho 
most nsofnl in wet ground. They are slow 
but paDont. Thoso notiood alon" tho tr^ii 
and at Toslin wore in better condition than 
cithor horses or mnios.

Mr. Porter returned from Victoria on the 

22nd May. He immediately took out men to 
augment the force already engaged under 
Mr. Webster, paying 30 cents per pound 
for transportation to Nahlin river. He re­
mained with the men some days, when he 
returned to Glenora about the 29th and re­
ceived the above letter. On Mr. Porter’s 
way In he met Mesrs. Mackenzie & Mann’s 
representative, who informed him that his 
principals had instructed him to construct 
the trail under an arrangement they had 
made with the Government dated 15th 
June. It is evident that the above letter 
of Mr. Turner to the government agent at 
Glenora was prior to the latter date. Mr. 
Porter not hearing definitely concerning 
the above arrangement continued to act on 
his instructions until your final orders, 
dated 12th July last, received on the 6th 
August following, to discontinue operations. 
There were at this time four government 
gang and one large contractors’ gang at 
work. As soon as Mr. Porter could roach 
the men ho dismissed them on the 10th. 
Jlth and 12th of the same month, and such 
of them as could be utilized were engaged 
by the contractors. The latter also took 
over supplies and outfit belonging to the 
Government, valued at about $2,000.

The Attorney-General will continue to 

draw $4,000 a year, and the deputy attorney- 
general, $200 a month, 
torney at $150 a month has been done 
away with, and the chief clerk and steno­
grapher is to suffer a reduction in salary 
from $105 to $95, and the clerk from $100 
to $75.

REVENUE SERVICE.
A number of new assessors and collectors 

are to be appointed throughout the prov­
ince, viz., one at Nanaimo at $1,380 a year; 
Granite Creek, $600; Golden, $1,080; Fort 
Steele, $600, and clerk, $720; Ashcroft, 
$1,200: Kamloops, $600;xVernon, $1,080; Na- 
kusp, $420; and Rossland, $960. with one 
clerk at $900, and another at $1,080. The 
salary of the assessor and collector at Vic­
toria is to be reduced from $170 a month 
to $150, while the assessor at New West­
minster gets an increase from $120 to $130, 
and his assistant a decrease from $100 to 
$90. The Vancouver salaries remain at 
the old figures, but one clerk earning $60 
a month is to go. The Lillooet assessor is 
reduced from $110 to $70, and he is to go 
without a clerk, who now receives $50; and 
the Kaslo assessor from $115 to $75, and 
one clerk at $75 is done away with. In 
the Lillooet and Kaslo cases, however, the 
assessors will no longer act as recorders.

PROVINCIAL LIBRARY.
The provincial librarian, who formerly re­

ceived $150 and acted at secretary to 
the Premier, is to receive $75. There is no 
provision for an assistant, and there will 
be but one messenger.

ADMINISTRATIVE STAFF.
Instead of a gold commissioner and as­

sessor at Alberni, provision is made for a 
government agent at a salary at $900, in­
stead of $1,140 a year, but his clerk gets 
a raise from $40 to $60 a month. The gov­
ernment agent, assessor and collector at 
Comox is reduced from $105 to $90, and 
the agent at Nanaimo from $136 to $115, 
but the latter is no longer gold commis­
sioner. At New Westminster the govern­
ment agent is increased from $139 to $150: 
one of his clerks is increased from $76 to 
$85, and the other done away with. The 
agent at Donald is reduced from $139 to 
$100, but is no longer gold commissioner; 
and the Fort Steele agent loses $10, 
is added to his clerk’s salary. A i 
of other reductions are made in the admin­
istrative staff, but as offices have been 
separated in almost every case there is 
actually an increase. For example, provis­
ion would be made in one vote in former 
estimates for gold commissioners and gov­
ernment agents. Now separate votes are 
proposed for them.

The estimates of revenue and expendi­
ture laid before the house yesterday 
throw light on some of the recent actions 
of the Martin government. They show 
in the first place why the government 
were desirous of disfranchising the mem­
bers of the civil service, in the salaries of 
most of whom a big cut has been made. 
But even with these many cuts it is pro­
posed to expend more during the coming 
fiscal yeaf on salaries than dur­
ing the present year, the total 
amount of the salaries being 
$30,000 more. In the estimates proper 
the votes for public works are very 
much less than were passed last session, 
the total vote for works and buildings 
being $49,050, as against $118,450; and 
for public works $268,550, as against 
$484,700.

In the supplementary estimates for the 
current year there is a vote of $100,000 
for a trail from Telegraph creek to Tes- 
lin lake, a work commenced by the late 
government, and several other large 
votes, including $12,000 for the improve­
ment of the court house in this city, and 
$10,000 for the improvement of the regis­
try office.

It is proposed by the government to 
float a loan of £350,000. Details com­
pared. with those for the current year 
follow :
