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Memorial of |
Provinces

Premiers Present Their Views to
Dominion Government on
Subsidies.

And Say That Present Basis
Is lnsufficient For Their
Purposes.

Plan Proposed Would Mvake in-
crease of Two Million
Dollars.

Ottawa, Jan. 27.—The provincial pre-
miers made their call on the government
today, Premier 'Parent of Quebec pre-
senting the memorial adopted at the
(Quebec conference, Hon. G. W. Ross of
iOntario supporting it in a brief speech
on behalf of all the provinces. Premier
I'rior and Mr. Eberts were preseunt for
British Columbia. g

The memorial sets out that at the time
of union it was impossible to foresee
the development of the Dominion, and
that the financial resources of several of
the provinces are no longer sufficient to
carry on public affairs in an efficient
manner. The subsidies paid at present
to the several provinces are as follows:

Ontario, $80,000.

Quebee, $75,000.

Nova Scotia, $60,000.

New Brunswick, $50,000.

Manitoba, $50,000.

British Columbia, $35,000.

Prince Edward Island, $30,000.

In addition to this, there is 80 cents
per head of population as established
for Ontario and Quebec by the census of
1861 and for the other provinces by the
last decennial census.  In the case of
Ontario and Quebee, it is pointed out
that there have been large increases in
population equal to 1,300,000 persons in
the 40 years since the census was taken
upon which the per capita allowance is
based, and this increase has imposed
upon the provinces heavier burdens in
order to meet the increased cost of legis-
lation, education, public works, charities,
Jjustice, ete. In order to make the prov-
inces in a position to meet the increased
cxpenditures, it is held that the annual
per capita subsidy should be calculated
according to the population of the sev-
eral provinces ascertained by the pre-
ceding decennial census. This would
mean an actual increase in amount of
subsidies as paid now ($2,871,000( of
$1,285,835, - divided among the severai
proyinces as follows:

First Joint Conference -of the
Venezuelan A:bitrators at
Washington.

Belief That Details Are Now
Arranged and Blockade Will _
Be Raised. !

‘Washington, Jan. 27.—The first joint
conference of the Venezuelan arbitrators
occurred this afternoon by appointment
at Mr. Bowen’s apartments,- The rank-
ing diplomat, Signor Desplanches, the
Italian ambassador, made the represen-
tations in French to Mr. Bowen. The
question under discussion was a matter
of the merest detail, the envoys wishing
to know whether the monthly payments

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MANY PATIENTS

BURNED TO DEATH

Dreadful Loss of Life at the

Colney Hatch Insane
Asylum.

London, Jan. 27.—Fifty-two insane
patients were burned to death by a fire
at“the Colney Hatch asylum this morn-
ing. The outbreak occurred in the
Jewish wing. The flames spread with
great rapidity, and before they could be
got under control, five wooden buildings,
including dormitories, and the doetor’s
apartments, were gutted.

‘All the efforts of the officials were @i-
rected to remowving the insane inmates,
but the latter became wild with excite-
ment, and so panic-stricken that not
only «vere they unable to help them-
selves, but greatly impeded the opera-
tions of those trying to save them.
There were nearly 600 women in the
burned annex at the time fire was dis-
covered, which «were uninjured. There
were some, however, escaped, and are
still at large.

The work ofl searching the ruins con-
tinues. The officials admit that about
50 bodies have been recovered, but it
is'feared that the full extent of the dis-
aster is not yet known. ‘All the victims
were lunatics. Their charred remains
presented a horrifying spectacle. The
asylum was besieged by anxious rela
tives or friends of the parties whe ar-
rived from all quarters. Pitiable scenes
were witnessed ‘as weeping men and wo-
men left thé premises after ascertaining
that relatives or friends had perished
in the flames.

The nurses had a terrible experiende
trying to assist the insane people,. who
were so panic-stricken that they had
literally to be driven to a place of safety.
The inflammable premises almost  im.-
mediately became a furnace, Nothing
was left etanding. The corrugated iron
roofs or the dormitories, and the bed-
steads of the patients, were melted by
the intense heat. Some of the lunatics
were burned while in bed, and the
charred remains of others 'were found
huddled together in corners, while
groups of partially consumed hodies on
the site of the corridors showed . that
many persons lost their lives and sacri-
ticed " those of others in their fran:ic
efforts to force a passage through the
flames to the main building. The latest
estimate of -the superintendent of -he
asylum- places the number of deaths at
52..

Lord Balfour df Bqﬂelgh on
the Arrangement With
Germany.

Best For World’s Peace That
Britain Acted With Her in
Venezuela.

Belgium Is ‘Willing to Act as
Collector For the
Powers,

London, Jan, 28.—Lord Balfour of
Burleigh, secretary for 'Seotland, in a
Speech yesterday evening at Edinburgh,
was the first cabinet minister to diseuss
the ;Anglo-German occupation of Vene-
zuela since the crisis becatme acute. He
said it was not an alliance for. defence
purposes ‘tending for a great length of
time, and for all the interests of two
countries, but was a mere casual co-
Operation for a specific purpose, and for
a limited time. He had not the slightest
doubt that compensation which will be
satisfactory to Great Britain will be
satisfactory to Germany, and the speak-
er was confident- that this compensation
will prevent any break of existing good
feeling between European countries and
the United States. It was best for the
peace of the world that Great Britain
and Germany should have acted togeth-
er. i

Tomorrow’s issue of the Empire Re-
view, of which C. Kinlpche Cooke, well
known writer on foreign and colonial
affairs is editor, will publish striking
articles on Anglo-Gevman relations, In
a recapitulation of their relations dur-
ing a long period, the writer €ays:
*“The public should be made aware of
the fact that it was our cabinet which
asked the German Government to co-
operate with this country in the coer-
cion of Venezuela, That decision was®
rot, however, taken at Sandingham. In-
deed T thfik T am courrect in saying the
subject of Venezuela was not mentioned
by Emperor William in his visit to the
King. Anyhow it is in every sense a
perversion of things to assert that the
alliance was due to the cajolery of eith-
er the Emperor or his chancellor. Ger-
many did not-force her alliance, more-
over the contention that Germany would
have been prevented by force of public
opinion in the United States from alone
coercing Venezuela, and that but for
the alliance with us she would have run
the risk: of hostilities with the United
States, is absurd, and would not be en-
dorsed for a moment in Downing street
or at 'Washington.”

Paris, Jan. 28.—The attitude of the
government of France relative to the
claims against” Venezuela is that the
French claims are in the nature of a
first lien ‘on the customs:reeeipts, aad
that under no cirgumstances are they 1o
be subordinate tfo ‘other eclaims. This
view has been communicated to the'rap-
resentatives’ of the allies, to Minister
Bowen and to the State Department at
iWashington.

'Today
Sir Wilfrid Laurier returned to Ottawa
and stated that all questions relating to
the boundary were to be. submitted to
arbitra!ion. according to agréement. The
arbitrators are to be appointed to in-
terpret the treaty of 1825 between Great
Britain and Russia, on which the de-
limitation of the boundary depends, The
-arbitrators will not be hampered, but
have before them the whole case as set
out in that convention,

It is not yet known whko will 'be the
Canadian representatives, There are to
be three jurists of repute on each side.

Toronto, Jan. 25.—An Ottawa des-
ratch to the Mail and Empire says: It

One of the flourishing industries
Victoria, worthy of note, is that estab-
lished by the B. C.mMetalhctelzed cgm-
pany, which was incorpora a_ few
months ago with a t‘jpft:l of $15,000
for the manufacture of metallic beds for
local and export, although at present |1
the domestic needs are sufficient to kee;
the staff busy, for the orders from loca
dealers are growing with every week.

A visitor to the factory, or rather fac-
tories, on Pioneer street, can see stacks
of the beds, the several parts ready to
be put together, ready for shipment.
There are three dozen for one dealer,
two dozen for another, two dozen for
another, and so on—the local demand
for the meta] beds is ingreasing. There
are now a staff of 18 men at work,
each man having been -trained specially
for his partein the manufacture of the
beds and mattresses—for the whole
work is -carried out at the factory—
by Mr. Alfred Taylor, the managing
director, who is:foreman of the staff,
and who is the inventor of the chillg
and moulds for the manufacture of the
beds.

There are several large buildings for
the manufacture of the metal beds.

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AN ORIENTAL MAIL SERVICE.

Curious System in the Land of 1,001
Nights.

There is a glamor around Bagdad, a halo
of mystery tinged with pomp and splen-
dor. The home of Haroun-al Rashid and
thie scene of his adventures, it is known as
widely as the Thousand and One Nights.
but like Constantinople, the capital of
ihe empire in which Bagdad stands, It
glitters from the distance, the nearer
view dispelling many a cherished fdeal.
Still. even amid ¢the "strange hyglene,
graint etiquette and odd ways of the
piace, the resident comes across scenes
ard incidents so odd as to make ome be-
Lieve it is yet the days of Haroun—that
ihe sun of histcry has gome back many de-
grees on the dia'. Some things cannot be
eompared with our institutions, and others
can—the management of the mail is oneof
the atter.

There are two ways of sending this in
Tagdad—one the Turkish. the other the
PBritish. Pratically all reitefs going West
&0 by the Turkish system. By this there
are two routes, one by camels to Damas-
cus, and thence to Beirut, whence it is
transported -by steamer to Brindisi, @nd
afterwards- by rail; the other by camels to
Mosu), and then by mules and rail to
ICenstantinople. Letters from Constanti-
neple take some 12 days; not long ago the
time suddenly jumped up to 46 days, and
wihen the post-office officials were asked to
explain they said: ‘‘Now the mail comes
partly by mail, hence the delay.”” This is
a sweetly Oriental idea—a nmailread to
take 34 days longer than camels.

When your letters come <depends upon
wken the mail arrives, and may be any
time of the day. Perhaps one of the most
comical parts of the service Is ’thut the
carrier cannot read. At the off'ce he is
told what houses are to have the letters.
Then he slings his bag over his shoulder
and trots off, hopping from side to side of
the concavity that is gutter and street,
ang thus wends his tortuous way through
tha’city till he arrives at a house for
whieh he has mail. Upon entering he un-
shings his bag, opens it and pours the con-
tents on the floor, at the same time telling
you to pick out such letters as helong to
you 'There is a charming naivete and in-
genlousness about the whole nroceeding
which strikes the Westerner as Irresistibly
ecmic. When you have tsken out your
share the remainder is bundled dack, and
of he goes to the next house.

So far as that goes, the interpretation
of the treaty was a dead issue until
1871, and just so soon as overt actions
of the TUnited States were based on a
particular interpretation, a prompt and
emphatic protest was entered by Can-
ada through Great Britain. The United
States cannot rely upon rights acquired
under a wrong, but accepted, interpre-
tation of the treaty through use and
wont. Tt must rely upon the rights ac-
quired through the treaty of 1825 it-
self. We in Canada are apt to think
the ‘United States has no case. The
sooner we disabuse our minds of that
idéa the better. It has not in our opin-
ien a good case, but it certainly has
an arguable case. There is a popular

Tt is very questionable whether a
money bar on the part of parents is any
remedy for this, and there is mo ques-
tion ‘that it might be a serious barrier
against the brightest and most capa-
ble. It is a physiologtcal fact that there
is no comnection whatever between the
fee-paying capacity of a parent and the
intelligence of his offspring. {Instead of
trying to limit the mnumbers who re-
ceive the best education twe can give
themby a method not at all calculated
to accomplish its purpose fairly, we
should try to make our higher educa-
tion increase the efficiency of the chil-
dren in a much wider range of pursuits
than those in which the present higher
education is especially useful.. We re-

No one has g
higher respect for the clergy than we
have) to remove such abuses? Of course
it is. Is it not a reproach to the press
as pusillanimous and weak-kneed in
matters of the highest concern to the

notion of education simply as scholar-
ship. In those days an educated map
was a ‘“‘clerk,” a man who could read
and write in times when scholarly ac-
complishments were rare dnd valuable,
and to be a “clerk” meant to be sure
of honor and emolument, Nowadays,
largely under the influence of tradition.
we still confine education to scholarship,
and the result is that most of our high-
ly educated men become clerks. But
what a difference in the meaning of the
word; formerly a rare and coveted title,
now a badge of drudgery, worse paid

THE ALASKAN BOU NDARY.

So far as our information goes the
uew treaty for the reference of the
Alaskan Boundary to arbitration, looks
like a victory for Canadian diplomacy.
But the terms of reference are mot yet
particularly plain through the refracting
medium of press despatches. The Unit-
ed States was willing to arbitrate the
matter- before, provided everything of
material importance in dispute was con-
ceded by Canada before the arbitration
began. Now, so far as we understand
it, the whole boundary is included in
the terms of reference, As against that,
the coneession that there is no external
umpire in the arbitration is immaterial.
Canada cannot lose unless Canada is
convinced she ought to lose, and if Can-
ada is convinced she ought to lose, Can-
ada is quite ready to surrender grace-
fully. 'We desire only our own, What
Is not our own we ought not to have.
The United States press despateh an-
nounces that there is no external umpire
iu a curiously characteristic fashion, It
says it puts out of the question the
United iStates losing any of its claims,
and leaves the chance of a favorable
verdict to the conviction of a British
jurist. Tt assumes that the presentation
of any possible facts could not change
nor form the opinion of an -American
iurist. Our melghbors have a lot to
learn about the principles of justice and
methods of scientific jurisprudence, It
is rather strange that the United States
should be so much afraid of an indepen-
dent umpire. People certain of the jus-
tice of their cause, do not usually dread
an appeal to an impartial judge. The
United States must ‘be a rather singular
country if it is impossible to find outside
its borders a jurist who is not rrejudiced
against it. Or is it that in the minds
of most 'Americans there is an absolute
distrust of the fairness of ary court of
justice? Tf such a feeling exists to what
facts in their own experience is it due?

OLD MANUSCRIPT OF BIBLE.
Bears Date Equivalent to Year 735 A. D.

What is claimed to be the oldest Biblical
manuscript extant was lately discovered
In Svria and is now in safe keeping at'
Cairo. It comprises the Pentateuch, 'writ-
tén  on Gazelle parchment, and its
date is the year 116 of ithe Mos-
lem Kra, which _is equivalent to
the year 735 A.D. It Is declared to be far
older than any of the Hebrew Biblical
manuscripts in the lfbraries of Europe or |
America. It is stated that the oldest man-
uscript in the British Museum is of the |
Yyear 1339 A. D., and this has hitherto been
Supposed- to be the .oldest in the world.
The newly discovered manuscript contains
fmmediately after the decalogue a passage
of about fifteen lines that do not exist in
the authorized version. It is claimed that
this passage is likely to clear up several
long disputed points.

The annual shipping review of John
White, of London, sunmarizing the de-
pressed condition of the freight market,
holds out the hope that the future has
fbetter things in store for the shipowners.
The review sayd: »The year 1901 closed
with shipbuilding and freights in a de-
pressed state, -which has been accentu-
ated during the past year. ‘Orders for
new vessels have been comparatively
few, and freights, have continued on

the stage that, with -few exceptions, they
will not pay expenses. The shipbuilders’
misfortune of secarcity of orders will,
in time, work to the shipowmers’ bene-
fit; but the shipowners’ present mis-
fortune is of mo advantage to the ship-
builder. The enormous production ot
steamers during the past few years
made itself acuately felt directly the
large tonnage, which in 1901 was 1,021,-
075 tomns gross, employed in transient
service, was withdrawn and put into
general trading. <

Freights may be said to have been
on the decline throughout the year. The
low freights, ‘with increased working
expenses in coals, stores and wages,
make it most difficult for owners to plan
a voyage to leave any profit, or indeed
cover expenses, Although there is noth-
ing at present to rwarrant the sugges-
tion of an improvement in freights, we
have before secen sudden changes, and

cannot continue on the present restricted
‘basis, but the law of supply and de-
mand will enforce an expaunsion, which
will necessitate increased .ocean car-
riage.

ICompetition amongst owners ‘'when
‘wishing to fix a boat, has enabled char-
terers to secure tonnage much too cheap-
ly, and conditions of charter are accept-
ed, especially by foreign owmers, 'which
enable advantages to be taken, and de-
stroy any prospect of the engagement
giving any benefit to the ship.

It
seems probable that the combination of
the other companies mentioned above
stimulated our government to grant this
favorable assistance to the Cunard com-
pany.

To foster foreign shipowmning, bounty
bills have been passed or introduced by
different nations. The Fremch new;
bounty law, which may be approximate-
ly put at equal to a bounty of 4 to 5
per cent on the value of the ships, came
into operation last year, but so far has
not induced many owners to make pur-
chases. ‘America has a shipping subsidy
bill in hand, which has already passed
the Senate, for American built ships.
Russia has also a bounty bill, which
includes provision for making advances

The reports ot the committee appoint-
ed by our admiralty on merchant ‘cruls-
ers, and of the committee o6h shipping
subsidies have been issued, both contain-
ing important recommendations which it
is to be hoped will bé adopted, especial-
ly that in the latter report for abolishing
light dues, an unjust tax on our ship-
ping.

The production of the year of our
yards has been about 1,500,000 tons
steamers, and 48,000 tons sailing ships,
against 1,674,500 tons steamers, and
58,265 tons sailing ships in the previous
year, an apprecigble decline which seems
likely to be more than maintained in
the present year. There have been re-
moved from the British register during
the past year about 486,000 tons steam-
ers and 160,000 tons sailing ships
These latter figures include steamers
and wsailing ships sold to foreigners,
which have not been extensive during
the past year. They rwere under con-
struction, according to the returns of
Liloyd’s Register of Shipping, at the
end of September last, exclusive of war-
ships, 977,925 ton steamers and 22,989
tens sailing ehips, against 1,393,465 tons
steanrers and 20,655 tons sailer§ at the
same date in the previous year.

Of the tonnage building the largest
at present are in foreign yards,—tWo
steamers in America of 21, gross, and
one at Stettin of 20,000 tons. The new
Cunarders and other orders contem-
plated to be given to our builders wiil
probably be larger than these. Ship-
builders have been accepting consider-
able reduced prices during the year to
secure orders, but the cost of production
has not been materially reduced. Steel
plates, which at the beginning of the
year were £5 12s. 6d., and subsequently
advanced to £5 15s., 'are now £5 10s. per
ton. The demand from America for raw
material will®prevent a decline in prices
for the present, although our makers
of plates are much in want of work.
Wages, with one or two trifling excep-
tions, have not beem reduced during the
yvear, but they, doubtless, will have to
bear their share of cheapening produc-
tion if employment in further work is to
be obtained.

The orders from our govermment for
have been considerable, and
provided a large amount of work to sev-
eral ‘of our largest yards. ‘Contracts for
new tonnage could nmow be placed at
about 15 per cent relduction on the prices
demanded twelve :months since.

- Get the Govern-
ment to take it up, get capital to take it
up, or take it up ourselves. :And if we
are afraid to do it ourselves T think
the other two parties will be g‘qually
cautious.”

dead weight. 'The _contract calls for
an average speed of 18 knots in service.

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Victorla -Chemical’ Works to
Double the Capacity of
Their Plant.

New Arrangements Will Pre.
vent the Escape of Ncx-
inus Fumes.

‘A contract was awarded yesterduy by
the Victoria Chemical Works for the
erection of a building 90 feet by 385, to
be lined ‘'with heavy lead theeting, ai. ut
50 tons of which was received fr.m
‘Chester, England, for this purpose iy
the 'China Mutual steamer Ning Chov..
This building will be used for the mai.-
ufacture of sulphuric acid. The addi-
tion of this building and the énlarge-
ment of the plant of the Victoria Chem-
ical. Works will have the effect of re-
ducing to a minimum the exit of fumes,
which has hitherto been an annoyance
to many residents of James Bay and
Victoria West. The contract for the
erection of the new building was awa-d-
ed to Moore & Whittington.

The object of the aadition of this
building by the Viectoria Chemical
'Works is not so much to increase the
capacity of the works, but in order that
the company may have a spare sul-
phuric acid chamber, so that the remain-
der of the plant may be kept in a high
state of efliciency, and thereby prevent
the exit of fumes from the sulphuric
acid chambers, which has been occae-
ioned at times in the past, as a result of
the company being obliged, by the de-
mands of the trade at certain times, to
work their plant to its limit, and often
beyond the economic limit. ‘When
working under normal conditions the exit
of fumes is not great, and with the im-
provements now contemplated the com-
pany will reduce the nuisance, if the exit
of fumes is not altogether stopped. With
the additions proposed—and for which
contracts have been awarded—the capa-
city will be greater than the probable
demands. !

The new building will accommodate
about 50 per cent. of the sulphuric acid
in process of manufacture, and when
completed.will have the effect of remedy-
ing evils as well as giving the plant
greater efficiency. As one of the pro-
prietors of the works stated Yyesterday,
the trade in acids was a case of “blow
hot, blow cold.” At one time larger
amounts would be ordered, and at other
times the plant would not be taxed to
its limit. Tt is when the great demands

‘|are made on the plant that the exit of

fumes has occurred, and while the own-
ers regret that such has been the case,
the demands of the trade were such that
they had to fill their orders. . The two
local powder companies are supplied
with acids necessary for the manufac-
ture of their explosives, and if the sup-
ply was stopped the manufacture of
their explosives would be stopped, and
the trade of the Kootenay mines and
other markets close at hand would be
Jeopardized. Therefore the production of
acids had to go on, and the taxation of
the works as a result of the heavy de-
mand caused the exit of fumes. The
new chamber will be commenced on
\Monday.

The enlargement of the plant of the
Victoria Chemical Works, which have
been steadily improved, will mean the
employment of more men, and the
bringing of still more money into the
¢ity. "The company now brings on an
average over a thousand dollars a week
into Viectoria, all of which is expended
locally, The ra'w materials are import-
ed, the sulphur from the Skeena river
mines and Japan, and the nitrate from
South American ports, there being two
sailing ships now en route with cargoes
of nitre from Iquique, and one ship 1
about to cross the Pacific with sulphur.

The company is also importing mater-
ial for the manufacture of fertilizer, the
sale of which is growing. Last year
large sales of this product were made,
and this year there has been much in.
