ment; and (3) place on record a formal
expression of their opinion that any of
their flegislation “which appears to the
Imperial government to alter any of
the provisions affecting the stock, to
the injury of the stockholder, or to in-
volve a departure from the original con-
tract in regard to stock, would properly
be disallowed.” iAnd -whereas all, or
nearly all, thg self-governing colonies,
and most of the 'Crown colonies, have |
taken advantage of the act, and have !
passed the wnecessary legislation, and |
have given the assurances that are re-
quired under the treasury regulatious;!
and whereas the financial position of
the colonies which have come under
the provisions of the act has been.much
improved in the United Kingdom, and
their securities have obtained a wider |
market; and whereas the provinces of
Cawmada, by their union, have formed
the Dominion of Capada, which is just-
ly regarded as one of the most important
portions of the Britigh Empire; and
whereas the said province¥ of Canada
have so far been unable to avail them-
selves of the advantages that would

R. Hearst
agai the anthracite coal-carrying rail-
roads today was continued before the
inter-state commerce commission. Fran-
cis Gowen, counsel for the Lehigh Val-
ley railroad, declared that there was no
pool among the coal-carrying roads, that
there was no combination and no dis-
crimination. He also coutended that
the rates at which the coal was carried
'were_reasonable. Judge Campbell, for
the Reading Railroad Company, con-
tended that if the roads were let alone
their trend would be towards lowering
the rates on foodstuffs and raw mater-
jal, which, he said, wounld benefit the
laboring classes as well as the rich.
He said that he would leave the rates
as at present on anthracite coal and
similar commodities of the higher class-
es, which, he said, were used mostly by
the well to do. The reformers, to the
contrary notwithstanding. Mr. Camp-
bell argued that the fair play of the
law of supply and demand, and the evo-
lution of commerce, have produced the
civilized conditions of today and that
no external or arbitrary force should
apply an arbitrary ' rate in its place,
except to those discriminations and in-
equality which will admit to be unjust
and the propér subject of regulation.

WEEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victorla Meteorological Office,
February 1 to 7, 1905

The dominating feature of the weather
during the past week has been the vast
area of abnormally high barometric pres-
sure which has covered the region from
the Rockies to beyond the Mississippi river,
and which was accompanied by a cold wave
of great intensity, the temperature 7all-
ing to ‘@ below zero in Montana, and zero
temperatures reaching far southward to
Kansas.

New York, Feb. 9.—Nineteen persons
were seriously injured in a rear emd
collision between two trains on - the
Third avenue elevated road at the 14th
street station in the Bronx tonight.

Father Gopon’s organization is  re-
ported to have appointed thirty-three
delegutes who are to request Governor-
General Trepoff to permit the workmen.
to send another representative delega-
ticn to see the Emperor and present a
programme of labor reforms, and in case
of refusal of this request to repeat the
attempt to march to the palace square,
but ‘there is no confirmation of this re-
port and it is doubtful if the men caun
'be induced to re-emact their part in
the tragedy of January 22.

‘The dispute at the Putiloff iron works
centres in the question of hours. The
men, since the resumption of work
there, have been quitting at the end
of eight hours. 'The manager ordered a
proportionate reduction of their pay and
yesterday posted notices threatening dis-
missal if the men did not worgk the
regular time, ten and a half hours. The
men tore doewn the notices, and this
morning delivered their ultimatum of
eight hours with no reduction of wages.
The manager refused tq concede the
time aud the works were deserted with-
in an hour. The strikers induced the
employees of a neighboring chemieal
works and a sugar factory to join them
and the car works and other establish-
ments in the neighborhood are idle.

‘The additions to the ranks of the
strikers have reduced the entire section
between [Moscow and Narva Gates, ex-
cept the Russo-American rubber works
and one other factory, to idleness. The
scenes in this vicinity resemble those
oi the troublesome times in January.
‘Strong [forces of Cossacks and mounted
police during the day trotted about the
strike district or stood at ease beside
their horses at points where trouble
was wxpacted, and infantry and marines

The manufacturers again met yester-
day, but came to no definite conclusion !
regarding the questions in dispute. 'It'
is practically certain that the wages of’
unskilled labor, which are rather low,
will be materially raised, thereby satis-
fying a ‘large number of the men, who
are easily influenced by their leaders.

Concessions of strike pay also will
be magde, the point to be decided being
the ‘amount of this allowance.

THE OPENING OF THE HOUSE.

Regarding the Speech from the
Throue itself, the Colonist yesterday
fairly well indicated its general tenor.
It is not a lengthy document; but who
will deny that it is not meaty and prac-
tical. It was not anticipated that there
would be a lonz programme to occupy
the attention of the legislators; and, in-
deed, the country is to be congratulated
upon the. fuect. The tendency to add
legislation uwpon the iStatute Books has
been a weakness of British Columbia
parliaments in the past. The Speech
from the ‘Throne presents ‘a few defi-
nite and important matters for consid-
eration and enactment and nwve trust, so
far as possible to see attention confined
to these.

There are but three or four subjects
that need special comment. One is the
state of the Provincial finances. towards
improving which the cfforts of the G ov-
ernment have been principally devoted.
It is gratifying to yote that at last an
equilibrium  betwee expenditure and
revenue has been reached. Under ordi-
uary circumsiances we de not believe
that that coundition of affairs can con-

IMPROVING OUR PROVINCIAL
SHECURITIES.

Under the provisions of the Colonial
Stock: Act, 1879 and 1892, as amended
in 1900 (Imperial), the powers of trus-
tees in the United Kingdom have been
extended, and provision has been made
for the investment of trust funds in
Colonial Securities, under regulations to
be made by the Lords Commissioners
of the Treasury. 'This statement, as it
appears in the preamble to Captain Tat-
low’s resolution, the notice of which
is given in the Votes and Proceedings of
the Legislative Assembly, refers to a
matter of very conmsiderable importance
to the Province of British Columbia.
Briefly stated, a number of the self-
governing colonies, nearly all, have tak-
en advantage of the provisions of the

becomes available, for investment in
colonial securities, and has a decided
tendency to inerease the demand. There

various vinces of Canada should not
be included in the list of favored stocks
and ‘be benefited in the same way. It
would mean raising the price of Brit-
ish «Columbia inscribed stock, for in-
stance, from three to five cents. It is,
therefore, of very great i rtance in-
deed. The States of. the Commonwealth
of. Australia, which stand in practically
the same relation to the Federal Gov-
ernment there as the Provinces of Can-
ada do to the Dominion, enjoy such
privilege. - That fact constitutes a 'stil]
stronger reason why the Provinces of
Canada should have similar considera-
tion. Efforts have frequently been made
to have British Columbbia brought with-
in the operations of the Colonial Stock
Act. Mr. J. H. Turver, ‘Agent-General,
took npg matter up with the Imperial
aunthorities ' several -years ago, and sub-
sequently. . strong -representations were
imade” to the /Dominion authorities,
hrough whom, it is apparent, the ne.
cessary reheg must ‘come by representa-
tions on their part to the Imperial an-
thorities. The chief difficulty in the
‘'way is explained in ithe resolution of
the Minister of Finance referred to, as
tollow; : “It is stated to be held by the
Ilgrperlal_ authorities that they have no
direct g‘lght_ of disallowance, so far as
the lggxslatlon of the Provinces of Can-
‘ada is concerned, and ith the position
in that respect is, there ore, different
to that obtgining in: the case of the colo-
nies to which the provisions of the Aect
of 1900 have been applied.” ‘That ob-
Jectxon.o‘ught to be easily overcome, and
the Minister of Finance is leaving no
“stone -unturned to achieve that object.
!He has been in correspondence with the
G_overn'mgnts of thed other Provinces
‘with a view to joint €o-operation, and
has received, with one exception, assur-
ances of Support in the application to
‘the Dominion Government. Hon.” G.
"W. Ross, late Premier of Ontario, was
‘most definite in his concuyrence, while

Re-
ports show that there is more sickness
in the city now than there has been
in years. La grippe and pneumonia
exist everywhere. The cases are so nu-
merous that no accurate estimate of the
number can be made by the board of
health. Physicians and drug stores re-
‘port that la grippe is spreading
throughout the city at an' alarming rate.
Most of the pneumonia cases, accord-
ing to Secretary Ludlow of the board of
health, have resulted from attacks of la
grinne, and in many instances are prov-
ing fatal. In the past week or ten days
there have been numerous deaths from
ipreumonia, and Dr. Ludlow states that
the majority of cases of the more seri-
ous disease resulted from improper
treatment of simple attacks of la grippe.

STOESSEL . AT ADEN,

Unfortunate Former Commander of
Port Arthur Arrives at Red Sea.

‘Aden, Arabia, Feb. 10.—The French

“Resolved, ete., that if the Presiden®
of the Umited States, after the lapse of
a reasonable time, shall fail in his effort
to secure a satisfactory review and am-
endment of the rules and regulations
' which mow govern the taking of fur
seals in the open waters of the North
Pacific ocean and ing sea, pursuant
to the treaty articles of the award of
the Bering sea' tribunal of arbitration
made at Paris, August 16, 1893, then
the secretary of commerce and labor
may, with the approval of the president,
reduce the surplus female fur-seal life !
as it shall be found on the Pribiloff isl- {
ands by killing the same down to a
minimum oumber of not less than 10,-
000 adult female seals, and reduce the
sun-pﬁs male fur-seal life at the same
time, by killing the same down to a
minimum number of not less than 1,000
virile adult males. The skins of said
seals so killed shall be sold by the sec-
retary of commerce and labor to the
best advantage with regard to time and
plage of sale as he may elect, and the |
proceeds of said sale shall be covered
into the treasury of the United States:
Provided, That all needful expenses in-
cident to the killing of said seals, pre-
servation and transportation of skins,
erection of necessary buildings, employ-
ment of dabor, care of the Seal islands
and Pribiloff natives, so Incurred by the
secretary of commerce and labor, shall
be paid by him out of any moneys in
the treasury of the United States not

New Steel Bridges
For Whit= Pass

Announcement Made by Mana-
ger Newell on His Return
From England.

Concrete Walls Will In Many
Instances Replace Wooden
Bridges.

_(From Saturday’s Daily.)
A. B. Newell, vice-president and gen-

eral manager of the White Pass & Yu-

‘kon railway, arrived in Seattle yester-

day after an absence of three months,
during which timeé he made a trﬁp'to
England, where he went to confer with
BEnglish capitalists and members of the
company, says the Seattle Post-Intelli-
gemcer. The time not consumed by the
journey to England Mr. Newell spent in
New York City.

Upon his arrival in town Mr. Newell
found awaiting him M. J. B. White of
Vancouver, general freight and passen-
ger ‘agent; I. W. Youmg, purchasing
agent; P. F. Scharschmidt of White-
Horse, superintendent of the river di-
vision, and E. J. Van Cleve of Skag-
‘way, master mechanic.

‘While Mr. Newell was in the East he-
placed the orders for steel for three ad-
ditional bridges, and stated that it was
the company’s intention to replace ail
weooden bridges with steel as quickly as
is practicable. When Mr. Newell first
took hold of the road there were 110
bridges in the 110 miles operated.

Many of these bridges crossed small
gulches, and where it was found to be
practical they were replaced with con-
crete retaining walls and the spaces:
filled in. The_steel bridges are to mark
the passing of the wooden structures all
along the line beginning at the Ameri-
can end. The ke has been operated
during the winter without any trouble,.
and Mr. Newell states that the weather
in the North has been at all times fine
since the closing of mavigation.

Mr.- Newell left: for his home ini Van-
couver, B. C., last evening.

‘Concerning the prospects for the com-
ing year, Mr. White, the general freight
and passenger agent of the road, said
that bis depantment would put into ef-
fect, as soon as navigation ope a new
system of billing, and that through bills
of lading would be written from Seattle
to Fairbanks and Chemna. Rates will
aleo be made upon a weight basis, which
will be of great benefit to shippers to
the interior of Alaska, as the cost for
delivery miay be accurately estimated.

Mr. White also stated that the com-
pany shops at Skagway are now in con-
dition to turn out equipment and that
the high standard of the rolling stock
will be, maintained.

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ssault on Namaoka yama

One of the Most Remarkabl: Eplsodes in the 8lege of Port Arthur.

The story of the assault on Namao-
kayame, one of the eminences iy the
Metre range, in the course of which tha
Japanese reverted to the old style of
infantry attack, forms ome of the most
remarkable episodes in the siege of Port
-Arthur, General Nogi decided to resume
-operations on an active scale on Septem-
ber 19th, juet a menth after his prema-
ture attempt to rush the town im defer-
ence to superior orders from Tokio had
-signally failed. This new attack was
not to be directed against the perma-
nent chain of forts on the hills which
smark the main lime of defence, but
against certain outlying positions which
had baffied his previous efforts, and
which blocked the way By which his
siege parallels might approach the forts
shemselves. . .

At 6:30, after the bombardment had
‘lasted for nearly fuur hours without in-
termission, a few soldiers were seen to
leave the shelter of the little hill to the
aworth of Namaokayama and run at full
speed across the open ground separating
them from the rocky ground half way
up the Russian position. It was the
First regiment advancing. The first men

eral other flags were raised that the ar-
tillery directed its fire elsewhere.
Throughout the morning the sitnation
on Namaokayama remained the same:
the further advance of the Japanese in
this quarter of the field was delayed to
give time for the attack on the south-
west to develop. The Fifteenth regiment
held the crest of the low hills to the wes:
of 203 Metre Hill during the night of
the 19th, but at 10 a. m. on the 20th
they endeavored to send a half company
forward to gain the shelter of the dead
ground at the foot of the Russian posi-
tion. The men, gallantly led by their
officers, swept down the slope at a run,
but, keeping too close a formation, were
nearly all wiped out by shrapnel. Then
about forty or fifty more followed their
comrades in mmre extended order, but
they also shared, the same fate, the Rus-
sian marksmen accounting for nearly all
who escaped the shrapnel. Out of .all
‘who started only two or three ever
reached their destination. As for the
remainder, their bodies remained on the
hillside, a gruesome monument to their
gallantry. TUndeterred by the fate of
their comrades, two officers started. on

upwards at the steep slope they would

artillery ceased, and without further
warning the officer bearing the flag of
the leading company climbed over the
captured trench and led the way up the
hill. ‘The companies followed, not in

Increased Mtendonce and ao
Effective Malntenance With

The statistical returns accompanying
the thirty-third annual report of the
public schools of British Columbia, pre-
sented to the legislature yesterday by
Hon. F. J. Fulton, minister of educa-
tion, show a gratifying increase for the
year, both in the number of children
enrolhied and in the actual daily attend-
ance. (The total enrolment in the high;
graded and common schools was 25,-
787, an increase of 1,288. ‘Of this num-
ber, 13,330 were boys and 12,457 were
girls. I"he grand total days’ attendance
made by all the pupils enrolled was 3,-
484,327, an increase of 169,090. The
grand total daily attendance was 3,426,-
220, an iucrease of 165,245. The aver-
age actual daily at‘endance was 1’?,060.
an increase of 703.

On the subject of high schools, the
superintendent of education says:

maintained at Chilliwack, Cumberland,
Grand Forks, Nanaimo, Nelson, New
Wi i i land, Vancouver, Ver-
non and Vietoria.

The power-house is practically com-
pleted, and*awaits the installation of the
machinery which has been provided for.

“The aerial tramway being built by
Mr. Riblet is far advanced towards
completion, the lower section, mbout two
miles in length, being finished as nearly
as it is péssible, until such time as ma-
terial hes all been tramsported for the
upper section. The wupper. section, of
about one mile in length, is expected to
be completed in from four to five weeks,
should the weather be no. worse for the
balance of the winter than at present.

. “A dam ‘of veéry substantial propor=
tions has been constructed on the creek,
from which point water will bé taken to
operate one of tiie most powerful water
powers on the coast. The piping and
all material necessary for its completion
are on hand, and only await the taking
over of the tram line from, the contrac-
tor, to be placed inposition.
