OcpENSBURG, N. Y., July 18, —The race
to-day between Hanlan and Ross is consid.
ered a perfectly fair and equare one. The
morving broke with a stiff breeze blowing
and » loweringoky, and the prospects were
do'oido'db anfavorable almost up to the last

Juinate for a race, Nearly ten thousand
strabgers were in town by noon, and the
abundance of Han)an's colors and soarcity
of those of Roms was noticeable, Oanadians
and citizeris alike seemed to favor Hanlan,
At3 o'clock the referee’s boat steamed over
the courne, snd. theiwater being found very
Iv.apy returned-to ~the wharf. The crowd
on the, grend stand were regaled with
welections from Patience for seven
l:onu.. sud ‘those on the steamboat
‘ocoasionally expressed their impatience by
«lemoniacal tltiekl from the steam whistle,
Ot theése craft over s dozen large ones,
some loaded down nearly to the water’s
edgo. were anchored mear the starting
point, and flitting in and out were a score
of dteam yachts snd innumerable row-
boats and skiffs. About 8 o'clock the re-
feree went over ths course again and on
his return notified the two scullers to
come to the starting point and be in read-
iness. Both men looked in superb condi-
tion'u they drew into line about 6,50,
Ross’ won the toss and chose the outside

position, Hanlan wore his colors, red cap
804 blae shirt, and Ross was in white, The
‘«isparity in size was noticeable, Ross being
much the largest and heaviest, Both rowed
in shells built in Boston, John E. Eustis,
of the Atlanta boat club of New York, was
referee ; John H. Davics judge for Hanlan,
and C. E. Courtney judge for Koss.
s THE RACE,

It was just 6.59 when the word ‘‘gc”
wae given. The water was in fair rowing
condition, but conld not be gonsidered fast.
Both caught the water together, and rowed
along almost even to the quarter, Hanlan's
bow tip'being a few feet ahead, Hanlan made
the first balf mile in three . minutes and fif-
teen seconds, and was evidently slowly
but surely forging ahead of the St, John
man, . stroke, which was 32 for Hanlan
and 80 for Ross, was lowered to 29 and 28
at che three-quarters, at which point Hanlan
Lad nearly gth Jead. Hanlan made
the first ‘milé' in'7 minutes 7 seconds and
was & lez’:ﬁ:h of clear water ahead at that
point, e mile and a half was made by
him in 10 mioutes 58 seconds, with over
three lengths to she good. About here
Hanlan stopped for s second and then
skimmed along swiftly to the tarn, increas-
ing his lead at overy stroke, Both rowed
about .28 up. to. the turning point,
H _ dook seven seconds to make
8 . pretty - turn, while it
took: ““Ross twenty.four seconds to
get around his mark Hanlan made the
two miles in 14 mins, 12} sec., Ross taking
14 mins, 51 seo. to cover the distancs, The
return trip was a mere prozession. When
Ross finally straightened cut Hin'an was
very mearly an eighth of a mile ahead, and
he called out to the referee’s boat to come
nearer, as he was getting lone-ome, Hanlan
made the two and a halt miles in 17 mins,
34 seg.,.and slowed up at the flag to take a
driok,  He covered the three miles in 20
mins, 29 secs., and rowed gaily along with
en stroke of 28, gaining constantly all
the time, At this point Ross appear
ed to be a trifle pumped, while
Hanlan was as fresh as a daisy. The
fourth mile was only a repetition of the
third. Hanlan made the three and a half
miles in 23 min, 38 secs., aud slipped by
the finish the winner by very nearly a quar-
ter of a mile in the quick time of 27 min,
574 secs Ross’ time was 28 min. 45 seos,
Hanlan thus bea‘'s the record by 91 secs §

AFTER THE RACE

could have beaten the record by more than
a mioute if it had not been for the wash of
a stesiner and the rough water, which
wade the course half a mivute slow, There
was Lot much bstting, and what was done
was at four and five to one ou Hanlsn,
"‘l'll!

A4 VOLCANO OF BAD BLOOD.

An Uncomplimentary Passage of Words
Between Hanlan and Couriney.

OcpeNssURG, N.Y, July 18—The spat
between Hanlan and Uourtney, the- event
of to-day, occurred at Hanlan’s headguarters
at 9 asm, The ¢hampion entered the room
where Courtney was, The World man and
hall-a-dozen others were sitting writing and
talking, Hanlan walked straight up to
Courtney and told bim that he
uoderstood that he (Courtney) had
b:en bl@wingllround that he would like to
meet him (Hanlan) once more in a shell,
The Union Springs sculler ssid that that
was the tare and added, *“Now, Ned, can
you look me ll:ni’;ht in the face and say
you can beat me?’ Hanlan at once warmed
up, became flush in the face, and declared
with emphasis that he would row Courtney
any distance for amy amount of money, from
one to five thousand dollars, Courtney also
grew excited and told Hanlan tomeet him
at the Watkins, N, Y., regatts, when he
wouald make him row the fastest race that
he ever yet thooght of,

From such talk of individual prowess,
the scullers turned to personal recrimina-
tions, when a volcano of bad blood came to
the front. Courtney directly accused the
champion of hiring a miscreant to saw his
boat at Chbatsuqus, when Hanlan called
Conrtnlo{v.n lisr, & duffer and a big wind-
bag. also told Courthey that he had
always been cvrooked in his _ rsces,
was & putter-up of aquatid:; joba
and came very nearly being 8 thief.
*You are a disgrace to the profession,
Courtney,” he said, ‘‘and I will do all in
*my power to keep you out of future boat-
inf contests, If a petition were got up to
rule you off all water courses I would be the
first to sign it.”

Courtney replied to-these strong accusa-
tions by broadly intimating that tge cham-
pion was compelled to leave Toronto because
tha people there got tired of him. Ned
fairly yelled back that he would
remain in Toronto as long as
he liked, “and don’t you forget
it,” he added. He wound up by tell-
ing Courtney that if he were a Canstian
the Canadians world have run him out of
the country long ago.

The dispute was heightened by the an-
nouncement that Courtney was to act as
judge for Ross, Hanlan declared that he
would not consent to such an arrangement,
but Courtney insisted al! through the day
that he would certainly act in that capacity,
and he did,

ANOTHER VERSION OF THE AFFAIR,
OcpENSBURG, July 18,—There is a ‘good
deal of excitement here this morning owing
to an angry controversy which took place
between Hanlan and Conrtney at the press
headquarters, For several days whenever
Coutney’s presence at the race was alluded
to Hanlan has taken pains to speak dispar-
agingly of the Union Springs oarsman, and
last night he offered to bet sne hundred
dollars that Courtney would not put in an
appearance, but Courtney did arrive, Ross
at once selected Courtney as his judge, and
from that time Hanlan has been us in arms,
Last evening, quite late, a Canadi
serenaded Oourtney, and in thanking them
be said, *'If this serenade was intended for
me, I thank yor, and hope I shall have the
jleasure of hearing the band play again on
the evening of another boat race for the
championship in which I shall be a con-
testant, and I assure you that it will be
at no distant dsy,” This was reported
to Hanlan, who had already made a public
protest against Courtney’s being allowed on
the referee’s boat as judge for Ross, Court-
ney was sitting at the ﬁ:ﬁ headquarters
this morning when lan entered, and
said to him, ‘* I nnderstand you Lave come
bere to Ogdensburg to make a race with me,
If thatiseo I will bet you five thousand
dollars I can beat you for a purse of five
thousind dotlars, Now, if you want to
row, put up, The fact is Courtney, you
are a duffer and dare not row.” * Well,
now,” said Ccurtney, ‘' You'd better not
get excited till sfter your race to-day.”
*“I'li bet you five thousand dollars to four,”
said Hanlan, “' that I can beat any C.urt-
ney that ever was made, You dare not
row. You cut boafs and poison tes, and
tet wires, yeu do,” Courtney replied,
““Say, Ned, how much did you pay to have
my boat cut ?’ Hanlan retorted, “1f you
gay I cut your loat your ere a lisr,”
and as he spoke he jumped up and empha-
siz+l his remarks by poundiig the table
with bis fis*, Courtney replied, ‘I think

our money did it; 1 believe you had my
{ont cut at Chatanqua.” anlan said,
““You ean’t proveit,” ‘“Yes,” said Court-
pey, ‘“‘there’s just the trouble; you took
good care to have my boat cut in such a
way Icould not prove it on anybody else.
The simple trouble wi h you, Ned, is that
you are jealous of any attention paid me,
and now you obj-ct to my being judge to-
day for Ross, and you are proving to
everybody here that you ar» not a gentle-
man.

production in. various lines, the closing of
large iron works and such like, the trouble
being worst of all in the heavy iron trades,
For this several causes may be assigned,
among them the dread- and distrust of bow
the new tariff will work, which is felt by
many manufacturers, But besides this we
have the fact that in some important lines
American production has virtually overtaken
consumption, Not many people, probably,
are aware that the United States has to-day
a steel rail producing capacity equsl to that
of Eogland, some say even greater. Nob
all the railway compsnies in the United
States, existing and prospective, are pre-
pared to build or renew as many miles of
road ss American steel mills can now fur
nish the rails for on ressonable - notice, Inp
American furnaces and iron mills very high
wages are paid—from two times to four
times what is paid for the same work in
Eogland.  Some large companies have in-
sisted that these very high wages must come
down a little, and so strikes have been
threatened and some larger works have been
closed.

In view of this state of things, the Coal
Trade Journal makes the following sugges-
tion : “In the eastern states many estab
lisuments have introduced the Saturdsy
half-holiday—that is, they shut down at
noon,  This is & very good way to restrict
output, snd is agreeable to the employees
concerned, Itshould be the rule wherever
practigable, « A fall Saturday afternoon
gives men confined to mills and workshops
an opportunity to enjoy the refreshening of
excursion on the river or rail to he country
and a full day and s half of rest. It is
better shan ficful shut-down or discharging,
Wecause it is systematic, and both parties
involved know how to shape their personal
movements and expenditures to the best
advantage. How would it do to shut down
colleries all day Saturday each and every
week? No danger of an over-production
then.”

Why not go farther even thas tbis, and
try five days’ work in the week instead of
six, that is ab those times and seasons when
production is runniog shead of the market.
It does mot sppear to be a very sensible
proceeding to rush work through at rail-
road speed for o few months or weeks, and
then suddenly to shut down altogether be-
cause there is nothing to do. We need not,
however, be under any illusion as to what
manufactnrers think on the point. Suppose
thiat a certain shop employs sixty ‘men,
workirg six days per week, and that the
proprietor, seeing pro’uctim accumulating
on his hands, thinks he will have to dis-
charge tep of them. You might say to him,
why not keep on the whole sixty at five
days per week, and thus resch
the same _end, in s Detter way?
He would probably tell you that such
was not his way of looking at it, and that
he knew better than you how a shop must
be run, Now, without entering into argu-
went with him upon details regardiog
which he ought to be the party best in-
formed ; it might be suggested to him that
he, as 8 member of the community, with
an importent stake in the country, has a
c-rtain interest, and by no means aud inap-
preciable one either, in the we'l-being of
his employes. It is unquestionably for
better for the welfare of the community
that all handsshould work five days in the
week, than that five-sixths of them should
work six days, the remsining one-sixth
guing without any work at sll, "If any em-
ployer says that he cared not what the con-
sequences are to the communi'y 1o which hs
belongs, and that he looks ouly to himself,
it is searcely worth while tryiug to persuade
his. But we hope there are not many such
in Canada,

Five weeks ago lard touched $13.50 at
wholessle in Chicago; on Monday last it
was down to $8.60, a tumble of nesrly
five cents per pound, Has there been any
fall in the Tetail price to cotrespond !
Housekeepers should make inquiry on this
point; and shopkeepers, to do them justice,
should quote these figures and insist upon
having the benefit of the fall.

HIGH RENTS IN WINNIPEG.

The Winnipeg Commercial Times returns
to the charge, in the matter of the great in.
jury done to the trade of that city by the
enormous rents charged for houses. Taking
this in connection with the present tremen-
dous glut of dry goods there; our ocontem-
porary makes a point which appears to us to
be well taken. There are in Winnipeg a
great many men engsged in various occupa-
tions, whose families are still in Ontario or
elsewtiorn east, These men would quickly
bring their families west, but for the scarc-
ity of dwellings and the exorbitant 1ents
charged. If these families were in Winni-
peg, the dry goods and other necessaries
they require would be bought there; but,
as things are, money is sent east for their
support instead, ¥or want of houses at rea-
sonable rents, Winnipeg is losing what the
custom of s great many families would
amount to. There seems to be & good open-
ing for building emterprise in Winnipeg;
that is, unless railway changes are likely to
shift the commerciat headquarterselsewhere,
which we believe is not generally antici-

pated.
