Orrawa,Oct. 5.—Talk of cabinet recon-
straction is taking on more definite shape.
Mr. Meredith’s mame is freely mentioned.

Any opposition
to him will come’from, some men now in the
House who think their chances of cabinet
preierement will be injured by Mr. Mere-
dith going over their heads. Ex-Speaker
Kirkpatrick’s is another name prominently
mentioned, though against him there is
alleged his C.P.R. directorship. He would
resign this, of course, if he went in, but
there would then be two ~ex-directors of
that road in the cabinet, one of them
Premier. Clarke Wallace would be a strong
man and represent the Toronto district.
Sir John once said ere wasn’'t room
in the Ottawa Government for two
grand sovereigns of the Orange order.
But perbaps Mr. Bowell may retire
and remove ‘that objection, though . the

Minister of Customs, provided his health |

stands him, is one of the most useful and
oldest ministers in the Cabinet. Speaker
White is another able man entitled toa
seat. Ifit is true that Dr. Montague is
fro‘mg out to the Pacific coast it is not un-
ikely that he may take root in 4 western
constituency, and if he does he will certain-
ly be a Cabinet favorite. He is of the kind
of timber—a first-class debater—so much
desired by Mr. Abbott.

The condemned man petitioned
the officials to allow him to be shot, without
being blindfolded, as is usual in an execu-
tion of this kind, and his request was
granted.

Let them speak for
themselves. At Ardmore, Montgomery
County, Pa., is an artesian well. It was
bored four years ago. The inhabitants
wanted a better ‘supply of water. Soon
there was an epidemic of twins. It {yas
something (tleel‘, wonderful, startling. - It
was found there was no help for it. Newly
married couples were sure victims. e
epidemic took such a hold indeed that it be-
came compulsory, as a _precaution inst
one of the prospective dual offspring being
166t out in the cold, to give duplicate orders
in advance for baby clothing.

Old married couples, who long before had
abandoned all ideas of succession to their
names and fortune, were obliged to order
double-seated baby carriages.

The only fear is that ig this sort of thing
continues and the population goes on in-
creasing at the pkreleqt rate it will be neces-
sary soon to take ifi Philadelphia' as an
annex.

MRS SEAVEY'S SUIC1DE,

She Was the Divorced Wife of Prof. Loe-
mans of Hamilton.

HaMruron, Oct. 5.—Mrs. Seavey, who
killed herself in a Chicago park Sunday,
was well known in this city, having resided
here for several years prior to going to Chi-
cago. At that time she was married to
Prof. Loemans, but about 1884 they separ-
ated. Mrs. Loemans retained Carscallen &
Cahill at that time and endeavored tosecure
a divorce on the ground of cruel treatment,
but the Canadian law being too cumber-
some she went west to Chicago and gota
divorce, after which she assumed her for-
mer name of Seavey. The son mentioned
in the dispatch is Julian R.- Seavey, the
well-known artist, who had classes here
from 1882 to 1886, when he wert to London
to take charge of the art department of
Hellmuth Ladies’ College, and in June last
he was appointed also professor of fine arts
in Alma College, St- Thomas. Prof. Loe-
mans was also an artist and had a studio
here for several years and is now in Mont-
real. He was an Italian.

Mrs, Seavey was a very high-strung, ex-
citable lady, and in her youth had evident-
ly been very beautiful. Her trouble with
her husband preyed upon her mind, and
even before leaving Hamilton it was feared
that she might attempt to take her life.
While staying at the al Hotel she kegt
a revolver under her pillow, much to the
alarm of the servants there. She was an

ncated and refined lady, and despite, her

eculiarities of temperament had many
riends here, who will be shocked to hear of
her tragic end.

THESCANDAL WILL NOT DOWN

THE TROUBLE AT BROADWAY
2ABERNACLE CROPS UP AGAILN,

——y

Meeting of the Cougregation Last Night—
The Pastor Makes a Statement—Reso-
lution Carried That Accused and
Accusers. Meet With Three Other
Members and Endeavor to Reach a
Settlement.

The dark cloud of scandal still hovers over
Broadway Tabernacle. It grows darker, in-
deed, as the days go by. And to dispel if
possible the shadow the pastor called a
meeting for last night. The an nouncement
was made at both services on Sunday. All
church members were urged to be
present. And only church members
were allowed within the doors. The
meeting extended into the morning and

at times was very warm indeed. Occasion-

ally half a dozen persons were crying out,
“No, no I"” “Yes, yes I” in opposition to each
other with great vehemence.

Shortly after 8 o'clock the pastor
entered the church bearing in his arms
a great number of books and documents.
Included in 1t was all the evidence taken in
the Dingman case since it first disturbed the
peace of Broadway Tabernacle.

He took his seat behind two tables, arrang-
ed his matter and then announced the hymu,
A1l Hail the Power of Jesu's Name.” After
that he offered up a prayer.

The Pastor Rewiews the Case.

Then he begau & one and a half hours'
review of the case, the main features of
which have already appeared in The World.
He began “by stating that it was reported
that he had taken a biased stand in the case.
This he denied. He concluded by stating that
he had ealled the meeting to exolain to the
church his tion in the matter.
If, however, anyone present wished to ask a
question in & Christian spirit he was pre-
pared to deal with it.

Immediately Mr. Parkinson, a venerable
gentleman, arose and proposed a resolution
expressing every confidence in the pastor.

Mr. Douglas, one of the accusoes, then asked
permission to correct some of the statements
made by the pastor. He felt, he said, thab
he and the other gentlemen who had laid the
eharges had been misrepresented by the chair-
man.

On this point Mr. Philp was inflexible and
positively refused to give Mr. Douglas a
beurin%.

Mr. Parkinson’s resolution wae withdrawn
without, being submitted to the me eting.

Why Should the Accusers Suffer 1

Mr. Edmondston asked tbe question: “Why
should a penalty be imposed on those breth-
ren who had observed the discipline of the
church as they have apparently done? Why
should they be asked to apologize to Mr,
Dingmanf”’ 5

It will be remembered that the court of
the church asked Messrs. Douglas, Death
and Calvert to apologize to Mr. Dingman,
and rather than do so they resizned their
positions in the church.

The question was not answered.

Mrs. Calvert rose and spoke effec-
tively for a short time. She  prefaced
her romarks with the scriptural uotation:
“ A good wife is from tha rd.” She stated
that she had been a member of Broadway
Tabernacle for many years. and for the last
914 she had been a class ieader. This position
she still held, Mr. Calvert had sent in his re-
signation and was therefore disqualified to
speak. She felt it her duty to make a brief
explanation in bis bebalf. = All he bad done
he did conscientiously, thinkigg that he was
acting in the best interests the chureh.
And he was mow quite unable to comply
with the demands made by the court of the
church, &

Mrs, Calvert was frequently interrupted
with applause and cries of “bear, hear,”
while she spoke.

Then the Fun Began.

At this juncture the meeting became very
disorderly. There seemed to be a round
dozen speaking at once. And all wanted to
propose resolutions.

When calm was restored Mr. Laidlaw
declared with some vigor that there was one
way and only one by which these men could
be received back into the church and that
was by apologizing to Mr. Dingman and
acceptiog the finding of the Committee of
Enquiry. He then pro) a motion &x-
pressing unbounded con dence in the pastor.

To this several objected on the ground that
the other side bad not been heard. It was
net British tair play they thought.

The motion on being submitted to the
meeting was lost.

Mr. George Wilson then moved that in the
interest of the church the accusers and the
accused, with three others nominated by the
pastor, shall confer with the pastor and ar-
rive, if possible, at some understanding by
which harmony may be restored.

Objection was raised to the pastor appoint-
ing the three, but finally the meeting con-
sented to vote on the motion and it was car-
ried.

Mr. Caswell, just before this resolution
was submitted,stated that those who did not
stand by the pastor bad been plotting in
secret against Mr. Philp. He was greeted
with “*No, no.”

The meeting was dismissed with prayer.
The audience departed in twos and threes,
and all warmly discussed the matter as they
left the meeting.

The Curate of
Pontfarcy was questioned by’ the justice on
the confidences that the woman made
to him; but the priest, entrenching himself
behind the secrets of the confessional,
refused to answer.

The judge intervened, but could not over-
come the priest, whose resistance Wwas
founded on the assertion that he would lose
—and with good reason—the confidence of
his parishioners from the moment when t,lm‘s,'l
supposed he would violate the secrets whic
had been given him by virtue of his office.

The judge condemned the curate to a fing
of 100 francs,which is the maximum penalty
allowed by the law against a defaulting wit-
ness.

A French Woman Who Has Studied
Shakespeare's Murders.

Paris, Oct. 5.—A large crowd was as-
sembled yesterday at the Eleventh Cour
Correctionnelle in anticipatidn of the trial
of the woman Lombard. Mme. Lombard
endeavored to %et rid of her hushand by
pouring lead in his ear while he was sleep-
ing. This effort of the woman to bring
Shakespeare’s famous murder into real life
occurred several weeks ago, since which
time she has been studying the immortal
bard in jail while her husband has been
damning him in the hespital: To the in-
tense. disappointment of the enormous
crowd the court postponed the consideration
of the case until the 10th of the month.

NEARLY KILLED A L1ON-TAMEE.

Frightful Scene in Wombwell’s Menagerie
at Satton, Eng.

LoxpoN, Oct. 5.—At Sutton, a lion-
tamer named Orenza, in Wombwell’s Mena-
gerie, was neatll‘{ killed in the presence of
the audience. e was putting the largest
lion of the collection through its perform-
ance, when the brute attacked m: and
fastened its” teeth in the tamer’s side’ A
fearful struggle ensued.

Some of the assistants rushed to Orenza’s
aid with pitchforks and red-hot irons, but
it was some time before the lion was made
to relax his hold and his unfortunate victim
was able to drag himself out of the den
with his right thigh laid open by the brute.

This-is the fifth time Orenza has been at-
tacked and injured by this lion.

Like Father, Like Son.

LoxpoN, Oct. 5.—Considerable interest: is
still being taken in the case of Lydia Miller,
or Manten, the chorus girl of the Gaiety
Theatre who recently committed suicide by
drinking carbolic acid. At the inguiry
Saturday Lord Charles Montagu, brother
of the Duke of Manchester, testified to
having been on very intimate terms with
the deceased and had been late on keeping
an appointment to luncheon on the day of
her death. This failure to keep the ap-
pointment is said to have greatly annoyed
the girl.

Since the inquest efforts have been made
by the newspapers to ascertain the high
personage, understood to be Prince Albert
Victor, eldest son of the Prince of Wales,
who also is said to have been on intimate
relations with the girl. The coroner re-
fuses access to the depositions taken, and it
is stated the members ef the coroner’s jury
were called upon to sign a blank paper in-
stead of the usual record of the proceedings.

The girl lived in great style, had a large
quantity of diﬂ.mongs and used to drive to
the Gaiety Theatre in the smartest of dog
carts with a “‘tiger” behind her. .

Politicians Upset.

The change of the ward boundaries has
upset more, than the calculations of aspirants
for aldermanic honors.

New York sent fresh rumors of war in Europe
and a jmzmer increase in visibie than expected
were all used by bulls to support market. To-
ward close offerings of long wheat were large
and market closed heavy at lowest figures. There
was little spurt in corn opening, but it was only
temporary, and bulls who have been holding the
stuff for several months are beginning to unload.
Lower prices seem probable in near future.
Frovisions sold off on persistent bammering by
local shorts. With such fine weather for corn

ckers keep selling and we look for slightly
ower prices to-morrow, when would advise pur-
chases for a sgalp.

Kennett, Hopkins & Co. to R. Cochran: Cables
were not 48 strong as expected and receipts ex-
ceeded expectations. The weather outlook for
the Northwest was also more favorable for
threshing. Drawing encouragement from
conditions Chicago operators were free sellers,
New Yorkers, headed b{ Hutchinson, being the
chief buyers. The visible increased only about
one million, where twice that had been looked
for, but closing cables, with the exception of
Ligerpool, came easier and neutralized the effect.
Our correspondent at Duluth reports continued
rains to-day in Northwest. If ' these should
become general in that section there would be
an active renewal of the damage reports. We
learn that reports from the Pacific Coast from
poiuts covead by what is known as the. Brad-
street’s visibfe “show stocks in store there to be
over 11,000,000, or about 4,000,000 larger than
estimated by Bradstreet. This information was
not known to-day, but will probably be made
public this afternoon. The weakness in other
products doubtless eontributed to the final weak-
ness in wheat, the closing being heavy at the
bottom. The Russian exports are reported to
have largely increased of late.
