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TWO SPINNAKERS WERE SPLIT the Vigilant did. It took 
the Valkyrie 2 hrs. 0 mins, and 45 secs, 
and the Vigilant 2 hrs. 8 min. and 35 secs, 
to make the 15-mile beat to windward, a 
gain of 1 minute and 55 seconds in favor of 
the English boat. This defeat of the 
Vigilant was due more to the sea-than the 
wind, for the cup defender was thumping 
hard into each wave and seemed to make 
very heavy weather of it. Though the 
beat to windward was exciting in the 
extreme, it was nothing compared to the 
run home. The wind seemed to freshen 
and the sea became angry and turbulent, 
still both yachts carried their flying 
kites. Scarcely had the Valkyrie cleared 
her skirts of the outer turn before she set 
her heavier spinnaker big jib, topsail and 
balloon staysail. The Vigilant, though p 
trifle slower than the Valkyrie in setting 
her kites, carried many more yards of 
canvas, and to the surprise ot the English- 
man, shook out the reef in her mainsail and 
set her large club topsail.

The Vigilant gained gradually on the run 
in and finished 2 min. £3 secs, ahead of the 
Valkyrie. Deducting the 1.33 time allow­
ance and the American had the victory by 
40 seconds..

1 wagons are rapidly taking away the dead and 
wounded. An excursion train from the east 
was standing at the depot, when another 
excursion train pulled in. The engineer 
lost control of the air brake, and could not 
stop the train, and it rushed at the rate of 
40 toiles an hour into the train ahead, 
plowing under it and throwing the oars in 
directions.

The cars are terribly wrecked, two of 
them being thrown across the track. One 
car was driven completely through another, 
and others were turned entirety over. Hun­
dreds of people were aboard the two trains 
and they were wedged in in all kinds of 
shapes. Some of the cars were not badly 
enough wrecked to kill any of the people 
on board them, but it is miraculovs, con­
sidering the shape the cars are left in, 
that any at all escaped without injurv in 
the others.

Eighteen people were killed and injured.
Story of the Accident.

The fist section of the excursion train 
was called the “Oswego” and the last 
tioii the “Webb” special.

F. J. Reid, conductor of the Oswego 
special, has sent in the following despatch 
to the officers of the road in Detroit: “I 
was stopping at Jackson for breakfast, and 
had just started, when the Webb special 
going west struck my train in the rear part 
and broke three coaches. 1 cannot ascer­
tain how.many were injured. My train 
was protected in the Jackson yard by the 
semaphore.”

Engineer William Whalen, who lives at 
Jackson, was running the last section. He 
says : “I saw the fcignal in the yard to keep 
back, and had my engine in hand, as I 
thought, but when I came down near the 
train, which was still, my air-brake would 
not work, and I ran into the coaches. The 
failure of the air-brake made it impossible 
to stop. I never had such an experience 
before.” Whalen is badly burned. One of 
his legs is broken, but he will live.

13.—In a gale that split 
two spinnakers on Lord Dunraven’s Val- 
kyfie, the Vigilant won the third of the in­
ternational yacht races and Americas cup.

without a race to his credit.

The Earl goes with the satisfaction, how­
ever, of knowing that he led the Vigilant 
by almost 2 minutes in beating to wind­
ward 15, miles and in all probability 
would have won to-day’s race but for the 
accident to his canvas. As it was the 
Vigilant won by 40 seconds. ,

It was a day of reefed mainsails, a day 
when life lines were out, a day when the 
strength of spars and toughness of canvas 
counted fully as much as lines below water. 
It- was a day to test seamanship as well as 
yacht architecture. It was just the day 
that Lord punraven and all the British 
crew had prayed for, and the only kind of 
a day in which he still claimed that his 
yacht could sail with the Vigil 
been beaten in two races in a light wind 
and more easily in what Americans call a 
stiff breeze. His only hope was in a gale, 
and the gale split his sails, while- the 
staunch Vigilant came home under a big 
cloud of canvas with the wind piping 
through her shrouds and without a mishap 
of auy kind. Lord Dunraven and his friend's 
were pleased at the prospect of a stiff 
breeze this morning.

Lord Dunraven’s Weather.
It was the weather for which they had 

expressed a decided preference, and but for 
the accident she was a victor. The Valkyrie 
had an additional 2240 pounds of ballast in 
her hold. The additional ballast had in­
creased her load water line, so that she 

.hack a time allowance of 1 minute 33 seconds 
instead of 1 minute 43 seconds. Increased 
steadiness was expected to more than make 
up the difference in the allowance.
This accident delayed the Valkyrie so that 
she did not arrive at the Sandy Hook 
lightship at the usual sailing time. The 
Vigilant had dropped her tug and reached 
out from Sandy Hook to the starting point 
under mainsail and jib. The wind was 
due east and blowing twelve miles an 
hour. The Valkyrie when ofi Çandy Hook 
at 10.20 showed signs of the blow aloft 
and Capt. Crane field went up with several 
seamen. The throat halyard block had 
shown signs of giving way. 
mainsail was lowered and the block 
taken to the deck and repaired.

The Gale Increased.
A constantly falling barometer indicated 

more wind. The skipper of the Vigilant 
seeing the Valkyrie’s mainsal down, con­
cluded that the Englishmen were taking in 
a reef. He accordingly had a reef taken in 
the mainsail and then ran up a small work­
ing topsail. The Valkyrie finished repair­
ing the halyard block at 10.45 and got her 
mainsail up this time with a reef. Even 
the English skipper was wary of the 
weather. He not only reefed his mainsail 
but replaced-his jib with a smaller one and 
when his topsail weut up at 11 o’clock it 
was a small sprit sail about half the size of 
the sail he carried aloft in Wednesday’s 
race.

Lord Dnnraven did not have his daugh­
ter with him on the Valkyrie to-day. Lord 
Wolverton was there, as also was H. Mait­
land Kersey, Archibald Rogers and the 
usual sailing crew. On the Vigilant were: 
C. Oliver Iselin, Perry Belmont, Herbert 
Leeds, W. Barton Hopkins, Nat Herreshoff, 
E. A. Willard, Capt. Hansen and Capt. 
Terry.

At 11 o’clock the flagship May dropped 
anchor north of the lightship and signalled 
that the course would be due east. It was 
a beat in the teeth of a young gale and a 
return with free sheet before what promised 
to be a young cyclone.

Was the Anchor Let Go on the 
Valkyrie Through Mistake?

Will an Investigation Be De 
mandèd By the Home Club?

There Is No Reason Why the Vigil­
ant Should Have Had Such 

an Easy Victory.

Th« Vnlkyrie With Mainsail, Fore Stay­
sail, Jib, Jib Topsail and Spinnaker 
Sec Loses 28 Miles m 28 Minutes—A 
Startling Announcement Is Rend on 
Board the Valkyrie—The Report Is De­
nied—What One ot the Sailors Has to 
Say. 1 0

London, Eng., Oct. 11.—Commenting 
on Saturday’^ race The London Figaro 
says; “At 12.10 the Valkyrie had obtained 
quite a lead and seemed to have the race 
woll in hand when without apy apparent 
cause she fell off, seemed to be laooring 
heavily and lost ground rapidly, so that at 
12.22 everything was changed and the Vigi­
lant had overtaken and passed her speedy 
rival. Steadily she increased her lead afid 
at 12.50, only 28 minutes later, was leading 
by 2£ miles. Now, what happens? Why, 
at 12.55 the Valkyrie with the 
17 toiles northwest and under the 
canvas, mainsail, forestaysail, jib, jibtop- 
sail and spinnaker begins to gain, closes on 
the cup-defender and crosses the line only 6 
minutes behind. This is strange, and there

Strange Rumors 
afloat to account for it, from the fact 
that in a light and variable wind the Val­
kyrie actually had the best of it, while in a 
heavy sea and high wind she was hopeless­
ly left behind. Many argue that her jib 
and jib topsail were too large for a heavy 
blow and instead of sending her onward 
only buried her bows in the sea, while 
others hint that the Valkyrie cannot pos­
sibly be in the same trim as when she raced 
early in tho season. But the following is 
probably the strangest theory advanced yet. 
There seyns to be something in it and we 
give it for what it is worth.

It appears that one of the sailors on 
board the Valkyrie, when everything seem­
ed to be in ship-shape, picked up a Cana­
dian newspaper, and was so interested in 
some startling event he noticed that he 
called his companions around him. In the 
excitement the anchor, which had not been 
firmly secured, slipped unnoticed into the 
water, and it was only when the Vigilant 
was 2 1-4 miles ahead that the terrible mis­
take was discovered. The report is denied, 
although one of the sailors admits that he

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Postal Reform.

Among proposed reforms of the Postal 
Service of the United States is a bill to 
make the Postoffice Department re­
sponsible for the lose of registered letters 
and parcels. A United States journal 
claims that theirs is the only civilized 
government with a regular postal service 
which refuses to make compensation for 
the loss of registered letters, 
must be included with the States. The 
Dominion Government undertakes no re­
sponsibility in regard to such letters, be­
yond making sp ;cial enquiries in the event 
of a letter going astray. If a registered 
letter containing money should be lost 
through the carelessness or dishonesty of 
the carrier, the sender would have no re­
dress. If the letter should be sent by one 
of the express companies and be lost the 
sender would have no difficulty in recover­
ing his money. Such is the difference be­
tween the Government carrier and the
common carrier in regard to responsibility.

It is hard to see 
Government should make a law for
others and refuse to be bound by it 
itself when engaging in the same business. 
The Government should do business on 
business principles. When a merchant
hands over anything of value to a common 
carrier ha holds the latter responsible for 
its safe delivery to the consignee. This is 
an excellent business rule, and the fact that 
it is nji observed by the Postoffice Depart­
ment caus ja no little inconvenience and dis­
appointment. A large proportion of the 
public have got the idea that in sending a 
registered letter they are protected against 
loss. Occasionally they get nipped and 
then they realize to their sorrow that the 
postoffice has'got hold of the better end of 
the stick. Postoffice money orders are 
devised to obviate the risk of sending money 
by mail. If the order system covers the 
field the registration of money ought to be 
abolished: If it does not fill the bill then 
let the sending of money be made subject 
to thejordinarv laws of the mercantile world 
and proportionate charges rule accordingly.

McCnithy as a Logician.
During his speech at Listowel on Thurs­

day the Third Party leader discoursed on 
the iniquities of the tariff. He did so in a 
very general and cursory way. The grava­
men of his indictment against the tariff was 
this—that if manufacturers were protected 
by a 35 per cent, tariff they would charge 
for their goods the curreffcfe price at which 
they sold in other countri^|>lus nine-tenths 
of the 35 per cent, duty the foreign pro­
ducer would have to pay if he tried to com­
pete in the Canadian market. This was 
Mr. McCarthy’s enunciation of the abstract 
side of the casa His reference to tariff 
matters was almost wholly theoretical, and 
only once did he introduce an existing con­
dition to prove the iniquity of high tariff 
walls. One would have thought that 
with such an iniquitous tariff as we have in 
Canada it would be an easy matter to cite 
cases of iniquitous injustice by the hun­
dred. Mr. McCarthy only instanced one. 
And, funnier still, that instance was not a 
Canadian case at alL In elaborating a case 
against the Canadian tariff the Third Party 

éottadàr went to the United States to get an 
example of its practical working. He 
didn’t show that the 35 per cent, tariff 
caused Canadian farmers to pay 30 per 
cent, higher prices for their machines, nor 
that the duty on cotton goods coming into 
Canada made them dearer to about the ex­
tent of that duty. No, Mr. McCarthy 
states his theorem and then jumps across 
the boundary to get a shining example to 
prove it. He proves that protection 
in Canada is a fraud by referring to the 
disaster caused by the Sherman Silver Bill*, 
which was but a protective measure in a 
modified form. In this respect Mr. Mc­
Carthy sails in the same boat with the 
Liberal leader. They both cry down the 

' tariff as iniquitous, but they fail egregioualy 
In citing examples of the iniquity. Mr. 
McCarthy is a lawyer and he knows very 
[well the meaning of a bill of particulars, 
lit a suitor files a claim for damages tho op-

furcated skirt for riding, and a woman 
mounted man-fashion is no longer an 
uncommon sight out there. The initia­
tive was taken by a lady who was in 
the habit of accompanying her husband 
on long rides and found herself uncom­
fortably hampered by the long heavy 
costume in vogue. So she contrived a 
divided skirt to suit her own conveni­
ences, and one day, mounted on a superb 
black horse, she appeared in her 
dress on the streets of Alameda.

pliant’s eye, however, we shall see that 
it is a pretty bright sort of an eye, and 
more often than not it will be found to 
twinkle in a manner which indicates.the 
possession fof an idea or two inside 
of that mammoth head.

Many a time and oft, as the poet says,

He pretended to be much sur­
prised and very angry, and exclaimed, 
in his own language, “Do you think J!

The elephant stood quietly by, and ap­
peared to understand what was goinj :

No sooner had the driver utterec 
his question than the animal threw his 
trunk round him, threw him down, and 
untied the unusually bulky cloth the 
servant wore round his waist. Out roll­
ed a large quantity of rice which had 
been stolen by the servant out of the 
elephant’s allowance.

We have frequently seen elephants 
that could waltz and ring dinner bells 
and clay pranks with a circus clown, 
but this, we believe, is the first instance 
on record of one of these 
beasts turning detective and bringing a 
thief to justice.

One of the roost important questions 
which the • city will have, to tackle at 
an early date will be She improvements to 
the Esplanade. ,

The sum of $300,000, which was raised by 
debentures for the work, is now about ex­
hausted. The debentures netted $267,000. 
This amount has been expended as follows: 
G.T.R. for land $30,000. C.P.R. for land 
$73,000, Medlar & Arnot, crib work, 
$37,825; D. M. Defoe, arbitration fees, 
$751; T, Bryce, arbitration fees, $675; 
claims for boathouses, $5600; waterworks, 
for removing and relaying mains $2170, 
which with sundry items amounts to $201,679 
spent this year. The expenditure last year 
was $24,000. To be added to this will be 
the costs of the ramps at John-street, land 
damages at York-street, half the cost of 
the York-street bridge and the extinguish­
ing of rights for level crossings.

These amounts will wipe out the sum 
■et apart for the work.

As new and larger wharves will be re­
quired next summer it has been suggested 
that a bylaw be submitted to the people at 
the next election to authorize another lot 
of debentures to complete the work.

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RUSSIA’S F1EET AT TOULON, Friday, Oct. 19 and 20, the Ruaeian 
officers will be entertained by the Town 
Council of Paris, the moat important items 
provided for them being a reception, a 
banquet and a ball at the Hotel de Ville de 
Paria.

During the reception Admiral Avellan 
will be presented with a massive silver 
statue one meter high, being a reproduction 
of the well-known bronze statue represent­
ing “La Paix Armee” (“Armed Peace”), by 
Coutan. Each superior officer in command 
of a ship will be presented with a reproduc­
tion of “La Penaee” ("Thought”), 76 centi­
meters high, one of the masterpieces of 
Uhapu, the well-known sculptor. Each 
other officer will receive a smaller repro­
duction of “La Penaee” in a suitable case. 
On each present the name of the officer 
will be engraved, together with the arms 
and motto of the city of Paria

The town council will send to each sailor 
a silver scarf pin engraved with the arms of 
the city and an album containing reproduc­
tions of the finest masterpieces of art adorn­
ing the Paris Town Hall.

During the whole of the stay of the Rus­
sian officers in Paris, the publi

The Unique Piece of Engineering Neces­
sitated by a California Landslide.

Making a mountain stream run over 
and above a railroad track is a unique 
piece of engineering that the Southern 
Pacific Company is shortly to commence 
near Wright’s Station in tne Santo Cruzo 
Mountains. Last springs says The San 
Francisco Examiner, there was a big 
landslide at the northern end of the long 
tunnel near Wright's Station which 
caused a blockade of the South Pacific 
Coast road for a number of weeks and 
caved in about a hundred feet of the 
tunnel The moving side of the moun­
tain as it came down the canon filled up 
the bed of a large mountain stream to 
such on extent that it was five or six 
feet higher than the track. The creek is 
dry in the summer, but during the rainy 
season, unless its course is diverted, the 
mountain torrent will sweep over the 
road so as to make its operation at that 
point impossible.

The officials first entertained the idea 
of carting away large quantities of dirt 
to lower the bed of the stream to its old 
level But that plan was abandoned be­
cause of the great expense it would en­
tail, and it was then decided to extend 
the tunnel northward 200 feet and past 
the point where the stream crosses the 
track by an arch of solid masonry. Plans 
for this stone tunnel have been com­
pleted, The arch will be twenty feet 
high and be composed of huge blocks of 
stone that will stand the wear and tear 
of the weather for years. On the inside 
it will have the same width and height 
as the tunnel proper, and will be con­
structed in such a manner that the 
stream of water flowing over it will not 
percolate through. The top of the arch, 
when finished, will be about fifteen feet 
above the present bed of the stream, so 
the latter will have to be raised up to its 
level. This will necessitate filling in for 
a distance of several hundred feet. As 
the stream flows over the top of the 
stone arch it will have a fall of not less 
than twenty feet on the other side of the 
track. It will be a precipitous fall, and 
during the winter time, when the vol 
of water is large, will make a very 
pretty waterfall The officials are in­
clined to think it, will be the largest 
artificial waterfall in the world.

Gunboat• and Escorted Dp the Harbor 
Amid the Huzzaing of Thousands and 
the Booming of Cannon—The Program 
of Festivities.

At 10.30 gun shots from the arsenal at 
the Quai De La Darse Vieille announced 
that the Russians were coming.

As the big warships moved towards the 
arsenal docks the forts and guardships 
firing salutes and all the bands on ship­
board and along shore were playing the 
Russian anthem. The 50 or more French 
warships in the harbor had .all their decora­
tions out, their yards manned and their 
bands playing. As the Russians passed 
each French warship her marines gave a 
long cheer in unison and the marines of the 
visiting squadron cheered iu return. Ad­
miral Avellan stood uncovered on the bridge 
of the Emperor Nicholas L waving his cap 
constantly in response to greetings from 
every side. When the Russian warships 
had dropped anchor they all returned the 
salutes of the Frenchmen. The Russian 
Admiral was greeted with incessant cheer­
ing. He was received with high military 
honors and he proceeded at once with his 
staff to pay a visit to the French naval 
authorities. The fleet of small pleasure 
craft in the harbor increased rapidly 
noon; steamers, yachts and rowboats 
crowded around the Russians. The parties 
aboard them shouted almost constantly for 
Russia, the Czar and the friendship of the 
French and Russian Governments. Bands 
on the steamers

At 3.15 Adm 
landed at the quay opposite the town hall 
and proceeded to the town hall. There all 
the municipal and district officials, . 
deputations and senators and dele 
from. the provinces awaited 
The hall was filled to suffocation. The 
Socialist mayor of Toulon, M. Ferrao, made 
the first speech. His most notable words 
were:

“The representatives of all the depart­
ments of France have gathered here with 
the municipal authorities of Toulon to 
show you how the hearts of all Frenchmen 
beat with one accord, animated solely by 
the feeling that your visit cements the 
friendship of the two nations, and proves 
the affinity of the two races. ”

After the Mayor of Marseilles had made 
an address of similar tenor Mme. Juliette 
presented the jewels bought for the Russian 
sailors’ wives with money subscribed by 
the women of France.

Fourth day—On Saturday, Oct. 151, there 
will be a grand dinner and reception and a 
ball afterwards at tbe Ministry of Marine, 
Admiral Rieunier, Minister of Marine, pre­
siding.

In the evening there wilfoe a state per­
formance, “Soirees de Gala,” at the Paris 
Opera House by the Committee of the 
French Press, at the expense of the Govern­
ment.

Fifth day — On Sunday, October 22, 
General Loizillon, Minister of War, will 
hold a grand reception and entertain the 
Russian officers at luncheon at the War 
Office, Rue St. Dominique. They will go 
in the afternoon to the Champ-de-Mars, 
passing on their way through the Esplan­
ade des Invalides and L’Avenue Lamothe- 
Piquet. AIL the route will be lined with 
members of various societies (riflemen, 
musical societies, athletic associations, etc.), 
who will join the procession and accom­
pany the visitors as far as La Galerie des 
Machines, when the military pageant or 
carousel will take place.

Possibly General Saussier, the military 
Governor of Paris, will go to the military 
school, where he will hold a reception.

After a short luncheon there will bè a 
great aquatic entertainment and parade, in 
which all the yachts and boating clubs of 
the River Seine will take part.

At 7 p.m. there will be a grand banquet, 
at whicn 2500 guests will be entertained in 
the Champ-de-Mars, in the Galerie des 
Machines (Exhibition Buildings of 1889).

For making the s and z the tongue has 
to be partially applied to a portion of the 
palate next the teeth, says The Contem­
porary Review.

13.—The Russian fleet now 
at Toulon consists of five men-of-war, hav- 

.* ing on board 128 officers and 2138 sailors of 
i various grades.

The following is a list pf the visiting 
warships with particulars concerning each 

\ of them: The Emperor Nicholas L, a battle- 
v ship, and the flagship of of Admiral Avel­

lan commandor-in-chief of the Russian 
squadron, with two flag officers: Lieut. 
Martinoff and Lieut. Count de TolstoL 
The Nicholas I. has a crew of 26 officers, 1 
chaplain and 580 sailors; she has 14 inches 
of armor, carries 14 guns, is of 9000 indi­
cated horsepower, has a displacement of 
8440 tons and a speed of 16 knots an hour.

Among the officers on board the flagship 
are M. De Netidoff, son of tho Russian Am­
bassador at Constantinople, Dr. Popoff and 
Prince Makontoff. Capt. Dyker is the 
officer in command, and Capt. Zatzarenny 
is the assistant commander of the flagship. 
Tho Nicholas I belongs to the Baltic fleet, 

barbette ship built of steel and wood, 
has two screws and was launched at St. 
Petersburg in 1889.

The Pamiat-Azowa was built in 1888 ; 
she is an armored cruiser with a crew of 
681 sailors, 20 officers apd one chaplain ; 
she has 6 inches of armor, carries 16 guns, 
has 8000 indicated horsepower, 6000 tons 
displacement and a speed of 18 knots per 
hour.

Among her officers are Prince Dolgorou- 
koff, Baron Rouksgueven, Count Kapnist 
and Dr. Smelsky. Captain Tchoukhnine is 
her commander and Captain Fortman is her 
assistant commander.

The Bynda, a deck protected cruiser, 
built in 1885, having inches of armor, 
carries 10 guns, has 3000 indicated horse­
power, 2950 tons displacement and a speed 
of 14 knots per hour.

Among her officers are Dr. Temailoff. 
Captain Kriegur is her commander and 
Captain Eholing is her assistant commander.

The Admiral Makhimoff, 
belted barbette orusier. She 
1885, has 10 inches of armor, 18 guns, 8000 
indicated horsepower, 7780 tons displace­
ment aud a speed of 17 knots per hour. The 
Admiral Makhimoff carries a crew of 23 
officers, 1 chaplain and 541 sailors.

Among her officers are Captain Lavroff, 
who commands her, and Captain Stemman, 
her assistant commander.

The Teretz, the next on the list of the 
Russian fleet, is a gunboat, carrying a crew 
of 157 men. The Teretz is built of steel, 
has one screw, was launched in Sebastopol 
in 1887; she has a displacement of 1200 tons, 
her horsepower is 2000 and her speed 15 
knots; she has two torpedo launching tubes, 
six machine guns and three breech-loading 
guns.

Captain Lotchinsky is in command; Cap­
tain Afonassief is assistant commander.

The French staff which met the Russian 
squadron at Toulon consisted of Admiral 
de Boissoudy of the flagship Formidable, 
Guckin de Slane, chief of the staff; Captain 
Bienaime, assistant chief of the staff; M. 
Chatelle, commissioner.

The Formidable is a steel barbette ship 
with two screws. She was launched at 
L’Orient in 1885, has a displacement of 
11,910 tons, 9600 horsepower and a speed 
ot 15 knots; she has one torpedo tube, 
eight machine guns and 15 breech-loading 
guns.

The Minister of War, General Loizillon; 
Admiral Rieunier, Minister of Marine; M. 
Dupuy, Minister of the Interior and M. 
Develle, Minister of Foreign Affairs, were 
also present at the reception of the R 
visitors; the Conseil-General de la Seine 
was also in attendance.

As soon as the Russian ships arrived at 
the port of Toulon M. Bret, Prefect of the 
Var; M. Gaston Perivier, Sub-Prefect of 
Toulon, and M. Martial Dragon, the Rus­
sian Consul at Toulon, went on board the 
Emperor Nicholas I. in order to welcome 
Admiral Avellan in the name of the French 
Government. The usual salutes were ex­
changed by the Russian ships and the forts, 
21 guns by each ship of the French squad­
ron, the latter ships having hoisted the 
flag of the Russian navy.

On landing the Russian officers were wel­
comed by M. Ferrero, Mayor of Toulon, 
and the Toulon Town Council in the name 
of the inhabitants of the town.

A Venetian fete will be given in the after­
noon, and the Township of Six-Fours, situ­
ated at the summit of the mountain above 
Toulon, will make a display of Bengal 
lights, illuminating the whole port, this 
evening.

On their return to Toulon from Paris the 
Russian officers will spend one day at 
Lyons and one day at Marseilles.

The Admiral Jaureguiberry will be 
launched at Toulon in presence of the 
Russian officers. The new French war 
vessel is a steel turret ship. She has two 
screws, is of 11,820 tons displacement and 
13,270 horsepower. Her estimated speed 
is 18 knots. The now warship has six 
torpedo launching tubes, 24 quick fire guns 
and 12 other guns.

President Carnot and the Russian am 
bassador, Barun de Mohreoheim, may after­
wards go to Toulon, and return the visit of 
the Russian officers to Paris by inspecting 
the Russian fleet.

Naval stores and 
cement are higher. At Toronto there is a 
fair trade in drygoods and groceries. Grain 
is depressed. Collections are fairly satis­
factory. Halifax reports the lobster catch 
fair, but the quantity of codfish taken is 
not up to the average. Drygoods are in 
fair demand, with collections improved. 
Canadian bank clearings aggregate $19,321,- 
904, a decrease of 1 per cent, from last 
year. There were 32 failures in Canada 
against 30 last week, 36 last year, 60 in 
1891, 29 in 1890 and 41 in 1889.

And if they were not, if there were outstand­
ing liabilities on any of these accounts, is it 
honest to omit all mention of therm!

In reply to the insinuation that upon page 
58 of our Supreme Court report we omitted 
some of our liabilities in making up our state­
ment, it is hardly necessary for me to say 
that, like the other charges, it has no founda­
tion in facu All our liabilities on every ac­
count are given in the statement. We pay 
cash practically for all that we buy. I find 
in the statement referred to that" among the 
liabilities given are the following: The To­
ronto Lithographing Company, $3306.04, 
this was for certificates of membership, upo n 
which we make a profit; Gillespie, Ansley &
Dixon, $663.75 on account of hats of various 
grades, and which are being sold to members 
very rapidly, and upon every one of which 
the Supreme Court makes a profit; P. W.
Ellis & Company, $87.45 for badges and 
jewelery, eta I am not aware that it is 
customary to include in a statement of 
assets and liabilities the salaries of officers, 
but as a matter of fact the salaries and all 

accounts not in the statement of 
liabilities had been paid to the date of the 
same.
