THE METHODIST CHURCH 
DEDICATED TO THE 

WORSHIP OF GOD
Successful Supper and Entertainment

The dedicatory service of the Watford 
Methodist church was held on Sunday 
morning last, when the church was 
crowded to the doors. Rev. H. D. 
Moyer, of Petrolea, chairman of the 
Strathroy District, performed the cere­
mony, assisted by the pastor, Rev. F. G. 
Robinson. The trustee board being 
called to the front to assist, Mr. Joseph 
H. Hume, recording steward, made the 
request for dedication. The ceremony 
was a solemn one. The sermon, preach­
ed by Rev. Moyer, was an impressive 
one. He took for his text Psalm 50 : 2, 
“Out of Zion, the perfection of beauty, 
God hath shined.” The theme of the 
discourse was Shechaniah, the Divine 
Light. The speaker cited how in Old 
Testament days God the Father appeared 
many times to man in a shining light ; 
that Christ came to earth to lighten the 
world ; and that in the present day the 
light of the Holy Spirit is manifested 
through God’s people on earth. The 
discourse; was an excellent one and was 
attentively listened to. The choir of 22 
voices rendered some very good music. 
They appeared for the first time in their 
new gowns, which are black, those of 
the ladies being relieved by white xat the 
throat, and white collar.

In the afternoon the Sunday School 
held their first session in the new Sunday 
school room, and the classes assigned 
their respective places. The Rev. Mr. 
Moyer addressed the children.

The church was crowded to the doors 
in the evening, many people being un­
able to gain admittance. Rev. Mr; 
Moyer preached, and commanded the 
close attention of all present. The choir 
did their part well giving some good 
music.

The supper ankl entertainment given 
on Monday evening was well' patronized. 
The spread of edibles was profuse and 
succulent, well served and thoroughly 
enjoyed by all present. After full justice 
had been done to the supper, which was 
served in the handsome and commodious 
schoolroom, the audience adjourned to 
the auditorium, where an edifying pro­
gram was presented. The pastor of the 
church, Rev. F. G. Robinson, presided, 
snd the proceedings opened by singing 
the hymn “Crown Him Lord of All,”|and 
prayer by Rev. S. R. V. Pentland. Short 
addresses were given by Revs. Irwin, 
Moyer and Pentland and Reeve Kenward 
made a few remarks. The choir render­
ed a couple of anthems very acceptably 
and solos were sung by Miss L. Cameron 
and Mr Crosse ; duets by Miss and C. 
Pentland and by Rev. W. M. Connolly 
and Mr. Matthews ; two quartettes by 
Messrs. Connolly, Potter, Crosse and 
Marsh ; a violin and piano duet by 
Messrs. R. D. Swift and C. Pentland ; a 
piano solo by Mr. C. Pentland, and a 
violin solo by Mr. R. D. Swift, the enter­
tainment being brought to a close by 
singing the national anthem. Every 
item on the program was well executed 
and thoroughly enjoyed by the large 
audience present.

The proceeds of the Sunday services 
and supper amounted to over $550.

During the past three years Can­
adian municipalities have borrowed 
$240,000,000. Of that amount 25 
per cent, was marketed in Canada. 
One hundred and thirteen million 
dollars was borrowed in 191N, which 
was a highwatormark, and unlikely 
to he reached again for some time. 
In the opinion of some financiers, 
the tendency is towards lower rates 
of interest. The extensive liquid­
ation that has been going on, the 
cessation ol new enterprises and the 
marked caution followed in every 
direction in the matter of improve­

ments and developments are the in­
fluences at work which will lower 
the interest rate. This condition, it 
is thought, will continue regardless 
of whether we witness a fair revival 
in industrial activity next year or 
not.

Patriotism and Production

Patroitism without production is 
an empty sound. If ever there was 
a time when by your deeds you are 
required to be known, it is now. 
Now, when the Empire is at war ; 
now, when many of the regular 
channels of supply are closed ; now, 
when men in millions have been 
summoned from the paths of indus­
try to the inferno of destruction ; 
now, when Britain is fighting for 
Belgium’s right live ; now, when 
the world’s libeiues are at stake ; 
now, when Germany seeks to pros­
trate Britain even as she has pros­
trated Belgium ; now, when Ger­
many threatens the forty million 
people of England, Scotland, Ireland 
and Wales with starvation ; now, 
when the enemy is bombarding 
peaceful towns and villages, slaughter­
ing innocent and harmless women 
and children ; now, $when fertile 
fields and fruitful gardens of other 
lands are lying in waste and swollen 
with death ; now, is the time when 
Canada is called upon to put forth 
her mightiest effort to help stem the 
tide of destruction, to aid the Em ­
pire and to profit herself.

In entering upon the campaign in 
which it is now engaged, the De­
partment of Agriculture of the Dom­
inion has entered upon a task that 
should do untold good. It is not 
that our farmers needed altogether 
to be prompted to benefit themselves, 
but that perhaps some of them do 
not recognize the seriousness of the 
present and the more than probable 
critical conditions of the future. If 
the war were to end to-morrow, 
there would still be need for every 
effort in productiveness, for many 
years must elapse before the devas­
tation that has been caused can be 
remedied or repaired. Unhappily, 
the probabilities are that the giant 
conflict will continue for many 
months yet, in which case the mind 
of man cannot fathom or foresee the 
damage that will have been done to 
every form of industry. To agricul­
ture in particular, by the waste of 
life, by the wrecking of property and 
by the spreading of desolation. It 
is in repairing the damage others 
cause that the farmers - are called 
upon to aid. It is their mother 
country that cries to them.

The Agricultural Department is 
not alone holding conferences at any 
points in the country, but it is en­
gaged, as will be seen by the announce­
ment elsewhere, in distributing large 
quantities of literature telling how 
the farmer can best serve the inter­
ests of the empire, display his grate­
ful sense of patriotism and bring 
profit to himself. In brief and ex­
plicit language, that all who run may 
read and understand, is pointed out > 
the needs of the situation and 
how those needs can be met. 
Above all, the advice is given to 
avoid waste. Everything can be 
utilized. Nothing need be thrown 
away as valueless. The economy of 
production is in saving.

The wisest can learn something bv 
reading, and in the Bulletins and 
Reports prepared and written by 
experts and men of practical science, 
farmers will find hints, suggestions 
and information of the greatest 
possible value at this season, and 
such as will advantage both their 
land and themselves for all time. 
They will also aid them in that duty 
to the Empire which is such pressing 
and instant importance that to shirk 
it is to be criminal.

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Magic
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The Seed Law

With the opening of the 1915 seed 
trade, seedsmen, farmers and garden­
ers may wish to review the conditions 
under which sales may be made. The 
Seed Control Act provides that 
timothy, alsike, red clover and alfalfa 
seed must not be put on sale for the 
purpose of seeding without being 
plainly marked with the grade, 
namely : Extra No. 1, No. 2, No. 3. 
Farmers may sell seed below No. 3 
in quality only to dealers to be clean­
ed and brought up to grade. All 
other grass, clover and forage plant 
seeds and those of cereals and flax 
must be marked in a plain and i 
delible manner with the common 
name or names of any noxious weed 
seeds present.

Seed of cereals, flax, grasses, 
clovers, forage plants, field roots and 
garden vegetables must have a ger­
mination of two-thirds of the per­
centage standard of vitality for good 
seed of the kind or be marked with 
the percentage that are capable of 
germinating. “Papered seeds” must 
be marked with the year in which 
the packet was filled.

Representative samples of seeds 
for purity and germination tests may 
be sent to the Seed Branch, Ottawa. 
Two ounces of grass seed, white or 
alsike clover ; four ounces of red 
clover, alfalfa or seed of like size and 
one popnd of cereals are desired 
Samples under 8 oz. may be sent 
without postage and are tested free 
of charge up to 25 in number for 
each person or firm.—Seed Branch, 
Ottawa.

The Bacon Hog

“Swine Husbandry in Canada' 
is the title of Bulletin No. 17 of the 
Live Stock Branch of the Depart­
ment of Agriculture at Ottawa. This 
publication describes the bacon hog 
and discusses his breeding and rear­
ing.

The breeds of swine roared in 
Canada aro described and a history 
of each is given.

A plain fact that cannot be im­
pressed too strongly is that cows 
have individuality ; people have 
personality. What makes two cows 
yield quite different weights of milk 
and fat when all conditions are prac­
tically equal ? Even supposing a 
cow’s interior economy were made 
visible and luminous, has any man 
the requisite knowledge to fathom 
all the mysteries of milk-manufacture?

We do know this, the yield of 
milk and its percentage of fat are 
apt to vary from day to day most 
strangely. The first half of the 
milk drawn may not contain more 
than half as much fat as the latter 
half : the cow may have some slight 
sickness ; some of her delicate ner­
vous functions may be deranged 
temporarily ; extremes of weather, 
undue exposure, excitement, may all 
influence the yield of milk and the 
test. Hence it is clear that the 
sensible way to judge a cow’s per­
formance is not by any one test or 
weight, but rather on her TOTAL 
YIELD for the season. A cold, 
matter-of-fact “average” does not 
give necessary information, COWS 
HAVE INDIVIDUALITY, which is 
worth studying so that they may 
repay their owners for intelligent 
handling. If you are not already 
testing each cow you own, write the 
Dairy Division, Ottawa, for forms 
for recording milk yields and feed.

War Summary
Washington, Feb. 25. — From an 

authoritative source the principles of the 
proposals which the United States made 
to Great Britain and Germany in the 
notes which were prepared after the 
meeting of the Cabinet on Friday last, 
and immediately despatched to Ambas­
sador Page at London and Ambassador 
Gerard at Berlin, have been obtained.

Both Great Britain and Germany are 
asked definitely “to withdraw their 
mines from the open seas.”

Great Britain has been asked to permit 
the importation of foodstuffs into Ger­
many lor non-combatants under the 
supervision of agents ot the United States.

Germany has been asked to cease 
attacks on merchant vessels by submar- 
i n» «••.

The two notes arc said to not exceed 
■500 words each in length.

Feb. 27.— Heavy fighting is in progress 
in various parts of North Poland between 
the Get mans and the Russians Sau- 
guinarv engagements have taken place 
along the Niemen, near Sventoyansk 
and to the north, and also in the region 
■of Przasnvsz, and the heavy German 
siege artillery has opened a bombard­
ment on the Russian fortress of Ossowetz.

A repulse of the Germans who had 
crossed the Niemen near Sventoyansk. 
secordmg to Petrograd, forced them to

return to the bank of the river whence 
they came. Near Grodno the fighting 
continues. Villages here have changed 
hands repeatedly

Having silenced the forts at the en­
trance to the Dardanelles the allied fleet 
is now covering the work of mine sweep­
ers in the channel, preparatory to at­
tempting further progress along the 
narrow waterway leading to the Sea of 
Marmora.

London, Feb. 28.—Great Britain, 
France and their allies have advised 
neutral countries that they hold them­
selves at liberty to stop all shipping to 
^nd from Germany and the countries of 
her allies.

There are evidences also of heavy 
fighting and Germans are diametrically 
opposed. The Germans claim to have 
pushed the Allies back to the west of the 
Vosges for a distance of nearly four 
miles. The French declare that in the 
Vosges region they have repulsed an 
attack by the Germans.

Paris, Feb. 28. A French cruiser has 
arrested the Arne* «can steamer Dacia in 
the channel, him taken her to Brest. 
This announcement is officially made.

Three Canadians have been killed and 
four wounded up to this date. Ottawa, 
March 1.—The first Western Ontario 
soldier to die in action in the present war 
is Bugler Edward Callan, of Preston, 
Ont., whose death is announced to-night 
in the official list given out by the militia 
department.

One other Western Ontario soldier is 
included, Private E. Chapman, of Ailsa 
Craig, who is reported slightly wounded.

One other man, Lieutenant Boggs, of 
Halifax is also reported dead.

London, Mar. I.—It is considered al­
most certain in official quarters at Wash­
ington that a protest will be made against 
the action of the allied nations, which 
is regarded as an unprecedented and 
novel step, and one likely to work injury 
to commerce between the United States 
and the countries with which she is at 
peace.

The British Parliament has voted the 
total sum of $1,810,000,000, asked for by 
Premier Asquith for the prosecution of 
the war, covering the expenses of the 
current year up to the end of the present 
month.

London, March 1.—11.10 p.m.—If the 
combined fleets of Great Britain and 
France can prevent it, no commodities 
of any kind, except those now on the 
seas, shall henceforth, until the con­
clusion of the war, reach or leave the 
shores of Germany.

This is England’s answer to Germany’s 
submarine blockade, and it is to be 
effective forthwith.

March 3.—Although details are meagre 
it is believed heavy fighting is going on 
in certain areas in the western arena to 
which war zone the Germans are about 
to send considerable reinforcements. 
Here both French and English have 
also probably been reinforced along the 
battle line, and have been conducting 
aggressive operations, particularly in the 
Champagne region.

Germany’s reply to the identical note 
of the American Government to Germ­
any and Great Britain, concerning 
Germany’s naval war zone and the de­
tention by British warships of non-con­
traband cargoes destined for Germany 
has been made public. Germany agrees 
to have her submarines examine mer­
chantmen in the war zone, but if they 
carry contraband or are of hostie nation­
ality she will proceed against them ac­
cording to international rules.

Germany also agrees to cease putting 
out drifting mines, but finds it impractic­
able to renounce the use of anchored 
mines for offensive purposes. She 
promises also to guarantee that such 
foodstuffs as are permitted to reach her 
shores will be delivered exclusively to 
the civil peculation.

To make effective the British declar­
ation of the Allies’ intention to stop 
commerce to and from Germany, an 
order by the privy council will be necess­
ary. Up to the present such an order-in­
council has not been issued.

No further statements regarding the 
operations of the Anglo-French fleet in 
the Dardanelles have been issued offic­
ially. but newspaper advices report that 
two forts well inside the Dardanelles 
have been bombarded by the warships, 
and that a third fort has been shelled by 
a naval landing division.

Ottawa, March 3.—The deaths of three 
more Canadians at the front, two of them 
members of the first contingent and the 
third, Captain R. G. R. Mansfield, of 
the Princess Patricias, were announced 
to-night by the militia department.

One officer, Lieutenant Colquhoun, of 
Hamilton, Out., a member of the Pats, 

missing. Three others were wounded, 
Major Hamilton Gault, who raised the 
Princess Pats ; Lieutenant Crabbe, of the 
same regiment, and Lance-Corporal 
Fred. Creckenton, of the 2nd Battalion, 
first contingent.

The dead are Pte G. W. Eadie, Pte. A.
P. Peattee, Lieut. W. G. Colguhoun.

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Kentucky Blue Grass

The remarkably low price of Ken­
tucky Blue Grass seed this year calls 
for a special consideration of the 
characteristics and value of this 
grass. It is a long-lived perennial 
with creeping rootstocks but is rather 
slow in getting established. It will 
live under the most trying conditions 
but does best on a moist fertile soil 
which is rich in line. Growth starts 
early in the spring and the plants 
flower about the same time as Or­
chard Grass and Early Red Clover. 
It should be grown in mixtures for 
hay on a long rotation or for perman­
ent pasture and is the basis of lawn 
mixtures. It is an excellent bottom 
grass and is much relished by stock. 
The legal weight of seed is 14 lbs. 
per bus. and the minimum legal 
germination is 53 per cent.—Seed 
Branch, Ottawa.

Accidental Death Verdict in 
Sterathroy Case

Strathrov, Feb. 25.—Accidental death 
•with blame attached to no one, was the 
substance of the verdict returned here 
to-night by Coroner Dr. O. L. Berdan’s 
jury, after investigating the death of 
Charles DeGroat, of this place, who suc­
cumbed to injuries at his home on Mon­
day last. Rumors of foul play in con­
nection with his death had been going 
the rounds.

The evidence went to show that De 
Groat’s injuries were due to his slipping 
and falling on his alighting from a rig in 
which lie had been driven from Watford 
a few nights previous, and Dr. [. R. Mac 
Cabe, who conducted a postmortem, 
testified that death was due to valvular 
■disease of the heart, hastened by the in­
juries in question.

Crown Attorney MeKillop, of London, 
was present at the inquest.

Watch the Cellar, ae Dampness Is Dan­
gerous on Walls or Floors.

If rain gets Into the cellar or there Is 
any leakage whatever ,to cause damp­
ness have It attended to at once. A 
damp cellar, aside from being danger­
ous, will ruin practically all foods. 
Large boxes of lime should be placed 
In the cellar, and lime should be sprin­
kled over the floor. For several days 
there should remain In the cellar cans 
of chloride of lime In water. This purl- 
fles the air. Provide dry boxes for 
fruit, which should be raised from the 
floor by bricks. One brick may be 
placed under each corner of the box. 
Even barrels should rest on bricks, or, 
better still, should be set on long pieces 
of scantling.

A swinging shelf placed on Iron 
hooks away from the wall Is excellent 
for holding baskets of onions, potatoes, 
tomatoes and other things that one 
wants within easy reach. When the 
side walls, ceiling and floor of a cellar 
have been swept and the shelves care­
fully cleaned you may apply a good 
coat of whitewash or two of them If 
necessary. This finished, wipe np the 
floor, throw open the windows, and the 
cellar will at once smell sweet and 
wholesome. Strictly speaking, clean­
ing the cellar Is a man’s work and 
should not be undertaken by a woman 
unless In case of dire necessity, but it 
Is essential that a woman superintend 
the task. A mere man Is apt to leave 
dirt In the corners and cobwebs In out 
of the way places.

Macaroni Soup.
To make this soup let a half gallon 

of stock boll. Then add one pint of 
macaroni, which has been soaked for 
two hours In warm water, a cupful of 
canned tomatoes, a slice of finely chop­
ped bacon, a sliced onion and one tea­
spoonful of chill sauce. Let It boll for 
thirty minutes. Season to taste and 
serve with crackers or bread croutons.

Hockey And The Duty
Of Young Men

(Editorial in Woodstock Sentinel-Review) 
The writer in the daily war sum­

mary in the Globe seeks to impress 
upon his readers of service age that 
the war is far from being over, and 
that, indeed, as far as the British 
Empire is ccncerned, it can scarcely 
be said to have yet begun. The young 
men of France, of Belgium, of 
Russia, and of Servi a not to speak 
of the United Kingdom are fighting 
not only for the security of their 
owti lands, but for Canadian liberty. 
He adds : “We shall not do very 
much to destroy German militarism 
by singing “Tipperary” at hockey 
matches."

The reminder, with its implied 
rebuke, is neither untimely nor un­
necessary. In Woodstock, for in­
stance, it is the customary thing to 
see from one to two thousand 
people, made up largely of young 
men of service age, at a hockey 
match, and to hear them cheer 
themselves hoarse. But the local 
regiment is compelled to appeal in 
vain for sufficient young men to keep 
it np to full strength, and even the 
Home Guard, which imposes no very 
burdensome restrictions on its mem­
bership, is said to be falling away for 
lack of interest.

What is the matter with the young 
men of the community ? Is it that 
they do not fully realize how urgent 
is the call of duty. If they were 
living in Russia or France or Bel­
gium or Servia, they would have no 
choice. That they have, so far, the 
right to exercise their own judgment 
as to whether they shall respond . to 

, the call of duty or not is due to the 
fact that they are living in a country 
where freedom is the birthright of 
everyone. Bat does not that very 
fact emphasize the urgency of the 
call to duty, when it comes ? Is 
not the freedom which Canadians 
enjoy worth defending ? Surely it 
cannot be that people who are ac­
customed to the atmosphere of 
liberty, until it seems as necessary 
to existence as pure air, are content 
to leave to the Belgians, theServians, 
the French and the Russians, the 
responsibility for the maintenance of 
that liberty !

There is no objection to hockey 
matches. There is no objection to 
the attendance of young men at 
hockey matches. There is no objec- 

j tion to the cheering or to the singing 
of “Tipperary" ; but important things 
should come first, and it must be 
frankly admitted that it is neither 
inspiring nor satisfying to see the 
young men of the country pouring 
out their enthusiasm on hockey or 
any other game, while the Empire to 
which they belong is fighting for its 
very existence, and their own freedom 
and the institutions which guarantee 
it, are in danger of destruction.

Canadians Under Fire
London, Feb. 25.—According to a re­

port here the “Little Black Devils” (pre­
sumably the 90th Regiment, Winnipeg) 
in a brilliant charge won some German 
trenches, inflicting heavy losses on the 
enemy. It is said that one company of 
the Canadians had several men killed.

The infantrymen of the Canadian ex­
peditionary force have had their baptism 
of fire. They were sent forward to re­
lieve Imperial troops in ttie trenches.

Letters from Toronto officers state that 
the men behaved splendidly under a 
fierce shelling. Lieut.-Col. Rennie of 
the Queen’s Own Rifles reports that 
several men have been wounded by 
shrapnel and snipers. The casualties ail 
around have been unusually light. The 
censor prohibits the sending ot unofficial 
casualty lists.

STREETS OF CHRISTIANIA.
Th» Most Tastefully Designed of Any 

Capital In Europe.
Christiania to probably the moat 

tastefully laid out capital of any state 
In Europe, Paris Itself not excepted. 
It owes its foundation entirely to King 
Christian IV. of Denmark, from whom 
It takes Its name, who In or about the 
year 1623 decided to erect for himself 
a new capital on the opposite side of 
the river to Oslo.

The whole of the main streets of the 
city run at right angles and are ex­
tremely wide. Indeed, it would hardly 
be an exaggeration to call them squares 
rather than streets. For the most part 
the architecture to rather heavy In de­
sign, but the clear air that comes from 
the fiords tends to give the whole place 
a tone of lightness that It would other­
wise lack.

The river Aker contains a wonderful 
series of waterfalls In the upper 
courses some little distance from the 
city, where practically the whole of 
the necessary power for the ever grow­
ing manufacturing quarter of the Nor­
wegian capital to generated. This 
quarter to rather rigorously restricted 
to the suburb of Sagene. on the north 
side of the city, since town planning to 
something more than a mere name In 
Norway.

The royal palace, which was built 
by Christian IV., to a handsome build­
ing of rather unattractive architec­
ture.—Manchester Guardian.

PREDICTS THE TIDES.
One of Uncle Sam’s Machines That 

Does Wonderful Work.
A machine known as the United 

States tide predicting machine No. 2 
and which Is In dally operation In the 
United States geodetic survey at Wash­
ington. makes mathematical calcula­
tions which would otherwise require 
100 persons to do.

Its work la nothing less than the pre­
dicting of the times and heights of 
high and low tides a year in advance. 
Its mechanism is of brass and steel, its 
house a huge mahogany and glass case 
and its tender one observer, who turns 
a crank and copies off on paper the 
residing of several dials and later re­
moves from the machine a roll of paper 
on which is plotted the tidal curve for 
the particular spot along the coast the 
tides of which have been predicted.

Every year the United States issues 
a book of tide tables, primarily for the 
use of its navy and. secondly, for the 
use of all who go down to the sea in 
ships. This book of tide tables gives 
the time to the minute and the height 
of the nearest tenth of a foot of every 
high and low tide during the year for 
seventy of the world seaports, and by 
means of an auxiliary table the same 
information for 3,000 other places.— 
Scientific American.

Shortly after arriving at 
Daressalam I started for Ugogo, and after 
a none too comfortable train journey (the 
carriages on the German railway not 
comparing is comfort with those on the 
Uganda railjvay) duly arrived at Dr. 
Westgate's station—Kotigwa. I found
him very busy completing the new Huron, 
Training College, which, when finished, 
will be an inestimable boon and blessing j 
to the whole Mission. The accomodation 
will be most ample for all the needs of 
the Principal and his students, and with­
out wishing to make any invidious dis­
tinction, I must say that I even prefer it 
to our own beautiful Divinity building at 
Frere Town. Great credit is due Dr. 
Westgate for-all be has accomplished in 
connection with the erection of such a 
magnificent structure in the wilds of 
Africa. Only those of us who have had 
experience in building in such places 
can fully realize the magnitude of such 
a work.

While at Kongwa I was much impress­
ed to see the keenness of the Wagogo for 
the things of God. Huge crowds attend 
the Sunday and weekday services, while 
there are nearly 25 ôutstâtions and 
schools, worked by native teachers. The 
number of such outstalions seems to be 
on the increase. The people appear to 
regard it as a privilege to build schools 
and chapels without calling upon the 
Mission for financial help towards the 
same. I was greatly interested when a 
chief, from some outlying part, came to 
Dr. Westgate and complained that some 
people who had moved into his district 
from another part of Ugogo, were wish­
ing to build a school-chapel of their own 
in addition to his. The chief contended, 
and possibly rightly, that his school- 
chapel could suffice for all in his district.

We are indebted to Mr. R. Stifrett, of' 
Petrolea, thç County Council’s represent­
ative to' the Provincial Hydro Radial 
Union for the following report of the 
Hydro Radial situation in the County. 
His information was obtained by letter 
from the Chief Engineer of the Ontario 
Hydro Power Commission under date of 
February 20th, 1915, and by personal in­
terview with the engineering staff of the 
Commission at Toronto last week.

The Commission has completed a num- 
j ber of surveys and prepared estimates of 

the cost of road-bed construction on the 
following lines through Lambton and ad­
jacent counties:—

(1) From London, west through the 
townships of Adelaide, Warwick, Plymp- 
ton and Sarnia (Tp.) to Sarnia.

(2) From a junction in the above line, 
in Plympton Tp., through Petrolea and 
Dresden to Chatham.

(3) From a junction on the fiist 
named line, through Strathroy, via Al- 
vinston, through Brooke, Euphemia and 
Dawn to a junction with the second 
named line near Rutherford.

(4) A branch from Huron County si^r- 
ve> will probably enter Lambton by way 
of Grand Bend, touch Thedford and join 
with the Lambton system in the vicinity 
of Arkona.

These, if approved by the electors, will 
form the tmuk lines of the County and 
from them subsidiary lines may radiate, 
where the traffic will warrant their con­
struction. Traffic statistics for the Coun­
ty are soon to be collected and compiled 
and the complete report is expected to be 
ready in early summer. To ensure the 
greater success of the Lambton system is 
to be co-related with and form part of a 
wide-extending Hydro-Radial Transport­
ation System, which will embrace the 
portions of Ontario indicated by these 
outline points, Windsor, Chatham, St. 
Thomas, Brantford, Hamilton, Toronto, 
Owen Sound, Goderich and Sarnia; 
touching London, Stratford, Beilin, 
Guelph, Galt, Woodstock, Milton and 
the numerous towns and villages en 
routes.

All the estimates on these various lines 
are based on the expected federal subsidy 
of $6,400 per mile, which is the same as 
that given to railroads when promoted 
and owned by private interests

It is expected that the Dominion Gov­
ernment will sanction this subsidy, and 
thus help along the principle of public 
ownership of transportation lines, of 
which Sir Adam Beck is the popular 
apostle.

Mr. Stirrett further says it is desirable 
that every person interested in the advent 
of Hydro Radiais and Hydro Light and 
Power for Lambton should see to it that 
their Federal representatives, Mr. F. F. 
Pardee and Mr. J. E. Armstrong are en­
couraged to support the granting of the 
subsidy when the matter comes up in the 
House of Commons. For them to becouie 
champions of the cause at Ottawa would 
give Lambton an honorable distinction, 
and even then they would not be run­
ning ahead of public opinion as it stands 
to-day, in every municipality in Lamb­
ton, oil this live and important question. 
With the assurance of this Federal grant, 
with financial conditions no more abnor­
mal than at present, there is no reason 
why Lambton Radiais should not be in 
operation in.two years.
