JHE FIRE IN NORTHERN 
ONTARIO

Up to the present time nearly 
fifty lives are known to have been 
lost in the fire zone and the loss of 
property is estimated at $8,000,000. 
The relief work is progressing along 
well organized lines, but the loss, 
suffering and sorrow caused by the 
conflagration still remains. Those 
who came through it will never for­
get it, and unless the rest of us are 
incapable of sympathy the thought 
of it will not soon fade from our 
minds. It is the duty of ail who have 
any influence to keep before the pub­
lic the fact that on the verge of the 
Winter season there are many people 
in the stricken district who are with- 

| out homes, clothing, food and com­
forts of any kind. Generous people 
are assisting the government in the 
relief work and helping to provide 
for the many who have been stripped 
of all their worldly possessions by 
the great fire. The work must be 
kept up and the government must 
take hold of the devastated area and 
minister to the afflicted people there 
in a spirit of liberality. The emerg­
ency work must broaden out into an 
extensive policy for establishing the 
stricken people on a fresh footing in 
that new country, and whatever is 
done to alleviate the lot of the suff­
erers will have the approval of all 
right thinking people.

The love story of two families of 
young people, who have been child­
ren together in the east and take 
up adjoining homesteads in the Sas­
katchewan country, is its main 
theme. And n beautiful and absorb­
ing love-story it is, with a touch of 
suspense toward the close which 
makes it all the happier in the end.

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The oldest inhabitant of Old On­
tario will not be able to recall a 
summer so nearly approaching the 
ideal as the one which is now passing 
into fall. From the standpoint of ag­
riculture (and this is mainly an agri­
cultural province) it would be hard 
to improve upon the season. An 
early spring brought timely rains 
Which were only a trifle too abund­
ant. There was warmth to promote 
growth, but no scorching heat. The 
June frosje were so light as to be 
harmless, and throughout the sum­
mer rain never failed to come when 
it was needed. All field crops grew 
splendidly and througout there was 
an abundance of fresh grass for the 
stock. There was a little trouble in 
harvesting the sweet clover, some 
being spoiled by rain, but the other 
hay crops were taken in in good 
condition. Then came the grain har­
vesting, a lot of the wheat and out­
going into the bams with little or no 
rain. Com gives all appearance of 
a bumper crop,, and potatoes will be 
more plentiful than for a dozen 
years, and so far there is no' evid­
ence of damage by rot. Such a sea­
son is most fortunate for the coun­
try. Coming after two years of 
business depression, with only aver 
age crops, it will do much towards 
establishing confidence and Reviving 
business.

Lxuuries vs. Education

In 1920 the United States blew 
away in smokç of cigars and cigar­
ettes $300,000,000 more than the 
total cost of education in 1918, ac­
cording to P. P. Claxton, U.S. com­
missioner of education. The total 
cost of tobacco in all its forms in 
1920 was five times the total cost of 
teacher’s salaries in 1918 and almost 
exactly the same as the total cost of 
elementary and secondary education 
for the years 1914, 1917 and 1918. 
If the people who use tobacco had 
smoked two cigarettes instead of 
three, taken two “chaws” instead of 
three,and two dips instead of 3 and 
had paid to the , support of the 
schools the money thus saved for the 
year, the salaries of teachers in the 
schools of all grades, public and pri­
vate, could haye been increased more 
than 120 per cent.

According to government returns 
for 1920, the people spent twenty- 
two times’as much for luxuries that 
year as spent for education in 1918, 
and six billions or 30 per cent, more 
than we have spent for. public edu­
cation in all our history.

The late 
Theodore Roosevelt was an able Am­
erican Statesman whose name it is 
creditable for Americans to perpet­
uate, but that is no reason why Can­
adians should establish a memorial 
to his name. Canada has had as 
eminent statesmen who served the 
country truly and well, who Cana- 

1 dians should be proud to honor. To 
pass them by for an American would 

■ show a lamentable lack of the true 
fitness of thingt.

Rockefeller immovably tied for the 
honor. A news bulliten of The Jour­
nal today1 says: “Henry Ford has, in 
the Ford Motor Company, the larg­
est income, and, if capitalized, the 
largest fortune, in the world. Profits 
before taxes for 1922 will exceed 
$125,000,000. After taxes they will 
be $110,000,000 about $100 a Car. 
With these earnings, the Ford Motor 
Company would be capitalized at 
$2,000,000,000, and pay 5 per cent, 

on that capital.
