to bury him; leaves his family desti-
tute and objects of charity.

“Though 1 should live a thousand
years I could never forget the picture
of just such a scene as this that I saw in
Mount Hope Cemetery a few days ago
—the one that inspired this sermon. I
was called upon to preach the funeral
sermon of a man who was a clerk in
one of the great railroad offices down
town. He had a beautiful little home
here the city, a lovely wife and
child. He lived a life of simple, happy
ease.

“One day last week he was sitting
at his desk wniting and whistling,
when suddenly his whistling ceased,
his writing stopped, his head dropped
forward on his book, and his heart,
ever light and gay, ceased to throb.

“When his accounts were footed up
he had nothing.

SYDNEY, February 4.—A sensation
was caused here to-day by the news
that a number of refined English girlﬂ;;
who had been living in what was sup-
posed to be a school for education in
n-:»lomul hfe, had appealed to Mayor
Crowe and a clergyman of the town
for assistance, and had made their es-
cape from what was more a prison
than a school. In an interview with
The Herald correspondent to-night,
Miss Hagen, one of the young ladies
who is a daughter of Dr. Hagen, pro:
fessor of Owen College, Manchester,
gave the following account of her ex-
perience at Westmount:

“Karly last autumn an advertise-
ment appeared in leading English pa-
pers to the effect that a 551001 for
English girls desirous of being instruct-
ed dn life suitable for the colonies, had
been established on the farm of ’Cap~
tain Horsfall, R. N. R., situated in
Westmount, a suburban district op-
posite Sydney. .The advertisement
promised instruction in market garden-
ing, dairying, and also in English,
French and ~ Latin, dancing, and in
lact, everything that young ladies de-
sirous of living in Canada would re-
quire to know. The modest terms for
acquiring such kind of knowledge were
piaced at 10 pounds per quarter and
pupils were to share in the profits of
market gardening, dairying and other
departments of the farm. For reference
the names were given of Mrs. Arnold
Foster, Bishop Dover and the agent~
general of Canada in England. Mrs
Yoster, who is the wife of an admiral.
is enthusiastic in schemes of this kind,
and on recommendation like that of
Bishop Dover, who kuew Mrs, Horsfall
hf'll)l".’ her marriage, a large number of
Iinglish ladies decided to come to
Westmount.

ROBBERY AND SUICIDE.

St. John, February 15.—A sensation-
al robbery here Saturday was followed
by a still more sensational suicide. A
mean giving the name of Paul Gray,
hailing, as he said, from England, and
claiming to be a fortune-teller, came
here three weeks ago and took rooms
at Eljiott's hotel, where he had quite
a run of customers and took in some
money.

He gave information but found that
Gray had already taken the train for
the United States. A despatch was
sent forward and Gray was arrested
on the train at McAdam. Five of the
hills were found in the closet of the
car. Gray was immediately locked up
at the station, and an officer went
ftom St. John to bring him back. But
the next visitor to Gray's cell found
him dead, with the veins of his wrist
cut and the throat from ear to ear.
No one knows anything about the
dead man’s family.

VENEZUELA SCORES TWO POINTSJ

Washington, Feb. 13.—Herbert W.
Bowen, Venezuela’s representative in
the peace negotiations at Washington,
to-night signed with cach of the Allies’
representatives here a protocol provid-
ing for the immediate raising of the
Venezuelan blockade and for the refer-
ence on the question of preferential
treatment of the claims of the Allies
against Venezuela to The Hague Arbi-
tration Tribunal.

Immediately on the signing of the
last protocol cables were despatched to
London, Berlin and Rowme announcing
the fact. It is said that the command-
ers of the blockading fleet within the
next 24 hours will receive their orders
to withdraw their vessels at once.

By the signing of these preliminary
protocols, which have required more
than three weeks of constant negotia-
tions Venezuela makes two distinct
cains, the immediate raising of a
blockade from which she has been suf-
fering for some weeks, and tha return
of all her vessels, war and merchant,
which have been captured by the al-
lied fleet.

Great Britain, Germany and Ttaly
are to teceive an advance payment of
291,500, Great Britain receiving pay
ment on the signature of th protocol,
and Germany and Ttaly within thirty
davs from date. Germany in addition
will receive five monthly payments un-
til the full amount aggregates $340,000.

THE CITY OF BOSTON DISASTER.

St. John Globe:—Older residents of
St. John will remember that the
steamship City of Boston left Halifax
on Jan. 2nd 1570, and was never after-
wards heard from. Everybody on
board, including some St. John and
Halifax merchants, no doubt perished.
There have been many surmises as to
the fate of the vessel but no evidence
was ever secured to show where or
how. the vessel was lost. Mr. J. W
Montgomery, King street, who had a
near relative on the steamship, has
shown the Globe a Bridgeport, Con-
necticut, newspaper containing an ac-
count of wreckers’ work on a sunken
vessel ofi Pennfield Reef. The name of
the vessel could not be discovered.
Irom the wreck there was taken a
quantity of leather bearing the trade-
mark of Palen, Flagler & Co., of Fails-
burg, New York, a firm .which went
out of business in 1870. Mr. Montgom-
ery says the City of Boston carried a
lot of this leather in her cargo, and
therefore he . thinks it possible the
sunken wreck may be that vessel.

ANTHRACITE IN CAPE BRETON.

Baddeck, February 11.—Mr. Petrie,
of Giace Bay, and H. D. Matheson, of
Hunter’s Mountain, have, after work-
ing for many months at the latter
place, reached, at eighty-six feet, a
splendid seam of anthracite coal. The
seam is five and one-half feet of solid
A few months ago what was
thought to be anthracite coal, was
discovered near Hunter's Mountain.
Specimens were taken to Upper Can-
ada and the United States, and efforts
made to enlist the suppert of capi
talists in the proposition to mine an-
thracite coal in Cape Breton. About
the same time specimens of coal were
placed in the labratory at McGill,
and they were pronounced very good.
The coal in the seam just now reached
is the same as that examined at Me-
Gib. Tt is altogether likely that steps
will be taken immediately to work the
seam.

WEST WANTS GOVERNMENT LINE.

Toronto, Feb. 13.—Rev. Charles W.
Gordon, well . known by his nom de
plume of “Ralph Comnor” who is vis-
iting in town said in_an interview
that the MacKenzie and Mann hold on
Manitoba was such that the Province
could not possibly get a cent of in-
terest on its outlays on railways and
would probably have to pay part of
the yearly outlay on the lines. The
bargain was entirely in the interest of
MacKenzie and Mann, the welfare of
the Province being a very secondary
consideration.

The one great desire of the west was
for a Government road from Winnipeg
to the Atlantic. In Mr. Gordon’s
opinion this would mnot only be the
most popular, but the most successful
plan for relieving the existing desper-
ate conditions in regard to freight
blockades, rates ete.

THE BLOCKADE IS RAISED.

Laguaira, February 15.—The blockade
has been officially raised. The com-
mander of the British cruiser Tribune,
the only warship here, went ashore
this morning with the announcement
that the Tribune would leave this af-
ternoon for Trinidad. The populace is
wild with joy. The government im-
mediately on rexeiving the news that
the blockade had been raised, took
military measures and sent troops in
all directions to crush the revolution,
without giving the rebels a moment’s
respite.

A Day in Concord, Mass.

For the Monitor. i

. On August 25th, 1902, a bright i
ing which was the forecast of u‘n inl:s::-
ly hov day, my friends and 1 made
preparations for a day in *‘Historic
Coucord.” We were indeed ready for a
happy time, for these were the vacation
days when sight-seeing visitors crowd
about the historic shrines and literary
lm:t(l:narku of lt.his little town.

Alter consulting our guiisl cex we
Jdeciced to make our mgmry pilgrim-
age from Monument Square down the
Lexington Koad. The first place of in-
terest was the home of Ralph Waldo
Ewerson, which stands back from tne
sireet behind a row of horse-chestnut
trees. Here the “Sage of Concord”
lived for forty-seven years and mould-
ed into words nearly all his grave phi-
loscphy and divine poetry. Some dist-
ance from the Emerson house and
standing near each other are the homes
of Hawthorne and the Alcotts, also the
‘‘School of Philosophy,” the latter be-
ing a small chapel, reminding one igno-
rant of its history of a very small and
rather shabby chicken-coop.

We anie much interested in the
woodland path above the grassy slope,
rising from the sidewalk, for it leads
to Hawthorne’s home, “The Wayside.”
This oddly fashioned house and dreamy
spot in the surrounding pines was the
scene of his romance, “éeptimus Fel-
ttvu‘l," and here, too, he wrote his
“Tangle-wood Tales.” Since his day,
“The Wayside’’ has been the home of
the Boston publisher, Daniel Lothrop,
and his widow, who has made her nom
de plume, ‘‘Margaret Sydney,” and to
whom we are indebted for many juv-
enile contributions. The “Orchard
House,”” where the Alcotts lived for
nearly twenty years, and where Louisa
wrote her ‘“Little Women,” is now in
possession of a family in New Ywork,
who use its a summer house. The next
house is a prettily remodelled cottage
where Ephraim Bull lived. He was the
originator of the Concord grape and
here still flourishes the original vine
and arbor.

Seeing nothing more of interest in
this direction, we turned our course to
ancther part of the town, passing Old
Hill Burying Ground, the soldiers’
resting place, the monument on the
Common and Old Wright Tavern, the
latter being a store-house for supplies
during the war of 1775. We soon came
to the entrance of ‘‘Sleepy Hollow”
Cemetery, one of the most hallowed
spots in Concord. The drive-way is
bordered on either side with a cedar
hedge, which was fragrant from the ef-
fects of a hot noon-day sun. In the
great, green hollow that gives the cem-
etery its name, the air was full of lo-
custs, and their shrill note was the on-
ly sound which disturbed the perfect
stillness of a mid-summer day. We vis-
ited the grave of Thoreau, the great
naturalist and philosopher. At the
left within a hedge-bound enclosure is
a small stone with but the one word
“Hawthorne,”” engraven upon it. Near
here are the graves of the Alcotts and
Emerson.  The latter is marked by a
huge boulder of pink quartz, upon it
a plate inscribed with his name and
two lines from his poem, ‘“The Prob-
lem.” Everything here seemed quiet
and beautiful, a fit resting-place for
those who had taken such an active
part in their country’s historic and
literary affairs.

Again we take our bearings from
Monument Square. This-is the center
of the oldest inland Anglo-Saxon town’
in America, having been settled in 1635.
From these radiate several drives to
interesting spots. We take the one
along Main Street, lined on either side
with beautiful residences, some of them
elegant in structure. others more home-
like, each one being surrounded by
shrubs and evergreen trees. On one
side of the street beautiful lawns slope
down to the banks of the Sudbury
River, which runs nearly in line with
Main street. Judging from the number
of boats, of all sizes, moored along the
banks of the river, I'should think each
member of every family owned a boat.
One might almost fancy themselves in
“Venice beyond the Sea.”

Leaving Main Street we drove down
Monument Street past the “Old Manse’
at the left of Battle Lawn. At the foot
of a short avenue is a picturesque mod-
ern bridge, in part a reproduction of
Old North Bridge, across which the
British and Americans fired at each
other. On the side of this bridge where
the British fought stands the monu-
ment which commemorates the battle
fought on April 19, 1775. On the oppo-
site side of the rustic bridge the Amer-
icans stood. Here is the statue of the
“minute man,” who, in garb ol the
farmer soldier, is about to leave his
plough in answer to the call to arms.
This was designed by a Concord artist,
D. C, French, and bears the inscription,
so familiar:

“By the rude bridge that arched the
flood,

Their flag to April's breeze unfurled,

Here once the embattled farmers
stood,

And fired the shot heard round the
world.”

. It bas well been said, “Seldom does
it happen that hero, sculptor and poet
are found in one town.” I never so
fully realized that the ‘“War of the Rev-
olution”” was a fact and not mere his-
tory to bother some poor children at
school. Thus 1 found that to know
something ' and to realize it are two
very different sensations. At our left
as we stood facing the monument was
the grave of two British soldiers who
fell during the fight April 19, 1775.
The grave is enclosed by an iron chain,
so much indignation was shown at the
celebration in 1875, many people stamp-
ing upon the grave, that it became nec-
essary to thus enclose it. These are
decorated on Memorial Day. Here on
Battle Lawn we met the grandson of
the Captain of the minute men (Captain
Jackson) This gentleman now eighty-
two years old, had come from Californ-
ia to visit this historic spot.
On both sides of this avenue are mag-
nificent pines with rustic seats beneath
them, making it a very pretty resort in
summer time. The pines were placed
there by citizens, a day having been set
apart for the work. It is also kept in
order by the residents, no one in par-
ticular having charge of it. We find
here an exception to the old adage,
“What is everybody's business is mno-
body’s business,”” for not a scrap of
litter or rubbish is seen, and it is prob-
able that no other town in the state is
visited by so many picnic parties and
“liter-ary”’ people as visit the shady
streets and commons of Concord.

Now our historic and literary pil-
grimage was at an end. We resumed
our homeward ride enrolling that day
among the most profitable and interest-
ing. 1 shall ever remember the birth-
place of American liberty, Beautiful
Concord, embowered in her groves and
nestling amidst the foliage that the
hounteous years have wrapped around
her. This is a place to interest and
atiract a visitor.

le mentioned first the hawks, perse
cuted by almost every one. Out of
some ten varieties in our country only
three are known to eat chickens viz
the goss hawk, the Cooper hawkand
anotner long chin hawk.. Strange to
these are the ones that most of
ten ape the hunter.

These  hawks have a
perching on dead trees or long stumps
watching for prey and it is this weak
ness which allows of their being
caught. '

To do this, long poles with rat traps
set on the ends may be stuck upm
the oround in districts infested by
these birds and they are caught when
they alight upon them.

All hawks are great mousers, better

than cats, so that by killing them we
put aside means of protection.
In the crow we have a bird able to
take care of himself, but whois gen
erally reviled beyond his deserts. It
is g;mrully supposed that where he
can get it his chief food is corn, but
it was found on examination of the
crops of a large number that only
about 18 per cent of the food therein
was corn and these were killed wher
they had access to corntields. Cora &
not its natural food even in corn plant
ing season for all that time it is raising
its young and makes worms its priu
cipal food.

The black bird is really the greatest
robber of them all, for he not only
robs the grainfields but kills man)
birds which are beneficial.

1t to be regretted that the spar
row was ever brought to America. He
riddles our oat fields, robs our barns,
and eats the bursting buds of frun
trees and shrubs; also drives some
our best helpers from their haunts, es
pecially the swallows, our moth catch
ers. :

The most efiectual method of getting
rid of this pest is to boil one part o)
white arsenic and two of soda m wa
ter and soak wheat in’ the liquid untii
it becomes saturated.

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“BENEFITS OF AGRICULTURAL ED
UCATION.”

Mr. W. 0. Creighton, West River, N
S., read a caretully prepaied essay o1
the above subject. ‘lune nature of the
supjects incluced In such a tramning 1
very diverse. Science, however, 1
merely an exhaustive study of natare,
and scientitic larming immmg 1
harmony with natures laws. Men o1
virgin soils may u\.»rrgul‘nl that neces
sity, but the day of such managemen
is rapialy passing. None have bette
opportunities to study nature thai
farmers, but the proper direction
such studies is a very important mat
ter. Hence the necessity for an agrl
cultural college. Our decreasing rura
population is a warning to us as res
idents. The history of agricultural ed
ucation is a struggle agiinst such ten
dencies, and, vast as are the sum:
which have been spent in its develop
ment, the nation has yet'to be hearc
from which has permitted a relaxatio:
of efiort in this direction when once
the efiort is made. .

R. Messenger, B. A., of Bridge
town, d another paper on much the
same line. This gentleman regards the
system of tillage now in vogue as pur
robbery and can see little excuse fo
such a tendency, in view of the wealtl
of agricultural literature now contin
ually before our people. The appa
neglect of so splendid opportunitic
most regrettable, and Mr. Messenger
too, thinks well of the agriculture!
college as a corrective influence and a
means of raising the standard of farm
ing generally. The boys of the present
generation should be given an oppor
tunity. The agitation has been slum
bering for a year. Four years ago e
resolution passed the N. S. F. A., at
Annapolis, urging its immediate estab
lishment.

“PROFITABLE POULTRY RAISING.”
Chiel Hare employed living specimens
for illustrating his remarks, and in
opening  mentioned the fact that it
was only with much dilliculty that he
had been able to lind suitable speci
mens in Windsor. Much stress was laid
on _correct  form for feeding birds.
Avoid long ed chickens. They can
not be made nice in appearance, and
are sure to be delicient 1 breast meat.
Keep poultry warmly housed, else
the energy which should go to eggs
will be empioyec in  keeping the
bird warm and no eggs will be laid.
Make houses not only warm, but wind-
proof, by lining with paper. A coat
of whitewash will kill vermin. Put up
low roosts and arrange a curtain in
front of them at night. In spring give
them free range and turn in the roos
ters with them. Keep eggs for hatch-
ing in a cool place so that the whites
will remain sound. Set hens on the
ground, using a bottomless box with a
little straw to keep the eggs clean.
Feed them whole grain, grit and wa
Leave the young in the nest for
30 hours, without food, after hatch
ing. Feed carefully till 3 months old,
and then confine them in the fattening
rates. Feed -equal parts ground oats,
barley and wheat made iInto a mash
with skim milk. Begin lightly on that
ind use no hard grain for a week.
\iter that, feed hard grain once daily,
vith sand and grit for four weeks.
After starving 36 hours, kill after the
approved fashion without bleeding. By
neans of a case of packed birds, Mr.
