Of late years the Crmmussion has received more than
usual attontion on the part of the Christian Church,  fact
oasily explaigod, inssmuch as the Commussion of our Lords™™
may be cnnfflorod the very incentive of all aggressive
Christian wérk. It is most comprehensive, and yot very
explicit, so that no reader of the Commssion, as announced
by' Christ, and recorded 1u the Gospels and Acts, can fairly
miss ita import.

THE CANADIAN MISS8IONARY LINK.

The various records run as follows . -

** All authority hath been given unto Me in heaven and
on earth. (o ye therefore, and make disciples of all the

.nations, baptizing them into the name of the Futher, and

of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost : teaching them to ob-
sorve all things whatsoever [ commanded you : and lo, I
am with you alway, even unto the end of the world.”
(Matthew xxviii. 18-20.)

*Go ye into all the world, and preach the (fvapel to
the whole creation. He that believeth and 18 buptized
shall bo saved but he that disbolieveth shall be con-
demned.” (Mark x\i. 15, 16.) .

** Then opened He thew mind that they might under-
atand the Seripture ; and He said unto LKOH\, Thus it 18
writton, that tho Christ should suffer, and rise again from
the dead the third day ; and that repontance and remis-
son of sins should be preached in His name unto all the
nations, beginning from Jerusalem. Yo are witnossea of
these things.”' (Luke xxiv 456-48.)

* ** But yo shall receive powor, whon the Holy Ghost is
come upon you ; and ye shall be My witnesses, both in
Jorusalem and in all Judea and Samaria, and unto the
uttermont part of the earth ™ (Acts 1. B.)

Theso records all agree  Matthow gives the Commission
10 ats fulness, while in Mark, Luke, and Acts some phase
1 emphasized. In Mark the omphasis is upon the univer-
sality of the Guspel proclamation - Go ye mto oll the
world and proach the (Guspel to the whole creation.”

[t was necessary to emphasize this very particularly,
and 1t becumos us to re-omphasize it even 1n this present,
living, pulsating age, for some are 1 great danger of for-
wotting that the Gonpel should be preached heyond their
awn immediate neighbarhood.

In Luke and Acts the emphasis seems to be upon nt-
nessing for Christ . the Apostles being witnesses in the
sense of preaching what they had scen and heard. See
in this connection Acts iv 20, whore Peter justifies the
preaching of the (iuspel ‘' Whether it be right 1u the
sight of GGod t hearken unts you rather than unto God ;
judge ye for we canuot but speak the things which we
saw and heard.” So also I John i. 1, 2, where the Apostle
sposks of witneasing what they had seen, heard, and
handled. And this was true of the Apostles in a very
peculiar sense, for whon they came to eloot a witnoss to
fill the place of Judas he was tr be ** Of the men thore-
fure which have companied with us all the time that the
Lord Jesus went in and went out samong us, beginning
from the baplism of John, unto the day that He wan
received up !rum us, of these must one become n witneps
with us of Hia resurrection.” (Acts 1. 21, 22.)

Paul, also, renhized the importance of this, for ho, ton,
emphasized the fact of his having seen the risen Christ :
**Am I not an Apostle ! Havoe ] nut seen Jesus our Lord 1
(1 Cor. ix. 1)

The Gospel is therefare n witneasing, ** That the Christ
should suffor, and rise again from the doad the third day ;
and that ropentance and remission of sins should be
prenched in His name unto all the uatious.”

Having thus shown the relation obtaining between the
various records, we may proceed to speak of the Commie-
sion which Matthew rocords in it entirety. As to its im-
port nothing can be added to the bare statement itsslf to
make it more explicit.

“(in ye bhereg)m into all the world,” evidently means
the wholo inhabited world, whether the Americas in the
New World, tho three Continents in the Old World, or
the islands of the seas.
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** Makeo disciples of all the nations,” just as evidently
implies that Christian workers are to convert the peoples
of all lands into followers of Christ That the dusciples
were commnded to dweiple 18 clear not only from the comn
mand itself, but also from what {ollows, where provision
is made for the baptism and instruction of the discipled

** Baptizing them.” indicates the place that baptism
holds in the New Dispuenaation, as following chaciple-mak
ing, and signifies also that a public profession s oxpected
on the part of every disciple.

** Tenching them to uhaerve all things that T commanded
you,” means the organization into chirches of the dis
cipled wthamvmion for proper anstruction in Chrisuan
doctrine and duty.

Such then is the Comunssion, comprehensive in acope,
yet explicit 10 statemnont  That Christ has a righy W 1sue
such & Comrnission 18 clear from the snnoucement that all
authority i heaven and on earth has been gven unto
Him. That His followers have no ucension tukﬂemmus at
ita fulfilment 18 made equally clear v the closing words of
promise . And lo, T am with you slway, even unto the
ond of the world ™

As thus understood 1t can scarcely be mamtaned that
the Commssion has been fulfilled.  For certainly the
Christian Church has not made disciples of ull the nations,
such, for instance, us the nations of Indw, or of China, or
of Japan, vr of Africa.

The Protestant conmunicants of the world are estimated
at 30,000,000, and oven supposing all these to be true
disciplos, there would be, therefore, after more than
eighteen centunes of Christian work, hut 30,000,000 dis
ciples out of a world's population of 1,500 KK In
Indis, out of a population of 260,000,100, not more than
176,000 have been discipled  In China, out of a populas-
tion of 400,000,000, not more than 50X have beon dia
cipled In Japan, eut of a popdlation of 35,000, %), not
more than 30,000 have heen discipled  In Africa, out of
a population exceeding 200, (XK),000, not more than 120,000
have been discipled.

But the Comnussion is binding upon the Christisn
Church, not for a partial, but fur a complete fultilment,
inasmuch as 1t Christ's command. It 18

** Not ours to make reply ,
Not curs to reason why, '

but to act out our marching orders. Grant the Commission,
and there can be no question as w obedience ; Christ’s
commaads are sbsolute. And that this command reaches
the present generation of Christiuns, ia evident from the
closing words of promise ‘* Aud lo, I am with you alway,
even unlo the end of the world.” Moreover, the fact that
the Commission has never been fulfilled should bind 1t
upon our consciences and hearts with tenfold force. The
army of no earthly commander would return with defeat
resting upon 1ts banners without having put forth its
mightiest effort for victory.

The Commission 18 to disciple olf the nations, making
it therefore incumbent upon each generation of Christiana
to disciple the undiscipﬁad penpt:s of that generation
Certainly, this a stupendous undortaking, so stupendous
indeed, that mauy read '‘enanqelize, “1nstead of **disciple ”
To give the Gospel w the nations comes within human
calculation and pousibility, but to disciple the nations, and
that within the present generation, is what very few
Chnistisns contemplate.

But tirst this 18 what our Lord commanded, for the
Commission i exphcit beyond any fair posmbility of mis
understanding its scope and intoent. [t 8, ** Go Y& THERE.
PORE INTO ALL THE WORLD, AND MAKE DINCIPLEN OF ALL
THE NATIONR.”  And this Commission was given by one
who could view all the nations of the world 1n a moment
of time, and who could accurately measure all the obstrue
tions to the work. No such ides of world conquest had
ever baen promulgated before nor since. It dwarfs into
insignificance the %m—gest plans of the world's greatest and
mightiest conguerors. And it would indeed be wncon-
ceivable, were the Commssion not prefaced with the an
nouncement ‘' All authonty hath bheen given unto Me
in heaven and on earth,” and enforced by the encouraging,
“La, I am with you "' The omuipolent and ommupresent
Redeemer associates Himaelf with the Christian Church
in the undertaking, so that there can he no (nilure unless
Christ can fail.

How this work 1s to be done 18 shown by the command,
*“Go ye into all the world and preach the (iouspel to the
whole creation. He that believeth snd 18 baptized snall
be saved, but he that disbelieveth shall be condemned.”
This can be casily proolaimed within the present genera
tion. And there are cogent reasons why this generation
of Christians should bestir themselves. What are they 1
