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EDITORIAL NOTES.

Some years ago Douglas Jerrold wrote “ The Handbook of Swindling,”
showing the prevalence io the humap heart of 3 tendency to this refined and
delicate method cf compelling the world to pay its debt of a living to every
mao, and sctting forth the manifold advantages of excelling in the art.
YWhat a pity some of the gentlemen at Ottawa who bad the misfortune to
be found out could not have the advantage of reading this satire , many of
them would appreciate its points, even if they do not stand in need of them.

Tn aletter by Mr. A. Fultz, referred to elsewhere, a Newport farmer
claims Shat the rcason that the boys and girls are leaving the frms is that
in the United States their labor is paid for in cash; and the good old
patriot wants to know why their labor canrot find a market in our own
cities and towns. Mr. Fuliz quoter this approvingly, but it never seems to
have occurted 1o bim that if these boys ard girls were employed in Cara-
dian cities and towns the farms would be deserted to the same extent that
they noware. The Newport farmer strikes a nail oo the head when besays
“our boys and girls want dollara for their labor.” This is true, but Lkow
many farmers ever think of paying for the labor of their own boys and
girls. Perhaps when tbey do, and when our boys and girls are in a position
to bank their carnings, they will be better satished to remain at home, and
will be saved from the lives of toil end the early graves which too fre-
quently fall to the lot of Nova Scolia’s young exodients. Reformation in
the instruction of our public schools, and reformation among the farmers
who de not pay for the labor of their families, would soon fill our agricul-
tural counties with a strong, thrifty population.

The deatruction of the bridge at the Narrows was hailed 28 a Providence
by the dwellers in our sister city, aud a great desire to have Dartmouth
connected with the railway system of the continent by a line to Windsor
Juoction has been expressed. We are strongly in favor of this plan, and
hope that the petition of the Dartmouth people against the rebuilding of

¢ bridge may succeed in preventing the work being pushed on. There
1¢ Wany cogent reasone why the bridge should not be rebuilt, chief of
vhich is that it is not safe. Further than this, it soverely handicaps our
ister city to be made merely a sidiog, when she ought, rightly, to have a
ine of her own to Windsor Junction, passing through Waverley, which
ould be greatly benefitted thereby, and connecting with the W. & A. R,
wellas the I. C. R, This line would be five miles shorter than the line

between Halifax and the Junction and would be easy of construction, A
train leaving Dartmouth somo minutes later than the earliest leaving this
side weuld reach the Junction in time to make connections. Ase things were
previous to the destruction of the bridge, connection was only made with
the I, C. R., and then tho passengers Lad to be vp betimes in the morning
because the Dartmouth train had to connect 2: North Street Station. A
passonger for the West had to cross in the ferry in the 6.30 or 6.45 boat
and then drive to the depot, and many for the Intercolonial preferred % do
this rather than cross on the bridge, Now is the time for Dartmouth to
agitate in this mstter until it gets what it wants. The freight traffic war-
rants the outlay that wouid be required, and there ia little doubt that the

9 passonger traffic would grow under improved conditions.

In another column will be found a communication from BMr. A. Fultz, in
which some criticisms are offered upon one of our notes upon the census
returns. Mr. Fultz does not quite agree with us that it secms somewhat
paradoxical fo- the Counties of Annapolis, Kings and Hanta to be eajoying
an era of agricultural prosperity, sud at the same lime to show a decrease in
population ; and yet this is apparently a fact, and to our micds is a proof
that prosperity will not induce our young men and women to stay on the
farms. Mr. Fultz draws a pitiable picture of the state of affzirs 1a the
County of Hants, but he offers no suggestion as to the remedy to beapplied.
Commenting upon our quotation from the St. Juhn Gazstts that the condi-
tion of New Brunswick is no worse than that of the States of Maine and
Vermont, Mr. Fuliz points out that while the United States retains the peo-
ple who bavo desorted the farms, Nova Scotia and the Dominioo lote
forever those who leave us 10 go to the United States. Let us admis his
statement for the sake of argument. Does it not show that there is a strong
tendency among young people residing ia rural districis to seek excitement
and busy activity of city and town life; and does Mr. Fultz deny that the
system of public education established alike in Nova Scoiia, Mawme and
Vermont, hss a tendency to foster in the minds of our yauth a love for
commercial and indus: rial pursuits as opposed to that of agaculture. To
our mind this is one of the chief disadvantages uf our public school system,
and to it in a very large measure must be attributed the distaste for couatry
life which the Nova Scotiang, Maineacs and Vermonters have in commoa.

Of all the record-breaking of recent years, the feat of carrying the mails
from Japan to Lundon in tzentj-one days, to use a Yankee expression,
“licks creation.” That this was done mainly by means of the Canadian
Pacific Railway aud its line of subsidized steamers, appears to 1mpress the
people of the United States, as well 8s of Butaio, with the 1dea tbat Cana-
dians ate not sv very slow, and that something has been accomplished n
the way of transportation faciities acruss the northern part of the'Contineas
and over the Pacific Ocean to the Unent.  The run across the Pacitic, from
Yukohama to Victoria, B. C., was made by the Canadian Pacific Steamship
Ewmprees of Japanin gdays, g hours. At wne p.m ,on the 29.h ult., the mails
were put on board a Canadizn Pacific train at Vancouver, from whence
they were driven acruss the Continent to Brockwille st the rate of thirty-six
miles an hour. At Brocksille the mail bags, eighteen in all, were tracs-
ferzed to the care of 1he New York Central, ard at ten minutes past five a.
m. on the 2nd inst. they werc safe on board the steamship Uity of New
York, which had wa.ted ten mioutes to receive them. This ocean grey-
hound landed the mails at Quecnstown at two p.m. oo the 8ib, atter a voy-
age of five days, 22 hours, and 55 minutes. The mails reached London
the following day, just 21 days frum Japan, This remarkable performance
is regarded by some as a fvur Js furce, that will nut be repeated regularly,
and there i3 reason to question whethet there is sufficieat guin to anyone
concerned to warrant the wear and teat upon men and machanery in carry-
ing the mails regularly from the east at such a rate,  Fersonally 1@ makes
little difference to most of #s in this cvuntry, whether the mails from Japaa
take a week or & month to zesch us or owce versa, but what we all wake a
natural pride in, is that it is through our native lsnd that this epoch mark-
ing event has been accomplished. If only the whole ling, {rom one end to
the other, were Canadian, oot gratification would be greater, and it 15 to be
hoped that the interest awakened by this yuick travsit may resuit 1o str-
ring up business men to a sense of the situatiun.  The advantage to Great
Britain ot an all British route to the East through Canada, 1aking onty half
the Lume nccessaty by the Sucz Canal, is dawning upun the Post Office and
Military authoritice.  With such as this, Bntain wowid itkely attach a higher
value t0 the Dominion than she has cver before dune, and the Cansdian
Atlantic fsst mail service would no longer languish. Even as u 1s, our
value to the Empire has risen in the csumativn of those who koow, and
the St. Jamcs' Gazctie has been inspired to remark that Canada is the most
valuable highway to ke East, and that Briin must keep hor wittin the
Empire at any cost, . :
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‘We have recoived from the office of the Attorney General a pamphlet
containing * Forms in Criminal Cascs,” which have been prepared by a
Judge of the Supreme Court. ‘The need of mich forms has boen appdrent
for some time, ahd no doubt the officers of the court will iad them of
great assistance in conducting the formalities of criminal cases.

The German Emperor has nrrived at that age when he can sport a beard,
and lie appears to be more proud of the adoroment to his person than the
average yonug man is of the incipient mustache just appesting on his upper
lip. No photographs of Emperor William taken before this hirsute addi-
tion arrived are after this to be sold. So he has spoken, and he appears to
be the sole arbiter on the matter.

Morlaix, in France, has lopg enjoyed the honor of being called * the
most unhealthy town in Europe Recent information shows, only too
stuly, the aptuess of this epithet, From January to November, 1890,
there were 516 deaths aod only 396 births ; the excéss of deaths over biribs
beiog 220 in less than cleven months,  Were it not for a certain amount of
emigration from the country districtc the population of this veiitable city of
death would become extinct in less than two centusies.

Has anyone the right to make use of the earth as a conductor of elec-
tricily, to the detriment of other installations of the same kind? Such is
the curious question that was recently determined by ong of the courts of
the United States, Ttis well known that in many electrical contrivances
the earth is constantly employed in place of a return wire, the circuit being
completed in 2 most economical manner. This arrangem. it is technically
known as an ‘“‘esrth-circuit.” Now it appears that telephono lines fre-
quently suffer considerable disturbance on account of this common practice,
and the Ohio court was called upon by two litigants to decide as to its
legality. It was argued that the earth was common property when thus
used for transmission, and alsu that it would cause much expense if a com
plete metallic circuit was insisted upon. The coun, however, decided that
«he practice is illegal if it is to the disadvantage of other electrical installa-
tions. If this decision is not reversed, it will probably be the basis of nuw
legizlation all over the world.

hat, completed her costume. Sbe worc. her field glass over kér shoulder,
and wae sometimea geep to handle her ¢ Marting” but not often, 22 it
attracted attentivn, and she did not court public nctice,  Miss Luaic was
accompanied by her fathes, Surgeon-Major Leale, of the Channel Islands
Militia, and whea seen by the Pall Mall Gazette's representative, the two
were at the Ladies’ Club, having just returned from camp. Miss Leale is
a finc sample of young womanhood aud a credit to the Channel Islands,
which have a reputation for fine girls.

A distinguished Scientist of St. Petersburg, Prof. W. Manasier, has
arrested the attention of the thoughiful by the critical manoer in which he
hasinvestigated the workings of that selt-imposed disturber of nature’s beau-
teous harrmony, the corset, and the facts he announces may well be studied by
the feminine part of the civilized creation. The Professor has found that
the corset-wearer has a decressed vital lung capacity, receiving into them
one-third less air than the person whose thorax is untrammelled, and while
expiration is not impeded, inspiration is deficient, and thus the cntire act of
respitation is curteiled and made more rapid. The corsel-wearer will
breathe seven times while the non-ccrsat-wearer will only breathe five times.
A hurried respiration means a more rapid heart action and pulse ; & lowering
of arterial tension with tendency to ar.;emia and chronic oxygen stasrvation;
its sequence, & large amount of carbon dioxide circulating through the
veseele. This imgairs the lungs and makes them receptive of baailli, and
more terrible still, causes a bad complexion and red nose. Jirs. Russell,
the high-priestcss of Delsarte, the latest fashionable fad in vew York, says
thet by the corset destroying the patural outline and movement, the har-
mony i8 60 damaged as to rob the body of its power as an instrument for
sxpreesing its emotions, and the result of this is sn unfavorable reaction on
the mind of ons 50 unforiunately imprisoned. Delsarte teaching impresses
upon all the pecesrity of a sound mind in a sound bedy, snd no illtreatment
of either. The contention that 2 very beaunuful woman tightly dressed is
on ber lowest plane, while a very ugly one in graceful drapery is on her
highest, has some truth in it, although we consider a “ happy medium ' the
best thing. There is no doubt tbat corset-wearing leads on to dressing too
tightly, and the stiffaess of the garment wastes the mascles o that aupport
becomes a necessity. One thing urged against the dress reformer’s crusade
against the corset is that in the Unitzd States alone 10,000 persons are
employed making corsets, who nould be deprived of employment were the
article discarded. The corsct industry of that country turns out a $10,000,-
ooo product annually, to strap and stay tho women and dudes of the land.
But this is no reason why cosets should be worn if they are harmful. The
capital investcd would soon find othes ficlds and the laborers other cmploy-
ment.

The entrics at the Dominion Rifle Matches (wo weeks ago were in excess
of former years, and the Proviocial Matches have also been successful in
point of number of competitors and in the length of the scores. This
indicates that a satisfactory growth in rifle shooting is taking place in
Canada, and that there is an iocrense in efficiency in the use of their arms
by the Militia representatives. e only hope further progress may be
made in this direction, and that every Militia man who has the capicity may
also take tho oppottunity to perfect humself as a marksman.

Great unessiness prevails in China, For some time there has been
apprehension of a revolution breaking out, and foreign war ships have been
hovering about Chinese waters, in order to protect residents of th~ir several
nationalities, Ii is said the underlying motive for the uueasiness is to
bring about a general revolution in the hope that the Tartar rulers may be
deposed and the Chinese hold sway themselvesonce more. The New York
Independent says that one reason that missions in China, and more espe-
cially Catholic missions, suffzr from outbreaks, is that a bolicf exists that
Chustians, or *foreign devils,” kill infants for the purpose of using their
eyes and other parts of their body as medicine, This is almost incredible,
but we must remember that China is not an enlightened country, and the
fact that the death rate in the orphanages established by the Catholic mis-
sions is very large may foster such a belief. The danger coming from the
belief extends to the Protestant missions and to traders, but there is no way
of preventing it at present, for the Catholic Church will not, of course, give
up a form of work in which she has always taken such a foremost part,

We sometimes moet with astonishing items of home news from abroad.
One of the latest surprises is in last week’s number of the Illustrated News
of the World, in which Mr. James Payne says :—* The latest accounts from
Cenada show that Scotland has lost its pruud pusition as the headguarters
of Sabbatarianism. The reproofs administered to the mineralogist upon
the Ssbbath—'Ye'ro breaking something forbye the stanes,’ and to the
travelliog artist who asked the name of a ruin—*It’s no the day to be
speerin’ sic things,’ will soon lose their nationality and bzcome Canadian
stories, and may they find avother same Slick to tell them! Oatario can
already give Caledonia several poiots (if it ware permissible to o 80) on a
Sunday. Io North Britain, though it is wicked to ekste on the Sabbath,
folks are allowed to slide, (with the exception, of course, of backsliding),
and walking betwcen the services is not limited as regards its speed. Bat
in Ontatio fast <walking ia probibited, and a * Sabbath Duy’s jruroey’ (all
vehiculsr traffic being forbidden) raust be short indeed. Even ‘total
immersion,’ (in the form of bathing) is interdicted.” We are at« loss to
know where Mr. Payne secured these interesting items, for to judge by the
Toronto newspaper reports of Sunday rows in the Park, a slightly more
rigid observance of the day wnuld appear dasirable. Not content with
prkisg fun at ibés a'liged strict SibLitarianism, Mr. Payne makes the
statement, which we consider unfounded on fact, that * Canadn is the least
literary of the British Colonies, and Thomas Hood's ¢ Epistle to Rae
Wilson’® is probably unknown to it.” Just think, fellow-conntrymen, of
what we are accnsed. Qur weli-worn copy of Hood gives the lie to the
charge, and the tact that Mr. Payne mzkes it, bespeaks his igti rance of the
strides Canada has Been making of late in literatare. The lea)ing British
and American magazines contain eyery month enough to show Jhat Capa-
dians aro walking ahead iu all the branches of literature. N:. Payne
suggests that it would be * worth while for the Sunday Society, or some
other enlightened Association, to export the poem, (Epistle to Rae Wilson),
which, if boucd in paruphlet form, might be mistakea for a tract, and
thereby bave 2 chance of being read. Surely Sir Androw Agrew, who
endcavored to prevest beer from ¢ working’ on Suoday, must have been a
Nova Scotian baronet!” Perhaps he was, and perhaps he paid the neces-
sary compensation for such an honor, but if "ho possessed such an uncos-
querable aversion to Sabbath labor as to object to the beer  working” on
that day, we wonder how he would manage to cndure the sight of our
Sunday street cars and other modern improvements, we.¢ he to visit his
titular ecstate, 8 thing, we believe, foew, if any, of those worthies dubbed
baronets of Nova Scotia, even so much as dreamed of doing. Scotland,
so far ag Csnads is concerned, still maintains *its proud position.” Trae,
we have the spectacle in Parliament nearly every session of

PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW,

DoxinioN.—A feeling of uncasiness has existed among Canadian
exporters of beef, who have feared that the dead meat trade of Canada
would be 1pjured in the British markets 1f persons were aliowed to 1mpozt
Auwmerican cattle, staughter them in Canada and export the beef to Cape
Breton. This state of uncasiness has been fully relieved by the statement
of the Government that no such importation of American catile would be
allowed.

On the item of supply for immigration the Opposition took ¢xception
to the expenditure upon the ground that it was 2 practical waste of money,
but the representatives of Manitobs, the Northwest Territories and British
Columbia were strong in their support of the continuan:e of this vote, and
the itera was concarred in, .

Mt Foster’s sugar tariff brought oul a warm debate. Messrs, Foster
and Patterson armed with figures and facts tilted valiently in support of
wha? cach thought to be the right, Mr. Foster claimed that by allowing
sugars up to grade 14 to come in free of duty the people had the advantage
of a cheap quality of sugar, and that the duty of % of a cent per pound
was only suflicient to prevent foreign refineries from competiog with tho.e
establish.d at home. Mr. Patterson claimed that sugar up to grade 16
should bo admitted free of duty, and that the duty upon refined sugar
should be reduced from % of a cent per pound 1o % cent per pouad. The
Commons decided 102 to 78 that Mr, Foster’s views were right.

The United States and Cuba have just ratified a reciprocity treaty, and
it being feared in some quarters that this would give United States shippers
an upfair advaotage over shippers of Canadian progducts, a few crumbs of
comfort have been found in the fact that Cuba cannot discriininate between
the imports of Canada and tne United States, at least for a twelve-month to
come. No one just seems to know what is going to be done then, but it is
a little saticfaction to find that we have a breathivg space in which to
consider.

The Hon. D. C. Fraser has somewhat hastily attacked a respectable
Indian agent named Chisholm, residing in Anugonish. Mr. Fraser
endeavored to establish that Mr. Chisholm had received the sum of $10 oo
more than he should have received, but the evidence to the contrary was so
strong that Mr. Fraser was obliged to yield his point, aud Mr, Chisholm's
innocence was established beyond peradventure. \

The poor, down-trodden and ignorant Jews are seeking an asylum in
Cunada, but so strong is the feeling against thewn among Canadians that the
steamship companies bave been notified that in future all pauper emigrants
will be returned to the olace from which they were formarded. The poor
Jew, persecuted and huted in Russia, and despised in Canads and the
United States, has certainly not a bed of roses to lie upon, Yes, Parliament
will adjourn ; well, we can't say just when, because we do not know, but it
is safe 10 say some time this autumn.

The Senate Committee have made their report upon the Bay Chaleur
Railway scarndal, and they have implicated Mercier, Langelier and other
members of the Quebec Legislature, It is probable that a royal commis-
sion will be summoned to make a full investigation of the whole affair.

Russia must be most emphatically taught that she has to restrain her abom-
dnable policy of agression, sud Britsin, if need be, is well fitted to act thé
part of instructor. It is evident that the latter country will be supported
by most of the European powers who are anxious to preserve the balance

of power, and who are alarmed at Ru

ABOUT THE CENSUS,

—R K, Munkittrick,

Editor Critic.

DeaAr Sir,—Will you allow me to offer a few remarks on tho statement
made in your last woek's paper that—* Another serious feature (of the
consus) is the assumed decrease in population in the Counties of Annapolis,
Kings and Honts, all of which counties aro enjoying s remarkable degree of
agricultural prospority.” :

When you ssy these counties * are onjoying a remarkable degree of
agricultural prosperity,” do you mean that this bas been the caso for the
period covered by the last census, or that this state of affairs exists at the
present time of writing? If the former, then the scntiment—liberal and
conservative—of Hants County is against your proposition. If the lsiler,
your statement is hardly pertinent to a discussion of tbe census, as the
present prosperity of the farmers in the counties mentioned is due, if it
oxists, to the conditions which have crowned sgricultural labor with gratify-
ing success all over the continont this season.

I have passed the last two months in the interior of this county and
% along the shore,” visiting about five bundred bouses. By actual count,
out of nearly two hundred houses of which enquiry was made or the
subject, cnly seven families wero unrepresented by a member in the United
States. A number of the families had five children in the States, while
very fow bad obnly one there. Do you still think, Mr. Editor, that the
decreaze beio is only assumed ?

Hardly a district visited by me but had its quota of farmers who ware
anxious tu soll—many wantiog to go to the States to join their childron.
Many farms ore hopelesaly mortgsged ; a number cannot be sold at a prico
to cover tho indebtedness, snd are only run on the sufforance of the real
owners. Drive in any ditoction, and you aro met by deserted farm-houses.
Oid nen want to sell becauro theiz boys aro away, and they are unabloe to
continue the work.

Whot is the trouble] Let us hear what an old farmer in Newport says:
“ It is po uso disguising tho fuct, our boys—and girls too—have gone, and
are going, to the States and no where else. They know they csn get work
thero and get cash for it,  The timo has come when our boys and girls waut
duliars for their labor, and will go whero thoy can get them., Mine send me
a five dollar bill occasionally. Why is it,” ho asked pathetically, * there is
no demsnd for their labor in our own cities? Vhy 13 it thoy cannot got as
goud wages in Canada as in the United States 77

Leaving you to anewer theso questions end others involved, I will hasten
to a closn. Is it not folly for us to hide our heads in the sand and ignore
our true coudition? Conbtact with tho people and honest onquiry -will
emphasize the disagicoable facts disclosed by the late consus, and will prove
that the half has not been told. It is for political economists and statesmen
to diagnose the caso and apply tho remedy. And to aesisl in this mission
thezo 18 noce more competent nor influential than the independent press.
Ono word moro. You ngree with tho St. John Gazetfe that the condition
of New DBruuswick is no worse than thbat of the States of Maino and
Vermont. Will you allow me to point to the veryimportant fact that while
the United Ststes still retain tho people who have desorted the farms in the
Northorn States, our lominion loses probably forevor the young people
who leave Nova Scotia, Now Brunswick and P, I, Island every yoar.

ORIGIN QF WEDDING TOURS,

‘Che origin of the wedding trip is entiroly unknown. As to it wo can
only be suro of ono thing—the wodding trip originated among civilized or
somi-civilized nations, and not among barbarians, :

Custom now sequires that a newly married pair should fly from their
frisnds and scek tbo scelngion of a cottago by tho ses, or tho moro acute
lonoliness of a hotol crowded with strangers, Excoption is somelimes made

in behalf of a husband and wife who aro advanced-in yoars, or who, by
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long-continued habit, have becomo accustomed to undergoing marrioge, and
look upon taking for tho third or fourth timo tho vows of matrimony with
tho indifference with which a veteran traveller, landing in New York,awcara
his way through the Custom bouvse. But to young pooplo no social mercy
is shown. Thoy must undergo thoir wedding irip, no watter how justly
they may dread it.

Our barbarous ancestors regarded marriage as an affair eithor of hargain
snd salo or of robbory. In noither caso gid tho succossful husband feel
called upon to hido himself. Haviog bought sn eligible wifo, or having
picked up a oheap wifo at a bargain, he no moro thought of carrying her off
10 somo secluded place and concealing hirself and his purchaso for s month
than the fortunste buyor of a fine picture or a good tablo bought for o aong
at an auction thinks of hiding tho ovidence of his good fortune and
discernment. Noither did the cave dwoller, who probably knoocked down
his beloved object with a club, sud, throwiug her over his shoulder, carried
hor to his private cave, thiok of fiying with her to rome large and fashionsble
seasido cavo and spending threo or four weoks with hor in the darkness of
tho stuffy and stalagmite-strown bridal chamber. On the contrary, ho was
proud of his prowess, and on the morring after bis marriage exhibited his
now wifo with her head covered with sticking-plaster, snd casually remarked
to his friends that elthough ho had married a large number of wives this
particular one bad the thickest skull ho had ever cracked. Sach is to this
vory day the custom in the best circles of native Australian society, and
scientific persons aro of tho opinion that tho Australians sre the oldest race
now oo the planet,

Conceding then that the wedding trip has not gomo down to us from
primitive and savago man, it must havo beon the invention of comparatively
civilized poople. What could have been tho motive which gave birth to
ench a custom? The answer must bo sought by conjecture, but in this case
conjectura may prove to be a trustworthy guide.

Clearly tho iaventors of the wedding ‘trip wore not a humane and
sympathotic race. There is probably no time in the life of a man or woman
when he or she has greater need of human sympsthy and encouragoment
thon during the fitst few woeks of married life. And yot this is the very
time when modern custom hae decreed their isolation. They are not merely
thrust out of reach of tho sympathy of their friends, but they sro practically
forbidden to make new friends during the honeymoon. No newly-made
husband dares to say, “ My desr, I have met some very good fellows at the
hotel, and we'ro going to have a littlo game of whist in the smoking-room
to-night ;" and .shere is the recont bride who would venturo to spond tho
ovening in Mrs. So and So’s room, and leave the groom alone for an hour ur
two? No! the pair must be confined exclusively in the society of each
other while the wedding trip lasts, no matter how thoy may long for the
clasp of a friendly hand, or a word of kindnees and encovragement.

Thus we see that the people who invented the wedding trip were not a
sympathetic race. Deyond doubt they were practical people who prized the
useful above tho pleasant. They inflioted weddiog irips upon newly-married
people because they judged it best for-the interosts of the community.

Now these sensible and disagreeablo peoplo msy havo had either one or
two objects in view when they established the ordeal by wedding trip.
Porhaps they regarded it as tho swimmer regards the headlong plunge into
cool water, as the quickest way to accustom oneself to an inaevitable ovil.
Thev may have reasoned that as man and wife are to mako the experimont
of living togetber during the life-timo of ono or the other, the sooner and
the more thoroughly they try it the hotter. Thore is certainly a goud deal
of forco in the reeconing, but it proceeds upon the assumption that marriago
was at tho pericd in question indissoleblo, whoress «e know that as a rule
indissoluble marriage exists only in the highest stato of civilication, and is
comparatively » modern idea. In all probability such faciiities fur divorce
existod among the peoplo who originated the custom of wedding trips.

If such wero the case the weddiug trip was beyond doubt designed as a
test of the fitness of the bride and groom for a mure prolunyed experience
of married life. Doubtless the fathor of the bride said tu his daughtoer :—
% Marry this man if you wish, and go away with him for a month whero you
will have nothing to distract your mind from him. If at tho end of that
time you can atill endure bim we will get an order from the Supreme Court
making your marrisge permanent,” With this understanding the young
couple started on their weddivg trip, and though wo have absolutely no statis-
tics on this subject, there can bo but little doubt that occasionslly the result
was ago-called permanent marriage.

* This cobjecture satisfactorily explains the origin of the wedding trip, but
only emphasizes tho folly of the suivival of a custom novs becoming mean-
iogless. We may admire boldness, but voluntarily to incur unpecessary
danger is mot boldness but foolhardiness. Narriago reasonably begun is
much more likely to succeed than is marrlago bogun with a wedding trip,
and however much wo may wonder at the recklessness of the husband who
takes his bride from tho church to tho ocean stosmer, wo cannot respect the
intolligence of tho pair who profor to begin their married life with mutual
seasicknees, and the mutus! revelation of the disagreeable characteristics that
seagicknoss, ennui, and absence of frionds aro sure to xeveal.—Selected.

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

Tho dulee mdustry is flourishing at Digby. Large quantities are shippad
to Boston, Now York and Philadelphia.

The Dominion Government have eompleted a lobster hatchery at Bay
View, four miles from Pictou, N. S. Tho intention is to save such
quontities of eggs as are now thrown away at the lobster factory, The law
forbids the capture of lobsters Laving cgys in embryo. By the artificial
process theso cggs sre brought in by the fishermen in tho various factories.
They are then doposited in a series of glass jars, through which pure sea
water is malu to pass.  Already several millivns of young lobsters have
been hatcted and planted out in localities where the fishermon have been in
the habit of catching the parent fish, and thero are aboat 50,000,000 of
young in the incubators. It is said uther hatcheries will bo established in
the provincee. The method adopted is certainly novel.— Culchester Sun,

SmiveLes —One of *he most lively industries in tho vicinity of Frederic-
ton is tho lumber business at Morrison’s mills. The machines have boen
busy sll summer making shingles, and a large force of mon have bosn at
work witlh steam derricks browing cedar on tho shore for tho winter catting,
Tho brows extend for a milo or moro and skow proity plainly that Mr.
Morrison has fai h iu the shingle market.—Fredericlon Gleaner.

A transcontinontal railway is under construction in Australis, and that
groat continont will oro long be traversed from South to North by 2 line of
roils which will penetrato vast regions still unpeopled and largely unex-
plorod. Nearly GO0 miles of the lino have been comploted from Port
Adelaide north to Angle Pool, whilo on tho north-end a road has been built
from Port Darwin south to Pino Crock, leaving a gap of about 1,100 miles
which will be reduced over 400 mules this year by construction from botI;
onds,—Radlwcay Age,
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A firmer tone has characterisod tho market in roost lines during the pest
week, although the volume of business has been certainly rather bolow the
aversge. In several lines buyers and sellors aro far apart in their idoss, and
the former appear to be well contented to await developments. Though it
ssems cortain that the harvest will bo a bounteous ono, the oxpocted improve-
meat has not, ss yet, materislisod. It seems tHat many farmors aro pursuing
their old tacties of * sitting on their crops’—in othor words that they will
neither pay their bills nor buy much goods unuil they either get the prices
for which they are kieking or are scared into accepting the market value.
In fact, throughout all Canadiau produce, holders’ ideas arc above tho export
limit.

Remittanees are still much below what they should be, but latest crop
reports induce the belief that a rovival of activity may bo expeoted in the
fall and winter. Money in London is reported more easy, the demand for
the moving of the crops being less than was anticipated owing to the poor-
ness of the hurvest in Great Britain.  Continental exchangesalso are in favor
of London. The demand for gold from Germany is falling off while that
from the United States hae not yet assumed formidahle proportions. The
street rate thore is quoted at 13 per cent, as against 3§ to 4 per cont for tho
corresponding week last year. However, in New York tho loan market is
mote sensitive, and, under the influence of the incressed speculative demand
snd the augmented flow of money to the West, tho streot rate has advanced
to 4 to 41 per cent.

WeexLy Finavoiar Review or Hesey Crews & Co.—New York,
SxrrEmbEr 12, 1891 —¢ For the last few days the stock market has been
subjected to the effective {est of reslizing profits  The sellers have iucluded
many large and influential holders, and the *bears* aleo havo made * short’
eales. Thess combined transactions havo beon large enough to try the
confideneo of the market pretty sharply, but their effect has appeared rather
in checking the upward tendency then in producing any material decline in
pricee. In other words, the result has shown that the disposition to buy
about equals the dispoeition to sell.

The sondition of the market must be conceded to be a strong aud healthy
ens. The speculative movement is backed by a revival of the long dormant
investment demand for bonds and the better class of shares, and a con-
siderable amount of secaritics are going out of the floating supply into the

strong boxes of permanent holders. London, Boston, Chicago, Philadelphia | G

and tho minor sitics partisipate in the remewed activily, snd appearances
indicate that the ‘boom' has substantisl elements of permanence. It
remsins to be seen what may be the attitude of the important class of
operators who have been realicing, Some of them conclude that they have
been hasty in realizing and ate buying in sgain ; but a larger proporiion are
waiting, or perhsps are using their influenco to create a reaction in order to
get i at lower prices. It seoms reasonable to infer that, unless some unfore-
seen inflating element appears, the present halting attitude of the market
may be sontinued tomewhat longer without any extreme changes in prices.

It a0 hexdly bo questioned that the status of the chief conditions that
regulate values has improved quite as much as prices have advanced. In
every sordition there hes baen o gain beyond wkat was expected six wecks
or two months ago. ‘Tho apprehensions then felt about the supposed weak-
mem of finaness in Xurope have becn dissipated by a large recovery of
confidence and even by tho beginning of a rovival of speculation, especially
in American securities. It is no longer expected that any attempt will bo
made by the British and Continental banks to interfore with the natural
course of exchango resulling from unusual imports of American grain ;
wkich removes the distrust at one time folt as to the roturn of gold and the
consequent course of our fall money msrket. The outflow of currency to
the interior turns out to bo hghter than usual, and although the loan market
may work into a more aclive condition later, there is no certain prospect of
specisl stringency and no difficulty in procuring timo loans for stock
exchange purposes,

The crop situation has almost passed the stage of possiblo adverse con-
tingencies. The corn crop, according to the Governmont report of
September 1st, shows sn improvement over tho cordition in August, and
may be already considered as virtually beyond reach of frosv. and the late
storms have caused but. little discounting of the oarlicr good p:ospects. The
reports of damago to .pring wheat in the far west prove to have been
exaggerated, and we may safoly count upon a total yield of 575 millions of
bushels of that grain, in excellent condition and of botier than average
quality, The reporis of damage from worms to the cotton crop have
undoubtedly beon grossly magnified ; for thet kind of injury is now so
largely under immediate control by the plantor that it is no longer the
source of danger it onco was. Besides, cven supposing thata loss of a
quarter million of bales wero 1o ariso from this causo, it is more likely, in
view of tho present largo atocks, that it would increaso tho tolal value of the
crop than that it would diminish it.

The general conditious of trade are cncouraging. There are nowhere
any specific complaints, nor is thero snywhere a boom, but tho feoling on all
hands is hopeful for a good and prosparous season's business, In the iron
t1ade, the firmor tone of prices indicates the beginning of a bolter demand.
‘The increage in the current consumption of coal is a clear evidence of grow-
ing aclivily in our industries. Tho earnings of tho railroads show a gaining
Yate of increase over those of last year, whichis also ovidence of a steady
expansion of the commercial movemont.

The uncasiness folt in some quarters in prospect of the demands upon
the Treasury for tho redemption of the 4 por conts. is found to have been
ungroundoed. Already about $11,000,000 cf tho obligations have bcen
sedeemed in cash, and the facility with which theso liquidations bave beon

roet removos any doubt sbout the ability of tho Treasury to deal with the
outstanding romsindor of about $18,000,000, the more 80 as the surplus of
gold beyond the requiroments of the Groenback rossrve now amounts to
about $80,000,000,

Tho foregoing aro the main conditions at presont surrounding the mar-
kot. Thoy certainly aro moro favorable than has boen expected, and they
must bo regarded as laying the basis for a year of unusual, if not unprece-
donted, tonnage on our railrosds, and for a prosperity which is likely to
develop into an era of marked industrial and commercial activity, Indeed,
America is now beyond doubt under an impetus which will soon force it to
the front of nations, whore it will stand pre-eminent in the businocss world.
All theso results cannot come atonce ; but it is the ‘wont of Wall Street to
anticipato coming good times ; and the question of the momont is—how far

will speoulation discount thoss prospects in advance, and how far will it

wait for thom

At presont, the prospscts ate plainly towards higher rates for money, to
continue for the next fow months ; in fact excessively easy monsy is now
about over until the widdle of noxt April ; the only contingency to the con-
trary being the poesibility of a large reflux of gold from Europe. It isquite
possible, therefore, that at later stages the condition of the money market
may forco out ¢ long * stocks and cause at least temporarily lower prices than
those now prevailing. ,

At the moment, there are too many bulls and too few boars to make the
market‘a safe one to buy upon, oxcept upon eet-backs ; and, owiog to the
lack of a large short interest, good depressions may be expected to occur.
The Granger and Softhwostern stocks have largely helped to carry the
market where it now is, and their improvemont has about exhausted itsolf
for the prosent at loast ; for this reason smong others it seems sife to begin
to sell long stocks. The Union Pacific direc.ors have ratifiod that Company’s
2ged of trust ; but as the arrangement is nothing beyond a means of extend-
a virtnally bankrupt corporation, it should not have the cffect of onhancing
the valuo of the stock. In view of the coneiderations, while regarding the
gituation as in the long run a good ono, I deem it pradent st this juncture
in developments to maintain a conservative attitude, and to husband profits
rather than put them into new purchases at present prices.”

Tho return of sommer
holiday-makers, the re-opening of scholastic institptions and the millinery
fail openings have stimulated trade. Prices are generally firm. Quite a
number of representatives from the other side have been, or are visiting our
merchants, but wholessle bouses here are making a practice of ordering
their goods direct or through their owa buyers whom they send across, and
sro very chary of buying from trans-Atlantic drummers who come over to
offer their goods. Most travellers are in town, as it is usoless for them to go
out juzt now, when so many exhibitions aro in full swing, and all the
farmera are busy in the field. Consequently, country trade i3 confined to
letter orders. It is not probable that drummers will find it possible to
accomplish much till about the middle of next month. Local manufactarers
report a stoady ssle of their goods, and there are few_or no complaints of
cutting. Many of our buyers are now on the way to Earope to select goods
for the spring of 1892, and some have already arrived there. Money con-
tinues to be the subject of serious complaint, but ‘this is by no means
unusual at this scason of the year. September is always & poor month for
remittances, and, until the crops are gathered in and marketed, and the
money in hand, wo can look for but Iittl~ improvemsnt.

Irox, HARDWARE axp METALS.—Bat little has been doing in iron or the
heavy metals during tho week. Buyers gonorally have it practically their
own way, as the demand is almost nil, and sellers would be foolish to
refuso any reasonablo offers just now. Consumeors seem determined on pur-
suing a cavtious policy at present., They are obly taking for immediale
roquirements, aud the actual movement sinco our last has been anususlly
small, Notbing has transpired in connection with the English market as
regards makers' brands, but warrants had a little splurge, which sent them
up to 47s. 5d., but thoy almost imediately foll off to 47s. 3d.  Tu copper,
lead, etc., thoro havo boon no special foatures to noto. Load moves very
quistly at nominal figures, and nothing is doing in tin. On outside metals,
however, thore appoars to be wore of less animation displayed in & epecula-
tive senae, and some fluctuation has been exhibited st New York,

Breapsturrs.—Thore is no chenge in thé local flour market, which
tules fairly active in a jobbing way. Domend is, however, restricted to
immediato wants, as buyers aro not operating abead. Ostmeal shows no
change, with only a slow locsl demsand at the old prices, buyers takiog
morely for immediate wants. Becrbohm’s cable reports wheat insctive—no
business doiog; corn nil, wiith a downward tendency. Frenck country
mnarkets quiet. Woather in England hot and forcing. At Chicago, wheat
gained 14c. Corn opened woak, but afterwards became very strong.
Through the corn belt the woathor has been perfoct. Oals Were firm, but
dull. At New York whoat advanced jc. to 1lic., as to options. In St
Louis the advance in wheat was lc. to 1§c.

Provisions.—Locally, pork is moving fairly well, more attention being
given to mess. Prices remain unchanged. No change has occurred'in the
English provision markets. The Cincinnati Price Current estimates that
tho stocks of moats in the West havo decreased in sixty days by 186,000,000
pounds. At tho closo, pork showed an advanco of 30 ceats, and ribs 7
cents ovor Weduesday.

Burrer.—The local market doos not show any change, moving along on
tho basis already noted. Finest croamory is hold for full figures. Holdors
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ideas aro etill, in most cases, too high to permit of aclive operations. In
London, butter hss met a fairly good domand, and with prices advanced 4s.
to G». on the woek on Rrittany and Normandy, othor deecriptions havo
exhibited a firm tendency, American being well inquired for at from 72s,
to 86s. Holders consider thiis must advance with the others, and so it will,
provided the others do not tumble down  Butter is a very capricious mar-
ket. Supplies of Danish ato pretty well cleared, and with a somewhat
limited supp'y ot Irish, ull grades bave slightly advanced. Danish is
quoted up to 116s., and Irisk creamery, 114e. per cwt., Brittany, 96 to
10ls., and Dutob, 1062,

Cugese —Tho local cheeeo market continues to bo largely nominal. The
demsnd is anything but sctive. The supply appears to be in advance of the
current demand, but holders scem to bo confident of their future prospects,
which they olsim will develop an active and buoyant business latsr on, A
London letter reports :—* A quiet trade has been done in Canadian cheeso,
with quotations gradually bardening, whilo Euglish continues to mest with
a fair demand, a good busivess beiog put through. Thero is not a great deal
of Cavadisn on hand here, and tho vieiblo firming up of prices looked like
guiog abead fast, 8s with extopeive doals put through st 45a. to 47s., buyera
are froely paying 48s., while some hulders are higher suill in their ideas and
claim 50z, for the new mako, which is paid by those anxious to securo before
a further zise still, which is bound to como if the make is as small on your
side as seems to be the case, Kearley & Tonge have received this week a
cable snnouncing * markets excited and advancing,’ and tbis is followed by a
decline to lay hold of ell that can be got at reasonable figures.”

Eaas —Fresh leid eggs continue to bo ecarco, and large quculities of
stalo stock are being pushed upon the market, with the result that prices all
around are demoralizad. Wholesale and job-lot figures may be qaoted at
8¢. to 12¢., though guod reliable eggs will bring 130. to 14¢c. At Londen
small arrivals from all parts have eeut up the prices of oggs, snd Freuch extra
selected are now quoted up to 9e. 9d. per 120 ; amalls 6s., and Hubgarian
63, to 7s. ; Germanps bs. 9d. to Gs. 6d. At Liverpool there have been heavy
arrivals, and prices have been depressed for fureign, which have realized up
to 7s. 5d., snd at Newcastle 8s.

Fruir.—Thero has bean no change in staple lines of green fruit, and
business of a jobbing kind thersin has been well maintained. Oranges and
lomons have an upward tendency. In dried fruit business is rather quiet as
moat dealers are awaiting the arrival of new crop now on the way before
lsying in stocks, Advices from primary markets report a large proportion
of the crop as damaged and in a bad condition. Spot business in Valencia
raisins has not been aclive, but values show an easier tendency abroad.
Opening prices on.the goods were 22s. 6d., . o. b,, and now thoy stand at
17s., f. 0. b., via Liverpool.

Tea.—A better demand is roported for country trade and business is
quite brisk. Trsde between jobbers, however, is very quiet, but it is
expected to improve in a wook or two. The fact that consigoments are
known to be on the way causes buyera to hold off as much as possible until
thoir arrival,

Corree.—Thore is littlo to report in this market, sales being preity well
confined to a fow lots of Maracaibo, Jamaica and Rio. Still there is no
weakness apparent in coffeo, which bas manifested a strong tune for some
timo past. In fact supplies continue light and are just sufficient to fill cur-
ront wants at the moment. Prices are, therefore, firm,

Suear.—A decided improvement has boen vxperienced in the demand
for rofined sugars, and sevoral good transtctions have heon accomplisked for
¢ity snd country sccounnt at about last weok’s prices, which miy bs quoted
ss steady. Granulated has mot with a good dowand. Advices from New
York report an advance of 3.. in granulated, snd beot root is cabled from
London steady but quiet at 13s, September, and 12s, 6d. Otober. The
New York Commercial Bulletin has the following on raw :—* The circle of
holders of raws is gradually growing smaller and that, of courso, perfects
snd strongthens the position so much more thoroughly, though it requires
husiness to round up the market complotely.” .

*" TFisa.—There has been little change in the aspect of affsirs in this ling
since our last ropor.. Bait is more plentiful than it has hitherto bsen
during tho sooson, and the catches have been augmented, but the stormy
soason i now so near that it is almost certain that it is probable 4hat the
aggregate take will be considerably below the averago.

Wo say porhaps, as thero are so many ways of gotting around forfeiture
proceedings, that the old owners will doubtiess find moans of socuring
thoir properties, cithor by coming in under the rontal act, or hy making
delayed returns of labor done. In any event the Provincial exchoquer will
likely bo onriched, and the owners will have to pay the piper.

improvomonts, and built of tho best materisl. The castings aro from the
foundry aud machino shops of I. Mntheson & Co., of New Glasgow, which
is suflicion! guaranieo of its strength, dumbility and finish, and under the
suporinterdenco of Mr. George Bell, of Preston, the old reliable Mill
Wright, wo have no hesitation 1n saying, it will bo sccond to nono in the
Province. It will be roady fur operation in ten or twelve days. Mr. Annacd,
the owner, has spared no pains or exponse, cither inside or out, to havetho
very best mill, as wo beliove ho has the best gold mino in the Province.
Mr. A. P. McQuarrie, the manager of this mine, has also started the Mou-
treal Mino on the Nugget Lozd with promising resulls up to tho present
Mr. Pratt, who is cperating on tho Satherland Mines, is showing up somo
vcr{ fine go'd, g0 good that ho s going to build a crusher right away. We
wish him overy success, more anon. Gorp MiNER.

A New Evectrival Curorination Provkss.—The first practical demon-
stration of the oxtraction of go’d by moans of chlorine is, it is belioved, due
to the lats Professor Plattuer, upon whoso discovery all subsecquont im-
provemonts aro based. Tho miost moteworthy modificationsapd improve
ments aro those of Calvert, Jackson, Oit, Moars, Deoken, Patrs,. Roesner,
Hauck, Nowbery, and othors of Jessnote. Tho introduction of electricity in
the extraction of gold is of moro recont dato, and tho leading names of those
who first adopted this method aro Pichenor, Ancel and Mario, and Cassel.

Mr. T. Ranit, M. E., of Sydney, has just introducod an electric-chlor-
ination process, says the Ausiralian Mining Standard, in which he claims
to havo overcomno the vital defocts bofore exporienced in clectrical chlorina-
.1, viz., the golting rid of the sequunt hydrogen and sodium as they are
formed by the-electric curront when passing through tho olecirolyto. In

all processes whero the hydrogen cannot bo kept scparato from the chloring
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gos, tho two will combine and form hydrocholoric acid, which combination
does not solve gold and is in every way most injurious to the process,
The inventor doos hot claim or patont any new law, but ap apparatus by
means of which the laws observed are complied with. The apparatus
consists 0.” two cylinders, one within tho other. The inner cylinder, made
of a porus material, serves four functions, viz. lat, as a filter, 2nd, as the
negative pole or eathode ; 3rd, it acts ns a burreiie to al'ow the precipitated
gold 1o escapoe along with the caustic soda, and lastly it allows tho former
hydrogon gas to escape at the top. The outer cylinder, which is air tight
(oxcept at the places where it is requized periodically to diecharge) sorves
throo purpoces; firstly it forms tho positive pole or anode of tho Lattery,
next it acts as a chlorine gas generator and store, and la.tly a8 the chlorin-
ating vessol,

The process performed in the apparatus is described by our contemporary
as follows :—The oro to bo treated (froe of sulphur, arsenic, lead, zinc, or
bisruth) is wixed in cortain propurtions with commcn salt. It is then fed
into the outer chamber, whore the anodo is. and the electric currents enter.
Water is then added, which dissolves the salt in the oro, and this combinod
with the saline liquor forms the olectrclyte. An elec'ric current frum a
dynamo is then led into it by the anode, and passing thiough the solution
jnto tho inner chamber or cathodoe, is discharged back tothedynamo. The
chemical actions produced by tho passage of the olectricity is to decompose
the electrolyte into its elements. Hydrogon and oxygen are tho products
of wator, chlorine and sodium those of the salt. 1iydrogen being a positive
substauce, doposits on the negative pole ; oxygen, on the other band, Leing
negative, deposits on the positive pole. Chlorine and sodium deposit
rotpectively on the positive and negative poles. In order to prevent tho
accumulation of oxygen and hydrogen, contrivances are provided which
continually wash tho surfaces of the anodes to provent polarisation, which
would stop the whole process. With rogard to chlorine, it has beon estab-
lished by Beguerel thet chlorine in its natrcent stalo is more active than
sfterwazds, so that if in the oro under trealment sny gold is present, it
would now bo most readily attacked by tho chlurine and form itself into
chlorido of gold (salt of gold) which sgain is solubloe in water.

The gold now being in solution is readi'y acted *upon by tho eclectric
cuntent. The molecules, as established by Grot*hus, 1805, are under the
same condition as any other molecules, which in their transit to the negative
zone become split up iuto their elements, the chlorine parting and setarn
ing to the positive zome, whilst the gold is deposited on tto negative pule
in ¢ fine metallic condition in the inner chamber.  From this it is washed
and drawn off in tho contracted part of the inner chamber in cobjnaction
with the caustic soda end passed through a filter. The powder is then cal
cined and the go'd remains.

The gold having been exiracled fromn tke ore, the latter is drawn off at
the bottom of tho outer cell and an equal amount entering simultancously
at the top from a hopper, in which it has been mixed with tho salt, makes
tho action continuous. In a working plant overy ton of ore will be
virtually from 20 to 24 hours under tho chlorinating and cloctrical influence,
and travel about 20 fee!, which will givo sufficient time for effective
{reatment.

As to tho cost, adds the Mining Standard, it is estimated 1o bo about
one-ninth of the present cost of chlorination, or that 3s. 5d. per ton should
cover the cost, supervision and sinking fund for capital. Tho inventor
cstimates the outlay for a completo p'ant to bo £250. exclusivo of an ongine
to drive the dynamo.—The Financial and Mining Record.

The * Explosives' Commission oxperimeuted on Friday in tho Tom pit
with Roburite, and on Saturdsy with Roburite and flameless powder.  All
tho experimonts gavo genoral satisfaction except one, where the chargo was
100 light—this was of Flameless powder. Tho first oxperiment was a fust
shot of the latter composition. A 7 oz cartridge was inseiled and fired.
Part only of the stemmwing was blown out, and no flamo was visible. Then
a cartridgo of Roburite with similar results. Tho Flameless powder was
put 10 an excoptionally severe test, A soven oz cartridge was insorted ina
hole without any stemming and fired. Thero was no flamo oxcopt from tho
detonator. A ‘fall’ fast shot was rext charged with 7 oz. of the powder,
but while no flamo was visible, the chargo failed to blow the coal. A beach
shot was then fired with 11 ozs. This was an excellent shot, dislodging the
coal without bresking it. A five foot bench holo was aftor that charged
with 18 ounces—flameless powder, and did splendid work. In fact ovory
test with oithor composition was most satisfactory. In proof that the powder
is flameless, a cap was sct off alono and gave fully as much flame as did tho
exposed cartridge when fired. Mr. Dunbar escorted tho party round the
pit on both occasions, and won for himself golden opiniozs, on account of
tho pains he took to make the visit as comfortablo as possiblo. Thanks aro
duo Mr. Poolo also for placing the pit at tho disposal—so0 to speak—of tho
Commission.

"Tho Foord pit old workings woro pierced through last week. Tho borings
cxhibit no traces of fire.

A committeo of the explosives committes went to Capo Breton on the
9th Sept. accompaniod by ropresentatives of tho Canada Explosives Co. and
the Acadia Powder Co'y. Tho committco and roprosontatives aro in tho
safo kooping of tho Gd. Chaplain Neil H. Nicholson of the P. W. A., which
is & guoranteo of their good behavior.—The Stellarfon Journal and News.

Luck 1x Mintno.—Tho cloment of chanco plays an important part in
mining, though perhapa no woro o than in other brarches of busmcss,an.d
many gf tho groatost ore deposits that tho world has knowa have owed their
discovery to what may bo called pure luck. Tho uncovering of the famous
bonanza at Mount Morgan, in Queensland, Australis, was an instanco of
this, as appears from a recent report of the manager of tho Mount Morgan

Gol Mining Company, limited, who says, in describing the werk dune on
tho proporty during the past half yoar: ¢ Wo have doveloped ono curious
fact in tho history of Mount Morgan. Hundreds of people have wondered,
‘how could Mount- Morgan, only 26 miles from Rockhnampton, remain
undiscovered sv many years, especially as Linda Gully, at us fuot, vas
worked for guld many years ago?  Our recont working un Lady Musgrave
face has teken in the uriginal prospecting tronch sunk by the Morgan
Brothers, and, strange but truo—call it judgment, fate, or luck—had this
tronch beon put in 10 ft. nurth or south, they would not have found any
guld without sinking 20 ft. The trench is just 1u the center of the vnly
payable stone that cumes to the susfacs in this part of tho muuntain, Ten
feet morth or south would have proved a duffer, and Mount Myrg.n, out of
which the company has taken §44.374 ounces of gold, would possibly still
be undiscuvored and still known as the Irvu Mountain.”

Simi‘ar cases cao bo cited jo this country without number. The dis-
covery of the Little Pittsburg mine ia Luadvilie, Colo., was maleindved
under circumstances almost idvatical with thuse at Mount Morgan. Ure
had beon found on Iron Hill, but with the knowledge of the geology of the
place pusses.od by prespectors at that timo thure was no geason to lovk for
the vein va I'ryor ill, more than a mile distant frum the vniginal discovery,
where thore was no float, vutcrop, or other surfaco indications. A party of
pruspectors, howover, working on a ¢ grub-stako,” set out to sink a shaft on
this hill. Half way up tho hill they stopped, as the story goes, to refresh
themselves from the jug of whisky which they had with them. Seduced
by the charms of this fluid they remained on the spot until the supply was
exhausted, when une of the number suggested that they might as well sink
a shaft at tho spot whero they were as anywhore elso on the biil.  This pro-
pusition was acted upon, with the result that ore was struck after sinkinga
fow feet. Curiously, this wasthe place whero the vein underlying Fryor Hill
came uearest to the surface.

A moro recont instanco of Juck of this kind was roported only a few
weeks ago.  The fumous ore Lady tu tho 'ourman mine, Owyheo County,
Idaho, from which many milions wore taken, was followed downward by
tho discovery shafe until it could no longer be commanded by the latter.
A new shaft was thon sunk, but the workings from this failed to cut the
oro chute and it was supposed that it did not oxtend downward. After
many years the cuntinuativn of the chute has been discovered, and 1t turns
out, accotding to report, that the second chute vas stopped within 4 ft. of
it.  Wo aro not, however, convinced of the accuracy of this statement, and
would need mucli more sbundant and precise details tv make it fit our
rzcollections of the custly and exteusive explorations made ia the Poorman
mine L:fore its abandonment.— Enginecring and Mining Juurnal.

MINING.

SAFETY IN COAL MINING.
From the Engineering and Mining Journal.
(Continued.)

Having gone over the accidents likely to occur to persons going into or
out of the mine, wo will now consider tho dangers to which persons are
exposed when working in minee, and which, for our purpose, msy bo
generally classed under six hesds, namely : (1) Falls of roof and coal;
(2) mine waggons; (3) explosious of firedamp ; (4) miccellenecous causos ;
(5) oxplosions of coal dust; (6) drowning.

A list of futal accidents which have occurred in the bitumioous coal
mwioes of Pennsylvania, and which was compiled from the reports of the
inspector of mines for tho years 1834 to 1889 inclusive, is here given to assist
in formiog a correct idoa regarding their numbor and cauras.

FIREDAMP EXPLOSIONS.

We will consider first the explosions of firedamp in mines, becauss thia
form of sccident is particnlarly dreaded on acconnt of its fatal character.
The cuse of firodemp explosiuns, or explosions of any kind, should receive
greater st'en’ion and concideration than any other, for tho reason that, no
matter kow intelligent, cateful ur circumspect a man or number of men may
be who work in a mino generating oxplosive gases io sufficiont quantities
dnring working houre in workiug places, roads avd airways to be ignitable,
they are always likely to bo the victims of some fuolish or overt act that
will c.st them their livea; aud as tho strength of the weakest link in a
chain measures tho strengsh of the whole chain, so their safety is measured
by the probable misconduct of some ignorant, vicious or semi-idiotic person
who cannct realize the awful consequenc’s of his misbehavisur,

To avoid such disater, (1) ampls means of ven'ilation should be far-
nished, preferably iuo tho form of a fan, which should be placed at a safe
and convenient point; (2) the work should be laid off in separate ven‘il.-
tion dis‘ricts, and cach district should have a separste current of air and a
separate return therefrom to bottom of upeast, said return to be miintained
solely for that parpose, and only to be travelled in by mine officials fur
inspection purpoces; tto objects stiainsble by this mothod of ventilstion
aro 10 iucroura tho total volume of air circulating in wine, to insure purity of
air current (as fur as praciicible) on its entranc: to each particular district,
and to limit tho exteut of an explo-ion, should oue cccur afterward ; (3) the
oveicast or sir hiidges should be constructed in the natural stratanf the
meterial is svitable for this wotk ; if too expensive to constructin this way,
they should be mado of iron in segments of 2 known or ca'calated strongth
50 a8 to resiat being collapsed or blown out in cass of an explosion; (4) no
crossculs should be made in main heading pillars or boundary pillara of a
ventilstion district, oxcept where necessary for haulivg purposss ; the head-
ings should bo aired as they advaico from crossheading to crossheadiog, or
from flat to flat, by mesns of incombustible brattica put up for that purpose.
This precaution would greatly reduco tho number of stoppings to be maia-
tained sirtight, or to bo blown out in case of au explosion, and would thus
greatly f.cilitate a rescue. By a judicious use of this brattice in ciors or
flat headings the number of stoppiogs in thom woull bo reduced one-half
or more, at little or no extra cost whore pillars are large and yardsge is paid
for crosscuts.

Next, the gervice of ono or more fire bossas should bs secured, who
should bave a good practic:l knowledge of mine gasses, especislly of firi-
damp, sud kuow their composition and specific gravities in order &3 bo abla
to kuow where, under ordinary circumatitces, to look for them, and to foie
a geod idea of tho amount of air reguired ts diluto any explosivo gasios that
might bo encountered in tho d iy examination; he should bo scquainted
with tho mothod of ventilation used in the wine and the ditection of avd
di:tanco tiavelled by any oxplosive gasea that might bo generated in his
oxaminstion district or in the wmin.. He should be a totai abstainer from
all intoxicating drink, should nut bo short-sighted or color-blind, snd
should bo cool and coursgeous under all circumstauc 8 connected with hiz
dutics.
