Tux financial year closes on the first of
May. As April ends on Sabbath, the
Treasurer will not close hisaccounts until
Wednesday, May 3rd, so that any sumns
collected the last Sabbath, and veaching
Halifax Tuesday night may be included.

As will be see from the above statement
some of the most important schemes are
deeplyin debt. Onaccount of the storms
in February, many whose collections were
then made did not have an opportunity
of giving. 'Would it not be well to follow
the example of some of the Scottish Chur-
ches, and devote the last S:1,bath or bet-
ter the seccond last, to ‘“gathering up the
fragments,” thus affording an opportunisy
to any to give to whatever scheme they
may choose enclosing their gift in an enve-
lope and marking upon it the schtune
for which they inteud it.
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OUR FOREIGN MISSIONS. |

The growth of our work on Trinidad
calls for an incrensing and unavoidable
outlay.

‘The salary of the fourth missionary re-
quires two hundred pounds, and her
sohools and buildings will absorh, at the |
very least, another hundred.

‘Chen there has been one hundred extra
required in the New Hebrides. [ifty
pounds were remitted to Mrs, Morrison |
for her anl durmg protracted illness. |
Word has just been received of her death,
and Dr. Steel writes that in the cireum-
atances he thinks that he must assume
the responsibility of sending twenty-five
pounds for the benefit of her son and
daughter now orphans. This sum must
be immediately replaced in Dr. Steel's
hands. Besides, the Board has voted
£30 for a boat for Mr, Annand, at the
request of the Mission Synod.

If these sums are added they amount
to £405 stg., or very close on $2000.
And of this increased expenditure what
part could be avoided ?

But how is it to be met ? The present
affords an excellent opportunity for such
of our wealthier people who have been
satisfied hitherto by giving o few dollars
to the cause annually to send along their
forties, fifties and even hundreds. And
might not a much larger body of people,
lundreds who in good circwmstances have
been giving one dollar, afford to make a
speciad gift of four or five, or cven ten,
so that the work shall not be hindered.

In the line of the above suggestion the
agent of the Church reports two special
contributions of $40 and $100 for Foreign
Missions, not from the wealthy, but from
those in moderate circumstances.

Your committee ‘“appainted to confer

with Rev. J. W. McKenzie respecting
his expenses in returning, his proposed
stay in the Maritime Yrovinces and the
way in which, if sufficiently strong, he
may he able to advance tho cause by
meeting and giving information to our
congregations” have attended to the duty
entrusted to them,

With referenco to the employment of
Mr, McKenzie they have to report that
after conferences with him they arranged
for a scrics of meotings during the sum-

" mer in the country congregations of the

Presbytery of Pictou with a view to
meeting his wish to be engaged at that

! time not far from home, and for another
. series in the autumn in the congregations

of the Pres. of Lunenburg and Yarmouth
with a view of securing the visitation at
his leisure of these congregations which,
on account of their distance from cach

" other and their difficulty of access, the
" other missionaries, in their hurried visits

home, had been unable to overtake.

Your committee are glad to be able to
report that Mr. McKenzie has been en-
abled to carry out these arrangements,
not only without injury to his health but
with advantage thercto, returning from
his western tour of visitation stronger
than when he set out.

It will be known to the members of the
Board that later in the season Mr, Me-
Kenzie, at the irequest of . the committee
in charge of the missionary meectings of
Montreal, visited that city and addressed
meetings there, and that the result wasa
lively manifestation of interest in himself
personally and substantial assistance in
the carrying on of his work. .

Your committee would suggest that
the acknowledgements of the Lourd arve
especially due to those fricndsin Montreal
who are undertaking to help Mr. Mec-
Kenzie in supporting young men to he
trained as teachers.

With reference to Mr. McKenzie's
¢ proposed stay™ in the Provinces, your
committee have to report that he feels it
to be his duty to leave Nova Scotia and
return to his field of labor early in May
with the expectation of vvertaking the
Dayspring in Australia aad leaving that
place for the Islands some time in
Qctober.

Respecting his expenses your commit-
tee have to report that the question con-
cerning the duty of the Board has re-
ceived their best attention and considera-
tion. The difficulty in reaching a.suit-
able recommendation was increased .

First, Ly the fact that the committee
had no precedent drawn from the New
Hebrides ficld to guide them though they
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expeeted to find one in the case of Dr.
feddio, and sccomdly, by the further fnct,
that the course pursued in M, MeKon-
ze’s cuse must embaly  the principles
upon which the Board will be prepared
to act in similar cases which may emovge,
one at least of which the Board hasal-
ready been called to consider.

The committes felt that the Board
should avoid on the one hand suchan ex-
penditure as_would lead the Church to
recard the New Hebrides mission as a
burden tvo heavy to be borne, and on
the other such o limitation of expenditure
as would be unjust to our missionavies |
or hamper them unduly in making a .
neeessary provision for themselves znld |
theiv families.

DUuder these cireumstances they beg
leave to submit the follc wing recomunen
dation, which the Board will notice con-
tains an alternative propocal viz, ¢

Rither that Mr. Z\}cKcuzic be paid the
one half his selary for the 21 months
during which he will be abzent from the
field and the full amount of his travelling
expenses, . .

Or that, duriug hia absence from his
ficld he be paid at the same rate as the
Board pay the Trinidad missionaries
while they are on furlough, and two-
thivds of his expenses,

|

The latter proposal was accepted by
the Board, one half of the expenses of
travel in place of two-thirds to be paid
from the funds of the Church.

THE CLAIMS OF THE CEURCH
SCHEMES.

ART. NO. 1,

THE UNITY OF THE CHURCIL

One of the grand principles of Preshy
terianism is t(ine unity of the clurch, the
oneness of the body of Christ. Our
theory is that the outward and visible
Church is one in the sense that a smalle

art is subject to the larger, and the
Fa.rger to the whole. It has one Lord,
one faith, one baptism. It has one gov-
ernment, and the principles of govern-
ment.laid down in the Scriptures bind
the whole Church. The terms of admis-
sion are the same ev here, and when
s man is admitted to full fellowship by
the office bearers'in any congregation he
is admitted to the fellowship of the whole,
church, and has rights and privileges and
corresponding obligations in the whole

church. When a man is legally excluded

from any congregation he is excluded
from the chureh universal, Whataffeots
o iuterests apact affects and interests the
whole. 1 one member is made to rejoice
all the members should rejoice with him ;
if ono is mado to suffer all should sutfer
with him,

THE OBLIGATIONS WIHICH THIS UNITY IN-
VOLVES,

According to-this view n church mem
ber is under olligation not only to his
own congregation but  to the whole
Church.  An intelligent Presbyterian
living in Halifex or 8t. John knows that
he should not only take o deep interest
in the financial and spirvitual affnivs of
his own congregation and contribute
liberaily towards the support of ordi.
vances there, hut that he shonld alse
take a deep interest in and contribute
liberally towards the support of ordi-
nanees in the various mission stations
and wenk congregations scattered over
the Provinces. He knows that those
mission swations and weak charges have
claims upon him which he cannot repudi-
ate. Heand the Presbyterians living in
some neglected places in Now Brunswick
or Manitoba, ave members of one family
and fold, and they are bound by tho ties
of brotherhood and by solemn promisc to
aid ezch other and to give all necessary
asgistance for the maintenance of ordi-
nances and the efficient prosecution of
religions work in the respective fields.
The strong must help the weak. The
rich must aid the poor. Not only should
all omr ministers receive an adequate
salary, butevery congregation, it matters
not how small or how poor or scattered,
should have the regular and stated ad-
ministration of Word and Sacrament.

If our Presbyterianttheory was strictly
carried out, there would not be found
one minister living comfortably on a
salary of $2000 or $3000, while anocther,
who labors as earnestly and faithfully,
lives at the starving point on $400 or
S500 ; there could not ge found one con-
gregation expending $80,000 or $100,000
on an elegant building, while 2 number
of families living in the backwoods are
unable to obtain the means to erect even
the most humble place of worship,

When & man becomes o member of the
church he vows and covenants to give as
the Lord has prospered him, not only for
the benefit of his own ‘congregation but
for the cause of Christ elsewhere, Con-
sequently when our ministers ask their
people for money for the Schemes of the
Church, they ask not as a matter of
charity, but as a matter of binding obli-
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gation, as a mattor of honesty and truth-
fulness, and the wan who rofuses to give
according to his ability is disloyal to the
church and to Christ and faithless to his
most solemn promiso. If hois a member
of tho church umiverssl, then he is under
obligation to serve the church univeranl
—his obligations are co-extensive with
his privileges.

This prinoiple of ononess or unity of
the church is rocognised and acted upon
in the different Schemes, such as the
Home Mission, the Foroign Mission, the
Supplementing, she French Evangeliza.
tion, the College &ec. Lot us study
briefly each of shose Schemes,

THE SUPPLEMENTING,

The Chursh in the Wost has only one
fund to aid weak ocongregations and to
send preachors to inisaion stations, pro-
porly so called. Up to the year 1863 the
Synod of the late Presbyterian Church
of the Lower DProviness had but one’
Board or Committee for both purposes;
at that time it was considered advisable
to disjoin them and to ontrust the
management of cach toa separats com-
mittee.

"The design then of the Supplementing
Fuund is to aid weak congregations to pay
the salavies of their ministers.  "Thers are
maiy congregakions in the Lower Pro-
vinces that could not hate the regular
ministrations of pastors was it nos for the
timely aid which they receive in this
way. The importance of the Scheme is
cloquently act forth in an address by the
Rov. Di. Sedgewick before a missionary
meeting in Fort Massey Church, Halifax,
in 1874, Hesaid:

*¢The several objects which share yonr
beneficence, kave claims more or less
cogent, and more or less pressing, and
1 have no intention, as cersainly I have
no wish, to urge the claims of any one of
those objects to the dotriment in amy
sense, or in any degres, of auny other.
But, Sir, thers are gbjects and objects,
and there are claims and claims, and
among theso several objects and claims,
as it seems to me, there is no onc that
comes, or ought to come, home "to us
more closely or more tenderly than the
scheme to supplement our small and
wonk congregations.

‘“These congregations, ay you know,
are mainly im the country places in thess
provinces, auly a few of them in the
villages or towns or citios of the lard.
Now, this being admitted, what are
these congregaiions, pray? Why, first
of all they are lights shining in.a dark
place, they wee lights in the world, so far

forth, thoy ave lights, of truth, to warn
against the darkness of orror,—of holi-
ness, to allure from the dark and devious
courses of sin—and happiness, to cheor
and to bless whore there 1s littlo else, and
in somo cases, may bo, naught else, to
gild the present with joy, and to make
the future bright with hope which is full
of immortality, and which, to many an
error tossed soul, and to many a sin
tossed and sin tormeated coul, is an
anchor sure and steadfast, entering as it
does int> that which is within tho vail.

“Sowee of these congregations, the
most of them indeed, are on our coast
lines, within the sight and hearing of
that far resounding sea ; aye, sir, thoy
ave morally and spiritually what yonder
Pharos, what yonder lght-house is;
which in fair weather or in foul, whether
in hurricane or zephyr, to our shipping
coming into our port or leaving it, guides
safely out to the voyage of life, at the
beginning, and into the desived haven at
the close, Allow one of theaz congrega-
tions to languish, or to die, and you
would do a much greater ovil than were
the light-houses all around us to become
useless through parsimony or neglect.

“ And then they are nursories of our
town and city congregations to o very
wconsiderable extent, I was going to say
to a great exient, Sir, it used to bo so
in point of fact, in days long gone by,
with some of your congregations.”

Space will not permit further quota-
tion. The importance of the Scheme
must be evidens to every intelligent man
and woman.

But what are our people doing to indi-
cate their appreciation of the Scheme?
The ycur subsequent to the union the
committe were able to say in their report
to the General Assembly :

‘“ They can point with legitireate satis-
taction to tho fact that though the work
has grown upon their hands, from Sftcen
supplemented congregations in 1863 to
forty in 1875, and from $1100 required
in the former year to $4000 in the latter,
they have bezn onabled to fuliil every
obligation into which they have entered.”

Last year they had to report a debt of
$1104.43. This debt was due chiefly to
the fact that the parent churches in
Britain had discontinued the grants which
they had been making aaonually, while
our own people had made scavcaly any
advance on their previous contributions.

It may be interesting to some of opr
ministers and people to know what each
Presbytery is doing in aid of this Fund.
In the Synod of tke Presbyterian Caurch
of the Lower Provinces there are abouy
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. . |
27,600 communicants ; the amount raised

in 1881 for this scheme was §2014.74, a
little over 10 cents per communicant.
If they would givo at the rute of 25 cents
per comuunicant--and that is = low rate
—they would furnish the necessary funds,
help the Losd out of a grave difliculsy,
cheer the hearts of some earnest laborers
in the Lord’s vineyard and do a good and
chrinlian work.

Of the congregations that gave nothing
for this Scheme tive are in Sydney Pres-
bytery, three in Victoria & Richmond,
four in Pictou, seven in Halifax, one in
Lunenburg & Yarmouth, cight in Wal-
lace, nine in St. John, three in Mivamichi,
nine in P. L. Island and ounc in New-
foundland. In other wovds fifty congre-
gations out of one hundred and seventy-

our have failed in their loyalty to the
church and to Christ. Traro is the gnly
Presbytery in which every congregation
has given a contribution.

Some of the congregations which in the
other Presbytecies did contribute, gave
very meanly in compacison to what the:
should have done. For example, in one
Presbytecy which received out of t*+
Fund 8260, we find one congregation
paying its minister over $800 and giving
to this Scheme $8.

In the city of St. John there ars five
congregations which together pay annual-
ly for ministerial supporbt $10,089, and
all together pay into the Supplementing
Fund ONE HUNDRED AND TWENTY-SEX
DOLLARS AND ‘TWENTY-ONE CENTs, and
that, too, when thkat Presbytery is re-
ceiving $1,637 to aid their weak congre-
gations |

But what of the future ? The outlook
is not cheering. The work is growing,
the demands are multiplying, the claiing

are Lecoming more urgent, while the
funds at the disposal of the committee
are growing less.

One ot two things must be done;
cither our people must give moio gener-
ously and liberally to this Fund, or the
committee will bo compelled to cut down
some of the grants, to discontinue others,

. and to tell thoso poorly paid and hard

working servants of the Lord and their
weak charges, that our ministers and
prople iu the larger and wealthier congre-
gutions care not what becomes of them !
Shall this be done? Shall we proclaim
to the world that our Presbyterienism is
a failure, that onr boasted principles are
powerless to excite to action and to elicit
the sympathy of the strong on behalf of

. the weal, aznd that we are Congregation-

alists in practice ¥
The Preshyteriansg of those Provinces—

. of thiz Dominion of Canada are profes-

scdly bound together, not only by ecclesi-
astical ties, but also by solemn vows and
brotherly love ; shall wo then disregard
thosc ties, ignore those vows, and say to
outsiders that our pretended brotherhcod
is a aame to deceive and decoy ?

¢ By their fruits ye shall know them.”
Are we to judge the loyalty of our people
by the intercst they manifest in this
Schemo--a Scheme that appeals directly
aud tenderly to every true Preshyterian
heart ?

THE FAULT LIES NOT WITH TIHE PEOPLE
BUT WITH THE SESSIONS,

Let our ministers and elders hut dis-
charge their duty, lod them present the
clnims of this Scheme fairly and faithful-
ly to these congregations, and urge those
claima a3 2 matter of justic. and loyalty,
of truthfulness and honesty, and then
doubtless the necessary funds will be
supplied, many hearts will be cheered
and God’s blessing secured.

HISTORICAL SKETCH OF UP-
PEZ MUSQUODODOIT COX-
GREGATION,

THE FIRST SKETTLERS

of Upper Musquodoboit were five in
mambor, three men and two women.
Though originally from the New Eng-
land States and Ircland they had been
living for a short time in Truro. Learning
from the Indians of the fertility of the
Musquodoboit valley they resolved to
oeo i befors sebtling. Arriving in due
time a camp was erected on an clevated

picce of land on the cast side of the river
near where theschool housein the Henry
Scetion now stands,  Pleased with the
appearance of the soil, and thinking it
would make a goud agricultural district
they decided to remnin,

After o time the men veturned to T'ruro
to procure provision, and sced for plant-
ing and sowing, leaving the women in
the camp alone, who wers obliged l!ll)’-
ing their absence, to obtain food by fish-
ing and shooting game. The toil of the
men in envrying their loads on  their
backs through tho forest is moroe casily
imagined than described.

Alter a timo o tract of land was ob-
tained and the work of clearing hegan,

1n a few years other settlers followed

and tho ring of the woodman's axe was |

often heavd felling the great trees,
REV. DAVID SMITH,

Being the descondants of Prosbyterians
they were visited at o vory carly date by
the Rev. David Swith,  Mr, Swmith ar-
rived in Nova Seotin from Scotland in
the year 1771 and was settled over the
congregation of Londonderry where he
Tabored faithfully and diligently for 24
years, Ho way the first minister who
had visited Upper Musquodoboit, and
performed a long and arduous journey to
reach it.

REV. JAMES MUNROR,

Some time after his visit they were
regularly supplied by the Rev. James
Munroe who was originally a minister of
the Church of Scotland. He loft his
native land in 1785 for Amorica and was
received by the Synod of New York and
Philudelphia, He remained a few yemrs
in the United States but owing to failing
health and disappointed oxpeetations ho
removed to New Brunswick and shortly
after came {0 Nova Scotia. o was re-
ceived by the Presbytery of Trurvo in
1792 and appointed to supply Onslow,
Musguodobott, Ul‘%’“" and Middle Stewi-
avke, giving one fourth of his time to
cach locality. Ior two years he con-
tinved to supply these districts with
gospel ordinances and vrdained Colonel
Archibald who was the first ruling elder
in Mugguodoboit.

Mr. Munroe * then removed and was
tinally settled at Antigonish in the sum-
mer of 1807 where he died on the 17th
day of May, 1819,

After Mr. Munvoe's removal owing to
saarcity of laborers little supply was
given them.  Only at rare intervals did
they enjoy the opportunity of hearing
the Gospel preached.  The Rev. Duncan

Ross of West River, Pictou, being on o
jowrney to Sheet Harbor, whete ho was:
the fivst to preach the Gospol, seeing their
spiritual destitution tarried by the way
and gave thom a sermen.

UNION WITII STEWIACKE,

Barly in 1798 they were united with
Stewiacko and formed into a congroega-
tion, and in 1799 thoy gave a call to
Rev, Matthew Dripps, & native of
Clydesdale, Scotland, Mr. Dripps feol-
ing that in point of health and strength
he was unable to undertake tho labor of
50 venttered a congrogation declined ac-
cepting the call and after a few years
wag sebtled in Shelburne.

REV., HUGH GRALLAM.

Several months elapsed before any
further steps were taken to sccure a
pastor. N

At length on the 27th August, 1800,
their eyes saw their teachcr, the Rev.
Hugh Grabam being inducted at that
date. Ho had previously been settled at
Cornwallis in 1785 where he laboved
about 15 years. After his removal to
Stewiacke he wrought hard during  long
pastorate of thirty years, and greatly en-
deared himsclf to his people. Nor did
he labor in vain, The congregation be-
came consolidated, the Communion roll
was largely increased, so thzt in five
years a division of the congregation was
etfected.

SEPARATION FROM STEWIACKE.

On the 15th March, 1815, the Truro
Presbytery disjoined the Musquodoboit
sections and erected them intoa separate
charge.

*REV. JOHN LAIDLAW,

The new congregation was not left to
sufler injurious effects from o protracted
vacaney, for in June, three months after
the separation, the Rev. John Laidlaw
was settled overif.

Mr. Laidlaw was fovmerly a minister
of the Relief Body in Dunning, Scotland,
but afterwards joined the Secession
Church. Heis spoken of asa superior
preacher, o man of meek and humble
demeanor, one who endeavored to serve
his Master faithfully. After laboring in
Musquodoboit for a few years he re-
moved to the United States and died at
Pittsburgh in the year 1824.

REV.-JOMN SPROTT.

He was succeeded by the Rev. John
Sprott who was born at Stoney Kirk,
Wigtonshire, March 1780.-
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After laboring with his father ou the
favm until nearly 18 years of aye, he pre-
pared o cnter college at Ndiuburgh.
This city was 150 miles distant from his
home,.» journoy which he always travel-
led on foot. Having finished his collego
course.of four years, ho entered upon the
study.of theology under the Rev, M
MeMilen and was licensed to preach the
Gogpel in 1300,

For o tima he labored in Scotland and
received several ezlls all of wiieh he de-
clined. At length he resolved to lenve
his fatherlaud, seb suil for America and
narcowly escaping & dreadiul shipwreck
ou the passnge veached Nova Scotin in
safety 1n 1818,

At that time there wereno vacancies
in the church and he spent two years
itinerating, preaching in almost every
wcorner and creck in the Province. lle
was first sottled at Windsoe where he
remained only o few years. At the death
of his st wife, Miss Clarke, he tendered
his dewmission.

In August 1823 he visited Musquodo-
boit and preached in the Lower, Middle
and Upper Settlements, on which occa-
sion he baptized sixteen children, Six
mounths elapsed when he made a second
visit in Jan. 1824, preaching seventeen
times iu four weeks and on the uccond

Sabbath of July he dizpensed the Sacra. |

ment of the Lord’s Supper and admitted
forty-three new members.

* The following vear he veceived and ac-
cepted o call and was inducted on the
43th Sept. 1825, The Rev. John Waddell,
“Truro, preached the induction sermon.

Shortly after his settlement he began
to visit the Bastern shore and continued
these visits from Musquodoboit Harbor
to Moser River for 36 years. At first he
undertook these long and toilsome jour-
neys twice a year but ofter a time
travelled to Sheet Harbor monthly.
‘When the snow was too deep he would
dismount from his horse and would carry
his portmantean on his shoulders, glad,
as he often remarked, to reach the glitter-
ing haunts of men. Though these visits
involved wmuch physical toil yet it always
afforded him real enjoyment to minister
to the spirvitual destitution of the long
negleeted loealitics on the Atlantic coast.
Ag he dispended the ordinances of religion
she peoplé were refreshed and he often
«¢xporienced tokens of .the Master’s pre-
VWher unable through the infi
mities of ae to continue these long jour-
neys he always. cherished grateful recol-
Jections of them and theiv remembrance
was gwyeet.

In 1825 the Communion voll at Shect
Harbor numbered twenty and at the end
of thirty years had inereased to ninety.

When settled at Musquodoboit kis
ficld of labor comprised o large area and
the families wero muchseattered.  Being
in tho prime of life he applied his whole
strength to vepair, as he tells us, ite dis-
mantled towers, At the dato of his
settlement there was but one ehureh wnd
u log school house. Before his death
there were seven churches and fourteen
handsomeo school housey on the Musquo-
dobuit River.

A church wag built in Uppor Musguo-
doboit in 1818 but in the fellowing yeur
wis constined by fire, aud in 1827 wno-
ther was erected which still stands,

During Mr. Sprott’s ministry the con-
gregation grew and the number of con-
municants inereared from one hundred to
two hundred and fifty, The churches
were also filled with devout worshi pll»uru
and prayer meetings were well atteuded.

Atter twenty years labor he tendered
his resignation which was accepted, and
ho spent the remainder of his life on his
farm at Middle Musquodoboit, often,
however, performing missionary journcys
to destitute localities breaking to them
the Bread of Life.

When about 80 years of age he was
sadly erippled with rheumatism and
erysipelas which unfitted him for travel-
ling or lubor of any kiud, Awmid his
afilictions he felt that his Ieavealy
Father had not forgotten him bat was
employing the vod of aflliction to-chasten
him. Tnough unable to walk about, Lis
goeneral health continued goold for a few
years until at length after a short illness
he passed away to his rest on the 15th
Sept., 1869, aged 89 years.

* REV. ROBERT SRDGEWICKE.

Mr. Sprott was succeeded in Musquo-
doboit by the Rev. Robert Sedgewicke.
Beiore coming to Nova Scotian he had
been employed as o city missionary for
four years in Scotland, - and after his
licensure in 1836 was settled over the
cougrenation of Aberdeenm.  Theve he
labored fo some years and was then in-
dnced to leave the lanl of his nativity
and make this Provinee his adopted
home. Not long after his avrival he re-
ceived and accepted a call o Musquodo-
boit, and in 1849 wes inducted,

Counting his term of serviee as a city
missionary he has labored in the Master’s
gervice for the long period of fifty years.
Abundant in labors the congregation
made marked progress under his fitithful
ministrations and after a pastorate of
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twenty-six y.ars a division was eoffected
in the year 1875, he being continued as
pastor of the Lower section.

TFrom that time to the nresent he has
ety 0t e w st nted zeal in
Mol Jsgnu b, Laoagh recontly
lnid a3idoe by a severe attack of illness, in
the goo:l Providencs of God and contrary
to the expactation of friends he has been
rajsed up again and may yet regain his
usua] strength.

UPPER MU3QUODOBOIT

now enters upon its existence as a sepa-
rate congregation.

REV. ISAAC SIMISON.

t did not 1 2main long vacant but soon
fixe:d upon the choice of a pastor, On
the 17th Octobher, 1876, Rev. fsaac Simp-
son wa3 sattled there. At the time of
his induction the communion 10ll num-
bared one hundred and foriy-four, and
durin ¢ his ministcy, a period of nearly
three years, sixty additions were made.
Contributions to the schemes of the
chureh wero also increased and greater
numbers attended upon the means of
grace,

In 1S7) Mr. Simpson tendered his
demission and is now settled at Lower
LaHave, Lunenburg County.

At the dato of his removal there were
208 communicanes, and for nearly threo
years the congregation continued vacant.

Duriug the vacancy they were sup-
plied by the Halifax Presbytery and al-
ways paid fully and promptly each pro-
bationer and also cleared off an incubus of
debt that rested upor. them at the date
of &r. Simpson’s removal.

REV. JONN CATRNS.

Oa the 7th 'Mareh, 1882 Mr. John
Cairns having accepted their call was
ordained and inducted into the pastoral
charge of the congregation.

Upwards of eig.l‘xty years have elapsed
since the settiement of the tirst minister
in Musquodoboit. They have enjoyed
the services of not less than five different
pastovs, and yet Mr, Cairns ovdination
was the first ever held in the Musquo-
doboit valley with the exception of that
of Rev. John McMillan, Little River, in
connection ot that'time with the Church
of Scotland.

The congregation comprises thvee

reaching stations, viz., Upper Musquo-
dobhoit, Dean Seitloment, and Sheet
Harbor Road. There are but fe¥ fami
lies whe do a0t adiprs ¢ Presbhyterian.
ism. Thercis s good staff of iutelligent

clders and a large number of young
people.

With a clear balance sheet, a minister
settled under favorable auspices, and
go »! matesial within their “wand  we
may safely predict, with God’s blessing,
a prosperous future. .

As there is not the slightest
gronnd for expecting that all the papers
can appear in the Hecord, as you have
offered to publish as many as possible, if
send, in the MARITIME PRESBYTERIAN,
and as the Committec are desivons of
gotting as much information respecting
the Mission as possible before the people,
I send you the following :

over from 1880.

It is also understood that the Savanna
Grande estimate is the same as last year.

The estimate for 1581, prepaved by the
Mission Council when there were but
three missionaries, as they thought, was
£1122 Gs. 9d. For the new missionary
besides outfit and passagye, there was for
salavy, rent, schools and building
founded by the Canadian  Church,

£304 3s. 7d., making £1326 10 4
Estimote for the present year 1454 16 9

Additional Expenditure with-
in the field asked for 1582 £178 16
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The whole increase on the last two
years has therefore been very serious—
£332 atg., over $1500. The Board wish
the facts to be well weighed, and trust
that, as it has-resulted from the expan-
sion of a successful mission, it will be
met by a steady growth of Christian
liberality over the whole church.

THE TRINIDAD MISSIOH.

Extract of Letter from Rev. K. J.
Grant.

San Fernando, Feb. 6th, 1882,
Dear Mr. Scott:

Work resumed this yesr with good
prospects,  Our San Fernande school
which shewed a daily nverage of 56 last
year has risen to 100; some days 117
present. Ilhave had to engegea third
teacher. Some of the Estatcschoolshave
also greatly increased.

School work is essential. Through it
the young are instructed in the know-

. ledge of God and access is obtained to
parents. At this moment I have several
candidates: for baptism, in one case a
whole household of seven, the direct
fruit of school work.

I trust the Church will not weary.
The farmer strives to increase the fertility
of his fields. The world is the field {or
the Church, the whole world; should
she not with the greatest urgency prose-
cute the work that she may rejoice over
sheaves gathered.

The converts very heartily decided to
pay £25 stg. additional of my salary this
year, making now £125 stg.

In San Fernando we had 98 pupils pre-
sent at Sabbath School yesterday and 30
had to account this morning at the open-

ing of school for their absence. In thee |
O‘iord is our trust.

Report of J. W. Corsbie.

San Feriando, Trinidad, W. 1.
Dec. 31st, 1§81.

To the Board of Foreign Missions :—It
is now fally two years and-a half since I
took charge of San Fernando school, and~
1 shall now make out my sccond Annual
Report. In looking back the year has
been a very trying one, sickness and

death have visited all classes of socicty.
Many of the children-of the school have
beeh sick with fever and other com-

Blninta, but none has been taken away
y death.

I enrolled 83 gu ils in the first quarter
and 59 were in daily average attentlance ;
second qyiarter, enrolled 84, 55 daily
average ; third quarter, enrolled 77, daily
average 55; the fourth quarter, 85 on
roll with an average of 57 daily. Thus
the daily average for the year was 56.

In the month of April, which is the
time for our annual examination for
Resuits.Fees, I presented 39 children be-
fore the Inspector, and 29 passed his
examination as required by the Education
Department, and got as Results Fees
§167.00.

In addition to this, school fees gollect-
ed fgom pupils for the year, §84.95. The
whole amounted to $241.95:. The in-
atruction has been carried on as usual,
but with increased interest.

Towards the end of the year we had
our public examination, at which there
were several ladies and gentlemen present,
I may say representatives of the infiuen-
tial portion of the community, and of all
churches. They all expressed their satis-
faction and were highly pleased with
what they witneesed.

Furthermore, we wound up the year
by giving an cotertainment to all the
pupils of the day school and Sabbath
school, where refreshments were distri-
buted, also we had singing, recitatious,
end addresses.  All enjoyed a very
pleasant evening. Thus we closed the
year's work.

Another very encouraging feature of
the work is that all the ex-pupils have
attached themselves to the "Church and
Sab. School. Several are teachers also
in the Sab. School, and these are forming
our English congregation. ‘

Various circumstances comhbined to
urﬁe the.building, of a cwelling at once
and with a view to econcauy the dwelling
and school-rootn were combired, the-one
occupying the lower story and the other
the upper. The Foreign Mission Board
would scarcely understand & detailed
deseri, tion of the place, aud to the mem-
bers of the Mission Council it is un-
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nevessavy as they have all seen it. The
detuiled  zccounts. herewith  submitted
ghow that the total cost was £383 1¢s 8d.
This suffices for the present, but a subye-
(el antiay of sey 5200 will be necessary
to complete paintag, &e.  Leaving that
for futufe consideration  the acepunt
slows the present debt on the buildings
to be £448 3s. Tt is right, however, to
note that there aro some additional donz}-
tions promiscd which will 1educe this
amount. .

I resret that unusuunlly dull times both
for merchynts, proprietors and labovers
has made it impossible for me to collect
more here.  The next question is, how
is this debt to be dealt with.

Any «ifort to wipe it off at once would
1 fear derange our funds, the special por-
haps succeeding to the injury of the
general. I would therefore propose :

1. That the amount remain for the
present asa debt. : ) :

2. That rent be rllowtd as set down in
my cstunate for 1882, so as to pay the!

teacher’s room at Arouca for which we
now pay rent and perhaps also a school-
room there as we can get no government,
aid in our present building it not
being up to the vequirements.” The bal-
auce if any to go to reduce this deht.

4. That botll here and-in Caneda
special donations might ‘be got irom
friends for this object ﬁm'ing the year.

5. I got $£904.23 on personal sceurity
(and consequently without any legal
charges) at 8% and £100 stz. for one year
without interest. The foriner note I
must retire May 1st, 62 and the latter
July Ist. Now if the F. M. Board.agree
to the aliove proposals and could horrow
from other uninvested church funds say
£359 at 6] to be paid 6 my arents on
or before May 1st, I would sece that the
Insuraiice was kept up and  the Interest
paid and as large a balance as possible
suved to reduce the debt, 'If this plan
were adopted all special  ddnatfeus or
collections paid in for that object might |
be handed over and reported to me by
yoar Sec’y.  Andif the plan succeeded
it 1aight be continued from year to year
till the debt was wiped out.

Letter from Rev. A, Falconer.

Mr. Falconer and his congregation are
20 closely identified with our mission in
Trinidad that by the church at large
their work is regarded with deep interest,

The following extract from a letter by
Mr. Falconor while it gives expression to
the feeling of many a laborer who longs
for more of the Spirit's presence and
power, yet it.shows that there is much
cause to thank God and take courage.

Port of Spain, Feb. 6th, 1882.

I have been very busy ever since re-
turning from Nova Scotia, but feel, I am
thankful to say, vigorous for my work.
‘We are having good meetings, larger
than we have ever had. And our Sab-
bath School has grown too large for our
accommodation. There must have been
over 300 children present yesterday. Our
school is improving in efficiency, and the
teachers as a rule are becoming more in-
terested. We have now, I think 30
classes.

Would that we could impress these
young minds more decidedly with the
truth. How little impfession do we
seem to make. I am afraid our work is
largely formal.

utwardly everything about our
church never seemed more prosperous
{never so much so0) but I fear real spiritual
life is not high-toned. C

We had our annual meéeting .10 ‘days
ag, and all reports were highly satisfic-
tory so far as man’s-eye can see, We
had 14 accessions to membership since
my return, . .

They are about t0 undertake building
8 schodi room (large) for 8, 8. purposes, -
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Mvr. Gonsaloes has given the lot adjoining
the church, gratis, valued at $1600 and
perhaps he conld get $1800 for it.  They
are now gathering up funds and when we
reach a certain amount we will “riseand
build.”

By the way that reminds me of my
subject last night, ‘*rebuilding Jern-
selem's walls,”™  Of course it had nothing
to do with the above. I tried to show
our people the great work Lefore the
church, the obstacles but still the encour-
agements. I try always to keep the
people here from *‘ concentrating all in
self” even in chuveh aflairs.

I hope you are having much comfort
and success in the Lord's work.

LETTER FROM REV. DR. Mc-
XAY.

Tamsui, Formosu, Jan'y 2nd, 1852,
Rev. Pror. McLARENS :

Ay Dear Brother,—After twenty-seven
days on the ocean s, s. ““ Belgic ” we ar-
rived at Hong-kong, where I met my old
friend, Captain Abbott, who informed me
that his ship was bound for Tamsui, For-
mosa, by way of Fuchow. Saturday, 17th
ult., we boarded her, and Sabbath morn-
ing cleared the port and stcamed up_the
Formosnn channel against a terrific N. E.
gale.  Saturday, 24th ult., we passed
Famsui, but could not enter. Sunday we
Iny outside the bar, tossed on the volling
waves, looking at Tamsui with lenging
learts. Monday, 19th, at 9a.m., we
were anchored in the Tamsui river, and
in a few moments were welcomed by
A-Haa, my first convert in Northern
Formosa, who was the very fivst to greet
us. We scarcely spoke & word to him
until my dear colleague, Mr. Junor, step-
ped on board to help us ashore.

Ashore ! thank God, once more, on be-
loved Formosa. We found Mrs. Junor
and the baby very well, and our own
Mary Helen running about. Since ar-
riving, converts have come from all parts
of the field to welcome us back. 1 never
expeeted to get such a warm reception
from converts and heathen,

I visited several chapels already, and
was met by crowds, who expressed great
joy at.our return. In Bang-kaheven the
street in front of the chapel was soon
packed after my arrival theve.  When 1
visit all the chapels Iwill write at length.

Mr. Junor is not very well, and is go-
ing by the steamer to Amoy, cte., and

can get materials for * Oxford” college
far cheaper than here, so that he will do
great good by going.  With kindest re-
gards to Mrs., McLaren, cte.

Dear Children : .

The name of John Geddic is & house-
hold word in the Maritime IProvinces.
Some.of our ships and not a few young
persons hear this honored name. You
also know that we are to have the memory
of our first missionary preserved by a
history of his life and labors. The boolk
will be read with much interest because
it will tell the story of a wonderfu] man.

When you hear of a wonderful man
you at once say, ‘“‘how I would like to
see him.” Dr. Gieddie is now in heaven ;
perbaps some of you saw him when on
earth, but like all good men his works
follow him. A faithful servant of his
Master, God wrought much through him.

Over thirty years ago he left hisnative
home and travelled n.Toug distance away.
He was not in search of gold nor did he
wish fame ; he wanted to do something
for the heathen.  Ancityumn, one of the
New Hobrides group of islands you know,
became his adopted home. Iere he cast
in his lot among & degraded people who
threatened-to kill him. God, however,
was with him, and he lived to scea great
change wrought. |

Thirty-six yeurs ago Ancityum had no
bible, chwrch, day or Sabbath schools,
christians or missionary. Now there are

233 communicants and not less than three.

hundred attending church.  The children
on that island can now attend school as
youdo, for thereare not lessthan 22schools
taught by natives. 'They have the Bible
in their own language and can read
it for themselves. A printing press in

* Scotland is also striking off a dictionary
which will form a volume of between two
and three hundred pages. This-year we
will likely receive therr first eontribution
to our forcignanission fund. .

You ought to rejoice at what God hath
wrought and feel. enconraged to svork in
this noble cause. You have had some-
thing to doin bringing abaut this change.
Every year for some time you .have col-
lected money. for the support of the Day-
spring. The missionaries could not do

without her and your contributions have
kept her rumning. Last year she sailed
10,000 miles and paid several visits to
mission stations.

Other islands are now occupied and
wo have-three missionaries on the group.
Soon three more will land belonging to
other branches of the Presbyterian family
and a deeper interest is now taken.in the
work in Australia-and Victoria. As you

-sond your money forget not the mission-

The Swedish Sailor-boy and his
Bible.

At a meeting of the Abérdeen Auxiliary
Bible Soeiety somo years sinee, tho follow-
ing affecting incident was related by an
eye-witness of the scene.

“ Last year,” said he, “a vessel from
Stuckhohn was.driven upon our coast in
‘a tremendous gale, and: became o total
wreck. In a short while after the vessel
struck she went to pieces. The persons
on shore beheld with grief the d&wful state
of those on board, but could render-them
no aid. They all perished except one
lad ; and he was driven by the wavesup-
on a piece of the w.eck, entangled among
the ropes.

‘““Half naked and half drowned, he
As soon as they re-
scued him they saw a small parcel tied
firmly round his waist with a handker-
chief. ‘Some tl. ught it was his money ;
others.the ship’s papers ; and othors said
it was his watch. The bandkcrchief was

. unloosed, and to their surprise it washis

Bible—a Bible given to the lad’s father
by the British and Forcign Bible Society.
Upon the blank leaf was a prayer written,
that the Lord might make the. pgift the
means of saving hisson’ssoul.  Ypon-the
other blank leaf was an account of low
the Bible camé into the father’s: hands,
with expressions of gratitude to the
Society from which he received it. To
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this was added a request to his son that
he would make it the man of his counscl;
and that he could not allow him to de-

art from home without giving him the
hest pledge of his lovo—a%lihlo; although
that gift deprived the other parts of the
family. The Bible bore evident marks
of having been often read.”

Drowning the Baby.

As a missionary was walking by the
river Qanges, in India, one day, he
noticed & Brahmin woman and her two
sons, a beautiful boy of twelve years,
and a’little baby a few months old, with
two female sorvants, going toward the
river. By their appearance he knew that
the child was to be drowned to please the
goddess Gnnga. When they reached the
principal bathing-place four priests came
up to them ; and when the mother saw
them she gave a loud cry and fell sense-
less to the ground. She was carried by
her servants to the water’s edge, where
there was a great crowd of people. The
chief priest then took the lovely babe
from his brother’s arms, covered its liitle
body with oil, vermillion and saffron,
dressed it in red and yellow muslin, and
began to repeat charms over its head.

The priests tried to arouse the mother,
and at last shé opened her eyes. When
she remembered what was goihg on she
sank back, saying :

¢‘Is there nothing that will save my
child v

.“No,” said the priest, who expected
a large sum of money for performing the
coremony ; ‘‘no, You have vowed to
give him up, and you mnust do it. But
the gods want you to bo willing to do it.
Are you willing? Say so, and let the
goddess take her own.”

*“No, no ! cried tho mother; “I am
not willing. If I break my vow I can
only be cursed. Let the curse come. I
would rather die than do it.” = =

““Yes,” said the angry priest, ‘“the
curso shall come, but not on you. It
shall come on that lad there,” pointing to
the elder boy, ‘‘on the darling of your
heart. You shall go home to-morrow,
taking your worthless babe with you, it

" is true, but leaving your noble boy, the

ho 0 of your house. Do you still refuse?”
- The poor mother eould not speak, and
the priest added : |
. ““Thea wave-your hand as-a-sign that
I may throw your babe iuto the river.”
The sign was given; the child was
thrown. "One little splash was heard ;
‘but the next moment the mother had it

safo in her arms once more. Wild with
grief, sl.e had plunged in and saved it.

“No, no ; Gunga shall not have him!”
ghe cried. *‘I was mad, quite mad, when
I made that vow. If i$ were a daughter
perhaps I could give it up ; but I cannot
sec my baby-boy drowned before my
eyes.”

The pricst throatened her with still
more dvendful things, She was inade to
say again she was willing ; an? the priest
was just rendy to throw the child into
the water, when his arm was draiviBack
by the missionary, and he was thrown
down by « soldier who was close Lehind.
« You know that Queen Victoria is Em-
pross of Indin as well as Quoen of Eng-
land ; and Englishmen have made o law
that children shall not be drowned in this
way.” When the missionary found what
was going on, he had gone in great haste
for some soldicrs to stop the priest, and ar-
rived just in time to save the baby’s life.

The frightened priest got away as well
as ho could, the crowd fled afterhim, and
the missionary, and the soldiers and the
now bappy family were loft alone. The
motheor fell at the feet of the missionary,
cryinxi H
*Thank you, thank you a thousand
times, sir ! You ha e saved my darling.
You have made my mother’s heart re-
joice. O how could I have lived without
my baby ! I can do nothing for you, sir,
but the God df the universe will reward
you. I will always pray to our gods to
send you their blessings.”

Relieved and happy, the mother said
to her servants :

 Come, Dasee and Tara, lot us go to
our boats and leave this dreadful -place.
The gods grant I may never seeit again!”

Since the gospel has been carried te
India theze dreadful things very seldom
happen ; and ifall Christian people would
do what they could to send missionaries
there, the time would soon come when
they would never happen. What can
youdo? ' ..

“You Won't Eat Me Will You?”

A little silken-haired girl, six years
old, climbed up on the lap of an old
cannibal king of the Fiji Islands; and
standing on his knees, with her little
hands upon his ghoulders, she looked
confidingly into his face as sho said,
¢ You won’t eat me will you ?” ’

This was in the year 1875, and the
cannibal chief was visiting at the house
of her grandfather in Sidney, New South
Wales.” .Old Thakombau, for that was
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his name, was mightily
question from the pregty littlo girl, whom
he now loved, though twenty years be-
fore he would probably have looked upon
her as o nice spring chicken te be broiled
for his breakfast.

I must tell you about him and his
wonderful conversion. In the Pacific

Ocean is a group of two hundred angd fifty,

islands knownas the Fijis, Twoof them
s-¢ a8 large as Long Island near New
York., Between forty and fifty years.
ago some prisoners who had escaped from
one of the British convict islands in- the
South Sess, landed among the Fijians,
and by their wicked example made the

eople worse even than they had been
Eefo‘re.

But not long after some faithful native,
Christians of the Tonga group of .islands:

also landed in Fiji, These were mission- |

aries of Christ as the white men had
roved missionaries of Satan. Havin
een converted by English inissionavies
they felt impelled to carty the Gospel
to other islands. And in spite of the
wickedness of the white men whoin they
found thiere before them, they: swon many
converts, and so prepared the way for
the Wesleyan missiobaries who ‘ere
afterward sent to Fiji from England.
These missionaries were, 80 successful
that tens of thonsands of converts have
been won; and nowy Fiji.is a Christian
country. But .during many years the

horrid custom of cannibalisin continued, |.

in many of the islands, and the chief of
whom I am telling 30}1 was one of the,
worst of all. He had helped to eat scores
and even hundreds of people. So fearful
were the ravages of this custom that the
chiefs not only baked their enemies taken
in war, but whenever they thought it
necessary, they sent out men to catch
the innocent wherever they were found,
and most frequently women and children.
If-a chief received some distinguished
guest he thought he must honor his ar-
rival by a great feast ; and his men were
sent to eome island to catch victims, just.
as a person in our country would-go fish-
ing.  If a royal canoe was to be launched
it was customary to tie the arms of a cor--

tain number of victims, wnd lay them -

down as rollers upon which to'shove the
boat into the water. After theagony.of
this process the victims were beaten to
death with clubs and baked in'a large
oven and served for the feast.

The missionaries sometimes interfered
to save the lives of victims thus condemn-
ed to death. On one occasion the wives
of two missionaries whose husuands were

absent on a missionary tour saw propara-
tions being made for a great feast ona
neighboring island. They learned that a
})arty of kidnappers had sprung upon
ourtcen innocent women who were fish-,
ing along the shore, th_ui‘_the oven was
heated for baking them, alid’iliab a, grent
miltitude had already beguivto celebate
the dances and other orgies ¢oitidcted
with the feast. B

‘Feeling that it was ot great risk to their
lives to interfere, thoy novertheless re-
solved:to try. Being rowed over to the
island in a little boat .they at once went
to the house of the chkiof, where, sur-
rounded by his principal men, he was
already engaged in the tervible work.
Unprotected as they were, they presented
their carnest plea, not knowing but they
too would. ho carvied to- the ovens. ., Five
of the fourteen had already been put to
death ; but the chief, -astonished at the
courage and earnestness of the two ladies,
for their dake spatred the vemaitting nine,
who at once fell at their feet ‘overcome
with glad surprise.and: gratitide. -

Not far from the year 1860 King
Thakombau bécame a Christian, and in
1874 hesinduced. his fellow chiefs of other
islands to unite with him in requesting °
the Quoen of England to accept the gov.
ernment of Fiji. He had not only be-
come a convert to Christianity, but he
had: become convinced' that. @ .strong
Christian government would be better for -
his people. :

So. the British- Government sent Sir
Hercules fRobinson, Governor of New
South Wales, to Fiji to ratify.thetreaty.
Upon trereturn of the %ovemdr to Sidney
the old chief went with -him; and it was
in his house that his little granddaughter-
who had. heard all about Thakombau’d
history, g0 prettily reminded him of his
old habits, He was immefisely pleased.

He did not appear to be at allsensitive
but.was ever gladi to recognize the won-
derful change which the Gospel had pro-
duced in his character. He is described
as & man of remarkably fine appearance
and of consistent Christian character,
In-all'the history of Missions no other
people have ever beon so remarkably

-changed by the Christian faith as the

LETTER FROIN EDINBURGE.

Edinburgh, Feb. 25th, 1882,
T'o the Maritime Pre.bytcrian :

The subject of universal remark here
is the mildness of the season. So far
there has been little more than the ap-
pearance of frost or snow., Wherever
there is anything for the plough to do,
it goes steadily on. The ticlds are as
green as in early summer.  The gavdens
present none of that bare poverty ap-

carance which severe weather gives.

wdeed they are awakening to new life.
Shrubbery and some of the ornamental
trees are cowing out in leaf. 'Che spade
and rake have been busy for weeks, and
now in these strects in which are private
gardens may be seen the snowdrop, red
and whkite daisies, and yellow and violet
crocuses in profusion, while tulips and
pansies are ready to appear. Add to
these the sweet jessamine whose bright
golden blossoms cover many a dark wall,
and you have a pleasing contrast to the
wintry weather in Nova Scotia.

During the early part of the season a
frightful succession of gales swept over
Scotland.  America was  blamed for
originating these, inasmuch as warning
was given of storms that began develop-
ing energy on the western shores of the
Atlantic.

But there ave storms of another kind
that originate and develop in Scotland
itself, and which need no outside influ
exce to perpetuate them. The people
revel in controversy. During an af’er-
dinner speech in the U. Hal}, a
student, who is completing his course in
London, remarked that it was a relief to
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escape from the controversiyl atmosphere
of Scotland to other places that have less
time for disputing and move for haxd
work.

The session had no sooner opened than
clouds gathered. Professor Rlint was
the object of the fitst attack. In the-n-
troductory lecture to his Divinity clags
in the University he advocated progres-
sive Theology on the Basis of the West-
minster Coniession of Taith; and in-
stanced Biblical Theology, Cumparative
Theology and Christian 15thics as thyree
sciences that had made rapid progress
in other countries while Scottish theo-
logians were wasting their cnergies in
disputes.

At once the daily ‘¢ Scotsman™ bristled
with replies. It wasurged that-progress
in theology on the basis of the West-
minster Confession is impossible, ‘‘inas-
much as it covers the whole field of theo-
logieal speculation, end: definitely and
dogmatically settles all questions regard-
ing the Bible, God, Christ, Holy Spivit,
man, sin, redemption, heaven, hell.”
Professors of theology and ministers of
the Gospel who hold to Professor Flint's
view were charged by Dr. Begg with
*“getting places of trust and emohunent
by false repiesentations.” The calami-
tous results that are alleged must follow
were set forth distinetly.

Others, who were not prepared togo so
far as Dr. Begg, attempted to show that
the question undorlying the discussion
was the meaning to be attached to the
declaration of adherence to the Confes-
sion ; and contended that many ministers
of good standing acknowledge the Con-
fession in a general way without binding
themselves to every statement init. It
was not until a great deal of hitterness
had found expression that the matter
passed from public notice.

Meanwhile another discussion was
raging, which in some of its features dis-
played a superabundance of acrimony.
I refer to ¢ University reform,” and the
onslaught upon the middle schools, which
were declared inadequate to thoroughly
prepare young men for the Universities.

But a question of wider interest to
Presbyterians is that of Disestablishment.
The campaign was opened in Edinburgh
in Dacember. Aanass meeting was called
in the Music Hall, and chief among-the
speakers were DPrincipals Rainey and
Cairns. Many were as excited as if the
safety of the solar system depended upon
the voto taken. At times every person
in the hall was on his fedt ; while shouts,
hats and sticks filled the air. Since then
the question has been discussed before

the public in different paxts of the coun-
try, and many of the Free and U. P.
Presbyteries have expressed themselves
in faver of (‘lis-cstalﬂfs.l{ucnt.'

Still thero is o laxge number. even in
the Free Church, who do not think that
the time i8 1%)0 for action, and therefore
oppose it. Tpon Principal Rainey rests
the odium of precipitating the discussion.
He has been severely blumed and roughly
handled by Dr. Kennedy of Dingwall,
who, in a manifesto, calls upon the High-
land hosts as the moulders of Scottish
history during important crises in the
past'to stand firmly by the principles
enunciated in 1843.  As Dr. Kennedy is
seid to be paramount in the northern
highlands, this counter attitude “within
the Free Church must have'a damaging

-effect upon the movement.

THE TEN LOST TRIBES O
ISRAEL. R

I.

The question has often beonr asked,
What has becomne of the Ten Trilies?
Where ara they to be found ? Are they
still in the land of Assyria? Or are:they
fused among the other nationsso as to
become known by the modern names of
Anglo-Saxons, Germans, Celts, Britons
and Normans ?

There appears.to be a great degree of
misunderstanding as to the nature and
extent of the carrying away of the ten
tribes from their own land, consequently
a vast amount of irrelevant matter has
been written in connection with the sub-
ject.

When the king of Assyria overturned
the kingdom of Ephraim or the ten
tribes, heacted on the policy of Nebuchad-
nezzar. As the latter carvied away cap-
tive the king of Judah, the princes, the
rulers, the priests, the nobles, the rich
men and the zpriicipal persons in the
kingdom to Babylon ; but left of the poor
people of the land who had nothing, no

ossessions, in the land of Judah for vine-

ressexs and for husbandwmen, and gave
them vineyards and ficlds. At the same
time (Jerem. XXXIX. 10 : LI, 16:)so the
former took Samaria, made a prisoner-of
Hoshes its king, .carried.nway. its ihbabi.
tants, along with the princes,, the rulers
the chief men, the rich, the noble .anj
the great, into the land of Assyrin, ang

placed them in Halah and Habor by the
river of Gozan, and in the cities of the
Medes.

He subjugated the nation and made a
complete revolution in the dvie and
ecclesiastical polity of the kingdem., But
tho poor of the land, the mass of the

opulation, the main body of the people,
Ee left bekind, as he did not consider
them to haveany influence to enable them
to resist his power or throw off the yoke
of his government.

These poasants became servants and
vine-dressers to the wealthy Cuthean
Colonists whom the Assyrian meonarch

lanted in Samaria and its vicinity, much
in the same way that the Anglo-Saxon
population of England became vassals
and servants to the nobles, the bavosns,
the lords, the great men and the military
officers of the Norman army of William
the €ongueror, As the Normams and
*Saxons mingled together and became the
progenitors of the Lnglish nation, so these
poor people were incorporated with the
new inhabitants, and from this union
sprung the mixed race afterwards known
by the name ol Samaritans. As the old
and the now inhabitants spoke kindred
dialects (Aramean and Xlebrew) of the
anme original language this amalgamation
‘was the more easily accomplished.

This took place chiefly in Samaria and
the neighboring towns, in the middle
parts of the land of Isreel, which were
more occupied by the new inhabitants,
because the Israclites who dwelt in these
plnces, being more obnoxious to the As-
syrvian king for their turbulenco and
political disaffection, were on thazt ac-
count put to death, or carried away cap-
tive to a distaut country, and their land
was left comparatively destitute. They
were the men of honor and estate who
were 80 treated ; the generality of thosc
who were of any note, or posscssed of
political influence, were carried away as
prisoners of war ; the poor and the work-
ing classes were left behind, many of
every tribo in Istael.  This was especial-
1y the case in the northern parss of the
land which were not so fully occupied by
the new inhabitants as the middle parts
were.

‘The northern part of the country,
which was called Galilee in the time of
our Lord, was inhabited by persons ac-
knowledged to be the seed of Israel, who
went up ycarly to Jerusalem to worship.
These were the descendants of the tribes
of Zebulun, Naphtali, Issacharand Asher,
whose inheritance lay in these regions.
Ropresentatives of all the tribesawere left

|

'st,ntions, 84 outstations,

in their own land, The ten tribes were
never wholly removed as a population.
Anva the prophetess, the daughter of
Phanuel was of the tribe of Asher. The
Galileans were descended from the north-
ern tribes, for they were different from
the inhabitants of Judea and Jerusalem,
who were of; the tribe of Judah and
Bonjamin,

For aught we know Peter and Andrew
Philip and Nathanael, Matthow and
‘Thomas, and the majority of the Apostles
were descended from the ten tribes, for
they were Galileans. We have no evi-
dence to prov: that they were descended
from the tribe of Judah,

Chicago has a lavger Hebrew popula-
tion than any other city of equal numbers
in the world. There are fiftcen syna-
gogues in the city, which have an average
attendance of over 1,300 each, making in
the aggregate aboub 20,000 Israclites who
take part in religious services.

Europe.

Paris has now ninety-two Sunday
schools, with 7,409 scholars, who are
taught by 819 teachers. Tlis shows a
gain of six schools for the year 1881.

During the winter, Rov, Dr. Somerville,
the Scotch evangelist, has had successful
meetingz  in  Frankfort,  Strashurg,
Carlsrune, Gernsbach and Baden-Baden,
in Geinany. The Germans have gathered
in Jarge numbers fo hear the truth from
him, even though he has had fo speak
through an interpreter.

Austria is now the only country im
Europe where aggressive Gospel work is
forbidden.

The Moravian Brethren will celobrate,
in the month of August, the 150th anni-
versary of the foundation of their mis-
sions amongst the heathen, It was in
1732 that the brothers Leopold and Dolby
landed at S5. Thomas, in the West
Indies.

China,

The Southern {American) Presbyterian
Bourd proposcs to establish a new mis-
sion in. Northern China,

Forty-four persons have been added to
the Second Presbyterian chwrch, Canton,
Chinas during the past year.

The Roman Catholic bishop of Hong
Kong says that the Roman Catholic Mis-
sion took 400,000 Chinese children last
year to bring up in the faith of their
Church.

A third Presbyterian church has been
organized in Canton, with fourteen mem-
bers from the First church, thirteen from
the Second church, and one from the
Chinese church of San Francisco. Two
elders were choson.

Tho mission of the Southern American
Presbyterian Board in Soochow, China,
have been able to purchase a plot of
ground for a cemetery, and have roceived
o proclamation from the Governor stat-
ing that it is the burizl ground of the
Protestants, and all men are forbidden to
molest them when burying their desd,
or to injure the graves. They consider
i this an inrportant and an agressive move-
ment for their mssiion work and influence.

Japan.

Missionavy work commenced in Japan
only o few years ago, and there are al-
ready between seven and eight thousand
converts to Provestautism. In Ciina
Christianity has been increnzing st the
rate of forty per cens. for the sy five
years.

The manager of a large poltery estab-
lishment in Yokohama, Japan, recently
asked the missionaries to hold a service
{ for his employes every Subbath. In the
! afternoon books and papers are read to

them. At the sido of the latge gato ef
i the factory is this sign : *“This isa rest
{ day at this establishment.”

In addition to this it is well to Lear in
mind that'as Mrs. Mackenzie’s time is
largly given to teaching, the ready-made
lothing for the mission family, is cne of
the direct ways of doing nission work
that shouldinot be forgotten.
