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HE correspondence be-
tween Sir Jobn Thompson
and Lord Knutsford, to-
gether with the reports of
the former to the Governor-Gene-
ral, upon the subject of the Cana-
dian Copyright Act of 1889, was
presented to the Canadian Parliament on
the 24th ult. It shows that Sir John Thomp-
son has left no stonc unturned to secure to
Canada the concession of some control over
the copyright privileges that British authors
enjoy in this country. Notwithstanding the acu-
vity of the Minister of Justice, the question has
made little progress towards solution, the last
communication from the Colonial Secretary, dated March the 18th,
stating that, though the whole subject of Canadian copynght has
been undet consideration, her Majesty’s Government thought that
it would, on the whole, be desirable to delay replying to the despatch
until it was seen how the copyright question would be finally dealt
with to the United States. Great Britain has conceded to United
States authors the benefit of copyright upon substantially the same
rerms as to authors who are her own subjects. Those United
States writers who take out copynght 1n London are protected here,
This increases the number of authors who have absolute power over
the presses of this country to prevent the pubhication of books copy-
righted in London. [f English authors or United States authors

have their works registered in London they can prohibit the publi
cation of them here, and this country has no power until our Act is
allowed to license the publication of such works and fix the compen-
sation which should be paid to the holders of the copyright. 1fit
is true, as British authors say, that they never rececive the royalty
our customs department is supposed to collect in their behalf from
United States reprints of their books imported into this country,
then they should support the Act which is now awaiting royal
sanction, There is all the more reason since international copy-
right has been arranged between Great Britun and the United
States, British copyright holders who have taken the prescribed
precautions to obtain protection in the United States, will naturally
desire that all thar books which reach this market shall be distri-
buted from England, since, as they allege, they get nothing on such
as reach us from Umited States presses. Butf the British edition
continues, as it has done, to be too expensive for genendl sale here,
then there will be nothing gained from the Canadian trade, which
will get the books by the back-door way. Wherefore, the British
author ought to be a supporter of the Canadian Act, which assures
him of protection.

It is a question whether newspapers are aids or hindrances to
the sclling of books. There is no doubt about it they fill a place
in the leisure of the public, a considerable part at least of which was
taken up with reading, for which books had to be bought. Even
well-educated men and women whose tastes incline them to a good
class of scientific or literary reading, complain that they find no
time for books after they have read ihe newspapers and one or two
of the numerous periodicals that get into the homes of the people.
Magazine reading takes up much time that would be otherwise
given to more or less expensive books. On the other hand, the
newspaper has made readers of more people than books of them-
selves ever did, so that probably there are more book buyers as a
consequence of the daily papers. As periodical literature has be-
come a substitute, to some extent, for books, the trader ought to go
in to make all there is to be made out of the former.

"l

Failures in other departments of trade are attributed to varous
causes, such as insufficient capital, bad management, speculation,
ctc., but failures in the book and stationery trade are alinost invariably
accounted for by the one cause, nainely, price-cutting. It is just
possible that too much may be {aid at the door of this evil. Thatit
1s prevalent there 1s no denying, but to say that the other causesare
not operative among the book and stationery trade is going too far.
Such a statement involves the supposition that the class of men n
this trade is superior to the temptations of speculative buying, over.
stocking and dissipations outside of business. All ‘this might be
believed if it were not commonly acknowledged that a very large
proportion of the trade can descend to grice-cutting, and the latter
1s fully as bad a fault as any of the others. The man who cuts prices
is also guilty of bad managing, shows a lack of the nght kind of ex-
perience, etc., and if he fails his failure ought to be assigned to bad
managing, lack of experience, etc  Overbuyirg is still a cause of
failure. New men who begin with light stocks,for which probably as
unknown menthey have to pay cash,are thg better of that restriction,
They have only what they can pay for, income from their capital
will keep them but a short time, and they go n for turming their
capital as often as possible.  Aganst such competitors, who aim to
make profits frequent vather than large, & cumbrous stock isat a
disadvantage, and often the stronger man is driven to the wall by
the more active one.  He is then said to be the victim of price-cut
ting. But if his opponent stands the campaignit will not be manifest-
to everybody that price-cutting is the trae cause. In such case the
cause will be inability, on account of excessive stock, to do business
on cc:tain conditions. The conditions are determined by the cir-
cumstances of the man with the small capital and the light stock.
He can keep his stock fresh because he needs to recruit it often to
make up for his lunited ineans.

Mr. Alexander Buntin lives in
Montreal, where he looks after the castern
branch of the business and the mills, which
have been established at Valleyfield as long
as the house has existed. His associate
partner, Mr. Reiud, has directed the Toronto
busincss for many years.

work illustrates the soundness of his business
creed. As well as contributing so much to
the building up of a great house, his sterling
worth has won him a place among the most
honored citizens of this country. By his own
example, too, he gave abundant evidence of
his belief in what Carlyle calls the *“gospe!

and one in which vast accom-
plishment is possible, 1t is also

It was in 18350 that Mr
John Young Reid, after hold-
ing the position of maunager

in Hamilton for two years,
becaine a  partner in  the
house of Buntin Bros. & Co,
now well known under the style Buntin,
Reid & Co. In the same year they
opened an office and warchouse on
the comer of Colborne and VYonge
streets, in this city, where their Toronio
business was transacted for about thiny-
three years. Two years ago they moved to
their present handsome quarters at 29 and
31 Wellington street west  The composi
uon of the firm has not YSeep modified by
any addition since Mr Reid began his
conpection us a member of it James
Buntin died 1n 1861, leaving Alexander
Bumtin, Mr. Reid and George Boyd
survising partners.  In 1877 Mr. Boyd
retired, and in 1381 the house took s pre-

This financal and commercial posstion,
one of the proudest in the country, was not
reached at a stnde. It was developed from
a comparatively small beginning, and s the
consummation of a steady senes of efforts.
The course of the business was widened as
it advanced. Branch after branch was
added, and the finn never ceased to hold its
own, or for a moment to pay less than 100
cents in the dollar. As wholesale stationers,
paper makers, blank book manufacturers,
envelope makers, their success has been un-
interrupted.

The cardinal principle on which this re-
cord of success hinges 1s integrity. In that
Mr, Reid 15 a firm believer, and his hfe's

of the stationery trade in this
country, being in years the
oldest man in it, and probably
the longest connected with it.
He is a director of the Globe
Prnting Company, of the Brit-
1sh American Assurance Co.
and a member of the Board of
Trade.

The lesson which Mr. Reid’s
success teaches to those who
have their future before them,
as he had his half a century
ago, 1s that solidity 1s the
thing to work for after all, not
display. Perhaps the success
of lus first five years would
have been the 1uin of the ma-
jonty of young men. There
are plenty of people who can
stand the treadmill of arduous
work long enough to attain to
a competence, but who, when
that is realized, want 1o dis-
play it, either in the expen-
siveness of their habits or in
embarkation upon some enter-
prise too great for their puny
financial strangth.  With such
men success 15 the precursor
of failure. Many of that kind
have risen and fallen since
Mr. Reird began his career. A
meteor-hke existence in the
world of commerce is not only
short in itself, but is usually
final. The failures that are
caused by success, to use a seeming
paradox, are not often repeated in the
hfe of the same man. They dishearten
him and spoil tum for further effort.  Evolu.
tion, not revolution, 1s *he process in stable
fortune-bullding. It is not easy for some
people to take to and stick at common-
place plodding even when the spur of necd
is applied. It 1s harder when their circum-
stances have become easy and appear 1o
exempt them from the necessity of work-
ing. Those in whom a sense of duty
and responsibility suffices to keep them
busy are the kind that will make head-
way, for a moral basis underlies their
efforts. M. John Young Reid is such a man,

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A WHOLESALER ABROAD.

Mr. A. F. Rutter was the principal whose
turn it was this year to make the summer
trip for the house of Warwick & Sons to the
Pacific coast. He was away about four
months, Believing that the experiences and
impressions of so wide-awake a man over so
extensive a field would be interesting to the
trade generally, most of whom know Mr.
Rutter well, a representative of BOOKS AND
NOTIONS called upon him to get a few notes
about his observations.

In the first place his trip agreed with him.
That his looks show, and his feelipgs accord
pretty well with his looks, for he reports a
big business as the results of his amiable
calls upon friends in the trade. Those visits
were pleasant affairs, as not uncommonly his
customer would take him for a drive through
the fine agncultural districts, where the
grain was in its most interesting stage.
And Mr. Rutter rubbed his hands over the
prospect which the fields spread before his
appreciative gaze. Those fields have been
mostly reaped since, and the yield real
from them does not at all surpnse Mr.
Rutter. He saw 1t growing. The business
he did, though large, did not mar lis pleas-
ure. It rather enhanced it. It brought him
in contact with some of the wmost hive men
he has run across in the trade. As
a rule the book and stationery men
of the west are great pushers he observes.
They are also, and consequenly, well to do
to a very large extent. They are tine, smart
fellows, he says ; they keep good stocks, and
keep them well regulated as to quantity and
season. The peculiar conditions of life in
the North-West tend te nurture a sharper
class of business men. [he booksellers and
stationers there have grown up with the
respective towns to which they belong, ex-
panding their business as the town develop-
ed, and all the while adding a little to their
business nsight.  Qutsiders would find
themselves at a disadvantage. A feature
he observed with satisfaction was the preva-
lence of good prices.

Mr. Rutter met many old friends, only
some of whom we have space to mention.
At Brandon his stay was made agreeable.
Mr. Christie took him out n oa drive of 30
miles to show him how the wheat looked.
It was wonderful. The observer felt that if
the crop got safely past the 20th of August
the North-\West would make up for alt back-
wardness in the past. Of the Toronto men
he met, Mr. Marshall 1s in the stationery
business in Vancouver, and with many more
old fellowships were renewed. With Mr.
Sifton, the Attorney-General of Manitoba,
an old school-fellow, he put 1n a pleasant
time. Among newspaper men from the east
he ran across Mr. McLagan, now connected
with the Vancouver World, and Mr. Hous-
ton, Jate ot the Toronto Globe, and now of
the Victoria Times.

He returned through the United Statesby
the Deaver & Rio Grande and Southern

Pacific railroads. This route brought him
through the greatest number of States, in
all of which be made a halt of longer or
shorter duration. He stopped in Seattle,
Tacoma, San Franaisco, Salt Lake City,
Denver, Chicago. In the latter city he re-
mamed three days, and was a spectator of
the wild excitement on 'Change over the
great wheat flurry of the summer.

Of the many railroads he travelled upon
the C. P. R. took the palm n all points of
comparnison. Its comforts, attendance and
care of the passenger’s interests could not be
excelled. The porters and conductors ware
most courteous and prcmpt in their attention
to everybody on board. The prairies were
alive with color as he sped through them,
and Banff Springs, he says, was phenomenal
in 1its beauty. The Rockies baffled descrip-
tion. The epithets * magmficent’ and ‘grand’
had to content him, but they did nut do
justice to his feelings about the, mighty
range:

INCREASED DISCOUNT'ON
READERS.

After hanging long i doubtful balance,
the petition of the Booksellers' Association
for a larger discount on the Ontario Readers,
has been granted. Upon the bulk of the
readers sold lor the term that opened on
Tuesday, the retail trade were given a dis-
count of 25 instead of 20 per cent. This is
a good ending to a long and vexatious sus-
pense. It 1s the outcome of the award of
the arbitrater> who had to deaide whether
the prices of the readers were fair or exces
sive. Only upon the Fourth Reader diul
they report their opimnion that the price
was too high, as its make-up involved ao
outlay for cuts. It now retails at 4sc.
mstead of soc., as formerly. The 1n-
crease of the discount to 25 per cent. was an
indirect rather than a direct outcome of the
arbutrators’ award, as what the discount
should be or whether it was a fair one, was
not the question they had to decide. They
had to say whether the prices were fair or
not. The discount was a matter that was
fixed at & minunum point in the contract be
tween the Departinent and the publishers.
The 1aising of the mintmum from 20 to 23
per cent. seems to be purely & concession on
the part uf the publishers, but, as they could
not be directly forced to make 1, they pro-
bably did so as a compromise, preferring to
concede it rather than have the price lower-
ed two or three cents on each book.

The Association had recommended in its
petition to the Minister that $250, instead
$1000, be the amount on which 10 per cent.
for cash should be allowed, but that was
not granted. The really important point,
the one vital for all classes of retail-
ers, has been gpa'ned. This result of the
arbitration is a very satisfactory one,
and the publishers have shown a hberal
spirit 1n the matter. The members of the
trade cannot too highly appreciate the value

of the association, which has done signal

service to them, by 11s intercession with the

Minister. The increased discount ineans

about six ar eight thousand dollars per an- -
num to the trade. Booksellers ought to

send along their fees and join the associa-

tion out of gratitude for that one turn. The

terms now are :

On all readers 25 per cent. and § per cent,
for cash.

In quantities of $1,000 worth and upwards
taken at one time, the discount willbe 25
per cent. and 10 per cent. {or cash 3o days.

The price of the tourth reader will be 4sc.
instead of soc. as heretofore.

MAKING SPECTACLE LENSES.

The bit of glass to be formed into a lense
is fastened by means of pitch to a small
block of hard rubber, so that it may be more
readily handled. It is ground by being
pressed against a rapidly revolving metay
toel, whose curvature is cqual and opposite
to that desired in the lens. This is known
as the “rough tool” and is made of cast-iron,
It is mounted on a verticle spindle, and is
kept moistened with emery and water.
Several grades of emery are used n succes-
sion, changing from coarse to fine as the
gunding proceeds, As a result of this pro-
cess the glass has a rough surface and is no
longer transparent. It is now transferred to
the “fine tool.” This is made of brass and
has 1ts surface as true as possible, It 1s
compared from time to time with a standard
cutve, in order to insure accuracy. In this
second grinding the abrading material is
rouge (carefully calcined sulphate of iron).
Finally, the lense is polished by being
pressed against a piece of cloth powdered
with rouge and fastened to the rotating tool.
The glass is now loosened from 1ts block,
turned over, and the reverse side of the
lense ground. When this has been accom-
phshed, the lense must be cut down to the
proper shape for mounting in the spectacle-
frame. Itis placed on a leather cushion and
held firmly in position by a rubber-tipped
arm, while a diamond glass-cutter passirg
around an oval guide traces & similar oval
on the glass below. * The superfluous glass
outside of the oval 1s removed by steel pin-
cers, the rough edges are ground smooth on
Scotch wheels and the lense is ready for
mounting. The glasses for small telescopes,
microscopes, burning-glasses and the like,
are ground in the same fashion. From
Glass in Stience, by Prof. C. H. Henderson,
in the Popular Science Monthly for Sep-
tember.

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THE HISTORICAL NOVEL.

Witlin the past two or three years, it
scemns as if everybody possessed of a little
teisure, a pen and a few quires of paper, has
written a historical novel. Most of these pro-
ductions, as was to be expected. are worth-
less, and «peedily find their way to the rag-
shop. There is one marked pecubiarity in
this class of fiction, from which hardly a
half dozen specimens ~re frec, namely, the
labored, archaic style, declamatory conver-
saton and pervading turgidity of thought.
Vhe language in every casc is simply that of
the King James' version of the Bible, or at
least a more or less successful attempt at an
ititation of it. \Whether the scene be Jaid in
Persiunder Darius, orin Rome,under Augus.
tus,the tone is the same, and personagessepa-
ratcd by thousands of miles of terntory, or
living a thousand vears apart in timc' al.
ways speak in the same style, a sort of dis.

A DAY OF SMALL THINGS.

The liberal and large spirit of trade in
great centers and large establishments 1s apt
to leave the impression upon the mind of the
superficial observer that there is an immense
unnecessary waste going on all ‘he ume,
That appears to be the case. No account
seems to be taken of little things, and the
refuse heap is supposed to be a costly pile
by the end of a ycar. This 15 as the fact
seems, not as it is, for there is a very careful
collection made of the odds and ends that
are accounted waste in a large business
house. Small dealers are not usually so care.
ful, though to them the extravagance of do-
ing business on a large scale seems greatest.
The bits of string, the scraps of paper, the
fragments of old packing cases, and the
numberless remains or ruins of damaged
stock, do not go to the pile of debnis that is
to be carried and deposited out of sight at
cleaning up time. They are not swept up.
They are very carefully gathered up, assort-
ed, and made into neat looking collections
whose value will tell in a few weeks. In all
the big stores of the cities thereis a boy em-
ployed solely to gatber bits of string, paper,
etc., whose duties warrant his employment at
a far rate of pay, quite as much as a boy
would earn in any other capacity. Ifthis is
true ol large stores it is no less true of small
ones. Ifa boy can make his pay and some-
thing for his employer, by saving such scraps
from the refuse pile in a large store, it surely
will pay storckeepers of all degrees to prac-
tise the same economy.

The lavish ways of some merchants, their
sovereign disdain for the bits of paperand
string that fall on the floor, etc., are not typi-
cal of the time, and the maxim that *money
saved is money gained ” is held to even more
firmly than in the more primitive days of
trade when that maxim was coined. The
greater stir and bustle of business create a

cloud of dust through which the observer
cannat always penetrate into the details, but
those details are on principle what would be
considered quite petty by those not well
grounded 10 commercial economy. Certain
trugal and careful habits of this description
may be designated as “small” by people
who have not the rudiments of a business
training, but they are the means whereby
the leakages are soldered up, and whereby
the solvency of the trade is maintained in the
face of the severe competition that meets
him everywhere.

Daniel Gunn, grocer, Inglis street, Truro,

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BOOKS AND NOTIONS.

DISCOUNTS AND UNDERSELLING.

After long and careful thought we do not
understand how men are to be helped cut
of difficulties into which they have deliber-
ately thrown themselves, and for seasons
that still exist, and will continue to exist for
a longer penod than we can define, except
by an entire alterption of conduct.  The
competition of business men has been widely
lauded as thc producer of all kinds of trade
excellence, economy, and cvility , but, of
coutse, there arc drawbacks on the other
side, especially when the contest has
been keen, the capital unecqually distri-
buted, and reckiessness has entered the
arena.  Underseling of all kinds is a
product of Competition and 1t is only
reasonable, thercfore, to anque, that if
the product is of such a growing char.
acter that it has at length run away with all
the profits, say, of the Siationers and Book-
sellers, that Combination should be resorted
to as the anudote. Traders in antagenism
bring out each other's pluck, endurance,
encrgy, skill, ingenuity, etc., the consumers
getung side benefits in the shape of lower
prices and greater civility ; but traders in
antagonism know no mercy, and so they
kill each other, the weak going to the wall,
and the stronger hving only as before, all
the resultant profits being given away to the
almighty public.

Combination alone, faithful and true, will
hold the fost safely.

We have heard very much lately about
the evils of the Discount System as respects
Books and Magaznnes (and Statsonery might
well be included), and all kinds of temedies
are proposed, many of which seem to us
unsuntable.  If retaders choose to gine away
all or nearly all theurr profits to purchasers
of their goods, whatever these goods may
be, we cannot understand what it has to do
with the men who sell to the retalers, nor
why they should be asked or presume to act
as judges or umpires by charging higher
pnces to reduce the profits of retailers,
and compel them to keep up their prices
tothe public . e, filching fiom Peter and
Paul may be the gamer.  Nor do we know
by what right the wholesale house or manu-
facturer, having once sold his goods, is
decmed to have a voice in deciding what
protit shall be placed on them by the re-
tailer; nnr that 3t should be asked that the
farge purchaser be chaned exactly cn the
same scale as the smalier purchaser. These
are each in wntravenuon of sound prinai-
ples; 15 an fact, domng evil that good mmav
come, which 1t probably never wall in such
a connecuon.

A vorrespondent in a contemporry jour-
aal ts convinced * that if the publishers and
wholesale trade wall sunply charge the re
uil trade one vertan price per copy for all
books, whethier purchased singly or in large
numbers, and allow no odd books,” discount
practices would soon vease, * the wholesale

trade at the same time entering into a bond
not to supply any but the retail trade at less
than the pubhished price, allowing five per
cent. for cash’, Another correspondent
asks for extra discount to firms out of Eng-
land. And we arealso favored with the state-
ment that we ought to ignore published
prices altogether, and charge what welike—
just about what we have been doing, and
gewting so rich o ! In the North the
opinion is smid to be unanimous and em-
pbatc that net prices will not and cannot
become general, except in the case of a cer-
tain class of books—so that Edinburgh is
evidently not a haven of res: yet for book-
sellers.

What we say s, that as retalers have
brought this discount evi} on themselves by
unrestricted competition, they must get rid
of it by as perfect a combination as possible.
Even if you adopt the plan suggested by a
contemporary, and unite for the purpose of
supporuing a large distnbuting agency, soas
to get your goods cheaper, you will have to
fight the wholesale houses before long, and
the members must certainly bind each other
successfully not 10 go beneath the 3d. inthe
shilling. Why not act as our workman?
Form a society, or hold a Booksellers' Con-
ference, or utihize the present London Book-
scllers Society (a short notice of the outing
and dinner connccted with which, on June
11, will be found clsewhere), or the Retail
News.agents' and Booksellers' Union (the
Secretary of which, Mr. E. G. Scopes will
be pleased to give full particulars as to what
the Society is doing in the way of remedy-
ing trade gnevances), and thus influence
and work the trade from some large and
important czatral spat, taking :n the smaller
towns and neighbourhoods. Scour the coun-
try for members, and then at your regular
meetings you will be able to discuss what
discounts will really enable you to live, with-
out frightening purchasers by the bugbear
of net prices. The discounts might possibly
be lessened a hitle without making it worth
the trouble of book buyers to order from
Loudon of the large discount houses.  With
a linleiromthe purchaser, perbzs somefavor
shown by the publisher, and the removal of
the insets in maganines (which have rexched
a point at which the trade may justly ce-
monstrate’, retailers may yet be able to live,
especially if they will try 1o ascentain what
their working expenses really are,—say 1210
18 per cent., as the case may be.

Men arc always on the strike in these days
for less hours of work or mere wages. Book-
scllers and Stationers cannct strike, but they
can combine, and get more profits if they
choose, and especially as they would then
only take from the public just a hitle of what
they ought never to have given them. Of
coursg, as among trade unionists, there will
be plentyof non-members,but vou must putup
with this,and secktobringthemwithinthefold
at every possible opportunity, working upon
their love of fair profitx.  All book-buyers

do not live in London, or even in the great
towns, and it surely will not pay them too
take too much trouble over saving say id. in
the shilling.

It is far better, 1in our opinion, to lessen
the present discount slightly, by act of com.
bination, than to keep it as it is, and then to
seek to purchase on better terms by a large
distributing agency, and by the assistance of
the pubhishers in any of several ways ; be-
cause these will still be left open for future
calls when, perhaps, all has been done as
above referred to, and still the balance 1s on
the wrong side because of new and yet un-
known difficulties. If you cannot keep the
public in ignorance of published prices, we
do not quite believe that the discount sys-
tem is to be prevented by reducing the
beoksellers’ profits. Suppose it should do
so in the large towns : how is the very small
purchaser to sell at even published prices,
as he cannot take advantage of the prem-
iums offered to the large buyer:—s3d. fora
6d. magazine will not show him the way.—
The Stationer, Printer, and Fancy Trades'
Register.

A HUSTLER.

The Michigan Maccabee gives a lengthy
sketch of Dawvid Swinton, formerly aclerk
with Walpole, bookseller, of Kingston. He
is now a wholesaler in East Saginaw, Mich.
The journal says: *In February, 1883, he
removed to Saginaw, 2nd with George A.
Reynolds, of Detroit, established the well-
known wholesale and retail book and station-
ery firm. At the time, the trade journals re-
ferred to this fim: as the “youngest” whole-
sale firm in the country. Mr. Swinton was
24 and his partner 23 years of age. The
buswness was a success from the start. In
October 1883, Mr. Swinton was married to
Belle Florence Wilson, eldest daughter of
ex-mayor Stewart Wilson, jr., Picton, Ont.,
and since thea four children, all fine girls,
have been born to bless their home.

“Dawvid Swinton is usually identified with
all meritorious, new and public enterprises,
and he was one of seven who incorporated
the People’s building and loan association.
He served for three years as vice-president
of this, the largest loan Assocation inthe
state. In politics, heis a staunch republican,
and, although often invited 10 do so, bas
never yet been 2 candidate for office, yet,
whileshrinking from public elective positions,
he 1s always on band to do his share of the
work and help his fnend along. He believes
in life insurance, and has often said thathe
15 “ worth more dead thar alive,” financially;

and in fraternal orders.

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BLOTTING PAPER.

Professor Lauboe:k is going to produce in
the Journal Technologique du Musee de ¥’
Industrie de Vienne an essay upon the power
of absorption of various blotting or unsized
papers.

Our contemporary, the Revue de la Pape-
terie, givessome interesting particulars about
the experiments made during this research.
Professor Lauboeck measures the power of
absorption by the height to which water
rises in bands of paper of 15 millimetres in
length, which he suspends by small metal
pliers. )

The experiments were made at a temper-
ature of about 65° Fahr. for the water and
a relative temperature of 60° Fakr. for the
air.

The samples of paper submitted to exami-
nation were made of pure cotton matenal
and their thickness vaned between .09 and
.6 of a millimetre. The results of the experi-
ments give the heights to which the water
ascends after 1, §, 10, 15, 20, 25 and 30 min-
utes’ intervals of immersion. The average
results are 40 millimetres for yellow blotting
paper of German make and 72.5 millimetres
tor white blotting paper of English make,
after an exposure of ten minutes.

The following are the main conclusions of
Professor Lauboeck’s expenments;

1. The height to which water rises is inde-
pendent of the thickness of the paper.

2. The weight of the paper has no influence
upon its power of absorption.

3. The power of absorption 1s in inverse
ratio to the quantity of ash left by the paper
after incineration.

3. The power of absorption is greater in
the strips of paper cut parallel to the motion
of the machine than inthose cut transversely.

These deductions are important to blotting
makers and are also full of interest gener-
ally. QOne of the great features ot English
blottings is its bulk. We are supposed 10
judge of blotting paper to a slight extent by
its bulking capacity. The popular idea has
been that the thicker a sheet of blotting
paper 1s the more water or ink it will absorb.
Consequently blottings have been made as
thick as possible without mcreasing their
weight.  Our readers will see that Professor
Lauboeck’s first conclusion is contrary to

" any advantage to be gained by the paper

being bulky. If this be so--and we make
no remark either for or against the proba-
bility of this view being quite correct - we
think that blotting makers will be very
pleased. No doubt the great anxiety to
make a bulky blotting seriously interferes
with the strength of the sheet. At present
many good blotting papers crumble and fray
to pieces upon the least fnction. If these
papers were submitted to more pressure 1n
manufacture they would last longer, and
therefore be more economical.

The second conclusion is also of great
consequence. Some people won't use a
blotting paper unless it is of a certain thick-
ness or bulk. Professor Lauboeck here
again tells us that this 1s of no importance
whatever. In fact, Nos. 1 and 2 conclusions
are practically the same.

The third deduction, relative to the
amount of mineral matter, or ash, in blotting
paper, is of course quite easy of behef, as
mineral matter chokes up the pores of the
paper, and would, therefore, not only add to
the ash of the sheet but seriouslv interfere
with 1ts absorptive properties. The essential
features ot blotting paper is to present a
mass of fibre to the fluid, which will be im.
medsately absorbed by it.

The last concluston ot the learned profes.
sor once more impresses upon us the fact
that the tension of the paper machine is sure
to be present in the sheet of paper made.
We should say that the tension has the
effect of drawing the fibres lengthways, or
compelling the fibres to follow the course of
the sheet according to their length. We
gave some tables some time ago which
proved that the strength of a sheet of sized
paper was greater in its width than in ns
langth, owing to the pull of the machine.
In bloting papers the absortive property
rens in the other direction, and Professor
Lauboeck mentions this, but unfortunately
we have no figures relative to the compan-
son. This would seem to point out that the
fibres are pulled by the machine, and the
sheet of good blotting paper consists prac-
tically of fibres placed longitudinally, there-
by enabling them to absorb more fluid by
presenting a larger surface for capilliary at-
traction, Whether our blotting paper ma-
kers will agree with Professor Lauboeck’s
conclusions we cannot say, but his researches
are interest.ny and well worthy of close and
attentive consideration. — Paper Making,
London.

Very satisfactory results are now being
obtained by some of the English paper
manufacturers in bleaching paper by elec-
tnenty, the process rendering the paper per-
fectly white, without in the least wjuring its
strength.  This process in question depends
on the use of a solution of magnesium chlor-
ide, which is decomposed by the action ot a
strong clectric current into chlorine and
oxygen on the onc hand, and into thagnesium
and hydrogen on the other. Plates of pla-
tinum are used as clectrodes.

Monastery and Ivory White
arc hkewise selling well.

Ferguson & Co., stationers, Winnipeg,
have issued a very neat envelope, which is
rapidly being taken up by Winnipeg business
men. 1t 1s an ordinary envelope, on the
back of which is printed a well goiten up
map of the city and suburbs.

An invahd wnung pad is something new.
It consists of a tray fitted with blotter and
other necescaries, which can be supported
at will upon four shont leys, called into use
by rieans of a spnog.  When not in use the
legs fold close under the tray.

The demand for school findings, such as
note-books, exercise Yooks, scribolers, pen-
cils, pens, etc,, has been unusually large

since holidays. The wholesale stationers
say that they do not remember a fall term
which opened with so strong a demand.

The Ccpp, Clark Co. have got out a line
of toilet papers that cannot but take well.
They are named Pickwick (put up like a
volume of the immecrtal Papers), White's
Tar, Cashmnere (perfumed), Rainbow, Cen-
tury (medicated). They make a beautiful
assortment to exhibit in a case.

The Ccpp, Clark Co. have got upa very
attractive device for exhibiting samples of a
new hne of letter stationery. The samples
are shown upon a senes of folding panels,
cach about 8 or 9 inches in height and 344
inches wide. On one panel is a picture of
the design of the cover of the package in
which the paper 1s put up, and on the ad-
joining one is apicture of that on the en-
velope package. What the designs are will
be indicated in the following names of the
papers in the series : Wistaria, Soleil, Purnty,
Anuque.  There is encugh diversity in these
designs to make a beautiful screen-like ex-
tension of eight panels, which will look well
on the stationer’s show case or counter. The
fine effect of all these lines of paper in acase
is of selling value,

The Copp Clark Company’s Daily Journal,
for 1892, is a model office diary. The paper
is excelleny, it is beautifully ruled and on
exactly the right scale, the space given to
cach day 1s ample and extending clear across
the page. Each day, in addition to the label
of date and name, is numbered from both
ends of the year. The 26th of July, for ex-
ample, is the 208th day from the beginning
ol the year and the 158th from the close of
it. In other words, the book indicates the
year day, as well as the month day or week
day. of each diurnal unit. A mass of valu-
able informauon, which is most appropriate-
ly aflixed to a dawry, fills several pages.
These pages contain a calendar, a table of
sterling exchange, with equivalents expressed
in decumal currency, the Canadian tanff of
customs admirably arranged for quick refer-
ence, the Canadian banks and their agencies,
sittings of the courts, postal nformation,
mercantile law.
