Everytbing looks bright for the coming
winter. We are putting mon Into the bush to begin cutting and hope
to a get considerable arnount of wood out during the coming season."

Tae Mines Department of Nova Scotia bas just issued the half-
yeair's returnk of the gold mined ln tiat Province-18,052 tons
of quartz were taken out and the ounces of gold extracted were
33,023, of the value of about $260,000. Saume of the localities
show very rich quartz, the returns at Central Rawdon~ being 1,5 8

ounces fron 50 tons of quartz, while the celebrated Sherbrooke
district, which formerly was so prolific, only yields 158 ounces from
1,013 tons of rock.

A Szizula of 300 head of cattle has been made by the Collector of
Customs at Fort MoLeod. Three years ago over 1,800 head of cattle
were brought into Canada without payment of duty by Joseph H.
Conrad, of Montana, and placed on ranches belonging to Conrad Bros.,
but in which Joseph M Conrad had no interest. The cattle wcre of a
special breed known as. Svon Block, and 1,500 of them wero located
soon after the importation bcaime known. After a lapse of three
years the remainder of the berd bas bien located near Luthbridge and
seized, pouding the Minister's decision.

Tas firet test gas woll of a new comnpany, of which Mr. E. Coste,
mining engineer, is manoger, was drilled on the farm of Ir. Zavitz, six,
miles fromi Port Colborne, Ont., laet week, and bas proved a success.
The flow bas been neasuredaccurately and gives a record of one million
feet par day withtout baving bien torpedoed, and the gas sand being
penetrated only ten feet. Two other gas wells are going down at
once, and the large territory that bas been secured will soon be
thoroughly tested. The gas will he piped to Port Colborne, Welland,
St. Cathainea and othor places.

thon throe thousand million feet Of standing pine in the-lower
pOnilsula of Michigan to-day." From this it would appear that
there is barely one season's stock of this description of timber nnw
standing in that district. This will, to some extent, account
for the extravagant prices paid for stumpage in this part of
Michigan to-day. A list made up shows that for the ordinary
red pine, otherwise known as Norway, the price runs, according to
situation and quality, from $3 to $6 per thousand feet on the stump,
while the poorest quality of sap white pine sells for between $5 and
$6, the price running up to $0 and $10 for first-class cork pine. This
statenent of the case, if correct, and it is given with ail assurance by
the editor, fully bears out the opinions of Mr. Little, of this city, ex-
pressed at the Foresters' meeting in Boston about five years ago-
that if the Michigan millmen continued to cut their timber at the
same rate they were then doing, there would be noue to take into ac-
count when the census enumerators next undertook to perform their
duty. .1

.FRo a crop bulletin issued by the Director of Agriculture, Que-
bec, and based on raturns received by the department to the end of
August, we gather the following, which is on the whole very Eatis-
factory :-The rains ot the end of July and atthe beginning of August
bave caused little damage to standing crops.- Oats and other grains
in this district are ripeoning well. The potato rust lias just begun ta
make its appearanco in Feveral localities, especially in low lands, but
on the aggregate the yield will not be mnuch affected. A few days of
good weather and heat, such as we are having now, will have a very
beneficial effect on ail outstanding crops.

It is cruel, to eay the
least of it, to see fortunes squanderod, employa throwr out upon the
world, through the mismanagement of directors, whose qualification
consisted in having a little surplus cash hoarded up.

CANA)IAN COMPETITION IN CIIEESE.
There can be no doubt that climate, and other conditions, are

favorable to Canadian progress in certain branches of industry,
and this .is true to some extent with regard to cheese. The re-
markable development which bas taken place, has been alluded
to,,on more than one occasion, in these columns.

Up to quite recent years, there could be'little room'fordoubt,
that the bulk of the stock leaving Montreal was Canadian cheese,
but our operators are now not above dealing in the markete -of
New York State, and have invaded such'centres Éas"Cantcn,,
Ogdensburg, Gouverneur and Watertown, the latter, ve believe,
for the first 'time this year. Statements bave been published
about possible Canadian doings at Utica, but .although some or-
ders -were-actually sent on, the sonders were more in :a jocular,
than in a business mood, and nothing vas accomplished. There
bas also been some gossip about striking for Buffalo. So far, no
Buffalo cheese bas been brought on bore, but leading exporters
say there ils no reason why it could not be handled at this port
howevernothing is likely ýto:be lone this.year, Aside from uill
rumors, there can be no doubt that more Anierican cheese bas
been bought, and shipped this.way, than in former years. Yav-
orably situated as Montreal in, there is no reason why a large
quantity of States cheese should not be shipped from here.

To the
question, I Why should this be so?" one general answer is re-
turned-Canadian cheese suite British tastes better than the
American does. * * * Where improvements have been made
here they have been the result of individual enterprise and
skill; whilst in Canada they are the outcome of a compreben-
sive national effort directed with a full knowledge of what was
being aimed at and how best to succeed. The minor differences
between the distinctive makes of cheese maybe sunk in the
broad fact that whilst the States cheese matures more rapidly
than Canadian, it does not possess the same qualities of per-
manency of condition. Climatic infinences naturally exercise
some effect here; but, giving full weight to these, it is certain
that were we to pay as much attention to the peculiarities of
our customers as Canada bas done, we could bring our product
much more nearly into conformity with them. Apart frorm the
broad view here taken, the competition between New York and
Montreal as the two great shipping porte is of nDore local inter-
est. Were Montreal taking only -Canadian cheese, even this
would be narrowed ; but of late it bas drawn considerably upon
the product of this State, Canadian shippers competing at the
Canton, N. Y., market for the cheose offered there. Whether
this cheese is exported as Canadian or American, it means sO
much legs passing this way; nor under present circumstances
can this well be preventod, Montreal h-aving an advantage in in-
]and transit rates from Canton, and in ocean~freights also. It le
rumored that such transit terme bave been arranged as will lay
the Buffalo market open to Canada alseo,

It is idle to deny that the Americans are goodcheese makers
and the censures of our New York contemporary may h met
with the statement that- our cousins make quite as much, or
more, out of their chasse, as Canadians, considering wbat they
put into it. We have been told that -the quantity of milk te
make a pound of cheese is tan per cent.more with us, and if the
Americans got legs for thoir chase in the British markets, their
milk bills are not so heavy, by a long way, as at the Canadian
factorise. The difference comes in in thé manufacture, and it is
not so much a matter of carelessness as a difference in system.
Of course. Anerican cheese has less body and will not store se
well as Canadian, but with the largo home outlet, the latter
requisite ie not se necessary as in Canada. À great deal of
gratuitous advice has bean given te farners about how to make
butter, se as te secure a larger share of the export trade in that

Supplies of 188S are being offered both in this city and at New
York at very low prices, and brewers claim that they have
already received offers of new German varieties at extremly
moderate figures. Se far no large quantities of Canadian have
come forward, but the first lots were of fine quality and struck
a good market. Those who sell early, will, without -doubt,
obtain the best prices, as all indications point to.a decline from
the start. A small lot of Bavarian hops, which originally coet
the ehipper 30e on the other side, has bea sold at l5c, making
the net proceeds of the sale, after deduction of duty and other
charges, 7c par póund. This, we believe, le not a rare instance
of loes.
l Canada is generally admitted'to be a good hop growing
country,.but prices are so erratie and uncertain, that many give
up the culture, after a few years experience, in disgust. One of
the largest hop farims on this side of the ocean je situated at
Cazville, Ont., on the south shore of the St. Lawrence, and le
owned by a wealthy New York marchant. It consiste of nearly
600 acres, nearly 400 of wbich are under crop. About 30 acres
of the Ilumphries variety bids fair to yield 1,500 Ibo. to the acre,
while it is said that 1,000 pounds l considered a full average
crop. Palmer's seedlinge will scarcely exceed half a crop, on
account of excessive moieture when maturing Grape and
English cluster will equal last year's 'crop. Bliglit, lice and
other plagues, although not absent, are not troubling hop growers
to such an extent this year as usual. Hop packing le now
general in western Canada, and je expected to b well over bÿ
the middle of the present month.

There has been no recont business, to speak of, at New Yorkp
says a commercial contemporary, and very little. attempt made
to do anything in the absence of orders from brewers. Tests
made during the week indicate plainly that there je no local
outlet for 1888 at prices anywhere near holders' idea of values,
and therefore no effort te soel was made. On new crop the
interest is equallyas sluggish in the absence of other than dull
accounts ;from Europe. Prices as quoted are wholly nominal,
and reflect holders' ideas of values only.

England le estimated at £230,000 te £250,000 old duty, and all
accounts are uniform.in stating that the German yietd will Ve
heavy. According to late cablegrams, the hop harvest in Kant
and Sussex lias made great beadway, the weather liaving been
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xceedingly favorable. The growth in these two countries is
very heavy and will probably average ton bundredweiglt to
the acre. Several growers are unfortunate in having mould
stricken grounds, and these hops will not be picked. On the
other hand, many planters have huge crops with a quality such
as has not been known for years. Owing to the exceptional for-
wardiess of hops this season the singular siglt is witnessed of
corn and hop harvests proceeding simultaneously in England,
and in some districts much dilficulty has been experienced in
gettiug a suflicient number of hands for the hop picking.

SlIRIS AND TOBACCO.
Probably no facts or statistics relating to any department of

trade are sîubject to such close scrutiny, and give rise to go many
diverse comments and opinions as those which dual with spirits
and tobacco. For nany years it lias been Ehe rule to consider
an increase in the consuimption of those articles as an indication
of prosperity among the masses, but the efforts of temperance
workers and'imoral reformers have worked something of a trans-
formation; and it cannot truthfully be said at the present day,
that a decrease in the liquor and tobacco bill of the country is a
direct proof of business depression, unsupported by other cvi-
donces.

As a source of revenue, spirits last year contributed $3,099,010,
or $038,323 los than in 1887; malt liquor furnisled $,997 or $48
less; malt, $,193,030, or $59,JO1 more than the former year; cigars
$554,00;7, or $29,780 more and tobacco $1,740,542, or $.2,540 more.
Three things are hera tpparent,-4he large amount of revenue
obtained by the Government fron the taxes inpoeed on thesa
"luxurios," Lite decreased use of spirts and the largely increased
conî smption of tobacco and cigars. The immuber of proof gallons
of spirits manummfacturod in 1888 was 5,514,589, as compared with
5,119,5u6 gallons in 1887, being an increase of 395,0S3 gallons.
The quanitity taken for connsumption was, however, 2,326,327
gallons, being less by 538,008 gallons lian the quantity talkon in
1887; this is 715,237 gallons loss thian the average consumption
of ti four preceding years. Tho decrease in consumption la
partly attributed to the increase in the excise duty fron $1 to
$.30 pOr gallon. As to the increase in the quantity of spirits
manufactured, this is, without doubt, due to the new clause of
the inland revenue act, which came into force on 1st Julv, 18*
by which the sale of spirits which have not been manufactured
at least twolve iontls is prohibited. Distillers are, in couse-
quence, obligod to keep a large stock and hsad tomake immediate
provision for a reserve.

The matrials ised.in the production of spirits, comprised
94,243,806 Ilbs. of grain, and 90,199 lbs. of molasses, or a total of
94,334,305 1be., raw stock. 'fTle quantity of malt manufacturedi
duîring the year was 5:,282,943 Ibo., and enterod for consumuption
48,640,167 Ilbs., being a decreaîse and iirease, as compared with
1887, of 370,801 flis., and 6,010,027 Ibi., respectivoly. Distillera
used 4,606,544 lbs. of the quintity entered for consumption, and
the romainder was emîployed in the production of 15,944,002
gallons of malt liquor.

Withi regard Io tobacco, there was an increase last year of
431,41 b. in the quantity ontered for consuimption, as compared
with 1887, but Elhe total was below the average of the past six
years.

REAI) YOUR POLICY.
The two recent decisions la the English Court of Appeals, on

le subjeet of accident insurance, should serve ho remind holders
ti policies sfaring theon again t accident that the range of
risks aginst which they are indmonified is necesrily a limited
onu. nany, we miglit almost saey mot, poicy-holders never
take the trouble to rend the list of exceptions coataiaed la the

po]icy ab«Ill. They content tliersei.ves wiîb a vague Mdon tliat
they arc protected fgainst ail puroely accidentai cesualtio, and
nover study the différent exceptions whicli may bar their dlaim.
As pi consequence, when am injury resuts to which possibly
it.mir ow egigrnce mag contributed tesey are astonismedad
irritted when the compaay declines pay, on the strength of
an express stipulation in the policy sustaining their position,
and go round a ongtheir friands denouncing accident insur-
ance as a frand a hd a swinunle.

The two cases i question are instances in point, li tie
first case tie boire of a farfer ewho was kiled wbile crossing a
railwey track, that divided bis farm. sued unider an accident
policy for £1,00. la the second a sick person had taken a dose
of a poisonous lotion in mistake for rsitedicine. I each of
tae cases the company refclsd to pay; in the firat case onthe
groand of contributory negligence on the part oithe decensed la
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having exposed himself to obvious risk, and in the second case
because the policy contained a proviso to the effect that death
by poison was excepted, lu both these cases the company Won,
and the boire weredefeated with costa; but in the second case
the Master of the eolls commented very severely on the ambigu-
on phraseology in which the policy was couched, although ut
the sane timei he felt that ha could only constfu'e it according
to its terme.

At first it would look as if in these two cases the insured per-
sons had suffered unjustly; but a little cool reflection will point
ont that the company was in the right. In limiting the risk
they were willing to accept, the directors Lad no desire to take
any unfair advantage of their policy-holders. Their object was
simply to so restrict the range of risks undertaken as to be
able to give insurance cheaply; and they did so. The question
whether so limited a policy was really cheap at any price is out-
Bide of the case altogether. Tiey offered insurance against
accident at a very low figure, and then made that figure re-
munerative by curtailing the characler and conditions of the
accidents to which it was to apply. In accepting the policy the
person insured was presumed to have acquainted himseif vitl
tbese fauts, and if lie did not do so he muat accept the resuilt of
his carelessness. The doctrine of Caveat Emptor applies to ln-
surance, as it does to all mercantile transactions where fritud la
not present, and therefore under the law no other decision was
possible. The moral we can draw froin the two cases is obvious.
In the-first place ILt shows the necessity of carefully reading the
policy, and in the second place it proves the fallacy of cheap in-
eurance and the advantages to be gained in the long run by do-
!ng business with companies of higi standing, aven if their
premiums are not so low as those of their small competitors.

THE LATEST CORNER.
Last Saturday was the most exciting day in Chicago since the

big wheat corner of "Old utlch" culminated last year; but
this time it was in pork and not in wheat that this skilful muni-
pulator showed his band. Whether the disclosure was prema-
ture or not remains yet to be acen; but sufficient La now known
to show that lie bas secured a firn grip upon the October delivery,
and that shortly a " squeeze " of the most approved order La
likely to follow. Of course all depends upon the strength of the
October short interest, as Well as on the amount to which Octo-
ber pork has already been oversold. We must remember that
under the new ruies of the Chicago -Board extending the winter
packing season from October let to March 31st, instead of froin
the first of November to the end of Irebruary, a buyer may
demand October packed pork of this year unless his contract
especially stipulates that old mess pork shal be deliverabile. As
Ibis would shut out all the stock of winter and summer packed
pork in Chicago, and oblige the seller to deliver only what can be
packed between the lst and the 31st of October next, it makes
the prospects of the worst squeeze ever known far more probable
than the shorts are likely to admit, since everything depends
upon their contracts containing the clause making old pork an
available tender. So far as the packers are concerned they cau
always help themseolves out. If tbey have oversold they eau
work overtime throughoutOctober, and the heavy weight of the
average hog this year will help them considerably. This season
the average wOight is said t bo 860 lbs. each, a figure unprece-
dented in the aunals of the trade at this time of the year. The
packers then are comparatively safe; but how about the shorts
who have followed their lead ? -These latter will have to bear
the brulit of the corner, and that "Old Hnteh" will squeeze
themr semes to be beyond a doubt.

On Saturday the1 price of October pork went up like a balloon.
Within an hour prices lad advanced a dollar, and the nument
it was known tiat Hutchinson was engineering the deal, the
Smaller shorts commenced to get out at any figure. Before
long, however, the more solid shorts, and especially the leaders
in the packers' raid, commenced to sit down on the market, and
with the assistance of those longs who wished ta break prices
back in order ta capture a new line of sborla, they succeeded in
sending October back t.an average of $1040, at about which
figure we may now quote it.

Of course all sorte of rumors are abroad, and nearly every big
trader's name bas beeu connected with the advance; but the
fact-remains that Hutchinson iolds the balance of power so far
as October pork is concerned, and that he Le a man who rarely
makes a failure when he once starts to corner a staple. No
doubt lie knows just how many contracts are deliverable in old

pork and how many in new, and las laid hie plans accordingly.
If he does, the October Bbort interest, which La said ta ha a very
heavy one, may prepare for a squeeze fully as bad as that in
wheat last September, and we cannot a'ay that we are sorry for
them. They have been hammering hog products for nearly a
year past, and if retribution bas now overtaken them no one
will be grieved.

LOW TRANSPORT RATES.
aNothbig ls more certain," says the Cincinnati Prices Qurrenti

"tan that every available facility muet be utilized to its fullest ex.
tent to enable this country ta obtain remunerative prices,for its sur-
plus productions in foreign markets. This La more especially the case
in regard to wheat, because we bave ta compete with other exportlng
countries in supplying the wants of wheat Importing countries., To
do this, without impoverishing our donestic wheat growers, low rates
of tiansportation froni the producing ragions to the foroign markets
are imperativo The railroads have shown a disposition ta conform
ta this dem'nd, and have made special ra'es on tirough consigu-
mente, which rates were relatively lower than the rates to seaboard
cities, Those cities, finding that the grain was going round them or
through them without paying tribute in the shape of local charges,
claime d that the InterAtate Commerce Law was violated, Inasmuch
as the rates were lower than upon similar traffic wbose final destina.
tion was within the United States, and au appeal was made to the
Inter.State Commerce Commission, whici has decided that the rail-
roade may nut lawfully make a concession in favor of export traifli.
1 his decision le, probably, according ta the lettermand spirit of the
law, but it le nevertheleas a detriment to the intejeats of producers,
and to our export trado in general. Undoubtedly the railroads eau
wiell afford ta make this concession on through shipments, because
they prorate with. the steamships which carry the grain across the
water, but they could not afford to reduce the rates to the seuboard to
the Eaine level, because they would lose more on the domestic traffl
than they make on the foreigu. Even if our exports of wheat and
flour are not reduced by the iicreased cost of transportation made
necesary by this decision, tha price to the grower will b reduced by
as mnch as the enlargement lu the cost of carrying, for this item eau-
not be added ta the price in Liverpool, for values there are deter-
mined, not by this country atone, but by the aggregate supply which
all exporting countries furnish to meet the comparatively moderate
requirements of the current year. If th rallroads were fro to charge
what the traflic would bear it Ls nt improbable that they would make
still lower rates than they have donc on foreign slilpments rather
tha lose the triffie, They would not do this out of auy philan-
thropic sentiment for the interest of.the farmer, nor for the promotion
of foreign trade for the general good, but simply as a miatter of busi-
ness by whiclh they could obtain fratic which they could not other-
wise secure; for they would deem it good policy sto employ their
facilities ut a very rnoderate compensation rather than not peîfect the
movement. Legislative restrictions upon details of business are ai-
ways provocative of,undesirable and unanticipated results. If any
good has been accomplished by the Inter-State Commerce Law'to the
business interests of the country or to the tillers of the soit, there las
been a counterbalancing detriment, and here ls an instance %of- its re-
sults that will come homo to the farmers In a way that will make a
profound imprcssion. Possibly the lesson will some time be lenrued
that legislation hostile ta railroads Ls a blow aimed at the most im-
portant industrial enterprise in the country, and unything that injures
that reacts upon general business in ait ot ite varions ramifications,

ANOTHER RA#L ROUTE TO THE SEA.
The Chignecto Po8t, a wel known lower province paper, atates

that a now departure of aun important character La now on the tapis,
namely the construction of a line of railway from Edmundston lu
Madawaska direct to Moncton. The object of this new project la to
furnish a short line on British soil, rendering It entiroly inde-
pendent of any international difficulties snch as may attend the Canada
Pacific route te the sea through Maine. It Il belleved hit a through
lins can be obtained on British soll within the same distance as the
Oanada Pacifin lina. The latter has beau diverted from au air liie
throughout its whole length to meet local demands. An air lina
from Montreal to Moncton would have passed far north of Schoodio
Lake in Maine,-even north of Moosehead Lake, whereas at the former
lake it is 60 miles south of Its truc course, and nearly 30 at Moose-
head. But this is not the worst feature. Its sinuous windings make
anything but sn air line, and lits greatly inereased length renders a
lins through British territory quite practicable as a matter of distance;
The distance from Edmunaton, the.terminus of the recentlyconipleted
Temiscouata Railway, ta Moncton, as the crow files, is 175 miles. 'The
co mpletion of this sedtion will place the Maritime Provinces in direct
connection vwith the Quebec system of railways.

The new undertaking ls being engluered under the direction of
the Grand Trunk Railway. The engineers employed ta mako the
survey are Mr. Davey Jute chief engincer of the Temniscouiata lbsillwy
and Mr. John J. MacDonald.

The question is being quietly discussed, and
if trdite contiutes hinassing and uiprofitable
the eiployers nay look hite the matter se-
riously during the autunn.

THE British Consul-General at Constanti-
nople ln bis last report refers te the declining
commercial importance of that city. Its
trade has suifered conhiderably since 1878,
and more particularly during the past two
years. Large wholesale bouses which formerly
did business with Persia and Central Asia,
and acted as middlemen between European
manufacturers and the merchants of these
parts, bave In recent years lost their custom-
ers, and are gradually disappearing from the
city. This is owing, in a measure, te new
and more direct routes having been thrown
open to markets that were formerly supplied
fron Constantinople, ai d aise te the filct that

-produce which used te go te the Turkish
capital for shipment te Europe is now dis-
patched direct fron the outports. Persia,
whiclh previously drew a considerablo part of
ber lmportr froin Constantinopile, has latterly
commenced te make use of Bishire, and the
entire import traJe of Lowe Persia is ati present
centered in that place. The expor t trade of the
city lias suffered in a similar way; the produce
of Turhisht Kurdistan, estimated te amount te
an atnnulal value of £320,000, which twoyears
ago went tbrough the capital, la now shipped
fromt Bagdad-a route which l cousidered to
be less expansive and safer. As regards Per-
sinit trade especially, Mr. Fawcett observes
that durintg the years 1887-88 it was not eati6-
fatteory. Dealers in Manchester goods suffered
considernbly, owing partly te Russian coin-

petitiou, and aiso to the bigh rate of exchange
prevailing at Odesen.

Tux icavy lostes occasioned by the numer-
ous fires throughouit Ontario during the past
f. w weekps, caon lie accounted for in part by
the long continued dry weather whici bas
prevailed, causingwhlatever is capable of being
ignited to become more susceptible te the
flames. Incendiarism seems te hold sway in
the rural districts. many barns -with the u-
tire seasoi;s crop being in this manner des-
troyed, and in each cise eutailing a loss te the
industriouls farmer which lae is seldom prc-
pared to meet. Such losses as these are more
Feverely felt from the fact of their being the
piinciplii hope and alint of a season's toil and
careful attendance. Thievictimisofthe ateamn
thresîher ire alsu being counted in incretased
mumubers which sbould cali for a more strict
enforcement of the laws pertaining to the
sanie of such englues. Their common tise of
laoi years lit prfèrence to the horse-power
lias caused an acquaintance with their advtut-
liges to result, in diepelling, te a large degree,
the Caution fonerly exercised.

dents there. The I Lahmeyer" EIlectric
Liglt Dyamo, which Mr. Starr in introducing
into Canada, is mado by the Devtsche Elek-
trizitats Works, of Aachen, Germany, differa'
from all others, in that it is all cast in oue piece,
making the machine much moto efficient
and simple. The pole pieces form two heavy
perfect horseshos magnets, the lino of force
being concentrated on the armature, while the
outer surfaces are neutral. It in evident that
only- those lines of force are effective in the
generation of currents which are cut by the
revolving, wires, and that the lines of force
which puas around the armature, through the
air, entail'a loss ofenergy. for their production
requires a part of the electrical energy con-
sumed by the magnetic coils, and the exis-
tence of these lines of force does not assist in
the generation of current.

A large number of the
lines of force are thus scattered into the air
from these idle surfaces without acting upon
the armature,. and this scattering is made
evident by the attraction which such mnagnets
exert upon neighboring pioces of iron and
steel. The form. of magnetie frame adopted by
the Lahmeyer Dynamo almost entiroly pre-
vents this oevil, which is proven by the fact
taint an ordinary watch can be laid on the
machine, when in operation, without damage,
wyhich. was daily demonstrated at the St.
