1t canot e questioned tiat tie severity of the de-

preàsioll of 1893, especially in the United States was
iîscreased by the, donbts felt regafdding the oitcoine, ^f

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fron these reasons for ansxiety, peculiar to that conn-
try, the conimercial depressiot reLcliing .to every coun-
try of the civilized world indicated that general forces
were at vork whose effects would no doubt in any case
have been traceable in Ainerica. To analyze a pallie
and show its causes is one of the mnost difficult of tLhings
yet it is permissible to msake one or two goneral stat:-
inents under whose ternus many miLnor causes may. be
covered. Perhaps " overvaluatioin" is the best single
expression to explain so couplicated a inatter as the
reasons for the pantie of hast year. In all quarters of
the commercial world enterprises had becone over-
valued as regards. the possible profits. This over-
valuation mssay have cone about througlh various causes.
No doubt in the United States the tariff bas been a
factor. While industries in a new country must, fron
the nature of the case, be more speculative-using that
word in its good sense-thans in lder and more settled
lands, a too higliy protective tariff gives to business ais
additionsal uncertainty. If the census figures for manu-
facturing be accepted as approxiinately correct, the
comparison of 1890 witl 1880 shows interesting changes.
While durinsg this decade the population of the United
States increased about 25 per cent., the capital em-
ployed in nanufacturing increased 121 per cent., and
the value of the wiole msanufactured output 69 per
cent. Having regard to the fall in the prices during
this period, it is probable that the manufactured
articles embraced in the census tables inereased in
quantity more tian three times faster atia the popula-
tion. For this unduly stimnulated activity the tariff is
in part, at least, responsible.

But the great factor in the increase of production all
over lias undoubtedly been the more extended use of
credit. Tie nachinery for the collection and leniding
of money to business men has beeni brought to nuch
greater perfection of late years, and there lias been in-
creasing willingnsess to lend credits cither in the formn
of mnoney or of goods up to a larger proportion of the
assumsed value of the business tbàn was formerly the
case. Those who hlad and even those vho had no,
knowledge of some particular industry, or those who
saw chances for making money in soine scheme,founc
no difficulty in borrowing the greater part and sone
tines the whole of the capital necessary to enter upon
the pursuit. Some of the ceIssus returns upon the trui
value of the real and personal property in the Unite
State will serve for a striking illustration of this ex
tended use of credits. The North Atlantie States
which are stated to contain one-third of the whol
national wealth, increased the value of their real an
personsal property from 1880 to 1890 almost exactly il
proportion to their increase in population-about :1
per cent. Montana, on the other band, by the invest
ment of outside capital-tiat is, by ieans of credit-
increased its wvealth 1,000 per cent., ais advance thre
times greater thai its growth in population. Colorado
a state often in the popular mind, in like manner in
creased the value of the property within its boundarie
about 380 per cent., ais increase more than twice greate
tisais the population.

The planter inl fle Sotuthi is, generally speaking, in
better conîdition to iceli a period of depressioni tian bc-
fore, in spite of' flic fact that cotton is low in price.
The misteful eiitcfhodes iiniue whlich cotton-planting was
coiidicted eiiltirely on credit at a cost of 15 or 25 pier
cet. interest aniîî nually,', are slowly giviing way to nlew
icasures of fiiiaiiciiig and of cultivaîting tlhi crop,which
admîit of a simiall profit thougli at low prices, a thing
uever before tloughit possible. Tlle Southernl fariner,
the preseit yeir, lias grownl corn eniough for his own
lise, and ii similar ways is iore indeCnItident thain for-
mlerly. The railways imlay not artin s0 mucli, but ic
Sontiern peopfle thenselves will be found iii better
fmimnîcial circunmstanices.

The pressure of a possible production beyond the
consumptive lemmnd is folt periaps more severely ii
ma lLnufacturing than ini any otier lie of industry, iaid
readjustmnt elire will very likely bc more prolonged,
anld muay carry greiater changes. Tlie discovery of cheap
iroin ore iii the Mesabi regiois of northern Michigan,
for oxample, has brouighit tie ironîworks alon1g Lte At-

lantic coast face to face with tle problemn of existence.
Hlowever tc question may be solel, ieither the West-
eri nor the Southern ior the iastefl irotnaster is like-
ly to yield easily. Uponî this quertion of the best lo-
cation for fhe assembling of all inuitorials which enter
into the manufacture of iron depeid other questions of
importance, such as the continuel supplying of coal,
dry-goods, and othier merchandise.

One result of the depression wil be an increase ii
the tendency toward large corporaticus. To manufac-
turers and business men coifroitecl wiîth a loss of trade
both in volume and profit, a iatual remnedy is a com-
bination which shall extract froin bbe small volume of
trade a profit large eoliugh to ecmfeisate ail the mem-
bers, So far as sucli a combinationl attempts to give
badly located or poorly equipped haetories a gain to
which Lhey are net economically ei-Ltitled, the result in
most cases must be merely a postpoiement of the in-
evitable. But there are legitimate reasois for the for-
mîation of large couipaies ; experience is showing that
only ii this way ean the best result he1obtained. AI-
though at frst the eounsuinng public be not allowed to
slare i Uh advantages of the combittion through a
reluction in the price of the produrt, yet sucli is likcely
to be ie ultimate result, either throgh the workings
of nlatural forces or by legislation. ]ut the point now
to be considered is that ntiîl Uie distressed producers
aeccpt their losses and reorganize their business, or
take advantage of le temporary reedY Of combination
and thus put theiselves upon a fiuniicial basis whichi
shall seen souinfd for a timte, ic capitidist will be timid
about loaning themît large sums of ononey. Of course
the majority of our mîanuifacturers, lhohiave been pros-
perous and wili be prosperous again, iîeel have no fear
so soon as their stroig position is recognized.

The reluctance of the capitalist tc> invest his money
in commercial enterprises util the realjustment shall
seei to be over, is the importanîît festure of the present
year. Indeed, iii spite of comparabiVely large profits
shown by many smnall enterprises in the years previous
to 1893, there has been of late a steaLly decrease in the
returnts received by investors in otrr large industries.
The railroads, for example, have becei carrying a grow-
ing volume of traffic witl a deelining rate of earnings
until transportation has become, coniuercially speaking,
iprofitable. This lias couie about, luot so inuch by the
increase in tic wages paid enplyees--tough that
must be considered-as by the coniiious decline in
flic rates of freight, a declinie carried by comnpetitioin
and by legislation beyond all reason Nor is stock-ad'd-
bond-watering a satisfactory explauîtiOni of the siall
average returni now received on railvroy capital. Roads
built a dozen or more years ago weye cominereially en-
titled to such an inerease iii value aw was obtained by
nîeighboring industries in their territory. Whether
thiese companies pay high returns ogi- small capital, or
lower returns on ai increased capitîlizition, is iima-
Lerial ; at aiy rate, of late years railway earnings par
mile of road have shown a coitigiual decrease. It
seemîs almost hopeless to expect a return of full pros-
perity until lte quîestion of thecomnercial-right of the
raihvay owier to a profit is ini lte wOLY Of being settidd-
It miay be that an inîcrease in railwaï net income will
couic siiultaneously with an increage in the profitable-
nuess of tie majority of our industries-

The comparative steadiness of prices in, the bad aiid
share markets up to this time, and bhe reports of the
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improved volume of business during the fail, tend to
confiri the opinion already expressed that the general
basis of business values-has not been disastrously attect-
ed, and that when the readjustinent is complete, there
will coie a period of prosperity. There is no doubt,
too, that a large proportion of the firins and corporations
in the United States will come out of the business de-
pression without loss of credit. This belief is in some
degree the foundation for the prosent high range of
quotations for the bonds of such companies as are con-
sidered to be beyond doubt. But these high prices for
"l gilt-edged securities are of themselves sufficient to
deter investors £rom buying such bonds heavily, even
supposing that they could be readily obtaincd-which
is far from being the case. There is no doubt also that
many of the bonds and stocks now selling at low prices
will advance in price when the majority of peojile be-
lieve that the commercial situation is settling dcown
into normal conditions again. But until normal times
approach, low-priced shares and mortgages may not ap-
preciate greatly. The difficulty here is the sane as that
already indicated, that there is uncertainty iii the minds
of the majority of investors as to the immediate future
of the particular firns and companies whose connier-
cial paper or bonds or shares such persons or institu-
tions may be inclined to buy. There may be doubt
whether particular firims have not been overtrading
whether certain railways have not been capitalized too
highly for the rate of profit which they are now ob-
taining on their traflic ; and, in the case of large cor-
porations of every kind, whother they are not arranging
their accounts so as to show a paper profit froin the
ears operation while really borrowing money to mîeet

deficiencies. From the point of view of the noney-
lender, it does not alter the case to say that in iany
instances this latter policy is being pursued with the
best of motives, and with confidence on. the part of the
managers or directors that if the period of depression
can be tided over by the use of long-establislhed credit,
a few prosperous'ycars will put the company back into
its old position of soundness. The purchaser of evi-
dences of indebtedness, while believing, as he does and
mnust, in the future of the general business of the coun-
try, ought at the same time to be careful at this particu-
lar juncture to see that his incney is loaned to coin-
panies which have, besides a fairprospect for the future,
a really sound basis for credit during the period of duhll
trade. The investor or the speculator who buys bonds
or shares withont this investigation may lose the whole
or a part of his money ; on the other land, he wlo
iakes such careful investigation'and buys with sound

judgment at the time when the danger of failure is
seen to be past, will unquestionîably reap benefits from
the general prosperity which, at some future time, all
good judges are agreed, will bless the country. The
foregoing review is adapted froin an anonymous contri-
bution in the Foron.

THE WINNIPEG CONFLAGRATION.

Last Friday will certainly be marked with a black
stone in the calendars of the fire insurance companies
doing business in Winnipeg. On that day $260,000
worth of property was utterly destroyed, and in two
lours $142,000 was added to the total of their fire
losses for 1894. 1-lardly one of the leading companies es-
caped; but fortunately the risks vere so apportioned

hat ne single institution was called upon to face n par-
ticularly heavy loss, and only in four instances did the
claims upon any one company exceed $10,000. Tie
following is the list in detail;

So sudden and serious an addition to the aggrogate

of-Canadian fire-loss for the year 1894 is disquieting,
and it becomes still more so wlen we are informed that
the magnitude of the loss arose froin the culpable de-
ficiency of the fire apparatus of the Prairie City, and
that the fire departinent, upon whose excellence Win-
nipeg merchants based their claims for a reduction in
rates, collapsed utterly when confronted with a serions
conflagration. With a fire brigade disorganized
through two sudden calls upon it for assistance, a
totally inadequate water supply, and apparatus that
broke down the moment a strain vas placed upon it,
there was nothing to prevent the flamos froi sweep-
ing the entire City. Of the three engines ,Winnipeg
possesses one was at the Vulcan Iroi Works dis-
mantled for repairs, the second collapsed after an hour's
work, and only the third remaiiied to battle witL the
flames and protect the valuable business blocks sur-
rounding the Western Canada Loanî Co's building.
One chenmical engine was all that was available to
cope with the fire that suddenly broke out and destroy-
ed the Grand Union lotel as well as the warehouse of
Merrick Anderson & Co., the stores of Wright Bros.,
W. R. Johnson and W. J. Mitchell and a numnber of
private residences. The water supply was even more
inadequate. Whent the hose arrived the pressure froi
the hydrants was barely sufficient to lift the stream a
foot from the nozzles. All that could be done was to
form a bucket brigade of citizens, and vith these primi-
tive appliances Wiînnipeg's fire chief was comnpelled to
fight the flanes. Even the hook and ladder truck broke
downî. The firenen were unable to reachl tic upper
stories of the burning building and the procrastinating
policy of the city in neglecting to purchase the aerial-
truck proposed last spring, caused the loss of mîany
valuable documents that might otherwise have been
saved.

The state of
taise security il wlich tlie merehants of the Prairie
City were carrying on busiiess has been suddenly and
ruthlessly exposed. It iow reinains for thei te show
their usual enhergy aud prompitude iii at once providing
a fire equipmet adequate to cope with suchi air cler-
genîcy as the onle we have just chroniclcdslioild the
necessity for it unfortunuately arise, and it is the duty
of the companies to sec that the iew appliances are
really whlat tliey are supposed te be, and to exercise a
constant supervision over their fitness for immîediate
service.

To tlose dealers whto, as our conteiporary says, lare
troubîleI" because ef tlheir ieighbors' unîderselling
imtliods, wC wouuld say talit suct idieas arc coimon te
manty lines Of busiess nor are they altogether charact-
cristic of eceont years ; tlhey foiid their origin in the
early days of the country, as referrei Lefromt Lime te
Lime it thIse columnoîs, aniy reiader of whîich has yet te
acquaint us withi sich " troubles" as tliose above men-
tioned, for one reason at least, Lhat as constant readers
of the oiuN or Coum they' kcep acquainted withi
modern businîess ideas and tulis kep thiemselves abreast
of ie tîies.

TIAT GLOV.E SEIZURIE.
The itills of the govornent at Ottawa, lice those of the

gods of womi Longfcllow wrote, may or moay iLot, " grind
exceediig smîiall," but Lhcy certainly grind very slowly. The
maUiy ilholesale dry gois holuses of the country, long siffer-
ing, slow le wrratli, lave becn wonîdcrintg lately wvhat has be-
coie of that glovo soizuîro case, and how soon they mnay feeo
safe ini iiporlinîg goods Lhat pay an holnest duty. Tholrn are
soeîîc disquiotinîg rumîîours in the connectiit, causcd by a cer-
tain legal visit ta Great litiain,-bot everyone knows that
coîîuîîon report i sometics uireliablo.

TUE QIJEBEC LEGISLATURE.
The session of the Legislative Assembly which open-

Cd it Quebec on the 20th inst. will be memorable chief-
ly because of the discussion (promised) over the new
Joan, already reviewed in the JoURNAL or CoMMERE on
the 12th and 19th Oct., andt lth November, and con-
cerning which it is highly desirable in the interest of
public morality certain allegations should b denied.
If the whisperings freely indulged in on our publie
walks-and which have doubtless reached the ears of
the party alleged to be chiefly concerned-if these open
" confidences" bave any foundation, liovever secure or
insecure, it is high time, failing any repudiation, that
representatives in Parliamuent make themselves heard,
and that loudly, in exposare and denunciation. Itis ex-
pected, however, that timely denial imay be heard from
the proper quarter. It slould also be contradicted that
a certain large debtor was given to understand thatpay-
ment hadl botter be withheld during a recent crisis.
Let the cap fit where it vill. Wise people-politicians
as well as statesmen-usually shape their course as
public men in such wise that no suspicion shall attach
to tieir acts- or their motives questioned. They
must not only steer straight but avoid the appearance
of tortuosity. ligh winds. of course blow on high
hills, and no public man can scarcely hope Lo escape
alhiys froin the censure or traducement of his political
opponents ; but it is nio less truc that such mn oive it
to themselves, their friends and the public at large, te
deny any imputation on tleir public conduoct.

LOW-GRADE GOODS.
The disposition among soeu manufacturers during the

present season ta improve the quality of thoir output by add-
ing a botter finish is proof of the beginning of an era of bot-
ter goods and botter prices. That the publie have ben in-
finenced in a large measure in creating a deaand fbr the
lowest grades of goods, thoro is no doubt. In overy line of
merchandise that admits of dilferent grades the number bas
been constantly on the increase for many years, with the re-
sult that while considerable improvement is shown in the
production of certain goods compared with those of former
years, the opposite effeet has been brouglt about iu a greater
degree. If ie claim te be living in a more enlightenEd age
than our prodecessors why do ive iuport, sell and use a qual-
ity-of tea, for example--which would net then be considered
fit te «rink ! Nor would any retailer of that time offer snch
goods te his customers. They would consider thema simply as
deliterious trash. Yet in many towns in the Dominion one
or more grocers may te fotund who handle a tea tita couid
be sold profitably at 15 cents per pound. This they claim te
be equal te the 25 cent tea ; their 25 cent article equal te a
40, their 35 cent equal te the ordinary 50 cent toa, etc. Ad-
vertising it in this manner it is net difficult te sec the ulti-
mate ffect. The inforior article is advertised and its"mnerits"
landed by the delier for the sake of patronage. He may b
out of business the following year, but the sysi am of prices h
introducd inust be maintained te sme extent by the other
dealers ta maintain custon.

Wore bakers te introduce several grades of bread, the of-
forts te inenease thoir trade by such a method would net
only be futile but would tend te injure the enston they aI-
ready onjoyed. Yet the public should naturally be as par-
ticular about what they drink as te iwhat they cat.

In like mainer grocers are often teipted te handle com-
pounds lu inustards and ground spices iwhich they are told by-
the anxious conuneial travellor " are just as good as. tEle
genuine-thtat ne person cau really tell the difference in their
use, and there is more monay in handling them." It is only
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wihen such retailers find the regaular demand fcr these goods
diminishing, that they se the folly of looking for more pro-
fit through low grade goods, instead of more sales by keeping
only those which are pure.

The modern grocer who endeavors to keep a full variety of
all goods in his line is hamnpered for space in which to display
or aven hold the great variety of Leas at present on the mar-
ket and required, to a certain extent, in every town. A
quarter of a century ago if he had a 50 cent and an 80 cent
ifyson, and a Gunpowder, Congou and Japan, at 80 cents par
pound bhe was fairly equippedl. le would now require 30 to
35 diffaernt teas, considering kinds and grades, in order to
satisfy the demaand. This has been largely brought about by
the recant introduction of Indian and Ceylon teas, but ia a
great degrea also by iferior grades, auything possessing the
appearance of tea that could be offered at a price below the
prevailing limit of the niarket.

But unlike adulterated spices, extracts, etc., there is little
profit either to the wholesale or retail dealer in handling the
lowest grades of tea. They take equal space to hold, the
saine time to sell, yet the sane amount of muoney is not in-
volved in the transaction nom the saine percentage of profit.
Therefore in comparison with the better grades their sales
show a double loss. Besides, the consiutners are notbenefited.
They are merely the victims of extrema imeasures adopted by
the dealers in attempting to further tieir sales. It is a
simple matter for a dealer to advertise 50 cent tea for 35
cents. A fair tea ordinarily retailed at that figure would
cost 30 to 32 cents, consequently he is imerely introducing a
cieaper grade possessing probably a' little better style of
leaf.

In woollens the saine tendency is in full swing. The re-
cent depression bas aven intensified the change to cheaper
grades in this industry. Woollen underwaar is shown in
almnost every dry goods window at prices which at once bring
the quality into question. The profit on these is much lower
thau on the better grades yet the lattai are more profitable to
both buyer and seller.

A large share of the cause of this groving tendency to-
wards iQwer and still lower grades of goods may b traced
directly to the retail dealer instead of his austomers. In his
hurry to sell and sometimes to undersell lie selects a cheaper
grade by -way of accomplishing his object. Competitors are
selling the same perhaps within a. week of the lime be
created a local sensation by hisapparent low prices. Next the
cheaper grade is lowered which sooner .r later defeats its
object, aud, in addition, inj ares the sale of the supemior and
moue profitable article.

A dealer may lower the price on some of his regular goods
expecting te increase his sales, but if his competitors mneet
these prices, be bas done himself and thet an injury and bas
accomplished no good. If, instead of introducing lower
prices and dealing in low-grade goods, retailers would devot
more time in reasoning where necessary on the econony of
usintg the batter grades it wonld gradually result in driving
froin the field of conunerce the unsatisfactory, unprofitable
and unwholesoie trash at present largely dealt in by a cer-
tain class of trade ; and who, by tieir influence, wo rk injury
to the better'class of dealers or cause them to keep in stock a
like quality for disposal when nacessary.

FREIGHT INDUCEMENTS.
The Court of Appeals of th( State of New York bas just

decided in favor of the Quebec Steanship Co., a case of great
importance to shippers of goods, upholding the right of vessel
owners to keep trade in ther own hands by offering induce-
ients to their customers to forward goods by their vessels in
preference to those of theii rivals. Aiong otier lines the
Queben Steanship Co. runs a service fron iew York to Bar-
badôes and lias bitherto charged 40 cents pet' dry barrel of 5
enbia feat for. freight to that island. Recently a steamer
leaving New York for South American ports bas called at

Barbadoes, and in order to keép their own custoners the
Quebea Steamlship Co. reduced their freight rate to Barba-
does, during the weekl in vhicl the rival steamer sailed, to
25 cents per dry barrel, on condition that the shipper should
not send any freight by their opponent during that week.'

A New York commission house determnined to test the
legality of this proceeding and insisted that the company
should carry goods for theni ta B3arbadoes at the reduced rate,
but declitiedi to agrea iot te ship by the other line to Barba-
does during tlie same veek. The Quabee Steamsbip Company
refuted to tale the proffered freigit unless this stipulation
was made, and the firn brougit a suit in the Supreîne Court
to enforce their demand. The plaintiffs' complaint was dis-
inissed ulpoln the trial, and the action of the trial Judge in
dismissing it was aflirmned, upon the intermediate appeal to
the General Teri. The case then went to the Court of
Appeals at Albany for a final deterimination.

This was also in favor of the steamship cotmpany. The
Court held that the company was ouily bound to carry goods
at a reasonable rate. The'evidence showed that 40 cents per
dry barrel was a reasonabl rate, and that the company lost
mnoney on the 25 cent rate. The lower rate was oltered to all
shippers alike, and hence did net comte under the heading of
utnjust discrimination. As to the claim that the action pur-
sued by the Company imiglît tend to give it a tîtoînopoly of the
traffic the Court held that when the service is performîed for
a roasonable and jusi hire, the public have no interest in the
question whether one or nany are engaged in it. The mon-
opoly iwhicli the law views with tisfavor is the manipulation
of a business in which the publie are interested, in such a way
as to enable one or a fewi to control or reglate in their own
interest antd to the detriment of the publia, by exacting un-
reasonable charges. But iwhenan individual or a corporation
has established a business of a special and limited cbaracter,
suai as the defendants in this caso had, they have a rigit to
retain it by the use of all lawful nmeans.

WINDOW-SIIADE IANUFACTURERS.
'Vite three firms engagad in the mantfacture of window-sltades

in Canadta, after a thorough caivas of the situation, have muttually
resolved ou anew step. 'ie macîhinery' employed for somte time
past in the nalcing of this class of goods for the Canadian m1ar-
ket lias been more than ample for the purpose, with the result
that business iouses landling thiem becante considerably over-
stocked. Arrangements have accordingly been perfected by
wihich George H. Hees Son & Co., and MLleizie, Turner & Co.,
havejointly putrchased the plant, the stock and the good-will of
the business of the Mactarlane Siade Co., and Mr. Nactar
latte anid the son of Mr. George Il. Iess have leased ceinomdious
prenises--now being erected-in Detroit where the neiarest fac-
tory te them in lie United States will be . thousand ruiles away.
Macfarlane Hlees & Co. ]lave agreced net to manufacture In
Canada for a teri of years. The new factory in Detroit will ha
eqoipped with the latest imachineory and appliances for winîdow
shtade mtuufacture.' This movement is quite in keeping with
the ganteral tendency to econonise and desist from the over-keen
or cut-throat conpetition, as it is called, whici lias led se many
manufacturers both. lu the United States and Canada into bank-
ruptcy, or to the very verge thercof. AU lie parties concerned
are quite satisfied with the new arrangements. As li youtng
men going to Detroit have Iad long experience in the mnatter-

THE POSITION OF THE FARMER.

Mr. Henry Clews points out that there exists
a imanifest disposition to exaggerate the effects
of low prices for wheat and cotton upon the
agricultural interests. It is overlooked that
both vheat and cotton can be raised much more
cheaply than fornierly, and that it costs less to
iandle and transport these aiticles than ever be-

fore. In sone portions of the South cotton
can bc grown probably with profit even at the
present depressed price, and in other sections
where low prices press hard sorne compensation
is lad from better fertilizers and better
mlethods of culhivation. Again there is abun-
dance of these low priced conmmuodities, which
brings their aggregate valie up to normal value.
Consumers are benefited by these low prices,
and have-more to spend in other directions.
About 50,ooo,ooo bushlcs of wheat have already
been fed to cattle with advantage, not vasted,
and .good authorities estimate that as much
again will be used before the next crop. When
alfthese and other offsets are considered, it
will bc seen that the present condition of the
farier, vhile bad enouglh, is not quite so had
as inany would have us believe. Through ail
these long months cf panic and distress there
were fewer complaints from the farmirîg than
from' the manufacturing districts ; and as the
farmers in conmion with others are sharing the
chcapened cost of living, they are no worse oi
than other divisions of labor.
