Boas have ad-
vatced 20. pur cent, withi spadones showing aân advance of 25 pur
cent. Blaîcks and diabs sloweul ani aivance of 10 per cent, wiîhh
iulss ruling 10 par cent chelaper. hlie quality of the offeritig vas
generally good. Conpetilion fromi all couintries was generally
bîriskç, and the hightr aige of prices, listead or friglhtenling off
biyersî, apparetil y made the competition all the more keen.

Importers of rsil ksi; arc apparently now haviig their (in-
ing. In foreigin gotls elliverles t.efore April and May are im.
possible, and the conconsos of opinion seats to be that the silk

business never was in botter shape. It is reported that Amer-
can manufacturera are sold ahead for the next ninety days, and
some are reported as having orders on hand which will keep
them busy all summer.

Calais ls suffering frot a severe crisis ln its inechanical lace
trade, due to economical, industrial, and social causes. The pro -
duction, which vas valued at 110,000,000 francs ln 1881, fell to
40,000,000 francs in 1890, and aifter increasing to 60,000,000 francs
in 1894, je agutu depressed. Howevor, much energy is shown in,
contending against the designs and creations which are brought
agalust themu by the German -and Swiss compotitor. Fornmerly,-
Lille possessed maunufactories of laces and tapestry, but these
have been driven out by imechanical work.

It is notgenerally understööd~tlit-7apan is beginning ta figuré
as a producer of cotton sewing thread. The buildings of the
Japan Sewing Cotton Manufacturing Company, at Yao, Kawachi
province, have, however, been completed and formally opened.
Japain's annual import of sewing cotton is roughly estimated at
72,000 gross of reels, and there have been no factories for manu-
facturing it until the present company. became established,
whiich, however, lad been conducted on ia small scale htitlherto.
The company is said to be a correspondent of the 'British Trade
Journal" to be well equipped to meet the home deimand and to
export a part of the output.

This has however proved a disappointmet, and
banking facilities having latterly been curtailed, an abandon-
ment has been filed, and a meeting of creditors vill be held on
or about the 1st prox. if a final settlement should not be reached
in the meantime. The Merchants Bank lias under discount $20,-
000 lu country and city paper. Of the ordinary creditors the
Montreal Biscuit Co. is involved to the largest amount, the
liabilities outside of this constituting only a smali number of
local firms, in amounts of $1,000 and under, $1,000 to United
States firms and $8,000 in England. Messrs, Tester & Co. did a
yearly business of $200,000 or more, and have beeu embarrassed.

GROCERY NOTES.

New Orleans advices state that the stock of molasses held
there la only 5,000 bris. against 86,000 bris. last year.

Owing ta the recent advances in the primai markets for Japan
rice, supplies to.day cannot be obtained at within 8d of the prices
previously paid.

Australlan eggs are being sold in England as " new laid." To
be able ta do this is a higi tribute ta cold storage, and Canadians
will be interested in knowing more about the matter. A repre.
sentative of a large London firm shipped from Australia a couple
of years since many thousands of dozens. The drm reported that
the eggs were of good quality and presented an attractive ap-
pearance, being carefully packed in cardboard divisions, filled
up with dry pea husks. The consignmeut was carried at 1 deg.
abov freezing point, and the freiglit cost about 8d- par dozen.
The local price at the time of slipping was d ta 5Xd per
dozen. To develop a new laid egg trade with England Austra-
lian poultry-keepers are warned that the eggs must be forwarded
ta the cold store while they are still perfectly fresh, and, like
pouitry, they must be shipped so as to reach England at the
dearest tine for such products, which, in the case of eggs, is
during the three months November ta January. The achane is
now entirely successful and some of the best English houses pur-
chased the eggs and sali them for fresh,

Shortages In crops of gingers, nutmegs, peppers, cloves, chil.
lies, mace and Batavia cassia are beginning ta be confirmed,
Thera le reason to think that ail of these will advance materIall'
under the existing conditions.

In view of the very simall stock of currants existing in Greece
no decline of any importance cau ba expected. From England
the position le reported sonewhat less favourable, and market le
a trida easier. Latest mail advices from Liverpool report the
stock at 5,268 tons, compared with 4.045 at the time in 1897.

Japanese seed rice, it is reported, wlll he planted on an extean.
sîve scale lu Southwest Loilsiana this year. It le claimed that
this rice le superior in quality and yields better than the Caro.
lina or Honduras variety.

According to telegraphie advices the attempts ta organize the
Columbia River salmon packing interests into a stock company
has been abortive. It li understood, lowever, thattwocannerles
have combined their Columbia River Interests and organized a
company under the style of the Columbia Canneries Co.

A large block of low grade China black teas, lias been stopped
by ite customs authorîties tnder tlie adulteration clause, These
teas are of sinilar description ta the consignment recently
shipped from China, costing 7c laid down, and which it will b
recalled was the basis of expert controversy ab the time, a con-
siderable quantity finally succeeding in gaining entrance, It
would appear that this success lias tempted a. more wholesale
rnnuiug of the blockade, the consignment of "spent" lear now
in custody numbering several thousand packages.

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THE CAUSES OF THE LOW RATES OF
INTEREST IN CANADA.

Thi rate of interest in Canada bas been gradually
declining since Confederation. The decline does not
date froi that event, but it is convenient te fix sone
period for comparative purposes, and it is not correct
to speak of Canada, in a general sense, prior to 1868.
The reason muoney is cheaper to-day than 30 years ago
is simply because the supply now is greater in propor-
tion to the deniaud. The question then as to the cause
of tie lower rates of iiterest new prevailing resolves
itself into this, froin wlhat sources has the money been
derived wlicl constitutes the present large supply as
comipared with what was available sanie years ago?
The topic stated in our head line formied the subject of
a recent lecture by Mr. Arthur Weir, before the
Montefio-e Cliub of this city. He placed the enormous
influx of funds brou*ghtL into Canada for constructing
public works in the front place ot the reasonswhy
low rates now prevail. This however would not itself

P. .box 2 m
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have materially lowered the value of money in Canada,
but the effect of building these public works, as canals
and railways, was to develop the natural resources of
the country. Through this inoveient commercial and
industrial activities were established by which capital
was given employmlent, and no attracted to Canada, and
out of the business so established and carried on pro-
fits were made which accumulated by savings so as to
add largely to the supply of money. The lecturer said:

" The successful pursuit of industries bas accuumu-
lated wealth. Tie exports have been doubled since
Confederation, and the deposits of the people have iii-
creased more tlan seven-fold, while the in ports, out of
which a profit is, of course, realized, have been trebled.
Transport charges have been cheapened, time saved,
home manufactures have tended to keep umoney in the
country, and to give a home market for food supplies
while invention and discovery have effected a saving in
many processes and found utility for hitherto vaste
inaterial and power."

This accumulation of money as the result of indus
trial enterprises, when facilitated by transpor
accommodation, -and stimnulated by wise legislation, i
strikingly demonstrated by the deposits held by tlh
chartered banks of Canada, the loah companies, an
the Goveranient savings banks, and other public sav
ings banks having increased since 1880 by over 15
millions of dollars: The increased issue of notes b
the banks by.10 millions since 1880 las also added t
the supply of money and so affected the rate of interest

Up to 1880 the influx of foreign capital into Canad

This influx of mioney iuta Canada ivas
owi.ng to the demnnd il) Great Britain for investmlents
bearing a biglier rate bilan those at bomle, and, of
course that demuand wvas a consequeuce of the enioruniouis
increase of capital in -the nid land. In refereince to
tbis Mr. WTeir tracei te course of the warld's, mnuey,
mnarkets and sliowed that the tendency of interest rates
lias beenl doîvnWards for soine time.

000,000 in twenty years, -%as, of course, helping. to pile,
up capital. B3ritish consols had risen.froni 565 &u i1797
to-10381-ini .1888, wlieu they were cnnverted *into cousais
bearing * of 1. per cent less interest, notwiths-tanding
wvhicli they are *stili above par. Since 1845 there bas
been a declinie of ai least 1 per cent in the discount
rate of Enropean bankls, anUd of 1 Ci one per cent in
tue Bankc of.C Eugland rate, whose rate to.day, hoivever,
is le,- per cent under tle a4.rrage front 1860 to 1864. In
Seottanti f rom 18<35 to 189<3 the average baul i [vidend
lias fallen f romn 7.6 per cent ho 6.6 per cent, tHe slîare
value lias risen froin 19.6 per cent to 308.5 per cent and
the deposit rate lias f allen f roui 4.5 per cent to .1.03 per
cent. In Englauti, hauk stoclis bave a'dvanced iii value
froni 20 per cent ho 25 per cenit."1

One of thie mniosL important factors in this probleni1 as
to the cause of the decline in iuterest, rates in Canlada
since Confecleration, and uinre especially silice 1880, is
genlerally overlooketi, as it ivas by the lechuror.

haif less than we had to pay in 1868. Then, our trade
policy in. 1879 déepened confidence in our cimmlercial
future, and even Frec: Traders in England. took that
policy to be an assurance of such industrial develop-
ment as vould -enrich the Dominion',"and render it a
safer field for investing capital.

The causes then which have brouglit about a redue-
tion in the rate of interest in Canada may be thus sum-
marized : (1) An enormous influx of money for con-
structing public works; (2) A consequent developnent
of the resources of the country out of which capital
lias been created; (8) an increase of foreign money
available for domestie loans, such as nortgages and
miunicipal bonds; (4) an increase of the working capital
of-the country by enlarged note-issues; (5) a develop-
ment-of nioney-m akiiig enterprises by protective en-
couiagemnt ; and generally by the confidence which
has been established in the future political stability
and mercantile progress of the Dominion. We reserve
coments on the egfeet of low rates of interest for a
future issue.

INSOLVENCY LEGISLATION.

We regard it as most regrettable that no reference
Vas made in the Governor General's Speech at the

opening of Parliament to a bill for establishing an in-
solveney law for the whole Dominion. With all de-
ference to our rulers ve venture to regard such
legislation as incomparably more important than some
of, the business which will engage the attention of
Parliament. The Finance Minister, when in London
last sumnner, was made thoroughly acquainted vith
the views of British traders on this mnatter. He can-
not but have beei deeply impressed with the severity
witi which the state of the law in Canada respecting
insolvents vas condem ned by the eminent merchants
and maniufacturers by whom he wasinterviewed. The
repeated interviews of delegations fromu boardsof trade
and:bankers with the Premier and his colleagues can
hardly have failed to convince the'Govermnent of there
being somethiniig radically, even scandalously wrong,
in the present state of the law. Confusion worse con-
founiided exists betweeni the laws of different provinces,
and Lie general effect is to hamper the extension of
credit, and to impose upon honorable traders, restric-
tions, and conditions, and burthens, from whicl they
vould be protectedvere inrolvency legislation uniform

througlont the Dominmion, and so devised as to restrain
frau(dulent insolvencies, and frauidulent trading. prac-
iees.:.Tleretis amiple naterial. well digested, for

framing a good law. A ny capable lawyer, could iii a
week draft from. titis material a good workable aet
whicl weuld be acceptable to our boards, of trade,
bankers and foreigni creditors.

In 1880 and 1881 thie Council of our .l3oard of 'Iade
paid special attention to this iatter, and did excellent
work in preparing a measure. i n 1883- a bill resulting
fron these labouîrs was introduced by Mr. Curran, aud
an.wias also prepared by -the Boards of Trade of Tor-
opta amn:d ilamailton These bis. were .colhttedby.a
c pi.m ittee, anmd o.e drawm n up fron thei which .vas
submnitted to thme G(.overnmmenit, and introdiced in the
Sessignof 1.884. T.he A et ivas.submitted to 0ihe Britislt

Chambers of Commerce, and from them a strong me-
mnorial-vas sent stating that the credit. of Canada %vas
inperilled by the lack of an insolveney law. Unhapi,
pily the Government was supine.- fi 1885 the bil. was
again introduced without securing adequate support.
It seems a harsh thing to say, but it.is truc, that.mem-
bers of.;Parliament'have ever shown far greater symu-
pathy with insolvents than with more capable. .and
more honourable traders. In 1,87 Mr. Edgar, now
Speaker of the House - of Commndns, introduced the
measure, which proved abortive. it 1888 and 1889
further efforts were made to secure legislation without
success. It 1890 somne improvenent was made in the
law of this Province. In 1892 the Couneil of our Board
of Trade urged the passage of the Curran Bill, with
sonme modifications. The Bill did away vith prefer-
ences; aimed at an equitable distribution of assets; and
provided for the discharge of honest debtors. In 1893
a bill was introduced into the Senate by Sir Mackenzie
Biowell, wlhich was not as well drawn as it inight have
been had more respect been paid to bankers and lead-
ing nerchants. l 1895 the Bill vas re-introduced,
but its progress was blocked. This brings us to the
year wlhen a change of Government took place in 1896,
since which event insolvency'legislation has not been
heard of in Parliainent.

We have gone over this ground for the purpose of
showing the Government and the members, that they
are not asked to take up a new question, or to fraine anl
entirely new Act, but that the question has been thor-
oughly thîreshîed out by the mîost competent judges,
and that there is on record ample material. thoroughly
prepared, and most of it approved by Boards of Trade,
and bankers, and Britisli Chambers of Commerce, out
of which a good Insolvency Act could be framned with
little trouble. If the evidence known to the Govern-
ment is not forcible enough to convince them of the
extreme urgency of an insolvent law, we f ear they are
not open te conviction.

THE IRON TRADE.

A contenmporary-opened the year with a statement
that the iron industry was in a " waiting condition," a
terni now inapplicable to the industry which underlies
all progress. Business is not stagnant. Iron cannot
therefore be in a waiting condition, " the country's
capacity Of production continues . to exceed the
denmand" and as the producotnis i, the greater volume,
irou must- be on the active list. IL. is. a singular faet
that froin out of the minds of miany in places wvidely
apart, there is often a common feeling whieh is givei
effect to in great undertakinîgs in different parts of a
contiteut, oi in two continents, by .parties not in -in-
terest.Vith oe another; there is ai illustration of tiat
feeling of communities in the present aggregation of
faies stated in the said contempo:ary by ene of the
authorities in the iron trade. I believe that the year
1898 vi:ll show thme largest prod uction and. consumn ption
of .iron that thme world ever saw - :

world, and made places which were before shipping
ports, Ehe receiving ports for the' clienper iron of the
Southl, to compète with the Scotch and Middlesboro
irons inLiverpool and in other ports, and in the eastern
States, displacing tho iron of Pennsylvania, New York,
and to some extent aiso of the iron from Ohio. besides
driving froni ont of the western halE of o he Province
of Ontario, the Scotch, which lias so long held the mar-
kéts of Canada, and is still the chief kind of pig iron in
use in fie Dominion.

We are not quite of Ehe opinion of that veteran
authority in Lhe iron trade ;there was a yenr (1872)
in which the demand exceeded aill anticipations. Tlie
destruction of niaterial in the Franco-Prussian war,

ic great fires in Chicago and in Boston produced anu
abnormal demand, which resulted in an altitude in
prices higher than the world had before secn, and
which led to tle minîing explorations aild plant im-

provements, which have made the prices of the present
and past-few years the lowest ever known, to be a
possible outcome from advanlced science in production.

But, as there is ever and always a restless onward
aind onward spirit of progress, the wear aud tear of
material is increased by evi'ô -Iew dev'élopment of
eniergy, of which railways, steam engines, steanboats,
nachinery and electrical plants; are the most com-
monly observed presentatioiis, and thougli in times of
depression, following abnormal activities, capital be-
comles tired, and the supply exceeds the demand, with
prices declining, all men lacking confidence, consump-
tion keeps up an increasing pace until the equilibrium
between supply and denand is reached ; then as if in
a common thought, the world over, the consumer and
the speculator in enterprise and greed for gain are as
one man eager purchasers of the material required in
the industrial arts.

That tine lias comle. Railways in common with
other users of the products of iron have pursued the
economie policy in respect to their rolling stock and
road bed., the time for spending lias come around, the
requireinentshave increased aud the resources have not
increas9d in working niaterial, the fields and -minerai
lands are producing, as never before ; electrical ap-
pliances are being put into use as motive power, and
for social and industrial purposes, the improvements in
miachinery in iany lnes of industry are so radical
that the heretofore much prized old, is -being torn out
to make way for the new and the demand for material
is increased by- such and in many other ways, in the
arts of peace, in industrial developme'nt.

Even low prices have their com pensations, they;mul-'
tiply in tinie the very demand which seems to be want-

ing, and which is often given as cause.for the declines,
producers have -had steady declines :for more. than six
years 'as seen in, the following leading staples.· The
prices-are the prices in New York which shows the

THE NEW MAYOR AND CITY COUNC[L.

The passing away of the old and the inauguration f,
thîe new Mayor and City Council on Monday last vas
an interesting occasion, and every good citizen will en-
tertain the hope that the change will result in brinîging
about modifications not only in the charter, but in -he
admiiiistrative.depaurtmeints that will be for the -general
benefit of all, and which will enuable the city to keep up
with its reputation as a progressive one.

It is through no fault of the retiring Mayor that fie
financial affairs of the city have for the past three or
four years prevented any but the nost necessary works
being carried on. On thie . contrary, lhe policy lie ad-
vocated of living withiin the income will lead the
more readily to a healthy condition of financial miatters,
if ouly prudence and intelligence predoiniate in the
new Council. The inaugurai address of the new Mayor
is pleasant reading ; it alost leads one to believe that
vithout any doubt we are about to have everything

put riglt, and that justice is to be done to ail and
every interest The harinony that prevailed amongst
the aldermen in Ehe formation of the comniittees, con-
pared with former years,was -likewise auspicious of
abetterfeeling, and this we trust may not only continue,
but be still further extended to the general benefit of
our goodly city.

This is a mixed counmunity-of different races -and
always may be-but if'rightly considered this fact is a
large factor in whiat constitutes and gives its chief
strength to the causes fron which it derives its
prosperity. The mother country owes niuch of its
superiority to the admixture of races in ils people, but
the fusion has made but little progress as yet in Canada.
We are not of those who desire to divide flhe anag-
mient of civic affairs on racial ground; on the eontrary
we believe that such a division is unwise and injurions to
the general interest. Yet il is on this principle thaï the
differënt committees have been again fanied. That i1
all ivrong, and we-feel called upon to protest against
itscdoñiinuance.

It is not-because the large spending committees have
ä'dispropôrtioniate númber of lFrencli ovr the English
speaking members thatwe object to their composition
utiebéèause the largest sections of ethe city, both 'as re-

gard7po'pulation ad contributions to the-ëivic'.evenue
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are inadequately represented. Taike for instance, :the
Road Committee, the'mostimportant.of all. The St.
Antoine "and St. Lawrence are the wards most
highly assessed, and yet neither of these wards lias any
representative on the 'Road Committee. In the case of
the St; Antoine Ward it will be seen by thie last civic
reports'that its real estate was assessed for as muci as
all the seven vards represented on the Road Committee
put together, and the population residing therein is not
far fron thesame proportion. This is a matter tihat when
looked at in a spirit of fairness, ve..are asked to
believe is now to prevail, and will in the future.be made
riglit.

The new Charter which was dwelt on both by the
outgoing and the indoming Mayor will, wé May be as-
sured, reniove this grounld of, comnplaint, ivhichî: is so
strongly felt by many good citizens. We firily be-
lieve that it would be b¯eneficial to all interests if the
adjoining outaide municipalities coutld be brought into
one city on mutually advantageous ternis, but welither
that Can be âccomplished at the present bim*e or not,
biere can blie no sficiet '-cason for delaying the re-
distribution of the existing 'wards of ' the .city.
The divisions as tbey now arc maire an onaly that
ought to be rectiried by the nev Chha'ri'tr The révision
of 'the Charter is in good l uids, in1' ill"oubiess be
laid before the Council soon, so that'the cityzens dieply
interested Wvill have time to disuss ' digest it lefore
it is too lte. In, this niatter it Ivill bc the part of wis-
domn for the City Council tO take the itizeiis into its
fullest confidence. ''

All tiese and many oller points will doubtless comë

ii -for full discussion once the draft of the revised
charter is before the public.

WHAT 0NE PERSISTENT MAN CAN
ACCOMPLISH.

The city of Duluth tias been going through a some-
ivhat remarkable experiende for the last few years, and
under the guidance; of Mr. Henry Truelsen. las suc-
eeeded evading the grasp of a civie mnonopoly. ' The
people it appears had not been satisfied with the quality
of theýwater supplied by the Water and Gas Co. owned
by private parties ; and in- 1890 the city decided by a
popular:vote te build their own works, but the company
succeeded in having 'the -bonds to -be issued. declared
illegal on some 'technicality. Soule nonths after the
people voted .against buying the- company out for
$1,950,0O0 ; but three years later the matter was up
again, and the people voted to buy. the woiks from the
coipany for $2,100,000.

Mr. Truelsen then took the-matter into court as-a
private:citizen on the ground that the price was ex-
cessive, and tie election 'invalid; After an appeal to
the Supremo Court lie ' established the latter point.
This led to his election as Mayor at the' time, 'and in
1895 the-people decided by, vote to build new ivater
,prks. so.as to.get asupply of purer water. The year
followingthe:City Council declared that the conpany
hadi fprfeited its franchise' by.neglecting -bu fuifil its
conditions, anudlegal, proceedi'ngs. with -that object in
view were coinmenced. The. eompanythen offered to
reduceitsprice for .both plants t $1,095,000 .aud the
City Council decided to accept that.offer over Mayor
Truelsea's.veto. Nothing.daunted the Mayor had the
'worksvalied by the city engineerswho estimated Lhat
the conpany's nroperty'and yorks could be duplicated
for,.$1,100,000, but.no.twitlstanding this the company
had suflicient influence.by some means or other to suc-
ceed inhaving the popular vote.in favor- of the pur-
clase. . HoIwever Mayor Truelsen again succeeded in
baving the election .invalidated. Il the fait of 1897
negotiations were again opened, and after several offers
qnd.counter offers the suni of $1,250,000. was agreed
upon and the purchase was comipleted at that:prpice

71This little.history is a good object lesson for every

citizen to.bear.in mind. iIL goes to.hoyv what ope
right thinking and determined man cAn do to.oppose
a grasping uronopoly, and.how surely every faithful
official will receiveajust reward for disiniterested· ser-
vices, well performed, from his fellow-citizens.

GOLD AND: SILVEI.
A communicated article in!the Economist of London

furnislies very c6mprehensive- statistics as to the out-
put of the-precious metals extending over -a series of
years. We avail ourselves of the figures as of more or
less interest to our reàders.

In the first four decades of our century the gold out-
'put wqs small, between 1801 and 1810 not more .than
571,563 ounces a year, or about one-fiftieth of the
weight of the silver output.

Then came the period of the great gold discoveries in
California and Australia, and we find the following re-
ùarkable increase

The year 1876 shows the first decline in blhe produc-
tion of the yellow metal, andthe faling off continued
until 188-, when the output had shrunk to 4,614,588
ounces,_equalto £20,000,000.

The production in-
creased year after year, thus showing the followinà
almnost unbroken ascending line:-

tioned, and for that purpose we have made a careful
analysis of the Blue Book, from which the figures were
taken witht a view to show which countries are the
mnarkets for our goods.

With regard to our products exported, Hiose classed
n uder Ithe head of l Animails and their Produce' repre-
sent Hie greatest value-viz : $39,245,252. The chief
items of this total are cattle, $7,159,388 ; Horses,
$1,710,U22 ; Sleep, $1,002,011 ; Poultry, &c., $111,349 ;
Butter, lbs., 11,453,351 : valued at $2,089,173 ; or ai
average of 18.2 centis per lb.; Cheese, lbs., 164,220,099
valued at $1.4,670,239; or an average of 8.M cents per lb.;
flides aud Skins,$1,513,203 ; Bacon, $5,060,393 ; iams,
$783,226 ; Canned ieats, $310,449 ; Wool, $1,427,059.
Of tle total value of these products Great iritain alone
purclhased $38,000,891. All other parts of the British
Empire purchased, $920,430. All the other counutries
in, the world purchased a total of$5,323,931 ; of which
amount tie United States alone purclhased the greater
part, viz: $5,08 L,8l worth.

Next in point of value are our " Forest Products
amounting to $31,258,729. These ligures do not include
articles mnanufactured fron wood, such as furniture,
wood pulp, doors, sashes, spools, tubs, barrels, &c., &c.

$113,360 ; Firewood, $173,921 ; Tanning bark,$112,154;
ithe balance being made up of less important products,
such as wood, asies, &c., &c. Of the total value of
Forest products, Great Britain alone received :$31,258,-
729. Of the total value of Foreign Produce Great Britain
atone received, $14,500,727, and ail other parts of the
British Empire, $441,142. We shipped to the other
éountries of bite world a total value of $16,758,002, of
wyhicl the United States alone .received $15,435,759.
The attention of bhe world is being attracted anew to
the almost unliiited timuber resources of Canada, and
large amounts of capital are now being invested in the
business ot wood-pulp-paper making. Tlere is there-
fore every reason to believe that our exports of Forest
Products andi manufactures of wood, will show a more
thalîn usually gratifying increase during the present
year.
