Skeates and Foster were immediately assaultI
cd by two of the men, tie former recoivir g a
blo from a club, and the latter
beiug seriously cut by a knife acrosthe
forehead, nose and breast. They retreated
towards the houes, followed by a volley of
stoncs fromi the whole crowd. Subsequenmtly
the two men who commenced the assaîult
were arrested. They gave their names as
Portelance and Cherrier. The latter vas
tried and curioualy enouigh acquitted, while
the former was allowed to go at liberty with-
out any trial. Such isl the information re-
coived .frn a person who appeared ta vnow
ail the circutstances, and if justice lu La-
chine ia so stone blind the sooier the bandage
fa renoved the btter. An investigation
woIld-.be in order, as there ts only one of the
principal parties dead.

THE NATIONAL CAUSE.
To the Editor of THE POST:

BSome montbs ago I wrote a letter te the
Irish Nationalist of Montreal, in which I in-
dicated a danger te the cause in allowing the
mere social amelioration of a certain class in
Ireland te take the precedence in all out
labors for teèmprovement and rageneration
of Our mother country. In that letter i en-
deavored te show that, while I belleved the
Land League te te an organization deserving
Our support and sympathv, it should never be
forgotten that a solution of the Land ques-
tion wouild not prove teho b asettlement ofi
the Irish question. At tbat time it was be-i
lieved that the publication of my letter might
net serve the good purpose I had at ieart;
and, though I feit then, as I feel now, that1
too great a prominence te the unstained cause1
of "Ireland-a nation, frse from foreign con-1
trol"' could ;never te given in our councils,1
>et, I submitted to the wishes of my friends
iu Montreal. At this moment, however, i
think It would be treasonable on my part te
marutain a longer silence ; hence, I again1
subject myself te the possiblerefusal on youri
part, te permit my words of warning te reach
my fellow-nationalists in this Dominion
through the medium of your journal.

It cannot but be a'parent to every Nation-
alist that thsra is grave danger te the cause1
in any coquetting with the Foreign Govern-i
ment which bas joust now brought forward an
inadequate Land Bill, the effect of which wil i
not serve in any way, te protect the massj
of the plundered tenantry of raland. If yen'
Sir, recall the terme of Mr. Paruell's speech1
at Fermanage you will remember that he de-
clared the teaching et the Land League te be,i
that the land of Ireland belonged te, and
therefore ehould te dealt with by, the peoplei
of Ireland. In plain language the meaning,
of this le the nationalization of the land, a -
principle with which I cordially gres. But(
Mr. Gladstoue's bill ls based on the contrary
assumption, or that the land of Ireland be.
longs fo England, to be dealt with, not s tht
Irish people require, but as the English Par--
lIament may please. Against this assump-
tien every branch of the Land League should1
protest-at least againstsuch a monstrous as
snmption of complete conquest-every Irishi
nationalist le bound te protest and I desire toe
do se, warning even Mr. Parnel himmseif that1
he muet net do as O'Connell did, that is, he
must net fall into the mistake which O'Con-i
nell made, when the latter lowered his flag in
the presence of possible concessions or
promises of justice, or threats.

lu making this protest I de not wish it te
te understood that in the slightest degree I
venture te impute anything derogatory ta the
standing or patxiotism of the Land League
chief. On the contrary I have and iold a
very high opinion of Mr. Parnell, and giadly
recognize the important services he as ren-
dered to the Irish people. But this policy of
Parliamentary agitation was alwuays a crooked
ithing, and the Land League agita-'
tien tas nt straightened it, as I p
think you vill acknowledge, believing,
as I fancy you do, that the idees of "Sappho"
are those of the great majority ofthe Englishi'
ruling classes. In that elandical (?) gentie-
man's opinion the very shapes of our facesy
prove tat we are unfit for freedom; and,9
seeing that a few thousand Boers have gained
more, for themeselves ln a few months by the
policy of physical force than Ireland hias in
as many decades of years by the constitutional
sham, it may be imagined that until our
" facial configuration" is changed from that
of slavish praying te the more manly shape .
of men determined te be free, creatures of
the "8appho"' type-.hermaphrodite writers
nnu sianenorers though they are--wil be fully:

OUR NEW YORK LETTER.
STREET cLEANINO EXcIEMENT-Tfl MANSION

BOUSE PLOT AND THE REFUGEEs --BRoLYN
'BRIDGE-ELETRICITY VERSUS GAs.

, [FROM OUR ONV CORRESPONnENT.]

NEw YoRK, April 22.
The advent of summer weather, Instead of

solving, only tends to stili further increase
the intricacles of that great probleta-street
cleaning. The press I daily crying out
againEt the dirty condition of tue metropolis,
the public are just as vociferous lu their in.
dignation ; and though both typhus fever and
small-pox, with other minor epidemics in
their wake, are alarmingly on the increase,
nothing le donc.

The Citizens' Committee of twenty-one,
gho went off to Albany to conquer the State
Legislature, Bull-Runlike, returned'home de-
featei and dejected. They had not been in
Albany twenty-four tours before street clean-
ing resolved Itsself into a question t ihuge
pol itical siguificance.

If the appointinent of a street cleaning
bureau was given into the baudsuef a Deno-
cratic major, ire woid te sure te swoap
everything before him at the net Statp
election. If a Republican secured the power
it was an ail in the Demrocratic coftin, &C., &c.,
and wbile they are still wrangling lu the
Local Legislature as to who shall secure the
boue, the dirb le etili sccumnuiuting ou
Gotae thbywsys sndtalleyways, slo ly ad
ineidiously undermining the bealth of the
populace. It le a pity, but, nevertheless, a
fact, that political prestige should be con-
sidered of greater importance than a large
city's health and welfare.

The influx of emigrants up to date shows
a large increase over former years. A walk
down to the Battery any day almost leadsone
to believe himself transported froin America
to te heart of Europe, as the park le filled to
overflowing with people from aIl quartera of
that hemisphere, arrayed in the strangest of
strange costumes-from the picturesque to
the grotesque. Uncle Sam seems to open
his hospitable arme ta al, and yet he can
make severe exceptions.

Switzerland seemed to think Americau soi
well adapted for the transplanting of a cer-
tain class, neither desirable or beneficial in
that thrifry littie republic, in the persons of
two females, whose unenviable reputations
had proceded theur acrose the atlantic. On
arrivai here they were immediately relabelled
and reshipped back to tbeir native hamlete,
and are now no doubt adding to the aggrava-
tion of the long-headed Council et Bottstein,
whose plans of dealing with the " souial cvil"
were neither ingenilous or suecessful.

Bometime ago everybody seemed to be on
the qui vive as to the probable capture of
Coleman, the alleged perpetrator of the
Mansion House plot. Just as the question
was satisfactorily settied, public curio-
sity was again aroused by the publica-
tion a few days since ln the daily
papers o circumstautial details and inci-
dents connected with tiat "unpieaantness"
by the party who claims to have committed
the act. Sach, publications may mean very:
well as far as suspected parties who are inno-
cent are concerned, but they certainly do not
add to tue popularity of the cause, which the
writes invariably aesert, they ave se closely
at heart. The trustees of the reserve fund, to-
day, througr the prese, dieclaims any cou-
nection with such projects.

Work on the Brooklyn bridge le being
-vigorously pushed forward. The huge piles
of masonry on both sides of the river are
completeds. and work progressing favorably on
the cables spanning thpestrpam. The great
trouble seeunD to re the inability of roiling
mille to turn out steel and iron rapidly enough
to keep the men busy.

ments.

The revolution that was prophesied some
years ago, that electricity would annihilate
gas in the matter of light has never taken
place ; yet the electrie Jight, le alo>wly but
steadily driving gas from the field. Factories,
theatresa, restaurnts and elothing stores of
any note, are ait lighted by electricity. Se
aiso is a large portion of Broadway extending
froIm Union squere to 30th street. Edison
has removed from Menlo Park and tak n up
biesadquarters on Fifth avenue.

A Skye cerrepondetto!fbiseAber-deen Fr-e

r Pr8es, v e is avidentlyW vellacquainteti iti
the present state of affaira in Skye, sends what
he callse "the tenants' own version of their
case," so tUat thir position may not ba mis-
understood. "Itl is of course presumed,» ha
says, "as it is undersatood here, that the
estateI n question le that of Kilmuir, the pro-
perty of Captain William Frasear, residing et
Naîru, and that the tenants particularly ne.
ferred te are those of the townships
o! Valtos and Elliasadder, on the Est-
aide portion of that estate." They are
people, he adds, of as sterling
qualities as ever toiled to make an honst
living out of the soil which was the home of
their forefathers for untold generations, and
people who, up to this year, "ireve paid the
rents imposed upon tem with uniforn pune-
tuality, and Who would do so etill if the
landlord would only be pleased ta accept
iatre, as ttc retult of years of teileome

sxpaniancc, fruti eut lire land le toali>' votir."
Thir story, he says, briefly and boldly told,
is as felows:-When Captain' Fraser, soma
twenty yeare go, purchased from the
then Lord Macdonald the estate of
Kilmuir, ho found the tenants of Val-
tes-te take a ropresntative case-paying

£8 netjer erart.This va, lu coursçee!
some years afterwards, increased te £10 10s
or se, and four yeare ago te £!5. The last
increase was fait a particular hardsip, inas-
much as it took effect in a year when every-
thing looked gloomy, and which was the first
of a sories of very bad Yeas lorthe tenants
of Skye. The fishing was aun utter tailure,
the crops ail but the same, and the price of
cattle entered upon that downward tendency
wich tas stuce characterized il. The hext
and following years were much tic same. In
fact, these three years, during which the last
and heaviest incroase in thoir rents took
afect, were, in the experience of Skye gener-
ally, " the worst which had been seen for the
provieus tawenty years." But the increased
rent was paid, neverthles, punctually',
though it i esaid with much and vahement
protestinge. These protests, of course, could
nt reach the landlord's ears,as he lived away
at Nairu or elsewhere, an absentee fromr Skye,
where he could know but lttle of the shifts
and self-lenials of these crofters to enable
them to pay their rents. But by thesa
eifts the rents were produced and paid
in ull on trout day-fur in full it must te
paid. Tire last increase, however, d drovr
the ron into the soule" of these poor tenants,
for they feit that to meet It and live they ad
not only te anticipate the produce of the yeanr,
but to encroach upon the value of their stock,
sa eit tain dant tie tender Mercieao!o tion
Parechiel Board cf Klmnuir, or exaptriation,
appeared to them to tewithin a ver>' "mea-
surable distance."

lu those circumstances, and righty or
wrongly nder such impressions, they tried
by representations made through the factor
te induce the Captain ta rebate the last in-
creaeel ithe rent, modestly explaining that
their crops had been destroyed by high winds,

RECEIPTS FOR THE TABLE.
CeOcosr CARAMrLS.-Take of grated

chocolate,milk, molasses, and sugar, eacb one
cupful, and a plece of butter the ize o! an
ogg; boil until it will harden when dropped
into cold water ; add vanilla ; put in a butter-
ed pan, and before it cools mark off in square
block.

PEA SoDP WIra CELERY.-Boil split peas
till they are in a thorough mash; melt a

t simmer well for 20 minutes.

ELDERBERRn WINE.-Boil three gallons of
elder barries in two and one-half galions of
water for 20 minutes, then strain through a
ine sieve, net bruising the berres; then
menaure the liquid into a boier, and to every
quart add one pound of moist sugar andthe
peal of fourlemons; place on fire and lieut
scaling hot; add the whites of fonur gs.

After giving physic and clearing
out the bowels, it would be well ta give one
ounce of hyposulpbite of soda with one
drachm of sulphate of iron, and one drachm
of powdered Peruvian bark every day for two
or three weeks. Feed moderately with hay,
ase, and bran mash now and then, but give

no corn.
EFFEoTs or TAMARAc Baur.-Tamarac barS

is astringent and diureti when naed medi-
cinally. It acte on the kidneys. Wbeat straw
in indigestible, as are ail husky substances
that contain little nutriment. Itla inot much
more nutritions than wood. The best medi-
cine for a horse thts lasufferiug fron Indiges-
tion is lnseed-oil in doses ai one plut, and
afterward a tole consisting of one drachm of
ground gentian root and one drachm, of sul-
phate of iron giavn with the food. The best
food for ahorse la oats and good ripe timothy
hay.

GRAFTING GBApss.-It le very easy te graft
giapea. Il niould Us doue balaie SUe sap
flovesor the union will uot take place. Na
wax or bandage le required, but merely ta
cover the stock with Oil. It la an Improve-
ment te dilate gralting-wax with Olcohol
saometimes, as it ca be easily applied, but it
le better t use strips of cotton cloth
saturated with the melted wax, and bind the
grafts with these. Cherries and plums should
be grafted at once.

Wnr us Lits PAsTE ?-The lime paste
referred ta as s sae deplatoîv ls sade a
follows: Take a place ai quickîlme as large
as an egg, put it in a bowl and pour on wa ter
sufficient ta cover it; the lime will aisc
down either ta a fine powder or ta a soit
paste; If it la dry add water ta make it into
a paste; put it il a wide-mouthed bottie ad
keep il for use. It muet not be kept os boa
long or it will destroy the skn, and, perhape,
cause a mark.
