RUSSIA IN ASIA.
In conversation with a gemntleman connected

with the British army now la this city, a PosT
reporter learned the followizg facta relating
to the Russian forces at present in Asia. The
ofuicer, who has had good opportunities Of
knowing whereof he spoke, salit that the army
which might be npposed to Great Britain by
Russia in Asia consista of the following
troops :--Legulars 70,000, Reserve 60000,
Irregular eof the Georgians and Imexritans
30,000, and Cosacks 50,000, makbng a grand
total cf 200,000. Of these the first 50,000 are
distributed between Tifts, Kars and other
places along the Turkish and Persian fron-
tiers, and 15,000 are required te garrison the
Askabad district. The number of this army
is only sufficient to do the required work, and
any extra woTk would necessitate theemploy-
ment of the reserves. Ths reserves are
military colonists, who have served with the
colors for five yeara, but even with these
there would be a great strain on the forces.

"the country, and you cannot take it froui

them unjustly." These people have been
wronged ! otherwise, welshould not have had
such uan expression from so worthy an author-
ity.

To the honor of Great Britain, b it said
ihat il is now over one hundred years since
her brave allies, the warriors of the Six Na-
tion Indians, after following the fortunes aud
the misfortunes of the royal arms during the
revolutionary war, abandone] their old homes
in the Mohawk Valley, for their new one on
the banks of the Grand River Ouise, in the
then wilderness of Upper Canadia, and that
during ail this tine-the past 100 years-not
one hostile shet has been exehanged between
Great Britain and her Iadian alies.

TiRE AMEER AT RAWUL i1INDE-THF BAX-
QUET.

RAWUL PINDE, April 6-A grand review
took place to-day in presence of the Ameer,
Lord Dugferin and the native chiefs, with
their brilliantly uniformed staffs. The march
pat occupied two hours, the parade was one
of the finest that has ever been held in India,
and the Ameer was profoundly impressed
with the power of England. Lord Dufferin
gave a grand banquet in honer af tise Ameet
to-night. The immediate cotpletion of the
railway at Quetta has been ordered. The
Maharajah of Nepauli has offered the services
of 15,000 picked Goorkahs, who are ready to
miarchaunder British officers acrose the frontier
on receipt of a telegram from the Viceroy
asking them to do eO.
