Sarah Bernhardt's celebrity hai
growu infinitely more ont of ber eccenntrici-
des than ber talent. She le a woman whn
doEs things thatmosnt women would ahrink
from, The nowspapers have beau full of her
for te last ton yearc. But for every liae
that bas ben printed about her acting one
hundred have been pnblished about ber
private life-if we can concelve for a mo-
ment that a woman iWho does everything ln
publi ceau - bo considered as having auy
privat life. Her talents are mediore-
much amaller than those of several women
on our stage-yet the whole world bas hoard
of Sarah Barnbardt. A few years ago, when
au Amer hano manager asked a London man-
ager on what terme he would play Clara
Morris at his theatre, he answered, " Clara
Morrih, who in he bs"

"11 AT HOME."»
It is a real one, too, and so replete with cher-

fui brightnesa thal its very atmosphere breathes
welcome and bide all those Who ener " Be at
home."

zreatest British naturalisé, Hans SIo,.ne, vas
Irish. John Tyndall is not a British scientist,
but an Irish scientist in Britain. Spranger
Barry is an Irish tragedian entertaining British
wibh Irish plays.

It was an Irisbman, John Knox, that firat
rend the Declaration of Independence. John
Dunlap, an Irishman, firat publisbed that
Declaration, and the same John Dunlapr
firet printed and publisbed the fira daily
paper in the United States. An Irish-
man wrote the fireb history of the
United Satesa; John Sullivan "fired the first
shot at the King's power ;" John Barr an
Irishman, was the first commander or thé
American Niavy. An Irishmanu, Goneral
Richard Montgomery, fell while cnmmanding
an American army and fihting for American
independence. Henrylnox, an Irishman,
fought in every battle with Washington, and
was the firet Secretary of War. The Demos-
tlPnes aof the Revolution, Patrick Henry, was
Irish.

Sub-equently he went through a
classical course at Regiopolis college, Kingston,
Ont. A inaterial acquaintance with theligy
was obtained at the Grand Seminary and at
Laval University, and at IMcGill University,
where he graduated as B.C.L., he acquired a
fira groundwerk of knowledge of law .Tudge
Barry, like mot men who have any of what le
vulgarly called the righa stuff in thm, .hd hi
shre of voluateering, sud ehowed that he had
the proclivities of his nation for les affaires
militaires by obtaining a certificate a the mili-
tary school, Montreal, which entitled him ta the
rank of captain.
