THE CHIEP SECRETARY FOR IRELAND.

(From the Morning Star, Prolestant.)

When tuat type of aif tuats harem-scarem 1o pub-
lic life, Sir Robert Peel, third of his name, was up-
pointed Chief Secretary for Irelané, predictions
were not wanting which foretold embroilment and
strife. It required no extraordinary sagacity to
make these predictions, and we may, therefore, with-
out overstepping the modesty of nature, refer to our
own recorded previsions on the subject. [n somewhat
less than three months the strife Las broken out
which we forezaw ; and itis with no surprise that we
find Sir Robert Pee) in the wrong. He is a man of a
generous character and good impulses. So much
i3 10 be gatbered from the record of his youtbful ca-
reer. But side by side with these evidences are the
plainest proofs of an utter absence of judgment and
discretion ; snd let what may ve said in favour of
the generous ardour of noble natures and their fresh-
ening inflaences upon mankiad, history has read to
us her lessons in vain if she have not taught us to
distrust impulse, sud to rely, in the managemeunt of
affairs, upon the cool, ¢calm, judgment, which, eman-
cipated rrom the tyrapoy of strong feelings and
blinding passion, can iake & comprehenz:ive and
clear survey of causes and effects, and combine Lhe
fruits of mature wisdom in its action. In the man-
agement of Irish affairs this unimpassioned wisdom
is specially desirable, and for that reason we felt
bound to censure the appointment of Sir Robert Peel
1o the Chief Secretaryship. He has justified our
censure, for be has, we shail not say countrived, but,
63 it were, spontaneously fallen into & serious squab.
ble witb tbe recognised guide, and adviser of the
Roman Catkolic population of Ireland, acd on a
question, 100, in which be, at any rate, is entireiy
wrong., The Chief Secretary is wrong on two points.
With 1espect to the Queen’s Colleges and the Uni-
versity which they conatitute, fe i3 wrong; and in
his speech at Derry be was wrong in assailing Arch-
bishop Callen. Let us sbortly dispose of the per-
sonal aspects ut this squabble first. In this Derry
speech Sir Robert Peel assailed the Romae Catholic
for ©* denouncing * him, and in King Cambyaes vein
he hurled back the dennnciation. He did not care
three rows of pins what the Archbishop 2aid of him;
and, with astonishing hemility, described himself as
a mere worm, and no hetter than the Archhishop
himself, He also charged the most rev. prelate with
desiring o0 kee alive apimosity, with attacking his
polit.cal conduct, and with opposing & Government
which intends to act straightforwardly and hooestly
to all claszes and parties. And all this withs
warmth and feeling which oaly men like Sir Robert
Peel bave al command on such occasions. Now,
what waa the provocetion? In the first place, when
the new Chief Secretary assumed his duties in Dub-
lin, he called upon the Roman Cathoiic Archbishorp,
but the latter, for reasons of his own, did not choose
to receive him  Then, Sir Robert Peel, with char-
acteristic tolly, undertook publicly, at the last meet-
ing of the Queen's University. 1o endow new scholar-
ships in the college, or 10 found another college, we
forget which. That done, he sets bis name to » cir-
cular note addreszed to the Protestant ard Roman
Cathulie geutry, earnestly inviting them to sabscribe
to new endowmen:s in 1hese colleges. If it be free
10 the Cbief Secretary to solicit endowmen!s in thbis
way, it i3 sorely free 1o Dr, Cullen 1o warn those of
bis communion against subscribing, Thisis what
Dr Cullen did. Io his pastoral that prelaze recalled
the condemnations o: the Queen's Colleges by the
Pope, as being daagerons tv Roman Catholie faith
and morals, and surely he hes as mnch right to con-
demn them a3 others have to praise them. What
the Pope or what Dr. Cullen may say has only the
moral power of opinion in lreland. Their influence
is exclusively moral, and, claiming to csercise a
moral influence ourselves, we canoot deny the same
righh 10 vtbers simply vecause ihey differ in creed
from nz  Dr. Callea warpned the Roman Cathaolic
gentry ngainst responding 10 tbe circular of Sir Ro-
bert Peel and the Secretary of the Queen’s Unirer-
sity. lo doing 20, he recalled the antecedents of the
Chiel Secretary, and shawed, without referznce 10
his pnlitical opinious bow he had been conaistently
adverse to the Roman Catholic faith in 3pain, in
Switzerland, and in the House of Commons. This
surely was fair discussion on a public question and a
public man. Andit was oot pertinent? Clenriy it
wa3. The Queen's Colleges were condernned by the
Romar Catholic Church, and Sir Robert Pecl, who
was appesling for Romnn Catholic co-operation to
extend the influences of these colleges, has been all
hiz life an open foe of the Romar Catholic Ghurch,
If. Or. Cullen had not written bis pastoral Le wonid
bave incurred the reproach of beieg a sleeping
watchman. It is Sir R Pesls natural fondnesz for a
fight which has precipitated him inte this vontest
with the Archbishop; and the Intter has done no
more than his duly. Bat the mure important ques
tion remains.  What are these Queen’s Colleges and
their University ?

InsraLLaTiON oF DR. ConstEWAITE as CaTmoLnic
Bisnor oF Beveruey.—In conseguence of the de-
cease of the Right Rev. Dr. Briggs, late Roman Ca-
tholic Bishop of Beverley, Dr. Coruthwaite, formerly
of Darlington, was some short time ago appointed to
the charge ¢f the vacant see, aud was with much
ceremony consecrated on Sunday, the 10th instant,
at Bromplon, by His Lminence Cardinal Wiseman.
On the Tuezday following, having come down to
this city, 0 take posszession of his epizcopal see,
which comprises the Romar Catholic body of the
whole of the county of Yorkshire, e was installed
at the pro-Cathedral church of St. George.

The TVeclily Regisier, noticing a recent work by
the Prince de DBroglie on the Sovercignty of the
I’ope, has the following remarks upon the condition
of the Gatholic Church in Eugland :—

Englisk Catbolies will remark bow keealy the
wriler feels the religious value of that political and
social freedom whicl it is the bappiness ot English-
men to inherit in unbroken succession from their
Catholic ancestors. The Church, he ssys, wants
nothivg but liberty ; but as she has to do, not with
names, but twith facts, that liberty must be in deed,
aot in word. It mustinclude the right of free asso-
ciation without State interference; the right to col-
lect money and spend it, withont State conirol; the
right to educate the children of all who choese to
entrust them to us, without State superintendence;
the right to live in our own houses where we please,
in what pumbers we please, and under what rules
we please—in other words, freedom of religious as-
semblies, freedom of education, and freedom of re-
ligious orders. All these things we actually esjoy,
not because there are not many of our couatrymen
who would gladly take them from us, but becsuse it
is impozsible practically to interfere with them, with-
out endangering the civil liberty of Englishmen.—
Under the most unfavorable circumstances we have
o free Church; because it & free State. [n France,
where there i3 practically no religion except that of
Catholic Church, that Church has very litile free-
dom, and (except the strength derived from the So-
vereign charac:er of the Holy Father, which en-
ables him to deal as an equal with other Sovereigns)
no security at all for the permanence of the little she
has, because the French Church iz not in s free
State. We must not suppose, bowever, that this
want of social freedom which makes insecure evea
the religious fresdom of France, is the result uf the
coup d'etat or of the despotism of the restored Em-
pire. Itexisted under the Parliamentary reizn of
Louis Philippe, under the Restoration, under Napo-
ieoun 1., under the Republic, under the old regiwue be-
fore the Revelution. The root of the evil lies oot so
much in the Iawa a3 in the customsand public opiu-
ion of France, and indeed of almost the whole Con-
tinent. Tne Prince says that it is actually popular
among Frenchmen. Nothing could more strongly
confirm his statewent than the late dissolution of the
Saciety of St. Vincent of Paul, which kas been op-
posed only by the Catholic party, and by them on
religious grounds, not s a violation of civil free-
dom. The French Liberals, and men who sincerely
believe themselves to be the mast ardeat lovers of
liberty, were charmed at a measure which we can in
some degree represent to. ourselves by imaging the
Bible Society, and thres or four Missionary Bocieties,
dissolved by o stroke of Sir George Grey's pen. The
fact i, that on the Coatineat, what we mean by per-
gonal liberty would be .contemptuously .repudiated.

that it is only in” America that religious freedom is
secured by. civil freedom, and expresses a trembling
hope that the . treasure may not be shipwrecked in
the storm now raging there. He has probably heard
not only of persecution in times past, bui of the too.
real injuatice and wrong still suffered by Qatholics
in these Islands, and is not aware that we suffer
only under & social, not a legal persecution, except
as it touches paupers and prisoners—exceptional
classes, which waat the pratection of absolute free-
dom, These facts are the strongest possible con-
firmation of his views. Two opposite principles
have contended in England,—the invincible instinct
which compels Protestants in all conntries to perse-
cute the Catholic Churob ; and civil freedom, which
by an instinct as strong, tends to establish religicus
freedom. TFor many years the evil principle seemed
to have its own way, and the result was the Penal
Laws., But, in their despite, civil freedox bns in
the end procured to British Catholics 8 degree of
legal freedom not posseased by their brethren any-
where else in Europe. Nowhere could an expori-
ment be tried under circumstaaces more unfavorable
nowhere could it be more successful. Tnoe injustice
we 4till suffer, not from the law, but from indivi-
duals, proves that our countrymen wantonly the
power to persecute, not the will. ' In England,
thank God, we have a * free Church,” and itis the
direct consequence of our * free State.”

Tue TRENT AFFAIR—INDIGNATION MEETING IN LI-
vsrrooL.—New York, Dec. 12th.—The Hansa brings
the Liondon ZTimes of the 28th which containg an ac-
count of the meeting in Liverpool

The following placard was posted on Change:—
‘*Qutrage on British flag. Southern Commissioners
forcibly removed from a British mail steamer. A
public meeting will be held in Cotton Sales Roow at
3 o'clock.”

The room was crowded to excess, Tle chair was
occupied by Jamea Spence, who read the following
resolution.

“ Resolved, —That this meethg baving heard with
indignation that an American Federal ship of war
hag forcibly talen trom a British mail steamer cer-
tain passengers, who were proceeding peaceably,
under shelter of our flag, from one neutral port to
snother, do earnestly cail upon Goveroment to as-
sert the dignity of the British flag by requiring
prompt reparation for this outrage.”

This resolution was received with grest enthusi-
asm, The resolution was advocated by the chair-
man, who congidered he was expressing the feeling
of the people when he gaid it was the duty of the
peocple to vress on Government the imperative neces-
ity of vindicating the honor and digoity of the
British name acd flag.

Mr. John Campbell considered there was reason to
doubt whether the facts related and acted on by this
meeting, were in reality a breach of international
law, and referred to the cpinions of law officers of
the Crown as being in some measure inclined to
show that such a step, as taken with respect to
Southern Commissioners, was justifisble under the
existing state of international law, and urged the pro-
priety of postponing the consideration of the subject
till to-morrow. '

Mr. Torr sustained Mr. Campbell's views.

The Chairman suggested, that, to meet the objec-
tion of Mr. Caumpbell, the words * By requiring
prompt reparation for this outrage,” be struck out;
and thua amended, the resolution passed nearly un-
animously.

Several merchiants expressed their views after ad-
journment, that the meeting and its action were pre-

mature,

The following is 4 fuller report of the meeting :—

IspieyaTion MeeTinG IN LiveErroon.—The follow-
ing is a report of the speeches : —'The Chairman re-
marked than when the news of the outrage reached
this town the feeling created was one of surprise,
mingled with indignation. He remarked that we
had all beard of the sacred dignity of the American
flag. Thet dignity, he proceeded to say, was a
wmeens by which the persons engaged in the nefarious
slave trade could at once protect themselves by Loist-
ing the American {lag; which fully enabled them to
I resist any attempt to search such vessel.

farious a trade should be protected, and that men
peaceably proceediug oo their own affairs, under the
pratection of our flag, might be loreibly taken out
of our ships. (Cheers.) Oo the contrary, Lc be-
lieved that thie people of ihis country would not by
any meaps perwit such an outrage. {(Cheers.) Ie
said, in having to take the chair on this oceasion, he
did so witbout reluctance or regret, as he felt deeply
that he only expressed the feeling, not merely of the
meeting, but of the community in genieral, when he
gaid it wae the duty of the people to press on the
government the imperative necessity of vindicating
the honor aund digaity of the Britizh name and flng.
(Loud and continued cheering.)

Mr. H. C. Ghapman, a3 g mere mntter of form,
moved that the resolution be adopted.

ir. A, Forwood said he felt much pleasure ir se-
conding the adoption of & resolution which must
find an echo in every English bosom.

Mr. Joba Campbell, while fully concurring i the
propriety of preventing any outrage from being of-
fered to the British flag—n sentliment which was uni-
versally acknowledged throughout the kingdom—
said be felt assured that there was no Englishman,
Irisbman, or Scotchman who would not at once, anll
promptiy, resent any insult offered to our flag.—
(Cheers). While feeling this in the strongest man-
ner, and to the fullest he considered that there still
remsiced some reazon to doubt whether the facts re-
lated, and acted on by calling this meeting, were iz
reality & breach of international law. (Cries of ¢ No,
no.”) He referred at some length to the opinions of
the law officers of the Crown, ags being in some mea-
sure inclined to show that such a step a3 that taken
with respect to the Southern commissioner was justi-
fiable under the existing state of international Iaw.
In conclusion, he proposed a direct negative to the
resolution. As, however, he was not desirous of
doing anything which would create & spirit of dis-
gension, he was willing to adopt any middle course
which could be suggested, and urged the propriety
of postpening the consideration of the subject till
to-morrow.

The Chairman suggested that, to meet the objec-
tion thrown out by Mr. Campbell, it would be guffi-
cient to strike out of the resolution the words by
requiring prompt reparation for this outrage.”

Mr. Campbell said he could not comcur in the
suggestion of the chairman,and must decline to do so.

Tus TrENT Arrain o8 Tog Lospoy Stock Ex-
CHANGE.—The news of the aggression upon the Royal
Mail Company’s steamer Trent by the United States
ship-of-war San Jucinto, produced an indescribable
etfect in the city this moruing. It transpired about the
middle of the day, up to which time the English funds
had shown great buoyancy, and after & fow moments
during which it wuas deemed almost incredible the
result on the funds was a full of one per cent. From
this there was & rally of nearly one-half per cent.,
but the market cloged with & very unsettled appear-
ance, although the precise detsils of the act, which’
are calculated to increaso to an intense point the
feelings with which it will be regarded, had oot up
to that hour been published. The opening quota-
tions of consuls for the account was 92§ ex dividena
at which there were afterwards buyers. At l:o'clock
the notice from the Royal Mail Company begap to
circulate, and a rapid fall ensued to 91 5-8. Anp
impression was then encouraged that the particulars
of the trensaction would, on their receipt, probably
show some features of mitigation, and, ss several of
the parties by whom speculative sales had been of-
fected were disposed ro realize their profit, a reco-
very ensued to 92 to §. A large portion of the pub-
lic, kowever, continued to regard the act in the worst
light, as confirmation of the indicutions so long given
by Mr. Seward of hus desire to involve this country in
a collision at uny cost. Nevertheleas, an unanimons
confidence is expresscd that our government on this,
a3 on former occasions, will maintaiz the national
dignity too well to be betrayed into irritation, rad
will pursue with the most literal exactitude whatever
course may be indicated by tbe precedents of inter-
national law and the natuzal rules for the comity of
nations. Although no one in the city to0-day has
been able to conceive it possible for any United
State3’ warrant to be served on board a Brituish ship
for the capture of peaceadle passengers not charged
with any recognized crime, ibe cabinet will be fully
supported even in tolerating that act, provided it
can be shown to be in conformity with the recipro-
cal law between the two nmtions, or the nations of
the world genernlly. On the other hand, should the
proceeding Le found unquestionably illegal, there
will be no limit to the energy with which the coua-
try will respond to the demand for the requisite
means of obtaining instant satisfaction, and uplold-
ing the common principles that regulate and render
possible the inlercourse of mankind.— 1'imes, Nov. 28.
If a bombshell had fallen upon the city of London
from the Tuilleries, Palais-Royal of Paris, or from the
forts of Unlais, greater amazement could not have
been prodoced in the city to-day than that crented

by the news of the Federnl war stenmer San Jacinto
firing at, boarding and taking from the Trent, Brit-
ish mail steanter, the Southern Commissioners and
suite, who were pnssengers on board and under the
protection of the British flag. A more flagrant in-
sult, it wnrs coosidered, counld not have been con-
ceived, and at once the manly spiiit of Englishaen
was arcused on all sides, and from everybody a de-
claration of war against America wag instantly ma-
nifested and talked of as a matter of course. Con-
sols went down, and saltpetre went up ; sll the pub-
lic securities fell in value, and, at Lioyd's, insur-
ances on vesgels to and from Amcrica became for a
time impossible, unless at very high rates. Tbein-
sult to the British flag appeared o be resented by
high and low, rich and poor. The Federal Govern-
ment, aud the people of the Northern or Union
States of Americn, have shown lately so much evi-
dence of ill-feeling and hostility towards tbis coun-
try, and even maoifezted a desire to come to an open
rupture, thet it is not surprising if an opportunity of
resenting the many insulis received should be in-
siantly stized, as witness to-day. Late in the afier-
noon it was reported (but the anncuucement was
probabls premature) that a Cabinet Council has
been held, and Mr. Adams had received bis pass-
portz. Nothing of modern times has created so
great o sensation in city cireles, and it ecannot be
doubted that the conutry generally will be aptte
monifest an equally strong feeling of resentment,—
It will alonce be seen that a casz of considerable
troportance to the country must be at once submitted
to the crown, nnd promptly anzwered, the gnestion
at issue turning upon international law.— Loadon

THE TREXT AvralR,—STATEMENT oF TiE DUrRSER, —
The fullowing statement of the purser of the Trent
was gent o the London Linesi—

T hasten to forward you some particalars of the
grievous outrage committed to-day against the ilrit-
ish flag by the United States steam sloop San Jacinto,
Captain Wilkes, You have probably heard how,
some tbree weeks ago, the hittle stenmer Theodora,
having oo board the commissioners sent by the Con-
federate States of America to London and Pariz, ran
the blockade at Charleston, arriving safely at Ha-
vana, Once nrrived there, they, of course, imagined
that on neulral territosy they were perfectly frec and
safe from all molestation, and therefore made no at-
tempt to conceal their names, position, and intended
movements. Mr. Slidell, the commissioner for Paris,
wes accompanied by bis wife, son and three daugh-
ters, and also by his secretary, Mr. G. Eustis; with
his wife; Mr. Mason, the commissioner for England,
being accompanied by hia secretary, Mr. M‘Farlane.
It wag well knowa in Havanpa that berths were
booked for the whole party to proceed oy this steam-
er to St. Thomas, there to join the homeward West
Indis mail stenmer for Southampton. They accord-
jogly embarked yeaterday morning, trusting to re-
ceive the same praotection under the British flag
which they bad already received from that of Spain.
We left Havanna yesterday morning at eight. This
morning, about 113, we observed a large steamship
ahead, and or 8 near approach found she was hove
to, evidently awaiting us. We were then in the
narrowest part of the Bahama channel, abreast of
Paredon Grande light house. As goorn 23 we were
within range, we had the first intimation of her na-
tionality and intentions by a round shot being fired
across her bows, and et the same moment by her
showing American colors. We were now eufficiently
nexr to ohserve that all her ports were open, guns
run out, and crew at their stations. On a still near-
er approach ghe fired a shell from & swivel gun of
large calibre, which passed withina fow yards of
the ship, bursting about o hundred yards to leeward.
We were now. within hail, when Captain ‘ Meir, com-
manding this ghip, asked tbe American what he,
meent by etopping his ebip, and why he "did 2o by
firing shotted guns, contrary to usual ‘custom. The
‘reply was that he wished to gend & boat, aboard:-of
us. This was immédiately followed by a boat push-
jug off from the sideief: the Jacinto, containing'be~:

‘came forward, and said that the four gentlemen

Great Council was convened especially to set-
tle, was—not the Procession of the Sgint——but
simply the relation of the Son to the Father.—
With this, the work before it, the Council of
Nice was content to deal. 1t defined the con-
substantiality of the Son of the Fatber, komoou-
stan to paire; and as the Church only defines
her doginas when they are contradicted or call-
ed in question, and as a profest CORira SrIores
nascentes,—so at Nice she merely uadertook to
refute the errors of Arius concerniog the Second
Person of the Divine Trinity; and the creed
which the assembled Tatbers proposed to the
acceptance of the faithbful did not toueh upen
the dispute which, a few years later, broke out
concerning the Holy Ghost.  The origial creed
as adoptei by the Couaell o Nice closed, ap-
parently, with the simple profession of belief in
the Holy Spirit as a distiner Person—* 2oz eis
to agion preuma.”

members of the Genersl Council met to take into
consideration what was tu be done. | ean nssure
you thntihe most energetic measiures were propusg_-d.
A member, who is said to be M. Augustia Cochin,
proposed that the Council should continue to weet
aud keep up its mtercourse with the Conferences, so
as to be denounced to the tribunals, .s.uq bave thus
the question decided legally, us so far it had only
been done urbitrarily. This proposal wus not adopt-
ed. The General Council reckons among its mem-
pers functionaries, who do not wish to ‘compromise
their places, and fumily men who do not wish to dfs-
surb their peace and quiet. So nnoiher proposal
was made. It was suggested that n public and
energetic protest shogxld be made a‘gn}usnhe. mea-
sure of which the Sociely are the victims. Such a
step seemed even 100 exireme. Finally, a last com-
bination was adopted, consisting 1 determining that
the (zeneral Council should write to 1._he _Gonferen-
geg * 1o announce its dissolution, and invite them to
claim from the Minister o_f the Interior its reorgan-
jsation ! This determinntion has seemed ruther
naive; for what the Council aslfs the Confergnccs
10 solicit is precisely what the Governmeat wishes.
The Goveroment does not wish to_a.nmhllt}te }he
Society, but to make it & bureaucratic c_argamae.aon.
It will, therefore, be d_e}xghted to organise thg en-
eral Council, on cordition of naming its meambers.

t There is the history of the Church, a tribunal
before which the publicity of yoar reproaches will,
no doubt, have procured for my obscurity the hon-
our tv appear. It will say whether the ancient
clergy of Fraance ought to esieem themselves happy
at thc praises which your Excellency bestowed on
them ; and whether I, who almost every day read
tbeir admirable memoires, have really forgotten the
muderation ahd digaity of their language.

ITALY:
The kingdom of [taly has broken off diplomatic
relations with Spain, the Queen still refusing to sur-
render the archives of the Government of Naples. A
very serivns agitation prevails all over Italy, and the
pulicy of Vietor Emmanne!l towards Naples i3 esseil-
ed even in the Chamber of Deputies,
Touix, Nov, 19.~The Kingdom of Italy stiil re-
mains in an unsettled state. At Turin the Cubinet
is not at all eicher stroug or united ; Ricusoli'e posi-
tion is wavering, while Ratazzi, the Presidentof the
Chamber, since bis visit to Paris, where he had seve-
ral interviews with the Emperor and with the Minis-
ters, has gained an influence which cannot fail to
give bim oon a prominent place in the Cabinet.
The discussions are not conlined to the Cabinet—
Cialdiai, too, the successful Geseral who defeated
Lnmoriciere and took Guets, is at loggerheads with
the Minister of Wuar, and gives his dimission a3 com-
mander of the fourth army corps. The King, how-
ever, tried to persuade the General not to abandon
his importaat coimand at the moment whea war is
approaching ; for Victor Emmuunuel is tived of inac-
tivity, snd believes that u brisk war against Austria,
as long a3 her internad roubles continue, presents a
good chance of suecess, and might cement togetber
the diflereat parts i lus naw Kingdom better thaa
the policy of hig Cabinei-
So brutal bhas been the treatment of the Religious
Ordera, and the Sisters of Charity, by the Revolu-
tionury authorities, that even the Tiraes coerespon-
dent admits and deplores the fact :—
Yet some feelings of pity lingers in many heurts,
nul for motks or auns, but merely for the men and
women. The innovntion has been lhasty, and some-
what harsh.  The suppression of monasteries in the
Marches and Umbrin was not, like the same measure
in Piedmont, the result of a law long digested in
Parliument. Pepoli at Perugia and Valerioin An-
conuw issued their decrees with but livtle considera-
tion, and took no heed of the distress to which the
applientios of their sweeping decision could. give
rise. Pensions were allowed to the disbanded monks
and anus, but these were not sufilciently in keeping
with the ruised price of provisions throughout the
Peninsutn; they were in some instances tos strictly
grounded upen the revenues of the property which
passed under the stewardship of the Ecclesiastical
Treasury ; some of the brethren complained.shat they
were robbed, some simply that they were starved.—
It was absurd of the Armoric to state sbat some
monks, and ever nuns, were driven to thoa necessity
of enting grass, asif in emulation of the grazing
tfrateroities of old ; still there were and are instances
of considerable sufering, and the sufferers appeal is
uot made in vain to a people so naturslly humane
a3 the-Italians. Mischief-makers avail themselves of
thege circumstances ; they take up the cry, echo it
witk gross exaggeration, and even those for whom
the abolition of religious houses seemszd ag inevitable
a consummation as it was desirable are heard to ac-
koowledge that Government could have proceoded
with greater gentleness and foresight.

Rous, Nov. 11.—This week has also been void of
political events it seems, howerver, that the wind
blows in' a favorable direction for the Papal cause.
- The tone of the French journals, the good relations
existing between the Imperial Government and the
Pontifical , aud the bad humour of the journals and
champions of the [talian revolution, clearly show
that if all danger has not disappeared, it i3 at any
rate, in great partremoved.

The Latin Chusch has jn its ranks a good many
learned men, sound logicians, and certainly better
theologians than Passaglia.

If the Swlurduy Reviewer would turn his attentien
aiittle to ke Civilta Cuttolics, condueied by Jesuit
Futhers, he would probubly alter hiz opinion a3 to
the very vital necessity there ever could have been
for Passaglia az * the apologist and defender of the
Latin Church” I ean hardly comeeive a greater
hamiliation than for this first theologian to be taken
up and pelied, during bis rebsliion against the head
of his religion, by the Safurday Ruview, which enly
praises his contumacious nttitude, while his Latin,
and his ability as & writer, are admitted to be ang-
thing but frst-rate.

Every day we hear of the unhappy man sinking
deeper and deeper—and showing unmistakabiz his
tendency to utter separation from e Churck.

Before he left Rome he was suspended ¢ cdivinis,
and yet at Tarin he applied to the Viear-General for
permissiorn to say Mass, just as if he was an exdinary
Priest on his travels The permission was refused
of course. Peopie well acyuninted with his charac-
ter predict with confidence his going over te Protest-
antism. The gross aduiation he has received from
an ignorant female follower, ever since ke left the
Jesuits, bas prepared him for anything ; ever for the
initintion of n new faith of whick he sheuid be the
High Priest.

of town or camp, after theemanner of the old Roman
camps, with ditches, eotrenchments, and wooden
gheds, which can be set up-and taken down in a mo-
ment. : .
In the valley of Bovino, the high road, which leads
from Naples to the Puglia, is intercepted. Cipriazi,
who was in the mountaine of Solofra, with a -column
of 1,200 men and 50 horses, i3 now arrived in the
plaing of Montuori and Sanseverino, where are to be
found numerous friendly villages, offering every pos-
sible resource. So that Salerno is now izolated by
imposing Royalist forces to be found on the roads
from Eboli to Salerno, and from Salerno to Naples,
The Standardo Catlolico of Genoa says —* We
have seen the landing at Genoe of the Bologna bri-
gade [coming from Naples, and which had beer un-
der the command of Pinelii,] and we took the irou-
bly to count the men of which it is composed. They
are less than a thousand, Now, on eansidering that
a brigade' on a war footing,.consiats of four thous-
and men, we can take an account of its losses, and
we see the truth of the 89 men only [killed in the
kingdom of Naples] of the Opiniore. So much for
the truth of Piedmontese telegrams and papers.
Pivesl’s Frigur.—A correspondent trom Naples,
dated 4th inst., and addressed to the Osservatore Ro-
mano, announces the departure from Naples, on that
day, of Pinelli, the Piedmontese General, who has
made himself so notorious by hia treacherous fero-
city. He returas to Piedmont after a stay of some
deys in Naples, oo account of a wound he received
while firing from the Royalist insurgeats, after hav-
ing had & most narrow escape of being taken prison-
er.—Cor, of the Weekly Register.

The Times correspondent admits that :—

The brigands that infest the Neapolitan territory
have not yet been exterminated, though it would be
unjust to accuse the various generals who have been
employed in the task of negligence or of weakness.
The moment the brigands are driven from one posi-
tion they appear in another when they are least ex-
pecied ; and the Spanish adventurer, Borges, the
former lieutecant of Cabrera in Catalonia and Va-
leacin, though he has been often tesken and shet,
still sucvives. The Italian Government will com-
plete the pacification of the country some day or
other, as the Freach Goveroment did that of La
Vendee, nfter o prourdcted siruggle and chastise-
meat, fjuite 85 severe, if not wore so, than that in-
flicted by the Piedmontese.

POLAND.

Warsaw, Nov. 12,—We are living under the Pas-
kiewitch regime of the Emperor Nicholas, but with-
out his heud to direct i{t.

Al-
ready some of the poorer prisoners have been export-
ed to Orenburgh and Siberiz, to work a3 felons j—no
regalar trisl, even by court-martial, but all “ad-
ministrativement,” as the term goes, by decis’ons of
the Commander-ig-Chief. This is the rule of Alex-
ander the well meaning, the liberal Savereign. of All
the Russias. But all this passes unnoticed; the
German press applauds, end no Gludstone comes to
expose- this horrid system, unjust ns well as injudi-
cious,. Still, the Polesdo not lose heart. In the
country the singing ot national hymns still: goes on.
Al bopes are now centred in the Marquis. Wielopol-
ski who has been summoned by the Emperor to St.
Petersburgh, and who.it is hoped will convince the
Emperor of the folly of his advisers, who are acting
with personal pique, spite, cunning, Asiatic perver-
sity, and more than Asiatic barbarity. The judges
of Roman Osatholie priests are three or four Russian
officers, ignorant, passionate, and prejudiced. What
good can be expeeted from the Poles, or what pros-
pect of quigr. and peace can there be, unless the Em-

SIR ROBERT PEEL AND DR. SANGRADO,

Ths experiment of the Queon’s Colleges in Irelang

has been the most conspicaoua failure in the whole
of the medern movement in Education. After twelve
years of trial, they stand very much in the public
eye ag:they did at first ; they bave gained no ground
they have not taken the least hold of  the populas
mind, they bave not planted themselves mn ‘the goil
or gained an inch beneath the bare surface on whick
they were erected like. cardboard structures without
bases. Ewerything was dope to make the scheme
attractive., Science puton her best looks and vro-
mised the brightest enjoyments. Professors were
supplied with extra sbundance, and the greatest cau-
tion was used not to frighten people away by any
gseverity of matricuiation. But notwithstanding
every effort the Queen’s Colleges have been obsii-
nately stationary,’
. There are three Oolleges, each of which has a
President, a Vice-President, twenty Professors, s
Registrar, Bursar, Librarian, Curator, besides other
-officers, What is the coliective return of the twelve
years during which all this machinery has been at
work? The whole University, including all three
colieges,.has only admitted 833 students, or seventy
students annually—a sam-total which gives twenty-
three matriculations snnually to each College; so
that the annual supply of students to each College
i3 less than the number of Professors. So much tor
the matriculations. The collective University, we
then find, has only produced in the twelve years 391
graduates. Thirty-three Protessors of Art have sent
out anpually twenty Bachelors of Arts. Orif we
take each College by itself, eleven Professors of Arts
have produced an snnnal crop of potquite seven
Bachelors of Arts. Fifteen Medical Professors have
turned oot annually not guite ten Doctora of Med:-
cine. Six Professors of Law have produced one
Bachelor’s degree annually, aod three diplumas in
Elementary Law ia four years. Three Professors of
Engineering produce five diplomas in Engineeriog
in two years; and three Professors of Agriculture
ome agricultural diploma annually. Reckoning the
annual grant of seme £5,000 which.is distributed ia
the shape of academical rewards, the education of
the 832.students of the Queer’s Colleges has cost
the country £400,000, which gives about £580 as
the cost of each individual student.
What is the remedy, then, which Sir Robert Peel
provides for the unpopularity of the Queen's Col-
leges in Iraland ? What is tho partioular deficiency
which he has discovered in the scheme, which, in hug
opinion, accounts for its not wmaking its way, and
the supply of which will at once give it the push
and the stimulus it wants? Itisa deficiency in the
quanlity of academicul resaurces.
The remedy for the existing state of things he con-
sequently declares to be a fourth college, three hav-
ing Leen found, by experiment, not to be equal to
the leen academical apypetite of the Irish public.
The professors of Belfast, Cork, and Galway must be
relieved from the crushing burden of their vasi au-
diences, and the stream which threatens to burst the
banks at presenl must be provided. with another
channel to flow in, Yes, there musi ke a fourth col-
lege,. and then the scheme will have a fair chance,
and will not be overworled.
Sueh 2 conclusion belongs to that well-known
family of conclusions of which the famous cne which
Dr. Sangrado promulgated is & specimen, You mist
bieed more copiously said Dr. Sangrado: you must
have another college and more professors, savs Sir
