be derired. For, thaok beaven, I have ever

lent dinoer, what do you care forthe rest.  You
digest the first while expecting the second, snd
the remembruoce of this ope will last you the
whole evening.

Untortunately, I had no more disposition for
gormandizing thao for idleness ; and nenther the
Ostende oysters, the stewed kidoeys, the ¢ pate,?
and tbe Chablis wioe, consumed at the mid day
meeal, nor the cuhnary tulent displayed 10 the
preparation ot supper—for we had no dinper but
a substantial supper at Mrs. Ledur’s—could
help me to bear the beavy burden of ennui, which
had I kcown them thep, would hire made me
thisk of certaia personages of Dante’s *Ta-
fierno ?

If, at least, there had been a garden at my
auat’s! For, [ dare not give that name toa
deep lot in which all sorts of weeds grewn
liberty and where were piled 10 disorder some
old rotten planks, a heap of bricks, two dilapi-
dated stove pipes, and wuader an old shed —poor
protection from the raip—the winter’s supply of
coal and wood.

Yer, such as it was, this lot aflorded nie some
means of diversion, and 1 contemnplated it with
mournful regret, when a persistent rain com
petied me to remain w doors a'l day.

The year 1S28 is a memorable date 1n my
Iife.

A ledge dimided my aunt’s lot from the park
of the adjoining manston.

Whea on entermg college T found myeelf under
the spinitual direction ot the Abbe Yrap, the
almaner of Louis-le-Grand, I may say that I dud
not know Gad.

I had learned my catechism at Mr, Brinde-
jonc’s, but pretty much as { bad learped arith-
metic and geography—as one learns a tedious
lesson. Nobody had ever spoken to me of God
1o such & manner as to penetrate my youthful
mind, and above all, my soul, with some sertous
idea of that Great Being; never had 1 beea
taught to love Him.

Alas! it is on their mother’s koee that Chrise
tian children hear for the first time, and learn to
lisp the elemeats of religion. I had never knowa
the hanpiness of sitting on such sacred knees?
My aunt, a worthy Christian witbal, but neither
very enlightencd nor very fervent, was satisfied
if my weekly reperts bore the remark ¢ very
good’ under the head of ¢ Religious Instruction.’
The thought never eatered her mind to question
me for the purpose of ascertaiming whether T
understood what was taught me, whether I
realized that, from the humble belief in and
courageous practice of those doctrines, depended
my happiness in life.

Abbe Yran’s principle was that friendship 18
the key of lLiearts. Whenever a new scholar
entered college, Lhe good almorer’s first care was
to become his triend. Ile sought to gamn s
corfidence, 1o make hun catch a ghmpse of the
beauty of religion, of the strength and consola-
tion 1t brings with it. Alas! even at twelve
vears of age, who s there who does not need to
be comforted.

Unless the child who saw this venerable priest
for the first tune, had had already his mind or
trs heart eorrupted, he was conquered. The
Abbe had succeeded in his prelimwary opera-
tions, he had a hold on that soul, and was not
long winoing 1ty aflection—love begets love.

Words cannot express how mach he was be-
loved, this pood Father Yran. Every one re.
spected brm 5 aad, strange to say, I have neveér
heard, even our worse college boys urge against
him the reproach so seldomn spared to the most
Upious priesi : ¢ He 15 following his trade, he is
pawd to preach all this to us,’ elc.

As for me, 1 have already said that T bad not
been spoiled with too much tenderness ; save my
friend Navier, noboady bad ever spoken a loving
word to me. 1 fell an easy prey to the zeal of
the good almoager.

[ shall never forget my first interview with
this holy man.  Methinks I see him now, meet-
ing me at the door of his room, taking me kindly
by the hand, aod raking me sit near him on a
sofa. He kissed me as a father would his child,
and addressed me a few questions, to wlich 1
replied unresistingly, for 1 felt thal they came
from a loving heart,

the dreary sohitude of my heart. But bow much- "

greater when, thanks to good Father Yran, 1 -
‘koew Gad aod His religion; when 1 felt,as .-
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mach as a young soul can feel, the strengtheniog

effect of piety ! I made tue discovery of those
more than human virtues, which, pot only open
Heaven for us, but communicate a cerlain sweet

pess to the bitterest afflictions of life, the lave of
God, of -the Blessed Virgio, of the .Angels and

. Sants resignation, zeal for our n?:ghbor's sal-
vation ; the recognition of divine will m every-
thing that happens ; divme hope!

Father Yran made a constant study of the af-
finity belween piety and the souls of children,
which does pot strike superficial observers, and
which accounts for the serious thoughts I have
alluded fo, existing 1o the miad of a boy of my
age. [e koew that to enter the Lingdom of
Heaven, one wmust become like unto a Mhtile
child, and he asked himself how these young
‘gouls could be wmcapable of receiviog the divine
seed of piety. ‘

I could not tire lhstecing to Father Yran,
questionng  him, 20d_making him tell me the
lives of the Saints. Ilis simple and burning ele-
quence made an indelible impression oa my
heart.

I made my First Communion the fellowing
" gear. Isball tell you nothing about tius great

event. Reader, go back to the days of your
youth, bush for a while the naisy turmodl of plea-
suze and busioess, and think of that blessed day.
It its recollecton 15 a scurce of bappy
emotion, you will know what it was for
me ; it of remorse, ! pray to God to have mercy

on your soul.

T have left Xavier awhiie to speak of Father
Yran and of my conversion.

It is ot that Xavier bad ceased 10 be w5 best
friend. Our mtimacy was the talk of the cols
Jege. Without any special conrention and from
tbe mere force of friendship, all was in common
betweep us. If one had to cony a thousand lines,
the other did half the task, and there was such
similarity 10 our handwriting, {liat our teachers
were not a bit the wiser, 1 had no longer any
trouble with my schoulmates, for 1f Navier’s
friendship was sought for the duwties with wiich
he was contigually sapphed, the uncommon
strength of his arm commanded respect, and he
was my protector.

I was then always under obligatiors to Xavier.
I wonld have liked to render hLim some sigaal
service, and, during six years, 1 tried 1n vain 1o
do so.

When I made Father Yran's acquaintscee, 1
spoke of lim enthusisucally to Navier, 1le
replied quietly :

¢ Yes, 1 know bim ; he is a worthy man.’

Surprised a¢ the caldness of his toae, | turred
the copversatien on Rehgicn.

DBut how
much greater would have been our intunacy, if
we bad thought alke! There was someimuog
between us which coused mutual embarrassment.
Xarier fejt that he no longer occupied the first
place 1 my beart ; that this place belonged to
God and religion. [ endeavored to make bim
understand that God, when He enters a beart,
does unt dethrone a lesitimate affectiop, but
ratber quekeas it by purifying it.

I spoke a language which ke did not under-
stacd. I bad to cease speaking it.

At eiphteen we parted not {o meet for many
years. Marked social uoequalities replaced sud-
denly the ccllege equality.

Ravier devoted some years to travel. He
waanted o know, by personal cbservation, the
universities of (Germany, the aristocratic society
of Eogland, the woanders of Swuzerland and
Ttaly, and even the distant curiosities of Iadia
apd America.

Qo his retern from his travels, he was ap-
poiated an ‘attache’ of the French embassy at
Washington. Wealthy, well connecled, pos-

At t@enty seven
years of age, ke returped to Paris, and married
a wealthy beiress.

A very trival
circumstapce prevented my gowmg—I bhat no
dress coat.

NEWS OF THE WESBK,

The Eastern diffizulty baving been adjusted,
or rather postponed by the apparent reconcilia-
ticn of Greeee and Turkey, there 13 for the mo
ment nothing 1 European pohitics of wuch -
terest to record. In Spam there are constantly
occurring insurrectioas agamst the wsurrection-
ary government, which the latter suppresses by
force of arms. T'rom France the only news 1s
that the poet-historian Lamartine 18 dead.

Mr. Howe is to be vigorously opposed 1o
Nova Scotia, and 1t 18 said that the Repeal
Lieague are prepared to spend £30,000 on the

election.

Qur attention bas been directed to a passage
in an article that appeared in the Nouveau

Monde of the 24th ult, which ruos as follows:—

“ There are but three dogmes, ia the bslief of
which all—( Protesiant secls)-=agree wilh the Catho
lic Oburch, to wit—Belief in one Gnd in three per-
80ud —1n the Saviour of the warld Jegus Ghrist=eand
in the immertality of the soul.”

We would observe that these are the words
peitber of the editor of the Nouveaw Monde,
nar of the Abbe N. J. Coroet; but of M.
Baumstark, a Protestaat writer whose pamphlet
on the invitation of the Pope to Protestants s
vader review. Of course, no Catholic, no Pro-
testant accustomed to weigh his expressions,
would be so foolish as to pretend that on all the
three noints above wmndicated—A Triune God—
Jesus Christ the Saviour of the world— and the
immortality of the soul—all Protestant sects
agree wilh the Catholic Church.

The truth is, that, whetber we count them as
distributed 1 their several sects, or per bead, the
majonity of Protestants do not hold either of the
first two dogmas. The Rev. Dr. Ewer, bimelf
a Protestant mibister, enumerates upward of a
bundred and fifty Protestant sects, the spawn of
the great religious revolt of tte 16th century ;
and of these, the greater number do oot hold the
Catholic doctrine of the Tripity. So much for
the sects: and with individuals, 1t is the same.—
The great majority of Protestants, and of edu-
cated Protestants especially, are anti-Trinitarians,
whether we take them from Great Britamn or the
United States, from Germany or from aoy other
country with a large Proteatant population. In
Englaad, and leaviog out of account the profess-
edly Socinian denominations, we see that in the
Jargest and most influential of all the Protestant
gsects—that is to say the Established Church —
the old Catholic doctrine of the Trinity, or of
one God in three persons, has by maoy been dis-
carded. By the High Ritualuts it may be held,
aad by the Low Churchmen it 15 professed : but
the Broad Chutch party, the most pumerous of
the three sub-sects into which the mam sect is
spht up, and of whose views tbe authors of Es-
says and Reviews were the faithful exponents,
make no secret of thewr renunciation of the said
doctrine. The majority of Protestants 1o Ger-
many, amongst.the educated classes at ‘least, re-
yect all mysteries. It 13 the same in Switzer-
land ; and even 10 Geneva where Caivin once
held absolute sway, the professiog Trinitarians
are to~day but a contemptible minority of the

| tered by Ctholic lips.

fact that, even in New Englaod, the strooghold
of so~called Protestant orthodoxy, the pulpits are
almost all filled with men who openly renounce
the characteristic doctrines of the Pilgrim Fa-
thers ?

Neither can it be said that Protestants agree
with the Catholic Church in faith in Jesus Cabrist
as the Saviour of the world. They may indeed
repeat the formula ; but on their lips it has quite
a different meacing from what it has whep ut-
We hold" that Jesus
Christ was Our Saviour in a supernalural sense ;
tbat by His work, Iiis Incarnation, and His
death upon the cross, He saved us from bell.—
The majority of educated Protestants at the pre.
sent day, even if to Jesus Cbrist they accord the
title of Saviour, do so in the same sense in which
they would apply tbe same title to any other
good map, who had left usa good example to
follow, and who 10 fe and death had approved
bimself a benefactor of mankind; to Socrates,
for instance, to Abralam Lincelo, or to * Oold
Joho Brown,® whase spirit is popularly said to
#be marching on.” All these men were
Saviours, in the sense in which by the majority
ot Protestants of the present day. Jesus Chnrist 1s
spoken of as the ¢ Saviour of the world,”

With respect to the doctrine of the immor
tality of the soul, 1t may be admitted that this
which, as held by many Pagans, may almost
be called a doctrine of natural religian, is held
by the majonity of Protestants, though by many
wis held m a pantheist'c sense. Oa this one
poiwt alone, therefore, car 1t correctly be said
that Protestants agree with the TCatbolic Church,

51t waa clear there was no religion in the maaanere
of St. Birtholomew'a day.'
Fully do we agree with this statement, which

we find attributed to the Rev. Mr. Cordner,
the published repart of his Tectures m reply to
the Rev. Dr. Ewer of New York. Relgion, or
zeal for religion, had nothing ta do with the mas-
sacre of SL. Bartbolomew’s day. It was a hide-
ous crime, if you will ; but perpetrated for pure-
iy secular motives, and but for the merest chance,
the Royalist, not the Huguenot party, would
have been the wictims of the cruel policy of
Catherine Queen Mother, and virtual ruler of
France.

We use the the words Royalist and Huguenot
to denote the two great conteading parlies in
France o the 16th cestury, in prcference to
thase of Catliolic and Protestant, hecause therwr
struggles were au fond political, rather than re-
ligious ; and were ispired r.ot so much by different
views of Christianity,as by different views ot cvil
governmeat,

The Huguenots were simply the Girondists ot
{be 16!b cenlury, making due allowance for
changes wrought by the lapse of three centuries
betwixt the days of Calvin and Voltaire, of
Cozade and of Vergniaud, Isnard, Barbaroux, and
above all of Made Roland. The idea of the
Huguenots was the breakiog up of France—io
which the great centralization mavement, ultima-
tely consummated by Richelieu, bad already com-
menced—1nto a number of separate guas? indepen
dant republics, federally united under the Presi-
dency, perhaps, of a kiog. They aimed ia short
at founding a Federal Fraoce; and they oniy
adopted the Calvinistic religious shibboleth, be-
cause it well harmomzed with their political pre
tensions,

For what was Calvinism, as it displayed 1tselt
1o France? We quote from Louis Blanc’s great
work on the French Revolution ; for be 1san au-
 thor whom no one will suspect of any leaming®
towards, or prejudices in favor of, the Cathelic
religion.

 Ip faet”—these are the words of our author
in his chapter upon the civil wars of the 16th cen-
tury—* it was by means of armed feudalism.
whose last eflorts 1t served, that Calvinism ob-
taned entrance into our couatry. . .’ v

# Now the principle on which naturally, an tn
surrecion of the nobility would seek to support
itself, bad just been brought ta light by Calvi,
Predisposed with equal ardor, to resisiance to
the throne, and to the oppression of tie people,
the nobility would have sought 1n vain elsewhere
for a doctrioe more ia tarmony with 1ts tenden-
cies than that of Calvinista, so smled, at one and
the same Lime, to exal? the pride which makes
tyraots, and which makes rebels.”” Liouis Bianc’
Histoire de la Reuvdlution, Tom. 1., c. I11.

We understand therefore why the Girondusts
of the 181h century adopted the theological for-
mula ot Calvin, even though they did not take his
name as characteristic of their sect ; buot rather
accepled the appellation of Huguenots given to
them in derision by their opponents, whose poli-
tical idea was, not an aristocratic federal, but a
united monarchical, France—a monarchy oze
and indivisible,

The Court naturally looked with favor on the
party which opposed the policy of the federalising
nobility : aad thus, accidentally, 1t fourd tself
arrayed in hostile guise towards the new Calvin.
istic  principles introduced by an expiriog
feudalism : and thus too it chanced that the same

a later date, to strepgtben themselves by cos-
tracting alliances with the foreigner, #bose aid
they invoked, bribing him—or rather ber, for 1t1s
of Elizabeth we are speaking—with the bopes of
recoveriog a*foot-hold in France. Under pew
names or parly des'gnatiouns, it was the old story
of Armagaacs and Burguedians over azain, with
Eogland looking on 1n the hopes of making pro-
fit out of thewr mutual dissensions.

Bui even the Court vacillated : oftentimes in—
clinlog towards the Hugueaot party, not from
any sympathy with its principles, but for the sake
of an alliance with Protestant Eogland, against
Spain—which alliance was to be cemented by
the marriage of a Krench Prince of the Blood,
with Elizabeth, and to which union the caprice
or vacillating policy of the latter was (he only
obstacle. Of course had it taken place, the
Hugueno's would have been at ance the dominant
party in France, and the Catholic party would
bave been the victims of Protestant Ascendency,

By the merest chance was the marriage of
Alencon with Ehzabeth, upon swhich it cepended
whether the brench Court would side with the
Protestant, or with the Catholic party, and there-
{ore with England against Spain, hroken off. —
Up to the 10th of August, only 14 days before
tiie massacre, llowever, hopes were confidently
enlertained by the French Court that the nego~
tiatings for the Alencon marriage, and the Pro-
testaat alllance would be successful : so little
had it up to that date contemplated a wholesale
slaughter of the Huozuenots. We refer the
reader to Froude's History of England, vol.
iv. c. 23,

whether she sbould marry Alencon to Lliza-
beth ; cansummate an alliance, oftensive and de-
fensive, with Eogland, throw berself into e
arms of the Huguenots, openly espnuse the
cause of the msurgents 1 the Low Countries,
and of Protestants throughout Europe, and defy
Spaw, the Pope, and the Catholic party; or
wiether she should break with Elizaheth, wnh
the Protestants of England and the Huguenots,
and come boldly forward as the champion of
Mary Queen of Bcots, whom Spain seemed 1n-
chned to abandoa,

Withio the short space of a fortaight her mind
was made up ; and irritated by the besitations of
Eliz1beth, and fearful of provokiog the wrath of
Spaiuv, avd of the evil example she would set by
espousing the canse of the revolted Netherlan:
ders, she determined upon a course of policy
which sbould be sharp and decisive.  Hente the
massacre, to which she attemped to give the
aspect ot a bloody confl-ct, in which the Hugue
aot were the aggressors, and by which they were
also the sofferers. As there were no news
papers or electric telegraphs in those days, no
Temes Paris correspondeat to enlighten the
world, she succeeded ta wmposing her version of
the affair on the Roman Court; where il was
easily accepled, since the treachery of the Hugue
aots, and their traitorous desigus agaost France
find long been knowa to its keen-sighted siates
wen. They knew that, as Macauley says, the
Huguenats, ¢ frem the conspiracy of Ambaise, to
the battle of Moacontour, had ziven rauch more
trouble to the Freoch Monarchy, than the Ca-
tholics have ever given to Kngland siace the
Reformation, 2nd that too with much less ex-
cuse !

It is clear then that religion had nothing to do
with the massacre of St. Bartholomew. It was
oat even an outburst of reliztous tanaticisim j but
a cold-blooded political crime, directed against
an aristocratic party, meditatioz as did the Giron
dists of a later date, the breakioz up of Fiance
mto a number of semi-independent States; and
directed against them, because, foiled in ber design
of contrectinz a Protestant alliance by the mar-
riage of the Duc D’Alencon with Elizibetb, the
Queen Mother deemed herself to be compelled,
for the sake of her own safety, to commii herself
upreservedly to tbe anti Huguenot party. Dut
for tbe vacillation of Elizabeth, there migh: well
have been a massacre; io which the parts, how
ever, would have been reversed, and the followers
of Coligny would have beea the slayers, not the
slaip*

Liogicians of the stamp of our
contemporary leap to conclusions very fast, it
must be admitted. But et this pase.

This however we would take the Liberty of
asking the T¥itness,—

If the tuthe sysiem which obtans in Lower
Canada, which affects nooe but those who of
their own free will profess the Cathohc religion,
apd from tiie operation of which any farmer can
at once deliver himself by a change of religious
profession—he, as the Witness implies, “ a 7e-
s'riction on personal preedom,” aed one so
grievious 2s to turn away from the Province in
which 1t obtaws the stream of wmmigration: ia
not the common school system of tbe United
States, which compels all to pay for the support
of schools to which mapy have conscieatious ob—
Jections, equally * a restriction on personal i3
beriy P’ 1f it be upjust or impelitic on the part
of the State to make the svpport of religion
compulsory, thongh compulsory on those only who
profess that religion, can it be just or politic on
the part of the State to make the support of edu-
cation campulsary on ail, even upon tuose who
couscientiously object to the pature of the edu~
cation the State compels them to pay for? And
how, it State Churclism,n the very modified
form in which it exists 1a Lower Cavadas, be a
wrong, can the system of State-Schoolism whnch
obtaios in the Uaited States be armght? To
tbese questions we respectfully crave an an
swer,

Surely if the Voluntary Principle suffice for
t_he tflective support of the Church, and of the
spiritual ioterests of the people, it must suffice
lor the Schoc! and for their secular interests.
Certanly, as a general rule, men are more rotent
vpon that which conduces to their material, than
upon that which teads 1o promote only their spt
ritual welfare : and are therefore more to be
trusted in making provision for that which con-
cerns the former, than in prowiding for that
which deals only with the latter. Now secufar
education, such as the Common School professes
to give, promises to advance a man’s forlupes in
this world, to improve his material coadition, and
to adrance his material interests ; whilst the
Church, at best, can only undertake to smoath
for bum the road to beaven, and to prepare for him
4 treasure in a realm beyond the grave, Of these
two then—the School with its promises of ma~
terial benefits ; and the Church with its promises
aof purely spiritual benefit—which is the mare
likely to commend itself to the voluntary suppori
of the masz of mankind? for which, will the
average man, the more realily put his hands in
Ins pockets, and loosen his purse strings 7 For
the first nzmed, assuredly.

And yet we legistate as if, 1 our actual condi-
tion of soctety, men were, as a rule, so much
more ntent upon the things of heaveu thaa upon
the things of earth: so much more careful ol
their spiritual than of their material interests ; so
eager to lay up for themselves an incorruptible,
and eternal treasure j so wndifierent to the perish
able and carruptible treasures of time—dthat it is
weamtant on the State to compel men to make
provision for the earthly, the material, the tem
parary and corruptible—but superfivous, if oot
worse, to make any State provision for the bea-
venly, the spiritual, the eterpal, and the focor
ruptible. The Voluntary Princifle will soffice
for the Church ; but men are for the most part
so spiritually minded—so indiflerent to their
merely secular interests, that the State must n
terfere to enforce a system of State-Schoolism,
lest they neglect their worldly welfare! This
at all events is the system upon which they act,
who, like the Witness, cry down all State pro
vision for the support of religion, and uphold the
policy and the justice of a State provision for se
cular education! And these men too, for there sre

no limits to inconsistency, call themselves Libe
rals, and pride themselves upon their intelligence !

THe RirvAnsTs AND THE Privy Coux-
ciL.—The Ratualsts are for the most part sub-
mitting themselves to the adverse sentence of the
Privy Council.  They eat their leek indeed, but
eke they scear, and blaspheme the Judicial
Committee n a manner terrible to hear. Anon/!
they put oo the airs of martyrs, and of confessors ;
and whilst, i obedience to the law of the land,
ihey extingwish the lights upon their communion
table, they give the world to understand 1hat
they are persecuted for righteousness® sake, and
are the undoubted heirs to ali the beatitudes.—
Cheap martyrdom 1ndeed do these gentlemen en-
Joy: they seem to take quite a delight in it.

The wonder of the thing is that these gentle-
men mistake a stickiog to their official salaries,
and ao ardent, wvincib’e clingmg to the loaves
and Gishes of the Establishment, for rigid adbe-
rence to principle. The martyrs, such at Jeast
of them as we have read of in the Catbolic
Church, suffered loss of goods, and laid down

their lives, rather than 2bandon their religious

observances, ut the bidding of the ciml magis— - ;,
trate. The ritualistic martyrs on the contrary
renounce their characteristic devotions, but save’
their goods'and their hides: but by way we sup-
pase of easing their copscieoces, they do these

things. good men, under protest/

#In protesting stropgly apainst the wicked
and unjust law”—so the Rev. Mr. Uptoo n'a
sermon lately delivered by him ia Al Saints

l‘b\?puxminaler, qualified the late findiog of the

Judicial Committee of the Privg Council—* he
— (the preacker)—would remind his congregas
tion that St. Peter and St. Paul both exborted
their readera to submission, and even (o wjustice,
for the sake of the faith, and that Christ bad left
us an example of suffering wrongs patientiy.”
What a singular confosion of ideas, does not the
above senfence reveal oo the pirt of our ritual-
istic friends! Can they bpot see that the
“ wicked and usjust law” of which they com-
plain. b:nils them only in their capacity of officials
of a * Church By Law Establshed ;* but seeks
not to infringe upon, or limt their rights as sim-
ple citizecs, or as Christian men? Leaviog them
as simple citizens at Liberty to worslup God as
they please, with whatsoever rites and ceremo~
nies they feem becomiog, it merely forbids them,
as ministers of a ¢ Church by Law Established,?
and whilst in the enjoyment of the emoluments of
that Establishment, 10 indnlge in certamn prac-
tices which the laws of that institution do not
sanction. Now 1f this be a hardship, il this be a
wrong, it 1s one of which the aggrieved can (e-
liver themselves at a moments notice, by the
sumple resignation of thewr salaries, aod of the
special advantages which, in their capacity of
ministers of a Church by Law Esiablished, the
law of the land confers upon them. No one, no
law obliges them to stick to these.

Besides, if any one be wronged or dealt with
unjustly by the late decree of the Privy Council,
it 1s God. Itis God, not the ntualistic mimster,
wha is the sufferer or aggrieved party—tor 1t is
God who has been thereby wickedly and un-
juatly deprived of some of the hanor due ta Him,
by the suppression of certain rites ard ceremonies
which the Rituahists deem to be the legitimate
concomitants of divine worship. These rites,
{bese ceremonies, were for the honor, nnt of the
officiatizg mimster, but of God; therefore in the
curtatling of public worshin of sts due proportions,
it 18 God, not the minister, Who 15 iosulted, and
robbed of the hooor due to Him. And to this
outrage, fo this insult to the Divine Majesty, His
ministers who suamit to the decree of the Privy
Cauacil, are accessories !  Strict logic therefare
requires that we should award rto tl;em, not the
honors of mariyrdom deed, but the nfamy of
sacrilege, and of treason to the King of Kings,

To the querulous protests of the ritualists, the
reply is obvious.  So long as you, of your owa
free will, consent to eat the bread and buiter of
a Church by Law Established, must you sebmit
yourselves to the civil law, in virtue of which ;t
is orgamised, established, and its ministers are
eodowed with special privileges. These are the
terms of the bargaw ; and if they do not suit you,
if they 1n any manuer do violence to your con-
scientious convictions, and curtail your religinus
liverty, the way of escape and deliverance from
boadage is open to you. You have but to walk
out thraugh the open portals of the Establish-
ment, to renounce its emoluments, and to resign
your salaries, and you are free tn worchip God
as you please, without let or hindrance from the
State.

His Lordship the Bishop of Toronto bas tssued
an 1oportant Pastoral Letter oa the subject of
Matrimony ; denouncing tbe modern abomnation
called Divorce, and warning Catholics against
the evils that surround them, and the moral. dap-
gers ta which, by therr surroundings, they are
exposed. “No Chrstion Legislatar,” traly
adds this Prelate, “can conscientiously aid in
framing a law of divorce for a Christran com-
mupity.”  afortunately it 1s only by courtesy
that many of our modera statesmen can be styled
# Chrstian.”

Lextey CIRCULAR OF Tue Bisyop oF
ARICHAT, 1869.—We have to ackoowledge the
receipt of this Circular, addressed te the Clergy
and Laity of his diocess, by the Rt. Keverend
Dr. McKunen, Biskop of Arichat. His Lord-
ship insists upon the necessity of Separate
Schools for the education of Catholic children.

Lentexn Sermoxs.—We were present on
Sunday evening last at St. Pateick’s to bear the
third of a sertes of icstructions which the Rev.
“ather O'Farrei proposes to continue der-
ing tne Lenten Season, on what might be
termed ¢ the Triumphs of the Catholic Church®
Io the course of the last mstruclion we learned
how the Bishops of the Roman Catholic Church
receive jurisdiction throush the Apostolic succes-
sion, and we were made acquainted with the
status of the Church in the early ages—in the
second century upder St. Irencus, and sub-
sequently among the Greeks under St. Athan-
asius and St. Jobn Chrysostome, apd among the
Latins uoder St. Jerome and St. Augustin—
There 18 a rich mine of knowledge under-
lyiog the writings of the earlier Fathers
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and we must admt that Father O'Farrel]
bhas seized upen this treasure; and from
what we heard on fast Supday evening, intends
to make it serviceable to the intellectval culwre
of s congregation.

We are glad to see bere the introduction of
the French style of predication which used to
cail around the Erench pulpits, for weeks in suc-
cession, the intellect and efite of Paris, besides
the regular attendance of the Royal family—of
Kings such as Lows XIV. When we beard
Fatber O'Farrell present his arguments, and his—
toriral facts in bis bold Koglish style, we were at
once reminded of the famous Conferences of
Fraysinout at Panis on the Defense of Chis-
tianity ; but there is this difference between the
predication of the Freoch school and Father
O'Farrell’s thst the former exhibits loo much
display of action during the whole teoor of tke
discourse, while in Father O'TFarreil there 1s
perhaps » lack of this great quality which tells
to such advantage in the Christian orater,

Koowing as we do ihe habit of mind and con-
stant application to study of the admirable Society
of St. Sulpice—we are not surpiised Lo fiad them
here in Montreal so farthful to the desire of their
Venerable Founder, Mr. Olier, that, however
numerous they maght be, they should be cansider-
ed as Priests of the clergy ; and we may add,
that as far as their labors 1n the mission extend
liere, they are truly the priests of the people.
We congratulate the St Patrick’s Congregation
os therr good prezching, and the Semipary of St.
Sulpice on the poscession of such a holy eloquent
man.

Ax Uprigat Jupce.— Whatever our short
comings 10 olber respects, however defective may
be our Juries, we can Yoasl 1 Lower Canada
of the integrity of our judges. Ofien bave we
to complain of the fuilure of justice in the jury-
room, hut never hase we to attribute that failure
to weakoess or to dishonesty on the Bench,

An event that has just traospired at Quebec
Nustrates 1o a striking maoper the excellence of
our Judiciary system — of that system which
makes the Judge as dependent of popular con-
trol, or demacratic wnfluence, oo the one haund, as
be s of Lxecutive intnmdation og the other.—
Turee somewhat nolorious joung raen were con-
victed a few days of baving perpetrated a very
brutal assault. Why we know oot, but a great
exirtion was made i their case to procurea
light sentence ; and for this purpose a deputation
actually waited upoo the Judge whe was to pass
sentence, with the view of,if possible, influencing
him 1o the discharge of hisimportant duties, Tins
most insolent attempt to tamper with justice, and
to pollute 1ts administration, was nobly resisted by
the Han. Judge Carron—we mention lus nawne
with respect as that of one who by bis firmness
and dignified conduct has repdered 2 most im-
portant service to saciety. His [lonor 1alormed
the deputation that had the ¢nheard of mmperti-
neace to wait upon lmm for such a purpose, that
when be should have discharged hus duties, then,
and not before, would he give hisaltestion to the
memorial presented to him. e then went into
Court, and sentenced the prisoners to the ex-
treme penalty awarded to them by the law for
their offence. Capada may be thankful that
there are such Judges on the Bench.

The Bill for the Iocorporation of a Frotestant
Deaf aod Dumb Insttution, with power to hold
property ot an aonual value of $10,000, has
passed 1ts prelimioary stages ia the Quebec
Lrgislature. [t is a measure which no Catho -
lic opposes ; nor do any of our co religonists in-

FRANCE.

The sittiogs of the French Legislature are sws

. pended, there being no business ripe for discus-
"ston. A serious outbreak bad occurred among
the independent tribes of Algeria, who have at
tacked the French possessions, but are reported

%0 bave been defeated with serious Joss.

A satirical journal which, like the late Mar-
quis de Boissy, utters some home truths in quaint
and jocose language, analyzes the divers parues
that promise to present themselves at the general
election. First comes the Impenalist party,
which may be subdivided into—1. The Bona-
partists, properly so called — namely, those per-
gops whose families have cherisbed the traditions
of the first Empire, and wha are cordially de
voted to the present Emperor, 2. The Mame-
lakes, or miitary party, who are the sworn ene
mies of ¢ Ideologues,’ orators, and, of course, of
journalists of all sorts. 3. The rallied or con-
verted Imperialists, made up of disappointed and
discouraged Legitimists, of expectant Orleanists,
and Republicans, who look upon the Empire as
a sort of 1aterlude, and a very uselul one, pre
himinary to a happy catastrophe. 4. The Goa-
servatives, who have no particular flig; trades
men, shopkeepers,and fundholders, who give their
allegiance to any Governmeat 5o long as it holds
its owo, and who, ke Talleyrand, abandon it
only when 1ts fall hegins.

The second of these parties 18 the Orleanist.
The Orlewnists keep systematically on the re-
serve ; they do not conspire, neither have they
official orators in the Chamber, nor subsidizad
writers in the press. The Orleanist group is
composed of Parliamentarians, Liberals, and a
few coavertea Republicans. They avow their
aspirations for a mild government, acd equally
repudiate arbitrary zuthority m the Palace and
anarchy in the streets. This party 13 more pas-
sive than active ; 1t 13 wanting 1n imtiative, and
.as 1t 18 recruited principally from tbe great and
small bourgeoiste—the * baute banque’ and the
¢ boutique’—it has a dread of viclent change,and
supports the Imperial Government without loviog
it.

The third party consists of Legttimists, These
are pumerically few, and they have little nflu-
ence on the masses; but they are busthag and
somewhat naisy ; and though, in reality, they

" have oo bope of a restoration, they affect never
to despair of 1t. As they have no hold on the
country, their only expectations depend on some
extraordinary event which 13 to take the nation
by surprice. They probably would not object
to a few montbs of the Red Republic to serve
as a bridge for the legilimate monarchy to pass
over. Of themselves they are helpless, and
therefore they trust for support to coalitions ;
they hold out the hand to acarchists on one side,
and to Catholics on the other, and thus are ever
fishing 1n troubled waters.

The Catholic party, or, as they are sometimes
called, tbe ¢ biacks.’ eome next. The higier

" and lower clergy, Papists of the school of Jo-
seph de Maistre and the Unwvers, aiming at the
theocratic domination, preferring the Bourbons
to the Bonapartes, because the former promise
them more gusrantees, but otherwise indifferent
as to the question of dypasties, and quite ready
to adopt the Empire provided the Empire could
or would fulfil their expectations.

The fifth, or Republican party, 1s made up of
~—1, the Republiczn of 1848 —a species of Gi
rondin, who conteats himself with demanding an
elective President, instead of a Constitutional
King. 2 The advanced Republican of the
Ledru-Rollio shade. What this shade is people
are not agreed upop; for some this species
of Republican is advanced, for others he 15
retrograde. 3. The Sorialisi Repyhlican. T
denomination is also somewhal vague. We can
only convey an 1dea of 1t by saying that a So-
ciahist Republican 18 one who 18 never content
with the Repnblic when he bas it. 4. The Re-
publican of 1793 who 1s deciledly of the school
of Robespierre. Ile upproaches the Sacialist,
but wanis hus energy 10 the study of social pro
blems and theories of social regeneration. e
uphesitatingly admits the utility of a * regime’ of
terror, of the guiliotine, of ¢ ° maximum,’ &e.
5, The Republicans of the school of Hebert
(Pere Duchesae). These go further even than
the Republicans of 1793, though it s diffizult to
say in what the difference of doctrine consists,

The Hebertists would be troublesome urder agy |

Republic ; and it 1s for this reason that Robes

pierre, who, amid the madness of the Ravelution,
foresaw the return of a pacified snciety, had ihe
head of their feader cut off. Hebert was guil.
lotined in 1794, 6. The Snciahsts, who have
po connexion with the Terrorist Republicans.—
Theze form a group of humanitarian philosophers,
sympathize with the sufferings of the people, oc-
cupy themselves witb solving ¢social problems,
and indulge in dreams of perfectibility. They
combine together the theories of Owen, Fourier,
and St. Simon, and produce something which no

body understands or accepts, They are given to
study, are decidedly pacific, and believe them-
selves to be the apostles ol a new creed. They
attract but secondary importance to dynastic
questions, and very williogly bend the koee to
Cesar.

Such are the parties and fracttons of which
the ten milltons of electors who w:ll socn he called
It would seem at first sipht

oh to vote corsisi,
that the Goveroment must disappear in this mul-

titnde of adverse factions, but at the decisive
moinent, and irrespectively of offizial pressure,
the very mstinct of self-preservation will pre
dominate over preconceived hostility, The rest
of tbe year people are, in {he sulonsof Puris,
Orleanists, Legitimists, and Republicans of the
neutral tint ; but 10 presence of the electors they
are nothiog but proprietors, manufacturers, fund-
holders, merchants, fathers of families, &e,

The report of a conversation between the Em-
press and tbe Princess Clothilde, which is just
now circulating in Paris, 1s worth repeating. The
Empress complained of the great fatigue of the
receptions at Court, aod asked the Priocess
whether she did pot feel it also. The Princess,
who is proud of her ancient lineage, is reported
te have replied, with a covert reflection on the
Empress, ‘Ob, no, your majesty, for I have been
used to 1t from my infancy.’

A Prussian journal of some authority—tbe
Kreuz Zeitung—has published an article, pro—
claiming the necessity of upboldiog the ndepen-
dence of Belgum.

SPAIN.

It 15 now said that a Direclory of three will be
established in Span, consistiog of Prim, Serrano,
and Rivero, n which case Serrano would no doubt
be Presideat of Foreign Afairs, Prim for the
Army, and Rivero for the Interior. The settle-
meat of the goverament of the country has been
so long delayed, that general disquetude pow
exists, and the probability of intestine disturbances
bas been not a little embarrassing to tHe Pro-
visional Goveroment. 'T'be three ¢ Dictatars *are
cot hikely to remam long united, and it is impos-
sible to foretell 1n what direction the zolution of
the difficulty will be found—whether a nominee
of Prim or Serrano will he placed upon the thrane,
or whether one or other will seiz+ the chief
power for bimseli. Espartero 1s said to have
declined the seaZ 1 the Cortes to which he bas

been elected.

The Madrid correapondent of a contemporary before
1t wasg possible to know the details of the case, boldly
telegrapbed to his employers that the Governor of
Burgos was ‘agsagsinatesd by & mob of priests.” It
was not 1rue, acd was not even likely to be true; but.
that was of no con3a:quence A few days later, the
g8.me correspoadende gave a totally different account
of the matter, but without confeesing or retractiog,
icdeed wi-tou® alluding to the slender, which he
wnew would be cordially welcomed in Eoglind. In
this second communicatio there is not a word about
scclesingrical sesaecsing, but there i3, on the other
band, a candid admission that one of the cavons of
the cathedral interfered with Buccees to gave the life
of the Governor'a secretary, We have read with
care many reports of this deplorable 1ncident in Pro-
teatant jouroa.ls, and we find, without surprise, that
no two of them are alike —a clesr proof that the re-
porters derived their facts from their 1magioation. It
ia io thiz way that modern history is written Qur
own intelligence shyws that the people forced their
way into the church, a8 Boon ag the Governor eutered
it, and that he was the victim of popularindignatio -
which tbe clergy were unable to restrain. Such modes
of ndmicistering justice can only ba condemned, nos
will ther, it is to be feared, check the acts >f sacri-
lege and robtery of which Serrano and hig fellows
are the anwotthy instruments. It ia certainly zo
exaggeration to say that they, by their complicity
with the worst excesses of the revolution, are the real
authora of the asaaseination at Burgos. —[Tablet.

The Timea Madrid correapoudent deacrines the ap-
pearance of a Proteatznt congregation in that «ity :

The iroopa, indeed must at pressot turn their band
to all trades Cutting down and removing the cords
of th~ belfries ia anotker of their occupations in those
districts of which they bold military possession, Tke
¢ Popylo @'ltnlin’ of Nuples amusges itself and its
readers with publiching a list of questions to which
it givea repliea, suppartiog them by logical demon-
stratinn, Hereisagpecimen: —~ What is the difereoce
between a minister of finance and a brigand? Aun
swer.—The firat planders and is not bangad, but
bangs others; the secoud plunders and 13 banged.

A Grear Discovery —Tha Procurator Gezeral of
the Kicg at Navlea hus made a wonderful disrovery.
He haa discovered what is the great ineentive to idle-
ness nod crime ; tha fruitfui source of depravity ~nd
misery ; tbe gulf which swaliows all, money ard
heart, and gives nothiog in return; which robs our
pann'e of all vizour and haoesty of character, and
prodnces besides inovmerable other evils, includicg
tha perturbation of the public perce.

RUSSIA,

It is cartainly carious that & proposilion to limits
the evils of warfare should proceed from the least
merciful of European potentates The snggestion of
Russia to resirain the use of certain explogsive pro-
jectiles in war has been adopted, and sn sgreement
vigned in St Petersburg on the J1th of December,
1868, bv the diplomstic representatives of France,
Great Britain, Austris, Prussia, Hollsnd, aod ten
otber European Powers A sagacious French writer,
shrawdly suspecting some gasre in this bumacitarian
project of Russia, wotices a suspicious clanse i the
agreement referred to. In case of war, if oneof the
cortracting parties should find itself allied with an-
other which had not accepted the agreement, its
nbligation wocld cease ! By the belp of this clanse,
Prussia can msapufactore aoy quantity of explosive
mataerials in the territory of Baden, which i3 not a
coantracting party, but whoase inevitabie alliance with
Prussia in the event of war wouald relesae the latter
f-om the obligation nct to employ them. If Russia
and Prussia sincvrely wish to alleviate the harrors of
war, let them begin by abandosiog the se fish poliey
which pravokes war. Explosive projectiles of & cer
tain kind may ool merit the admication of Cbriyians,
but unscrupulons greed and awmbition, of which sneb
projactiles ara tbe appropriate instruments, meriti
atill less.—[T=blet.

A Hoxsyx-oNy Uxper DirrrcoLties —Although
passports have lieen done away with in the greater

They bad to make their way through
fields and hedges, and to wada through a river, bur
suceess crowned their pluck, and they roon arrived
at Egdtkahuen, the first station on 1he Prussian side,
rather wet, but otherwise nona the wore* :r their
adventure. The next moroing they 8aw the Rnesian

ingpector at Bydtkuduen, but there they conld snap
their fingers at him, for they were under the protec-
tion of the Bund.~—[Exprees.

these unbappy men essier victims of delusion br de-
priving them of their reason, they were intoxicated
with brandy ; the knout was dizplayed to tha rehel.
lious, and cartificates given to the submissiva. If
singie individua', male or female, consested to kisa
the cross, instantly the whola parish wag inseribed
on the registers as baving embraced the schism, the
church wns invaded, nnd the parish priest expelles.
When the parishocers, deprived of their pastor, re-
fuzed to receive the intruded miciater who came to
occupy bis place, they were treated as *rebels,
gaverely beaton and dragged to prizan.
