WHY

AM I A CATHOLIC?

Contemporary and Historical Facts
—First Principles Stated by
Father Drummond.

A Prevalent Fallacy—One Objective
Truth—Assistance of the Holy
Spirit.

I am a Catholic through the grace of
God, because I was jbaptized and thus
received the gift of faith the day after
my birth. This priceless gitt, without
which true allegiance to the Cath-
olic Church is impossible, grows
with the growth of reason, lifts reason
itself to & higher plane, and sets in their
proper perspective the things of time as
viewed in relation to  eternity.
Owing to this elevation of reason the

whole aspect of history and of
humen knowledge is one thing
for the man of faith and quite

another *or the man that has no super-
natural gift of faith. The two men differ
in first principles. Hence erises the dif-
ficulty of giving 8uch a reason for the
faith that is in me as may approve itself
4o those who have not the same ineffable
blessing. 1 am at a loss how to choose,
out of & thousand reasons that satisfy
my soul, & few that may enable ‘other
uinds to understand the Catholic point
of view. [ will first take

CONTEMPORARY FACTS.

Abcut one-half of the civilized world is
Catholic. Of the other half, agood third—
Greeks, Russians, and Orientals—profess
almost all the distinctively Catholic doe-
trines, such as the necessity of tradition,
the Real Presence, the seven sacraments,
intercession of the Blessed Virgin and of
the saints and angels, the doctrine of
purgatory, great esteem of eelibacy prar-
tiged; by their monks, though not by
their secular clergy.

Cathiolics are 1 all parts of the world
and in all ranks of society.  The prince
and the working man, the millionaire
and the pauper, the genius and the igno-
rant man, the learned Pope and the
child just bezinning to use his reason, all
hold the same belief, thuugh with the
trained theologian the explicit develop-
ment of that belief is immeasurably
greater than with the unlearned and in-
experienced multitude.

The nations that are most remerkahle

for thrift, natural cleverness, thoughtful-
ness and love of the fine arts, the
nations that are the sprightliest and
most lovable in character and the most
susceptible to ridicule—for instance,
Frauce, Italy, Spain, Ireland, Bavaria,
Belguim, and Austria-Hungary—glory
in being largely Catholic,
‘Where Catholics are the minority,
they are, generally, noted for their
steadfastness in the faith despite great
disadvantages. All the news comes to
them through untriendly channels, Sal-
dom is a fact stated to their credit with-
out some gratuitous explanation or in-
sinuation that destroys all the beauty
of is. But if any Catbolic commits a
crime cr gives occasion for scandal, the
story is sure to be trumpeted abroad
with many a triumphant flourish, Men
who pride themselves on their spirit of
fairplay, and who really live up to it in
allother matters are constantly swerv-
ing from it at the mere mention of
things Catholic. ~What to Catholica are
ridiculously false views of bistory and
reiigion are thrust upon them all the
year round in newspapers, in magazines
and reviews, in social intercourse, in
most of the books they must read;
whereas non-Catholics hardly ever read
Catholic books or newspapers, and when
they do, it is mostly* for purposes of ad-
verse criticism. )

In such surroundings, Catholics, nos
being Buddhists hidden away in semi-
barbarous quarters of the world, but
mingling with all the pursuits and con-
tributing to all the true knowledge and
progress of their civilized fellow-men,
are keenly alive to the temptations that
beset their faith. They suffer from social
and political ostracism, they are often
handicapped by the occult antagonism
of secret societies, they chafe under that
conspiracy of silence which ignores
whatever good deeds are dueto their re-
ligion, they are frequently offered
wealth and preferment in return for
apostasy. Though they know that they
possess a higher education than what
mere secular training can give, they re-
sent the imputation of ignorance. They
are fully aware of the relief their lower
nature would experience from a change
of religion. No more obligatory attend-
ance at Mass, no absolute impossibility
of divorce, no inevitable duties of
maternity, no necessity of restoring ill-
gotten gains, no fasis nor abstinence
days, no celibacy for the clerzy, no
early communion before breakfast,
above all, no sacramental confession.
An assertion ot conversion from the lips
outward, and they would be welcomed
as brands plucked out of the fire.

Occasionally some Catholics yield to
these temptations. Others, having come
to us from without, and never having
really received or properly fostered the
gitt of faith, go back. = However, those
who leave us are not, for the most part,
paragons of intellect or virtue. At any
rate no one ever leaves the Catholic
Church in order to practise greater self-

Nothing so stings it
as the ubnmutilated truth. Had they
become agnostics or free-thinkers, they
would have escaped any but the mildest
reproof; because they bave joined the
church of their forefathers, they are
visited with scorn and spurned with
horror. Not thus do we treat those

who depart from our communion. We
pity them and pray for them.
For we are not intolerant. Hating

error, we yet commiserate the erring.
No Catholic majority wounld ever treat a
Protestand minority as we bave been
treated in New Brunswick and in this
Province. We have to0 much sense of
justice and charity to rob our fellow-
citizens of their right to use their school
tases asthey choose. We never hesi-
tate to elect Protestant representatives,
provided they are otherwise quahified.
in the province of Quebec seven
counties with large Catholic majorities
elect Protestant members of Parliament;
not one Protestant ccnstituency elects a
Catholic.

Qur methods and doctrines are gradu-
ally leavening the Protestant world.
‘The liturgy of the Church of Eugland is
all borrowed, with characteristic omis-
sions, from our liturgical books, The
High Church movement in Anglicanism
is becoming more pronounced every
year. Rituulists are accustoming their
people to Cutholic forms, though they
have not the snbstance ofthe faith not
the reality of the priesthood. They
strive to share in our beautiful prerog-
ative of Catholicism; but, however near
they come to us in doctrine, the estab-
lishment to which ihey belong cannot
be styled Catholic except in a Pick-
wickian sense. While too man
ignorant fanatics still swallow awful
disclosures of the Maria Monk type, the
cLosen spirits. of the church of England
band together in &sisterhoods aud
brotherhoods, and thus wituess to the
Catholic doctrine that virginity is not
only possible with prayer and watchful-
ness, but preferable to the holy state ot
wedlock (1 Cor., vii, 25-40). Other
Protestant bodies imitate them by
instituting deaconesses. All Christians
have of late years iwmitated our daily
Mass and ever open churches by more
frequent prayer meetings. It is no
longer idolatry to have a picture of the
Crucifixion in one’s home. “To wear, if
not to bear, the cross of Christ 18 be-
coming fashionable.

These area few of mapy contem-

» HISTORICAL FACTS,

One of the prominent Prot
clergymen of Moutreal, in the couefst: I‘l)f;
a lecture delivered there in the beginn-
ing of last month, gave his audience to
understand that the Church existed
before the New Testament, and that the
Word of God was preached before it was
written. To his hearers this may have
seeed a discovery;to us it is a truth as
old as the Church’ itself, an undoubted
historical fact which proves that the
Bible cannot be the sole rule of faith.
Two generations of Christians lived and
died, many of them martyrs, before the
last book “of the New Pestament was
{)thshed. And they werethe very
airest fruitage of the Gospel.

(As in the old dispepsation, religious
disputes were to be settled, not by pri-
vate interpretation of the Sacred Book,
but by decisiop of the priests (Deut.

THE GALILEO LIE.

It Dies Hard, But the TrueStory is coming
Out,

The Galileo legend is about worn
threadbare. For a cectury Protestants
have been thrilled by the moving recital
of how Galileo said “Stillit moves,” and
was condemned to untold horrors in
Vatican dungeons. The truth is be-
ginning to glimmer. Principal Caird, o
Glasgow University, lecturing recently
on the subjecy, must have surprised his
hearers.

After narrating the leading incidents
in Galileo’s life, the lecturer referred to
Galileo’s final appearance before the
Inquisition. He said that the long-
received story of Galileo’s trial had been
stripped of something of the glory which
popular estimation for a time rendered
to him as the most illuatrious of the

martyrs to science. The popular story
represented Galileo, old and feeble in

spirit, in presence of the Inquisition, with
noble fortitude avowinz and defending
the impugned doctrine of the earth’s
moticn before his julges, remaining
steadfast even when his feeble frame was
stretched on the rack, till at last, when
flesh and blood could bear no more, he
sromiged to recant. Then, broken and
crushed by the final terror, and clothed
ignominiously in penitential garb, he
bad scarce risen from his knees till he
muttered the famous words, “But it still
moves.”
demned to be deprived of sight and
thrown into prison. Bad as the true
story was, Principal Caird continued, the
greater portion of the material horrors
were the mere accretions which the
int?pular imagination had gathered round

The true story told worse for Galileo
and somewhat vetter for his persecuators.
During his whole tfial he was treated
with msrked external consideration, al-
lowed to rem 1in with his friends, instead
of in a dungeon, in a comfortable suite of
rooms, attended by his own servants.
Even after his condemnation his sentence
of imprisonment was very laxly inter-
preted, until -it became nothing more
serious than liberty on parole. He spent
the last years of his life in a villa of his
own 1n the neighborho)d of Florence,and
in the society of his friends and pupils.
Falsehood dies h.rl, but this should
give the Galileo lie a bad shaking.—
Glasgow Observer.

An Orangeman on the P.P.A,

As Mr. Robert Sellersis the leading
Orangeman of the English-speaking
portion of Quebec Province, and as
editor of the Huntingdon Gleaner has
become the foremost champion of ultra-
Protestant thought, his views on the so-
called P.P.A. movement will be of inter-
est all over the Dominion.

It there is a Frov-
ince in the Dominion where there is sub-
stantial cause for complaint of the claims
of the Church of Rome to privileges in-
jurious to the public weal it i3 in Que-
bec, but the Protestants of Quebec, in
combatting these pretensions would
scorn to use the weapons of the Yankee-
invented P.P.A. Tocombine to deprive
fellow-subjects of their rights, to boycott
them because of their creed, is8 an
offence to justice, it is a violation of the
golden rule, 1t is a detiance of the spirit
of Christianity.  The sooner the P.P.A.
and the other societies imported from
tbe States are sent back to the land
where they were hatched, the better for
the peace of Canada.”

Things have indeed come to a preity
pass with the P.P.A. when even the
Orangemen disclaim it and sneer at it as
a Yankee institution. The Yankees,
however, have long ago disavowed
their paternity, and speak of it as an off-
shoot of Canadian Orangeism. Like a
lost mongrel cur, this association wan-
ders over the country—kicked out every-
where, wanted nowhere.
