Eeing directed by the Governing Council of the College 1 beg most
respectfully to lay the following lines for your Kirnd and favourable consi-
deration :=-

(1) That, as is well-known, there is & deplorable want of well-qualified
medical men all over Bengal and as hundreds of our youngmen anxious to study
medicine, cannot be accommodated into the two medical colleges in the Pro-
vince, The Governing Council of the College has already made necessary arrange
-ments to teach upto the ¥, B, Standards in acrordance with the regulations of
the Calcutta University.

(2) That the Srece Visuddhvanards Scraswati Harwari Hespital and the
Refuge Hospital whiek are fully equipped and upto-date, Institutions in the
City. stadenss In the Senior Classes es the University of Calcutta has fixed
two beds per student vide thé; regulation chapter XKIV, whick we fave.

However, our students have ample oppertunities for specidlising
thenselves in mental, eye, ear-nose-throat, venereal, skin, children and
infectious diseas®ds besides Obstetrical, Gynaecological, Medical and Surgical
Cases a&s different wards are provided for the purpose.

(3) That the members of our teaching staff are the pick and cresm of
the medical profession, and they are devoting their valuable time for the
affeirs of the College and Hospital Clirnics. The College is established on =
philanthropic and patriotic basis and the sacrifices of the staff, which are

remarkably admirable, are for their nation and their country,

(4) That though 30.95 per cent population have been dying annually on the
country owing to want of medical help (vide report of the Director of Public
Health Bengal 1921) the Government is still unwilling to recognise the Insti-
tution under the misapprehension that it is under the management of the -"-
nationalties.
(56) That the Governing Council has resolved to seek affiliation from a
foreign University and it is ready and willing to cbey the rules and regula~
tions fremed bty the seame from time to time, if the College is affiliated to
their University.
