CONSTITUTION.

'.%^

I.

The Society shall be called The Diocesan Church Society
OF New Brunswick.

II.

No alteration shall be made in the Constitution of this Society,
nor shall any Bye-law, Rule or Regulation, of the Society be
repealed, annulled, or altered, except at a meeting of the Get eral

Committee, by the vote of at least two-thirds of the members pre*
fient, nor until it shall have received the sanction of the Tx>rd

Bishop of the Diocese ; which sanction must be given in wril ing,

and delivered to the Secretary, within six mttnths of the said

:meeting.

III.

No alteration or amendment in the Constitution, nor any repeal,

cancellation, alteration or amendment of any Bye-Law, Rule or
Regulation of the Society, shall be proposed or made at any
Meeting, un'ess notice shall have been given in writing at the next
previous Annual Meeting of the General Committee, or at the
next previous Anniversary Meeting, of such proposed repeal or

cancellation, nor unless the terms of such proposed alteration or

amendment shall have been stated in writing at some previous
meeting; from which, without the unanimous consent of the
members present, no deviation, except of a mere formal nature,

shall be permitted.

IV.

No repeal, cancellation, alteration, or amendment shall be pro-

posed except by a member qualified to vote, at the Anniversary
Meeting, whose name shall be entered on the Minutes of the Sec-

retary, together with the said proposition.

V.

The payment at any one time of a sum not less than Ten
Pounds shall constitute a Life Member; and the payment
annually of any sum, however small, shall constitute the v)er8on

paying the same a member of the Society. Provided that no
member shall be qualified to vote at any General Meeting of the
Society, unless of the full age of twenty-one years, nor unless he
be a Life Member, or shall have subscribed and paid at least five

shillings during the year preceding such meeting.

'
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VI.

Officers.

1. Tho Officers of the Society shall consist oF a President, two or
move Vice-Presidents, a Treasurer, one or more Secretaries, and two
Auditors of Accounts.

2. The Lord Bishop of the Diocese shall he President of the So-
ciety, and the Archdeacon the Senior Vice-Pfsitient; and any Life

Member may, at any Meeting of the Genenil Committee be elected
a Vice-President of the Society.

3. The Treasurer, Secretary, or Secretaries, and the Auditors,
shall be annually elected at the meetings of the General Committee

;

and in case of the death, resignation, or removal f/om the Province
of any such officer, the vacancy shall be filled up by the Executive
Committee, at its next or any subsequent meeting within the year;
and the Lord Bishop shall, if he see Ht, call a Special Meeting of the
Executive Committee for the purpose of filling any such vacancy.

VII.

Executive Committee.

1. There shall also be an Executive Committee, to be composed of
the following Members, viz

:

The officers of the Society as provided for in the next preceding
Article.

All Clergymen resident in the Diocese, duly licensed by the Lord
Bishop, and subscribers to the Society.

And twenty-four Lay-Members of the Society, being Life Members,
or Annual Subsctibers of at least Ouo Pound : to be annually elected
at the Meetings of the General < ommiitee, provided that no Annual
Subscriber shall be qualified to be elected unless ho shall, during the

year preceding each meeting, have paid the subscription of at least

One Pound.
2. Five Members of the Executive Committee, three of whom to

be Laymen, shall form a quorum,
3. The Executive Committee shall meet either at Fredericton or

Saint John, on the first Wednesday in Janu iry, on the day next
following the Annual Meeting; on the first Wednesdiy in March; on
the first Wednesday in June; and on Wednesday after the first

Tuesday in October ; or on such day in the week of, or in the week
following the aforementioned days, as may be approved by the Presi-

dent, or in his absence, by any two Vice-Presidents of the Society.

4. Special Meetings ot the Executive Committee may be sum-
moned by the President, or in case of his death or absence, by any
two Vice-Presidents of the Socieiy, to meet at such time and place

as may be fixed by the notice of meeting; but so far as may be, al-

ternately at St. John and Fredericton.
6. The Executive Committee shall have all such right and power

in and connected with the management, control, and disposal of all

lands, real estate, and property whatsoever, which may now or may
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hereafter be ^c i in the Society, and with respect to the nse of the-

Corporate Seal he Society, as the General Committee or any
General Meeting of the Society would have in Session, and shall fur-

ther be authorised to depute all and any such powers to any sub-
committee of such Executive Committee.

VIII.

Board of Home Missions.

There shall also be a Boai'd of Home Missions, to be comp)sed of
the following Members, viz:

1. The President, Treasurer, and Secretary, or Secretaries of the
Society, ex ojficio,

2 Five Clerical and seven Lay-Members of the Society, qnalified

for election as members of the Executive Committee, who shall be
chosen annually on the first day of meeting of the General Com-
mittee, by ballot, on nomination of each proposed member by two
members of the General Committee.

3. The Boai d of Home Missions shall have all such power relative

to the preparation of the Missionary Schedule, and carrying the
same into operation and effect, and the appropriation or disposition

of the funds to the objects of the Society, as may from time to time
be vested in them by or pursuant to any Resolution, Bye-Laws or
Regulations of the General Committee.

4. Five Members of the Board, three of whom shall be Laymen,
shall be a quorum.

5. The Board ofHome Missions shall meet whenever summoned
by the President, Treasurer or Secretary of the Society, and at such
place as may be fixed by the notice of meeting.

TX

Objetfs.

The Society shall embrace the following objects, and none other,

viz:

1. Missionary visits to places where there is no settled Clergymanr
and aid to new and poor Mi^fsions.

2. The establishment of Divinity Scholarships; and assistance

when necessary, to those who may be under preparation for the min-
istry, especially sons of Clergymen.

3. Aid to Sunday and other Schools in which Church principles

aie taught, and the training and encouraging of Schoolmasters and
Catechists.

4. The supply of such Books and Tracts as are on the Catalogue o^
the Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge, and none other.

5. Aid to the building and enlarging of Churches and Chapels

6. Aid to the building of Parsonage Houses.

vv!':fl
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7. The creation of a Fund towards making a provision for such
Clergymen as may be incapacitated by age or innrmity.

8. The creation of a Fund for the Widows and Orphans of the

Clergy.

9. Aid to the Endowment Fnnd in particular Parishes.

10. The formation of a Fund for receiving money or Securities as

"Special Trusts.

11. The creation of a Fund to assist in the education of the chil-

dren of the Clergy.

The Society will employ no Clergyman on Missionary services with-

out the Bishop^s license and appointment, and will submit its choice
of Divinity Scholars to his Lordship's approbation.

XI

It shall be competent to any member of the Society to limit bis

Bubscription to any one or more of the objects above recited, which
.he may be most anxious to promote.

XII

Local Committees.

1. The members of the Society in each Parish, or in each Mission,

-consisting of two or more Parishes, shall, at the discretion of the Mis-
sionary ofsuch Mission, constitute a Local Committee; and s^o also

the members re>4ding in any District of a Parish set off under the

authority ofthe Lord Bishop, with the concurrence of the Rector and
and Church Corporation ot such Parish (there being in such District

a Church duly consecrated, and a resident Clergyman licensed there-

to by the Lord Bishop), may, at the desire of such Clersryraan, and
with the approval of the Bishop and the Rector of the Parish, form
a separate I^cal Committee ; and in that case the District shall, for

the purpose of the Society, be considered as a separate Parish.

2. Each Local Committee shall hold an Annual Meeting on some
convenient day previous to the Anniversary Meeting, when the re-

commendations to the General Committee of sp3cial objects shall be
determined on.

3. Each Tx)cal Committee shall be empowered to elect two Lay
Delegates and two Substitutes at the Annual Meetings of the Com-
mittee, to assist the Missionary in submitting the recommendations
of the Committee to the consideration of the General Committee.

4. It shall be competent to each Committee to recommend any of

the above recited objects to the special consideration of the General
Committee, in the appropriation of tlie funds of the Society.

5. The members of the Society, attending the public services at

the Cathedral in the City of Fredericton, shall have the right to elect

two Lay Delegates annually. The meeting for the election of tho

said delegates to be held annually at such time and place as the Lord
Bishop of the Diocese may direct; and tiie said delegates upon being
so elected, and their election duly certified by the Lord Bishop or
other person presiding at the said meeting, shall be taken to be, and
shall be thereby qualified as members of the General Committee

XIII.

1. The Society shall hold its Anniversary Meeting at Fredericton

and Saint John alternately, on the first Thursday in July in each
year.

2, A Special Meeting of the General Committee may be called at

any time by the President, or in his absence by any two or more of
the Vice-Presidents, four weeks notice being first given thereof by
advertisement in one or more newspapers, published in Fredericton
and Saint John respectively.

XIV.

The General Committee.

1. The General Committee of the Society shall be composed of
the following members, viz : The Lord Bishop of the Diocese who
shall be the Chairman ; the Vice-Presidents of the Society ; in the
absence of the Lord Bishop, the Committee may elect a Chairman
h'om the Vice-Presidents present, and if none be present, from
other members of the Committee ; the Secretary or Secretaries wha
shall also serve in that capacity at the Meeting of the General Com-
mittee ; the Treasurer and the Auditors, the Kector or Missionary of
each Parish or of a Mission comprising two or more Parishes, and the
Clergyman ofany separate District of a Parish, and the Lay Deputies
elected by the Local Committees as before provided ; all such per-

sons being Subscribers to the Society.

Proof of the election of such Deputies by each Local Committee to

be the certificate.of the Chairman or Secretary thereof.

2. The Members of the Executive Committee shall be ex officio

members of the General Committee.

3. The General Committee shall meet on the two days next pre-
vious to the Anniversary Meeting, to make the Annual appropria-
tions of the funds of the Society, and a report of the proceedings of
such meeting shall be made at the Auniversary Meeting.

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RULES AND REGULATIONS OF THE GENERAL
COMMITTEE.

BOARD OF HOME MISSIONS.

Whereas, it is desirable for the better provision for th»« mlnKstratioDB
of the Church in the Diocese of Frederiction, thit there be a HyHtematlc
and permanent pLiu for the payment of the stipends of MLisionaries;
therefore resolved,—

1. That in order to encoaras;e the established MisHions to become
<;raduiilly self-supporMni;, all grants made by or throu:{h thiM Society
in aid of Missions (not including stipends secured to any of the elder
Clergy on the Society for the Propagation of the Gospil grant during
life) shall from hencf'forth be made conditional on the contribution by
the Mission itself of a stated sum towards the Missionary's stipend.

2. That all grants made by the General Committee be made subject
to these Resolutions, and be distributed under the direction of the
Board of Home Missions, who shall have at all times all such and like

powers and rights with respect to the same, or any of them, as the
General Comn>ittee of the Society would have If In Sessdon.

3. That the Board of Home Missions annually present to the General
Committee of the Society, on the first day of their meeting, a full and
detailed account of all business transacted during the expired year,
and also a list of grants recommended for the ennuing year, with the
conditions to be annexed to each, and shall also report to the Executive
Committee at each quarterly meeting thereof.

4. That on the approval by the General Committee of the grants
recommended for the year, the same shall forthwith pass Into operation
on the basis of the foregoing Resolutions, and subject to the following
regulations

:

(a.i. The Board of Home Missions (acting In conjunction with the
Lord Bishop) shall lorthwltb, after the annual meeting, communicate
with the Wardens or other Lay Members of the Church, in each Mission,
requiring them to enter into engasrement (A) with the Society, to
contribute the sum required of the Mission for the year.

(&). Should such engagement not be entered Into to the satisfaction

of the Board before the 15th day of August then next, they shall com*
municate with the Missionary, requiring him to give each of his con-
gregations notice (B) of withdrawal of all payments as a Missionary
receiving stipend through this Society on 1st October then next, unless
the engagement be meantime completed.

(e). Should such engagement not be entered Into to the satisfaction
of the Board before the Ist of October thep next, all payments to the
Missionary's salary through the Society, shall be withdrawn, and no
stipend shall thereafter be payable In respect thereof: Provided that
should the Missionary see fit to resign bis cure, he shall, if stationed

,•«:,
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for the remaloder of the year by the Lord Bishop Id any vacant Mission
which may be willing to comply with the terms required or the default-
ing Mission, be entitled, in respect of the services to bn rendered in
snch new Mission, to such stipend as may be agreed upon between
such Missionary and the Board, not exceeding that provided for the
continuation of his services in his former Mission, and upon the lllie

terms and conditions. Provided, also, that any such Missionary, if

not so appointed to any new Mission, may nevertheless be permitted
by the Board, on special application, to draw on 1st of April for a sum
in their discretion ; but not exceeding his previous quarter's stipend
flrom the Society.

(d). Where such engagement is entered into, the Board shall forth-

with notify the Missionary, who shall thereupon (unless the terms of
such engagement shall not be fultllled as hereinafter provided) be en-
titled to draw upon the Society for the full amount of his quarterly
salary, including therein the sum required for the quarter of the Mis-
sion itself.

(e). The amount required from the Mission may be paid either in

money or produce, and shall be so paid by equal quarterly instalments
at least one month before the last day of each quartei^ if paid in

money, the same to be remitted direct to the Treasurer, and if paid in

produce, such preduce to be fUruished to and received by the Mission-
ary, and his receipt, In lieu of money, forwarded to the Treasurer
within the time aforesaid. Provided that, if necessary, the Mission
may have one month's grace to complete the payment.

(/). Should the Missionary give any such written receipt for produce,
he shall keep a record thereof, and shall make his next quarter's draft
for such sum only as shall be due him, after he shall be debited with
such receipts in the Treasurer's books.

(g). Should neither the money nor receipts for produce, to the full

amount required for the quarter, be received by the Treasurer by the
last day of the second mouth of the quarter, it shall be the duty of the
Treasurer at once to send to the Missionary and to each of the persons
who shall have signed the engagement, the notice ''C"; and should
neither such raomy uor receipts have been eo received by the last day
of the quarter, the grant of the Society shall thenceforth cease, anu it

shall be the Treasurer's duty at once and in like manner to send the
notice " D."

If, however, the arrears be subsequently paid, the Board shall have
power to renew the grant on appllcaiion from the Mission.

(A). In case of the Missions where the Missionary's stipend is se-

cured for life on the Society for the Propagation of the Gospel grant,
the Board shall call on the Wardens to enter into the prescribed en-
gagement only in case of the demise of the present Missionary ; and
those Missionaries shall continue to draw their stipends as heretofore
accnstoned, unless any shall voluntarily come within the general sys-
tem adopted for other Missions.

(t). It shall be optional with the Board to permit any Mission to
make a quarterly, half-yearly, or yearly payment at any period in ad-
vance, and these regnlations, mutatis mutandis, shall thereupon apply,
generally, to any soch Mission.

(k). The Board shall have full power and authority to make all sach
farther bye-laws, rales, and regulations as may in their opinion be re-
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quired for their fruidaoce, and frorn time to Hoe to alter or amend tbc
same as tbey shall see flc

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6. In the event of any appUcstion being favourably considered, a pen-
sion shall be granted, only on condition of the applicant flrst resigning
bis cure, with all its emoluments.

7. If at any time there should be more demands apon the Fund than
its income will meet, the Executive Committee may revise the whole
of the pensions according to their judgment.

8. If any pensioner shall be so far relieved from his disability as to
resume any clerical duty for which he receives any settled stipend, the
pension shall cease as long as he continues to discharge such duty.

9. No Clergyman shall receive any benefit from this Fund, unless he
shall have served at least seven consecutive years in the Diocese of
Fredericton.

10. If any pensioner reside out of this Diocese, sufficient proof of his
identity and continued disability shall accompany each draft for his
pension.

11. The pensions shall be paid half yearly in advance, on the flrst day
of January and the flrst day of July in each year; and shall commence
on the flrst of those daye which shall happen after the pension is grant-
ed, and terminate on the flrst of those days which shall happen after

the death of the pensioner, or any other event by which such pension is

to cease.

12. The above rules may be altered only by the General Committee
of The Diocesan Church Society, after a year's notice of the proposed
change.

THE CLERGY WIDOWS AND ORPHANS FUND.

1. The Church Society of the Diocese of Fredericton in the Province
of New Jrunswick, shall have a special Fund, to be called " The
Clergy V/idows And Orphaks Fund," which shall consist of the
present Capital held by the Society for this object (subject to its pre-
sent liabilities) of all subscriptions, donations, legacies, devises, and
bequests, and other contributions given and paid to the Society for this

special purpose, and of all payments received under these Rules ; and
this Fund shall be applied to the assistance of the families of deceased
Clergymen, In accordance with these Rules, and to no other object.

2. Every Clergyman In this Diocese, duly licensed, whose widow Is

not already entitled to a pension from the Society for the Propaga-
tion OF the Gospel, wishing to share In the beneflts of this Fand,
shall within six months from July 5, 1871, or within one year from
deceiving Holy Orders, or from his admission into the Diocese, apply
to the Secretary of the Fund, for s certificate, and shall thenceforth
pay annually the sum set opposite his age In the annexed scale. Any
applicant after such period of time, shall only be permitted to receive
a certificate at the option of the Executive Committee of the Chnrcli
Society, and upon such terms as they shall direct.

8. Every Clergymaq, being a member of this Fund, shall make; and
forward to the Secretary a yearly collection from every congregation
in his Parish or Mission. Assistant Curates, serving under a Rector,
or other Assistant Clergymen, shall not, however, be required to make
acollection, but shall forward only their own annual payment.
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4. All paymeatA shall become due on the first day of January, in

each year, and mast be paid within thirty days ; and all congregational
collections must be sent in before the first day of May. If this Rule
is not complied with, the certificate shall be considered as forfeited,

but may be regained at the option of the Committee, and the applicant
shall pay for the new certificate at the rate payable at the age when the
same is taken out, according to the annexed scale, together with such
sum as the Executive Committee may require in lieu of payments and
subscriptions in arrear.

5. Upon compliance with the above Rules, The Diocesan Church
Society undertakes to pay out of " The Clergy Widows and Orphans
Fund," a yearly pension, of Two Hundred Dollars, to the Widow of
each Clergyman holding a certificate, during the widowhood.

6. If the widow die, or marry again, the pension shall be paid to-

wards the support of such children of the deceased Clergyman as may
he under the age of eighteen years. In this case, when the youngest
child shall have attained this age, the pension shall cease.

7. The Trustees named in the Will of a Clergyman shall be recognized
by the Committee in the event of the death or marriage of his widow,
and shall receive the pension, to be applied by them for the support of
the child or children ; font if the Trustees so named are unwilling or
unable to act, or if Truptees should not have been named, then the
Bishop of the Diocese shall himself act, or in writing appoint a Trus-
tee to act, in the application for the pension.

8. If the wife die before the husband, his child or children shall at bis

death receive the pension, under the limitation as to age expressed In

Rule 6.

9. No certificate shall be Issued to any Clergyman over the age of
sixty years, who is not already In the Diocese at the time of the forma-
tion of these Rules ; but any Clergyman already in the Diocese, over
the age of sixty years, and whose widow is not entitled to a pension
from the Society fok thk Propagation of the Gospel, shall be ad-

mitted a member of this Fund, on making the annua, payment for the
age of sixty years, and otherwise complying with the Rules.

10. If a Clergyman removes, with the Bishop's consent, from the Dio-
cese, after ofllclatlng In It not less than ten years, he shall be allowed
his claim upon the Fund, on continuing his yearly payment, uud the
amount of the average annual collection from the Parish or Mission,
helng a sum not exceeding Forty Dollars In all.

11. If a Clergyman is unable to continue his public ministrations,

through sickness or accident, upon the production of a medical certifi-

cate testifying the same, he may continue his connection with the
Fund, upon making his yearly payment.

12. Any Clergyman degraded or suspended from the ministry, or
any widow or orphan who shall not be In communion with the Church
of England, shall be entitled only tc s>jch payments as the Executive
Committee shall prescribe.

18. The Treasurer of The Diocbsam Church Society shall be Trea-
surer of this Fund, and shall, from time to time, under the direction of
the Loan Committee, invest every hundred pounds of surplus money.
And add the same to the Capital of the Fund. A yearly detailed state-

ment of the income, payments, and invested money, shall be pabilshed
In the Annual Report ofThe Diocesan Chnrch Society.

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14. The pension shall be payable half-yearly, on January 1, and July

1, In each year ; the first payment to be calculated for the interval ftom
the death of the insured to the day of payment.

15. The Secretary of this Fund shall be appointed by the Executive
Committee, and it shall be his duty to issue certitlcates, receive pay-
ments, donations and collections, which he shall hand to the Treasurer
every quarter, or oftener if required by him.

16. None of the above Rules shall be altered, except at the Annual
Meeting of the General Committee of Thk Diocesan Church Society,
after a full year's notice of the proposed change.

be applied solely to assist in the education of Children of Clergymen
duly licensed in the present Diocese of Fredericton, or of Children of
those who may have died, or retired with the Bishop's approral, on
the ground of age 6r infirmity.

2. The Treasurer of The Diocesan' Church Society shall from time
to time, under the direction of the Executive Committee, invest every
$500 of surplus money of thin Fund, and add the same to the Capita I

of the Fund.

3. The entire management of the Fund shall be, and hereby is, vest*

ed in the Executive Committee of The Diocesan Church Society, who,
if they shall tbinls fit, may vest such management in a sub-commit-
tee at their discretion.

4. No grant shall be made from such Fund until the Capital thereof
shall, by accumulation or otherwise, have reached the sum of $1200,
dor shall the grant or grants thereafter to be made exceed In any one
year the interest on the Capital of such Fund for the year.

5. Applications for grants from such Fund shall be made in writing
through the parents or guardians of the applicant, to the Secretary of
the Fund, and every such application shall be accompanied by a state-

ment of any and all private property, pension or income of the parent
or parents, if living, or directly or indirectly available for the support
and education of such applicant, if the parent shall be deceased. The
Executive Committee, or its sub-Committee may, in any case, requite

A Coromittee sball be appointed, to be called "The Glebe Land
Committee," with fall and absolute power and authority to demise
and lease, at public auction or by private agreement, for any term or
terms of years, with or without covenants for renewal, and upon such
other covenants and conditions as may be deemed advisable; and
to sell at public auction or by private sale, and convey in fee sim-
ble, subject to such limitations, conditions, and restrictions as may
be deemed advisable by the Glebe Land Committee, all and every or
any, the lands, tenements and hereditaments vested in the Society
under Chapter 7G. 34th Victoria, or any part thereof, not heretofore
conveyed by this Society ; and tor such purposes, to advertise in any
manner the said lands or any part thereof, for sale or to lease, and
also to cause all or any leases, conveyances or deeds to be prepared,
and to cause and direct the Seal of the Society to be affixed to the
same, also to receive the proceeds of all or any sales so made : all

things to be done nnder this Resolation, however, to be in accordance
with the terms, conditions, provisos and stipulations of Chapter 59,

87th Victoria; and all proceeds of all or any sales and rents of land

leased under this Resolution, to be handed over or paid to, and received
by the Treasurer of this Society for the timebein^, to and for the uses,

trusts and purposes set forth in the last mentioned act.
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1881.

A year ago the members of the Church in this 1 )ioccse were

called upon to make a special effort to supply a large deficiency in

its funds, and to provide, as far as possible, for increased ^[ission-

ary outlay. It was a time of much commercial and monetary

depression. The appeal, made through a pastoral letter from the

Lord Bishop, was, in many instances, generously responded to. In

a financial point of view the close of this fiscal year compares

favorably with that of the past. More than one half of the defi-

ciency of 1880 has been made up, and the Treasurer has promptly

paid all claims for Missionary and other expenditure during the

past year. In several of the Parishes, arrangements havo been made

for self-support, or contributions are made equal to, or more than,

the amount granted by the Society ; while the instances are few

in which, during the past year, increased local contributions have

not been made for the Clergyman's support, llequirements of this

character, though absolutely necessary, are often met by objections.

It should be always remembered that the Society, as represented

by the Board of Home Missions, most earnestly desires to do what

is just and right with the means at its disposal. It is one special

object, on the part of the Committee, to relieve the Clergyman

from anxiety with reference to the payment of his stipend. He
has too much of that—when all payments are punctually made

—

with means too limited, and the cares incident to his holy calling.

The present Eegulations of the Board of Home Missions may, in

some cases, be changed and improved ; but, until the Lay repre-

sentatives in the several Parishes and Missions are ready to act up

to their responsibilities, promptly and generously, it will be impos-

sible to oarry out a»^ system for the support of the Clergy with

advantage.

A considerable portion of the contributions for the past year was

m
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limited to the Deficiency Fund. It is most important to pay that

deficiency. But to carry on efficiently the great work of this

Society, even with the greatest possible increase from local contri-

butions in the Parishes, the regular annual income must be largely

increased. Nothing short of this will meet the continued with-

drawal of the grant from the Society in England, provide and

secure the present very limited Missionary stipends, and enable

the Society to take up even a portion of the new work, which, in

many points, is very pressing, or afford aid which is often so

urgently required in large Parishes, the duties of which are wholly

beyond the reach of one Clergyman.

Beyond these considerations, is it not time for the members of

the C'hurch to inquire how far it is possible to maintain even the

present staff of Missionaries, and provide for filling vacancies when

they occur, at the present scale of stipends ? The average amount

must be known to be wholly insufficient for the expenses incident

to the work of the Missionary, with the strictest economy and the

most rigid self-denial.

Among the objects of the iSociety none appeals with more force

to the best feelings of the members of the Church than that by

which a provision is made for the AVidows and Orphans of the

Clergy. It is pleasing to know that this fund is now in a satisfac-

tory condition, and by the punctual compliance Avith its rules on

the part of those most deeply interested, there is every reason to

rely on its stability. . s

A few years ago a Loan of $800 was made by the General Com-

mittee in aid of a Book Depository in connection with the Society

for Promoting Christian Knowledge. Special attention should

be given to the report of the Book Depository Committee for the

present year. It will be observed that the action of the General

Committee has been of the greatest benefit to the Diocese. Thanks

are justly due to the Committee referred to. They have brought

about a large circulation of Bibles and Books of Common Prayer,

works of use and instruction in Sunday Schools, besides other

valuable publications of the Society. The arrangement proposed

by the Committee, for a more extended sale throughout the Pro-

vince, is well worthy of approval and support. .:''-,

ANDOVER.—REV. L. A. HOYT.

" A decade has passed since I made my first report from tliis

Mission to your Society.

The date of my being placed in charge of this Mission is co-

incident Avith that of the beginning of the present system, by
which a guaranteed amount is required towards the salary of the

^Missionary. Upon my arrival here, a very little investigation

showed me the amount demanded could not be collected. Clos-

ing the Mission meant destroying the Church in the whole terri-

tory lying along the 8t. John Itiver, north of Woodstock. As 1

felt there was a great future for the Church in this district, if it

could be kept in existence, I was not willing to assume the re-

si)0usibility of being a party to its destruction. Under these cir-

cumstances I resolved to wait and work, if necessary, ten years,

receiving from the Mission what could be collected, and paying
the balance of the guarantee myself. IJy reducing my personal

expenses to a minimum, I was able to carry out this resolve, and
the results far exceeded my most sanguine anticipations.

The territory upon which, in 1871, there could not be collected

6200, has paid in 1881, $760, besides $600, which would in all

probability have been paid, if Clergymen could have been procured
for Aberdeen, Grand Falls and Edmundston. While engaged in

' the work of establishing Missions, I paid little heed to the raising

of the guarantee by Andover proper, feeling that at the expiration

of the limit which I had made, if Andover failed in paying the
required amount, I could allow it to be closed with less loss to the
Ohui'ch.

;
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At the beginning of the year just now past, I announced to tho

Mission, that a failure on their part of payment of the salary would
be followed by the immediate closing of the Mission. However
doubtful the result of this announcement might have been, tho

demand for an additional $40 made by the General Committee last

July seemed to me to lead to but one result.

Greatly to my surprise and giatification, the Mission rose to the

occasion, and subscribed the whole increased amount. The iirst

three quarters have been paid with tolerable promptness, and the

Wardens seem to have no fear for the current quarter.

])ut, in consideration of the increased amounts paid by the

whole Mission, I must ask tho (ieneral Committee to give Andovor
a breathing spell from further increase for a few years

; provided

that the funds of the Society continue to bo disbursed by the pre-

sent scheme, of which, if I may be allowed to say so, ten years

practical working have convinced me more and more of its exceed-

ing unwisdom."

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defeat the pious intention, till last year, * hy the good hand of our

God upon us/ we were able to carry it into efl'ect, and now we re-

joice in one of the prettiest country Churches in the Diocese.

Laus Deo ! The seats are all free, open, and unappropriated, and
the congregation has largely increased.

Agreeably to the suggestion of our dear P*ishop on the day of

consecration, a weekly communion has been established, with an
increase of the number of communicants.

In the month of February last a Mission Avas held in this

Parish, by the Itev. Canon Partridge, and, by the Divine blessing,

to the stirring and deepening of our spiritual life, the effects of

which I am still privileged to witness and to feel.

We are now engaged in building a Guild Hall and Sunday
School, and though the difficulty of raising the means is very

great, we are going on in the work of faith and patience of hope,

and trust before many months to have it completed."

" I am unable to say what amount may be collected for the So-

ciety during the present year, but I hope not much less than here-

tofore—it will bo safe to say $40. Por in addition to the usual

claims upon us, we have undertaken to build a Church for the

accommodation of the lower end of the Parish. Half a century

ago, in Greenwich, as in Westfield and other Parishes, it was
deemed advisable to build the Church in the centre, but now each

end needs a Church, and the largest congregation is found about

six miles below Oak Point. Mr. James Nutter has generously

given the land for the Church and a Burial Ground. For the last

two years our services at this place have been held in a Hall, to

which the Church people largely contributed with the express

condition that they should have the use of it for Public Worship,
Sunday Schools, and other Church gatherings. This arrangement,

as in many similar instances, has not proved satisfactory, and they

prefer to do now, what they should have done t\v<j ./ears ago, to

build a Church, where not only the ' pure Word of God' may be

preached, but also the Sacraments may ' be duly ministered ac- Contl
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cording to Christ's ordinance.' It is hoped that the building may
be so far completed by the autumn, that some use may then be
made of it.

Since last summer another Station has been opened in a back
settlement on the borders of Queen's County with good results.

The average attendance is forty. They have promised some con-

tributions to the Society.

Three Sunday Schools are in operation in the Parish during
the summer months, which are attended by nearly 100 scholars.

I have not been able to distribute as many ^lissionary Uoxes as in

last year, partly because the plan has lost somewhat of its novelty,

and partly because of locxl claims which are pressed upon the chil-

dren as well as their parents, but I hope that the Leaflet for

Children. Xo. 3, will create an increased interest in the work.

A Society has been organized by the Indies to assist in raising

money for Church objects, and the membera of the Choir have as-

sociated themselves for a similar purpose. Thanks are due from
the Parishioners generally to both these Societies for material

assistance in repairing the Church and the Parsonage."

A'isiting brethren and others at the gathering of the Choral

Union of the Deanery, last January, expressed themselves well

pleased at the improvements that had been made. ]3oth St. Paul's

and St. James' Churches stand in sore need of alteration as to

their interiors, but there is one thing that puts possibility of such

work being done in the dim and distant future—want of funds.

This is what cripples all active and growing work in this Parish.

As I have more than once affirmed, and now again reiterate, there

are but very few, all honor to them, who, out of their little, are

always found readily and gladly to give of that little. Whilst a

great number, living miles and miles from the Churches and Sta-

tions, very seldom attend public worship, either through inability

or inattention and unconcern, and consequently, though they may to

the * census enumerator' call themselves Church people, are really

of little or no value, financiallv. to the Church, and it is very dis-

heaiLoiiing and up-hill work to the Church Wardens, and other

collectors, to go to some of these, through the length and breadth

of the Parish, and hear, as they so frequently do, ' I haven't a cent

by me at present.' 'When I get some money I will pay,' &c.

All this means another and perhaps another days journey, at some
future period. Our sources of income being so slender and so un-

certain, I fear we have been quite a bill of expense to the B. H.
M. in the way of notices of quarter salary ' due,' * overdue,' 'with-

held,' as has been the case this past year, fully, I imagine, justify-

ing my remarks at the last meeting of 1). C. S. that * Kingston
was not in the position to bear any additional a.ssessment,' I might

fairly add, and at the same time meet her quarterly engagements

punctually."

" I am able to report tiever;il encourngiug features iu my work
during the past year. First I might mention an increase through
the olfertory, in monthly jjledges and collections, for the year end-

ing at Easter of .'^152.13. J also record that 8242.10 v/cre raised,

by subscription last Fall, to pay olf the floating indebtedness in-

curred in building the C'huich, leaving a balance of onlv JiiMi.") now
due on a building which has cost us over $5,000. Encouraged by
this the congregation have tliis summer raised 'i 500 for the pur-

pose of completing tlio tower and spire, and the contractor has

agreed to finish the work by the loth day of August. Of this

amount $2-40 have been contributed by the faithful women of the

congregation, and $50 by the Sewing Society of ' Willing Work-
ers.' jjesides these amounts, the ladies have paid $50 for the

painting of the Rectory, making a total contribution of $340, for

which they deserve from me grateful and honorable mention.

The ChaEcel has been improved by the addition of ash choir seats

and fronts, of an excellent pattern, at a cost of $^u^. The Hoor of

the choir has been handsomely painted, and a Reredos erected in

ash and walnut, with illuminated zinc panels. I note here that the

'Church Extension Association,' of London, has a second time

placed me under a deep obligation by a gift of .£ 1 2 sterling worth
of frontals, pulpit banners and other fittings.

Another important undertaking on hand is the erection n^ [\

School House 50x20, which is now in frame, and which I .^jpe

to finish this Fall. The S. S. is increasing, and I am ably assisted

by Mr. Geo. P. Bliss, who was appointed Superintendent last

Fall.

As an evidence of kindly feeling on the part of the Parishion-

ers I may mention that last January a number of them ' surprised'

the Eectory one evening and brought with them a donation of $43
in provisions and money.

I have now under instruction a class for confirmation, as the

Bishop has kindly consented to come to us again this year, on his

return from Sackville.

In these few notes I have presented some of the encouraging

features in our temporal progress during the past year. I feel

that with so much to cheer me, I ought to be silent about trifling

discouragements, which belong to the lot of every pastor. The
Society, however, will please notice that this small congregation,

'V
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averaging at the outside 150 persons at each Sunday service, has

its hands full for necessary local objects. We have no endowment
to fall back upon, and every year, for the past seven years, I have
had to raise money for buildings; Xo one desires more than my-
self to be able to raise more for outside purposes, and I gladly

look forward to another year when I hope to see Church and
School House fully completed. The Parishioners have instructed

me to guarantee the sum of at least $50 for the D. C. S. The
sraallness of the amount is owing to the large contribution required

for the Tower and School House."

** Since my last report the Church here has passed through a

.severe trial.

A Presbyterian minister, aided by a leading business man in

the neighborhood, a nominal Churchman I am sorry to say, made
an attempt to divide the people on Church matters. Two or three

of our colony, fortunately of not very much influence, attended

the Presbyterian service, held a short distance from the settlement,

at Salmon River Mills. All sorts of means were used to destroy

the unity of the Church. All eloquence was used to persuade the

people that Presbyterians and Lutherans are the same, and that

Lutherans have nothing in common, as we had hitherto believed,

with the Church of England, of which we feel proud to be mem-
bers. No elfort has been spared. All sorts of tempting invita-

tions have been offered to the people individually, but, the Lord
be praised, all in vain. Now the storm is over, and one of the

most prominent of the malcontents, tired of the war, and yielding

to public opinion, is travelling in the United States looking after

another home.
Again the Lord has brought good out of evil.- The people have

been awakened by the struggle. I find a better spirit, more

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Church goiug, and a better will to offer for Church purposes than

"before.

One incident, among many, will show the kind of tactics used
to our great annoyance. During the taking of the census 1 acci-

dentally learned that all the people were being put down as

Lutherans. Upon making inquiries I found that nobody had
been asked, but that advantage had been taken of an imperfect

knowledge of the language to fill in the * denomination' column
without an understanding of its intent. When the people under-
stood the question, a great excitement ensued. A meeting was
called, the census enumerator and his interpreter were recjuested

to attend, but failed to put in an appearance. A Committee was
appointed by the meeting to wait upon the enumerator, and if

necessary upon the Commissioner, and demand that this matter

be rectified. The Committee attended to this duty, and a correc-

tion of the list was promised. Had it not boon for a mere acci-

dent I should have appeared in the census list as a Lutheran
minister.

So long as the Colony is ministered to by one able to speak the

language of the people I have no fear of a division to any appre-

ciable extent. But, should the Church clergyman be removed,
and no one able to speak the language fill his place, I very much
fear the Church here would be ruined. As, indeed, I fear it will

be in my neighboring Parish, Grand Falls, if a resident priest be

not soon appointed there.

It is therefore a great satisfaction to me, that by the aid of some
Church people, I have been able to send my son to St. John to

prepare for Holy Orders, in order to continue my work in case of

my decease. Among his benefactors I desire to mention His
Lordship the Metropolitan, who, every year, gives him a consider-

able amount ; Mr. Jas. A. Hoyt, of St. John, who gives him his

board while going to school ; Mr. Cowie, Divinity student, who
supplies him with books ; H. P. Petersen, Esq., New Denmark;
the Rev. Messrs. Leo. A. Hoyt, T. E. Dowling, Canon Urigstocke

;

Mrs. Tippet, of Fredericton, and a number of other benefactors

and friends whose names I do not know. The Lord bless them
all for their good deeds, and may He so bless the undertaking that

my young boy may be an able minister in the Church of Christ.

The people have done much work on our Church this Spring,

and it is now ready for plastering, and will in a short time be
ready for consecration, that is, as soon as the necessary small

amount will be raised.

PRINCE WILLIAM.—REV. LeB. W. FOWLER.

" Since the 1st of July last, fourteen communicants have been
added, of whom nine received their first communion ; three of the

remaining five have again left the ]\arish, being only transient in-

habitants. One communicant has entered into rest. There have
been fourteen baptisms, one marriage and eight burials.

During the year the Willing Workers of Saint John's Church
have been busy in their endeavours to procure funds for the pur-

chase of an organ.

In September last the Jicv. Henry H. Xeales very kindly camo
and held an eight days' I^arochial Mission in All Saints' Church,
which, I trust, has been beneficial to many. In that Church we
have placed a small Mason & Hamlin Organ, and have received a

very liberal grant of £3 worth of Hymns, ancient and modern.
Last year this Parish contributed to the (reneral Purposes Fund

•* By far the most importunt event of the past year has bpen the

consecnition of our new churrh in Campbellton. This took place

on September the filth of last year, when the Metropolitan, being

at the time on his way to the Provinnial Synod, was accompanied
by several of the Clergy of the Diocese who took part in thu services

of the d.'iy. The occasion will long he remembered by the people,
many of whom had never before witm^ssed the solenm sorvice of
Consecration. Two services were held on the d;iy in (juestlon, the
Metropolitan and Canon Medley being the inj-achor.-?. I may men-
tion here, that I hav«) been able to jjive them two services r(»2:u-

larly every fortnight, and still m.'ina«je as formerly, to roich Dal-

housie, a distance oi 16 miles, in time for the evening service. This
second service in Campbellton, which I hold at 2.30 o'clock, aft'ords

an opportunity of attenduncu to tliosi' employes on the railroad,

whose work makes it almo-t impossible for them to attend the earlier

service, I have reason to Iielieve that this is very generally appre-
ciated. The ('hurch is consecrated under the name of * Christ

Church,'' and miiy the docti'ine of the blessed head of thn Church
never cease to be jn-eached within its wnlls 'till the Lord come.'
The Buildijijr is. necessarily, perhaps, rather bare at present, but
this we hope will be remedied befora very long; wo have, however, to

thank some kind iriends for one or two gifts. On the day of conse-

cration a set of Communion Plate was laid upon the Holy Table,

being the jrift of the Bishop. Two kneelitijj mats for tlie Chancel, as

well as a fair linen cloth for the Communion Table, have also been
given to the Church throu'ih Mrs. Med ey. I have also to thank
one of the Missionary Students in the College of Burgh- Le- Marsh,
Lincolnshire, through whose instrumentality one of the many Sister-

hoods of England worked for us a complete and very handsome
set of Altar Linen; the gentleman referred to becanie interested in

the Mission through seeing one of the Sunday School L'-aflets on the
Restigouche Mission. Christ Church is thus well supplied with Altar

Linen. We greatly need, however, an Altar Cloth, a Chancel Car-

pet, Markers for tlie Books, and, mo4 d'^cidedly before all, a Font,

this I had reason to hope would have been supplied before now, but
tmfortunately we have still to perform the Holy Rite of Baptism in

anything but an edifying way ; we have also no organ, which is a
great drawback to the proper conduct of the service, although for

special occasions we sometimes get one lent by kind friends. The
Society will thus see that it is still a dayof small things with us here,^

but yet we have much for which to thank God, and to incite us to

renewed effort in the future. Comparing the state of Church affairs
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in this portion of my Mission at the present time with what Ihey
were four years ago, I have indeed, every reason to bu thankful. A
debt, however, is still on the building, but this has been reduced dur-
ing the year by a grunt from the S. P. C. K., and also by n donation
through the Bishop, of $50. Wo hope soon to'apply to the liquidation

of the debt, the proceeds of the sale of the Addington Glebe, which
we have hithorlo oeen unable to claim, through the want of a Church
Corporation in Addington, in which I'arish Campbellton is situiiled;

tbid, I am happy to report, wns duly constituted at Euster last : thus
we have not only a Church, but a Church Corporation at a plact-

where a few ye.irs ago the beautiful words of our inimitable l^iturgy

were seldom heard.
In my last Report I expressed a hope that a Sunday School would

soon be in regular working order in this portion of my Mission; our
efforts to accomplish this have hitherto not been successful ; the dirti-

culty seems to be about the hour, as I am forced to hold the afternoon
service here at the time which .^-eems most convenient for the Sun-
day School ; however, I hope soon to arrive at some suitalilu arrange-
ment. A Church without its Sunday School is most certainly an
anomaly in these days.

In Dalhousie the services have been carried on as usual, and the
people, though few in number, have been bravely holding together
and doing what they could to keep the Church open. That they find

this at times no ea^y task, I feel bountl to leport, and hud not the
Mission 'ioard redwced their assessment during tlie year, I do not
know what they would have done. Wo have lost from our imme-
diate midst our Lay-Rsuder, Mr. II. A. Johnson, who, with his family
have moved some seventeen miles away from us; he still continues,
however, his disinterested work for the Church, and very seldom fails

to put in an appearance when his services are required at Church.
The I'arsonagfl is, us described in my last report, in want of the

nectssajy painting. The debt upon it has however been greatly re-

duced, cJiiefly owing to the repeated and senerous gilts of the Bishop,
and of others through him. When the debt is finally settled, the peo-
ple will, 1 trust, immediately proceed to what yet remains to be
done.
Of the Balmoral Settlement, where I still, as a rule, hold service

once a month, I have not much to say ; the people are, however, con-
stantly moving away and being replaced by French Catholics. They
have suffered much during the very stori^y winter through whicU
we have passed, but this sufl^ring would have been incalculably
greater had it not beeu for the many kind and willing hands of the
Sunday School children of Frodericton, who, with their teachers, and
under the guidance of Mrs. Medley, made five barrels full of nice
warm winter clotking for distribution among them.

As money was raised last year for the purpose of erecting a

small Church at Kingston, I held a meeting with my congregation

there this week, to sec if we can go forward and commence the

work of building the Church this year.

We hold, on Dominion Day, a iJazaar in order to raise funds

for defraying a debt incurred on the new Chancel, and also to re-

j)air the roof of the Church.

We hnvo h)si, for the present, the gonerous and stpadfaal, support
of Mr. Robert Currie, as well as the help of sevenil other active lay-

men, who have gone for a time to the Western J»t:ite8.

We now have a Sunday service each week at the Parish Church,
and once a fortniifht at St. Paul's, Bellville and Watson Settlement.
There is a (;elt)brMtion of the Holy Communion somewhere in the
Mission almost every Sunday morning, as well as upon the greater
festivals.

We had special services during Lent at the Parish Church, St.

Paul's and Bellville, which were as a rule well attended. At the
Parish Church we hud services twice a day during Holy Week, and
notwithstanding some very inclement wo.ither they were well at-

tended—better than ever before. Since Easter there has been a
service every Friday evening, at the Parish Church, with an attend-

ance of from fifteen to forty. In addition to the Sunday Sithool at
the Parish Cliurch, and that at Bellville, I have opened a School for

religious instruction at Watson Settlement, on Saturd^iy aft^^rnoons.

Thanks to the exertions of the ' Willing Workers Branch' of the
Guild, we have been able to send $G0 to England to purchase a new
S. S. Library, Maps, &c.
The people at South Richmond hope to be able to paint their

Church during the summer months.
I have to record a great deal of help, in doing the Church's work,

on the part of the people, and very much personal kindness.
The people have been most generous to me, besides giving me

nearly a hundred dollai's in addition to my income, they giive me, at
Chi'istmas, a valuable sleigh robe, and a few weeks ago, a new and
convenient light carriage.

Our subscriptions this year will amount to more than $203.'^

" I beg to report collections for D. C. S. to the f.mount of $52.10.

We regret very much that it ia not larger, but the heavy burdens
brought upon the people in the past year hnve tended to lessen the
sum. The debt of $250 resting on the School House has been re-

moved, and a new Rectory built during thtt year. The old Rectory
occupied by the former incumbent was sold, and the $900 realized

invested in a new building. The total cost of the new house and
outbuildings has been $2700; $1000 of this still remains unpaid, but
with the assistance of a Mite Society and a Monthly Guarantee Fund,
we hope to shortly pay it off without having recourse to tea-meetings
or bazaars. The Church, as distinguished from the sects, is appar-
ently paining ground in this Parish, and the good will and hearty
co-operation of the people have, under God, resulted in bringing har-
mony out of sad confusion.

We are looking forward with much interest and pleasure to the
promised visit of our beloved Bishop. I hope to be able to present
a goodly number of candidates to receive the sacred seal of confirma-
tion Regular services have been Held every Sunday in St. Ann's,
Westeock, and St. Paul's, Sackville, with monthly services at St.

Stephen's, Second Westeock.
The services during the week have been, Wednesday and Friday

evening Prayers, with fortnightly lectures up to Lent, when we had
daily prayers and weekly lectures in Sunday School. AllSaints days
have been regularly observed, by the duly appointed services.

The iSunday Schools in Sackville and Westeock have been in active
operation, and although during the winter there was a slight falling

off, yet there is now the full number agsiin, and they are being worked
efficiently and well. Children's services are held every two months,
in which the children take their part responsive to the clergyman,
and are thus being trained for public worship. They are also cate-

chized on the work they have gone over between the services.

The condition of the Glebes has been much improved during the
year, and we hope that in a few years they will enable us to be self-

sup))orting; but as their improvement necessitates some considerable
-outlay we must bet; the Society to extend to us, a little longer, their

accustomed munificence.
In conclusion I must say a few words concerning our new Rectory.

It is in every way a credit to the Parish and to the architect. It was
built from plsns furnished by R. G. Boxall, Esq., C. E., and is in per-

fect harmony with the Church and School House. No expense has
^een spared to make it comfortable and convenient, and the ecclesi-

astical design has been carried out in all its surroundings, so that,

inside and out, it preserves its distinctive character. It is pronounced
by many to ue the prettiest Rectory in the Diocese, and is one of

which the people may feel justly proud.
P. S.—I forgot to say that the $800 paid on the new Rectory has

been raised in the Pariah, with the exception of subscriptions outside

amountiug to $50; this makes a total of $1000 raised in the Parish

for ecclesiastical purposes, exclusive of Church expenses, D. C. 8.

*' During the year ending June 1st, I have been able to prosecute
my work without being interrupted by ill health. I have had thirty

baptisms, six funerals, and one marriage.
The stoppage of the Mills at Coldbrook has dispersed the conojre-

gation thei'e; but as a small number remain in the neijjhbiurhood,
I have continued the service in hope of better days. And there is

some reason to think that better days are coming.
We are repairing and beautifying the Church at Black River, and

have recentl}' put up a new fence round the Churchyard, the ma-
terials being generously given by John McLeod, Esq.

I have throe services every Sunday, viz : at Loch Lamond, Black
River and Garnett's. on one Sunday; and at the Upper and Lower
Golden Grove and Coldbrook on the alternate £»unday,

I am preparing candidates for conflrmation both in Golden Grove
and at Black River, and hope for the pleasure of presenting them to
our new Bishop in or about the month of August, when he will re-

ceive a most kindly welcome.
The contributions from this Mission towards the Clergyman's

salary, and the General Purposes of the Society, have been collected
together this year, as heretofore ; and I am, therefore, unable to fur-

nish the Society with a separate list of the contributors' names, such
as is now required, for publication in the Annual Report.
The total amount collected this year is $233.13, of which $220.00

is towards the Clergyman's salary, and 813.13 for the General Pur-
poses of the Society."

STANLEY.—REV. W. O. RAYMOND.

" I beg leave to report that with some few exceptions, the progress

of the Church in this Mission has been quite satisfactory during the
year past. The new Church having been completed and paid for, the
Parishioners have directed their attention to the erection of a Par-
sonage, which was commenced in May of last year, and occupied by
the Missionary in November following. It may well be supposed
that such an undertaking, following so closely upon the erection of
the Ghurcn, has severely taxed the energies of our people. A sum
amounting to about $500 is still due upon the Parsona^^, for the

1
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Eayment of Wwich the Missimiary is to a certain extent responsible;

lit there is a prospect that this will be considerably lessened short-

ly, and we trust entirely paid, before my next report is handed in.

TheMission has been fairly prompt in paying its portion ofthe clergy-
man's stipend, which, under the circumstances, is a gratifying fact.

Since making the last report, I am happy to say a good substantial

picket fence has been erected around the Grave-yard, at a cost of
about $100, and in this way, what was for some time psist a standing
reproach to the Church in this place has been remedied. With re-

gard to Parish work, I may say that services have been held regularly

at St. Thomas' Church, Stanley, and St. James' Church, Tay Creek,
and also at five stations.

During the winter several visits were made to lumber camps^
and, in each instance, the service was most interesting. I could write
quite a lengthy report upon this branch of Mission work which I

fear our Church has to some extent neglected, buc for the present,
shall rest content with saying that the number of men employeH with-
in the 5G0 square miles of my Mission last winter could not have been
less than 2000, including three-fourths of the adult male population
of the Mission itself. These men are for four or five months almost
entirely cut off from civilization ; for the most part they are unable to

go to Church, consequently the Church must go to them.
Under stress of the present financial circumstances the D. C. S.

cannot support a Missionary for this special work, but the Society
might do much good by passing a small grant, to be expended in pro-
iding a certain amount of good reading for such lumber camps as

it is possible for a neighbouring clergyman to visit. This reading
might consist of tracts, together with religious papers etc., for gratui-

tous distribution by the clergyman, during his various excursions
amongst these camps. I merely call the attention of the Society to
this branch of Missionary work, feeling it to be a very important
one, as well as one that has been too much neglected. I do not think
myself speaking too strongly when I say that the greatest practical

difficulty the Church has to contend with, as far as the young men
in this Mission are concerned, is the pernicious influence of these
' lumber camps.'

In conclusion, I may say that I have again to acknowledge the
greatest kindness of the people to myself personally."

"I have nothing of special interest to report from this Mission,

further than to say we are trying to carry on the work of the Church
faithfully and diligently. The prospect of the Military Camp, which
is now in full blast almost within stone's throw of the Church, has so

completely taken possession of the minds of the populace for man^
weeks,that I have thought it better to defer my D. C. S. collection until

after the excitement has passed. I trust the apiount will not be less

than $200. I am thankful to be able to report the formation of a
Guild at StudholtH, which has held weekly meetings since the mid-
dle of Lent, and already the fruits of its labors are manifest. Before
another year has passed I trust we shall have the like in Sussex also.

We have been content hitherto with having service on Sundays and
Holy-days, but since Easter last, daily Evensong has been said, and
although the attendance is never vei'y large, we have not as yet
been left without the two or three. The average attendance at the
Sunday service is, I find, increasing both in Sussex and Studholm,
although the Methodists have their place of worship open at the
same hours as we have, and thus draw off indifferent souls who like

a short walk instead of a long one. We have every reason to thank

VVATERFORD.—REV. J. LOCKWARD.

Rev. Mr. Lockward alludes to the serious loss he sustained, by

the burning of his barn, on the night of 13th December last,

and adds :

** Although the barn was heavily insured. I had no insurance on
anything which I had in the barn, and the fire left me minus erery-

thin^ but a horso. I lost a waofon, harness, robe, rug. and nearly a
year's allowance of hay and oats, with some few other articles.

This loss will readily be believed not to be altf)gether inconsiderable

to a Miasionarv of vour Society without a Parsonage, and like many
more, without a private fortune. My loss was estimated for me as

being at least not less than $'200.00. It is my grateful pleasure,

however, to report that this loss has been well made up to me. His
Lordship the Bishop, with his well known kindness and liberality,

sent me at once a letter of sympathy with an enclosure to assist in

replacing what I had lost The Parishioners of Waterford also sub-

scribed largely to a list which one of the Church Wardens took around.
T miffht mention that on the list I find not only the names of most of

the Church people of the Parish, but also the names of Roman Cath-
olics, Presbyterians, Methodists .-ind Biptists.

On the fourth day after the fire, I removed back again to Sussex, to

the only house tht-n vacant here. It no doubt might be better for

the MissiouKry to live in Waterford Parish, but the great objection to

that is, that there is no vacant house in the Parish which he might rent.

During the past year, with the consent of the Bishop, the Mission

•of Waterford has been a little reduced in extent. The Mechanics'
Settlement, after two years tria', fell so far behind in its assessment,
that it really endangiu'ed the existence of the whole Mission ; it

was necessary, therefore, to amputate that diseased—financially dis-

eased—limb, to give a chance for life to the main body. To do this
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ivith any degroA of hope for the future, I l)e8ons:ht the Board of Home
Missions to allow me to lose the amount of the nsgessment then due
from the Mission, and to allow the amount required for the year to
be assessed on the remaining fparts of the Mission. This was con-
siderately allowed, and the Mission of Waterford has raised its

quarterly amount!* since, fully and in time. Tiiis chanse enabled
me to have service at Waterford Parisli Church every Sunday, in-

stead of every alternate Sunday as before. Under the former ar-

rang^enient, with alternate Sunday services, this Parish raised only
$80.00 of the assessment, but, this year, with services every Sunday,
they have raised $160.00 of the required $220.00.

"The principal event which has occurred during the year was the
Bazaar, which was held last year, for the the restoration of the Parish
Church, and which realized the amount of seven hundred and
seventy-seven dollars, ($777). We must not, however, take to our-
selves altogether the credit of obtaining this large sum. for if it had
not been for the presence in large numbers of all denominations, the
sum total would not have been so great. It was also the first affair

of the kind that had ever been held here for Church purposes. We
have now about $920 deposited in the Savings Bank of Kichibucto,
towards the Church building fund.
The services during the past year have been regularly nisinlained,

except during a few Sundays in the early spring, when exposure
brought on a rheumatic attack.

The Parishioners of Weldford have at length woke up to the ne-
cessity of building a Parsonage, and after having secured a certain

amount of subscriptions in money, material and labor, have deter-

mined to commence the work at once. They have deci'led to let out
the different portions of the work by separate contracts. This has
been a sore want in the Parish for some time, and in fact it can
never really progress without it.

The congregations at Weldford Station, Intnrcolonial Railway, are

always good. I have commenced a fortnightly service on Friday
evenings, in addition to the Sunday services. Tne Station is gradual-
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ly increasing, an<l in case of a Bark Factory being established Iiore,

which is now highly probable, there will be a still larger population
in the place/'

From the foregoing Reports, the members of the Society-

may learn something of the character of the work, done

through its means, for Christ and for His Church. The
greater portion of all that is done, and that often the most
important, has no note taken of it in the reports, nor can it

be embraced by figures and statistics. One thing is plainly

ev ident, that in almost every portion of the Diocese there is

abundant room for all the varied blessings through th-j min-

istrations of the Church, far beyond what the Society can

at present supply.

By a resolution of the Synod, applicable to all the clergy

in the Diocese, and by a regulation of the General Commit-

tee of this So' .iety, binding on all the Missionaries supported

through its means, a statistical report is required at tlM,close

of each year. If, in every case, these returns were cJifcfully

prepared and punctually made, a great deal of reliable and

most valuable information would be obtained. For the past

)'car these reports are, as yet, incomplete. They justly in-

vite the attention of every member of the Church. It is

most important and interesting to know the number of those

who, as infants or adults, have been adm.itted into the

Church of Christ. What matter of deeper interest than to

learn the number of those who, during the year, have been

added to the roll of communicants, and the number of the

young who are receiving instruction in the Sunday Schools.^

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This Scxriety is now approaching its fiftieth anniversary

Few arc left among the clergy or the laity who took part in

its formation, or who, at that period, were actively engaged

in the maintenance and extension of the Church in this

Province. During the past year another link has been

severed—separating the present from the past. The name

of the Rev. George S. Jarvis, D. D., late Rector of Shediac,

will be found, from a very early period, in the Annual Re-

ports of this Society. He was always present at its Annual

Meetings. For the sake of his sound learning, his gentle

courtesy, his firm, warm attachment to the Church, the

memory of Dr. Jarvis may well be cherished by this Society.

SOCIETY rOK THE PUOPAOATION OF THE GOSPEL

The Board have sent to this Society, as requested, a full statement
of the v7ork at present maintained in the Diocese.

The grant made to this Diocese for 1881 was £1,900 for Missionary
purposes, and £120 for Divinity Scholarships; this was £100 less

than the grant for 1880. The grant for 1882 is £1,500 for Missionary
purposes and £100 for Divinity Scholarships—being a reduction of

£400, or about $2,000.

In the letter announcing this large red'.iction, the Secretary says

that " they had before them the duty of redm-ing the existina grants

to the extent of £7,94'), and there object has bean to do this with
the least possible hardship to individuals, and the least hindrance
to the work of the Church."
For several years past the Board have pointed out in every report

the danger of a large reduction in this grant, so that no person can
.say that it is now made without due warning. Even now, six months'
notice has been given. During that time every effort must be mado
to make up the amount. In view of the rule adopted thirteen years
ago by the venerable Society—that nine years should be the time
during which it might contribute towards the support of a Clergy-

man in a Colonial Mission— it must surely be acknowledged that

there is an especial duty upon Missions which have been assisted

for thirty or forty years, to become self supporting within a short

time. Surely all will unite in the effort that must be made to pre-

vent Churches being closed and Missions abandoned. There are

many who avail themselves of all the services of the Church, and
yet give little or nothing to the Diocesan Church Society, without
whose grant those services could not be maintained. Let there be a

Committee appointed at once in each Mission throughout the Diocese
to call upon every person attending the services of the Church and
urge them to contribute according to their ability to the maintenance
of those services.

The Board desire here tc remind every Mission receiving aid from

mg
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this grant that one of the conditions upon which it is marie is, that
they sRnd a contribution to the Forei;;n Missions of the Society.

According to the Report for 1880. there were no contributions from'

RULES AND REGUIATI0X3 OF THE BOARD.

In order to facilit.ite the workinij of the financial arrangements
between the Society and the ^Missions receivinij aid therefrom, the
Board niadi:-, durintj the past year, such alterations in the rules as

were nect^ssary to allow the Mis'^ious the full quart 'r to nial<e up the
assessment, i!)stead of requirhig pavinent in :idvance with an allow-

ance of two months' griice. The B urd also adopted a form of Pro-

duce Receipt, to be used where paym'mt was m ide in produce instead

of <!ash. Copies of this receipt and the rv-gulations r.'ferred to

were submitted to the Executive Commi tee and sent to every
Mission.
The Board also issued a Circular to the Missionary and Church

Wardens or Lay Deleg;i.tes of each Mission aided by the Society, ask-
ing for an opinion upon cert i in alterations that had been sug<',ested

in the regulations that govern the grants. These Circulars were
sent to fvuty-three Missions, and replies were received from thirty-

nine.

Question 1.
—

*'In reference to that portion of the stij^end contri-

buted by the Mission in money, would it be better to permit pay-
ment to be made to the Missionary direct, or to continue the present
system, which requires the money to bj sent to the Treasurer?" A
large majority of the answers received to this question are in favor
of permitting payment to be made direct to tlie Missionary. The
Board, without recommending this, submit with this Report such
alterations as will be necessary in the present rules if the change is

made.
Questions 2 and '3.— ''Wonld it suit yoiir Mis. » better to make

its p.ayments half yearly instead of quarterly? ' Thirty of tlie re-

plies to this quc-^lion were against the change. The Board recom-
mend that no idiange be madi in the present system.

Question 4.—"Should the payment required from the Mi-sion not
be made when due, would it be better tl v. : tlie Mission shr^uld b«
suspended ipso facto as now; or, that suspension should only take
place by order of the Board, in each case, after consideration
thereof?" Thirty-one are in favor of the suggested change. The
Board recommend the General Committee to make this alteration,

and they submit the changes that will bu necessary in the present
rules.

Question 5.—'' Do you consider July the best time for holding the
annual meeting?" Thirty-three answered in the affirmati . e. The
Board therefore recommend that no change be made in thi»( if^spect.

Question 6.—"Would it not be better to add the voluntarf gub-
soription expected from your Mission to the amount required there-
from?" Thirty-one answers are in favor of the present syst^ni.

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The Board therefore recommeDd that no change e made in this

respect.

ESTIMATE OP IITCOME AND EXPENDITURE FOR NEXT YEAR.

It will be seen upon reference to this eatitu'ite that $7,000 must
be received from voluntary contributions, if the present work is to

be maintained. Lust year the deficiency was about $6,000, and the
special effort that was made resulted in the payment of half that

sum. The balance is still unprovided for. Tvo Thousand Dollars
additional will b« required for 1882 in consequence of the reduction
of the S. P. G. ^rant.

The contributions for the past four years have Ween as follows

:

1877—$6,125; 1878 -$6,6y-4; 1879—$5,695; 1^0—$9,468, includ-

ing special offerings to the deficiency.

The Schedule ofGrants recommended for next year, the Estimate
of Income and Expenditui'e for the oa,m". and the Rnturns, Corres-
pondence, and minutes of business transacted by the Board during
<the past year accompany this report.

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BF.PORT OF THE COMMITTEE TO INTEREST SUMAY
SCHOOLS IN THE WORK OF HOME MISSIONS.

Fortlie Year ending July, 1883.

To the Ri'/hf Reverend thv Lo'M Bitthop, mid the Geiiend Com-

mlttee of The Dlocexan Churrh isttciet;/.

The Committee on interestinrj Sunday Schools in the work of

Home Missions, beg to report that they have met together a great
many times during the year, in furtherance of tlie object for which
they were appointed. Soon after the last meeting of the Churck;
Society the Mission Roxes which had been distributed four months
before, were c:il!ed in, and the sum of $314.28 was remitted to the
Treasurer as the proceeds of '517 boxes opened at that time. The
boxes were again called in on the Ist of January, 1881, and the
further sum of $425.00 w:i8 remitted to the Treasurer as the pro-

ceeds of 513 boxes, making in all an income to the Society fiom
this source, of $739 28. The expenses of the Committee (hei'ewith

appended in detail) have beer; $64.42, leaving a balance of $<>74.86,

an amount sullicient to pay two of the average grants mnde by the
Society to Missions. During the year 52 additional boxes were
issued, making 750 in all, and the Committee have now on hand
250 boxes of a better make and more attractive pattern, which
they hope, will be taken by the Clergy for their schools at this

time.
The Committee have also issued .3 Ijeaflets, copies of which are

herewith presented, containing informaticm which, it was hoped,
would interest the children of the Diocese, and call forth a practical

token of their sympathy with the work of the Church in their

midst. These Leaflets were written for the committee by the Rev.
J. H. S. Sweet, the Rev. W. 0. Raymond, and the Rev. T. E.
Dowling.
Your Committee are confident that if their plan, both to interest

the children of the Diocese in the work of Home Mi-sions, and to se-

cure their contributions to the funds of the Church Society, is hearti-

ly carried out by the Clergy, it will decide in a large measure the
future attitude of these children towards the Church, and will

be the means, under God's blessing, of assisting this Society in pro-
secuting its work without the help of extraneous resources, now
being so largely withdrawn; they would, therefore, urge upon all the
Clergy, and the Superintendents of Sunday Schools, the advisability

of procuring, without delay. Mission Boxes from the Committee, for

distribution among the children, and would beg of them also,

to see that the Leaflets are disposed of in the same way, and
that the remittances of money are made promptly in January and
July.

In closing their report they would reccommeiivl that the number

t:
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of Members on the Committee be increased to seven, in order that
a more general interest in its work may be felt in the Diocese.

The Committee have kept up throughout the year the stock of
cheap copies of the Book of Common Prayer, although the demand
has keen larger than usual.

The Commentory on the Bible, with Maps and Plans, is now com*
plete in seven volumes, including the Apuchryphal Books. It forms
in itself a valuable library to the Bible Student. The price of the set

is $8.40, less ten per cent, to members.
'* The Dawn of Day," an illustrated Monthly Magazine for Sunday

School and Parish use, having been enlarged to twelve pages, and
otherwise improved, the Committee hope to be able to supply Sun-
day Schools with copies in advance, at the rate of one cent each
copy. This cost will not include postage from the Depository in St.

John.
The Committee being anxious to introduce the Society's publica-

tions into every Parish of the Diocese, are prepared to engage a
Colporteur, and will be glad to hear of a suitable person who can fill

this post.

With the limited funds at their disposal, the Committee do not feel

justified in investing any portion of the Diocesan Church Society's

loan in branch depositories.

The Stock on the shelves of the Depository at Messrs. McMillan's
has been replenished four times in the course of the year, is in ex-
cellent condition, and meets all ordinary demands.
The Treasurer's Account accompanies this Report.

The Treasurer begs to submit herewith his Accounts for the past

year, all of which, with the Vouchers, were duly handed to the

Auditors of the Society for their examination.

It does not appear to have been customary, in past years, for the

Treasurer to make any Annual Report to the Society, other than his

Accounts. These are, however, two voluminous to be read at the

meeting of the General Committee. In order therefore to bring

before Your Lordship, and the Committee, the most important facts

contained in the Accounts, as well as some recommendations in

regard to the same, the Ti'easurer begs to submit herewith the fol-

lowing Report, which he hopes may be of some service to the

Society.

GENERAL PURPOSES ACCOUNT.

The Account annexed hereto exhibits the total Receipts and Pay-
ments during the past year, on account of the General Purposes of
the Society, classed under tbeir different headings.
The following statement shews the position of the Account now^

as compared with the corresponding period last year:

The difference between the apparail and real Indebtedness is ex-
plained by there being certain Accounts unsettled at the end of each
year, which alter the total amounts as above. The present Indebted-
ness of $2,108 67 is due to Invested Capital Funds of the Society,

which it was found necessary to use, at various times during previous
years, for General Purposes.
There is no provision at present for the re-payment of this sum,

but as the amount is not large now, it is to be hoped that Churchmen
will come forward at the Annual Meeting this year and subscribe
their names to the extent required, and thus restore to the Capital

Funds of the Societj^, what it has been found necessary to borrow
temporarily from them, lor General Purr"ses.
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MISSIONARY GRANTS.
On Ist May 1880 there was in all $671. 00, of the previous year's

Grants, remaining uiiptiid by the Society, to eight Missionaries, for

various reasons. During the past year, the causes for non-payment
of this balance have been removed by the Missions, and the entire
amount has been paid to the Miitsionaries concerned.
The total amount of Grant<i made to the Missionaries fur the past

year, under the various orders of the General Committee and Board
of Home Missions, was $19,358.36. Of this amount, $19,123.36 has
become due, and been paid, leaving a balance unpaid of $235 00 only,

which will be due to two Missionaries as soon as certain Regulations
of the Board are complied with in their cases.

The Society's Grant to Rev. .Joseph Smith, of Petersville, for two
months endin<; 1st June instant, has also been paid, by order of the
Board of Home Missions, as Mr. Smith was about leaving the Diocese.
Otherwise, it would not have been payable until quarter-day, Ist

July, and thus have gond into next year's Accounts.

RETIRED MISSIONARIES PENSIONS.
The only payment durinj; the past year on this account, oat of

General Purposes Fund, was $125 UO, granted by the General Com-
mittee to Kev. Thomas Ilartin, of Cunterbr-y. This sum, with
$275.00 granted to Mr. Hartin out of the Incapacitated and Aged
Clergy Fund, made up the total amount of his pension of $400.00
for the year.

As the Incapacitated and Aged Clergy Fund will be sufficient next
year to pay the whole amount of $400.00 to Mr. Hartin, there need
not be any Grant made to him out of General Purposes Fund for that

period.

2. As to the application of Mr. Francis B. Hazen, referred to

the Committee, to be re-imbursed a portion of the costs paid by
him in the contest of Miss D. B. Hazen's Will, the Committee re-

ported as follows :—That Miss Hazen had left all her personal estate

to Mr. Hazen—That the real estate devised to the Society, might,

after deducting all charges on it. be valued at about... $15,000 00

and the real estate devised to St. James Church, at...

As ono means of IncrcuHlntf tho Contributions nud IcNsening; the dlf-

flcultles of collection, ttie Hoard of Home MIhsIous recommends tliat

Weelily Oil'erinKH be Hubstitutcd for Yearly SubHcriptions, wherever
practicable.

Tlie Wuelily Oif'erinKH, upon the Envelope Systtm, have been found to

woric well In many parts of the Diocese where it has been tried.

The tlrst step towards the adoption of this system in a Parish, is to

ascertain from all the members of the CongreKation, what sum they
are wiillnfK to contribute at the Weekly Oflfertory ; and this bein;; done

—

1. Pledges will be received from the Parishioners for a flxud weelcly
&um, from one cent to one dollar and upwards, to be given in an envcl
ope, at the Service on each Sunday.

2. A paclcu){e of envelopes will be given to each contributor, printed
with blunlcs for name and amount of offering.

3. The Treasurer will enter tho amount thus received each weelc, to

the credit of each contributor, in a book to be kept exclusively for this

purpose.
4. A staled meeting of the Vestry or Parishioners will be held quar-

terly; at which n)eetliig tht* Treasurer will re|)ort all subscriptions in

arrears, and at tlie close of th»' Parish year, will also present all the

last year's accounts of the I'arlsh, which will then be audited and settled.

By the above plan, the following objects are sought to be accom-
pllsned

:

1. That not only heads of fanilllns, but all in the Parish, old and
young, who huv«f any nnans niid earnings of their own, may conirit)-

ute, acA'ordiiKj to fhdr uhility, to ilu* .«(upport of the Church.
S Thiit they may, as rt'uuiarlv as possible at tht; appointed tlnn-,

briny their pledijetl weekhi offeriwjn to Church, instead of paying them m
th(» cttll of the <;ollt(tor.

All these objects may be easily attained if the Church Wardens lio

willingly and iftlciently sustained in their ett'orts, by those whose rc-

preseutativos they are.
