ROTTERDAM, March 12, — German

journalists are tearing their hair and uti-
tering threats of revenge at the news
that the crew of submarine U-8 are to'be
treated differently from other prisoners.
The Hamburger Nachrichten in\a wild
outburst declared ‘that the British ad-
miralty wants a scapegoat to cover its
chagrin at the Gernfan advantage in sub-
marines, and adds:

“Theére is not a shadow of evidence that

the U-8 sank the missing steamer Oriole,
and her loss was probably due to mines
or the stupidity of, perhaps, her drunken
crew. What will now happen to the
brave officers:and.crew we do not know,
but they are in the power of a natlon
from which experience teaches us any-
thing can be expected, a nation that out
of cowardice lowers its flag, exercises
deceit with neutral flags, exertises every
unthinkable roughrffess towards those un-
able to defend themselves, carries on war
with les, decelt and dishonor, promises
head money for murdered Germans, tries
to hire assassins, and whose officers per-
sonally rob unarmed civillans ahd steal
their ~purses and money, has already
proved that it has thrown over all feel-
ing of shame. The fatherland stands be-
hind the men of the U-8 and will pot
gllow unkindness of any kind. We have
many English, French and Russlan
prisoners and can make reprisals accord-
ingly. If up to now Germany has lLiesi-
tated to do o, we now dare hope it wili
no longer wait.”
