BLAZE AMONG THE BOATS

The Koyal Toronte Sailing SLIN Club’s
Premises and Other Boat Houses
Destroyed This Mornilig,

doomed before they were pear there. Their
attention was directed solely to saving ad-
Jacent bulldings,

T'he bright roﬂevtlan caused by the blage

‘The cost of sawing up Canadian pine
in Michigan is less by $1.62 per 1000
feet than the average cost to Canadian
mill men, This is the evidence that was
recently submitted to the United States
Senate by Mr. Carroll D, Wright, Far-
thermore, the proximity of the Michigan
mills to populous centres affords them
markets for small cuttings of lumber and
mill waste which gives them a further
advantage of from. 40 to 60 cents per
thousand feet over their Canadian com-
petitors. Add to these items an import
duty of $2 and we bhave an aggregate of
quite $4 per thousand feet in favor of
Canadian pine sawed in Michigan.

Unless something is done by our (Gov-
ernment to prevent it the Canadian lum-
ber business will _gravitate to Michigan.
If we impose an export duty of $2 oz
saw logs it will have the effeet of clos-
ing up the mills of Michigan ipstead of
those of Ontario. Speaking of the pro-
bable result of the proposed ‘export duty,
Mr. B, W. Rathbun says:

Canada will have to impose a similor
export duty with the hope of forcing the
Americans to deal fairly with Canada
in the lumber business. The Govern-
ment must make provision by order-in-
Council to impose an export duty on logs
and pulp wood equal to the United
States import duty, should that be ulti-
mately imposed.,

The intervening links are all
provided for with the exception of a
few hundred miles across the prairie

from Winnipeg to Lethbridge, The |

The leading feature about the
Government’s policy is that it acquired
and controls this extension. The faet
that it didn’t select the shortest route
may be subject to criticism, but still the
question of route is a side issue com-
pared with the broader and more im-
portant question of state ownership and
control and the competition in rates
and quality of service that must ensne
therefrom,

In their criticism on the Governmént’s

Intercolonial, 8ir Charles Tupper and
Hon. Mr, Foster seem to have missed
the point. They tried to show that the
project was inadvisable, inasmuch as it
involved a big sum of money and only
made a very small reduction in the mile-
age via the Grand Trunk system. But
the question of mileage is not the real
issue, What the Government has done
is to establish a line of railway from
Montreal to the Atlantic wholly nnder
state control and in Canadian territory.
The Government’s policy will act ax
a complete and sufficient check to any
attempt on the part of the Grand Trunk | N
or C.P.R. to dictate freight rates to
the Canadian exporter or  importer,
Hereotofore these two companics were
masters of the sitnation east of Mont-
real, What the people of Canada desire
is that the Government's railway volk'r
shall aim at controlling rates, securing
competition and affording running rights
to other roads.

Medical Health Officer Sheard has made
B long report 1o the Board of Control in ref-
erence to the econtinued Increaseiin the ex-
venditure for city patients sent to the sev-
eznl hospitals and the effect of the multipli-
gation of such charities upon the cost of
mwalotenance. He lays great stress on the
benefits of amalgamation. Toronto, he says,
has five hospitals, in addition to the Sick
Children’s Hospital, none of which are oceu-
vled to their full capacity, thus relatively
increasing the cost of the work dome by

them.

“It is stated that this arrapgement does
npt make any difference to the city, as
the same rate is pald for hospital patients,
whether such be treated In one institution
or another. On a superficial examination
th's appears to be the case, but fn the
nractical administration of the work it Is
found not to be wo. It Is, of course, de-
¢irable that the city should recefve for
the aggregate sum- expended the maximum
amount of benefit, and this can only be se-
enred by rmlmlnz the number of instito-
tions, so that the general expense of man
agement, ¢te,, may be proportiopately les-
sened. Varions institutions algo lead to
n multinliention of officers, Interested in
thelir respective work, These, In the ease
of hospitals, are medieal. men, and others
onerating as agents, looking out suitable
enzos. and sometimes soliciting patients to
nceent hosrital  charity  who otherwise
would not have thought of applying. The
genernl granting of allowances to numer-
ons hospitals tends to greatly Intensify this
evil-and T am cenfident if some reasonable
and equitable method of digtribntion be not
