MOSCOW, Aug. 31.—The Viedomosti,
the leader of the reactionary, press of
Russia. created a sensation today by
printing ' correspondence exchanged bet-
ween M. Usefovich, who holds the rank
of state councillor and who is president
of the momarchical party of Kiev, and
Dr. Von Miguel, the German charge d’af-
faires at St. Petersburg. From the let-
ters ‘printed, it appears that upon the
publication of the recent report that Em-
peror William had invited Count Witte
to Wilhelmshohe, M. Usefovich, in the
name of “all the factions of the Russian
Monarchical party,” telegraphed to the
German Fmperor expressing deep regret
that “such a splendid monarch and head
of the friendly German people,” should re-
ceive “a 'man whom the whole Russian

. people regarded as being the guilty author
.of the miseries into which the country
was plunged and the provoker of the ter-
worism inspired by hostility to the Jews,
to whom he is friendly.”

1 Dr. Von Miguel, a letter. saying
. e had been directed by the foreign secre-
tary to say that the telegram to the Ger-
man Emperor 'was based on misappre-
hension, as Emperor William had not re-
ceived Count Witte and had no intention

Madison Square Garden Thronged Last Night by Democrats

New York, Aug. 30.—The home coming
of William J, Bryan was made complete
tonight when he was greeted in Madison
Square Garden by a throng unmbering
more than 20,000. It wes such a welcome
as seldom has been éecorded a private
citizen. OMr. Bryan’s eyes filled with ‘tears
as he acknowledged the cheers. For eight
minutes he strode nervously from side to
side of the marrow platform. Only once
again during the entire evening wasg there
a}xyvhxng épproaching such a demomstra-
tion, that was when the speaker told his
hearers that he had become converted to
the canse of government ownership of
railroads. ;

I favor the control of only the

Jines by the national government,” eaid
Mr. Bryan, “and the ownership of all other

In an instant thousands of voices were
raised and faces were turned toward the
aide of the building opposite the speak-
er'ts stand where William Randolph Hearst
sat.

The Annual Report Shows That
$6,500,000 of Land Grant
Bonds Due Government Had
Been Paid Off.

MONTREAL, Que., Aug. 31 (Special)—
The annual report of the Canadian Pa-
cific. Railway was issued yesterday. Be-
sides the financial statement, the figures
of which have already been made public,
showing a surplus on the year’s opera-
tions after payment of all charges of over
$8,000,000, the report states that the lia-
bilities to the Dominion government on
the land grant bonds was reduced by $6,-
500,000 duyring the year, and now stand at
$1,500,000 against which there are defer-
ed payments aggregating over $16,000,000.
The general meeting is to be asked to
sanction the construction of new branch
lines, as follows: Peterboro to Victoria
Harbor, 96 miles, giving the company a
new and better main line from the lake
navigation to the tidewater; the leases of
the ‘Joliette and Brandon railway, 13
miles; Walkerton and Lucknow Railway,
37 miles; Berlin, Waterloo, Wellsley and
Lake Huron Railway, the construction of
the Moose Jaw branch, 50. miles;
‘Weyburn branch, 36 miles; the Stonewall
branch extension 20 miles; the Wegt Sel-
kirk branch extension ten miles, the
branch from Lauder twenty miles; and
the Darlingford: branch, six miles.

REV. FR. McCAULAY
TALKS OF COLLINS

Says He is Convincéd That
Murder Suspect Has Not
Told the Truth to Him.

Father McAulay permitted himself to
be interviewed by the morning newspa-
pers, and in the course of his talk said
that he believed Colling to be guilty of
the murder of his niece. The priest is of
the opinion that the suspect has been ly-
ing and feels that when he met Him at
Elgin he did not give truthful answers to
questions, and Father MoAulay said that
he had been telling falsehoods ever since.

Tather McAulay states that at the in-
terview yesterday morning in the cell he
asked Collins where the had left his axe,
and the prisoner told him that he had
left it in the woodpile. Fr. McAulay told
him that a thorough search had been
made of the surroundings without finding
it, but Collins still said that he had left
it in the pile.

Fr. McAulay identified the valise that
Collins carried and said that two of them
had been taken.

The priest related the circumstances of
the finding of the body of Miss McAulay,
and when questioned about the significance
of the wet garment said that Mrs. Wil-
liamson had said that on Sunday even-
ing she saw Collins walking along the
voad between the rectory, and her home.
On the road there is a spring. He was
cmymg a can and the priest says that it
is possible that in the course of the even-
ing he washed something there.

Fr. MdAulay further stated that he .'hadi
heard that Collins had been seen counting
money out of a brown pocket-book. The |

priest said that he owned one of that de-
scription, but had not searched to see if
it was missing. He also said that a large
briar-bowl pipe, which he bad for call-
ers, was taken.

IN JAIL AT HOPEWELL.

Hopewell Cape, N. B.,Aug. 30—(Special)

F. Collins, arrived here from St. John at
6.45 o’dlock tonight. The gheriff had no
trouble with his man on the way except
in so far as they were the attraction for
all eyes.

It is not the in-
tention of the commissioners to ask for
representations from farmers or farmevs’
organizations during their present visit to
Winnipeg. This branch of the enquiry
will be taken up later when harvesting
and threshing have been completed, amd
farmers can more conveniently attend.
Meetings will then' be held in Winnipeg
and many other pomts in Manitoba, Sas-
katchewan and Alberta, at which the
farmers of the west will be afforded every
opportunity to present their views. The
present sessions in Winnipeg will be de-
voted to the representations of ehippers,

the east and somth, such as railroad and
lake freight rates, damaged cars, elevator
facilities and charges, grading, ete.

New West.

The Rev. R. G. MacBeth, of Paris, On-
tanio, but a native of Manmitoba,
writes to the Toronto News a letter that
should be thoughtfully considered by peo-
ple in the cast who think of moving to
the far west. Mr. MacBeth does not min-
imise the possibilities of the west, but sets
forth also the following considerations:-

“l. The Weat ehould not consider
anyone ' unfriendly who asks the youmg
men of Ontario, when they have reason-
able prospects in this province, to exer-
cise caution about throwing evenything
aside and rushing to the West, Thousands
of the young men who have gone out on
the harvest excumsions will find employ-
ment only for a limited period, say two
months or 60, and at the end of that time
would, if they remain there, be facing
the problem of a Western winter with
poor prospects for remunerative employ-
ment, The West, through the incessant ef-
forts of the railways, immigration agents
and land speculators, is busy creating am
acute social problem for herself, through
the congestion there, of hosts of men who
must have work in order to live as they
would desire. For the busy months of
tharvesting, building houses and railways,
thig is not so keenly felt, but the winter
is long amd the work in that season is
acarce, Both the West and the men who
wish to go West without looking ahead,
might consider this aspect of the matter
with profit. Most social problems are due
to unnatural displacement of population.

“2. The West has nothing “ultimately
to gain by allowing epeculators to send
abroad the idea that all the broad acres
of that country are simply waiting to be

part of the country in his life time. One
point that parents should remember, how-
ever, is that the boys must be given a
share of the proceeds of the farm. ‘A
lad of spirit will ewpect this, amd if he
does not get it he will make a home some-
where else for himself,

“The above views may not please every-
one, but in fairnese to the whole of this
great country men who know anything
of its different parts should give some ex-
pression to their thoughts. "It seems 4o
me that the Lord Himself has made the
several provinces of this Dominion so mu-
tually complimentary ome of the other
that we have mo reason to hide the plain
truth about any of them, as we seek to
build them all into one mighty nation.
