FRENCH VESSEL
SUNK: N WEEK

Germans Made Six Attacks
But All Failed

THE BRITISH SITUATION

Enemy Had Two Days of Un-|
usual Luck—Time is Aiding the
Allies—Italian Losses in Week
Were Only Two

Paris, July 26—During the week end-
ing midnight, July 22, not a single
French vessel either over or under 1,600
tons was lost, according to an . official
statement issued yesterday. Six French
merchantment were attacked unsuccess-
fully by submarines during that time.
Ships of all nationalities numbering 1,068,
entered port and 987 departed.

British Situation.

July 26—The report of the
week’s sinkings of British merchantmen
would have shown the low record, ' ex-
cept for two days when the Germans
had unusual luck. Even with these ex-
ceptional days the total is considered to
have been “about normal” The U-boat
sinkings for the previous fortnight had
been kept down to a minimum, but for
the current week an upward tendency in |
the curve would not have been unexpect- |
ed, in view of the vigorous offensive ef-
forts which the Germans are now putting
forward on all fronts and which no
doubt are reflected in the orders to the
submarine commanders to support the
land offensive by strenuous efforts on the
submarine front.
On the whole the navy may be said to
be fairly well satisfiea with the progress
being made against the underwater en-
emy, and the feeling is that time is all
on the side of the Allies, as every week
sees anti-submarine methods developing
and the co-ordination of the various parts
of the anti-submarine campaign improv-
ing.. In the meantime, the shipbuilding
programme is being pressed forward,
while in another month the weather and
daylight conditions will begin to tell
against the submarines.

Two Italfans.

Rome, July 26—Two Italian steamers
were sunk and one small sailing vessel
was damaged during the week ended at
midnight of July 22, says an offficial an-
nouncement issued yesterday. Five hun-
dred and ninety-three vessels, with a
gross tonnage of 889,815, arrived and 550
of a tonange of 408,450 left port.

Maine Vessel Sunk

London, July 26.—The American sail-
ing vessel Augnstus Welt was sunk on
last Saturday. The crew were saved.
No details of the sinking have been re-
ceived. :

The Augustus Welt was a wooden
vessel of 1,221 tons. She was owned by
A. R. Reed of Waldoboro, Maine. Its
port of registry was Boston.

FRENCH NEWSPAPER
VIEWS OF CONFERENGE
BEING HELD IN PARIS

Paris, July 26.—There must be no
éonfusion in today’s Balkan conference
with that proposed by Russia for the
revision of war aims, says the Journal
des Debates, discussing the - session
which opened yesterday.

“If any such questions were to be
under discussion,” the newspaper adds,
“the United States would not have been
content to send only an admiral to
the deliberations.” It hopes the eventu-
alities will not make such a conference
urgent in the eyes of the Russians to
whom the enemy has spoken vaguely
of peace without, however, saying a
word about the future of the conquered
Russian people.

The Journal des Debats lays great
stress on examining the new situation
created by Greece’s changed attitude,
including the new military situation
due to Greece’s army of 200,000 and
new methods of provisioning Greece
which are largely an affair of tonnage,
including naval problems. Dismissing
again rumors that the conference would
take part in peace aims the newspaper
concludes “for the moment it is neces-
sary to win. The Paris conference has
for its programme the better arranging
of ways and means on the Balkan
front. ‘That is all and that is enough.”

The Temps points out that the con-
ference falls on the third anniversary
of Austria’s breach with Serbia, which
upset all Balkan affairs and unchained a
war that cost the lives of millions of
men. The paper then sketches in detail
events at the outbreak of the war, their
far-reaching consequences and respon-
sibility of such men as Count Tisza and
Emperor William and the unchanged at-

Britsh Win Two Victories and
Main Body of Enemy is in Re-
treat South

London, July 26—British troops. in
German East Africa have won new vie-
tories over the remaining German forces
there and the main body of the enemy is
now in retreat toward the south, after
having suffered heavy losses, says an of-
ficial announcement issued today. The
text reads:—

“An engagement on July 19, at Naron-
combe, resulted in the enemy being
driven from all his positions. The main
body is retreating southward. The en-
emy’s losses were heavy.

“A small German column is at large
on the north shore of Lake Manyara.

“We are in touch, at Iibuka, with the
enemy retreating toward Mahenge (in
the southeasterly section of the colony.)

“In Portuguese Africa we are pursuing
the enemy from Mwimbe toward the
Rovuma River.”

SITUATION IN SPAIN
REPORTED BETTER

Madrid, July 26—Quiet is gradually
being restored throughout Spain, which
has recently been in a state of unrest due
to strikes and other causes. An official
despatch from Valencia says martial law
has been lifted and that the situation is
absolutely normal in the entire region.

British Food Control Will Apply to
American Firms in England ...

London, July 26—In the House of
Commons John R. Clynes, parliamentary

They also took thirty-three
guns, seventeen machine guns, ten mine
throwers and much other military mater-
ial.

WOOISHEN EARN $5 10 $10
A DAY CUTIING PULPHOD

Munition Factories Not Only Places
Where Big Wages are Paid; Maine
Experts Earning Highest Wages Ever
Known

(Bangor Commercial)

Munition factories are not the only
laces where big money is earned. Right

woodsmen who can cut two or more
cords of pulpwood a day are receiving
from $5 to $10 a day cutting by the
cord for a big paper company, the Great
Northern, which has put most of its
pulpwood cutting on the piecework
basis. Any first class woodsman can
cut two cords of pulpwood a day with-
out much trouble, and by exerting him-
self, he can cut three or four. This
means $7.50 to $10 a day, which is be-
ing paid to experts occasionally.

Wages in the woods this winter will
be higher than ever before, ranging from
$140 a day for main road swamper
to $2.75 a day for Al cooks. This
means that the lowest wage in the woods
will be $36.40 a month and board and
the highest for men who are not bosses
will be $72.50. Never in the history of
the woods of Maine have such wages
been paid.

Men of no great industry or ability
can get jobs in the woods at the lower
wages, as long as they are able to do
i anything at all.

The Great Northern is evidently plan=
ning to lay In a big ‘supply of pulp-
wood in anticipation of a possible labor
shortage, caused by the war, as it now
has a considerable supply of wood.

The sensationally high wages pald to
men cutting pulpwood has not been an
unmixed blessing. The more pay woods-
men get as a general rule, the less time
they care to spend in the woods. It
does not take a man earning 85 a day
long to pile up $100 to his credit, and
as soon as a man has that amount com-
ing to him he begins to stir uneasily
and lose ambition. Then comes a trip
to Bangor or Boston to enjoy life for
a brief time, spending his money, and
back to the woods again.

The men ‘who are paid by the cord
for cutting pulpwood pay the company

| for their board at 75 cents a day, but

otherwise their working conditions are
the same as if they were employed by
the month. They have the identical
comfortable camp accommodation and
plenty of the best food.

FRENCH AND GERMANS
IN HARD FIGHTING

Forces of Both Sides Succeed in
Penetrating Oppenents’ Lines

Paris, July 26—German assaults were
re-opened last night along a front of
about two miles on the Aisne front from
a point east of Hurtebise to La Bovelle.
The French official statement issued this
afternoon says that at the cost of tre-
mendous losses the Germans were able
to penetrate into certain elements of the
French first line trenches.

North of Auberive, in the Champagne,
the French penetrated the German
trenches and inflicted heavy losses on
the Germans. On other parts of the
Champagne front the artilery bombard-
ment was intense. JFighting lasted all
night, the French repelling every attack
made by the Germans.

The Germans also renewed their as-
saults on the Prench positions at Hurte-
bise Farm, but the attack broke down
under the trench fire of the French. The
reciprocal artillery fire on the left bank
of the River Meuse in the Verdun region
was maintained with the usual violence.

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TALE OF TWO CITIES
1S GREAT PIGTURE

Feature—Dickens Readers De-
lighted With It

There is a treat at the Gem for read-
ers of the works of Charles Dickens—
and many of them were in the gatherings |
at the theatre last night to see “The Tale |
of Two Cities,” which not a few regard
as the master work of the great Haglish
novelist.

Anthrax Cerms In Plaster

Search in Los Angeles for German Said
To Have Sold It

'

Los Angeles, ;July 26—Deadly an-
thrax germs have been discovered in a
mass of court plaster sold in Los An-
geles on Wednesday by a one-armed
German peddler, who is suspected of
having disposed of the plaster for the
purpose of spreading disease and death
throughout the city.. This startling re-
port was made at the Pacific Wasser-
mann Laboratories following a prelim-
inary examination of plaster furnished
by the head of an establishment where
the peddler sold much of his stock.

Dr. Samuel Levin, director of the
laboratories, inoculated several ani-
mals with germs taken from the plaster,
Several days must elapse before he can
determine the results.

Police and federal agents, in search-
ing for the peddler, who is supposed to|
have a large stock of the plaster hidden
somewhere in Los Angeles, arrested
several men corresponding to his de-
scription. Reports of the sale of the
plaster have come from.cities near Los|
Angeles, and some arrests have been |
made in those places, according to the|
chief of police.

| Trunk officials are looking forward to
employing girls and women on a much |

larger scale than heretofore, owing to
the more vigorous prosecution of the
war, which will call for material unutil-
ized by the voluntary system.
as this employment has gone the wo-

men and girls have given unqualified |
satisfaction in all the departments in

which they have been engaged, and J.
Coleman, Grand Trunk superintendent
of car service, voiced the opinions of
the railway executives in general, in re-
counting the forms of work in which
the women and girls had excelled.

“We have been very fortunate in se-
curing a good class of young and intel-
ligent women who immediately showed
skill and ambition to learn the work,”
said Mr. Coleman, “and who are already
giving very good satisfaction at such
work as staining, filling, varnishing and
rubbing down sash window stops, face-
mouldings, dining car chairs, tables, and
various other small work that is done
in the varnishing room. We are also us-
ing the women for painting inside of
baggage cars and bronzing fixtures and
steam pipes insiém passenger cars. We
are also training them to rub down and
polish. inside of passenger cars, as we
are very often hard pressed for doing
this work when the painters are requir-
ed for varnishing and other heavier
work on the outside of cars. All our
women are working on piece-work to
our standard schedule prices and are
doing fairly well, considering the short
time they have been employed in this
class of work.

“We did not advertise for the women;
they have all been recommended by re-
liable working men in the car depart-
ment; so that we are assured of a re-
spectable class of young women who
;are desirous of earning an honest liv-
ng.

“As these women were badly handi-
capped at first in getting in and out
of cars and getting their skirts caught
in the various obstacles in and around
cars while wearing the ordinary fe-
male dress, we have secured, through
our stores department, a quantity of
the standard uniform overall suits for
women which consists of a cap and
jacket-coat with belt around the waist,
and panteloon overalls laced at the
ankles, which makes a very neat and
smart looking outfit, and remove any
handicap they would otherwise have
been subjected to and enable them to go
about their work with the same free-
dom and safety as our men. These uni-
forms are delivered to the women and
the wholesale cost charged them and
deducted from their wages.

“We have also been employing = for
some time women in our upholstering
shop, who are occupied in 'sewing car-
pets, window blinds and seat coverings.

“We also have women in our time of-
fice and storeroom, where they are
looking after the various duties assign-
ed to them in a wery satisfactory man-
ner.”

Said Germany_B_anked
On Neutral Exporis

sErzbergcr Proclaimed “The Terrible

Fact” That America Would
Stop Them

London, July 26—That the German
high command had based its calcula-
tions on food supplies which America
had been sending to neutrals became
known, according to the Daily Mail,
through the famous speech by Matthias
Erzberger, head of the Catholic' party
in the Reichstag, made at a secret ses-
sion of that body. The newspapers re-
as a “bomb-
shell.” Herr Erzberger remarked that,
although America’s entry into the war
was of little military value, it was im-
portant ,owing to the extent to which
Germany was dependent on the neutrals
for food and other supplies.

He said that America had decreed
that she would not permit exports to
neutrals, as #Y¥hese nputrals pxported
to Germany. Consequently, Herr, Erz-
berger, said, Germany would very short-
ly lose her source of supply. The ter-
rible fact, he said, had to be faced that
the military authorities had entirely fig-
ured on these supplies and that nobody
in authority could find an answer or
give any idea whence other supplies
were to come.

HONORS QUEEN ELISABETH

King of Italy Gives Albert’s Consort a
Medal for Military Valor

Paris, July 22 (delayed.)—King Vic-
tor Emmanuel of Italy has presented a
medal for military valor to Queen Flis-
abeth of Belgium, in expression of $his
admiration for the courage which "the
queen has shown since the beginning of
the war. The medal was delivered to
the queen by Marquis Carignani, Italian
minister to 'Belgium, and General di
Briganze, who were entertained at
luncheon by the queen after the cere-
mony of presentation.

This incident is another refutation of
a rumor which has been current since
the Germans made their successful
drive in Belgium, near Nieuport, that
the queen of the Belgians had been
made prisoner by the British for having
supplied information to the enemy.

Then they
settled down in the restaurant to a lcis-
urely meal, without waiting on - either
side, and had ample time for a cup of
tea or coffee before leaving.” :

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WE MUST KEEP FAITH,

"There are more people in Canada to-
day wishing that political animosities
might be laid aside than at any moment
in the past history of the country. If the
party leaders do not know it, they are
out of touch with public sentiment. The
changed conditions are due to the fact
tbat 50 many people have relatives at the
€ront, and realize that Canada has not
kept faith with them; and realize also
that if democracy is worth the blood of
men in France and Flanders it is worth
more than considerations of party at
home. The situation fis complicated,
however, by divided counsels as to what
3, best to be done to bring the full
strength of Canada into the war. At the
ynoment most people are more or less al
gea. There is still no authoritative as-
surance that the government means to
enforce conscription. The game of poli-
tics has not yet been thrown out of the
window. Liberals are naturally distrust-
ﬂ of the man who failed to consult their
Jeader until he had declared his policy,
jnstead of going frankly into the whole
question with Liberal leaders and trying
with them to work out a policy which
ﬁrould produce the desired results with-
out any such opposition as has developed
§n the last two months. The situation
smust be faced, however, and the honor
f Canada is at stake. If the leaders of
&ll parties will come together with a vig-
orous war policy, the country will declare
3ts emphatic approval. If they cannot
@gree as to the best method, then the
people should be given an early oppor-
tunity to express their views at the polls,
‘so that a new parliument may deal with
the problem. There are at present divis-
jons in hoth the great parties. It would
be a calamity and an everlasting disgrace
if the country failed to keep faith with
the men who have gone to the front, and
the men who are now in training to fol-
low them. In all discussions, let the em-
phasis be placed on that simple but vital
fact. Canada must keep faith, or she is
unworthy of the men who died.

THE INCOME TAX

The Borden government has decided
40 levy a graduated income tax. This
course has long been urged by Liberal
members of the house, and there will
be no argument over the adoption of the
principlé- of the bill. It should have
been adopted as soon as possible after
the war began, and mow that the policy
of conscription of men has been agreed
to the government was compelled to do
something toward the conscription of
wealth. The tax as proposed will not
fall heavily upon anyone, but it will fall
heaviest on those having the lowest in-
come. For example, a man with $10,-
000 income can better afford to pay
$400 than a man with $4,000 can afford
to pay one-fifth of $400. The $10,000
man still has $9,600 with which to keep
the wolf from the door; although he in
¥urn may be somewhat envious of the
$100,000 man, who will have $85,200
after paying his tax. The chief criti-
cism of the tax will be that it does not
take enough from the very rich man,
wwho can well afford to forego some of
" his expensive luxuries until the war is
over. Indeed the time is coming when
gociety will place a limit upon indi-
widual wealth, at least until such time
ms the general level of individual pros-
perity has been raised to a point where
comfort for all is assured. A rich man
joday should be ashamed to go on
pmassing riches when so many men
ps good or better than he are giv-
ing their lives to ensure his safety and
the safety of his wealth. Meany men of
wealth are glad to pay without stint,
gnd will offer no objection to an in-
gome tax. Those who are unwilling
should be taxed to the limit. There is
po approach to equality of service while
pome refuse to serve and some refuse
to pay, and there is far less excuse for
the latter than for the former. Mr.
Bonar Law’s remark that so long as
there was money in the country and it
was needed for war purposes it would
be got in one way or another may well
be applied in Canada, and the income
Rax is a step in the right direction.

One wonders whether those ten
southern ministers like alcohol, or under
what circumstances the testimeonials were
given. The analysis of the particular de-
coction which they praise shows that it
is specially adapted for prohibition ter-
ritory. It could not he sold, however,
under the New Brunswick prohibitory
law. Possibly the ministers in question
interpret their action as a proper care of |
the spiritual needs of their flock, but a|
proper tegard for their bodies is also
worthy of some consideration. Moreover,

“When - unrestricted: :submarine’ war-
fare began the publication of the sink-
ings was changed from tonnage to num-
ber of vessels.

“The programme so far announced as
the programme of the Federal Shipping
Board has been mainly a wooden ship
programme. You cannot get speed out
of a ship without length. It does not
make any difference how much power
you put into a ship of certain dimens-
ions, you can rack her to pieces but you
cannot drive her loaded beyond a cer-
tain speed, and you cannot build a

sary for this cause and hold her together
with the power in her.”

Mr. Outerbridge showed by a chart
that the greatest percentage of ship
loss by submarine was in the classes of
vessels with a speed of from seven to
ten knots. 'The percentage decreased as
the speed of the vessels increased, un-
til at the sixteen-knot class the percent-
age of loss was only 25 per cent and at
eighteen knots the loss was nothing.

Captain J. W. Proctor, head of the
American Record of Shipping and for
years president of the Marine Society
of New York, stated that he had gone
carefully over: the government’s wood-
en ship programme and compared it
with the steel construction proposed.

“Phe wooden ships that it is pro-
posed to build,” he declared, “are at
least 30 per cent. deficient in design.
They are 80 per cent below any mini-
mum standard of efficiency for trans-
atlantic service.. I fully believe some of
them will get across the Atlantic, but
I don’t believe any of them will ever get
back in the winter time.

“They are using scantlings in those
ships that are comimonly used in our
coastwise schooners of 400 and 500 tons,
and they are going to build 8,000 ton
ships; they are going to put powerful
engines into those ships and drive them
10Y, knots. They are a greater menace
to their personnel than all the German
U-boats put together.”

Early in June, before the negotiationg
between Sir Robert- Borden and Sir
Wilfrid Laurier with respect to the for-
mation of a coalition government had |
been concluded, the Morning Chronicle |
pointed out the insuperable difficulties |
and objections which stood in the way .
of sucl a proposal being carried out. |
We then advocated a fair measure of
real universal service and an appeal to
the people. On several occasions since,
this paper has reiterated its opinions on
this matter and we still hold to our
view. We believe that the course of
events at Ottawa since the first of June
emphasize the wisdom of the policy we
then proposed and-still adhere.to.

Sir Robert Borden has failed to give a
lead to the people of this dominion in
this crisis. He has failed to keep up
the stream of reinforcements overseas.
He has not secured the organization of
Canada to keep up with ‘our war work
or to keep the cost of living within mea- |
surable reach of the ayerage man’s in-
come. He has not even been able to|
keep a respectable majority of his own
followers present in the House of Com-
mons while the most important question
which has ever been discussed since
Confederation was under debate in par-
liament. He hds succeeded in so intro-
ducing his partial measure of universal
scrvice as to set race against race and
protect wealth, at the expense of his
fellow countrymen. His attitude in be-
ing willing to conscript the manhood
of our country and not the wealth pre-
supposes that human life is less sacred
in his opinion than the wealth of the
privileged classes.

Since this paper presented its views
on the necessity of consulting the peo-
ple there have been riots in Quebec as
well as a stampede to withdraw money
from the banks. Labor has protested
and threatened a dominion-wide strike.
These occurences which, of course, we
do not endorse, have been made pos-
sible through a thorough lack of confi-
dence in the present administration' at
Ottawa. It is undeniable that Sir Rob-|
ert and his government -have lost the
confidence of the people. As a believer
in universal service, it would be most
unwise in our opinion to proceed with
its enforcement under the present ad-
ministration. The past conduct of the
government not only affords no guaran-
tee that it would enforce the act impar-
tially, but on the contrary indicates that
it would be actuated by partisan mo-
tives only in placing the most sacred
thing a man has—his life—at the dispos-
al of the country while protecting the
wealth of its privileged friends.

An election is the “only way out of
the difficulty into which Sir Robert Bor-
den has led us. It would be most unwise
under the circumstances fo entrust the
affairs of this country in this, our time
of peril, to the administration of min-
isters who have proven so incompetent
and to members of a party which take
so little interest in them as to continual-
ly absent themselves from the House of
Comn}ons where their voices only can be
heard to effect. It is a public scandal
that during the debate on conscription
for the greater part of the time the gov-
ernment was frequently represented in
the house by one or two minor ministers
only and a handful of supporters. To
Sir Robert’s suggestion that during an
election the ministers will absent them-
selves from Ottawa to stump the coun-
try we reply that possibly our war busi-

ness will be better carried on by the|]

deputy ministers alone than with the
cabinet ministers present. In any event,l
Sir Robert has proven by his numerous
and lengthy absences from the capital
that his presence there was not vitally
NETessary.

Abraduated
Income Tax

Government Plan To
Raise War Revenue

PROFITS TAX

Expected to Yield $15,000.000 to
$20,000,000—Graduated Scale|
But Harder on Men of Small

Incomes

Ottawa, July 26—A graduated income
tax, long advocated by the Liberals in
the house of commons and long refused
by the government, was announced in the
commons this afternoon by Sir Thomas
White, minister of finance, bowing to the
insistent public demand that those who
do not fight should be made to pay. The
government proposals, though they can
hardly be called a real “conscription of
wealth” are a long step in advance to-
wards equalizing the financial burden and
sacrifices of the war.

Sir Thomas White gave a rough esti-
mate of the probable revenue at from
$15,000,000 to $20,000,000 per year, al-
though earlier in the session when he
refused the demand for an income tax,
he had maintained that only some
000,000 or $4,000,000 per year might be
expected from it. The minister, however,
turned a sharp corner by pleading that
conditions had changed and that his pre-
vious estimate was made on the basis of
the then existing United States income
tax.

To the principle of the tax no objec-
tion was raised by the opposition. To
the details of the finance minister’s reso-
lution, some preliminary objections were
promptly given. The chief objection was
noted by E. M. MacDonald. The tax
bears comparatively heavily upon men,
of moderate means now feeling the pinch
of the high cost of living. But the men
of big incomes are still left “to struggle
along” with far more than they neecd.
The man with an income of $20,000 has
$18,740 still “unconscripted.” The mar-
ried man with an income of $4,000 pays
$40 income tax under conditions which
make that $40 a real pinch. The man
with an income of $10,000 pays $360 but
he still has $9,640 to gratify his needs.
It will not, as Mr. MacDonald says, stop
the luxuries or the extravagance of the
rich and consequently he believed it
would not patify public opinion as to
the reinforcements of universal war time
sacrifice.

Raiders of July 7 Drepped Bombs Neal
It—Swiss Bank Hit

Details of the German air raid over
London on July 7 were brought to an
Atlantic port on last Sunday by peas-
| sengers who were there at the time. They
said the machines were sighted about
ten o’clock, flying fairly low, so that they
could be easily distinguished by the
crowds in the streets. Twenty-four were
counted as they passed over the Mile
End road toward the city of London
proper.

Bombs were dropped in Whitechapel,
the passengers said, and killed several
persons. A bomb was dropped in Ald-
gate near where hay wagons were stand-
ing, but it did not explode. From Ald-
gate the raiders flew over Fenchureh
street, and Mincing Lane, where the tea,
coffee, indigo and spice merchants have
their offices. Several persons were in-
jured by bombs there.

May Reach Eighty,

There was no sign of fire and it is
inferred from their report that the dam-
age to the pit is small. Work is ex-
pected to be resumed within a short time,
Hiram Donkin, chief inspector of mines,
is expected at the scene of the disaster
tomorrow. The explosion occurred be-
tween No. 6 and 7 landings about 2,100
feet down the slope but as to how it
happened officials are reticent or profess
to be unable to say. Forty or fifty men
were working at No. 6 landing wihen the
explosion took placc and though there

.is fear that all will have been killed
either by the explosion itself or by the
deadly gas fumes the rescue parties are
making superhiuman efforts to see if any
can yet be saved. Men working at No. 7
when the disaster occurred are among
the badly injured and some are believed
to be among the killed. Some of the
men from this landing, however, are
known to be among the saved but with
those believed dead at No. 6 and those
killed or suffocated in other parts of the
colliery the death list is expected to run
close to eighty. Rescued miners were
driven temporarily insane by the ex-
plosion and the gas which swept through
the mine. In some cases they had to be
put under restraint in order to protect
them from their own violence. St. An-
thony’s schoolroom and the parish hall
have been fitted up as temporary emecr-
gency hospitals and scores of the injured
and gassed men are now being treated
there by doctors from different points
and by nurses from Glace Bay, Dominion
Innd other places.

Officlals Gassed,

Angus R. McDonald, manager of the
colliery with Superintendent Alex, Mc-
Fachern, led the rescue work and its
supervision and Manager McDonald was
himself overcome by the gas on one of
his trips down the pit and was brought
to the surface in a semi-conscious con-
dition. He is now partially recovered.
Superintendent Alex. McNeill, of No. 2
colliery, who hastened to take part in the
rescue efforts was also overcome and at
the time of telephoning he is unconscious.
Deputy Mine Inspector McIntosh is also
among the many on hand helping to get
the situation under control. Down in
the mine shaft some bodies are reported
to have been discovered with heads and
Hmbs blown off and others mutilated in
various ways. A rescue party which
reached No. 6 landing where the ex-
plosion took place found the bodies of
twenty-two men and another party
reaching No. 7 found seven more. Among
the English-speaking miners who are
known to have been working at No. 7
are: John D. McKay, Thomas Durham,
George Delaney, Michael Curry, Joseph
Steel, Thomas Murphy, Archie Cameron.,
It is not yet known whether these men
are living or dead but there are grave
fears that the worst has happened. Mr.
McKay, one of the best known miners
of the district, was treasurer of the local
- branch of the Amalgamated Mine Work-
ers,

It is now believed that the explosion
was caused by the first shot fired when
the men went into the pit this morning.
A heavy fall of coal is reported to have
taken place at No. 7 landing blocking
the way to the landing. Rescue parties
going to the landing have had to ap-
proach it by another route than that
usually used.

Two Rescuers Suffocated.

Herole work is being done by scores
of volunteers and two of the young men
who went down into the pit this morn-
ing on rescue work has been suffocated
and now lie dead, Jack McKenzie of New
Waterford, a son of Daniel McKenrie,
and Philip Nicholson.

Former Head of Russia’s Fighting
Socialists is Prisoner in Germany

| Betrayed Colleagues—Was Hunted by
i Revelutionists and Reported as As-

sasinated

Ce nhagen, July 26.—Berlin news-
pap?s received here report that Eu-
gene “Azef, who eight years ago was the
{ head of the Russian fighting socialists,
|is among the Russian civilians interned
iin Berlin. Azef fled from Paris after
Vladimir Bourtzeff, a Russian revolu-
tionist, had charged him with being a
police spy, in order to escape the ven-
| geance of the revolutionists and be-
came a wanderer, traveling under vari-
ous names. When the war-broke out
Azef was in Germany and was intern-
ed, according to the report. Later he
fell sick, and was removed to a hospital
.and finally appealed to the Russian
prisoners-of-war committee for assist-
ance.

Azef at the time the disclosures were
made against him was reported to have
played the double role of Russian soc-
jalist and spy for the Russian secret
police for eight years. He is said to
have facilitated the arrest of hundreds
of revolutionists, disclosed dozens of
plots against high officials and even
Eto have been the organizer of assassina-
tions. Among the high personages
whom Bourtzeff charged met death as
a result of his machinations were Grand
Duke Sergius and M. von Plehve, Rus-
sian minister of the interior, After the
! revelations of Bourtzeff it was asserted
| that Azeff was being hunted by the
| revolutionists, who had sworn vengeance
on him. In 1910 Azef was reported to
have been assassinated in Wiesbaden.

Concluded “Separate Peace”

Russian Regiments Actually MadeTerm
With Hindenburg '

{

Russian newspapers which arrived on
Sunday in New York indicate that the
offensive begun recently on the Russian
front was undermined by an insiduous
German influence operating right in the
Russian ranks, and actually causing sev-
eral of the regiments to conclude a sep-
arate peace with von Hindenburg. These
conditions, reported by Kerensky him-
self to the Council of Workmen’s and
Soldiers’ delegates, explain the events of
the last few days when certain Russian
units in Galicia, among them the 607th
Mlynov Regiment, situated between
Batkov and Manajov, voluntarily quit
the trenches and gave the Germans an

|

opportunity to develop a successful at-:
tack. “
It was to prevent such occurrences
| that Kerensky, according to the accounts
| contained in the Retch, had to remain
| at the front almost constantly during the
{ last month. Despite his popularity with
i the great mass of the Russian soldiery, '
and the eagerness of most of the sold-
iers to follow him into battle, Kerensky
appears to have been unable to eliminate
entirely the disaffection in certain quart-
ers of the front where the “Bolsheviki,”
or extremists, were agitating separate
peace.

With the exception of those isolated
sections of the front, Kerensky found
the Russian army loyal to the revolution-
ary government and eager to fight the
war to a victorious end. On returning
after his tour of the front, where he
worked hard to re-establish discipline
and organization, the war minister, now
premier, announced to the council of
workmen’s and soldiers’ delegates that
he had great faith in the offensive pos-
sibilities of the Russian army and in the
loyalty of the soldiers.

He did not close his eyes, however, to
the fact that in certain quarters of the
front the soldiers were irresponsible and
rebellious to authority. He reported that
he encountered a regiment on the Galic-
ian front that, despite his urgings and
appeals, deliberately laid down its arms
because it had already concluded a writ-
ten peace with von Hindenburg on the
basis of no annexations or indemnities.

“When I asked the soldiers what was
to be done about it,” the war minister
declared, “they replied ‘That is your own
business. So far as we are concerned, we
are through. We have concluded peace
with the enemy. i

“I have frequently been asked,” con-
tinued Kerensky, “what steps should be
taken with such demoralizing elementls
in the army, and my reply has always
been that I am minister of war of the
Revolutionary government and that lib-
erty of speech and thought was sacred
to me from whatever source it cman-
ated. But I shall not permit any under-
taking hostile and destructive o the se-
curity of the government, such as may
be compared to the present attacks upon
me. Strength lies in justice and in a
free respect of the will of the naticn and
the will ¢f the majority. And I feel cer-
tain that the army and navy will do their
duty and render themselves obedient to
the will of the majority.” .

Kerensky denied that Leninc was re-
sponsible for the separate peace ncgo-
tiations which were undertaken with the
enemy by some regiments. Lenine, he
admitted, was stirring up a lot of jcl-
tical ferment in the ranks, but he was
not a party to the peace negotiations.
Kerensky declared that the source of
the negotiations had not b:e1 definitely
located, excepting that it was generally
identifie]l with German agents who at-
tached themselves assiduiously 1o the
more radical and extremist factions in
the ranks.

Everett Cearland was visibly nervous
and John O’Brien maintained an atti-
tade of absolute indifference during the
first session of the preliminary hearing
of the two men, yesterday afternoon,
charged with the murder of Robert Har-
ris, Jr., on the evening of June 14.

Mr. Mullin poirted out that in the in-
formation Harris had sworn that he had
learned that Carland and John O’Brien
were in the habit of following his son.
The witness said that he did not in his
information mean the prisoner  John
O’Brien, but: another O’Brien mnamed
Joseph.

“I have no information against John
Q’Brien,” he concluded. *

“As a matter of fact you are not re-
sponsible for ‘the institution of these pro-
ceedings against the prisoners?” asked
the geounsel for the defence.

“1%do not want to put any man down
who is not guilty,” was the non-commit-
tul answer.

Re-examined by Dr. Baxter the wit-
ness stated that the day previous to his
swearing out the information against
the prisoners he had had a consultation
with Attorney General Byrne, who ad-
vised. him to take the course which he
had pursued..

In the fifth district of
Kings, which has been Conservative since
Confederation, J. D. Stewart was elected
over W. W. Jenkins by eighty-seven
votes, the lotals being 863 and 266. In
I1915 ex-Premier Mathieson had 212 ma-
jority, his opponent losing his deposit,
the totals then being Mathieson 423,
Nelson 211.

With the influence of two governments
against them the Liberals need not be
sshamed of the result. The Conserva-
tives, knowing that the loss of even one
seat would reduce their majority in the
house to one clear of the speaker, and
!knowing that Dewar, though elected
Conservative, could not be depended up-
on always 1o support them, left nothing
undone to save the government.

There was little change in the third
district, Premier Arsenault holding his
large majorities made in 1915 in the
French polls. Jhe cry that the first
Acadian premier which the Island has
ever had should not be dcfeated no
doubt had its effect. In the fifth district
of Kings, Jenkins gained in every poll
but one.

These two seats, with one exception,
were the strongest Conservative seats in
the province, and had the campaign been
of longer duration the Liberals would
{have had a better showing of winning
| at least one.

Fifty Persons Injured on Beach By
Runaway Herse

Bathers' Clothes Stolen — Men and
Women Had to Telephone for Fresh
Apparel Before They Could Get

Home

A big bay runaway horse that injured
Y rowded beach, three

fifty persons on a ¢
of y;:hTt)am severely; thieves who robbed
100 bathers of essential articles of wear-

ing apparel, and rioting at the B. R. T.
terminus, where there were not enough
ticket agents to handle the crowds, fur-
nished Coney Island with much excite-
ment on last Sunday. More than 4(?0,—
000 persons visited the big resort during
the day, establishing a crowd record for
the season.

The horse, harnessed to a buggy, had
beetgleft standing at West Twenty-third
street and Surf Avenue by Israel Fogel,
twenty-five years old, of Cherry street.
He was accompanied by his aunt, Mrs.
Fannie Reich, fifty years old, who re-

“| it ran toward the beach, about 250:feet

away. As it neared the beach another
automobile, also ¢ming north, struck the
buggy and smashed it, throwing Mrs.
Reich to the ground, fracturing her
skull, and inflicting internal injuries.

Freed of the buggy, the horse galloped
into the midst of a crowd of about 5,000
persons, sitting and lying about on the
sand. A majority of these were women
and girls, who had no time to get out of
the animal’s way.

The beach at this point is a big, open
expanse surrounding the Children’s
Home. The first to be struck down was
Mrs. Rose Appelbaum, twenty-three
years old, a dressmaker of Brooklyn. She
saw the horse coming and started to
run but the next instant had been knock-
ed unconscious by the animal’s hoofs.

McMullen and Louis Blum had caught’
the horse and quieted it.

The arrival of the police and two am-
bulances from the Coney Island Hospital
added to the terror of the crowd, and
several men who rushed in between the
police and the injured were roughly
handled. Two of them were arrested.

Meantime Drs. Smission and Harris
of the Coney Island Hospital were treat-
ing the injured and helping to allay the
panic. Mrs. Reich was sent to the hos-
pital, as were the young woman and
the two children injured on the beach.
The two physicians treated fully fifty
persons, but the police took the names of
only twenty-four of them. All of these
were sent to their homes.

POOR DOCUMENT
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HIS REASONS
FOR REFUSING
USE OF HORSES

Commissioner McLellanTells Coun-
cil Why He Cannot Co-operate
With Public Works Department
in Street Watering Work

Commissioner McLellan’s explanation
of why he would not allow the fire de-
partment horses to be used for street
watering work was the only matter

heard by the common council at a com-
mittee meeting this morning, when a
brief session was held. Mayor Hayes
presided and all the members were pres-
ent when the meeting came to order.

Commissioner McLellan asked to be
heard with regard to the use of fire
horses for street watering purposes. He
presented a plan of the city streets,
showing the areas around the fire sta-
tions for which the use of the horses had
been permitted and comparing it with
the large areas on which the fire horses
had never been used. He also said that
the watering was required mostly on
windy days and in such weather the fire
horses are not permitted to leave the
stations. He had heard complaints last
season about lack of watering, but they
were from areas in which the fire horses
were not used. He was opposed to the
principle, as he believed that the fire
horses should be kept available for fire
purposes.
