EMPORIA, Kans., Sept. 18—Three 

persons were known to have lost their 
lives, hundreds were homeless or ma­
rooned in their houses and damage to 
livestock and buildings was mounting 
steadily today, as flood water* of the 
Cottonwood and Verdigris Rivers 
swept Southern Kansas following raina 
yesterday and last night, which in 
some sections approached cloudburst 
proportions.

French Ace Plans To Take-Off 
On New York to Paris Flight 
First Fine Day After Thursday

WIDE PLOT BELIEVED.
Ermette Giovanni, who .Saturday 

tried to assassinate Premier Mussolini, 
is shielding his accomplices in a wider 
plot to remove the Premier and end 
the fascist regime, the Roman Press de­
clared unanimously yesterday. The 
young would-be assassin still Insists 
to the police that he acted solely on 
his own initiative.

Giovanni told police that he crossed I 
the Frontier near Ventimille on Sept. 
9, purchased the two bombs used in 
the attack, and a revolver, after enter­
ing the country, and then came at once 
to Rome, arriving by train only two 
hours before he hurled the bombs at 
the Premier’s automobile.

The story told by the bewildered 
men, was to the effect that they had 
paid between 2,000 and 10,000 lire 
apiece for passage from Marseilles tc 
New York, and that when the steamer 
cast another anchor in St Margaret’s 
Bay, the captain told them to “dress 
up cleanly,” as they were only 8 miles 
from Halifax, which they understood 
was a United States city. One of the 
Italians told the interpreter that he 
and his comrades had left their homes 
in Sicily to seek their fortunes in the 
United States. They had, he declared, 
sold pratically all their belongings to 
raise sufficient money for their pas­
sage and had departed leaving 
families “with nothing at all.”

Their decision to emigrate to gtha 
United States, the spokesman said, 
wa| due to the glowing tales of a 
steamship
island of Sicily early in the summer, 
and painted pictures of the fortune* 
that were to be had in the land across 
the sea.

British Steamer Forced to Hand

SHANGHAI, Sept. 13—A delayed 

despatch from Hankow, dated last Fri­
day, says the British steamer Kiangwo, 
having on board British sailors wound­
ed in the attaék by Chinese troops at 
Wanhsien, recently, was heavily fired 
on last Thursday while passing Shan­
king and was forced to return up the 
river.

A COMMON southern moth, found 

rarely in New York and southern 
New England, is the angulifera. The 
male is blackish brown, but the fe­
male is dull pinkish washed with yel­
low, becoming more yellowish toward 
the borders of the wings.

This moth is much like the prome­
thea, the commonest of all our larger 
moths; but while in the promethea the 
males fly only in the daytime and the 
females only at night, both sexes of 
are angulifera are night fliers.

The caterpillars of the angulifera are 
like those of the promethea; they feed 
especially on tulip trees. The cocoons 
are usually spun within a leaf which 
is wrapped about them and fall to the 
ground with it; but sometimes the 
caterpillar runs a band of silk up the 
stem of the leaf and fastens it securely 
to the twig as in the case of these here 
shown.

The angulifera flies in June, and 
there is a second brood in August. 
Cocoons kept in a house usually hatch 
very early, In, late March or early 
April.
