There were sore hearts at Ryan in
the week that followed. As had long
been anticipated, orders came for the
summer practice march to the Indian
Territory, and the Eleventh—band and
all—had jogged away, leaving Major
Kenyon to command the post, with his
little battalion of infantry to guard it.

Welsh's enlivening tour of guard-duty.
The command was to march in
fourty-eight hours, equipped for

Dozens of Munchausens
wore the reporters’ pencils down to the
wood with details of their harrowing
sufferings. Then the editorials began,
and gravely lectur ed the people on the
wrongs of the whole system,—the un-
republian character of an army anyhow,
the repugnance in the American mind to
all idea of discipline. Meantime, of
course, the Palladium was firing hotshot
by the ton, and new so-called scandals
at Ryan, fresh on the helpl
and down-trodden soldiery, were the
subjects of Mr. Abram’s lurid delinea-
tions, until it was to be wondered atthat
in their wrath the offended public did
not wipe the foul blot on their civiliza-
tion from the face of the earth.

It was on Friday evening that, in
answer to certain despatches he had
been firing at department head-quarters,
Colonel Morris received a message that
at least put him out of uncertainty.

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THE SCHOONER GERTIE,

a vessel of about 100 tons was coming

m- | 3own the bay on Friday from Parrsboro,
2m. | with a cargo of 196 tons of slack coal for

the St. Jobn Gas [company. She had
left Parrsboro eight days before Christ-
mas but on account of the rough weather
had made no farther than Spencer’s Is-
land by Friday morning. She
left the island early in the day.
Ahout 10 o'clock Friday night the
snow storm and ‘heavy  gale set
in. Nothing could be seen and the
vessel labored heavily through the sea
her decks being washed frequently by
the waves. Shortly after midnight
Captain Hatfield got his vessel
around Cape Spencer -but the storm
was so severe that she became unman-
ageable. In gibing the mainsail the
maiuboom broke and the sail was soon
flying in ribbons. The foresail also broke
away and to keep from going ashore the
anchors were thrown out. The yessel
was washed by the seas in a terrible
manner and in hopes of preventing her
from dragging ashore as she seemed tobe
doing, it was decided to cut the
masts out. But an axe fit to dothis
was not to be found on board the
vessel, so the lanyards were cut fore
and aft' on the weatber side in the
hope that the rolling of the vessel would
break the masts off at the deck or above
it. Instead of this being the case, how-
ever, both masts gave way below deck,
and as they toppled.over the side they
tore open great holes in the deck of the
vessel through which the water rashed
in great quantities into the hold at every
wave that washed over her. Beeingtbat
their vessel was about to sink the crew
took to the Dboats to save their
lives. They did not have time to take
any provisions or any of their clothing
or effects with them, all hands jumping
into the boat and pulling away from the
vessel pas quickly as possible. John
Winters, a boy about 16 years of age, fell
over-board in attempting to get into the
boat and had & narrow escape from
drowning. He was rescued by the cap-
tain who caught his hand just as he was
going beneath the waves. When the
crew left the vessel she was
under water at the bow and was sinking
rapidly. There were about 8 fathoms of
water at the place. The crew had a
rough experience in the boat as the
wind was blowing very heavily and the
snow had turned to hail. After s hard
pull, However, they ‘were fortunate en-
ough to land safely about 4 o’clock Satur-
day morning at Mispeck. Ne housés
could be seen then and not knowing just
where they were the men had to rum
about in their wet clothes for several
hours in order to keep from perishing with
the cold. Besides Captain Hatfield and
John Winters, the boy who fell over-
board, there were the mate, Stewart
Salter, and two men, Frazer Spicer, ‘and
Clarence Parsons, all of whom belonged
about Parrsboro. The mate Salter, and
Parsons, had their feet frozen some, and
the Winters boy became sc exhausted
tbat the other men had to carry him.
About 9 o'clock they discovered a house,
not far away, which they reached
in a very much exhaustod state.
The house was Thomas Towers and the
crew speak very highly of the kindness
and care shown them by Mr. Towers
family. The shipwrecked men were
brought into the city today.

The cargo of the Gertie was insured in
thé Boston,Marine Insurance Co's. office.
The vessel was owned by D. 8. Howard
and Charles Baker of Parrsboro. She
was partly insured by Baker.

THE ALICE ASHORE.

The schooner Alice was out in the
same Btcrms as the Gertie on Friday
night, and was on the same voyage,
having about 100 tons of slack coal for
the Gas Company here. She had her
sails blown off in the gales of Friday
night and Saturday morning and
also lost her small boat. Captain
Morris could not make the har-
bor in the thick hail storm and
came to an anchor near Shagg rock, be-
low Partridge Island early Saturday
morning. The vessel’s anchors soon
dragged and as she was apparently
bound to go ashore the captain thought
that he would try to run her in at some
place where there would be a chance for
himself and the otber two men to be
saved,--s0 he slipped his  apchor and
ran the vessel’s bow cn
at a place called Sandy

cove, near Mahogany Island. Here the
water washed over the vessel in huge
waves and the captain and his men
were forced to stay in the rigging for sev-
eral hours till the storm died away and
the tide had ‘receded. Tbe schooner is
very little damaged andit is thought
that when the cargo is taken out of her
she can be got off all right. The Alice
is owned by Captain Morris, who has no
insurance on her. The cargo is insured
in the Boston Marine Insurance office.

‘The schooner Gladys, Capt. Edgett,
from New York had a terrible experience
on this trip. She left Hopewell Cape
Friday where she had been previously
driven, (as before reported) and was out
inthe gale of Friday and Saturday.
Capt. Edgett hove hls vessel to but
she would not remain in this positicn,
and he was forced to run the gale out.
The decks were flooded and every
movable object swept from them, her
cabin doors were smashed in, and the
cabin flooded. One of the seamen, a
young man_named Warnock was wash-
ed ovesboard but he washed on
board again by the mnext wave.
The sufferings of the crew were intense
and for 24 hours they could not obtain
a morsel of food or a drop of water.
Captain Edgett is suffering from & heavy
cold contracted on the voyage.

It was related that a three masted
schooner was ashore near Musquash
butthe rumor could not be traced to
any reliable source.

During the gale the vessel
started leaking and when it subsided it
was found that there was 3 feet of water
in her hold.

Captain Nickersonjdecided to run back
to this port for repairs and yesterday he
reached the Island. The pumps were
‘continually kept going and the vessel is
now leaking badly at Rodney slip
