The
authorities determined to put an end to
this - vendetta - business, which was get-
ting too frequent among the Italians of
New Orleans, and which has resulted in
40 or more murders and assassinations,
and vigorous efforts were made to
captgre the criminals. Six men were
arregted for the crime and tried. During
the trial one of the principal witnesses,an
Italian, was assassinated. The trial
resulted in a conviction, but there was
80 mnch perjury that the judge granted
a pew trial, which is yet to come off.
Chief of Police Hennessey, who was a
witness in the first case, set to work to
collect all the evidence in regard to the
Mafia, the Stapallagieri and their Italian
assassination societies in New Orleans,
and to the numerous vendettas and mur-
ders committed b¥ them. As thereis a
feud between the Italians growing out of
the killing of the six men, he found it
possible to secure ample evidence of the
most sensational character, and he prom-
ised such developments as would break
up the vendetta in New Orleans forever.
Hennessey was & man of phenomenal
courage; and fearlessness, but he deemed
it well, from the many threats he re-
ceived, to guard himself,;and never went
without one or more officers with him.
Unfortundnlg, he dismissed his body-
rd a few days ago, either believing
that he could protect himself or that the
threats amounted to nothing. The ass-
assins evidently knew this.
The police say that the crime was
carefully planned. Two gangs of men
were detailed for it. They were armed
with revolvers and blunderbusses, and
stationed concealed in alleyways at each

This
was in one of the thickest settled por-
tions of the city, but it was a dark, rainy
ight, and no one was abroad.

t was near midnight when Hennessey
started home. He turned the corner,
and as he came under the blaze of the
electric light the assassins opened on
him with 8 volley from an alleyway.
Heénnessey must have been wounded at
the first fire; but he stood his ground,
drew his revolver and fired at his aseail-
ants. They replied, and 20 or more shots
were fired. - An officer heard- them and
ran to Hennessey’s aid, only to be him-
self shot in the ear.

When Hennessey fell, the men who
were concealed in the alleyway ran out
and down the street, one of them throw-
ing away his gun. Four other men
waiting at the other corner for Hennes-
sey, joined the fugitives, and the entire
crowd ran up the street and disappeared
in the darkness.

When relief reached Hennessey he
was found fallen on the door steps. He
was literally riddled with bullets. Both
his lungs ~were perforated: another
wound was very near his heart, one in
his stomach, one in his side, and still
another in his leg—six serious wounds
altogether. Besides these his coat was
cut by no less than nine other bullets,
which had not penetrated the flésh.

The doctors at once pronounced the
wounds mortal. Hennessey ,died at 9
o’clock this morning, He was rational
to the last and declared that the murder
was committed by “Dagos.” Of this
there was no reasonable doubt, as sev-
eral persons saw the men who committ-
ed the murder before the murder, and
when they were flying up the street with
their guns.

A number of arrests were made, and
the authorities think they have captur-
ed the assassins, among them the Ital-
ian from whose alleyway the murderers
opened fire, one Pletro Mastero,a recent-
ly arrived Sicillan, who was sufferin
from a wound in his head. Three of
the arrested men—Antoni Scoff-
lolo, Tebostoro Jucardona and Antonio
Bagnetto—have been identified as
among the assassing. Other arrests will
follow, as it is desired to get the men
who planned and ordered the crime, as
the actual murderers are rccognized as
merely hired bravos, or men who acted
under orders from a secret tribunal.

Hennessy was only 32 years old, a
man of undaunted courage, and the best
chief of police New Orleans has ever had.
It was he who some years captured
the famous brigand and bandit Guiseppe
E?osito, and delivered him up to the
Itahan authorities.

It is thought that among the murder-
ers may have been some of Esposito’s
band, which was for years a tferror to
Naples and Sicily.

A BIG MICHIGAN FAILURE.

The Peters Lumber and Salt Company
Assigns.

MaxisteE, Mich., Oct. 16.—The R. G.
Peters Salt and Lumber Company made
an assignment here to-day. No state-
ment has been given out, but the assets
will foot up about $3,000,000 and the
liabilities about $15,000,000,

It is the biggest crash in the state for
many years, and comes from a. source
least expected. Mr, Peters was the lead-
ing spirit in a score of big enterprises,
and was a baron in the lumber and salt
trade.

The failure will be far-reaching in its
effects. Meigs & Co., lumbermen
Dunham & Co., and the Fifth Nationa!
Bank of Grand Rapids ; James Keeland
of Milwaukee, and a number of Mil-
waukee banks are said to be interested
in the collapse.

The plant here has made enormous
profits, but the outside ventures, as a
rule, have been disastrous; especially
those 1n the South.

R. G. Peters owned 78,000 of the 80,
000 shares of the R.G. Peters Salt &
lumber Company, which is capitalized
at $2,000,000, and whose last annual re-
ort showed real and personal property
of over $2,500,000 and credits of $142,-
540, while the debts reached $510,573.
Beside being president of the Peters Salt
& Lumber Company of Manistee, Mr.
Peters is a member of the firm of Dun-
ham, Peters & Co. of Grand Rapids.
He owns a two-fiths interest in the St.
Ronach Lumber Company of Manistee,
a half interest in the firm of Butters, Pet-
ers & Co. of Ludington, a leading inter-
est in the firm of Peters & Morrison,
which controls 15,000 acres of land atMen-
ominee and 150,000 acres of land in vari-
ous states. He is also president of the
Manistee National Bank and a director
of the Fifth National Bank of Grand
Rapids. He also owns personally 100,-
000 acres of timber lands in Alabama
and the Carolinas.

THE BIRCHALL CASE.

Some soft hearted people in the pro-
vince of Ontario are already taking steps
with a view of saving the life of the mur-
derer Birchall. Petitions are in circula-
tion asking the Governor General to
commute his sentence to imprisonment
and a crop of new theories, with a view
to relieve Birchall of some part of the
responsibility of the murder of Benwell,
has been started. That Birchall is guil-
ty of Benwell’s murder there can be no
reasonable doubt, and that the
murder was a most brutal one and was
premeditated goes without saying.

Birchall decoyed his victimacross the
Atlantic with the deliberate:design of
robbing and murdering him, and if
death is not the proper punishment for
such a crime, then the death penalty
ougbt to be abulished altogether. The
latest story which is being told with the
view ofsaving Birchall’s life is the follow-
ing,which is wired from ‘Woodstock,Ont.:

If the story which has been told about
town had been known a month ago
Birchall’s chances for life, at least,might
have been a great deal better than to~

. day. Some one about the Thompson

Hotel has revealed the fact that one
night last February, about the time that
Benwell was killed, a short, thick set
man came to the hotel and asked for a
room. He was nervous and excited and
avoided every onc. Next morning,
early, he left witl ¢ eating any break-
fast, and under the pillow where he had
slept was found a $8 calibre revolver
with all the chambers containing recently
discharged cartridges. The two bullets
found in Benwell’s head were of 38 cali-
bre, and it will be remembered that no
trace of the revolver with which he was
shot has ever been found. It is thought
that this is some “American colonel”
that Birchall is known to have been
with a great deal in London, and it is
believed here that Birchall’s confessiou
discloses the fact that this stranger was
the man who fired the fatal shot.

Now here is a story put forward by
some weak person with the object of
causing a third party to be suspected of
participation in the Benwell murder. A
short, thicksset man, who is foolish
enough to carry a pistol, leaves it under
his pillow at Woodstock, and because of
this we are asked to believe that he,
and mot Birchall, murdered Benwell.
Fven if the theory were all correct and
it was shown that this other person
fired the fatal shot, it would not help
Birchall, who decoyed Benwell to his
doom. Why should any {rue man or
woman endeavor to save the life of such
a human wolf as Birchall, who would
rather murder decent people.than do
honest gork for a living ?

s FALSIFYING A CENSUS.

That the U. S. census of 1890 was de-
liberately falsified for the purpose of re-
ducing the representation of Democratic
states is beginning to be generally believ-
ed and matters have reached such a
pass that nothing short of a recount will
satisfy some of the states which it is
thought have had their returns tamper-
ed with. The official census gave New
York city a population of 1,513,501, but a
census taken by the police, under the
direction of the city government, a few
days ago, gives New York a population
0f 1,710,715 or nearly 200,000 more than
the official census. The people of Brook-
lyn, which has grown enormously dur-
ing the past ten years, and whichis a
democratic stronghold, also believe that
their census has been tampered with
and a recount will no doubt be ordered
in that city. All the southern states
complain that their population is less
than it ought to be, and ail these states,
it is well known, are democratic. The
population of Texas is found to have in-
creased only 40 per centin the past
ten years against 94 per cent in
the previous ten years while the
increase of Tennessee has fallen from
22 per cent between 1870 and 1880 to 14
per cent between 1850 and 1890. In re-
gard to this mat'cr the Boston Herald
observes :— :

If this strange dJirninution of growth
were confined to two or three of the
southern states, it might be permitted to
pass without being taken as evidence of
unfair play. But, occurring as it does
throughout the southern section, it ex-
cites very disagreeable suspicions in re-

ard to the .political purpose of the
orter census.

Falgifying the census is a new feature
in the American system of government
and has the same infamous features as
the election of Hayes to the presidency,
by returning boards, 1n 1876.

THE ULUNDA IN HALIFAX.

The wrecked steamship Ulunda has
reached Halifax, and is now in the
splendid dry dock which has been con-
structed at that port. There she will
remain until the necessary repairs are
completed to enable her to resume her
old place as an ocean steamshiy. The
case of the Ulunda illustrates the folly
of those persons in 8t. John who declar-
ed that a dry dock was not needed here.
Almost before their words had died
away a wreck occurs at our very doors
which proves in the most conclusive
manner that a dry dock is a
necessity to this port if we are to do any
considerable ocean trade, by means of
steamships. If we had possessed a dry
dock the Ulunda would have come here
instead of going to Halifax and the
$60,000 or more which it will cost to re-
pair her would have been expended in
this city. Let the people of 8t. John
now, before it is too late, before trade
has become settled in other channels,
take the proper steps to obtain for this
port such terminal facilities as are need-
ed. That adry dock is one of the things
we must have needs no fur-
ther demonstration. Many good peo-
ple have opposed the construction
of & dry dock because they honestly be-
lieved that blocks would answer the
same purpose but they mustmow see
their mistake. Blocks are utterly use-
less for iron vessels, and they

are not well sunited to vessels that re-
quire to be opened or that are in such a
condition that the water flows into them.
It is time our people rid themselves of
all delusions and began to work together
for harbor improvement.

IN THE LAW.

The army of attorneys in this prov-
ince has recently received a large acces-
sion to its ranks, and very soon its new

.| members will open their offices and, for

a consideration, set themselves about
righting the wrongs of such clients as
may be constrained to avail themselves
of their services. Having been admit-
ted to the bar, we have no doubt but
these young men, with perhaps an oc-
casional exception, look upon their fu-
ture as secure. They see, in imagination,
their offices besieged by clients; they
see their bank accounts swelled by re-
taining fees, and themselves honored be-
cause of their erudition and eloquence.
They see themselves among the most
respected -of the members of
a respected  profession, elevated
to a  judgeship or standing
among the foremost councillors of a na-
tion. Very pleasant are such illusions
and it would be pitiful if youth were de-
nied their indulgence. But the experi-
ence of the world demonstrates that the
achievement of marked success in any
profession is limited tothe very few. As
the world grews older it grows wiser,
and in the transaction of his business
every man becomes more and more his
own lawyer : that is, by conducting his
business in a business like manner he
escapes those entanglements in which in
former years he became so frequently
involved, and from which he could not
escape without resort to the courts of
law. Our city has now about one hun-
dred practising attorneys, but it is &
question if their business exceeds that
which was done here by half of that
number forty or fifty years ago. The
profession of medicine is overcrowded
as well as the profession of law. The
man who lives intelligently and does
his business intelligently has little use
for either doctors or lawyers, and a8 in
the near future we trust that all men
will do both, it is with a degree of sad-
ness that we see young men, capable of
filling prominent places in the industrial
world, devoting their time to the study
of any one of the already overcrowded
professions ; and especially so, since we
are assured that with every decade men
are becoming better prepared within
themselves to take care of their own
consciences, their own health and their
own possessions. We read how one
pound of steel, worth five cents ina
crude state is worth as many thousands
of dollars when made into watch springs.
We see every day how crude and worth=
less materials of various sorts aretrans-
formed by the artizan into articles ‘of
beauty and value, and how the desert is
made to bloom as the rose. Such employ-
ments are the noblest that can engage
our attention, and in such employments,
a moderate measure of success, at least,
is assured to honest endeavor; but in
the learned pro‘essions it is otherwise,
for, a8 men grow more intelligent they
grow to be theirown advisers, and as
not more than one man today
feels called upon to engage the ser-
vices of a lawyer or physician
where ten did fifty years ago, we
are assured that with the wider diffusion
of intelligence the demand for their ser-
vices will continue to decrease as in the
past. Still we congratulate our young
friends on their admission to the bar.
It has been gained by hard study; by
work. Ifthe law fails them, the world
is wide and it would be folly for them to
despair.

NOTE II_D_EOIIEIT.

The London Daily News says:—

Twenty-one millions of pounds sterl-
ing was paid by England last year to
continental countries for dairy produce
alone. The butter and margarine im-
Eorted weighed over three million

undred weights and the cheese nearly
two million. The eggs amounted to
eleven hundred millions. These im-
mense quantities will probably continue
to be imported until inland freight
charges become reduced. At present it
is cheaper to send packages to London
from Belgium than from many parts of
Yorkshire,

Great Britain seems to be a pretty
good market for dairy products and
there is no reason why Canada should
not increase her exports to it.

NYE PUTS THE EXPENSE AT 8500
MORE THAN YOU GET.

H e Also Makes Other Fnteresting Re-
marks About existence in the Met-
ropoils and Tells Some Things
AboutBallot Law.

Thorndyke Smiley, of Sandy Mush
Towrship, N. C., writes : “Would it be
too much trouble for you to tell me with
regard to the expense of living in New
York for a man in moderate circumstanc-
es and who is willing to economize? I
believe that if folks in New York only
thought so they could save a good deal
more money than they do. Why do
folks kick so with regard to cost of liv-
ing in New York ? 1 get $30a month
here, but am offered $40 to goto New
York. Oughtn’t I to go in order to ad-
vance, and also to make so much more
money?

“Will you also tell me what you know
regarding the new ballot and all about
its history, if not too much trouble? We
all read your stuff at our house and re-
gard it as almost unavoidable.”

APPROACHED BY UNKNOWN WOMEN.

New York is about the only American
city I know of, Thorndyke, that does not
invite immigration. The reason is ap-
garent. For several centuries New York

28 been engaged by the United States
government to do a gemeral focusing
bnsiness for all the disaffected foreign
population of the earth, and as an_entre-
pot if you know what that is, Thorn-
dyke, and cache e hoodlum for Europe.
Finally, it got to where the diseased
pauper, both titled and otherwise, who
desired either to marry rich or go into
polities, constituted the bulk of the im-
migration. Foreign dynasties informed
us that we must accept such as they
could gather from the ranks and whose
terms either in the bastile or the ~pest
house had not yet expired, as they had
run out of “ticket-of-leave men” and
other suitable timber for colonization.
The result ig that with the influx of am-
bitious young blood from the interior to
hold level this ever restless and ever
flowing current of poorly deodorized
aliens, together with the natural growth
of the city, there has beenno organized
effort to make of it a boom town.

Our growth therefore, I may trath-
fully say, has been steady and healthful,
and any unoccupied or unimproved
poperty south of the postoffice that you
can get hold of is almost sure to be val-
uable if you hold it long enough.

The expense of living in. New York
varies according to the station you pur-

e occupying, but generally runs up
rom $500 to $800 per annum over what
you get.

If you expect to create a social revul-
sion you will find that it will run con-
siderably into money. If you desire
sin;&ly to dodge the city ordinance re-
garding dress, eat the herbage that
grows along the bobolink environed, that
ribbed, granite canyon of Broadway, and
laundry your clothes and your familyin
the stone horse trough on Mail street,
which has been dumbly appealing to
God and man for ages to come and put
a drop of water on'its parched  tongue,
than you can make it pay to move Lo
New York for an advance of $10 per
month, but otherwise not.

In the first place, you do not want to
be too far from your work, 8o you try
to get a place down town. There is
nothing there, unless you sleep in a crate
and associate with those who have been
already blackballed in perdition.

So you go. further out, further out,
with yoursalary in one hand and your
sinking heartin the other, till at last
you find where you may be permitted to
abide, but you must get up by candle
light and eat your morning fried mush
before the grey dawn in order to catch
your ferry or your train so that you may
make the shop, orthe store, or the office
in time, Then you must pay per year
$75 to$100 to the ferries and cars for
your daily ride, while you stand up and
gaily hcp from the wavering corn of one
fat passenger after another, contributing
at least five working months in the
year to getting to and from work,

Of course I do not wish to discourage

ou, for you may be kind of set on com-
ing, andif you areall I could ‘'say ina
conservative way would not keep you
away. The general custom among a
certain class is to go to New York, go
through the $18 which is brought to the
city, and then return to speak disrespect-
fully around the sand embowered and
amber speckled stove of the home _cod-
fish emporium for years after, but if you
have your ideas properly pulled and

ounded and massaged by some true
riend beforehand there will be less
chance for disappoinment afterward.

The solemn truth is, however, that
there is at present a_fraction over two

Some think  that the
ballot, or the word ballot, at least, came
from ballot, but such, it seems to me,
could not have been the case, especially
the secret ballot.

The ancient Greeks selected their
magistrates or decided political ques-
tions by secret vote, for which purpose
they used different colored beans. At
one time they used only the pole beans,
Hence the term, from the Greek, “‘going
to the polle.” It is one of the most in-
teresting and thrilling sights, we are
told, to see the Greek on election day
selecting his ballot from the bean bag
before casting it.

In the selection of candidates certain
colored beans were chosen by the prima-
ries to correspond with the candidates
they were to represent. Sometimes a
packed primary would decide on a style
of bean to cast for an_unpopular can-
dldate, knowing that the last quart of
that brand of bean had been eaten at
breakfast the previous Sunday. Had
that hagpened here a style of vulcanized
rubber bean of the same general appear-
ance would have been made in the night.
The Greek orgin of Boston is established
by the history of the ballot, I thihk.

At Athens the dicasts—whatever that
may be—used in givin, their verdicts
balls of stone called psephi, or of metal

called sponduli whence, comes the term

spondulix or money, which has also been
associated more or less with the ballot
throughout the history of the world.
Those pierced in the centre or black in
color signified condemnation, and
though this, of course, was hardly polit-
cal balloting it soon led to it.

BEWARE OF PICKPOCKETS.

IN THE REFORMED BALLOT BOOTH.

Petalism, which wasso popular in
Syracuse at an early day, a term which
has nothing to do whatever with pessi-
mism, was a system of voting by words
written upon the leaves of the olive. By
using the plain leaf the voter signified
“I give you leave ;” but by making cer-
tain other Greek characters on the ballot
it meant “Leave the office alone.” Or it
might be marked soas to mean “We
beleave not in you.”

The Romans first monkeyed with the
divine right of suffrage in the year 139
B. C. using wooden tabelle placed in the
cista—a sort of basket or wicker box.
These were marked U, R. &uti rogas) or
A. (antiquo) in the case ofa proposed
law, and L. (libro) or D. (damno) in the
case of a public trial. The man
custom of using the word damno upon
casting the ballot has given rise to the
custom by which politics and profanity
are stillseen so often going hand inhand
down to a drankard’s grave, to seeif he
ig in it, and, if not, with the idea of ut-
ilizing it themselves.

I have an idea that the Auatralian
ballot was also used in Rome at least a
century before the birth of Christ, for it
is a fact that at that Yeriod the wooden
tables used as ballots contained the
names of both the candidates,, and, had
puncta or holes opposite the name used
or voted for.

In Great Britain the ballot was first
used in 1662 by the Scots parliament in
proceeding in-the “Billeting act,” which
was a measure for ostracising and other-
wise disfiguring a few political oppo~
ents. Each member of parliament wrote
ina disguised hand on a piece of paper
the names of ~ twelve people whom he
didn’t like and whom he would be glad
to ostracise, or at least help hold while
some one else did it,

These names were put in & bag, which
was at once sealed up and sent to tbe
exchequer chamber. The king repudi-
ated this act, however, in 1705. At the

resent time voting is done in Great

ritain a good deal the same as it will
be done in this state hereafter. A cross
is made after the nams of the candidate
who is voted for, the names being in al-
phabetical order on the ballot. Each
voter has a chance to go and commune
with himself while thinking who he will
vote for. Eorthis purpose he has a little
booth, to which he can secretly retire
along with his numbered or stamped bal-
lot, and unless his thoughts are highly
vociferous they cannot be heard outside
the booth, or, if heard, they will be so
indistinct that the law is really complied
with in spirit at least.

Australia has a good method, which is
called the Kangaroo method, and has
worked so well that canvassing for votes
has practically disappeared there, and
sheep stealing is on the decrease; You
are of course familiar with this method
more or less, Thorndyke, and so I need
not gointe detail, but the principle 18
there as well as here, that even if you
buy a voter you can never feel sure that
he will not be reﬁ;levied by some one else.
A man who will sell his’ vote will also
lie, or leave his honor in the Grand Cen-
tril depot ; therefore you can never feel
sure of a vote unless after buying it you
see that itis deposited and counted or
counted at least. This method will in-
sure secrecy, and also give the voter
while in hisbooth a chance to think oyer
his past life. If permissible, thrilling
mottoes in red yarn could be hung up in
these booths, asking the voter if he has
used Blair's soap, and also bidding him
good morning in a bright and chipper
tone.

Some murmuring is being done here;
of course, regarding the great. expense
the city will be at or to in order to fit
up haliots and little retiring rooms or
considering places, but if we are doing
right we must not pause to recken up
the expense.

The estimated cost of our fall election
here is $464,743, and there 18 a great deal
of complaint over this, especially by
these who do not see any immediate
prospect of getting some of it. The
money. will go almost directly to the
paper man, the printer and the carpenter,
at least as near as you can 'make a half
million dollars go in New York to the
man it was destined for. Naturally
some of it will stickto those whose ad-
hesive palms are extended especially in
the fall of the year ; but I am betting on
the beauties of this ballot, and now if
the good men who bathe will also ballot
there will be a great light dawu on' the
future, and its rosy rays will even stab
their little ruddy promises into the dark
and noisome pestilential political pres-

nt.
“Some day,’as I heard a bright youn%
voice singing not long ago, “some day
know not when the day may be,” the
time will come, Thorndyke,  when
elections will grow wider and wider
apart. One election will do for as much
as two or three years, and the campaign
expenses may be saved up and used for
flour and bacon and soap and pure air;
when the liar and the lamb. shall lie
down together—under the same epitaph
—people will give themselves more to
manual labor and less to prolonged chin
recitals, peace shall be as a river, and
joy like the waves of the sea.

The mate of the ship Lizzie C. Troop
cabled today to Messrs. Troop & Son,
from Hiogo, Japan, that that vessel had
been wrecked on the Island of Loochoo
on the 22nd of September. She was
bound from Nagasaki, Japan, to Puget

left Nagasaki on the 15th of September
and on the 22nd encountered a cyclone
in which she drove ashore.
Capt. Benjamin G. Fownes, his child
and ten men were drowned. Mrs.
Fownes, who accompanied her husband,
was saved. Capt. B. G. Fownes was a

brother to Capt. Fownes of the bargt.
‘Woodbine of this port. He married
Miss Keith, daughter of Owen Keith of
Havelock, Kings county. His Iittle
daughter, who was drowned, was about
ten years of age.

The island on which the ship went
ashore is to the southward of Nagasaki
and is one of a large ‘group. The mate,
John Troop, who cabled the word from
Hiogo is a native of Nova Scotia. There
being no telegraphic commnnication
from the island he was unable to send
word until he reached Hiogo. The
names of the drowned men are not
known but they all shipped in Phiadel-
phia from which port the vessel took a
cargo of oil to Nagasaki.

A short time ago the steward of the
ship tried to poison all hands on the
vessel, so that he and a confederate
could deliver her into the hands of the
natives of the Islands. .

The Liszie C: Trocp was owned in this
city by Messrs, Troop & Son, Simeon
Jones, and Captain Corning of the ship
Troop. She and her chartered cargo
were insured for $50,000. She was 1400
tons register and was built at Courtenay
Bay in 1873 by Stephen King.
