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A POLITICAL POWER.
When Mr. Mackenzie’s Minister of -Justice was
recently declaiming in Parliament with great
warmth and a magnificent burst of holy indigna-
tion against members who allowell railway corpor-
ations to contribute towards the expenses of their
election, Dr. Tupper, whose reliable memory and
stock of facts have proved so troublesome to his
opponents, proposed the followisg perplexing con-
undrum for the benefit of this Minister :—

That hon. gentleman himself an an election in
West Durham. A distinguishell gentleman, well
known to the people of this cosntry—who he be-
lieved lived in West Durham—was Mr. Simpson,
the President of the Bank of Ontario ; and did the
hon. gentleman not know that on the counter of
that bank lay a subscription paper to secure money
to pay that hon. gentleman’s expenses? Did he
not know that when customers came into the bank,
they were requested to put their names to this pa-
per and subscribe? And did he not know that,
having paid the hon. gentlemanls eléction ex-
penses, which had been subscribgd for on the
counter of the Ontario Bank, and having collected
the money to do so, the Bank of Ositario had drawn
out of the pockets of the Feople of Canada some-
thing like §50,000 a year, from the hour that hon.
gentleman had taken his seat in the Government of
Canada down to the present moment? And yet
thathon. gentleman talked about purity to hon.
members of the House, and about purity in run-
ning elections.

Subsequently, Mr. Bowell moved for an Order of
the House for the production of copies of corres-
pondence between the Finance Minister and the
Ontario Bank respecting Goverament deposits in
the Bank since November 1st, 1873, and the House
so0 ordered. Mr. Bowell showed that even during
the past year this Bank has had on hand of the
public monies no less ¥ sum than an average of
$275,542; for which it pays not one cent of interest.
The capital of the Bank is $3,000,000. All the
other Banks of Ontario have a capital of $13,074,-
600, or nearly four and a half timesas much as the
Bank in question, and yet the Government depos-
its in these only amounted to $134,620.  The kind-
ness of the Government to the Ontario Bank is not

Globe, admits that he had correspondence with the
Finance Minister, in which he urged him “to do
the right thing” by the Bank in the matter of the
Government deposits. The President’s circular to
the Bank’s customers urged them to vote for the
Government, saying: “If they (the Gov't) are
sustained our Bank and other Ontario banks, and

through them the country” [meaning those who
needed discounts at his Bank] “will have the use of
the Government surplus until required.” This posi-

tive assertion is clear evidence of a binding agree-

ment. The “other” banks, it appears, did ngt re-

ceive much consideration, Mr. Simpson’s agreement

not having included them to any great extent!

The Manager of the Bank (Mr. Holland) wrote

to the customers in equally positive terms: “We

[the Bank] are largely interested in the success of
the present Government, and its continuance in

power will add largely to the success and prosperity

of the Bank.” The evidence which thege letters,

the President’s personal canvassing, and the extra-

ordinary use which the Bank has been enabled to

make of the Government deposits frem that day

until the present, all point to the existence of a

positive, clearly defined agreement such as Mr.

Gibbs, a director of the Bank, has described. If
further evidence is needed it is shown in the

utter failure of the Government toaccount satisfac-

torily for the presence of these deposits in that

Bank in preference to all other Banks. ‘An ex-

planation was, indeed, attempted by Mr. Cart-

wright, but it was no sooner stated than it was de-

molished by Mr. Gibbs. The Finance Minister

declared that the large deposits of Government

moneys were needed in this Bank because it had

agencies at Prince Arthur’s Landing on Lake Su-

perior and in Manitoba, where the Government

required to pay out money.

Mr. Gibbs showed
that men who had always hitherto supported him,
votedt agginst him in 1874 in consequence of the
pressure from the Bank President, and Sir John
stated that had the return of Mr. Gibbs’ opponent
been contested before the Courts, as he had ad-
vised, it would have been set aside for * undue in-
fluence.”

This eleetion episode shows very clearly, first, the
value of the Government’s professions in reference
to free elections, and, second, their conception of
the uses to which the public fands may be applied.
The facts speak so plainly for themselves that no
comment is needed.

MR. DOMVILLE IN PARLIAMENT.

The Globe of Tuesday evening contained a choice
specimen of that style of “home manufacture”
which the Grits find no difficulty in originating
and “ protecting.” It was a telegram, and it came
from the Government side of the House; and
being, according to the Grit judgment, of great
public service, the telegraph tolls, no doubt, were
paid out of the public purse. It reads as follows:

OtTAwA, April 2.—Great amusement was cre-
ated in the House to-day by the circulation of a
speech in pamphlet form sqid to have been deliv-
ered by Mr. Domyille on the tarifi’ question, and
apparently intended for distribution in King's
County, a few copies of which some members re-
ceived. As the House became suddenly thin about
the time Mr. Domville began to speak it isiof
course difficult to say whether the speech as pub-
lished is a verbatim copy of the one delivered.

The Telegraph on Tuesday morning published a
similar despatch, which was incorporated into its
regular Ottawa telegram, and passed off for the
contribution of its regular correspondent. ' The
same despatch was also sent to the News,—not from
its usual correspondent ; the evidence thus showing
that the telegrams had their origin in the same
quarter, and that outside of the nsual newspaper
service. Indeed, it would not he difficult, if it
were atall important, to “locae” the parties who
have attempted by mean insinuation, rather than
open assertion, to create the impression that Mr.
Domville is circulating a speéch which he hag
never delivered. The people will scarcely need to
be told that the “ dumb dogs” of Parliament are
frequently very bold in telegrams to which their
names do not appear ;—and if our information is
correct, it would seem that the authors of the anti-
Domville telegrams had not even the courage to
give their names to their own newspaper organs!

drank; Captain Firth, who met him frequently
and had known him intimately for years, and some
others. A strange feature of the affair
was that when Colwell 'was supposed by
the Collector to be at his post, he was
really off duty, having received leave of absence
direct from the Minister at Ottawa and without the
knowledge of the Collector. This happened on
two occasions. Finally, the Collector “investi-
gated” Colwell and suspended him—Mr, Ruel
called it dismissal,—and refused to pay him. Col-
well appealed to the Minister, who ordered a fur-
ther investigation by the Inspector, and again the
decision was against €olwell. - Colwell met the
Minister at St. John, and, according to his account
of the trouble, was told that the Collector and some
parties in St. John had a feeling against him and
that a place would be found for him in the Post
Office or the Railway service. But not getting
back his position in the Customs and not securing
any other berth, Colwell decided to visit Ottawa,
where he was cordially received by the Minister,
on whom he called almost daily. After waiting
some time he was at length promised by Mr. Bur-
pee a position in tH® North West and he was paid
one hundred dollars by the Minister of Customs’
orders. According to his account, he was to re-
ceive his appointment through the Department of
the Minister of Justice. This part of the story
seems almost incredible; it is, in fact, the strangest
part of the history of this very painful case. The
Department of Customs dismissed him in disgrace;
he was charged with sins which should have pre-
vented him from receiving employment in any De-
partment of the public service, least of all in the
Department of Justice ; and it seemed incredible
that he should be employed again by the Govern-
ment and especially that he should be recommend-
ed for a place by the Customs Department! But
Colwell’s version of the story, we regret to say, is
correct in this particular at any rate. Below isa
copy of the note of introduction which he received
by order of the Minister of Custorns,—but prepara-
tory to calling on the Minister of Justice for his
appointment he was advised by the Customs or its
Minister to submit to the medical examination
which is necessary before applying for positions
on the North West Police force. Colwell was
accordingly examined: by Dr. Swestland, of
Ottawa, and “passed,” and on so reporting to the
Minister of Customs, €olwell received the follow-
ing note, to be presented at the Department of
Justice, and was paid the sum of $100 in cash :—
Cusroms DEPARTMENT, 1
Ottawa, Oct. 29, 1875, §
Should the bearer, Mr, William Colwell, be en-
listed in the North West Mounted Police Force,
the undersigned recommends that his attention be
directed, as much as possible, to the prevention of
smuggling, etc., in the interests of the Customs, as
he has been an officer of Customs for many years.
(Signed) J. Jomxsox,
. Commissioner of Customs.
Could the Minister of Justice assume from that
document, would the public be right in assuming,
that the bearer had been dismissed from the
Customs Department for inefficiency, neglect of

any theeries which do nothing to build up the in-
dustries of the country. Moreover, he has refused
to sit in Parliament and give silent votes. Unlike
