SAILORS KILLED.

Three of the Crew of the Princess Lou-
ise Meet Death Near Alert Bay.

Steamer Cutch, which has just arrived
from the north, brings news of a serious
fatality which occurred near Alert Bay,
whereby three of the deckhands of the
Princess ' Louise lost their lives. On
{1 Wednesday last, as that steamer was
leaving Alert Bay an amateur photo-
grapher’ attempted to take a pieture of
five deck hands who were sitting on
the rail of the vessel.

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INTERVIEWED

He Denies the Stories of Corruption
Among Officials in the
Yukon.

Complaints Made by Calamity Howl-
ers—The Output of the
Klondike.

(From the Seattle Post-Intelligencer.)

qu\;‘rmation regarding the Klondike
which bas never before appeared in pub-
lic print, was obtained by, a Post-Intel-
ligencer reporter, who was accordeu a
two hours’ audience with' Major J. M.
Walsh, ex-commissioner of the Yukon
district, who arrived in *“Seattle at 2
o'clock yesterday morsing on”the#t i
er Rosalie. - Major Walsh was secen at
his rooms at the Hotel Butler yesterday
afterncon by the reporter and dwming
the course of the interview he made the
first ocstimate .of the season’s output
since leaving  Dawsown. . He also made
an estimate of the next seasons output
and made a significant statement re-.
garding . probable changes:,
governing the' royalties as-es X
Canadian government, - This seasci's
output Major Walsh said, will surely
reach $11,000,000, while the cléan-up
for next year wﬂl undoubtedly aggye-
gate $20,000,000.. The Yuken .country,
he says, is just opening up and he pre-
dicts ‘that future developiments will go
beyond .all expectations of eveiybody.

In speaking of the probable charg:s
in the laws governing royaities, he said
that since coming to Seattle he had met
several men ‘who had' just returned from
Ottawa, and they informed ‘him that any
recommendations he would make to the
Canadian government would unquestion-
ably be enacted into laws. If thg in-
formation received -by.. Major Wa'sh
from these men proves to be correct he
told the reporter in words which ecould
not be mistaken that all -grievances
would be removed shortly after he sub-
mits his official report and recommenda-
tions to the Dominion, govepnment. The
report_will be accompanied by a petition
from Yukon miners, Mhjor Walsh takes
exception to the chargesf made thriugh
the newspapers against the Yukou offi-
cials and is outspoken in his declaration
that all complaints have béen made by
calamity howlers and not ' legitimate
miners.

“The mass meetings  that frequently
take place in Dawson do not at all re-
present what the words ‘mass meeting’
mean in the older cities of the East.
During this spring and summer there
has been a mass meeting of 3,000 or
4,000 men on the levee and ‘streets of
Dawson, with nothing apparently to do
but to take a rumn at intervals upon a
stampede. ' Nearly every nationslity is
represented. The agitator is there, and
more happy, perhaps, that he would be
in the older 'cities, as he .never wants
for an  audience.” He can mount & dry-
goods box or a pile of lumber at any
time'and find hearers all ready ‘for him.
/These ‘meetings; were ‘not supported by
men -of standigg in; the district. ‘Wheth-
er it be 'merchant or uiiner; the ng)eopﬂe
who have interests will ‘be  foudd at-
tending to 'their: business or up ‘in the
gulches working, their claims; but these
agitators have arrogated to themselves
—as they think—the rizht to speak ¢or
the population of the district. Of five
different parties who tried . .to have
themselves acknowledged as the repre-
sentatives of the miners’ committee, but
one had any authority for his action.
That committea was appointed by a
miners’ meeting to draft a petition to
the government asking for amendments
to the mining regulations, and was re-
cognized and its petition accepted.

“The  population- which occupied the
streets and levee of Dawson must either
move out and prospect new territory: or
leave the dictriet. I think they  ‘will
leave the dictrict, and it will be a good
thing for the district when they do so.
They complain of not being able to find
locations, that the whole ' distriet s
staked, etc. 'When they are told that
the whole district is open fifty miles
| from Dawson for them to go and pros-
: pect, and that Dawson is an old camp
and had been visited by 20,000 people
before they came to it, and that they
might as well go to New York with the
expectation of finding a vacant lot on
Broadway, as to hope to get a claim in
the Klcndike district, they have nothing
to say, - I do not think these, men are
friendly with:the hard work which is to
be performed in the Yukon district to
make a living or to wecure a fortune.
They must find some excuse, and they
drop vpon the officials and the mining
regulations. .

“The district in the vicinlty of Daw-
son is over- populated by about 10,000
people, and as I said@ before, they must
«ither move to new creeks or leave the
district.

Poor Appreciation.

“From what we learn from the coast
papers the foreign population of Dawson
have poor appreciation of the fair gnd
Just treatment extended to them by the
Canadian people and the Canadian .of-
ficials. If a Canadian entering the Unit-
ed States was as sure of fair treatment
as an American is in the Yukon district
he could not be persuaded to malign the
offieials. - .

In the vieinity of 400
tons of goods were put up by the Hud-
sons ‘Bay Co., and shipped under instruc-
tions from ~Mr. Hinde-Bowker, The
South Portland also had in tow the river
steamer Constantine owned by the B.
A. Co., from Seattle to the mouth of:the
river, but she was one of the large num-
ber of flat-bottomed boats that were lost
on the way north. The dispute is chief-
ly in conpection with the valuable goods,
with which the B. A. Co. was going to
stock their Yukon stores ,and they allege
that these were not delivered at Dawson
according to contract. It appears that,
along with many thousands of tons of

SOLD THE CARIBOO.

The annual meeting of the Cariboo
Mining, Milling & Swmelting Company,
operating the Cariboo mine in Camp Mc-
Kinney, B.C., was hell at, the office of
the company in this ¢ity Friday, says the
Spokane Spokesman-Review. - :

The report of James Monaghan, presi-
dent and general manager, for the year
ending July "1, 1898, showed, among oth-
or things, that the mill had c:ushed 8,770
tons of ore during the year and that it
had yielded $121,270 in bullion and $17,-
943:64 in concentrates. For the same
period during the previous year, the rec-
ords of the company show an output of
8,742 tons of ore, which yielded in'bul-
lion $104,826.09 and in conventrates $ 8,-
513.30 . The showing is therefore that
the output for the past year was an in-
crease of but 8 tons over that of the
previous year while the increase in value
of production was $20,904.06.
