Kaiser Frederick’s Secretary.

Herr Gustav Freytag has just pub-
lished an essay on Karl von Normann,
former sccretary and court marshal of
Emperor Frederick from 1864 to 1884.
The author describes how intimate were
the relations between von Normann and
the crown prince’s family, t’ho regarded
him as a member of itin fhe true sense
of the word. In the first\ years of his
office he performed all the duties of pri-
vate secretary; he carried on all the cor-
respondence of the crown prince and
princess with the artists, authors, and
the charitable institutions with which
they were connected; but by degrees he
became the most intimate counselor of
the prince’s family.

In the year 1884 he withdrew from
court and went into the service -of the
state. After a short preparation he be-
came Prussian ambassador to Bruns-
wick, Oldenburg and Lippe. In the
early morning of the day on which Nor-
mann left the crown prince the latter
came to his room, embraced and kissed
him, thanked him for his services, and
said: “When I am emperor you will be
the first whom I shall call to my side.”
A short time after the sick Emperor
Frederick arrived at Charlottenburg,
Herr von Normann was informed of the
illustrious patient’s wish to have him
near him, and his removal to Berlin was
talked about. When for this reason he
was summoned to the emperor, and ap-
proached the bed of the patient, the em-
peror, on seeing him step into the room,
stretched both arms out toward him.
He sank on his knees before the bed
weeping, and the emperor held him long
in close embrace. It'was the last time
they met, and a few weeks after the em-

eror’s death, on July 17, 1888, Karl von

Normann died of heart disease.—Berlin
Cor. London Standard,

Beauty of Person.

“The Pyramid” is 4,200 feet above the river,
and the river is 1,130 feet above the sea.

Another architectural piece goes by the
name of “‘Babel's Tower,” and is 5,000 feet
high, and this has beautiful sculptured but-
tresses, The castle on the Rhine is the same
height.

sculpturing, the central facade bearing a mul-
titude of sphinxes and classic images,

“Sunset Peak” goes up like a dome 6,000
feet, and when the sun sets clear and has en-
tirely disappeared behind the mountains its
reflected light rests on this topmost peak and
transforms it into a minaret of gold—a
beavenly light, indeed.

‘“‘Solomon’s Temple” is considerably over a
mile high, and the denudation and wearing
of the rock by water has been such that it
represents an enormous pile of architecture
with sculptured bastions, harmonious in its
proportions, with great terraces at its base,
and growing smaller toward the top. On the
very top, in the center, is a pyramidal peak
in exact proportions.—Golden Days.

SOME THINGS WORTH KNOWING.

The juice of raw onions applied to the
stings of insects will destroy the poison.

Turpentine, given in teaspoonful doses
every eight hours in milk or coffee, is pro-
nounced a cure for diphtheria.

A little borax put in water in which scarlet
napkins and red bordered towels are to be
washed will prevent them from fading.

Chloral hydrate, one drachm; glycerine,
four drachms; bay rum, eighy ounces, will
destroy dandruff. Mix and rub on the scalp.

Oil of cinnamon, dropped on warts three
or four times a day, will cause their disap-
pearance, however hard, large or dense they
may be. The application gives no pain, nor
does it cause suppuration.

The white of an egg is stated to be the best
application forsoothing burnsand scalds. It
may be poured over the wound, and forms
at once a varnish, which excludes the air.
It is also far more cooling than the usual ap-
plication of sweet oil and cotton.

Oil of peppermint in water diluted even to
one part in 1,000,000 will kill cockroaches in
an hour, they dying in convulsions. One
drop of the oil placed under a bell jar cover-
ing a cultivation of cholera bacilli will kill
both bacilli and spores in forty-eight hours.

It is a comm®n occurrence for children to
get beans, grains of corn and other foreign
substances up their noses, This simple rem-
edy is worth remembering: Get the child to
open itg mouth, apply your mouth overit and
blow hard. The offending substance will be
expelled from its mouth.

retusal to pay duties to the Customs
department of the colony. The peo-
ple say ihat us Great Dritain permits
a foreign power to assert its terri-
torial supremacy over that section of
the country and to exercise authority
over the people, no officers represent-
ing the Dritish Crown can collect
customs imposts from them.

The particulars at hand are not
full, but they are suflicient to call
forth universal sympathy for onr
fellow=subjects in the only British
colony of the North American main-
land that has had sense enough not
to accept Confederation. It appears
that there are at Bay St. George
about 3000 people and it is a famous
fishing ground for herring and other
bait. On an average 100,000 bar-
rels of herrings are caught and ex-
ported each year from this bay to
the United States and Canada. The
herring season commenced a fort-
night since. There was a tremen-
dous rnn, and the half-starved
inhabitants sct their nets and gear
for an enormous haul. There were
six French vessels in the bay seeking
bait, convoyed by the French war-
ship, Indre. On the 23vd ult,, the
French commander ordered the Brit-
ish fishermen to take up all their
nets and gear within six hours,
The indignant and terrified inhabit-
ants appealed to the magis‘rates ap-
pointed by the Newfoundland Gov-
ernment for protection, They re-
plied that they were powerless.
There was no British war ship in
the bay, although the British com-
mander had been warned of what
might have been expected to happen.
Some of the people obeyed the order,
fearing that otherwise they wmight
be destroyed.  Others refused, and
the French marines removed the
British fishing gear, and in doing so
destroyed much of it. Then an
indigration meeting was held, pre-
sided over by Rev. Dr. Howley, pre-
fect apostolic of the west coast of
Newfoundland, and resolutions were
unanimously adopted reciting that
the fishery was the sole means of
livelihood of twelve thousand people;
and their rights had been ruthlessly
trampled under foot by the armed
force of a foreign nation; that they
could neither get redress nor pro-
tection from their own Government,
and declaring that hereafter they
would not pay customs duties to the
Newfoundland or British authorities.
To longer submit to taxation without
being afforded protection to their
lives and property was to freely sub-
it to legalized robbery.

The resolutions were telegraphed
to St. John'’s and cabled to the im-
perial authorities.
ed the warship Emerald, which was
anchored at St, John's, to proceed to
Bay St. George and report upon the
situation.

‘Wood Goods in Great Britain.

The London Timber Trades Jowrnal
of May 24th says:—

While the business done in Baltic
yellow goods this month has been
large, the sales of Baltic whitewood
have proved still more considerable.
The prices now current for 7 in. make
Baltic white a very formidable rival to
spruce, and the Canadian sellers have
lately found themselves cut out of many
orders in quarters where competition
fiom the Baltic has not hitherto been
attempted. The spruce sellers profess
astonishment at the rapid and contin-
uous fall in prices, which they charac-
terise as unwarranted by the state of
the market or the information of the
coming supplies, which, in fact, arve
said to be under the aver The
opinion that whitewood pr have
reached their lowest secms now to be
gradually gaining ground, and we do
not hear of lower quotatians than £4
10s. for good stocks. The spruce
sellers maintain  their prices and are
not disposed to make any wmaterial
concessions, especially as the supply of
11 in. white in the Baltic ports is lim*-
ited.

Respecting wood supplies the journal
says:i—

Although up till quite recently there
has been very little f. o. b. business
doing, we must not loose sight of the
fact that already we have imported
more timber and deals into the U. K.,
than we did last year during the same
period by 10,000 loads. This, it may
be said, is a mere bagatelle, and that
might have been true had last year
been about the usual average, but,
taking into consideration that the trade
was borne down by the inordinate
supply of that year, and is still con-
tending against great odds, with all the
shipping ports wide open, it is not to be
treated as insignificant. For instance,
if we compare this year with the sub-
stantial figures of 1888, which were
considerably above the average, we are
more than 300,000 loads in advance of
that year at same date. Whatever
restrictions are in operation to restore
the trade in the United Kingdom to
its customary equilibrium, it must be
admitted that as yel no signs of them
are discoverable.

Arn Awful Calamity.

Sax Fraxcisco, May 31.—Ouae of the
most horrible railway accidents
known in California occurred at
yesterday, when the local tmin connect-
ing at Oakland with the ferry boats from
San Francisco ran through an open draw-
bridge over the San Antounio creek, at
Webster street, Oukland. The yacht
Juanita had just passed through the draw
when the train appeared going in the di-
rection of Alaumeda and the drawbridge
keeper tricd to cluse the bridgerbut it
wae too late and the engine with its
tender and first car, which was filled with
passengers, plunged into the river, which
was here quite deep.

Former, when he saw the bridge did not
close, reversed the lever, but the momen-
tnm of the engine wae too great to be
stopped in time. The weight of the en-
pine and the tirst car broke the coupling
and left the other two cars standing on
the track. These were carried a third of
the way across the bridge and stopped.
but the jar was sufficient to break open
tae front of the car, and many passengers
were throwu into the water,

The first car, which had followed the
engine, socn rose and such of the possen-
gers as had escaped were picked up by
yachts and boats which gathered at the

Many heartrendiog scenes
were witnessed as the friends came for-
ward to claim their dead.

TEE FATE OF LOUIS CAPDAV.
A LEGEND OF LOUISIANA, 1795.

A stiry told in a summer-house that, ‘
standing on stilts in the surf-ripples of |
the Mexican Gulf, looked like a heron

whose plumes (the tree-fern and moss
on the roof) were as green as emerald.
She who told the story was a creole of
creoles, and it was a bit of ancestral
romance, falling from her mobile lips,

as she lay in a hammock, gently sway- |
ing to the palpitations of a Cribbean |

breeze.

Late in the eighteenth century,
about the year 1795, perhaps, the nar-
rator’s paternal line, flowing down its
course of restless adventnre, had found
a season of quietude and comparative
opulance on a large plantation not far
from New Orleans.

Chevalier de Beret, the then head of
the family, was a man of note and in-
fluence in the colony, a leader of the
French element, a fighter, a high liver,
and a loving father, whose stern heart
idolized hic only daughter, Mile.
Marie.

At that time the Spaniards had con-
trol of the Louisiana territory, and
there was no good feeling between the
French and their proud and overbear-
ing rulers; but Chevalier de Beret
knew well how to avoid friction by
offering liberal, even luxuriani, hos-
pitality to the officials of the local gov-
ernment, and to the social controllers
of New Orleans.

So it came about that one Don Man-
uel Cortinas saw and fell in love with
Mlle.

At that time, how-
ever, the brothers had a fine planta-
tion near that of Chevalier de Beret,
and were young men of fair standing
in the colony, although nothing what-
ever was known of their antecedents.
They were rich, owned many slaves,
moved in the best society of New
Orleans, and were handsome withal.

The rivalry between Don Manuel
Cortinas and Louis Capdau was a very
quiet one on the surface. The young
men met frequently, exchanged polite
greetings, danced in the same parlors,
sat at the same board ; but they hated
each other, of course, the Spaniard es-
pecially revolving in his mind schemes
for removing his rival from the scene
of action. As for Capdau, feeling sure
of his place in ‘Marie’s heart, he could
afford to be generous as well as perfect-
ly complaisant.

Chevalier de Beret’s plantation was
known in those days as the Cote de
Beret, and the mansion, a rude bat
spacious building, was callel the
Chateau de Beret. It -overlooked a
grand sketch of the Mississippi, and,
viewed from a boat on the water, it
looked not unlike a small castle sunk
deep -amid its mossy live.oaks and
magnolias.

Don Manuel Cortinas pressed his
suit, supplementing his attentions to
Mille.

society.

She felt a
tender glow suffuse her whole frame,
and she fairly trembled with the love
she could not hide. But what was this
in his face! She was aware of some
strange expression, some gleam of un-
usual significance in his eyes and
cheeks, an indescribable glimmer, so to

! saluting him gently, but not warmly.

The Spaniard folded his arms loftily,
and stepped back, saying:

‘I do not associate with mulattoes.”

The words were spoken in a lond,
. clear voice, causing every one to turn

and look.

Some of them were barely quick
| enough to see Louis Capdau slap Don
| Manuel in the face. Ic¢ was a heavy
blow with the palm; the Spaniard reel-
ed, almost fell before it.

“Tuke that, liar, coward, villian! and
that and that and that!”

Blow followed blow so rapidly, that
{ no one could interfere.
| “I am whiter than you, you lying,
infamous slanderer!”

Capdau now turned to the company,
and said: :

‘“He it is who has poisoned all your
minds against me. What he has said
ig a lie—a lie. T am of as good a family
as France holds.”

He turped and strode back to his
horse, mounted and rode away. As he
passed along the veranda, by where
Marie stood, pale and speechless, he
spoke low to her:

““This vile Spaniard is the fabricator
of all this slander: he is doing it to set
your father against me and to fill you
with doubt about my honor. You will
not believe his falsehoods, Marie?”

He quickly lifted her'hand and kissed
it.

sank down, like one stricken with a
deadly disease.

Don Manuel Cortingp, after rallying
from the disorder into which Capdau’s
vigorous onslaught had thrown him,
sssumed a stern air and uttered savage
threats of vengeance.

The social pleasures were at an end,
though Chevalier de Beret did all in
his power to rally his guests. Marie,
who conld not control her shocked
nerves and overchaaged heart, was
taken to her room, and refused to see
anyone.

From that day forward Don Manuel
Cortinas thought of nothing but re-
venge. He was as wily as he was cour-
ageous in his evil enterprise. Know-
ing well that Chevalier de Beret was in
sympathy with Capdav, and feeling
that before he could hope to win Marie,
he must subdstantiate, even with per-
jured testimony, the charge against her
lover's purity of blood, he eet about
scheming to accomplish his end.

On the day following the encounter
at the Chatean de Beret, Louis Capdau
called upon Marie’s father, and pre-
sented a caskel of papers showing that
he and his brother were the last of
their name, and that they represented
a noble family, which the fortunes of
French politics had ruined.  Their
father had died on the scaffold for a
political offense, and they had been
forced into exile.

! Beret landing on the river.
i At New Orleans it had come to the
| ears of Carondelet, the governhor, that
| an uprising was contemplated by rhe |
i slaves, aud he had dispatched Don |
| Manuel Cortinas with a company of |
i solciers to protect the plaunters.

Naturally enough, Cortinas led his
little furce directly to the Chateaun de
Beret, thinking to make that his
| headquarters, and thus, at th: same
time that he whs queliing the insur-
gents, he could be sure {o protect
Chevalier de Bemet aud Marie. He
landed his men at the. little wharf
about the Beret plantation, and march-
ed them thence by a roundabout road
(which, however, was the directest
route possible, owing to some inter-
vening swamps) toward the mansion.

Meantims the furious mob of blacks
were approaching from one direction,
and Capdau with his slaves from an-
other. All three of the parties came
together in the near vicinity of the
Chatean de Beret; but an advance
crowd of the insurgents had reached
the house first, and set it on fire. The
inmates had locked and barred all the
doors, and Chevalier de Beret, firing
with deadly aim from the windows,
preventsd an entrance.

Louis Capdau found himself and his
little band of slaves wedged in, so to
speak, between the main body of the
insurgents and the howling advance
mob that was surging around the now
burning mansion. Fired in many
places at once, the dry, resinous wood,
of which the building was construsted,
was soon so aflame  throughout the
lower story that escape from the upper,
in which the family had taken refuge,
appeared impossible; but even death
by fire was far preferable to falling
into the hands of the negroes.

Taking in the situation at a glance,
but all unaware of the party of soldiers
from New Orleans, Louis Capdau call-
ed his trusty band-efelaves about him
and made a rush for the burning man-
sion. At thatCU'moment he caught a
glimpse of Marie at an upper window.
The apparition, pale, despairing, shone
upon him through the glare of the
flames filling him with a very rage of
wild emotion. ‘What could bar him
away from her at such a crisis! Sword
in hand he plunged forward striking
down every vpposing form and forcing
his way to acorner of the veranda
where a strong vine gave him the means
of clunbing t> the roof from which he
made his way to the window where
Marie had appearcd & moment before.
Hot, stifling smoke was pouring into
the room; the flames would soon fo!-
low. He sorang inside and called.

“Marie! Marie!”

Groping about blindly with out-
stretched arms, he touched her, clasp-
ed her, as she reeled, almost insensible
from suffucation.

No aid
came, and he could not cxtinguish the
ﬂ*s that were consuming Marie's
ficAting: garments. Unable to bear
louger the torture of the trial, he reel-
ed down to the verge of the roof and
leaped off, with the girl in his arms.
It was like a miracle that he was not
killed, for the force of the shock was
great, and he lay on the ground a
moment as if crushed ; then writhing
up, with one leg broken, but still bear-
ing Marie, he tottered down to the
river and plunged into the water.

Don Manuel Cortinas came to that
side of the building just in time to see
Louis Capdau leap from the burniug
veranda. He thought it was Chevalier
de Beret, and hurriedly ran after him
just in time to drag both man and girl
from the water.

Marie was quite dead, but Louis
Capdau was alive and recoguized his
rival who now held the poor little form
in his arms. The crippled man was too
much exhausted to rise from where the
Spauniard had cast him on tne sand, but
he strove hard, half lifting himself,
falling back, reaching forth his arms
and exclaiming with tierce energy :

Chevalier de Beret was rescued in an
msensible condition, but Madame de
Beret was lost. All around, the re-
ports of Spanish muskets told how the
insurgents were faring. Many of them
were killed, among them some of Cap-
dau’s faithful followers, for the soldiers
knew nothing of their loyalty.

The mansion was a smoldering ruin.
