And yet, notwith-
standing all its vicissitudes and all the
bad treatment it received at the hands of
pretended friends, it presents a vast im-
provement to existing conditions. It
will certainly lighten many tariff burdens
that now rest heavily upon the people.
It is not only a barrier againsé the return
of mad protestion, but it furnishes a
vantage ground from which must be
waged further aggressive operations
agamst protected monopoly and govern-
mental favoritism.

“I take my place with the rank and
file of the Democratic party who helieve
in tariff reform, and who know what it is,
who refuse to socept the results embodied

Therefors, I
do not despair of the efforts made by the
house of representatives to supplement
the bill already passed by further legisla-
tion, and to have engrafted upon it such
modifications as will more nearly meet
the Democratic hopes and aspirations.

“I cannot be mistaken as to the neces-
sity of free raw materials as the founda-
tion eof logical and sensible tariff reform.
The extent to which thisis recognised in
the legislation already secured, is one of
its encouraging and redeeming features ;

The truth is, the inflaence i so far
reaching that if disregarded, a csmpleted
beneficient scheme of tariff reform cannot
be successfully inaugurated.

Chicago, New York, Philadelphia and
Baltimore, states that he found the chief
institution of the slums was the saloon.
The results of his investigation show that
Chicago, in the city as a whole, has s saloon
to every 212 persons and in the slums one to
every 127 persons.

Baltimore has a saloon to every 228
persons in the whole city and one to every
105 persons in the slums. New York has
fewer saloons in the eity at large, it would
seem, but the average in the slums is one to
every 129 persons. Philadelphia has an air
of comparative sobriety, with only one
saloon to every 502 persons, even in the
darkest partef thecity. The tables show
that the percentage of males risesin the
slume of Chicago to 53.93, while for the
whole city it is 51.68.

The exceas of foreigu-boin over matives in
slams ia still .mors remarkable. Ia New
York the foreign-born is 4223 per cent. of
the total population, but in€he slums itis
62.58 per cent. In Chicago the total foreign-
bora population is 40.63 per cent. of the
whole, while the proportion increased in
the slums to 57.51 per ceny, In Chicago
the illiterate constitute 4.64 of the entire
_population, while in the slums 5.64 of the
native born are illiterate. It must be

onsidered, though, that 33.86 per cent. of
the foreign-borp in the slums are illiterate,
' while there are ouly 8,31 per cent. of the
foreign-born illiterate in the eatire city.

Accarding to the eleventh census the
number of persons to a dwelling in Baltimore
was 6.2, in Chieago, 8.6; in-New York,
18.52 ; in Philadelphia, 5.6. The averages
for the slum districts are about the same for
Baltimore and Philadelphia, there being in

snd in Philadelphia 7.34 persons, but in
Chicago the slum population averages 15.51
persons to each dwelling. and: in New York
86.79 persons.

A somewhat remarkable feature of the
inquiry was that it showed litile, if any,
more sickness existing in the slums than in
the other quarters of the cities, Infant
mortality, however, was enormous, and

: Abeut Timber Limits.

A special Fredericton despatch of Monday
to the St. John Telegraph says:—*‘Surveyor-
General Tweedie is in the city and has been
engaged since Saturday last in hearing a
dispute which has arisen between C. M.
Bostwick of St, John and S. H. White of
Sussex regarding lines of blocks of timber
lands sltuate in Kiogs and St. John
counties, the licenses for which were
graoted to these gentlemen at the ssle
of licenses in 1893. An order of survey
was issued not long ago from the crown
land department to Deputy Surveyors
A. Hanson and P who pleted a
sarvey and made returns to the department
last week. Mr. Bostwick protests against
the survey and against the linesrun by
Hanson and Patterson being recognized by
the department as the established boundries,

which evaporates without producing any
sensible moisture of the skin.

The Oldest Lumberman of the Ottawa.

This makes the 5lst year of the lumber-
ing operations of Mr. William McKay, of
Ottawa. “I nave taken rafts” he saysin
answer to a question, “‘down past Ottawa for
the last fifty yeara—ever since 1844 ; some
years only one raft and other years three or
four, besides taking ont sawlogs wseveral
years:” Mr. McKay is the only lumberman
in Canada continuously in the square
timber business for half a century. Mr.
M:Kay says he cams to Ottawa in 1838,
and in 1841 went shantying with tke
late Hon. Jamea Skead on the Bonnechere
river. “I made my first raft of red pine
during the winter of 1844-45 on the Mada-
waska river, there being no demand far
white pine in those days,” said Mr McKay,

“I have held the license and paid the
ground rent on the limit oo which I made
my first raft for nearly fifty years.* “Was
it difficult getting timber to market when
you commenced ?** “‘Yes, at that time the
rivers were not improved and there were no
slides or booms as there are now.** “You
must have seen many changes in your long
business experiences ?* ‘‘Yes, prices for
timber and supply have varied much, When

- When I commenced first paid as high as

25 per cent. interest on money advaaced to
purchase supplies, &c. the avera zo wages for
men were from 10 dols. to 14 dols. per
month. fTewers got 20 . dols, per moath,
and these were the highest priced men.
There was far more square timber taken out
then than now, for this(was long before the
era of sawlogs. I have \knowa of 100 rafts
passing here in one season. This year ten
rafts will be the limit.** ‘‘Are there many
men in the trade who commenced when you
did ?** “I know of no one alive who was in
the lumber business when I commencei ex-
cept Mr. N. V. Noel, now manager of the
Quebes bank here, who worked on the
Madawaska river at that time, and Richard
McConnell of the Aylmer Road, but I think
I amthe only one who has coatinuonsly
made square timber for that length of time.
Prices have varied very much. ‘' I havesold
timber as low as fourpence per foot and as
high as 36 cents per foot for no better tim-
ber. The raft that hae just passed Ottawa**
concluded Mr. McKay, *‘is as good a raft as
I ever took to Market both in manufacture
and quality.* This raft was taken out in
the Amabledn Fore river, a branch of the
Mattawa river.

RECORD oF 2.06f MADE BY NANCY HANKS

The Newcastle Fire-Bugs Cases.

The cases’ of ths Crown agiinst the
alleged Newcastle iacendiaries, John Ashton
aud Robert Marray, which were before
the conaty eeurt of Northumbariand last
week resulted - unsatisfactorily te the
general community aund ®particularly so to
that of Newcastle, As we stated last week,
Ashton was placed on trial, and the first
witness called agiinst him was Ieasc
McDonald, who, after he had “‘got good,**
a8 he expressed it, fhrough the instrameotal-
ity of the Salvation Army, had confessed
to being an incendiary by  whole-
sale and  implicated both Ashton
and Murray as accomplices. MoDonald
swore that, io the case of the manse barn,
he, Ashton and Thos Ksating stacted to set
it on fire and that whils he and Ashton
applied the matchas, Keating kept watch, so
as to warn them should any one approach
who would be likely to detect them.
Keating, in giving his testimony, said Mo~
Donald and Ashton propesed to fire the
building as he was walking with them in
that direction. He said to them that if
they were for doing that he was not in it
and he left them. That was on the might
the barn was burned. He flatly contralicted
MuDgnnld’u -testimony as to his be.
ing an accomplice in the crime, as stated,
sad. said he would mnot Dbelieve
him on oath.

Mr. Stables positively
contradicted some statements made by
MecDonald concerning himself. and said he
would nat believe him gn oath.

Mr. Lawlor made ao able address to the
jury, dwe'ling upon the disreputable
tcharacter-of McDooald and arguing that he
“was ubterly unworthy of belief.

W. Allan, Esq.. masociate counsel
with Mr. Thomson, Q C., for the Crown,
presented the facts as brought out in
evidence strongly agsinst the prisoner and
His Honor, Judge Wilkinson, in an address
which embraced an able analysis of the
evidence, left the matter with the jury
in sach a way as tolead tfo the expec-
tation of a verdict of guilty. :

As Mr, Wyse is a member of the building
committee and, therefore, one of the gentle-
men who advertised for tenders; was the
member of the committee who had them in
his possession until Monday evening ; -as he

The air.pump was lashed between two
thwarts and the air Hhose connected and led
to the after portion of the boat, across
which a plank was placed on which the diver
could sit. Some difficalty was experienced
in finding the buoy over the yacht, but it
was tinally located by two Carleton fishing
boats, containing James McGionis, Wm.
Thompeon, Edward Toole, James Clarke,
Daniel Coram, Geo. Cobeam, Wm. Lee and
Elward Clarke. The yacht is lying about a
quarter of a mile to the sonthward of the
lower end of Mahogany Island.

The boats were made fast to it until the
diver's oraft arrived and took their place.

{ On the Lily meantime there had been
great excitement, and there were all sorta of

the land of Cansan until they had played
their part as the recipients and conservators
of divine truth. In developing this theme

showed how in very ancient times it was
made, by the enterprising races ' which
inhabised, it one of the most prosperous snd
productive portions of the world..

most useful of the artsof life and made
their country the earliest abode of agricul-
ture and manufacture, and the Phconicians
having instituted a foreign trade and
commerce which incladed the circum-
navigation of Africa auod the working of the
tin miuves of Britain and the silver mines of
Spain, both of which products revolutionized
the business and the tinance of the ancient
world. An outline of the history of the
region was then given, and it was pointed
oat how the territery of Palestine, after
being under $ae control of other peoples came
into the possession of the Hebrews, thiough a
series of provideotial interventions,and how
in spite of all sorts of difficulties and mis-
fortunes, they held the Holy Land till the
Divine Revelation,had been icated to
them,and they had iilustrated in national and
individual life the working of the truths of
religion in the heart of humauity. The
people who held direct claim to the country
were successively Amorites, the Canaanites,
the Hebrews, and the Aramaeans.

A life buoy was threwn to two men and it
fell right within their grasp, but they were
too far gone and sank.

Haines kept himself afliat with a buckef
which fleated out of the yacht. He thrust
it beneath the water and theairin it kept
bim uap. When rescued he was swimming
oo his back with the bucket umder him.
Holder waa pulled in over the side of the
tug, while the other three were rescued by a
boat which put out from the Lily.

Miles wasin the cockpit of the yaoht
when the squall struck, He was pulled out
by Holder just in time to escape going
down in the yacht.

. McKeever and Bartlett struck out for the
yacht's topmast which was sticking out of
water, but it disappeared from sight.
McKeever never saw Bartlett again,

The last seen of Hutton he etill had held
of the tiller trying to bring the yacht
around.

A Diver at Work.

Tiie Tolegraph of Monday last says :--

Diver Henrion has, thus far, been un-
successful in his search for the bodies of
those drowned by the sinking of the Prim-
rose. Seven descents were made yesterday,
“buis no bodies were saen.

*u|i & To-day the diver will go down sgain, snd
With a fresh breeze from the nor'-nor’-

progress I have made thus far. I expeated
to find some of the bodies about the yacht
and was almost sare that if not there they
 woyld be near where youag Hoyt was found,
The water is so thick that I can only see
about six feet on either side of me, and that,
of coarse, is a serions drawback. I have
hopes that to-morrow I may find some of
the bodies, as I will, as near as possible, try
to follow the conrse they would take irom
where the yacht sank. It is harder to see in
this water than any I have ever dovein
before. ¢

Mr.” Heorion is one. of the best divers in
the provinces. Ho first went at the business

wa

dir , sod ‘the boat seourely moored
just over the'sunken Primrose. While this
was. going ‘on the. flshing boats began
grappling with codfish trawls,

Al ‘a sigoal from the diver, the Lily
steamed alongside his boat and took him on
board until he donned the diving suit. The
suit is made of material similar to that used
in the ordinary waterproof coat. ~The inner
sheet of pure rubber is covered on each side
by a kind of cloth whish protects the rabber
from lnything'with which the snit may come
in coatact in the water. The helmet, which
was placed on after he got back into the
small boat, is & lirge circular-shaped piece of
eopper, to which the air-tubes lead. This
is screwed to s copper. collar. Bofore the
head gear is placed on two large lead weights
are hung about the diver's neck sod a pair
of iron shoes buckled to his feet. At a
word from the diver his assistant places the
helmet over his head, the glass windows are
sorewed on, the pump started and in a second
the diver is over the side.

Heorion made his first decent at 10.35
o’clock in 11 fathoms of water just over the
yacht, He left the boat on the yacht‘s baoy
lie and followed it down uatil he came %o
the topmast of the Primrose. Down this he
slid to the main riggingand by it to the
deck. il

“T found the Water very heavy and diffi-
cult to see through,*‘ he said, after he arose
20 minutes later, *‘but I saw all about the
yacht. She is lying on her starbsard side,
with her head fronting towards the east-
ward. The mainsail and gaff topsail and a
jibs are still set and the outer jib 18 baoging
to the jibboom end. The mainsail is off
about four points on the starboard side and
the jib is haunled to windward in the way
the sails would be en a boat which was
being placed befors thewind. The spin -
naker boom is lying lashed te the deck but
is broken near the middle. A large sailis
lying loose in the cockpit. I was all.through
the bost and arouad her but saw no signs
of any bodies. The yacht is laying with the
mud up to her rail but she oan be raised. I
saw _a piece of gnppfing line caught uander
her, but I did not follow itup. The bal-
last in the bottom has not shifted, and I do
not think the boat is at all injured.

The sail Mr. Henrion saw in the cockpit
is the spinnaker which had been thrown
there to be set when the Primrose rounded
Mahogsny Istaud for the run to the Lome,
the jib on the: boom end is the balloon,
which Haines was stowing when the boat
sank. !

The second time Mr. Hearion dove to the
westward of the yacht, and remained down
for some time, but saw nothing.

After a breathing spell he went down
again, snd remained over an hour, but
was equally unsuccessful. He says the
bottom is perfectly level, and there is not
astone imany of the portion he covered.
He frequently ran across marks of grappling
hooks, and followed them aloagz for some
distance, and enee, during his last trip along
bottom encountered a dogfish. An evening
paper quotes Mr. Henrion as having said
Pthat he never saw so many dogfish before,

Although the paper publishes ‘“‘an in-
terview** with Mr, Henrion its representa-
tive did not have ome. His imagination
badly mislead him about the dogfish.

“It was mnearly 1.30 o‘clock before the
diver arose the last time énd then the tide
had begun to run so strongly that the work
had, to be abandoned for the day.

The grappling boats met with no more
sncoess than the diver. OF Negro Head
one of the occupants of Reed‘s Point boat
says he brought up a piece of flssh on a
hook, bat although they grappled in the
vicinity for an hour afterwards, nothiog
more could be found.

The Lily, with .10 boats in tow, reached
Reed‘s Point about 2 o‘clock in the after-
noon. Hundreds of people awaited her
return and esgerly sought for news of the
result of the operations. Diver Henrion
was followed to his hotel by fully 200
curious persons.

DIVERS AT WORK OX SUNDAY.

Yesterday morniog at 830 o%loek the
Lily sgain left Reed‘s Point with the dive:‘s
and several other boats in tow. Mr.
Henrion took his fizst dip about 10.30
o‘clock. The current was then running
quite. strongly but by holding on to a
orowbar which was beld by ropes in the
boat, he was able to walk along the bottom.

The first time he went down to the
south west of the yacht bat failed to reach
bottom, sod sigmalled to be polled in again.
The next trial. was made further inshore
near the eastern end of Mahogany Island,
snd Mr. Henrion got bottom at about 12
fathoms. After he had been down about
25 minates the men on the pump began
to show signs of fatigne, and he was hauled
to the surface to give them a breathing
spell. The pump has to be kept goiug at
full speed all the time the diver is in the
water, and is very trying on the wind and
muscles. Messrs. Geo. Carlin, Howard
Holder, Fred. Haines, William Lawason
and Patrick Egan have worked faithfully
at it for the two days, and Diver Hearion
says he has never been given a better supply
of air. Yesterday James H. Salter, Geo.
Lavers aud two or three others worked at
the pump with the others and made the
labor much easier.

The third time the diver searched the
bottom for several hundred ysrds off the
Island. Haremained down an hour and 10
minutes, but saw nothing. Another attempt
was made about where Harry Hoyt's body
was found, but it was as unsuccessful as the
others:

The tug and boats got back to the city
about 3.30 o‘clock.

about 15 years sgo, aud served a faithfal
apprentice-hip as diver‘s tender. About six
years ago he began diving himself, and since
then has had many exciting and dangerous
experiences. He has worked on wrecks in
all parts of the conntry, and has done some
excellent work. Mr. Hearion was a diver‘s
tender when the steamer Cedar Grove, of
this port, was lost on the Nova Scotia coast.
He made his first descent while working at
her, and after he got back to Halifix, went
into business for himself. When business is
dull, Mr* Henrioa and Mr. Baisley and two
or three others go away on a wrecking trip.
A few weeks ago they started for the wreck
of & steamer at Newfoundland, but the day
they left Halifax a storm came on and broke
her to pieces. They didn‘t know that until
they reached Newfoundland with the
upturned schooner Snowbird, whbich they
found drifting about and towed into St.
Mary's. On her they made a considerable
amount of salvage and were fairly well
repaid for the trip. Both Mr. Henrion and
Mr. Baisley are very favorably' impressed
with St. Joha,

On Mounday no attempt was made by
Diver Hanriban to search for victims of the
Primrose disaster, but while he was placing
lifting tackle about the yacht 8 number of
persons in small boate were continuing the
search with grappling irons. They were
dnsucceasful. The yacht, however, was
raised and towed to Carleton, 'apparently
not materially damaged. The diver offered
to make another search for the bodies if the
committee would pay for the tug. The
offer was accepted and they went dowan again
Tuaesday moruing to the scene of the wreck.

A Oure for Dipntheria.

NEW YOBK'S BOARD OF HEALTA ACCEPTS
THIS AS FACT.

Naw York, Aug. 24,
The statement that a specific and reason-
ably certain care for diphtheria has been
discovered by the German scientist, Prof.
Koch, is a complete surprise to the general
public, although in the professicnal medical
world there have been rumors of the dis
govery. Se conservative a practitioner as
Dr. Cyrus Edison, of the board of health,
states with emphasis that this latest dis-

covery by Prof. Koch is the latter's great-
est achievement, and thers is good reason
to accept that statement. The New York
board of health sent one of its physicians to
Rerlin to investigate the matter and the
inquiry showed that the merits of the
o.w specific had been provea beyond doubt.
Even Prof. Virchow, who so steadfastly
refused to accept the ‘‘tuberculin‘® as a
successful remedy for consumption, admits
that the new specific antitoxine, has
achieved sn undonbted triumph, In the
city of Berlin there have . been alieady
more than 3,000 cases which were treated
successfully with the new remedy and the
tat, % is made phatically that, io the
absenco of other complications, the anti-
toxine is an infallible cure if used within 36
hours after infection,

From what hae already been made public
it appears that the . aatitoxine treatment is
eimply a form of inoculation. Apparently a
culture of the diphtheria germs is made
directly in the blood of animals rather than
in the media more genmerally employed in
laboratory work ; but the accounts which
have been made public are so meagre in
details that it is impossible to secure a
more definite description of the process,
What seems to be certain, however, is that
the antitoxine does remarkable work in
checking the progress of the disease and in
exterminating the diphtheria bacillus.
