DOLL 2000 YEARS 0LD
EXHIBITED IN LONDON

Was Plaything of Some Egyptian Child
Genturies Before the Christian
Era.

s

LONDON, May 9—A wonderful exhi-
bition of toys of all nations and of all
ages will be opened at the Lgndon Day
Training College today by Lady Mar-
garet Campbell,

It was the happy idea of Dr. Slaugh-
ter, of the Sociological Society, to bring
together this classified collection of toys
and games.

Its chief object is to give parents
some idea of the invaluable means of
training which is offered in the use of
suitable toys.

Not only ancient and modern toys
and games are to he seen in the hall,
but a series of pastimes suitable for
c¢hildren and youths and girls.

The oldest and most interesting doll
in the collection is 2000 years old, and
once upon a time delighted an Egyp-
tian child.

“Knuckle-bones,” the playthings of
savage races, are a feature of the col-
lection lent by Edward Lovett, of
Croydon, who has also sent curious
dolls of all nations. This is only a part
of his Folk Museum collection.

There are dolls and toys from Lap-
land, Japan, the South Sea islands,
Holland, Spain, France, Germany, Rus-
sia, Africa, India and North America.

The most disreputable doll is an
early Victorian one, which has been
treasured by three generations. The
face has disappeared under the influ-
ence of caresses. There is a Welsh doll
100 years old, and some particularly
fierce-looking dolls, with saw-like back-
bones, from Rhodesia.

Toys made by the children of the
poor and the children of the rich are
shown side by side. One little girl has
contrived to make a very presentable
doll out of an egg and a paper bag,
while a small boy has contributed a
realistic looking rooster fashioned out
of a few corks and a feather or two.

Many toys have been made by the
members of the Children’s Happy
Evenings Association, and the little
i cripples of the Cuild of Braye Poor
. Things have turned out some very

clever toys.

Among the Russian toys is a minute
model of a monastic town, and there is
a curious toy, representing the ‘‘Little
Father,” filled with smaller and small-
er “fathers.’” The Eskimo toys consist

. of boats and cradles made of skin.

The Japanese dolls and games are
works of art, and two footballs used
by the nobles of the Mikado’s court 200
years ago are shown by Mr. Crewdson.

The Stricken Places are Not Within Easy
Communication — Property
Damage is Great,

WOODWARD, Okla., May 11—A suc-

cession of tornadoes swept over the'

district lying 25 miles southwest, south
and southeast of Woodward last night.
Several small isolated towns a long
way from the railroad and without
telegraphic communication, are report-
ed destroyed, many persons are in-
jured and several are reported to have
been Kkilled.

Seven towns are reported to have
suffered damages more or less severe.
They are Grand, Arnett, Vici, Mutual,
Estelle, Cooley and Richmond. At
each place casualties have resulted.

The known casualties are:—At Arnett
man named Falle killed, half a dozen
injured, one fatally.

GORNER STONE LAID
OF TEMPLE OF PEAGE

Twenfy Five American Repub-
lics Will Buiid It

P

Idea is fo Establish an International
Bureau and Setile all Differences
Without Warfare.

WASHINGTON, May 11.—President
Roosevelt today laid the corner
stone of the first international temple
of peace, friendship and commerce yet
to be erected. the tangible evidence of
the desire of the 21 American repub-
lics that war should be no more in
the western world and that material
prosperity promoted Dby international
trade shall take its place.

Following addresses by President
Roosevelt, Secretary of State Root,
Ambassador Nabuco of Brazil and An-
drew Carnegie, a cabled sentiment ex-
pressing the hearty approval of each
president was read. Cardinal Gibbons
amd Bishop Cranston pronounced an
invocation and benediction on the work
done and the United States marine
band rendered selections of Pan Am-
erican music especially prepared for
the occasion. The new building is to be
the point property of all the republics.
The site provided by the American
Congress, consists of the historic Van
Ness home, the protentious mansion
erected in Washington. It faces the
Mall and within a few hundred yards
of the “White House and adjacent to
the State War and Navy huilding. and
the Art Gallery. Three million dollars
towards the coastruction of the build-
ing is the contribution of Mr. Carne-
gie, while each of the republics has
added an appropriation to the fund.
The building is to be the home of the
international bureau maintained by the
American republics and is to be made
the centre of a continuous campaign of
education where one country can ob-
tain accurate and up-to-date informa-
tion of each other. A library on all
subjects American is to be developed
and a propaganda maintained intended
to bring all American governments
nearer together through intimate ac-
quaintance.

LAPORTE 1Ind, May 11.—Lemuel
Darrow, mayor of Laportc,after a con-
ference with prominent citizens last
night, declared that thec investigation
into the Guinness murder mystery will
be pushed with great vigor.

“Up to the present time,” said the
mayor, *‘there has been only a luke-
warm inquiry into the amazing casec.

“By this time all the lakes in the
vicinity of the Guinness farm should
have been dragged. The pond back of
| the graveyard has not been investi-
gated. It will be. Clear lake, and Fish
Trap lake, both west of the farm will
be dragged. I suspect that more trag-
edies will be discovered.”

LAPORTE, Ind.,, May 11—Picking up
the shreds of the evidence tending to
connee¢t Ray Lamphere with the deaths
of Mrs. Guinness and her three child-
ren and perhaps also of Andrew Helge-
lein, is the main purpose of the auth-
orities here today. Whether searchy for
more bodies will be prosecuted has not
been finally determined, Sheriff
Smutzer indicating yesterday that fur-
ther excavation may be postponed un-
til tomorrow. The sheriff has found
difficulty in carrying on this work be-
cause of the morbidly curious persons
who have flocked to the place where
ten corpses were-discovered last week.
Friday the excavating in the barn
vard was hindered and Saturday it was
halted by the crowds. It is expected,
however, that the number of visitors
will be lessened today, some 15,000 per-
sons having inspected the grounds yes-
terday and presumably satisfled their
curiosity. The grand jury was to have

met today to consider Lamphere’s case,
but this procedure has been postponed
for a week. Experts were called into
the affair by Sheriff Smutzer and they

| advised this course, although prosecu-

ting attorney Smith announced that
he 'was ready to go on to court with
the evidence at hand. Since then the
case has been strengthened by the dis-
covery of Lamphere’'s trunk contain-
ingweveral letters which are said to es-
tablish his participation in the murder
of Helgelein and by the information
extracted from a number of persons
who were intimate enough with the
prisoner to learn from him much con-
cerning his relations with Mrs. Guin-
ness. If the sifting and sluicing of the
ashes in the cellar of the home, result
in the discovery of more evidence, ft
is likely that the case will be pushed
toward a conclusion rapidly.

hers. Thus far, however, efforts to
substantiate the announcements by the
defense have failed, several persons
having repudiated interviews accredit-
ed to them by Lamphere’s attorneys,
while the facts found by the four phy-
sicians who performed postmortem ex-
aminations on the corpses do not bear
out the contentions f the defense.

It is thought, however, that Lamp-
here's attorneys have concealed care-
fully the chief points upon which they
will rely, endeavoring meanwhile to
swing public opinion in favor of the
prisoner.

P?litlcal and business friends of
Lamphere's attorneys have been busy
discussing the case wherever opportun-
ity offered, the argument being mainly
that Mrs. Guinnes was too shrewd a
woman to be caught in a fire and that
she must have therefore escaped.
Prosecutor Smith denounces these me-
thods, but there is no gainsaying the
fact that the impression that Mrs.
Guinnes is still alive is widespread, de-
spite the almost total absence of defin-
ite evidence to support it.- This circum-
stance will make the task of picking
a trial jury difficult, as there is scarce-
ly a man or woman in the community
who has not formed or expressed an
opinion 'on the subject.

CHICAGO, May 11.—John Larson, of
Chicago, a nephew of Mrs. Guinnes
expects to go to Laporte today or to-
morrow to see if he can establish be-
yond a doubt whether Mrs. Guinness
perished in the flames of her home.

“Mrs. Guinness received an injury
somie years ago,” said Mr. Larson last
night, “but the scar remained. It
stretches across the chest from left to
right in all about eight inches in
fength.

“When mother and I went to La-
porte at the time of the fire, but ow-
ing to the confusion, we did not look
for the scar. The scar I know positive-
ly well is on the body of Mrs. Guin-
ness and if the one in the undertaker’'s
care at Laporte which is believed 12
be the body of my aunt has a scar on
the chest, there is no doubt but that
it is her body.”

NCREASED ASSESSMENT
RATES. EXPLAINED BY
THE SUPREME CHIEF

Head of I. 0. F. Gives Figures Showing
Increase in Assessment or
Decrease in Policies.

WINDSOR, Ont., May 9.—At a large-
1y attended meeting held in Harmony
Hall last night, Supreme Chief Ranp-
ger Elliott G. Stevenson, of the In-
dependent Order of Foresters, made
an important announcement to the
members of the Order. It was nothing
‘less than that the time had arrived
when the I. O. F. must raise its rates
of insurance to certain members of the
society.

It had been found, Mr. Stevenson de-
clared, that older members are being
carried at unsafe figures, and to place
the insurance branch on a sound and
substantial basis, three options, or
plans, are now offered to the olde:
members to retain their insurance.
They may contribute the difference
between the old and new rates, with
four per cent. interest compounded,
and continue under the new rates, they
may have a new rating which will

| inake up the difference, or they may

have a certificate for a reduced amount

i that can be met under the old rates

of assessment,

It was shown that to even up an old
member who had entered the I. O. F.
at twenty years of age, and had been
a member for ten years, he must pay
$26.43; for fifteen years' membership he
will have to pay $44.12; and for twenty
years a member, $65.40. An old mem-
ber who entered at forty years owes
on ten years’ membership $117.56; fif-
teen years, $196.07; twenty years, $291.-

' 59.

If the members desired to carry
less insurance;, and pay the old rates,
a twenty-year member would get a
new policy for $775, instead of $1,000; if
he entered at thirty years, he would
be given a new policy for $632; and if
at forty years, a policy for 1535.

Mr. Stevenson frankly informed the
members that the assessment rates in

| force previous to 1899 were entirely too
' small to carry through their insurance,

and that their difference between their
rates and the rates charged those who
entered since 1898 must be either scaled
scaled
down to an amount which can be paid
from the old rates. In support of his
contention, he cited the instances of
the Royal Arcanum and A. O. U. W,
where similar actions were found to be
necessary in order to carry on the
insurance branch successfully.

No decision was arrived at by the
the Order as to what
course they would pursue, but it is be-
licved that a large proportion will
agvres to accept the new plan aud
either accept reduced policies or an in-
crease in assessments.

~ In its forthcoming number, “Les
‘Annales” a Parisian journal, will pub-
lish the history of an interesting ar-
chaeological discovery made recently
by the Abbe Gaffre,an eminent Egypt-
ologist and writer on ecclesiastical sub-
Jects.

While exploring a village in Upper
Egypt the Abbe came across an an-
cient parchment which if genuine,
will have an important bearing on a
much-discussed incident in early
Church history.

‘WROTE TO JESUS.

According to the writings of Euse-
bius, Bishop of Caesarea, in Cappado-
cila, who died in the year 315 Christ
sent a portrait of himself to Abgar,
King of Bdessa today called Urfa, in
Mesopotamia. Abgar learning of the
Saviour's miraculous powers, sent him
2 letter begging him to cure him of
the leprosy with which he was afilict-
ed. He professed faith in Jesus whom
he hailed as the Son of God. Jesus
sent a reply by the Disicple Thaddeus,
falicitating the king on his ardent
faith, in one whom he had never seen
and promising the sovereign temporal
and spiritual happiness.

After the Crucifixion and .Resurrec-
tion of Jesus, Thaddeus journeyed to
{Edessa, where ‘he baptized the king
and presented him with the letter and
the portrait of Christ, which Ilatter
jearned writers say is the only one in
pxistence. The original, which has

hitherto been - considered apacryphal,
was in the tenth century taken to Con-
stantinople and in the fourteenth cen-
tury to Genoa, where it is said to rest
jealously guarded, in the Church of
St Bartholomew. A copy of the por-
trait also exists in Italy.

REMARKABLE HISTORY.

‘The Abbe Gaffre now says that he
had the gcod fortune to light on a
parchrhent, about ten feet long and
three inches wide, which recounts in
considerable detail the sending of the
Disciple Thaddeus with the portrait of
Christ. The document which appears
to be of the seventh century Alexan-
drian school, is enriched with twenty
beautiful minatures, probably the work
| of a Greek artists,which illustrates the
story related in the text.

The parchment itself seems to have
had a remarkable history during its
thirteen centuries of wandering, and
bears evidence of having been cut up
into strips each of which was used as
a talisman by the various owners. The
whole of the parchment was apparent-
ly recovered and reconstructed in the
fifteenth century by an Oriental scho-
lar, Alexander Philip, of Alexandria.

The back of the document is covered
with cabalistic signs and Arabic writ-
ings. The latter are stated to prove
its authenticity.

The Abbe Gaffre intends to publish
the full history of the discovery as a
companion volume to his “Portraits du
Christ.”

Macedonia, known 'as the ‘“cock-pit
of the Turk,” is a country whero
Christians fight and kill each other
and the Turk eggs them on, watches
them, and smiles. Sir Edward Grey,
British Minister for Foreign Affairs,
remarked in a recent dispatch, after
speaking of ‘“outrages committed by
Turkish troops and officials,” that
“the strife between the different na-
tionalities and the outrages committed
by armesl bands have made life and
property in Macedonia more insecure
than ever, and have been accompanied
by revolting crimes.”

FRUITFUL TOOL.

This state of affairs is encouraged by
Hilmi Pasha, the representative of the
Sultan in Macedonia, of whom the
London Daily News says:—

“Hilri Pasha we know. A clever
man, an astute diplomatist, an arch-
bureaucrat, he has presided now for
five years over the comedy of reform.
He came with a record as a safe Pal-
ace man. He it was who drove the
Arabs of the Yemen into revolt by his
centralizing policy- In Macedonia he
has been the faithful tool of Hamidian
policy. He it is who has done the
work of inflaming the feud of Greeks
and Bulgarians. He it is who has
reduced the KEuropean officers to nulli-
ties. Again and again, even the Aus-
trian and Russian agents have com-
plained of/the veiled obstruction which
the whole work of reform encountered.
Hilmi Pasha was the instrument of
that obstruction.”

At this present moment the English
Foreign Minister and the Russian For-
eign Minister, Mr, Isvolky, are enter-
ing upon negotiations which may re-
sult in such reforms as will bring to
Macedonia peace and fiscal solvency,
for the Macedonian budget has an an-
nual deficit of $1,500,000, and the peo-
ple are crushed with taxation.

MILITARY FORCE,

Yet nothing can be done without con-
sent of the *powers, and Austria, for
one, has just formulated a scheme for
railroad connection with Salonica. Sir
Edward Grey suggests the appoint-
ment of a governor who shall be in-
dependent of the Porte, the levying of
a gendarmerie to keep the peace, and
a diminiition of the Turkish forces, who
do more harm than good, for the tran-
quility and comfort of Christian Mace-
donians and other inhabitants of the
country. The main point of Sir Ed-
ward's scheme, however, is that the
taxes shall be held up and local ex-
pense paid before the ‘tribute to Con-
stantinople or the military expenses
are met.

The London Saturday Review says:
“Every one who knows the situation
knows well that the second point most
strongly urged by Sir Edward Grey in
his reply to the Russian proposals is
also urgent, thé mischievous retention
in Macedonia of a military force vastly
in excess of the needs of the province.
This may seem paradoxical when the
anarchy and disorder prevailing are
considered, but the truth is that ener-
getic action on the part of the troops
is hardly ever allowed. They impov-
erish the country, for they live on it
while they do nothing to check the
mutual massacre of Greeks and
Slavs.”

Natlona) syffrage for women, as an-
novnced twn weeks ago huas just passs
ed its second reading iin tha Fgitish
Parliament by the magnificent major-
ity of 271 to 97 a vote of nearly three
to one in its favor. The personal ma-
tyrdom so bravely undergone by her-
oie suffrageties, has aroused public at-
tention, as never bhelfore, to the jus-
tice of woman's claim to equal politi-
cal representation, and to the breach
of faith by the Liberal party leaders
in having so long refused to allow a
parliamentary vole to be laken.

In America the condition of the suf-
frage 'movement 1s very different. Here
in no State Legislature, as yet, has it
secured so overwhelming and pegsist-
ent 1 mujority. Nor does there exist,
either ip Congress or in State Legisla-
tures, on the part of political lcaders,
an organized conspiracy to prevent a
vote being taken. Martyrdom in a just
cause is always noble und inspiring.
It is u time-honored maxim that *the
blood of the martyrs is the seed of the
church.” But it is always a last resort.
1n this country, the alternative has not
yet become, as n 1ngland, martyrdom
or surrender.

In America, unlike Great
reform in the suffrage will require
changes in more than forty written
State constitutions. The qualifications
for its exercise in each of these States
are under the control of its own Legls-
lauture, composed of seunators and re-
presentatives, elected annually, or bi-
anrnuadly, by .the male citizens of each
district. George Willlam Curtis in the
New York Constitutional convention
forty years ago remarked that the
woman suffrage movement differed
from all previous ones in the fact that
every extension of suffrage had hither-
to been acocmplished by a threat of
physical violence -which could not be
made effective in the case of 'women.
Fortunutely, however, in America,
physical force has ceased to decide
politiesl controversies, Vietories are
achieved by intellectual and moral in-
strumentalities, Whmen, even while
unenfranchised, have at their com-
mand weapons of argument, persua-
siopn, and management, more potent
and far-reaching than an appeal to
physical force.

Women who want to vote can here
exert, by organized activity, an appre-
ciable influence in securing the nomi-
nation and election eof legislatars who
will respeet their claims. Individually
and collectively women can make
their views politically effective. Bound
a3 yet to no party they are free to
work for the men of their choice.
Whenever a majority of any legisla-
tive body know that the suffragists of
their respective districts have worked
actively for their election, these legis-
lators will champion the woman's
cause with enthusiasm and alaerity.

In polities, as elsewhere, threats are
usua.lI'y dangerous, while advocacy and
support are potent and conciliatory.
Aesop's fable of the contest of the
north wind and the sun for the re-
moval of the traveller's cioak is es-
pecially applicable to wcmen's politi-
cal methods.

DUNDEE, May 9.—After a short,
sharp contest lasting exactly one week,
Dundee today proved steadfast to the
Liberal faith which it has held un-
shaken for a quarter of a century and
returned Winston Spencer Churchill,
president of the Board of Trade, to
the House of Commons at the head of
the poll.

Although the Unionists did not ex-
pect to oust Mr. Churchill from that
generally regarded safe seat, their
most sanguine prediction being that
Sir George Baxter, their candidate,
had “a good sporting chance,” still
they have the satisfaction of rising
from fourth ta second place in the poll
as compared with 1906, and of reducing
the Liberal majority from 5,415 to
2,709. i

The vote today stood:

Winston Spencer Churchill (Liberal),
7,079; Sir George Baxter (Unionist),
4,370; Mr. Stuart (Laborite), 4.014; Mr.
Scrymgour (Prohibitionist), 655.

Dundee is one of the chief sufferers
frcm prevailing bad trade and the
tariff reformers and Laborites made
tho most of it.

The former paraded with placards
declaring that the jute workers had
lost their employment through the
American tariffs, and this was the op-
pertunity for them. The local jute
works closed today, and this afforded
aa excellent argument, and one ‘which
the tariff reformers were not slow to
take advantage of. The advocates of
protection and th2 Laborites made cap-
ital out of the shipbuilding dispute, in
ccnnection with which there are 1,400
vnemployed in Dundee.

The fact that Mr. Churchill was not
so successful as his predecessor in the
Board of Trade in effecting a settle-
ment of the great industrial crisis was
regarded as most hopeful by the La-
horites for their cause.

Mr. Churchill also suffered from the
Suffragettes wha kad frequently brok-
en up open air meetings by the clang-
ing of railway and dinner bells and
goading him on Friday's meeting to
arpeal to an assembly of workmen not
to tolerate the rowdyism of roughs, but
to meet force by force.

On the other hand the budget an-
nouncement of the reémission of the
duty on sugar undoubtledly was in
Mr. Churchill’s favor, as Dundee is the
centre of the jam industry.

In view of the news
cabled to this side since Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy’'s arrival in England‘that
the C. P. R. would be willing to inau-
gurate such a service if proper guar-
antees were given the following editore
jal articie in the Syren and Shipping,
a prominent British Shipping Journal
will be read with interest at the pre-
sent time:—

“1f IL.ord Strathcona’s paper on the
“All-Red Route,” it says, which he
read to the members of the Royal Col-
onial Institute, give no further infor-
mation of what the scheme is, it, at
all events, removed a most serious ble-
mish from the proposition. An impres-
sion has been allowed to gain ground
that the subsidy was ear-marked. The
High Commissioner for Canada says
that this {s not so. “*‘The proposition
now under consideration,” he declared
at the outset, “is to provide rapid com-
munication for mails and passengers
between the Motherland and those do-
minions beyond the seas, utilizing in
Canada the trans-continent-companics
now operattng either land or Pacific
Ocean steamers whose speed and ac-
commodation shall be of the best and
most up-to-date character.” Granted
that an “All Red Route” is considered
necessary or desirable, it is but the
barest justice that all those companies
now operating either land or sea ser-
vices on the proposed route should
have an equal chance of making a bid
for the prize. Thera are already sev-
eral lines of passenger sleamers be-
tween British ports and Canada.
Amongst those, two occupy a pre-emi-
nent position, and, if rumor is to he
believed, a third is about to be so im-
proved as to justly claim a place in
the front rank.

It is not, perhaps, so well known
that in a very short time there will
be three Canadian trans-continental
raillways. The Canadian Pacific, of
course, all the world knows; but there
is the Grand Trunk Pacific, a new line
from the Atlantic to the Pacific in

siderable extent, with the financial aid
of the Canadian Government. A third
company, which will shortly have an
outlet on the Pacific, whilst on the
Fast it will reach the Atlantic, is the
Canadian Northern. It is but reason-
able to expect that each of these three
great enterprises should have an equal
opportunity of securing a share of the
Imperial subsidy should it ever be
given.
ALL ON EQUAL BASIS.

It is a source of great satisfaction
to learn from Lord Strathcona, one of
the ablest and most prominent of the
«All-Red Route” advocates, that these
separate sea and land services are to
be put on an equality, and that there
will be no favoritism. This point was
made even clearer at a later stage of
the paper. “If an arrangement is
possible among the existing companies
by which the present services could be
improved on the Atlantic and on the
Pacific, they would certainly make out
a strong case for special considera-
tion.” It seems to us that, given
such an arrangement, we have not
merely a strong, we have the strong-
est case for special consideration. In
answering criticisms of the scheme
which have been made at one time
and another, Lord Strathcona sald: It
seems to me that the idea of some
people that the ‘All-Red Route' is
merely a scheme of company exploita-
tion.” But surely there has been am-
ple justification for this. From the
moment the proposition came before
the Colonial Conference we have had
new steamer lines and ports labelled
“All-Red” dangled before us. And
more than this, an uncontradicted
cable from the Ottawa correspondent
of the Times placed Lord Strathcona
himself at the head of a new steamer
company especially founded for the
purpose of providing vessels for the
Atlantic service.

THE EXPLOITATION IDEA.

In the face of these facts, we think
that on consideration Lord Strathcona
cannot but admit there was ground
for the ‘“idea of some people” that
company exploitation was rather too
prominent. This {s, however, now
cleared away by the assurance
the crities that “the one consideration
communication between the
vantages of an alternative route which
has not yet been utilized to the extent
its importance deserves and the inter-
ests of the Empire requires.” Of the
desirability of securing a second route
to the East, and of doing what is pos-
sible to aid Canada in the great task
of developing her resources, there can
be no two-opinions, but in this country
the enormous outlay involved has giv-
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en rise to strong opposition. Yet here,
again, it appears there has been a con-
sidorable amount of had enginecering by
the pioneers of the scheme. Lord
Strathcona declares that the cost will
probably be less than Is anticipated.
The outlay will naturally be large, but,
tuo quote the words of the High Com-
missioner, “Without proper estimates
and a good deal of investigation it is
not possible to say what subsidies will
boe required; but, personally, T do not
think they will be so large as the fig-
ures that have been mentioned from
timé to time.” Why, it may not im-
properly be asked, have the hona fide
advocates of the scheme permitted the
reckless hurling of annual half-mil-
lions for an indcfinite period at the
héad of an already over-burdened tax-
payer The rough-and-ready advocates
of the scheme have apparently buased
their figures upon the assistance given
to the Cunard Company; the error of
that outcome of fright is being slowly
recognized. We in London receive our
mails no earlier than of yore. Whether
an express service to Canada would
prove equally faulty is a question
which the publi¢, both in the Domin-
lon and at home, must be fuily satis-
fied upon. The decision this side rests
with our Pest ffice authorities, who
would have to be made to sec the ab-
surdity of paying heavily for fast sea
speed if the mails and passengers are
to be landed in a remote corner of the
country. As regards Canada, the St.
l.awrence navigation is held -to nullify
the advantage fast steamers would
provide. The High Commissioner
maintains that the difficulties are
much over-rated. From 1880 to 1907
only five passenger vessels had strand-
ed on the route in question, four of
which accidents were adjusted to be
due to incompetent'and careless navi-
gation. He referred to the new chan-
nel, 1,000 feet wide and 40 feet deep.
which is nearing completion, and said
that in addition there was under con-
sideration the question of laying ca-
bles on the up and down tracks of
steamers which, in combination with
instruments on board, would enable
the liners to keep certain defined line
in sthe Gulf and river, and to be in
electrical communication all the time.

HARBORS OF NOVA SCOTIA.

Butsleaving the St. Lawrence on one
side for the .moment, because there
seems no absolute need for the steam-
ers of an express mail and passenger
service to traverse that waterway,
there are the great harbors of Nova
Scotia right on the Atlantic seaboard.
The drawba~k .under which these suf-
fer at present is the long railway jour-
ney via the Intercolonial line; this
disadvantage will be overcome by the
Grand Trunk Pacific which will ex-
i tend to Halifax, and by the proposed
extension of the Canadian Northern.
_Both these will provide much more ex-
pedious routes. The port difficulty
being disposed of, there still remains
the question whether the advantages
likely ‘to accrue are so great as to jus-
tify the outlay. ‘Points emphasized by
Lerd Strathcona were that the adop-
tion of the scheme would tend to knit
closer the ties of the scattered peoples
position on the Pacific as well as on
of the Empire, would strengthen our
the Atlantic, and that if we did not
establish a fast service, some other
country would. We do not attach
muvch weight to the last-named dan-
ger Other countries are finding the
fast-shipowning-get-off-the-earth game
not quite so easy or profitable as they
at one time thought. Further the men
who operate the Allan, C. P. R. ana
Dominion lines are not the type who
calmly tolerate poachers.The other ad-
vantages claimed are mucp more im-
portant. The Pacific will have to be
faught for sooner or later; experience
has shown that there is sometimes
much more sentiment in the talk of
kinship, and, above all, there is the
enormous outlay being faced by Can-
ada in the work of development. Im-
perialitss declare, and po doubt, with
justice, that this is work being done
for Greater Britain and that the rest
of the Empire should perform its share
of such tasks. England is the mother
of a lusty. ambitious family. If one of
her children spends millions .on mighty
i schemes, should not the parent help?
Now that it is clearly set forth that
there is to be no jobbery, that all are
to have an equal chance. the ground is
cleared for the consideration of the
other points put forward by the advo-
cates of this scheme.

SAYS MOST OF HUDSON
ANER LS PULPUGOD
COMES FROM CANADA

T

CORINTH, N. Y., May 10.—After
spending an entire day and night at
the Hudson River mill of the Interna®
tional Pdper Company, the congres=
sional committee which is investigat-
ing the manufacture of news print pa-
per in this country, left today for
Washington, where tomorrow they will
recsume hearings. The representatives
spent all their time learning at first
hand the process of manufacture and
ascertaining from the employes of the
mills the ratio of increase of wages in
the last ten years. Most of the com=
mittee’'s work was entirely informal,
and it was only at a short hearing that
ony sworn statement was taken. Re=
presentative Jemes R. Mann of Illi-
nois, the chairman of the committee,
would make no comment on the result
of the visit. He said that the com-
mittee had not yet decided whether it
would visit any other of the mills of
the International Paper Company and
bad fixed no time for the completion
of the investigation.

Charles W. Walker, superintendent
of the Hudson River mill, said in his
testimony that he had been superin=-
tendent of the Brompton mill in Can=
uda and that in his opinion common
il laborers in Canada received fifteen
cents per hour as against sixteen and
one-half cents for American laborers.

He said that skilled laborers in the
Canadian mills had to be imported into
Canada from the United States, and
he declared that the wages paid such
skilled employes was equal to the
wages paid for a similar grade of work
in the United States. He also testified
that ninety per cent. of the pulp wood
used in the Hudson River mill comes
from Canada. The present force of the
Hudson Iiver mill is 675 men, he said,
and the capacity of the plant is 240
tons per day, the greatest in the United
States. Superintendent Walker was
directed to prepare a table showing the
wages per week paid at the Hudson
River mills in 1898 1902 and at the
present time. This will be used by the
committee in rendering its decision.

GAELIC SCHOLARSHIPS

WASHINGTON, D. C.,, May 10—Sup+
plementary to its endorsement of &
Gaelic chair at the Catholic University:
of America, several Yyears 4go, the
Ancient Order of Hibernians have be=
gun a movement for the endowment of!
scholarships at the university by each
of the state organizations of the order.
The plan and scope of the scholarships
which are to be known as ‘“Hibernian
scholarships,” was discussed at a meet=
ing held here last week.

National Director P. T. Moran and
National Editor Patrick J. Halligan, of
the Hibernians, presented the matter
to the board of directors of the Catho=
lic University, who appointed a coms=
mittee consisting of Archbishops Glen«
non of St. Louis, and Ryan of Phila<
delphia, and Bishop O’Connell, rector
of the university, to represent the uni«
versity in arranging the details of the
scholarships.

According to the plans the _scholars
ships will be award wto sucys stud-
ents and scholars in inteffnediate
schools and colleges as shall display a
superior excellency in studies and de-
portment; condition, however, that
such successful competitor for thig
benefice shall pass a preliminary ex-
amination in the subjects comprehended
in the Gaelic course at the university,
and that while attending the university,
that course will be a special study.”

In the deliberation of the joint com=
mittee it was agreed that the course ofl
studies shculd cover a period of four
vears, the subjects to include the Gae=
lic language and literature, philosophy,
history, chemisti4# and such other
studies as the student may select. The
regulation examination for admission
ot the Catholic University will govern
the student, besides which it is pro=
posed that the Hibernian Society will
have a special qualification of its own
in Irish history and literature.

He is still, and will always continue to
be, a Welshman.

DOUBLE PERSONALITY.

Indeed the Lloyd-George who addres-
ses his own countrymen and the Lloyd-
George who speaks at Westminster
seem to the uninitiated Englishman
two different persons. In Wales he
will let himself go with an exuberance
that makes the ordinary Englishman
mutter something about “the Celtic
temperament.” At Westminster, and
with equal haturaliess, notie mbre sa-
gacious, pertinent, or level-headed than
he. But I do not'know that contradic-
tions such as these do anybody any
harm, and it is probably an immense
relief to himself when Mr, Liloyd-
George is able to blow off a little Cel-
tic steam among his beloved Welsh
hills.

He
examines a business proposition by the
unhampered light of business consid-
eratlons. hen he has done all he
can for the trade and commerce of
the country within the margins of the
present physical system, when he re-
alizes that Free Trade or social pro-
