Bearch ptures in them ye
B i ST Pt B
ﬁq'{ulﬂuydu. John 5 : 89,

Jesus had healed a man at the pool of
Betlesds, and the Jews found fault with
him becaase be did it on the SBabbath day ;
but be offended them still more by claiming
God as bis Isther, and asserting his
suthority to rais: the desd, to judge the
world, aad 10 coofer eternal life, He then
summons witnesses 10 prove his claims,
(1) Jobn the Baptist, (2) his own works,
(3) his Father's testimony, (4) the Word.

By the word be of course means the Old
Testament Beoriptures. They tostified of
bim. From the beginniog of Genesis to
the end of Malachi, he is the river of water
of life flowing through every book. The
Pharisees had the Boriptures sad reverenced
them, yes, searched them (* Yo do search
the Boriptures,” Rev, ver.), but they failed
10 recognise him of whom * Moses in the
Law and the prophets did write .Jesus of
Nasgareth.”

‘They thought they had life in the Borip
tures, bul i him who was himeelf
the life, “And ye will not come 0 me
that yo may have life” Webave the New
Testament as well aa the Old. They had
the twilight; but we have the noooday
sun. Our privileges are greater (han
theirs. Let us therefore foar lest we fall
under greater copdemnation, Bul why
did (hey Bot wand d the prophesi

Parker, or Emmereon, or Beeoher.” The
Bible says : “ Wide is the gate and broad
is the way that leads unto destruction ;
but straight is the gate and narrow is the
way that leads unto life.” But modern
advanced thinkers reverse the order.

The first object of search should be
Christ, whom to know is eternal life, for
uotil we have found him the Bible is &
hopeless enigma. He is the treasure hid
in the fleld, the pearl of great price precions
to those who believe. Having found Jesus,
the mext inquiry should be that of Baul:
“Lord what wilt thou have me to do.”
And we are not left in the dark with regard
to our Lord’s will, nor are we sent to any
Ananiss as Saul was, but to the written
word. “What is written? How readest
thou.” And hers we find our Master
speaking with authority, and nol as the
Boribes, and demanding unquestioning,
prompt, and complete submission to his
government,

When Moses received instruction ocon-
oerning the bailding of the tabernacle, he
was commanded to make all things accord-
ing to the patiern shown him in the mount,
and all the rites and ceremonies of the law
were o be punciiliously obssrved. But
some would have us believe that God
was more rigid and exacting in those days,
and that the New Testament laws are more
flexible and allow grester latitude w0
thought snd action; but what ssith the
Lord? “Ye are may friends if yo do

concerning Christ, which 10 ws seem w0
plain? They were blinded by the tradi-
tions of the fathers. This appears 1o bave
been Paul's difficulty. He says that he
was ““more exoeedingly sealows of the
traditions of his fathers * than his equale.
Christ had o reprove the Pharisees because
they made the commsndments of God of
none effect by their traditions. We bave
need 0 take heed how we hear snd read
sad study the word of God. * The thinge
written aforetime, were writlen for our
learning, that we through patiesce sod
comfort of the Beriptures, might have
boge.” But how shall we fiad the mind of
the Spirit as revealed in the Word? The
Roman Catholics tell us that the church is
the ooly interpreter, and that no private
person has any right to obtain the truth
We pity
the deluded Papist; and yet may we not
be in as great danger of error while we pin
our faith to the ipec dizxit of learned com-
mentstors, or listen 1o the vagaries of
liberal-minded theologians ?

Tue writings of wise and boly men may
be very helpful in elucidatiog the truth,
whi'e kept in their place if subordinations
to the smcred text, Lut there is dauger that
the expoeition and comments and state
ments of dootrine and practice may super«
the Word iteelf. Aod what is the poor
laborer 0 do who has veither the time nor
opportupity to stady the theology of
the past or the discoveries and inventiona
of modern divines T He will either have
1o take interpretation of the church, i.e., of
the ministers, or do as the Negro down
south said his brethren did. = He was asked
bow it was that the colored people in his
state were all Baptists, while the whites
were something else, “ Why,” said he,
“ the white people have plenty of time to
read and study, and they put all sorts of
measings upon the Word, but we poor
darkies have no time for that, and so we
bave to take the Word just as it reads.”

The Bible ia its own best interpreter, and
any view of trath which does not bazmonize
with ite teachings should be rejected, It
they speak not according to the law it is
because there is mo light in them. No
buman opinion is orthodox because it is
ancient, or correct because it is ingenions
or popular. There is danger in Biblical
interpretations s well as in the open
sttacks of infidelity. Skepticiem sssumes
the garb of religion sod then takes great
liberty with the Word of God. It anathema-
tizes those who have fought and suffered to
maintain the truth and calls the doctrines
they have formulated shortlived and in-
tolerant, and lauds o the skies those who
break down the ancient landmarke and
round off the sbarp corners of the truth so
to make it acceptable to human nature,

Raising and CuringTthe Hay Orop.

A correspondent of the New England

Farmer makes the following practica’ sug-
gestions on the rairing and curing of hay ;
“Hay will not grow. at a profit without
geaerous fertilization, and I do not think
eight or ten corle of stable mauure too
much to apply before seeding to grass.
Thie land should be thoroughly pulverized,
and a fine seed bed made bbe?ure seeding.
Nature's time of seeding grass {3 in July
and August, and I have zeldom had a péor
oatch when sveded during those months.
When' it is to be seeded with another
orop I would recommend  seeding
with ~ barley or corn about August
1. It can be seeded in a corn field in July
by carefally preparing the field before
planting, and following level cultare, and
this is my favorite method, where circum+
staaces will permit, because it is ahaded
until the hot, dry weather is over,and then
has time (0 h-n{en before winter, and the
cost of seeding 1 this way is as small as
any.
“My own practice is to cut my grass in
the afternoon if ible, and rake into
winnows the vextfay, and if dry enough
put it in‘the barn, as hay will be at jta beat
when put in about two thirds dried if there
is no rain or dew upon it, bat if there is,
dry 1t well afterwards or it will come out
smoky. Every time hay is put in the cock
snd opened it adds to the cost, therefore
handle as little as possible, and yet every
one must be governed by the weather and
tha circumstances which surround him.”

qualities are inherited from good seed, and
scanty preduce,” disease and other bad
qualities froim inferior seed.””
