Wa, the women of the Missionary Con-
ference now asssembled in Shanghai,
come to you, our sisters in Christ, with
an urgent appeal in bebalf of the one
hundred millions of women and chil-
dren of China who “ sit in darkness and
in the shadow of death.”

The work of women in China has been
prosecuted st the oldest stations for
about fifty years, at first chiefly by the
wives of missionaries, but in later years
single ladies have largely augmented
this working force. There are now
Iadies engaged in educational, inedical
and evangelistic work in China. Much
has beedd done by them, many lives have
been uplifted from the degradation of
idolatry and sin, many sad hearts com-
forted, many darkened minds enlight-
ened, and much solid good effected. But
our hearts are bufdened today with
love shd pity for the millions of women
around us, our sisters for whom Christ
died, still unreached by the sound of the
gospel.

Beloved sisters, if you could see their
gordid misery, their hopeless, loveless
lives, their ignorance and sinfulness, as
we see them, mere human pity would
move you to do something for their up-
lifting. But there is & stronger motive
that should impel you to stretch out s
helping hand, and that we plead—the
constraining love of Christ. We, who
are in the midst” of this darkness that
can be felt, send our voices across the
ocean to you, our sisters, and beseech
you by the grace of Christ our Saviour
that you come at once to our help.

There comes to the student
who pursues sound courses of liberal
studies  wide development of faculty,
and the variety of thinkiog power and
feeling power which such s student is thus
enabled 1o carry with him into his special
ocoupation provides the oconditions of
mastership.  And 80 we judge we shall
do the best service in the arte depart
ment by alming 1o make the student as
much & man or woman as possible, snd
thus perform at once the highest service
o the individual life, snd condition that
life for s hopelul entrance upon whatever
special department of work msy be
chosen In sddition to the general
course of study for the bacoalsureate
degree aud the courses in houor work for
those students qualitied aund sble to
pursue them,; the university will shortly
be prepared Lo sunounce courses for the
degrees of Master of Arts, Doctor of
Philosophy, and Doctor of laws. leo
tures will be delivered on the subjects
presoribed for these advanoed courses,
in order to place before the student the
best u.ru.mL of conducting the invest:
gations undertaken, the points requiring
special attention, the proper conditions
and necessary limits of the lines of in
vestigation pursued. Students pursuing
these wdvanced courses will be required
to be in attendance at the university but
seven weeks in each year. I should here
add that, in addition to the degree of
Bachelor of Theology conferred on the
completibn of the advanced courses of
study in the Theological department,
courses for the higher degrees are al
ready prescribed and published.

We Lope to carry on our work in har.
mony with sound educational principles.
The mind is a living essence with quali
ties and processes of its own. There is
no teaching except as there is active co-
operation on the part of those taught. It
is mot s onesided process, but is co-
operative and co-active. We expect that
the thought of the student will be
bro#ight forth freely in the class-room for
examination. Direct, earnest, sympa-
thetic contact of student and protessor in
the presence of the class is indispensable
in securing the high results at which we
aim.

INDEPEXDENCE ESSENTIAL.

In undertaking and carrying forward
the work proposed to be done we require
entire freedom in the exercise of all the
functions of a self.competent body, an or-
genismn having an independent life. The
professors must be so conditioned as to
be leaders and guides in a real sense to
their students in their beveral depart-
ments of study. In rendering the ser-

Jesus' ResvrrecrioN Booy. There are
three theories as to the body of
Jesus during these 40 days.

But this is in plain dontra-
diction both to Paul's dem-ptmn of the
spiritual body in 1 Cor. 15: 42-53, and
to the glimpses we have nl ienua when
in Iis_glontied body (Rev. I: 13-16;
Matt. 17: 2). Jesus took en;mml pains
to plmw that this was not true. More-
ovel to aceept it destroys the proof that
He wss really raised from the dead, and
gives a very feeble and poor idea of our
future resurrection bodies, which are to
be spiritual, raised in powerand in glory,
like His glorious body.

powers. There is the same objection,
though less in degree, to this as to the
former theory, that it mars the proof of
His resurrection. The anly new rower
described sn the Gospels is that of easy
transportation and invisibility. And this
is not a quality of the body, but a power
of Jesus' spirit over Ilis body, such as
He gave hints of in His previous life,
and such as the angels have over the
bodies with which they appeared.

‘The Tiirp theory is that Jesus had a
body the same in substance sn. attributes
as He had before His crucifixion, “just
as Lazarus’ natural unchanged body was
raised the same as befure death,” and
that this was changed into His glorious
resurrection body, at the ascension, just
as the bodies of the saints who are living
atthe resurrection day shall be “changed
in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye."
It seems clear that Jesus used every
Jossible means td provg this to the dis
ciples ; that thus ooly is there full proot
of His resurrection; and thus only do
we huve a true ides of our glorious
spiritual body, of the resurrection, and
the powers and glaries of our future life.

WEALTH AND ITS USES.

Mr. Carnegie, the greit Pennsylvania
iron' master, being a wealthy man, bas
been led to study the responsibilities of
wealth, and bas published bis reflections
on the subject. [is pamphlet has at-
tracted the attention of the Hon. W. E.
Gladstone, and led him to “publish an
article in the last numberof the Nine
teenth Century, in which he comments on
Mr. Carnegie's vigws. Two points dwelt
upm{ by Mr. Giadstone are especially
deserving of consideration. The first is
that men who possess property which
they intend to devote to benevolent ob-
jects, should be their own executors. In
this way only can the owner of property
give to a worthy o} ject so as to' exercise
self.denisl. When oné assumes to give
away what one can no longer hold, the
benevolence beco nes, to say the least,
somewhat . obscured. Mr. Gladatone
adds:. “ If the question be put whegther
the wealithy portion of our com-
munity give away an adequate or be-
coming portion of their incomes, there
can hardly be a serious doubt that the
snswer must be in the pegative.” This
opinion is sustained by an appeal ‘to
facts. On the one band a careful caleu
Iation is made of the amount of anousl
increase in the wealth of the people, or
rather of the propa-ty-holders ; and oo
the other the probable sums devoted
annually to bevevolent purposes. The
discrepancy is simply amnzing. Were s
similar caleulation made for our oWwn
territory would the results be essentially
different?  We fear that they would not.

Our correspondent further asks,—
whether, in such & case as that mention-
ed, & church would not be morslly re-
sponsible for the payment of any neces-
sary bills incurred by the pastor while
ministering to the church?

It is surely both
nstonishing and shameful that any Bap-
tist minwster should have to ask such
questions or face.them in his own ex-
perience. That a wealthy churchshould
fail to fulfil the financial engagements to
its pastor and leave him to be vexed,
embarrassed, and put to extremities by
debts necessarily incurred in the service
of the church, is simply monstrous. We
wish we could add that it is quite incred-
ible of any church within the limits of
our Baptist Convention.

Though,7as we have intimated, we
should be very slow to advise any pastor
to em;loy legal measures in order to
collect an overdue salary which & chureh
neqfecn to pay, yet we must say it would
be nothing more than simple justice for
the church if it were so compelled to
«meet its obligations. In most cases, mo
doubt, in which pastors suffer because of
uppaid sslaries, it is due not to any in-
tention on the part of the church to
withbold frdm the pastor his hardly
earnel salarg, but to silaple neglect. It
should be remembered, however, that
such neglect is criminal—being dighonest
in itself, and resulting to vex and ham
per the pastor and so greatly to discour.

Again, it may not be amiss to enquire,
“Of what benefit would a department of
It is self evi-
dent that if it were not a benefit to the
students it would be a benefit to no one.
It follows that if the students could not
be induced to take advantsge-of it still
no benefit would accrue to any one. We
should then ask, “ What are- the views
of the students and the motives likely
to influence them ?” Last winter, it was
moved in the Atbenwam Society of the
students: “That it is expedient that
steps should be taken “to secure the
return of the Theological department to
Acadia.” A debite ensued, and few or
no vot«s were recorded in favor of the
motion. In the June nuniterof Acadia
Athencum, & ministerial stud<nt wrote a
strong article against the present arrange
ment for theological instruction. This
waas followed by an article of like tenor
in the November number of the same
paper, writtep under the sanction of the
ministerisl students. This article claims
that the prospective results of the pres
ent arpangement is ® a liberal chance for
an inferior lot of graduates in arts, and,
consequently an inferior lot to undertake
theological work.” Already it is appar
ent that the energies of some ministerial
students are being sapped by the press of
mission and supply work, without plac.
ing the distracting opportunity for theo-
logical study beside their arts course.

During the last six months high ideas
of “ Theology at Acadia ” seem to have
been raised. In face of the actual state
of atluirs, the unanimous vote of the
Convention at Yarmouth and the un-
varied support of the resolution in the
columns of your paper since, have been,
to say the least, remarkable. By a large,
important and loyal part of Acadia's con
stituericy,; the news of the vote referred
to was received with unmixed regret.
T'he larger part of the students and' late

graduates regard the steps lately taken.

as of bad omen for Acadia. Many pro-
minent educationists and faithful clergy-
men among Acadia's former students
look upon the movement with distrust.
Yet, fearful of saying a word against any
action that might possibly tend to up
build Acadia, snd disliking to differ from
respected leaders, they have remained
silent.

It is with some . reluctance that I
attempt to put forward some of the
opinions of these classes. Acadia has in
the past been well served by able and
self sacrificing men. To-day she stands
at the confluence of more, better and
purer edgcative influences than any
other college in the Maritime Provinces.
The faculty, though not the greatest, is
the central and basal educative power
on the “ Hill”" It is self-evident that if
it fails Acadia will fail ; if it fails to hold

(3) that in itself, because of the ambi
tions and attitude of the greater number
of the students it would produce but
little good result.  Still, perhaps, some,
mindful of the purpose of the fathers
and seeing the destitutions of the home
fields, will hardly regard these words:
It may well be asked if the work done
in educating men to be leaders in Ch
tian society and moulders of théir coun
try’s sentiment and ambitions, uq‘. well as
leading supporters of Christian and Bap
tist principles, is not a noble work for
which the college was founded ? Pastors
alone cannot sufficiently direct society
to higher Christian and moral attain-
ments. It is said that many ministerial
students enter college late, that others
are mentally unfit for a seven years
course, and others have the misfortune
to be naturally indolent and unenergetic.
These, 1t is said, might be retained for
the home field. I submit that the min-
ister as well as others should be encour-
aged to consecrate to his life work well
trained faculties, and s well informed
mind, and trat if any shortening of the
course is to be allowed, the great need of
our-churches now is not s0 much pastors
who have a smattering of theology, as
those that have a clear and well discip-
lived mind, and a strong, soulful Chris-
tian purpose. To secure these a careful

equal rank with other M college
faculties, Acadia will tend to fall behind
her sister colleges.

Luther’s Day.

To-day, being the nearest Sunday to
the 3ist October, is celebrated all over
Germany as the anniversary day of the
Reformation. It is now 373 years singe
Luther nailed his ninety-five theses on
the door of the cathedral at Wittenberg:
This was the first act in that great series
of events, which resulted in the religious
emancipation of Northern Europe. “The
just shall live by faith,” became a pro-
minent article in the creed of the ('hris-
tian church, snd faith in God rather than
in the efficacy of gnod works, sueh as pen-
ance or indulgence, licensing an equiva-
lent amount of evil works. New zeal;
new hope, new enterprise Tollowed in
the wake of the Reformation, and even
the ‘Church of Rome herself received a
lesson which she has not been slow to
improve. It is well by special days to
revive interest in the great events of
the past to which we owe so much, and
itis a good thing to honor mén like
Luther, Calvin, and Zwingli, who did
such s noble work for their time, but
our interest should not exhaust itselfl
with the retrospect. Every age needs
its reformation, and this, the proud nine
teenth century, is no exception to the
rule.

In Germany the Protestant (Lutheran)
charch, unless it be reformed, is in dan-
ger of dissolution. This"is » strange
statement to make concerning the land
and chureh of Luther, the supposed
stronghold of Protestantism. Yet the
fact remains. The masses of the people
are turning away from the church with
the ory, “No man cares for our souls.”
The church sttendance is very small in
proportion to the ‘population, while
places of amusement and dissipation are
crowded with men seeking self forgetful
Sunday is a day when theatres,
beer gardens, ciréuses, excursions and
great concerts are specially patronised.
At 3 great representative meeting of
Socinlists, lately convened, it was serious.
ly debated whether they should not in &
body withdraw from the church, the
redson being that “ the chureh was not
the friend of the poor man,” At the
name of Christ in this assembly there
arose such a tumult that the police had
to be called in to quell it.

The charge of the Socialists is certain
ly not without foundation. It is lament
ably true that sections of the Protestant
chageh in Germany, as well as in other
countries, are strangely indifferent to the
needs of the people. Thoughtful men
deplore the apathy and lack of Christ
like spiirit among the officers of the
State church.

Further, Protestantism here seems
in danger not only from Socialists,
but from HRoman Catholicism. - The
effoct of the Reéformation has to
some extent passed away, and. Rome has
recovered from the shock. She bhas
come with renewed energy to the attack,
and Germany, which has witnessed so
many viotories for the Protestant faith,
bids fair sgain to become the battle
ground of a contlict more severe and
prolonged than that of the sixteenth
sentury. Rome seems to have awakened
to)n new life. She is scanning with eagle
ofe the signs of the times, and has
shown herself an adept at reading them.
She has recognized the meaning of the
great movements on the part of the
people. Bhe has seen that fiom them is
derived the power, and she is devoting
herself to them. She does not turn the
poor away from her cathedral doors with
proud. haughtiness. She gathers chil-
dren into her schools by thousands, in-
stilling into them her peculiar dootrines
and prejudices. In literary matters she
is seen striving to take the lead. In the
universities she has able men, and she
has writers in almost every department
who are in duty bound to flavor their
productions with Roman Catholicism.

In politics Rome 18 ever active. She
has not given up her dreams of temporal
control. In fact the dream is fast be-
coming a reality. According to a state-
ment of Dr, Stuckenberg, the Catholics
are the strongest political party in Ger-
many to-day, and will gain their point in
spite of Bismarck and all his power.
While I write petitions are being cirou-
lated in every part of Germany that thes
Jesuits, who have been banished from
the kingdom, may return. I submit here
& quotation from Draper,describing briefly
the Jesuits, whose Rome is com-
ing more and more fully to adopt:

She is
massing and orgsnizing forces for the
reconquest of Denmark, Holland, Scan-
danavia, Great Britian and Americs, and
their re-subjection to the papal see. It
will be seen that Rome is now chiefly
active in I'rotestant countries. While
Protestantism slumbers, she is using her
opportunity. Her method is to work in
the dark, to suppress statistics and make
the public generally suppose that all is
going on as usual. It is time for the
Protestant world to awake and know
what is taking place ; not in order to
attack Romanism, but to prepare itself
f r grander u.e'ulness. We need another
Luther to rouse the Christians of this
century to their needs and duty.

This is a time of great movements, of
great crises, and the indications are that
society may be organised on a new basis.
[o this reorganization it is evident that
institutions which cannot pass the test of
utility, must in spite of their antiquity,
in spite of the good they have done in
he past, cesse to claim support from
men.

His time is scrup-
ulously divided; so much allotted to
rudmg, 80 much to writing, so much to
exercise, 80 much to recreation.

It s
almost equally common for tue . inex
perienced farmer to select the most
hrifty pig in his lot for killing tirst. This
is nearly always a mistake. The lack of
thriftiness is not cured by age, and when
one pig is 80 and the other 100-weight,
the increase is likely to be 120 and 2uu
if both are kept long enough.

To Rase Turxirs CHEAPLY.—As soon
as the wheat is off, plough the land, har-
row thoroughly. Sow broadcast oue
pound of seed to the acre, and go over it
with a heavy roller. It is important to
sow- immediately after harrowing the
land, and if the roller is light and canvot
be weighed down, go over twice. When
the turpips are large enough to hoe tuke
the culuvator shovels one {o)t aj art and
g0 through them; or better set cultivatcr
shovels into a lang stick like a corn
marker, one foot apart. At the end of
eight or ten days go through the tumnips
again crossways and they are as good ss
hoed. 1t is easy to raise from one hun
dred to three hundred bushels to the
aore if the land is in good order. If not,
put twelve to fifteen bushels of hen ma
nure on belore harrowing.— dmerican
Agriewlturist,

Dr. T. L. Wright points out most for

depths of depravity into which aleohol
may plunge the human soul, have never
yot been sounded. In its position as &
wrecker of good mordls, alcohol stands
‘proudly eminent. Few things ave so
bad, as o have no good in them ; but,
aside from certain properties available
in therapeutics, alcohol seems, in its
impressions on the human organism, to
be sipguiarly bad. In all its long and
dreary history, it has never bben known
to add anything whatever to & man's
real charaoter for piety, or sympathy, or
love to his family, or kindness to his
fellow-man.
“ Alocohol deadens the conscience of
sonyone who partakes of it, jlet his mo-
tives in drinking be what they may.
The caspal dripker often partakes of
alcohol without any clearly defined pur-
pose, certainly without the slightest in-
tent of committing an unlawful sct.
Yet, sthe poison aftects him as it does
others; it paralyzss his conscience, the
acuteness of his sensibilities is blunted,
and he is peculiarly liable to be led into
improper and unlawful conduct.
