Russian Squadron outside Danish Island, in the Baltic --
Communication across Europe cut off.

London, July 31.—In the desperate situation there are
only two factors tonight giving the faintest hope of averting a
general European war—first Russia and Austria are engage
in direct negotiations again._ Second both Great Britain and
Franee are using their utmost endeavors in favor of peace.

On the other hand, Russia has ordered a general mobiliza-
tion, and Germany has declared a state of siege, which is un-
doubtedly a prelude to, if it does not cover, mobilization.

France has not yet mobilized, but at cabinet councits,
which sat until late at night, issued decrees establishing a mor-
atorium and taking other action which could only be determin-
ed upon the eve of war. Unofficially the French army is being
virtually mobilized. S

A very cicumstantial, though yet uncofirmed, report, pub-
lished in Rome, says that Germany is about to.demand from
both Russia and France the immediate cessation.of mobiliza-
tion. Yet another rumor has it that the German ambassador

 has notified the French government of his early departure.

Great Britain is practically, though not officially, mobilized
and the smaller European states, as a precaution, have ordered
the mobilization of their armies—Belgium, Holland and Switz-
erland—to protect their territory from being used as a highway
for the belligerents; Norway, Sweden and Denmark to guard
themselves on general principles. Italy makes no announce-
ment, and although a rumor credits her with the decision not to
take part in the struggle, there is little doubt that she is making
ready by mobilization.

Communication across Europe has:been cut-off, and there
is a universal application of the censorship, with the result that
it is-impossible to obtain any acurate knowledge of what mili-
tary operations are going on in Servia. All code telegrams are
refused. In short, all the European nations are becoming iso-
lated from each other by railway and telephone. Many Ameri-
can travellers have been held up by the suspension of interna-
tional trains.

The withdrawal of three famous yachts from the Cowes
regatta is significant.

All countries involved in the war have prohibited the ex-
ports of many products and all the stock exchanges in England
and Scotland are closed. The European state banks have
raised rates, and the Bank of England rate has been doubled.

London, July 31—Facing the most perilous epoch in their history
since they shivered before the spectre of a Napoleonic invasion, the
English people are the calmest nation of Europe. Yesterday they felt
that the decision, whether Great Britain was to be drawn into a gen-
eral European war was hanging in the balance; today they believe it
i probability rather than a possibility.

There is no mistaking the fact that, with the exception of a min-
ority of peace advocates, whose voice is hardly heard, and geems to
carry little weight, the nation’s mind is reconciled to war. There is
apparent among all classes a sober and grim determination, if the
government declares that the nation’s interests and obligations re-
quire her to take up arms, side by side with R a and France, to see
the business through to the bitter end.

The belief of the average man is that the existence of the whole
of Eyrope as an armed camp, nervous and jealous, could have but one
ending, and If the hour for a general settlement has struck, there will
be no flinching.

They are con-
cerned also as to whether the food supplies can be mantained, and to
what extent private fortunes will be impaired by the financial upheav-
al of the war.

While the London stock exghange is ciosed for the first time in its
history by the threat of war, and all_the exchanges in England and
Scotland immediately shut their doors on learning of London’s action
there has been no financial panic. Nor has there been any important
failure.

The general feeling among the bankers is that London has wea-
thered a remarkable storm with great credit.

The bank rate was doubled from four to eight per cent., but dur
ing the Crimean War it touched ten and stayed there for six weeks.
Short loans today commanded ten and ten and half per cent. interest.
While nothing occurred like a run on the banks, there were symp-
toms which caused anxiety to everybody.

M. Jaures was seated at a dinner
table, near an open window, chatting
with several Socjalist deputies and
the editors of the L’Humanite. As
though by pregrrangement, the cur-
tain covering the window was lightly
brushed aside; and a hand holding a
reyolver was thrust through. Before
M. Juares could make a move he re-
celved two bullets in the back of the
head. Without uttering even an ex-
clamation he fell forward and expired,
with is head on the table, ;

Morning Session.

A. R. Gould was the first witness
examined at the morning session df
the Dugal enquiry. He said that the
St. John and Quebec Railway Co.
had been organized under the New
Brunswick act. Mr. Gould had writ-
ten to Lisman & Co. in regard to the
hooks of the railway company. He
had taken no other steps to secure
the books.

Mr. Carvell here asked that the
commission instruct the witness to
bring the books and that the neces-
sary steps be taken to see that he
did. Mr. Gould thought that the
books would have been here. He
understood that Mr. Lisman was in
London and perhaps the staff of his
office did not wish to take action until
his return.

Mr. Fowler thought that the ne-
cessity of producing the books should
be shown. Every dollar of public
money had been accounted for. The
individual had rights and he should
not be called upon to produce his
books to satisfy the curiosity of
every scandal mionger. Judge Mc-
Keown said he preferred to allow the
matter to stand for a time to see
what would be the consequence of
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Mr. Guthrie’s efforts.

Mr. Gould then gave details of the

organization and formation of the
railway company. He and Mr, Lis-
man had made arrangements with

the Prudential Trust Co., and the gov-
ernment approved of the arrange-
ment afterward.

The authorized capital of the rail-
way company was $2,000,000. The
construction company later agreed to
give the government the majority of
the bonds in return for an agreement
allowing them ten per cent. of the
cost of the work. Witness did not
own stock, although the books show-
ed that he owned $99,000. The stock
had beengtransferred to others. It
had been divided between Ross
Thompson, C. A. Barnard, H. B, Mac-
donald and L. E. Gould.

Several questions by Mr. Carvell
were disallowed by the commission.
Witness thoughht the progress esti-
mates for July were about $85,000 on
one account, and $20,000 on another.

The hearing was then adjourped
until afternoon,

ternoon session. He said the books of
the railway company had not yet ar-
rived from New York. Personally he
was quite willing to have them in
court and, as president of the com-
pany, would wire New York for them.
He had discussed the matter with the
Attorney General and that gentleman
had.told him by all means to have the
books brought to court.

Mr, Carvell said this was satisfac-
tory to him. He wanted all cash books,

ledgers, journals, cheque books,
cheque - stub books and cancelled
cheques.

DESCAIPTION
KIEL AND
WILHELMSHAVEN

In conection with recent despat-
ches reporting the bottling-up of Ger
man squadrons at Kiel and Wilhelm-
shaven it may be interesting to give
a few particulars concerning these
two important naval bases in Ger-
many.

Kiel is a seaport in the province of
Bchleswig-Holstein, on a bay of the
Baltic, near the Baltic end of the
Kaiser Wilhelm canal. It is seventy
miles by rail, north of Hamburg. This
port is'the chief naval station of the
German empire. The old town of
Kiel has narrow, crooked streets,
Kiel is a centre of trade, with Den-
mark and Scandinavia. * Its industries
are almost wholly allied to the ship-
building trade. It is said that the
harbor of Kiel is one of the most
strongly fortified harbors of the
world.’

Wilhelmshaven is a sea-bathing re-
sort and one of the principal naval
stations of Germany. It is on the
west side of Jahda bay, about forty-
one miles northwest of Bremen. Be-
sides the old and new harbors, there
is an equipment dock, also-a ship-
building basin with three dry docks,
a torpedo harbor, an airship plant,
foundries, etc. It is very strongly
fortified.

The police enquiry was continued
yesterday. At the afternon session
the first witness was Sergt. Smith
of the North End, who said Chief
Clark had established a more rigid
iscipline than his predecessors.

Sergt. Johm Smith, apprinted to
force in 1883, passed a medical ex-
amination in reading and writing.
He was given instructons by serg-
eants in general and routine duties.

Q. Was there a change after Chief
Clark took  charge?

A. Yes, quite a change, Discip-
line became much more strict. We
did not know anything about suspen-
sions in Chief Marshall's time.

Witness was reported about 10 or
12 years ago flor an error of judgment
and was suspended for two days. He
got no promotion till after Com.
MecLellan took charge of safety de-
partment. He was acting sergeant
for twenty years, but got no exira
pay. HMe left his beat to rest or get
warm—he did not call that loafins.
He had heard Sergt. Kilpatrick read-
ing from the criminal code to the
men. He got Marshall’s manual
when he joined.

On Thiirsday night after doing first
round in North End he went to sta-
tion and received wond that the
chief had telephoned him to go to the
sonthern division, if all was quiet in
the North End.

So far as Russia i8 concerned, this
war, say the diplomatists, means the
test of Slavonic strength, and she can-
not, they believe, regard the destruc-

tion of Servia without grave concern.
There appears to be a general belief
here that Russia will enter this war.
The only thing that might restrain
her, it is thought, would be a refusal
from France of financial support, and
this is not. expected.

“The Frenc re as active in the
promotion of this war as the Austri-
ans themselves,” sald one diplomatist
here today. Whereas the Austrians

realize that they must now battle
to defeat the Slavonic movement
within their empire, the French feel
that they are in the strongest possi-

ple position to succesfully prosecute a
war against Germany.

“The French army is in excellent
condition. Financially France is the
strongest of European nations. I be-
Heve that Russia cannot with safety
keep herself out of this conflict, and
Germany does not seem to be dodging
the issue. Only Enland and Italy ap-
pear to be sincerely desirous of pre-
venting the general’ European confla-
gration.”

The State Department is awaiting
receipt of Austria’'s declaration of war
When official notification of this is re-
ceived the United States will of course
declare her neutrality. No evidence of
any intention to invelve the United
States in the situation by an offer of
good services for mediation or other-

From a selfish standpoint American

Remember once the eggs are remov-
ed from the waterglass, they are liable
to go bad as quickly, if not quicker,
than a fresh egg. So only remove
them from the solution just before
required for use or sale.

COST REDUCERS

Se many dairymen wonder what the
factory is going to pay, so many sales-
men fight for another sixteenth of a
cent on the price of cheese. that some
milk producers in thinking almost en-
tirely of selling price, are apt to over-
look cost.

The twin sisters of economical milk
production are good cows and individ-
ual records. Cows may be fed right
and fed allke, yet fail to produce milk
economically, that is at low cost, be-
cause they were not built on dairy
lines. But even with the average run
of dairy cows that seem to produce
just about the same quantity of milk,
there are so many strange variations
that the keeping of milk records is
not only advisable from the business
tandpoint, but b of fascinati
interest.

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Italy on Servia’s Side

in the End,

New York, July 30.—Mr.. Dashan
Popovich, editor of the Servian News,
of this ecity, in speaking of the Ser-
vian situation to a Herald reporter,
said:

“At the present time the outlook is
somewhat dark for Servia. There is
no doubt that we would eventually
be worsted if the conflict should be
localized to Aus and Servia, be-
cause of the force of greater numbers.
Patriotism, howev is rampant and
my countrymen w d stop at noth-
ing to distinguish themselves in this
war as they did with notable success
in the recent Balkan wars.

“Austria is blinded with grief at the
death of the Archduke. She has Ger-
many for an ally. Italy, the other
member of the Triple Alliance, cannot

in my opinion, assist Austria in a war
with Servig for a reason that has not
yvet been discussed. This lies in the
fact that the approach to the Adriatic
Sea is commanded by two ports dia-
metrically opposite to each other.
One port. Bari, is on the Italian side;
the other port, Antivari, belongs to
Montenegro. Antivari is. the only
port to which Servia has access

“Italy cannot afford to have her in
terests in the Adriatic interfered with
by allowing Ausfria to capture the
port of Antivarl. I understand that at
the present time Austria has twenty-
six battle ships at Catara, near Anti-
varl. Therefore, I belfeve that if Aus-
tria makes y move against Antivari
Italy will hdraw from the Triple
Alliance may in the end be found
fighting against Austria.

RESPONGIBLE

Promoters of Compsny
awarded damages—Feat-
ures of interest to all Fox
people.

One of the most interesting . fox
cases tried in the . Supreme Court
since the Industry was established in
P. B. Island, was that of B. Carruthers
and others against R. A. Taylor and
J. W. Carruthers of Montague. The
plaintiffs in the suit reside in Saskatch-
ewan and organized a company in
Lashburne, Sask., known as the Lash-
burne Fox Co. They purchased from
the plaintiffs in- July 1912 a female
fox under a contract by, which it w:\s’
provided amongst other things that
the defendants would mate the female
fox so sold with a fox of their own
and provide the produce between the
plaintiff and the defendants. It was
further provided by the agreement
that if anything should happen to the
fox purchased by the plaintiff, that the
defendants would lend to the plaintiffs
a female fox until such time as the
plaintiffs obtdined their shareo of a lit-
ter. It was contended by the plaintiffs
that they never have  received their
share of the little, and on the part of
the defendant it was claimed that the
female fox did produce a litter which
died immediately after being born.
The defendant, Taylor, who had charge
of the ranch it which the foxes were,
contended that the litter was born
alive and that this was a fulfilment
of the contract. This was disputed
by the plaintiff who contended first
that the mother of the foxes died
withiout having produced any live lit-
ter, and that in any event there was
no litter available from" which they
receive their share of same. The de-
fendants, John W, Carruthers, did not
contest the suit, but conceded that
there was a breach of contract on
the part of himself and his co-defén-
dant and asserted that he was willing
to pay his shares of the damages. An
interlocutary judgment by defauilt was’
obtained against him. He was the|
principal witness on behalf of thel
plaintiff against his co-defendant, R. A.
Tayler, who contested the suit, claim-
ing that he was not lable. Among
the witnesses examined on the case
were Hon. Charles Dalton, Dr. Ross of
Charlottetown, R. W. Stewart, a lead-
ing fox man, J. W, Carruthers and R.
A. Taylor. The case was tried before
Chief Justice Sir Wilfrid Sullivan and
a jury at Georgetown. The jury found
a verdict for the plaintiff for $5,000
for breach of contract on the part of
the defendant.
