Ottawa, July 11.—A number of alien 

registration offices have been closed 
and it is stated that it is the purpose 
of the government to close all of them 
shortly. The registration of aliens of 
enemy nationality in < anada is regard, 
ed as complete, and there is no further 
necessity for these offices in view of 
the fact that the dominion police un­
der Col. Sherwood are capable of 
handling the situation now.
