‘Company.

“Upon careful inquiry I cannot
find that any of the other con-
tracts out of which it is alleged
by the member for Richmond that
J. Wesley Allison obtained profits
or commissions, were made either
by the shell committee or any de-
partment of the government of
Canada.  However, as it has been
alleged that the shell committee
made a contract with the Provi-
dence Chemical Company, of St.
Louis, that alleged comtract will
be included.

“I1, therefore, propose to recom-
mend to His Royal Highness, the
Governor-General, that a Royal
Commission shall issue appoint-
ing one or more judges to make a
thorough investigation into these
four contracts and. all matters
connected therewith.”

The prime minister said that he
had commuhicated with S8ir Wil-
liam Meredith, Chief Justice of
Ontario, and Mr. Justice Duff, of
the Supreme Court of Canada, and
they had consented to act as com-
missioners. “I have also to say,’
proceeded Sir Robert Borden,
“that two counsel will be appoint-
ed to act. One of these counsel
will be named by the government
and the other by the leader of the
opposition.” X

Household Hints.

Tomatoes scalloped, using macaroni
instead of breadcrumbs, meke a good
hot dish for the winter dinner.

When difficulty is found in remov-
ing a ring from the finger, make &
little cold soapsuds, and the ring will
slip off with ease.

To facilitate the washing of pots
and pans, fill each with warm water
immediately after use, and when you
come to empty it you will find that no
scraping is required.

If a vessel of hot water has been
standing on a polished wood table it
will have left a-white mark; to re-
move this rub over with a flannel dip-
ped in a little ammonia.

One can cut down the expenses in
an amazing manner if one personally
looks after the leftovers. Do not
allow anything to be put into the gar-
bage can, but. into the refrigerator,
and each morning go over the whole
and decide what to do with each ar-
ticle,

Hardwood floors should once a
month be thoroughly cleaned with
cloth and soap water, using any pure
white soap, then oiled with a cloth
saturated with a wellrecommended
oil. If this method is followed the
wood will retain its clear clean color,
not becoming streaked.

To make vegetarjan potted meat,
take half a pound of tomatoes, half
an ounce of butter, two ounces of
grated cheese,.four ounces of bread-
crumbs, one egg, grated onions, salt
and pepper to taste. Pour bolling
water on the tomatoes and remove
the skins. Cut up and put into a
pan with the butter and simmer gent-
ly for a few minutes. Then add the
other ingredients, also egg, well beat-
en, and stir until the mixture thickens.

Put into a glass mould and pour a lit-
tle melted butter over.

Women's Work in War Times.

Many English women of birth and
title with refatives fighting somewhere
in France, to help their country and
to smother anxiety have rushed into
work. They do not pick and choose,
they do anything, -the word menial
having long since been banished from
their lexjcons. Mrs, Lloyd George has
from the first labored without pause.
She has given two sons to serve under
the colors, and her daughter Olwen
is with the volunteer detachment of
the British Red Cross, somewhere in
France.

The figures are amazing of what the
Red Cross is doing. There are 1,300
trained nurses working for it in Brit-
ain and France. There are 1,500 wo-
men working under the direction of
the trained nurses; 1,800 women who
have certificates for first ald and
home nursing, and some are included
to have been tralned in hygiene and
sanitation,

Many hundreds of women are giving
i their services at the rest stations at
ithe railway stations. They meet the
men on their return from the trenches,
supply them with food and clothing,
and prepare them for their next move.

Since then the war office
hes mobilized the V. A, D. and thrown
more and more work upon their shoul-
ders, and the women have responded
in a very remarkable fashion. The
greater part of the work of the hos-
pitals is cooking, washing or scrub-
bing.

The Women's Emergency corps’
was started only two days after the
declaration of war. This work origin-
ated with the women's suffrage socle-
ties and naturally it has swept into its
ranks large numbers of women of in-
dependent means. Thousands of these
women have been placed dn situations
in comnection with trams, buses and
railways, thousande more are taken up
by the big commercial undertakings,
and a very large number are engaged
in munition works,

Some of the Work Accomplished.

English women, says the New York
“Tribune;,” have assisted in Holland
with the Belgian refugees, and they
also have done a very great deal for
the Belgians in this country. They
met them at the stations and saw
them safely to their various destina-
tions, supplylng them with clothes
and food.

Some of the most useful work has
been accomplished by women in con-
nection with the canteens. I believe
canteens are run not only at Wool-
wich and Enfield by Lady Lawrence,
but also at Euston, Victoria and other
stations in connection with the Young
Men’s Christian Association. - Labor
has been supplied through the labor
exchange for the making of tents, res-
pirators and clothing for soldiers, and
a large ‘number of clerks have been
sent to government offices. It is dif-
ficult to exaggerate the value of what
has been accomplished by the W. E.
C., of which the Duchess of Marlbor-
ough has been one of the main organiz.

Among
the women who have sacrificed their
lives are Dr. Ross and Mrs. Dearmer,
who was 8o well known in London.

Miss Rhyfe, who has received the
©Order of Leopold II for her services
took out a convoy to Furnes and Dun-
kirk last year. She remained on in
Flanders to care for the refugees, who
are stiil in their ruined villages be-
hingd the firing line. Splendid work is
being accomplished there by the Aide
Civile Belge, at the head of which are
the Countess d'Ursel and the Com-
tesse den Steen de Jehay. Helping
the Belgians, also, are Mrs, Wynne,
who took out her ambulance to Flan-
ders; Mrs. Knockers and Miss Chis-
holm—*“the Women of Pervyse.”

A tremendous shiphbuilding boom
is in progress throughout Canada
and the’ United States, and it Is ex-
pected that more vessels will be duilt
by December 81 than in any year fcr
a quarter of a century, The United
States yards have sufficient contracts
to keep them busy ' for three years,
In thet country there ane at preseat
252 vessels of more than 1,000 tons,
exclusive of war ships, under cop-
struction.

The boom has strudk the Great
Lakes. Cleveland claims 46 vessels,
costing over, $8,000,000, contracted for,
and 30 mone under negotiation. To
ledo has contraots for 30,000 aggre-
gate tonnage; Michigan yards wil!
launch 100,000 tonnage in 1916, and
Chicago has some big freighters build:
ing. Bighty .vessels of 500,000 ton:
nage have been gold on lakes this
yvear, and Cleveland is negotiating to
build. 28 3,000 ton Italian freighters.

Boom Strikes Maine.

Sensationally high rates of freigat
have caused a revival of shipbuilding
in Maine, and in several coast towns
yards that have been idle for years
are now being operated or made ready
for new construction.

At Camden, R. L. Bean will build
six four-masted schooners, each to
be equipped with gas engine, the
fleet to cost about $800,000, It is said
that these vessels are to be bullt for
foreign account.

At Machias agents of a New York
concern have bought a tract of land
on the harbor front and will build
there several good-sized schooners.

Several schooners will be built at
Rockland, one at Rockport and two

/ |or more at Milbridge, while at Bath

there is considerable resumption ot
building.

The chief difficulties in the way ol
a general revival of the industry ara
the high prices of southern pine ani
oak, and the scarcity of vessels for
the transportation of these materials
to Maine ports. It is thought that
native spruce may be used for frames,
as is often done in Nova Skotia.

At the freight rates now prevailing
in the off-shore trades, and also in the
coasswise coal trade, a vessel can pay
for herself in a round voyage or two.
and these rates doubtless will con-
tinue while the war lasts.

Nova Scotia ‘Also Busy,

A large three-masted schooner :s
being built at Liverpool, N. S, bty
James 8. Gardner, and several others
ane under construction at other Nova
Scotia ports. As an example of the
high freights, it may be mentionel
that the schooner Adonis has beea
chartered to carry lumber from St.
John to a British port for $19,000.
Vessels which sold for $5,000 a few
years ago cannot be purchased today
for less than $20,000.

Parrsboro lumber shippers have
purchased three schooners and are
negotiating for others. A Weymouth,
N. 8., man has bought a three-masted
the Luciile, for the United States lum-
ber trade.

The schooner Harry Miller was re-
cently chartered ¢0 carry laths to
New York from St. John at 90 cents,
an unheard of figure.

Newfoundiand Wants Vessels.

Newfoundland interest have seat
agents to Canada and the United
States to purchese salling vessels for
the fishing trade. These vessels will
carry fish to Mediterranean ports and
bring back cangoes of salt and wine.
There is a decided scarcity of carry.
ing tonnage in Newfoundland due
partly to the withdrawal of tramp
steamers for more lucrative trades.

‘The scarcity of vessels and the high
fréight rates have resulted in a novel-
ty which has broken all records. The
barge Foohng Suey, formerly the bark
of the same name, which has beea
used in the coal carrying trade dur
ing the past few years, is being cheng-
ed back to her original rig. Never
before has a barge been nestored to a
salling vessel. The owners of tho
Foohng Suwey are the Coastwise Trad-
ing Company, which paid $42,000 for
her, and they will receive more thaa
that on her fivet charter.

one hundred, which were.the subject
of comment. The members of the
nominating committee in reading the
names gf thome with whom they had
conversed stated that all were heart
ily in sympathy with the movement,
and would be glad to assist in any
way.

W. Simith stated that the work need.
ed more than sympathetic members
in order to accomplish the desired re-
sult. Continuing he said, “We want
men who will put their shoulder t>
the plow; men who will work vigor
ously in order that this city may be
liberated from the sale of liquor.”

Rev. R. J. Haughton read the reso-
lution presented at the meeting held
in the Congregational church at the
conclusdion of Tennyson Smith's cam-
paign, which reads as follows:

“Resolved, That we pledge out
hearty support to the provincial
branch of the Dominion Alliance in
its efforts to render the liquor busi.
ness illegal.

“Resolved, That the time has come
for the temperance people of New
Brunswick to act, irrespective of po-
litical and neligious affiliation, and to
act vigorously eand courageously;

“Be it therefore resolved, That a
citizens’ committee he appointed wita
power to add to their numbers, to co-
operate with the local temperance
organizations for a provincial temper-
auce campaign.”

After an animated discussion as to
whether the committee of one hund
red should follow the lines drafted
by the Dominion Alliance or to carcy
on the work according to the method
used so suocessfully in Ontario, tne
following nesolution was read and
unanimously adopted:

“Moved that thie citizens meeting
ratify the resolutions passed by the
previous meeting, and that we orga-
nize & citizens’ committes of ona
hundred, having as its aim the sup-
pression of the legal sale of liquor in
St. Joha."

Owing to pressure of other busi-
ness the committes appointed at the
last meeting thought it prudent to
elect a new nominating committae
who could devote mone time to the
solicitation of members for the board
of one hundred.

On motion the old committee was
discharged and a new nominating
committee named with instructions to
report back to the generdl committes
at the next meeting which will be held
on April 18th,

The general opinion of those pres-
ent wes that aection should be
taken immediately and the entire
temperance movement crystalized in-
to one unified body, with one aim and
object in view, viz, the destruction of
the liguor business in New Bruanswick.
