THE GOVERNMENT'S
'FORESTRY POLICY

To the Editor of The Standard,
St. John, N. B.
Dear Sir:— .

I wish to place before your readers
some  information regarding the
waste which is taking place in the
forests of New Brunswick, so that
public opinfon may force our .Govern-
ment ' to discard the present, and
adopt a modern system, which would
add at least @ third more to the pro-
duation. ¢

The Government by way of being
up to date, import Forest Professors
from other Provinces to tell them and
the Public how fast our trees are
likely to grow in the next hund|
years; but if the money expended
get this information( contingent on
80 many risks) was used to find out
means to stop, and use our present
waste, it would bemefit more. Also
how can the discrepancy be account-
ed for, between these forest expert's
ligures for spruce and fir growing,
and the actual figures given by the
Scalers? 4

The Government say all their Scal-
*rs. must have two year's experience
before be‘ng appointed, (this_cuts out
the :ewu'ned man) usually two men
are emplcyed in the woods to mea-
sure the same logs, one for stumpage
returns, ar d-the other by the Lumber
Co. Company's man does the
real o grtﬁ and the otiter follows. his
Jead, with a difference of around 10
per cent leas for the same logs. The
Lumber ‘réquire state-
ments for advancing money and set-
tling with their contractors and op-
erators, but still their scalers do have
to leave their work and spend their
time twice a month going to mail re-
ports. Are these bi-monthly reports
wanted for any useful punpose? Why
this qverlapping when one competent
man would be ‘sufficient and give on-

ly one correct scale, which ought to 1

be accepted by all parties?

The bear has already done an esti-
mated damage of 10 per cent. Why
‘does the Government reserve the
bounty for animals thet'are harmless
to the woods? 5

The Lumber Companies control the
management of the woods, from the
small operator up to the highest of-
ficials, proof of this is hardly neces-
sary. Is there one man on the Gov-
ernment's advisory board that can be
called {ndependent of the Companies’
interests?

Last year a proposition was sent to
the Government. that would have
overcome waste left in the woods.
To this proposition no answer was
vouchsafed, but the writer was indi-
rectly informed that if used, it would
“upset the economic equilibrium of
the country” (make lumber cheap).
By what sinister influence must a
Government be controlled that will
not even examine into the merits of
a scheme to stop waste in the for-
ests?

Raising - the price of stumpage as
some politiclans now propose would
only tend to more evasion and con-
ceaiment of logs; also it would make
Lumber Companies more particular
that mone but the best of woods be
cut for them, thus still more increas-
ing the amount of waste.

Ocular proof and data can be pro-
duced that this statement is not over-
drawn, but rather the reverse.

The Board Will No Longer
Attempt Control the

NEWSPRINT BUSINESS

Unless Invested With Some
Further, ‘and Competently
Granted Powers, A

Ottawa, Ont., April 7.—(By Oana-
dian Press.)—The Board of Commerce
announced today that it will not hence-
forth claim or exercise any comtrol
whatever over newsprint paper in
Canada. The gmnouncemient follows
the decision off the Supreme Court
in the Price Brofhers’ case that news.
print was not a'Becessity of life with-
in the meaning that expression as
used in the C inés and Fair Prices
Act, and that Powers exercised by
the Board of merce as newsprint
controller w without jurisdiction
and inoperative in law.

“The Board points out that the effect
of the Supreme Court’s decision is
to render inoperative the Orders-in-
Council constituting the Board of
Commerce controller of newsprint
paper in Capada, and for this reason
the Board announces its intention of
abandoning the comntrol of newsprint,
unless the Board is subsequently ine
vested, if that he legally possible, with
competently granted power.

The Board's announcment adds that
the Supreme Comrt's decision does not
involve the gemleral powers of the
Board of Commerce, except in so far
as it, .to some extent, limits the in-
terpratation which the Board might
Dlace on the expression “necessity of
lite.” The genaral powers, it is added,
will be pronounced upon by a subse-
quent decision of the Court.

This decision will follow a re-hear-
i0g in the Supreme Court on May 4
next of certaln points in the recent
argument heard in the Court to test
the powers of the Board as a price-fixe
ing tribunal.

Ottawa, Apefl T—Development of
Camadian natural resources and estab-

The first question, that of natural re-
sources, was -raised on a motion by
Captain Manion, (Fort William and
Rainy River); the second, by Domnald
Suthenland of South Oxford. On nat.
umal resources, Western members
seized the opportunity again to urge
transfer of western resources to the
provinctal governments.

Dr. Cowan (Regina) argued that had
the western natural resources been in
the hands of the provineial govern:
ments, action to develop them would
have been taken long ago.

The present situation was “impos-
sible.”

The same thing might be safld of the
Department of Health. The aumer
ous officials might be giving value for
the money, but it was hard to make
people believe it. In some districts
they were without doctors or nurses,
and it was difficult to comply with all
the provisions of the act. In his own

Some legitimate
source of revenue must be secured and
the only one was the Crown lamds,
The Government could not witahold
action much longer. - He might be ask-
ed what he could suggest which would
permit long term leases, abo'ish fixed
stumpage and tak> away from tie
Lieutenant -Goveriior - ia-Council  the
right to fix the rate and yet mot inter-
fere with an important industry. In
reply he would say t¢hat he would
glve a lease as long as the lumber
operator wanted it. He would leave
the upset mileage price as it was. He
would impose a stumpage rate of $1
per M the scale to be ascertained by
a Government scaler. He would pro-
vide that at the end of each year the
operator must pay the difference be-
tween $1 per M. and the stumpage on
privately owned lands in the same
district. The rate would always vary

Why should the province
sell its lumber for $8.50 per M? The
only answer was that the big inter
ests must be favored to keep the
Government in power, but even that
would not keep this Government in
power when the people were given a
chance to promounce upon its record
of mismanagement and extravagance.
Highways were most important fea-
ture of the country and with the
steady increase in motor traffic must
receive increased expenditure. If the
monies voted in good faith by the
House had been expended judiciously
the roads would be in better condition.
If the Crown Lands and the Public
Works were taken out of politics peo-
ple would get more for their money.
The Hon. Minister of Public Works
had taken full responsibility for com-
ditions. That was too much, for no
Minister could keep in touch with the
work. If the money pald to inefficient
overseers and walking bosses and for
the maintenance of motors to carry
them from place to place, were spent
upon  the roads themselves there
would be a considerable improvement.

In speaking to the chief officer of the
ship, yesterday, the reporter was told
that there was nothing to the story
at all as far as he knew. Adthough
the voyage had not been as fast as
some, owing to poor coal. all the pas-
sengers seemed well pleased with the
voyage. Several of the notables on
board who have crossed the Atlamtic
by way of New York a great number
of times @#aid that their last voyage
was the most pléasant of any they
had ever experienced.

The chief stewand of the steamship
on being questioned in regard to the
matter admitied that there had been
some complaints from the men ,but
that on the promise belng made of ex-
tra pay for extra work everything was
satisfactorily arranged, and the voyage
passed withcat the slightest hitch.
