United States Tariff - Bill Will
Be Favorable to Canadian
Lumber.

Washington, March 16—«{Canadian
Presg)—The Senate Finance Commit-
tee, which is working on the tariff
bill, has decided to put shifigles on

IGE THREATENS NORTH
OTEAMHIP LANES

U. S. Navy Department Issues
Warning of Hazards to
Mariners.

Washington, March 16—The Hydro-
graphic Office of the Navy Deparimerx
issued a wamnding to mariners, today,
that the North Atlantloc steamship
lanes, normally used from February
1 80 August 81, may be rendered haz-
ardous by presence of extemsive ice-
flolds. The lanes were described as
those crossing longitude 47, west, in
latitude 40 degrees 30 minutes, north
past, bound; and latitnde 41 degrees
30 minutes, waest bound.

“Ice may be expected to threnan
these lanes any time after Apnil 1,
the statement sald, making their con-
tinued wse hazardous. “When ice con-
ditions render it imperative to safety,
this office will issue definite explana-
tions a8 to the routes to be used.”

London, March 16—During €odsy’s
debats on the Irish Free State bill in
the House of Lords, Lord Csrsen: bit-
terly attacked the Government, de-
claring it had abolehed constitutional
Government and bad laid down the
principle that executive action could
be brought sbout not mersly by con:
stituth 1 el but hy
the Government had told South and
th eGovernment had told South and
West Ireland: “You have known how
to bring the British Government to
its knees; surely you can do the same
with Ulster.”

Denounced Pollcy.

Lord Carson denounced the policy
of the Government and the Freo State
bill in most uncompromising terms,
but admitted that the mischief had
been done, and eald he was not Bolng
to argug that the Lords ought to re.
Ject the bill. But he hoped they would
not be so powerless and feeble and
lacking in courage as not to {nsist
that they should never allow, without
consent, one acre of land to Be taken
from Ulster.

Exacts Promise,

He concluded his address by declar
ing that if South and West Ireland
were willing to - acknowledge them-
selves loyal subjects of the King, and
ylelded to Ulster the same rights and
privileges as they ' demanded *for
themselves, and abandonéd théir pres-
ent campaign of outrage, showing that
they really meant to take thelr plEces
within the Dominions of the Crown as
loyal and fafthful servants, he wonld
promise that they should be weleome
in every eorner of Ulster.

MAINE TO BUILD
STATE HIGHWAY

More Than 100 Miles of New
Construction to be Added
to Present System.

y  Augusta, Mse., March 16,—More than
I10\) miles of new state highway will be
constructed in Maine during 1923, To
be exact, the present programme, as
outlined by the State Highway Com-
mission, calls for the building or 102
miles, all of whioh wil] be devoted to
extending the system that has been
gradually developing.

The original plans called for the
construotion of 1,660 miles, Already
more than 900 miles have been buiit
and by the end of 1922 the tota] will
be well over a thousand miles of first-
class highway. About 80 per cent of
this is of gravel construction and al
of it 8 being mxaintained.

‘Thers is only one thing that will
halt tho contemplated programme of
1922, and that is the failure of the
present Congress to pass the Federal
Aid bil] which has been before it since
last November. Much of the work
planned by the Highway Commission
is dependent upon the co-operation of
the Federal Government,

Wil Cost $2,400,000.

The 102 miles it i{s hoped to build
will cost approximately §¥,400,000,
nearly halt of which will come from
the Federa] Treasury. Some Federal
money from 1921 ds still avallable and
this will be used to finish work that
could not be completed last year,
The whole state highway system—
that is, those roads which are con-
structed by afid under the continual
care of the State—will ultiamtely con-
sist of over 4,200 miles of so-called
state highway and state aid highways.
There are about 2,700 mifes in the
state aid system of which 1,000 miles
are improved roads. The work for
1922 will be more than is ordinarily
done in & season and will aggregate
150 miles.

For the third class highways—those
bullt and maintained by cities and
towns but which are constructed under
the supervision of the state officials,
requests have already come in for
from 50 to 60 miles, All state high-
ways and state-aid highways are main.
tained at all fimes but om the third-
class roads—those built and main.
tained by the towns—the State ceases
its dutles after construction,

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Public Finances.

(Montreal Gazette.)
The statement of public finances
does not disclose improvement in Feb.
ruary. Nearly $10,000,000 less was
collected than in the corresponding
period of* last year, to offset which ex.
penditure on current account was re-
duced less than $2,000,000, and expend-
iture on capital account only $5620,000.
That is to say, in February, 1921, rev-
enue exceaded both ordinary and capl
tal expenditure by $12,074,000, while
this year the surplus was only $4,807,.
000. Still, according to the official
returns the Finance Department took
in last month nearly five millions mor®
than it paid out, and yet, singular to
say, the decrease of public debt was
only $700,000. One might wonder what
became of the missing four milions
ware it not known that the figures
published in the Canada Gazette are
not strictly accurate,
At the end of March the curreat
fiscal year closes, and soon thereafter
the accounts will be balanced, Mr.
Fielding will be able to announce in
his Budget speech a balance on the
right side of the ledger. In the eleven
elapsed months revenue has reached
$348,846,000, and, expenditures $308,
292,000, leaving a surplus to be
carried to flscal adjustment of ac-
counts large enough to assure a credit
margin. In the eleven monthg last
year the nominal surplus was four
millions larger. The drop in Customs
revenue this year already reaches
$08,700,000, a very large amount, and
it 1s by no means certain that the
bottom of the slide has been reached.
It may be taken for granted, however,
that the worst is over. Commodity
prices have nearly reached the end of
the drop, and importations ought to
be as well malntained in volume dur
ing the next fiscal year as in that
drawing to a close, so that while Cus-
toms receipts may not increase, it is
fairly certain that they will not fur
ther shrink. Excise taxes, including
sales and stamps taxes, hold up well
&5 revenue producers; business profits
taxes are declining, and will disappear
S0 soon as arrears have been collect-
ed; while income taxes have yielded
$76,000,000 in the last eleven months
as against $32,667,000 In the lime
period a year ago. These two latter
items are the weak #pots on the rev-
enue side. One wil} cease to produce
income shortly while the other, in-
come tax, must inevitably dwindle
since the large collection of the cur-
rent year is made up mainly of ar
rears. There will be no such scope for
taxation on incomes dn 1921 as in 1920,
Public debt mounts.
