My honorable friend had in his mind’

Company the following clause was inserted
| as clause 15: “For twenty years from the
1date hereafter no line of railway shall be
authorized by the dominion parliament to
be constructed south of the C. P. R. from
any point at or near the C. P. R., except
{such line shall run southwest or to the
west or southwest, or to within fifteen
| miles of latitude 49.”

| - Mark the words. The men who invested
| $heir money in that enterprise had this jn-
| ducement: that the Canadian governmeut
{ would not permit any railway to be built
| south of the line of the C. P. R., and that
{for fifteen miles north of the boundary
| line there should be absolutely no railway
| Therefore,. under those circum-
| stances, trade could not be diverted from
Canadian to American channels; there
| would be no possible communication. That
was the extreme precaution which was
taken by the government of that day: that
| was a restriction upon the energy, upon |
fthe entsrprise of the people of the west |
which was to last for twenty years. Under
that restriction the capitalists of the world
were invited to put their money into the
enterprise, and they did it upon the faith
of the Canadian government. {

|
| Could Not Bind Manitoba. ;
| How’'long did this agreement last? Did
it last twenty years? Sir, it lasted just six
years, and at last after six years the Cana-
dian government had to recall that legisla-
tion. And how did it occur? This is one
of the most dramatic pages of the history
| of our country, and no one knows it bet-
! ter than my honorable friend from Bran-
don. I do not know if he was then in
the legislature, but I know he was a young
politician, and he could not have been in-
different to what was taking place. There
|was a restriction put upon the energy,
upon. the enterprise of the people of the
west, and of the province of Manitoba in
particular, The people of Manitoba want-
ed power to trade north and south; they
wanted to trade with their neighbors the
American peaple; they wanted to have
railway communication with them. But
there was a statute, there was an act of
parliament, there was the authority of the
Canadian® government, which prevented
them from trading with their neighbors to
the south, 1 the (anadian government

and
attempted for six years to keep that legis-
lation in force. The legislature of Mani-
toba passed acts chartering the railways,
allowing them 7o cross that zone of terri-
tory which the government were attempt-
Ing to reserve from civilization and the
benefits thereof.

Policy of Disallewance. '

The legislature of Manitoba wanted rail-
ways to communicate north and south;
they chartered railways to that effect, and
these charters were disallowed one after
another, disallowed in 1881, disallowed in
1882, disallowed in 1883, disallowed in 1884,
disallowed in 1885, disaliowed in 1886, the
Jegislature of Manitoba petitioned this gov-
crnment, petitioned parliament, to do away
with this restriction, and year after vear
that prayer was denied. At last in 1887,
notwithstanding all the restrictions put
upon their energy, the government cf
Manitoba, with the assent of the 'whole
people of Manitoba, passed another act
chartering a company to run from Winni-
peg to the boundary line, where it conld
reach the American system of railways,
and this act was disallowed. The province
passed beyond that disallowance and pro-
ceeded to build the railway, though there
-was no legislation empowering them to do
s0. It was practically an act of rebellion.

Intemperance, pauper-,

ably mitigated. At the beginning of the
nineteenth century both Sweden and Nor-
way had the largest per capita cansumption
of liquor among civilized nations. Climate
and other eauses contributed to this result:
but the ancient custom of drinking on
every social gceasion was perhaps the most
powerful. |

The system has been in farce for more |
than fifty years, It aims to make drmkmg‘
more expensive; to lower the percentage
of alcohol; to limit the quantity obtainable
at one time by one person; to turn the
saloon premises as far as possible into eat-
ing houses; to reduee the number of
drunkards both present and future, and to
reduce the time in which liquor can be oh-
tained. To aceomplish this neither capi-
talists nor liquor dealers were ta make
profit from the -traffic, so as to remove!

The report of the commissioners of the
New Brumswick Coal & Ratlway shows a
deficit on operating account of $16,426.17,
for the fiscal year ended Oct. 31, 1910. but
that is not the total deficit, as-there is
included capital

The including of these two, items in the
capital account is a most extraordinary
effort to hide a portion of the deficit in
operating account, as under the circum-
stances neither of these items are proper-
ly chargeable to capital; the ballasting was
simply renewal on a portion of the road
that was completed in 1903, and the charg-
ing of car rental, the daily interchange of
cars from other railways, to capital is un-
heard of in railway accounting, and very
improper.

Why should there be such a deficit, or
. why should there be any such deficits? The
last fiscal year showed a deficit of $6,937.47.
The explanation is exploiting the road for
partizan political purposes, excusing ignor-
ant, weak management by incompetent
parties. The manager, who is far from
being a thoroughly trained railway man,
is only paid to give half his time to the
service of the raillway company, and lives
in Hillsboro; one commissioner lives in St.
John and the other in Moncton.

The road may only be a small one as
railways go, but it requires a superintend-
ent ‘“on the job” all the time, and the
admitted difficulties under which the road
labors, are further arguments why a very
competent man should flll this position,
and why he should not be handicapped by
any fossilized commission.

Why Not?

The commissioners say there was a fall-
ing off in revenue due to the completion
of the Transcontinental Railway, and that

they foreshadowed this in their last annual
report. Then, if they accepted this,
why under the sun did = they. not
reduce expenses to meet 2 0n
the contrary they permitted expenses to|
increase as follows: Their report for 1909
shows that the earnings were slightly overf
91 per cent of the operating expense—a
bad enough showing—but right in the face
of an expected falling off in business for
1910, the earnings are less than 79 per sent
of the operating expense, taking the ad-
mitted defieit of $16,426.17; but taking in-’
to account the actual deficit of $25,604.83, |
which made the true amount of operating |
expenses $85,614.68 instead of $76,436.00,
we find for 1910 that the earnings are
only 70 per cent of the operating expen-
ses. If this is not absolute proof of worse,
than bad management, then what is?

In their far-fetched excuses for the mis-|
erable showing the commissioners say they
had hoped that there would be an!
increased traffic from the “newly develop-|
ed mines,” and in the next breath talk
about the locomotives not being able to.
handle the coal traffic that was offered.
The facts are that the locomotives could|
have handled the traffic had the manage-|
meunt been capable of judging whether H\e‘
best results were being had from the mo-|
tive power; but it is a well known fact|
that there is not one of the capable engine-
men now on. the road that was there in
1907, and that most of the enginemen are|
young and inexperienced, in faet mere
boys.

Proposed Cut-off.

The commisizoners propose to put in a
cut-off at Minto which will cost them 5,000,

In|
doing this they propose to abandon about |
two miles of well-constructed railway, and |
they say that from the best information |
available there is no coal to be found |
along the “to be abandoned” piece of rm]»j
way. Have the commissioners made bor-|
ings to ascertain. if this be the case, as|
there arve people who believe there is coal
all over that section of the country. !

In the capital account there is an item
for construction, $8,204.88, of which $6,000 |

way, the manager to be a competent rail-
way man,there was at present traffic enough
to pay the operating expenses of the rail-

way judging from the result of the opera—!

tion of the road for the two years and

nine months it was handled by Commis-|

sioners King and McAvity and Manager
Hunter. When they could keep the ex-
penses slightly below the earnings with
very much less gross rcceipts, surely a
competent management now should do at
least as much.

It is suggested that the commission be

abolished and that a competent manager !

reporting to the department of public
works be appointed. This would go a long
way towards remedying the evil.

Comparisons.

Owing to the fact that the old commis- |

sioners, Messrs. McAvity and King, were
required to make their reports to the pro
vincial government for the vears ending
Dec. 31, and the Hazen commissioners
make theirs for the years ending Oet. 31,
it is hard to make a parallel comparison
between the two based on the report to
the government of the province, but for-
tunately the old and the present commis-
sion have beén required to report to the
department of railways and canals at Ot-
tawa for the years ending June 30, and
these reports are sworn to. These reports
are published and one is therefore able to
make a plain comparision between the ad-
ministrative results of the two commis-
s1ons or managements up to June 30, 1910,

and it will be plain to all which of tbe,

two commissions administered. the  affairs
of the railway better. It shows plainly
that the road was not exploited for par-
tizan purposes by the old commissioners,
McAvity and King, but on the contrary
the manager, Mr. Hunter, was permitted
an absolutely free hand in his choice of
employes.
