The above question is often asked, 
and its answer must depend upon eir- 
cumnstances. One fact about the straw- 
berry plant should be known, and this 
will enable each one to decide for him- 
self. The plants that are sent out by 
nurserymen are those that were formed 
last year by the runners from old plants 
taking root in the soil of the bed. If 
these are taken up in the usual way and 
planted in a new bed—it may be after 
the lapse of several days—they require 
a whole season to get established and be- 
come sufficiently strong to bear a crop. 
If these plants are set this spring they 
will bear n crop next spring ; if such 
plants are set next autumn, they will 
require all of next season to grow in and 
while they may produce here and there 
a few berries, they will give no real crop 
until the following year. Growers of 
fruit for market set a share of their 
plants in the fall, because they then 
have leisure, and the ground is in excel- 
lent condition. If the plants are made 
to strike root in pots, these in early 
autumn may be planted in beds without 
any disturbance of their roots and will 
give a fair crop next spring. Such 
plants are more expensive than others, 
and if a crop of fruit is wanted next 
spring, it is better to set out the plants 
now. Making the rows two feet apart, 
and setting the plants one foot apart in 
the row, as a general rule, is best, but 
there may be reasons for putting them 
further apart, as where land is plenty, 
and the horse cultivator is to be used.

The vegetables and seasoning she will 
then fry in fat or butter till they are 
cooked fairly and are nicely browned. 
She will then strain out all the frag 
ments of bone (No that people can ent 
the hash without fracturing their 
teeth) from the stock, add the fried 
vegetables, and lastly put in the slices 
of ment. The whole will then be 
simmered for ten minutes, so as just 
to warm the meat through and carry 
the cooking of the underdone meat up 
to the proper point. Meanwhile some 
sippets of toast will be made ready to 
set around the dish into which the 
hash is poured. Horo by attention to 
first principles the remains of an un. 
derdono log of roast mutton, instead 
of being spoiled for food and made 
disagreeable, is converted into a 
wholesome and delicious dish.

Bones accumulate on every farm 
and a hunt for them will bring out 
many more than one would expect to 
find. When properly treated, they 
furnish very valuable food for grow- 
ing plants. Whole bones, as they are 
thrown out from the kitchen, are so 
slowly decomposed, that they are of 
little use, unless applied very largely. 
They need to be broken up or made 
fine in some way that the large 
amount of phosphoric acid, etc., con- 
twined in them may bo available. It 
is not practicable for ordinary farmers 
to have bone mills, and the next best 
thing la, break them up somewhat, 
with an axe or heavy hammer, and

International Peace Congress et 
Washington.

It will be remembered that Mr. Blaine, 
when U. S. Secretary, conceived the brilliant 
idea of forming a confederation of republics 
on the North and South American continents 
with the United States, as the central and 
controlling power. As a preliminary to car­
rying out this project, he strove to have the 
Bulwer Clayton treaty set aside, with the 
view of giving the.U. 8. full command over 
the Isthmus of Panama, and entire control of 
the canal. If he had been successful, it 
would have been the entering of the wedge 
of the Munroe doctrine on the American con­
tinent ; the formation of the federation of re- 
publics would have driven the wedge further 
in, and then there would only have stood 
the Dominion in the way of that wedge be­
ing driven home. We hardly think that the 
Dominion would stand long in its way, un­
less as an independent power it entered the 
federation, and consented to play second fid- 
die in this concert of North and South Ame­
rican republics.

Blaine's spirited policy was considerably 
laughed at, and it seemed to have collapsed. 
But it has taken some hold on minda in 
America. One of Blaines's ideas was the

This the old woman 
refused to do. The girl then went to a 
neighbour named Rousselle, entered the 
house and recited what had just occurred, 
begging one of them to return to the rescue 
of the old woman, but they were all afraid, 
and the girl fearing to go back alone remain­
ed at the house. Presently the knocks at 
Mrs. Angers door were resumed, and Mr. 
Rousselle put his head out of a window and 
said, *Metivier, you had better go home; 
you have no business here.” Metivier then 
asked Rousselle if he was a policeman, and 
receiving a reply in the affirmative he ceased 
knocking. Rousselle and bis family went to 
bed at 12 o’clock as no further disturbance 
occurred, Mrs. Anger's companion staying 
with them for the night. Between six and 
seven o’clock this morning the girl went to 
Mrs. Anger’s store, and when she arrived 
there found the front door burst open, the 
shop ransacked, and Mrs. Anger lying on the 
bed.

If the said Congress is held will it not be 
the first step towards the formation of 
Blaine’s confederation? It certainly would 
be an indication that the United States in 
alliance with the Central and Soutli Ameri­
can republics, were preparing to assume a 
new attitude. Strengthened by such an al­
liance the U. S. would be prepared to as­
sume a bolder attitude towards England and 
other European powers. And, to assert its 
right to the complete control of the caoal 
across the Isthmus. Such ideas evidently 
have a bold on many minds in the United 
States, and the anxiety with which the pre­
sent state of the navy 18 regarded, and the 
steps taken to strengthen or rather resusci­
tate it, shows that many are looking forward 
to possible eventualities. “We must" says a 
writer speaking of the U. S. Navy, “ be pre­
pared to maintain our rights on the Isthmus, 
and our only means of maintaining them lies 
in the possession of a powerful naval force in 
the Pacific, as well as in the Atlantic.” The 
assembling of an International Peace Con­
gress in Washinton would be watched with 
great interest by the people of England and 
Canada.

Esch Province is interested in restraining 
the general government from trenching on its 
constitutional rights. A great outcry was 
raised in Ontario by ths party opposed to 
that government for its disallowance of its 
Rivers and Streams’ Bill. But, it does not 
appear, that, the Government were actuated 
by any purpose of encroaching on the local 
rights of the Province, in pursuance of a 
policy of centralisation, of reducing the 
federal, to a legislative, union. The Bill was 
disallowed, because it affected the general 
interests and took away rights of property. 
Though made general, it was passed in the 
interest of a supporter of the Ontario Gov- 
ernment, and to the injury of one who was a 
rival in business and of ths opposite political 
party. This gentleman, Mr. McLaren, at 
the expense to himself of $250,000 made a 
stream, called the Mississipi, navigable for 
his logs, and Mr. Caldwell, hie rival, claimed 
the right to use the improvements, and the 
local legislature passed an Act which gave 
him the right.

BOOTS AND SHOES, Pugilism in a Church

The Toronto Globe London correspondent 
gives an account of the prize fight which 
took place on the last Monday in March in a 
church in London. It was not a church ex­
actly, but a hall, (St. Andrew’s,) where very 
recently a ritualistic clergyman, Archdeacon 
Dunbar, had conducted Sunday services.

This select crew amused them- 
selves by indulging in nil kinds of ribaldry, 
and by reading the Ten Commandments, 
wish indecent variations from the tables 
which surmounted the Communion table. 
Bye-and-bye a couple of young boxers en- 
zered the ring, and had three rounds with 
large gloves. At this time it is admitted 
inspector of police was present, but he-cige 
he saw nothing to interfere with.

Reducing the Volunteer Force.

The Militia Department is determined on 
reducing the active militia to 25,900 men, 
and is steadily refusing applications for rais­
ing new companies and battalions. An Ot­
tawa despatch to the Toronto Mail, of a 
recent date, givee the following information 
on the subject:—

A deputation consisting of Senator Frank 
Smith, Mr. Hay, M. P., Mr. Beaty, M. P., 
and Major Dawson of Toronto, waited on the 
Minister of Militia, to urge upon him the 
propriety of giving the 10th Royal Grena­
diers, of Toronto, two extra companies.— 
Major Dawson explained the situation very 
fully.

Mr. Caron said the object was to reduce 
the force. A force of 25,000 was amply suf­
ficient for Canada. The policy was to reduce 
the force to that number, and make them ef­
fective. A force of 40,000 would be a force 
on paper. The money at present voted, if 
expended on the small number, would make 
them more efficient, give them more drill and 
better accoutrements. The Toronto contin­
gent was quite equal to its proportion.

Senator Smith urged the Minister very 
strongly to reconsider bis intention, and 
Frjued that the centres of population ought 
to have more than the proportionate number.

Mr. Caron eaid nothing would give him 
greater pleasure than to meet the wishes of 
so efficient a body of men as the 10th and 
their officers, but if be conceded the point in 
one place he would have to do the same for 
other places, and then he would have to give 
up altogether his policy of having a smaller 
force than there bad been, and having it 
really effective. It was better for the men 
themselves.

The deputation withdrew.
From the above we may conclude that the 

application for an extra company in this city 
to the 71st Batt., has been refused. There 
did not appear an immediate necessity for 
such an addition. The officers ef the present 
city company find difficulty in keeping it up 
to the required standard of numbers.

Parties in the United States.

The state of parlies in the United States 
is such, that, out of the disintegration of the 
Republican and Democratic parties, a new 
party .with a new policy might arise and 
gain power. The Republicans are divided 
into” Stalwarts," “Half Breeds" and “Grant” 
Republicans; the Democrats, in the North, 
into “ Tammany ” and “ anti-Tammany," in 
the South, into “ Bourbons” and “ Indepen­
dents." The secession spirit, the feelings 
caused by the war, have died out in the 
South ; it is no longer “solid " against the 
Republicans or the North. Slavery is a 
dead, rotten and forgotten issue. In fact, 
the principles on which the two parties were 
founded have not now sufficient force to keep 
them united against each other. « The 
quarrels of factions within them,” says Carl 
Schurz, “ are much fiercer than the contests 
between them."

The doctrine of States’ rights and decen­
tralization have lost hold on the Democrats; 
the tariff and the financial question, and 
specie payments, cannot be made distinct is- 
issue between the parties, for among members 
of both are thoee who uphold the present high 
protective tariff and those who would modify 
it, and there are none in either who would 
go back to soft money,or would advocate re­
pudiation. Railways and telegraphs, the fast 
peopling of the country, have produced and 
are producing great changee in the U. S. 
and the people are ready for some new politi­
cal departure. " There seems," says Carl, 
“to be enough of dissatisfaction with the 
old parties in their own ranks to render their 
disintegration and the springing up of new 
formations possible, as soon as a question 
arises upon which neither of the two old 
parties is united and which strongly en- 
gages the popular mind. It would seem to 
require only some vigorous shock, or the 
infusion of some new substance, to bring on 
a new crystallization of those political ele­
ments, which are at present in a state chemi­
cal solution.” Would not some policy like 
the Blaine policy, (spoken of elsewhere,) 
produce the requisite vigorous shock ?

The paper read by George E Fenety, Esq., 
President of the “ Fredericton Historical 
Society,” on the “ March of the 104th Regi­
ment," has awakened much iuterest, both in 
the exploits of that gallant body of men 
raised in York Uounty, and in the events of 
the war of 1812-11, in which they took part.

We have before us 
extracts from the journals of House of As­
sembly, N. B., 15 February 1813, from which 
we learn that His Majesty had before then 
conferred upon the regiment “a high mark 
of hie favor and approbation, by numbering 
it with the line,” and that the House compli­
mented the regiment on “ the high sense of 
propriety observed by it during its continu­
ance in the Province.”

There has been much talk about the “ Sil­
ver Trumpet."

Johnstone with fifty guineas for the purpose 
of purchasing a silver trumpet with the 
Arms of the Province engraved thereon.

The little story I am going to tell, is a 
true story of pioneer life in America. It 
is known to many descendants of the 
early settlers among whom it happened.

One of the darkest pages in American 
history, is that relating to the sufferings 
of the inhabitants of Tryon county, New 
York, during the war of the revolution, 
from the attacks of the Indians and Roy­
alists under the Mohawk chief Brant and 
the more savage Captain Walter Butler. 
Early in the war, Cherry Valley was se­
lected as a place of refuge and defence 
for the inhabitants of the smaller and 
more exposed settlements. Block houses 
were built, fortifications were thrown up, 
and finally, a fort was erected, under the 
direction of General La Fayette. The in­
habitants of the surrounding settlements 
came in and lived for several months as 
in garrison, submitting to strict military 
regulations. Among the families which 
took temporary refuge in this fort, was 
that of Captain Robert Lindsay, formerly 
a British officer, — brave and adventurous, 
who, only at the entreaty of his wife, had 
left his farm which stood in a lonely un 
protected situation, several miles from 
any settlement. This Captain Lindsay 
was a reserved, melancholy man, about 
whom the simple and honest pioneers 
wondered and speculated not a little. 
His language and manner bespoke at 
once the man of education and breeding. 
His wife, though a quiet, heroic woman, 
was evidently a lady by nature and asso 
ciation.

Captain Lindsay had a native love of 
solitude and adventure,—the first requi­
sites for a pioneer ; and for several years 
no other reason was known for his seek­
ing the wilds, and exposing bis tender 
family to all the perils and privations of a 
frontier lite. But at length an emigrant 
coming from his native place, in the High­
lands of Scotland, brought the story of bis 
exile, which was briefly this :—Captain 
Lindsay, when a somewhat dissipated 
young man, proud and passionate, had 
quarrelled with a brother officer, an old 
friend, at a mess dinner. Both officers 
had drunk freely; and their difference 
was aggravated by hot-brained, half-

drunken partisans. Insulting words 
were exchanged, and a duel on the spot 
was the consequence. Lindsay escaped 
with a slight wound, but his sword pierced 
the heart of his friend. He was hurried 
away to a secure biding place, but not be­
fore he had learned that in the first mat 
ter of dispute be had been in the wrong.

Lindsay made all the reparation in his 
power, by transferring his paternal estate 
for the term of his own lifetime, to the 
homeless widow and young daughter of 
his friend. Then, with his wife’s small 
property, and the price of his commission 
lie secretly emigrated to America.

surrounded by densely wooded hills, dark 
gorges, and mossy dells. The house was 
a rough, primitive looking structure, con­
taining but three small apartments and a 
low chamber, or rather loft.
