CoxstantisorLe, July 15.—The city was
shaken yesterday by another earthqualke,
which, though not severe, wag sufficient to
throw down many buildings that had been
woakened by previors shocks. Many more
persons, it is feared, were killed or injured.

The number of deaths certainly exceeds
200 and the loss of property is immense.

Minnie Paimer’s Divorce Case.

Loxpox, July 15.—In the divorce

‘linnie Palmer, the actress, in her hus-
band’s suit for diveorce. The basis of
arguments was that the cenrt was not en-
titled to hear the petition of Miss Palmer’s
husband, John R. Rogers, because both
parties to the action were American
citizens.

Cholera in St. Petersburg.

Sr. Pererseura, July 14.—Fifty deaths
tyom cholera and 171 fresh cases were re-
ported in this city Friday. There are 460

-ses in the hospitals. The disease is more
severe than it was in 1893,

The cholera continnes to spread with
alarming rapidity. Yesterday 218 fresi
cases and 69 deaths were reported. ¥rom
July 8 to today moon 875 cases and 294
deaths have been reported.

FiGHTING AT CORN ISLAND.

Encounter Between British Subjects and
Nicaragnan Troops.

Corox, July 15.—Advices received here
from Ceorn Isiand, the spot which is said to
have been o much coveted by England, say
¢hat a serions encounter has tuken place
there between the British subjects resident
on the islasd and the INicaraguan troops.
The Britisk, it is added, defeated the Nica-
raguan soldiers aud caused the Governor of
Corn Island to fly to the forest for refuge.
"Lhe British, it aizo appears, seized upon the
Nicaragoan Government offices and upon
the Nicaragnan flage. This so enraged the
natives that they sought for and obtained
arms and sncceeded in restoring the Gover-
nor. Soveral were wounded on both sides
in the encounters which have taken place.
Martial law has been proclaimed at Corn
island.

Chief Arthur’s Reply to a Per-
tinent Query.

Counting the Cost of the strike—Rail-
way Companies Lose $5,000,000
to $3,000,000—A Number of
Fatalities.

Cricaco, July 15.—This was the quiet-
est day in the history of the rairoad
strike, admitting the claims of President
Debs and his coileagues that the strike is in
force and effect as much as ever. The lead-
ers of the American Railway Union devoted
today mainly to encouraging their followers
to stand firm, and appealing to those notin
the ranks of the strikers to join in the
movement. The railroad men, employed
and unemployed, atiended the meetings in
large numbers, and there was no lack of
enthusiasm. The confidence of men who
are out in the ability of the A. R. U.
executive officers to win the strike, and
their 1aithiulness to the cauze of rank and
file, does not appear to have waned in the
least.

A brief and unimportant meeting of the
executive board was held at U hlick Hall,
headquarters, in the morning. This wafs an
off day at headguarters and only a few com-
mittees reported. They claimed aceessions
to the ranks of the strikers, and many new
members enrolied who were at work but
could be relied on to go out when ordered.

in the afternoon the strikers of the
Stock Yards district gathered over 1,000
strong at Forth-seventh street and Hal-
stead to hear President Debs. Many work-
ingmen who are noct strikers wese also
present, aad shouted their sympathy for the
A. R. U. and approval of the decision not
to declare the strike off.

The biggest mass moeting of the day was
held at Bricklayers’ Ball, on the west side,
Mr. Debs being the chief attraction.

The army of state and national troops,
the deputy marshals of the United Srtates
and the city troops had little to do today.

The telegrams received by the railway
anion officers from their organizers and
atrike leaders in the Western States indi-
dated that there was more of a railread
strike on the transcontinental lines outside
Chicago than here, and the strength of the
union is expected to be concentrated ut
those points.

THE LABOR CONFERENCE.

At yesterday’s A. R. U. conterence in
addition to the members of the board
there were present General Master Work-
man Sovereign, of the K. of L.; J. B.
Stevens, of East St. Louis, Ill., and ¥.
Koanemus, of Kansas City, executive
officers of the Drotherhood of Railroad
Carmen, and J. Bowie, of Dattle Creek,
Mich., grand -chief of the Brotherhood
of Roilway Trackmen. All of the afliliating
orders agree to go out on gtrike and to |
stand by the A. K. U. in its strike to the
end. It was resoived that in view of the
rejecticn by the General Managers’ Associ-
ation of the proposition of peace that o
muster of all the forces at once be had and
the strike vigorously prosecuted without
regard to time or conseguences.

A PERTINENT QUESTION.

The meeting authorized President Debs
to send a d.spatch to Chief Arthur, of the
Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers, ask-
ing hiwm if iv was true that he was supply-
ing scabs to take the places of striking
engineers.

ARTHUR’'S REPLY.

Cr.oveLAND, Ohio, July 15.—Chief P. M.
Arthar ot the Brotherhood of Locomotive
Engineers sent the following answer to the
telegram of President Debs of the Ameri-
can Railway Union:

«To Eugeune V. Debs, president A, R. U.,
Chicego: I have advised members of the
Bretherhood of Locomotive Engineers when
called up to attend strictly to their busi-
ness as enginecers and to be ready
to run their engines whenever
it could bhe done with safety,
regardiess of those whom the compani:'as
employed to fire the engines. 1 have not
issued aony letters of recommendation for
members of B. of L. E. to take the places
of strikers. I have advised members of
tbe B. of L. E. that they were at liberty to
take the places of any of the members of
the brotherhoed who had quiv centrary to
the laws of the brotunerhood, but not to
take the places of any of the members of
the American Railway Union who had quit
Ly orders of that organization, ¢

THE K. CF L. POSITION.

Just who willbe
ordered out mnst be disoussed.

COUNTING THE COST.

Crzicaco, 1i., July 15.—The total cost
to the railroad companies by the strike is
estimated at frem $5,000,000 to §8,000,000.
Uounsel for many of the railroads are
already at werk drawing up claims for
damages from the county of Cook and city
of Chicago.

The losses of produce dealers and com-
mission men wi:l foet up $1,5€0,000, The
effect on the California fruit trade has been
jnost disastrous. The first car of Cali-
iornia fruit to move easiward in tweive
davs started yesterday. A vast amount of
perisiiable freight spoiled en route.

While the list »of cazualtics chargeuble
to tke strike and consequent ricts is not =0
extensive as a casual readers of newazpapers
would suppose, he number of victims
is larze enough to make 2 very
cerious showing. In  Chicago and
vieinity, including Hammond, eight
and indirectly ten lives were lost, end the
wounded, as far as reperted, number 41,
The two railread accidents that occeurred
are probabiy chargeable to Incompetency
of green men employed to take the piace.s
of strikers, by which two lives were lost
and jour persons ipjured. At least nine,
and probably ten, lives have been lost
throughout the west ontside of Chicago,

KEEPING IT UP.

The decision ol tire American Federation
of Labor that no support would be given
the A. R. U. strike was annulied so far as
{ne Jocal trades unions are concerned by
meetings held this afternoon and evening.

Tho Trades and Laber Assembly, which J

controls all labor organizations in Cook
county affiliated with the Federation.,
together with several other outside organi-
zations, resolved to support the American
Railway Union under all circumstances,
though a strike at present is not deemsd
advisable.
NOTES.

Mr. Debs made a speech TFriday night to
50O strikers in Chicago. He sald: “The
oniy thing now remains for us to accom-
plish is to get you boys back at work.”

Strike leaders at Chicago say the strike
is stillon, and that war against corpora-
tions will be waged to the bitter end.

President Cleveland’s decision to appoint
a commission to investigate the ctrike is
universally approved in Washington.

The Chicago Building Trades Council, an
organization representing 25,000 Chicago
workingmen, has rescinded the order calling
out its members.

The strike is ended as far as Salt Lake
City and Ogden are concerned.

At West Superior, Wis., the attempt to
arbitrate the differences between the Coal
Managers’ Association and the striking
dockmen has failed. Nearly 50 boats are
now in the harbor waiting to load.

Quiet prevails at Sacramento, Oakland
and Los Angeles this morning.

The Nerthern Pacitic strike situation at
Fargo is more complicated tonight than for
the past week. The members of the
Switchmen’s Mutuai Aid Seciety who had
returned to work, all struck at 7 o’clock.

CRUSHED TO ' DEATH.

John Cox, a G. T. R. Engineer, Re-
ceives Fatal injuries

While Resting in the Shade oi a Box
Car, and Dies Within an Hour
—For35 Years & Driver.

An old and respected employe of the G.
T. R. in this city lost his life in a peculiar
manner on Saturday afternoon. For 21
years Mr. John CoXx, who lived on the
corner of Grey and Waterloo streets, has
been a driver on the G. T. R., and for
fourteen years previous he had driven a
locomotive on an Eaglish railway in Bristol.
His face has been a familiar one on
one of the yard engines here for
the past four or five years. On Saturday
afternoon he was working at the long sid-
ing at Egerton street, There wasa lull in
the work, and as the heatin the cab was
excessive he sat down on the rail in the
shade of a box car behind his engine.
While in that position another yard engine,
in charge of Driver Robert Hill, shunted
some cars down the line. They reached the
train, undernecath one of the cars of which
Mr. Cox waa sitting. The usual jar fol-
lowed, and the cars were moved on & gshort
distance. By some it is thought that Mr.
Cox had dozed off, as before he could get
out of the way the brake beam had caught
him and erushed him badly in the neighs
borhood of the ribs, He was bleeding at
the mounth and ears when he was
picked up and lifted into a car and brought
down to the Waterloo street crossing.
From there he was removed home on a
stretcher and died about an hour later. His
death was caused by the rupture of a blood
vessel in the region of the heart.

Mr. Cox was 58 years old and a member
of Christ Church, He was also a member
of the Sons of England and the Brother-
hood of Locemotive Engineers. A widow
and five children survive him. The family
is grown up and consists of four scns and
one daughter—William E., St. Thomas;
Albert J., Stratford; A. E., Thomas and
Lonise, city.

Mr. Cox is the third of three brothers,
all drivers, to lose his life on the railroad.
One of the brothers at one time fired with
deceased, but ill-luek appeared to follow
them, and they got separate engines,

An inquest was begun on the body on
Saturday evening. After Mr. Thes. Cox
had recognized the body the inguest was
adjourned to the police station at 7:30 on
Wedneeday night. The jury was compoged
of John Tomlinson (foreman), Thos. Walsh,
N W. Stinchcombe, Richard Hill, Jobn
Prodgers, John Warwick John Benanatti,
Duncan MeLellan, J. A. MMoffat, Austin
Hodgins, £. C. Nixon, Josepih Larkin,
John Vandecar, John Hanlon.

Official Visit to That

Queen Victoria Attended by a Strong

The Prince and the Eisteddiod.

Loxpoxy, June 16.—**After 600 years the
Prince of Wales comes home.” So sang
Lewis Morris in an ode read before the
royal visitors to the Eisteddfod at Car-
narvon on Wednesday. The ode was read
in English, and the Prince of Wales audibly
protested to those around him that the
chronological statement referred to was not
quite accurate, as he had been in Wales
before, though certainly not in a public
manner. However, the ode was fairly good,
and as it was in English, and lauded the
Prince and Princess of Wales in the fulsome
fashion that might have been looked for
from an expectant poet laureate, a versifier
who aspires to succced Tennyson, their
royal highunesses thoroughly enjoyed it.
Lewis Morris ranks as a Welsh bard, but he
was the eoniy one of that
and, truth to tell, somewhat ridic-
uious body who wore the cloth-
ing of nineteenth century civilization.
The others were decked out in gueint
garments and Druidical trappings, and
were evidently the cause of violent delight
to the Princess of Wales, as she and her
husband sat among them on the platiorm of
the Risteddfod Hall. Welshmen thoroughly
enjoyed the whole business, but to the
English visitors, royal and plebeian, it was
wearisome work listening to a long succes-
sion of bards reciting poems in an unknown
tongue. The royalties remained for the
final ceremony of the prociamation of the
chairing and crowning of the chief bard of
the year, who proved to be a very nervous
Nonconformist parson from the Swansea
Valley, named Benjamin Davies. The
Prince made a nice little speech, in which
he deplored his ignorance of the Welsh
jangnage, but he did not make atonement

by announcing that it would be taught to
his grandson.
A Fully Equipped Judge.

The new Lord Chief Justice (Russell),
who has just taken his seat, makes a strik-
ing figure on the bench. Clad in a new
white wig sand a bright gray gown, he is
the personification of dignity. He has
talken with him to the bench the famous
snuff box to which he frequently resorted
when torturing some poor victim on cross-
examination, and the immense bandanna
which he often waved as a flag of triumpn
on the legal battlefield. He has been much
more attentive and quiet during the cases
thus far heard than many of his judicial
associates.

After the Dynamiters.

The bill for the suppression of anarchy,
which is almost certain to pass the French
Chamber next week, is one of the most
drastic pieces of legislation in history. It
literaliv fulfills Macaulay’s prophecy that
it might prove necessary to destroy liberty
in order to preserve civilization. It al-
most forbids people to think anarchy. It
certainly forbids them to mention it in a
private letter. It tries offenders without
a jury, and on conviction sends them to
solitary confinement, and possibly to Cay-
enne,

Arrangements for international co-opera-
tion against the Anarchists are believed to
be making satisfactory progress. Ger-
many is the principal obstacie. More
complete police co-operation will undoubt-
edly be agreed upon. The French police
system will be reorganized and placed
under one national head.

Scared in Britain.

Chief Inspector Melviile, head of the
gpecial or secret political department at
Scotland Yard, has been pretty well worked
to death in the last few months, what with
murderous Anarchists and roving royalties,
The latter are a perpatual worry, for in
these revolutionary dsys they have to be
watched with the greatest care, and Mel-
ville has to do the work with a scanty stafl
and inadequate funds.

A dozen men, under Inspector Sweeney,
accompanied the Prince of Wales through-
out his journey to and from Wales. A
half dozen are in constant but unobtrusive
attendance upon the Czarewiteh, and two
or three look after the Duke of Coburg.
With the staf thus reduced a strong force
of detectives had to be provided for the
Queen, who took it int o her head to go to
Aldershot on Wednesday afternoon. She
witnessed the grand military tattoo
on the same night, slept at Aldershot in
a tent, miscalled a royal pavilien,
in the famous camp, reviewed 16,000
troops on Thursday and returned to Wind-
sor in the afternoon of that day. From
Wednesday morning till Thursday evening
London was almost denuded of its special
detective force, and had the Anarchist
desperadoes been aware of the fact they
might have committed outrages to their
hearts’ content with comparative safety to
themselves.

The Scotland Yard people have repeat-
edly applied to the treasury for an addi-
tionai grant to provide an increased force
of special selected men, but in vain,
although it has been proved that the cor-
responding French force, with much Jess
work to do, is five times as pumerous as
the English stafl. It will probably require
an Anarchist attempt, say on the Prime
Minister or Chanceilor of the Exchequer.
or the blowing up of a public building
to bring the treasury to & sense of its re-
sponeibility.

Women’s Work Exhibition,

A scheme is afoot for holding an “Im-
perial Exhibition of Women’s Work” in
London in 1897 or 1898. 1t is receiving
very influential support, and there is every
reaszon to believe that the Queen will eon-
gent to become a patroness, and most of the
ladies Jof the British royal tamily and
court will serve en the executive commit-
tee. For the purpose of this exhibitien
the United States will be considered as 2
pare of the British Empire, and it is ex-
pected that the American women’s eX-
hibits will be a great feature of the show.
The Countess of Aberdeen, of course, is one
of the leaders in this interesting movement.

Ci1caco, July 16.—The announcemert
that strikers at Pullman were on the point
of surrendering and asking for employmen
in the palace car works at the reduce({
wages is confirmed. Thomas Heatheote,'
jeader of the Pullman strikers, admits that
all his influence and that of other labcr |
leaders was required to prevent a general
stampede of the workmen, and the officials
of the Pullman company say they expect
orders from headguarters any day to open
the carshops which have been closed
more than eight weeks. It was in
anguished tones that Mr. Heathcote
said in answer to & question, “I don’t know
what these men swould do if the shop doors
were thrown open tomorrow.” He said,
It has been hard to keep many of the men
from going back to work and after they
do,” he continued, sadly, *‘I suppose there
will be nothing left for me. The railroad
companies will not be likely to give em-
ployment te the man who led this strike
and held the men ouv against one of the
greatest corporations in the world.” A
Pallman official says a week would be re-
quired to get ready for opening the works.
They expect the announcement of opening
to be made this week and expect to begin
operations with all the men needed.
Mr. Heathcote stated that the A. R. U.
had never donated a dollar to the hungry
Pullman strikers, and that the only way
Debs had showr his sympathy for the
strikers had been by calling out therailway
men right and left. Heathcote added that
he did not expect the railway union to
furnish any funds though a number of
strikers thought that would be an appro-
priaie manner for him to show his
sympathy. Debs was informed last night
that it was the intention of the workmen
at Pullman to return to their duties at the
earliest possibility, removing the original
cause of the railway strike. Debs said he
could not give the repord credence. Hesaid:
s¢]f it be true that Pullman operators are
about to go back to the conditions of servi-
tude again from which they revolted on
May 11 without a single wrong redressed,
it is perhaps the best proof to the world
that they have been so subjugated and en-
slaved by the methods of the Pullman
company that they are unable to continue
their self-assertion in spite of all we have
endeavored to do for them, However,
their return to work can neither help nor
harm us in our general strike. The Pulil-
man question necessarily became &
secondary one when the General Managers’
Association took its cudgels to drive the
American Railway Uunion out of existences,
and its recent refusal to consider uny
proposition emanating from us leaves us
with no possible retreat. We have fought
the cause of these people until we are so
embroiled that we must continue to fight
witheut them.”

At the Union depot every train on all
roads using that terminal was reported on
time.

GENERAL WOLFE’S SWORD.

N

A Precious Historical Relic—For Sale
in England.

Mr. Henry J. Morgan, of Ottaws, has
been informed by Messrs. Southey, Wilkin.
son & Hodge, 13 Wellington street,
Strand, London, England, that the sword
carried by General Wolfe at the taking
of Quebec is to be sold by suction. One
of the owners of this interesting weapon
was & citizen of Ottawa, the late Mr.
Stewart Derbishire, for many Years
Queen’s printer, and who had previoutly
represented Bytown in the Legisiative
Assembly of Canada. Mr. Derbishire gave
it to Major, afterwards Lieutenani-Colonel
Dunn, of tke One Hundredth Regiment, on
his departure from Canada in 1858. Major
Dunn, it will be remembered, was at Bala-
klava and won the Victoria Cross for
bravery, being the *‘bravest of the brave”
among the famous 600. He was a native
Canagian, On hia death, in 1868, it passed
to his brother-in-law, Mr. Thurlow Dow-
ling, of the War Office, whose son now
offers, for private reasons, to dispose of it,

During the London exhibitlon of 1862,
we are informed by an article in Good
Words, that the sword was displayed in
the Canadian department, ‘‘where it was
examined by thousands with that tender
respect which everything connected with
the young hero who fell on the Plains of
Abraham ought ever to excite.” It was
surmounted by a scroll, with an Imperial
crown, having the inscription, ““Sword of
General Wolfe, who feil at Quebec, Sept.
13, 1759.” In a letter written to Mr.
Morgan, Colonel Dowling, the present
possescor, relates that the hilt of the
sword, which possesses a three-cornered
blade, is of silver,

Already the dealers have received several
offers for the purchase of the relic. Among
these is one trom a well-known New York
collector—so that the bright and animating
weapon once wielded by the all-conquering
arm of the hero of Louisbourgand Quebec
stands a chance of finding a resting-place
among the curiosities of Barnum’s museum.

As Canadian cattle are and have been for
many years absolutely free from this con-
tagious disease, it was a fair inierence for
the British Government to draw that the
infected cattle came from among those re-
ceived eontrary to the guarantine regula-
tions. Having reached that cenclusion,
and aaving found that the quarantine
regalations along the border had
been persistently violated, while all
the time the Canadian Government
was asserting that quarantine was faiths
fully maintaired, it was scarcely surprising
that the British Government cut off our
privileges. Why should the gross negli-
gence not be expozed? It would drive a
British Government from power to be con-
victed of so grave a dereliction of duty, no
matter on what pretense. Are Canadians
less alive to the preservation of their in.
terests ?

TO BE CONDEMNED.
It is probable that before Parliament

rises, Hon. Mr. Laurier,will move for the
condemnation of the Dominion Government

because of Its gross mismanagement of the

Curran bridge. By that scandalous job,

which ordinary carefulness by the Min-
isters could have prevented, several
hundred thousands of dollars have been
squandered. The money was spent iun
part to fatten political favorites and in
part to buy constituencies that would bave
returucd Liberals if left to exercise their
own free will. It is in the interest of no
honest taxpayer, be he Liberal or be he
Conservative, that such a system should
remain uncondemned. % has been going
on for years, and, as Caron cenfessed the
other night, with the knowledge and con-
nivance of the: Ministers. The country
needs and will scon cox\mnnd a change.

A QG T. R, Train Wrecked
Michigan.

Scoundrels Tamper With the Rails,

e

in

And Cause the Train to Leave the Track
-One Man Killcd and a Number
Ipjured.

Barrie Creek, Mich.,, July *16.-—A
wreck occurred on the Chicago and Grand
Trunk Railroad just west of this city at 3
o’clock this morning. The wreck was the
work of some one who had a grudge against
the road. After midnight the bolts were
removed from the fishplates which held
the rails together, and the plates removed
on Auctin hill. Train Ne. 6, due here
at 2:30 a.m., was twenty minutes late
and running fast to make up time.
The train had just passed the top of the
hill and was coming down grade when the
engine and train left the track and jumped
into the ditch. The train was the same
one that was in the awful wreck here last
fall. It consisted of express car, baggage
car, one day eoach and four Pullmans,
When the rails spread the engine ran
about 100 feet and then went over on its
side in the ditch; the tender followed
and the day coach and one of the
Pullmans were turned across the
tracks, The trucks of the cars were
forced off and badly damaged.
The ead of the baggage car was crushed
in, and all the derailed’'cars were stove in
and partly demolished. There were 75
possengers on tke train and all of them
wer® more more or less shaken up, cut and
bruised, but fortunately none were badly
injured. The day coach, which went over
on its side, was lighted with
gas, and thelights went out the instant it
ieft the rails, The engineer and fireman
were from Ellsdon, Ill., and were making
their first run on this section of the road.
Fireman Crow was thrown several feetfrom
the engine and his neck broken. He died
almost instantly., Engineer Miller was
badiy cut abeut the head and face. Brake-
man Mitchell, Conductor Bishop and Bag-
gageman Adams were also badly cut and
bruised, but the injuries are not fatal. The
most seriously injured of the passengersis a
woman mnamed Walker, frem Chieago,
badly cut about the head and injured in-
ternaily, Many of the passengers were cut
and bruised.

There is no doubt the wreck was
result of a deliberate plot to wreck
train and take the lives of a number of
the passengers. The same kind of a plot
was attempted at Vicksburg last week.
One of the trackmen fortunately found that
the plates had been removed trom the rails
in the same manner as they were last night,
and in time to prevent an accident, There
is no clew as yet to the pernetmton ot the
crime, but several men are under suspicien,

RAVAGED EY FIRE.

Hundreds of Families Burned Out in
Michigan.

Trout Picked Up All RBaked and
Roasted Along Little Streams.

Bia Rarpips, Mich., July 16.—Rain,
rain ! The prayer of hundreds of residents
ef the territory scuth of Central Isabella
county is for rain.

To gather the names of the principsl
suflerers is not an easy task, but well
posted men assert that not less than 100
men, women and children, covering a ter-
ritory of ten square miles, and including
the townszship eof Bloomifeld, Isabella

county, are the victims of last Thuare-%

day’s forest fires. No rain had fallen
for three weeks, and everything was
Jike tinder. One of the severest
gales of wind in years sprang ug, and small
fires left by campers or in clearings were
fanned into huge flames, which scon spread
over the land with aimost lightning speed
Nothing could stop them, and while
Wheatland, Remus and Aillbrock town-
ships came in for s=ome of the loss,
the greatest damage seems to have
fallen on Blocomfield township. The
Gale Lumber Company are oper-
ating extensively in both Mecosta and
Isabella counties. Camp No.3 was fairly
wiped from the face of the earth. Many
acres of their green timber were burned
over. Three small custom mills are known
to have been burned down, beside the stock
on hand. Flames ruashed through 200
acres of green timber owned by Mr. Wake-
man, and it will have to be cut to save it.

One farmer had 100 acres of ciover. He
was at work with a machine cuiting the
same, and went to dinner. Sixteen min-
utes later his fields were Dburned over.
Only that his bouse stood on a knoll, with
cleared ground surrcunding, and water was
available, he would have lost that, His
barn and outhcuses went up in smoke.

M. P. Gale, of Big Rapids, to-day said
the heat can well be estimated froem the
fact that yesterday trout a foot long
cculd be picked up in and along the little
stream, baked, charred, roasted—the water
had fairly boiled from the burning grass
and turf, and the fish, in struggling for
life, had thrown themscives out of the
water.

A mill man named Peard was on horze-
back and saw by the roadside a little fire,
within a eircle of perhaps ten yards. He
went to a field near by tosece if things were
safe, and was away but five minutes.
When he returned the wind had spread the
little ame till it was a sea of fire, and in
ten minutes had traversed two miles, firing
houses and trees, flames leaping from tree-
tops 50 feet from the ground.

A woman in a shanty found flames dan-
gerously near, and h'l“tﬂj throwing her
clothing and persenal effects into a trunk,
locked it, aud her husband, unable to
carry the children as well, dumped the
trunk into a pond near by. It is said
when they returned to the settlement, the
contents of the trunk had been destroyed,
the heat having dried up water and every-
thing else.
